Of these, 285 are in the combined reporting category, and 282
either did not operate or went out of business in 1975.

Final tabulations, according to the major breakdown, will appear as usual in thg{next
Census. These tabulations will include the late reports which are not includeé in

this Census.

SUMMARY

VALUE OF PRODUCT DECREASES $108.9 MILLION

Manufacturing firms in Maine reported a product value of $3,695.0 million
during 1975 or a decrease of $108.9 million from the prior year. This

amounted to a 2.9% decrease from the $3,803.9 million reported in 1974,

NUMBERS OF WORKERS IN MANUFACTURING DECREASED 6.4%

The number of workers (executives excluded) reported by manufacturing
establishments was 99,030 or a decrease of 6.4% from the 105,849 reported
in 1974. During the same period the number of male workers decreased 4,069

or 5.7% while the number of female workers decreased 2,750 or 8.0%.

PRINCIPAL INDUSTRIES VARY IN PRODUCTION

Four principal industries, Paper, Food, Lumber and Wood, and Textiles reported
decreases in Value of Product of 2.0%, 1.3%, 12.3% and 11.1% respectively.
The only principal industry to show a rise in production was Leather which

reported an increase of 11.0%.

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GROSS WAGES INCREASE LESS THAN ONE PERCENT

The total gross wages paid workers (executives excluded) was reported
to be $816,825,997 in 1975. This was an increase of $7,533,563, or

0.9% from the $809,292,434 in 1974.

AVERAGE GROSS WAGE INCREASES 7.8%

The average gross wage increased 7.8%, or $598, from $7,646 in 1974 to
$8,244 in 1975. The Transportation Equipment industry paid the highest
wages with a calculated average gross wage of §$11,872, while, during the

same period, the Apparel industry paid the lowest with an average gross

wage of $5,160.

UNION COVERAGE

During the year, the number of workers covered by union contract decreased
4.0%, or 1,355 from 34,085 in 1974 to 32,730 in 1975. The Paper industry
reported 13,266 workers covered by union contract, or 40.5% of the total,

and a decrease of 201, or 1.5% below the previous year.

PLANT AND EQUIPMENT EXPENDITURES $338.2 MILLION IN 1975

During 1975, Maine manufacturing firms reported capital expenditures
of $338,153,000 for plant modernization and equipment. This is an
increase of $115,586,000, or 34.18% above the $222,567,000 reported in
1974. Planned capital expenditures were reported as $408,170,000 in
1976 and $115,197,000 in 1977. The Paper industry continues to lead
with a reported investment of $236,333,000, or 69.9% of the total

20 FOOD AND KINDRED PRODUCTS This major group includes
establishments manufacturing foods and beverages for
human consumption, and certain related products, such
as manufactured ice, chewing gum, vegetable and
animal fats and oils, and prepared feeds for animals
and fowls.

22 TEXTILE MILL PRODUCTS This group includes estab-

lishments engaged in performing any of the following
operations: (1) preparation of fiber and subsequent
manufacturing of yarn, thread, braids, twine, and
cordage; (2) manufacturing broad woven fabric, narrow
woven fabric, knit fabric, and carpets and rugs from
yarr, (3) dyeing and finishing fiber, yarn,

fabric, and knit apparel; (4) coating, waterproofing,
or otherwise treating fabric; (5) the integrated
manufacture of knit apparel and other finished articles
from yarn; and (6) the manufacture of felt goods, lace

knitting) are classified in nonmanufacturing indus-
tries; establishments which assign yarns to outside
contractors or commission knitters for the production
of knit products are classified as Knitting Mills.

APPAREL AND OTHER FINISHED PRODUCTS MADE FROM FABRICS
AND SIMILAR MATERIALS  This major group, known

as the cutting-up and needle trades, includes estab-
lishments producing clothing and fabricated products
by cutting and sewing purchased woven or knit textile
fabrics and related materials such as leather, rubber-
ized fabrics, plastics and furs.

Included in the apparel industries are three types

of establishments; (1) the "regular" or inside facto-
ries, (2) contract factories, and (3) apparel jobbers.
The regular factories perform all of the usual manu-
facturing functions within their own plant; the con-
tract factories manufacture apparel from materials
owned by others; and apparel jobbers perform the
entrepreneurial function of a manufacturing company
such as buying raw materials, designing and preparing
samples, arranging for the manufacture of the gar-
ments from their materials and selling of the finished
apparel.

