Final tabulations, according to the major breakdown, will appear as usual in the next 

Census. These tabulations will include the late reports which are not incl uded in 

this Census. 

Taking into consideration the nature of the Maine economy and the ext ent of coverage 

in this survey, the data contained in this, The Census of Maine Manufactures 1973, 

represent a comprehensive and valid statistical analysis of the Maine manufacturing 

economy.

The number of workers (executives excluded) in Maine manufacturing establishments 

increased 2.3%, or 2,322, from 101,892 in 1972 to 104,214 in 1973. Male workers 

increased 1.2%, or 848, from 68,671 in 1972 to 69,519 in 1973; and female workers 

increased 4.4%, or 1,474, from 33,221 in 1972 to 34,695 in 1973. 

PRINCIPAL INDUSTRIES REPORT INCREASED VALUE OF PRODUCT 

All five principal industries, Paper, Food, Leather, Lumber and Wood, and Textiles 

reported an increased value of product of 14.3%, 14.9%, 18.7%, 28.8% and 27.3% 

respectively.

GROSS WAGES INCREASE 7. 6% 

The total gross wages paid workers (executives excluded) in manufacturing firms 

increased 7.6%, or $51,997,090, from $682,711,838 in 1972 to $734,708,928 in 1973. 

AVERAGE GROSS WAGE $7 ,050 

During the year, the average gross wage increased 5.2%, or $350, from $6,700 in 

1972 to $7,050 in 1973. The Tran~portation Equipment industry paid the highest 

wages with a calculated average gross wage of $10,255, while, during the same period, 

the Miscellaneous Manufacturing industries paid the lowest with an average gross wage 

of $4 ,580. 

UNION COVERAGE 

The number of workers covered by union contract increased 0.8%, or 259 from 

34,361 in 1972 to 34,620 in 1973. The Paper industry reported 13,707 workers 

covered by union contract, or 39.6% of the total, and an increase of 135, or 1.0% 

over the previous year. 

PLANT AND EQUIPMENT EXPENDITURES $125.3 MILLION I N 1973 

Maine manufacturing firms reported capital expenditures of $125,279,000 for plant 

modernization and equipment during 1973. This is a decrease of $21,521,000, or 

14.7% below the $146,800,000 reported in 1972. Planned capital expenditures were 

reported as $135,261,000 in 1974 and $93,668,000 in 19 75 . The Paper industry 

continues to lead with a reported investment of $47,125,000, or 37.6% of the 

tot al reported.

INDUSTRIAL CLASSIFICATION The Standard Industrial 
Classification syst em as compi led by the Execut i ve 
Offi ce of the Presi dent , Bureau of the Budget, was 
used to determine the industry title applicable t o 
each establishment. Descriptions of major industry 
groups may be found in Appendi x B. Each establish­
ment has been classi fied according to its principal 
activity during the current year. 

VALUE OP PRODUCT i s the net selling price of all 
goods manufactured or processed during the calendar 
year. If industrial operations were on a contr act 
basis, the total of amounts received for contract 
work or servi ces performed has been i ncluded. 

GROSS WAGES PAID shows tot al earnings during the 
calendar year of all employees, except executives, 
befor e deductions for Old Age and Survivors Insur­
ance, group insurance, withholding tax, savings 
bonds , union dues, etc. Pay f or s i ck l eave, holi­
days, vacat i ons and bonuses has been included. Owing 
to the exclusion of various fr inge benef its, payroll 
taxes paid by empl oyers, etc., this data should not 
be interpret ed as represent ing total labor costs on 
the part of the empl oyer. 

NUMBER OF ~~RKERS is that r eported in each month 
operated as of the payroll period ending nearest the 
15th of the month, and averaged over the ful l twelve 
months. Workers engaged in fabricating, processing, 
assembling, inspection, receiving, storage, handling, 
packing, warehous ing , shipping, maintenance, repair , 
j anitorial , wat chman ser vices and product development 
are included as are wor king foremen and a ll other em­
pl oyees below the executive level . 

AVERAGE GROSS WAGES is the figure obtained by 
dividing GROSS WAGES PAID by the TOTAL NUMBER OF 
WORKERS. 

ESTABLISllMENT is def ined as a single physical loca ­
tion where industrial operations are per fo rmed ; it 
i s , t her efore, a place of business rather t han a 
legal enti ty or company which may have units in many 
locat i ons. In instances wh ere separate records for 
each establishment were not kept, data have been 
allocated equally by civil division and the enti re 
report classified by s i ze as "combined" . This prac­
tice will, of course, inflate the values at some of 
t he l ocations. Where appropriate (e.g., l ogging 
operations) such combined r eports have been assigned 
to no specific civil division, merely t o the county 
in which said principal locat ion is found. 

CIVIL DIVI SIONS are geographical units established 
for governmental purposes. Major civil divisions 
are counties; minor civil di visions are cities, towns, 
plantations and townships. 

SPECIAL STUDIES techniques of compiling data in the 
various s pecial surveys incl uded in the Census are 
generally cover ed in the texts of such surveys .
