A page and a balf of this, and then, return-
ing, the importance of the miunistry may be
seen in these particulars :—

The Bible speaks of ministers as men of
God, about fifty times. Someiimes they are
called angels. Sometimes, shepherds or pas-
tors, a title given to kings, and claimed by
God as honorable to Himsell. ‘They are also
called bishops, also, watchmen, also, embas-
sadurs for Christ.

The Freight Blockade on the Grand
Trunk.

In this city there has been considerable
comment in eonsequence of the large amount
of [eight for foreign shipment accumulating
in the yards of the Grand Trunk Railway
bere while local ar.d Western freights to this
point are delayed. But the cause of grievance
is one of annual occurrence and it is no
worse at present than it has been for years.
In Canada, and Moutreal in particalar, how-
eve, the present biockade has been so dizas-
trous to business and the policyof the Grand
Trauk so inimical to local interests that the
Corn Exchange Association of that city has
ta ;en the matter into consideration and as the
re;ult of an i nvestigation in o the causes and
eff:cts of the poliey of the Graad Trank and
Allan Steamship Company, has published a
pamphlet which contains many faets and

tatemen ts of interest to this section.

In the first place the report speaks of the
annual ‘‘lock-out by the Grand Trunk Rail
wiy of the merchants of Montreal from
freizhting facilities eastward” and complains
that it begun somewhat earlier than usual
and bas operated wilh exceptional severity
because the railway officials bad continually
promised them unusual and excessive tacil-
ities for moving freight from Moutreal east-
ward. In couas quence of these promises,
Moutreal werchants continued their ship-
ments to'that poiot from the West until they
had on the 19th of November 1,037,100
bu hels of grajv, 60,208 bartels of flour, and
other produce in propoition, while their
shipments eastward were nil.

The principal grounds of complaint are
that the Grand Trunk managers d scriminate
aguinst Moutreal wmercbanis both n giving
preference and lower rates to Western freights
or freights from competing points west of
that city. For instauce, the Montreal wer-
chant who buys a car of flour at Paris in
Ounrario and first ships it to that ecity and
then o Halifux has to pay $142, while the
party shipping direci from Paris to Halifax
pays but $118, The following figures are
also given to show the diserimination against
Canadian shippers in favor of those in the
West, to Liverpool via Portland Ly the Graud
Trunk Railway and steamships:

Tar Ixsaxe HospITAL. — Superintendent

Harlow has made his annual report of the JIn-
sane Hospital to the Governor and Conpeil.
The year closiog has been one of proaperity;
sickness and distress of an unusual nature have
been turned away from the threshold, and a
goodly number have been restored to health
and usefulness. Notwithstanding the crowded
coudicion of the Hospital, nearly all who have
asked for admission have beeu received. The
year was begun with 393 patieots—199 men and
194 wowen, There have been received since 200
—120 men and 80 women, making a total un-
der treatment of 593—31Y9 men and 274 women,
There have been discharged from the whole
nnmber under treatment during the year 182—
114 men, 68 women. The following was the
coudition of those disthirged: Recovered, 83
—47 malesand 36 females; improved, 36—25
males and 11 females; unimproved, 20-—13
malez aud 7 females; died 43—29 males and 14
females. The percent. of recoveriex over the
nomber admitted is larger than last year or the
year previous, it being this year over 40 per
cent., and on the number discharged over 45 pr
cent. The mortnury record shows a less num-
ber of deaths the past year than for two years
previous. The average age of thos who died
was over 50 years. Five were between R0 and
90 years of aze. seven were over fi0,and 13 were
between 60 and 70. The causes of death were
as lo'lows: Cousumption, 6; senile insanity, 5;
paralysis, 4; marasmus, 4; general paralysis, 4:
exhaustion of chronic insunity, 4; general
dropsy, 3, apoplexy, 3; suicide, 3; exnaustive
mania, 3; chrouie diarrheea, 1; psvas absess, 1;
congestion of brain, 1; eplepsy, 1.