Custom tailors and dressmakers not operating on a
factory basis are classified in nonmanufacturing
industries; establishments which purchase and resell
finished garments but do not perform the functions of
the apparel jobbers are classified in Wholesale
trade.

LUMBER AND WOOD PRODUCTS, EXCEPT FURNITURE This
major group includes logging camps engaged in cut-
ting timber and pulpwood; merchant sawmills, lath

mills, shingle mills, ccoperage stock mills, plan-
ing mills, and plywood mills and veneer mills en-
gaged in producing lumber and wood basic materials;
and establishments engaged in manufacturines [inished
articles made entirely or mainly of wood or wood
substitutes, Certain types of establishments pro-
ducing wood preducts are classified elsewhere, Tor
example, furniture, and office and store fixtures
are classified in FURWITURE; pianes, nusical instru—
ments, toys and playground equipment, and caskets
and ceffins in HISCELLANEOUS MANUFACTURING. Wood-
working in connection with construction in the
nature of reconditioning and repair, or perfermed to
individual order, is classified in nonmanufacturing
industries.

FURNITURE AND FIXTURES This major group includes
establishments engaged in manufacturing household,
office, public building, and restaurant furniture;
and office and store fixtures. DLstablishments pri-
marily engaged in the production of millwork are
classified in Millwork; cut stone and concrete furn-
iture in STONE, CLAY, GLASS, AND CONCRETE PRODUCTS;
laboratory and hospital furniture in PROFESSIONAL,
SCIENTIFIC, AND CONTROLLING INSTRUMENTS; beauty

and barber shop furniture in MISCELLANEQUS MANU-
FACTURING; and woodworking to individual order or
in the nature of reconditioning and repair in non-
manufacturing industries.

PAPER AND ALLIED PRODUCTS This major group includes
the manufacture of pulps from wood and other cellu-
lose fibers, and rags; the manufacture of paper and
paperboard; and the manufacture of paper and paper-
board into converted products such as paper coated
off the paper machine, paper bags, paper boxes, and
envelopes. Certain types of converted paper prod-
ucts are classified elsewhere, such as abrasive paper
in Abrasive Products, carbon paper in MISCELLANEOUS
MANUFACTURING, and photosensitized and blueprint
paper in Photographic Equipment and Supplies.

PRINTING, PUBLISHING, AND ALLIED INDUSTRILS This
major group includes establishments engaged in print-
ing by one or more of the common processes, such as
letterpress, lithography, gravure, or screen; and
those establishments which perform services for the
printing trade, such as bookbinding, typesetting,
engraving, photoengraving, and electrotyping, This
major group also includes establishments engaged in
publishing newspapers, books, and periodicals, regard-
less of whether or not they do their own printing,
News syndicates are classified in Service Industries,
and textile printing and finishing in TEXTILE MILL
PRODUCTS.,

CHEMICALS AND ALLIED PRODUCTS This major group
includes establishments producing basic chemicals, and
establishments manufacturing products by predominantly
chemical processes, ILstablishments classified in this
major group manufacture three general classes of prod-
ucts: (1) basic chemicals such as acids, alkalies,
salts, and organic chemicals; (2) chemical products to
be used in further manufacture such as synthetic fibers,
plastics materials, dry colors, and pigments; (3) fin-
ished chemical products to be used for ultimate con-
sumption such as drugs, cosmetics, and soaps; or to be
used as materials or supplies in other industries such
as paints, fertilizers, and explosives. The mining of
natural rock salt is classified in mining industries.
Establishments primarily engaged in manufacturing non-
ferrous metals and high percentage ferroalloys are
classified in PRIMARY METAL INDUSTRIES; silicon car-—
bide in STONE, CLAY, GLASS, AND CONCRETE PRODUCTS;
baking powder, other leavening compounds, and statrches
in FOOD AND KINDRED PRODUCTS; and embalming fluids and
artists' colors in MISCELLANEOUS MANUFACTURING. Estab-

lishments primarily engaged in packaging, repackaging,
and bottling of purchased chemical products, but not
engaged in manufacturing chemicals and allied products,
are classified in trade industries.