T be report notices the fact that the Grand
Truuk managers in (he early part of Novem-
ber, entered the Chicago freight market in
competition with other lines, and engaged to
carry large amounts of freight to Liverpool
from 9) to 100 cents per hundred, when the
same rates for the freights on the Boston and
New York lines were from 115 1o 125 cents
per hundred. The Canadian, therefore, com-

s because the Chicago producer can lay
dowu provisions in Live ‘pool over a Canadian
railway, and by a Canadian line of steamers,
25 per cent lower than through his uwn coun-
try, and when he comes to consider that the
Wes'erner, neaily athousand miles by rail
further away from Liverpool, has the prefer-
ence of transportation ove: the Canadian ut
three cents less a hundred, he is justly indig-
nant. He has an idea that a railroad which
is bailt under a Canadian charter and is par-
tially subsidized by Canadian money should
not be worked to aggrandize the people of the
Western States to the neglect and injury of

Canada. "

The Committee close their report bﬂrging
that Montreal should no longer rely wholly
upon the Grand Trunk and its Portland ter-
mious for its winter outlet. They say that

ere is not sufficient inward trade to Port
land, to attract tonnage from abroad, citing

thafact that, of the four steamers arriving
here this season, three came with partial car-
goes, and one with coal as ballast. The com-
mittee consequently recommend that Mon-
treal merchaunts should aid, by every means
in their power, the cumpletion of other rail-
ways, particularly the Portland and Ogdens-
burg and Vermont Central, that it may have
three outlets to Boston and two to Portland.

The declaraton of the Moutreal committee
that” Portland is not situated so as to attract
English steamships with foreign goods, will
hardly hold true, particularly, when® they
show that the Grand Trunk is doing Western
business cheapsr than the liues having their
termini at Boston and New York. Last sea-
on the line of steamers from this city to New
York was lu gely employed in transporting
goods landed at New York for the Dominion
and Chicago to this city to be shipped ria the
Grand Track to their places of destination.
This was the case even when the Allan steam -
ships were arriving here regularly lrom Liy-
erpool.

"The great bulk of the produce export so
far exceeds that of the import trade thata
large part of the steamers are now coming
to the ports of the United States with but
partial freizhts or in ballast, s» if ocean
steamers cannot profitably engage in th: out-
ward business from Portland. they ecannot
from any of the larger porls where charges
are mach heavier, There isevery prospect
that this condition of the carrying trade be-
tween the United States and Earope will
continue to be one sid=d so far as the bulk is
concz:ned, so if it cannot be profitably done
by steamships, it will necessarily be trans-
ferred to sailing vessels.

As to the resnonsibility of the present
freight blockade,there has been a long corres-
pondence between the Grand Trunk managers
and the Allan Steamship Compauy, and vari-
ous legal protests have passed between them
respecting the claims ot shippers for losses
which are likely to follow. On their part the
Allans declare that they informed the rail-
way managers that they could not take from
Portland but one hundred and fifty carsa
week, aud of this number the latter eould
farnish eighty cars a week, but reserved the
other seventy for their owo jand Canaaa trade,
which paid the steamships  much
better than the prorata of the Western
trade. The railway attempts, on its part, to
show that it uever agreed toany such ar-
rangement, but the Allans give apart ofa
letter from Mr.Stevenson of the railway which
proves that he undersiood the proposition of
those representing the steamships, The stag-
nation which the blockade has ecaused in
Montreal und the sharp eriticism which it
has called forth, are of such acharacter that
neither of the e corporations would willingly
assume the responsibility. It should be add
el, however. in justice to the Allans that they
have offered to hite their idle shivs to the
railway managers at cost, should they desire
to relieve their crowded line and freight
yards,

ACCORDING to the report of Mr. Thomas,
the late lmwigration Commissioner of the
Siate, an abstract of which has been printed,
the Swedish colony isa success.

DrraLcAaTiON 1IN Concorp, N. H.—There is
great excitement in Concord, N, H., in conse-
quence of the discovery that W. W. Stoors,
cushier of the First National SBavings Bank of
that c.tv, is a defanlter to the amount of $50,-
000 or £75,000. The bauk was thovght to be
one of the safest in the conntry, and its depos-
1ts reached over a million and a half. 1t is said
that the cashier bas not appropriated to hisuwn
use any part of the money missiug, but loaned
a small sum to a land speculator named Web-
ster without the consent of the directors and
knowiog that they bad refused him. This sum
was gradually increased from $2000 to $35,000,
and covered on the books by false entries. The
land bas been found to be worthless. The bal-
ance, it is said, has been lost in specolative at
tempts to regain the money thus loaued, in the
bupe of remedying the evil. It is <aid that bis
bondsmen are good for the amount of his bond
$120,000, which will, it i thonght, save the de-
pusitors from loss. There is, however great
uneasiuess among depositors and some have
offered to sell their books for 80 per cent.