PETROLEU:I REFINIHNC AND RELATED INDUSTRIES This
major group includes establishments primarily en-
gaged in petroleum refining, manufacturing paving
and roofing materials, and compounding lubricating
oils and greases [rom purchased materials, Estab-
lishments manufacturing and distrubuting gas to
consuiners are classified in public utilities indus-
tries, and those primarily ensaged in producing
coke and byproducts in PRIMARY '[ETAL INDUSTRIES.

RUBDER AED MISCELLANEOUS PLASTICS PRODUCTS This
major group includes establishments manufacturing
from natural, synthetic, or reclaimed rubber, gutta
percha, balata, or gutta siak, rubber products such
as tires, rubber footwear, mechanical rubber goods,
heels and soles, flooring, and rubber sundries,

This group also includes establishments manufacturing
or rebuilding retreaded tires, but automobile tire
repair shops engaged in recapping and retreading
automobile tires are classified in Services., This
group also includes establishments enpaged in molding
primary plastics for the trade, and manufacturing
miscellaneous finished nlastic products, The manu-
facture of elastic webbing is classified in TEXTILE
MILL PRODUCTS; products made of elastic webbing and
garments made from rubberized fabrics in APTARIL;
synthetic rubber, and plastics materials in the form
of sheets, rods, tubes, granules, powders, or liquids
in CHEMICALS AWD ALLIED PRODUCTS.

LEATIIER AND LEATHER PRODUCTS This major group
includes establishments engaged in tanning, curry-

ing, and finishing hides and skips, and establish-
ments manufacturing finished leather and artificial
leather products and some similar products made of
other materials, Leather converters are also included.

STONE, CLAY, GLASS, AND CONCRETE PRODUCTS This major
group includes establishments engaged in manufacturing
flat glass and other glass products, cement, struc—
tural clay products, pottery, concrete and gypsum
products, cut stone, abrasive and asbestos products,
ete,, from materials taken principally from the earth
in the form of stone, clay, and sand. ‘‘hen separate
reports are available for mines and quarries operated
by manufacturing establishments classified in this
major group, the mining activities are classified in
mining industries; when separate reports are not avail-
able, the mining activities are classified herein with
the manufacturing operations,

PRIMARY METAL INDUSTRIES This major group includes
establishments engaged in the smelting and refining
of ferrous and nonferrous metals from ore, pig, or
scrap; in the rolling, drawing, and alloying of
ferrous and nonferrous metals; in the manufacture

of castings, forgings, and other basic preducts of
ferrous and nonferrcous metals; and in the manufac-
ture of nails, spilkes, and insulated wire and cable.
This major group alsc includes the production of coke.

FABRICATED METAL PRODUCTS, EXCEPT ORDNANCE, MACHIN-
ERY, AND TRANSPORTATION EQUIPMENT This major group
includes establishments engaged in fabricating fer-
rous and nonferrous metal products such as metal
cans, tinware, hand tools, cutlery, general hardware,
nonelectric heating apparatus, fabricated structural
metal products, metal stampings, and a variety of
metal and wire products not elsewhere classified.
Certain important segments of the metal fabricating
industries are classified in other major groups such
as ORDNANCE; MACHINERY; TRANSPORTATION LEQUIFPMENT;

PROFESSIONAL, SCIENTIFIC, AND CONTROLLING INSTRU-
MENTS, WATCHES AND CLOCKS; and jewelry and silver-
ware in MISCELLANEQOUS MANUFACTURING. Establishments
primarily engaged in producing ferrous and non-
ferrous metals and their alloys are classified in
PRIMARY METAL INDUSTRIES.

MACHINERY, EXCEPT ELECTRICAL This major group
includes establishments engaged in manufacturing
machinery and equipment, other than ELECTRICAL EQUIP-
MENT, and TRANSPORTATION EQUIPMENT. Machines powered
by built-in or detachable motors ordinarily are
included in this major group, with the exception of
electrical household appliances (ELECTRICAL MACHIN-
ERY, EQUIPMENT AND SUPPLIES). Portable tools, both
electric and pneumatic powered, are included in this
major group, but hand tools are classified in FABRI-
CATED METAL PRODUCTS.