At the time of the panic in October, it was
announced that the baok, with others, wounld
not pay depositors until Janunary 1st; but little
was thought of this as it was known that the
bank held a considerable amount in Western
bouds that could not be sold at once. A move-
ment is now on foot to place the bank in the
bands of receivers. The State Bank Commis-
sioners are makiiig an investigation.

The England of Ted ‘7. .

Thursday evening Edward Jeokins, the Eng-
lish satirist and refurmer, opened the ¥. M. C.
A. conrse with his lecture entitled “The Eng-
!and of To day.” The house was naturally
thin, for people don’t care to be instructed New
Year's night; they merely wish to e amused.
Mr. Jenkins, a tall, slight man, with sanguine
complexion, and head prematurely bald, with
deep-set blue eyes and full auburn beard, made
his appearance with a slight bow, and begau
with very rapid but distinct utterance, the de-
livery of his lecture, Save his eyes and the sop-
pressed iutensity of his tone, there is nothing
remarkable about the man. In his menner of
speech he is very like an American, having
scarcely the trace of an English delivery. Only
once, when he forsook his notes for a
noment, did he indulge in that stam
merning, hesitating  toue which, for the
last  generation, has been characteristic
of English erators. The picture he drew of
Bogland was dack, buf he showed infinite
(uith in her potentialities for good. His sa-
tire, never playfal, was marked by all the bit-
terness of Swilt, and his voice, tinged with the
wlemuity of the pulpit, seemed at times a
wail of despair. While strongly condemning
«he abuses of English government, he pro-
tessed profound belief in that system of gov-
rnment itself, and had little faith in English
Republicanism, which, be said, combined the
riuciples of the internationalists with the
atheism of Bradlangh., He began his lecture
by observing that of the crowd of Americans
who landed at Liverpool, and overraun the little
island, which they threatened one day to an-
aex, but few of them could say that they had
seen, in the sepse in which he used th: term,
vhe England of to-day. They might have seen
England in its picturesque aspects; might have
visited cities where everything suggested new
oroblems of society; they n'ight have observed
nanufactories ringing with the clank of iron,
warehouses storing up the riches ot a hundred
:limes, and might have noticed a countcy show-
ing in her old age an energy and vitality rival-
ing tha: of the New Worid, yet have no experi~
“nce of the England of to-day. They might
have seen English ecclesiasticism, politics, and
society in their various aspects, yet return with
wly a dim idea of that wonderful cosmos, with
its prospects, contingencies, and perils. He
had not come before his auditors, he said, to
smuse them, nor to bring under their observa-
tion snch aspects of English life as everybody

;:ould observe on the surface, but rather to give
Americsns some ideas of the hidden life of the
Enghsh nation. He woald bave them know
wmething of the composition of its warp and
woof, for it was highly important in this interna-
Jional age that England should bo understood of
America, and that America should be known
w England. Let both conntries enticise each
sther’s institntions hovestly and fairly, but at
ihe same time profoundly, and there need be
10 jealousy on eitber side. He did not, how-
sver, come before an American audience to re-
‘all memories which were trite—to speak to
hem aboat their common race, their common
lnngu?e. their commou literature, their com-
mon Shakespeare. their common Holloway’s
sills, It was much betier to criticise each other
(reely, but at the same time in the spirit of De
Cocquexille, whose eriticism had bad the effect
of bringing American institations to their pres-
ant condition of excellence. Oue of the diffi