ELECTRICAL MACHINERY, EQUIPMENT, AND SUPPLIES This
major group includes establishments engaged in manu-
facturing machinery, apparatus, and supplies for the
generation, storage, transmission, transformation,
and utilization of electrical energy. The manufac-
ture of household appliances is included in this
group, but industrial machinery and equipment powered
by built-in or detachable electric motors is classi-
fied in MACHINERY, EXCEPT ELECTRICAL.

TRANSPORTATION EQUIPMENT This major group includes
establishments engaged in manufacturing equipment

for transportation of passengers and cargo by land,
air, and water. Important products produced by estab-
lishments classified in this major group include motor
vehicles, aircraft, ships, boats, railroad equipment,
and miscellaneous transportation equipment such as
motorcycles, bicycles, and horse drawn vehicles.

PROFESSIONAL, SCIENTIFIC, AND CONTROLLING INSTRU-
MENTS; PHOTOGRAPIIIC AND OPTICAL GOODS; WATCHES AND
CLOCKS This major group includes establishments
engaged in manufacturing mechanical measuring,
engineering, laboratory, and scientific research
instruments; optical instruments and lenses; surgi-
cal, medical, and dental instruments, equipment,

and supplies; ophthalmic goods; photographic equipment
and supplies; and watches and clocks. Establishments
primarily engaged in manufacturing instruments for
indicating, measuring, and recording electrical quan-
tities and characteristics are classified in ELECTRI-
CAL MACHINERY, EQUIPMENT AND SUPPLIES.

MISCELLANEOUS MANUFACTURING INDUSTRIES This major
group includes establishments primarily engaged in
manufacturing products not classified in any other
manufacturing major group. Industries in this group
fall into the following categories: jewelry, silver-
ware and plated ware; musical instruments; toys, sport-
ing and athletic goods; pens, pencils, and other office
and artists' materials; buttons, costume novelties,
miscellaneous notions; breoms and brushes; morticians'
goods; and other miscellaneous manufacturing industries.

Descriptions of subordinate industry groupings may be
found in the Standard Industrial Classification Manual,
1967, Manufacturing Industries.

APPENDIX C: Technical Notes and Definitions

INDUSTRIAL CLASSIFICATION The Standard Industrial
Classification system as compiled by the Executive
Office of the President, Bureau of the Budget, was
used to determine the industry title applicable to
each establishment. Descriptions of major industry
groups may be found in Appendix B. Each establish-
ment has been classified according to its principal
activity during the current year,

VALUE OF PRODUCT 1is the net selling price of all
goods manufactured or processed during the calendar
year. If industrial operations were on a contract
basis, the total of amounts received for contract
work or services performed has been included.

GROSS WAGES PAID shows total earnings during the
calendar year of all employees, except executives,
before deducticens for Old Age and Survivors Insur-
ance, group insurance, withholding tax, savings
bonds, union dues, etc. Pay for sick leave, holi-
days, vacations and bonuses has been included. Owing
to the exclusion of various fringe benefits, payroll
taxes paid by employers, etc., this data should not
be interpreted as representing total labor costs on
the part of the employer.

NUMBER OF WORKERS 1is that reported in each month
operated as of the payroll period ending nearest the
15th of the month, and averaged over the full twelve
months. Workers engaged in fabricating, processing,
assembling, inspection, receiving, storage, handling,
packing, warehousing, shipping, maintenance, repair,
janitorial, watchman services and product development
are included as are working foremen and all other em-
ployees below the executive level,

AVERAGE GROSS WAGES is the figure obtained by
dividing GROSS WAGES PAID by the TOTAL NUMBER OF
WORKERS.

ESTABLISHMENT is defined as a single physical loca-
tion where industrial operations are performed; it
is, therefore, a place of business rather than a
legal entity or company which may have units in many
locations. In instances where separate records for
each establishment were not kept, data have been
allocated equally by civil division and the entire
report classified by size as "combined". This prac-
tice will, of course, inflate the values at some of
the locations. Where appropriate {e.g., logging
operations) such combined reports have been assigned
to no specific civil division, merely to the county
in which said principal location is found.

CIVIL DIVISIONS are geographical units established
for governmental purposes. Major civil divisions

are counties; minor civil divisions are cities, towns,
plantations and townships.

SPECIAL STUDIES techniques of compiling data in the
various special surveys included in the Census are
generally covered in the texts of such surveys.