aulties, he said, which a lecturer experien-
ces in dealing with such a subject was the
lificulty of knowing where to begin; but for
his part he wonld select for his topic a featare
which an observant person would potice stand-
ing out Emmlneut.ly in the England of to-day.
Chat topic was vested interests. It was the oue
thing which permeated every grace and class
of society in Evogland., The crown, he said
had its vested interests, and the aristocaacy had
sheirs; so had the church, and the nrm!. and
ihe uary, and the bar, and railways, and poor
aw boards and municipal corporations—all had
such innumerable vested interests that it was
mpossible to drive the char ot of legislation
through without kuocking azainst some of
ihem. Reform in Eugland conld scarcely reach
them, for great was the potency of those vested
interests, A vested intermst was characterized
by impudence in the position which it asserted,
wnd waus always exorbitant in its claims. It
was & millstone round the neck of a country;
it was opposed to hberty, and by its me
‘he bealth and purity of the political life of a
uation were imperiled. Such interests, he ad-
mitted, must exist to a certain extent, but the
law which encouraged tbeir creation was im-
politic, and the law which ex: ruted their
power was criminal. The Established Church
of Euvgland had vested interests to the extent
of $450,000,000 in the shape of endowmerts, and
was one of the greatest politicel powers in the
ronntry, rivalling its strange ally, the Licensed
Victuallers’ Association. Manv a time elections
were carried by the unrudl_v combination. 1t was
the champion of privilege against freedom, and
of tyranuy againgt liberty. Unpder its regime
religious equality was impossible, and religious
bigolry was the result, Its livings were bought
and sold, and it existed on vested interests ir-
reverently desigoated loaves aud fishes It
was an importaut amendment to the Sermon on
the Mount in fuvor of land and property, and
was a political institution in the meshes of the
State which was fos*ering uncbristian maligoi-
ty, bigotry, and strife. He then proceeded to
consider the extent to which privilege existsin
England, and ou this branch of s sabj:ct

aid a high tribate to the incorraptibility of
Euglish statesmanship. English stutesmen, he
would do mauy things for party purposes;
but it had never been suge sted in his timg that
# member of the House of Commous could be
bought by mouey. The high character of Brit-
1sh statesmeo placed thera beyond suspicion or
reproach iu this rzapect. Privilege, like vested
nterests, existed in vearly every grade of Eng-
lish society—among the legisia ors of the coun-
try, in the Church body, io the- army, and in
the navy. It resisted reformers, got benefits,
and discouraged the unprivile claszes. Tu
conneetwon with this part of his sabject, the
lecturer referred to the unequal constituencies of
Eugland, which he characterized as the barbar-
vus relics of Pitt statesmanship, and condemn-
ec class legislation directed against the working
man, Local government in England was the
next snbject considered by the lecturer, and he
defioed it to be the very motley of Bumbledow.
U'he spirit of the parish beudle was, the spirit
of local government, and iguorance and kuav-
ery had a particular tendency to crystalize in itx
institutions, He then referred to the amazin
wealth and vitality of Eogland, and describe
its uuderlyiog poverty, making a brief allusion
to English pauperism. It might be asked, he
observed, whetber any reforin could reach the
evils which he bad puinted out. He answered
yes. Eugland bore her burdens stoatly, aud
with every promise of redress. He believed
that reforin would come. not reform bought by
a deluge of blood, but that true and gradual re-
furm which mld win its way from pebble to
pebble, and, like an advancing tide gain access
to those iustitutions such as vested interests,
circle round, aud overwhelm them,

The lecture was the best that has been deliv.
ered in City Hall this season in wealth of in-
struction, suggestiveness of thought and in viv-
iduess of illustration.

M. C. Mechanic Association..

At the monthly meecting of this Association
held on Thursday evening, the Trustees of the
School Fand reported that the Londs ($25,000)
were all paid. The bonds were presented and
ordered to be destroyed. These bonds were fs-
sued about sixteen years ago to furnish the pay
for the erection of the Mechanics' buildiug.
The lot of wild land obtained from the State by
the exertions of Newel A. Foster, Esq., while
a member of the Legisla ture,which was sold for
$11000,was the nucleus from which the income,
slowly but surely, atlast wiped out the debt.
The Association i8 now free from their money
debt. But they owe a debt, under the resolv,
which granted them the land, to carryon a
school for draftiog, drawing, modelling and in-
structions in mechanics generally. This, as we
learn, they intend now to fultill, baving been
waiting for years to be put upon a basis on which
they may proceed with a certainty of being
sastained by their income.

Meautime, in past years, they have by no
means been idle. Their lectures and debates
for the last sixteen years (which have been free
to all) have been of a practical character, inter-
esting and instructive to mechanics—thus ful.
filling in part, as they went slong, the terms
prescribed. The library has always beena
source of enjoyment and improvement. With-
in the last six mounths $400 have been yoted to
replenish it. So that the time-honured associa
tion, which sixly years ago beganits fevble
life, isat las’ on a firm basis, with a grand op
portunity before its members to do a great deal
of good in the advancement of the mechanic
arts, as well as their fellow mechamos,

—The Flymouth Church Defines Con-

gregational:sm.

The Plymouth Choreh school rooms in Brook-
lyn, were crow. ed to excess this evening by a
large audience, The usual weekly prayer meet-
ing wus conducted by Rev. enry Ward
Beecher, after which was beld the stated buosi-
ness meeting for the admission of members
The adjonrned aunoal meeting was then called
to order by F, M. Edgerton. The committee un
amended rules made their report which was
adopted.  Mr. Sherman, tbe clerk of the
cburch then read the commupication which
had been receivea from the joint eommittee of
tke Church of P:larims (Rev. Dr Storrs) and
the Clinton Avenue Church, after which Mr.
Beecher rose and  said be deemed it not inap-
meriate to tike some steps for the purpose uf
making a reply to this letter. He had asked
some of the brethren to draw up a letter of re-
ply which he would request Prof. Rubert Ray-
wond to read, avd asked that it be signed by
the chairm v of thiz meetivg and the members
of the committee and forwarded to the commit-
tees of the two charches,

Prof. Raymond tuen read a reply to the com
wuunications of the committees of the Church
of the Pilgrims and the Clipton Aveunue
Cloreh. 1t odmits a difference betweeu the
Congregationalism and the Plymouth chureh
and uther Congregational churches, aud claims
that the fonndation of the P ymouth Church
was effected to protest against the domination
of Coongregational ministers which bad excited
Ernfuuud indigoation among members of the

ungregational churches in the city of New
York at the time, Plymouth charch has beeu
guver_ed by a mujority of its members, while
10 peither of the other two churches has ever
been heard the voice of the brotherhood in open
or called assembly.,

The attitud of the Clinton Avenue church
and the church of the Pilgrims in this contro-
versy characterized as vnwarrantable and Ply-
mouth ¢hureh refuses to receive any farther doc
ments which are not agcompanied by proof of
the authority of the whole brotherhood of Con-
gregational charches regularly and deliberate-
Iy conferred, and they decline in any case to
receive from any church letters containing cov-
ert insinnations against the character of any of
the members of the Plymouth church, [Ihe
Piymouth church does vot decline to joim in
to call a mutnal council, but will await a less
dubious invitation. Itclaims that Plymouth
church can make rules £ rits own goverument
and still remaiu Congregational and declines to
withdraw from Congregational fellowsbip.

This repiy was adopted and ordered to be
signed by the chairman and members of the
committee and forwarded to the joiot commit-
tees of both churches.

ant, occnpant, owner or other persen. shall farfelt
and vay & sum not less than ome wuollar, nur mo e
thap fen dollars.  Avd it such building or 1ot ghoold
extentd more than one hundred and fity feet, on any
street . r land, it 8hall be he duty of soch tenant or
ocenpant, nwner or other person, to remove such
snow trom the fockway or s dewalk for 1he space of
one hundred and fifty feet, accordirg to the provis-
ious and suhject to the penaiies aloresaid.”

““The provisions « f th+ preceding recti n shall also
apply to the failing of snow from any buildmng,”

“Whenever the sidewaik, or anv part thercof ad-
Joiniog any bu Winger 1o o land on any sireet
#hall be encumbered with ice, it shall be the duiy o
the occupant, snd in case there I8 vo occupant, the
owner, or any person having the care of such bn Li-
ing or Iot, to cause such sidewalk to be marde safe and
eonvenient, by removing the ice therefrom, or by
covering the rame with sand or some other suitable
substance: and in eare such owner or cocupant, or
other person, slmlln?lert &0 to tho, or the siace ot
#ix bours daring the duy fime, lie shall forfeit an
pay not less than twe nor more than five dullars, anid
a like snm for every day that the rame shall contin-
ue g0 encumbered.,
