The jury today brought in a verdict of

son in the United States. Thomaston has 

also many other ship owner* who carry on 

an extensive domestic and marine corres- 

pondence. A strong protest will be made 

against closing this office. 

Covernor Hill’s Message. 
New York, Jan. 3.—In his annual mes- 

sage to the legislature today, Governor Hill 
recommends an act limiting, regulating and 

restoring the powers of corporations in the 
issue of stock and bonds. He also recom- 

mends a financial measure, which would af- 
ford a new source of revenue to the State 
providing for taxation of that species of 

property which now almost entirely escapes 
assessment, that is the idebtedness of cor- 
porations, joint stock companies and asso- 
ciations represented in the scrip, and bonds 
or certificates issued by such bodies. Dur- 
ing the past fiscal year the State debt has 
been reduced $1,709,200. The total State 
debt unprovided for is $3,505,810. The State 
i., practically out of debt as the tax rate will 
yield $9,075,000.

CARLETON’S CRUSADE. 

Four Weeks Spent In Trying the Cases 
of Rumsellers. 

Some Experiences of the Attorney 
for Kennebec County. 

Liquor Shops Closed, but the Express 
Companies Very Busy. 

[Special to the Press. 1 
Augusta, Jan. 3.—The trial of criminal 

causes for the December term of the Superi- 
or Court for Kennebec county, came to an 

end tonight. The time occupied—four weeks 
—is unprecedented in the history of the 
county. Every case tried, but three or four, 
were what are commonly termed liquor 
cases. 

Your correspondent accosted County At- 
torney Carleton at the Cony House in Au- 
gusta, just as he had got his “gripsack” 
packed, preparatory to taking a ten-mile ride 
across the country to his home. 

In reply to the request to summarize his 
year’s work, he said: “Two hundred and 
seventy-nine indictments have been found 
by the grand jury this year, and $10,250 in 
fines paid into the count) treasury, in round 
numbers; two dozen rumsellers have been 
sent to jail, and as many more have taken 
leg bail out of the State. More than fifty 
rumshops have been permanently closed.and 
our county jail was never so empty at this 
time of the year as today. As a result of 
enforcing the law, crime was never so infre- 

quent in the county as at the present time.” 
“What is the temper of the,liquor sellers?” 

was asked. 
“The liquor sellers now fight every case 

for all it is worth, since the enforcement of 
the new law, aud the very best legal talent 
is engaged. Why, the other day, a druggist 
was being tried for being a ‘common seller.’ 
The punishment, you know, is Imprisonment 
and fine. He employed four of the best law- 
yers in the county to defend him. We were 

two days trying the case, but the jury were 

only fifteen minutes in bringing in a verdict 
of guilty.” 

In answer to the question as to what effect 

Judge Whitehouse’s ruling on the constitu- 
tionality of the law making the payment of 
the special tax prima facie evidence of guilt, 
would have on liquor prosecutions, Mr- 
Carleton said: 

“If Judge Whitehouse’s construction of 
that law is correct, then the legislature made 
a grand mistake in making such a law. If, 
with ail the eminent legal talent in the last 
legislature, it was not discovered to i>e un- 

constitutional while passing through its va- 

rious stages before It could become a law, it 
simply emphasizes the fact that more care is 
needed in passing laws, and especially in 
piling up act after act to the prohibitory law 
se-called. The ‘Maine law'has got to be a 
cumbersome thing. The payment of the 
special tax does not appear to nave any par- 
ticular weight in the minds of a jury now. 
Especially is this so in beer cases, so-called. 
Why, I tried a beer case the other day, as 
clear a case as I ever presented to a jury. 
The respondent had paid the tax, had a sa- 
loon, back bar, etc., but he took the stand 
and said a cousin of his advised him to pay 
the tax A United States Marshal said the 
beer sold was Boston hop, and under the 
charge of the judge the jury disagreed. In 
another case three witnesses swore that the 
beer was lager beer. One of them had drank 
lager for 25 years. The respondent had paid 
the tax as a retail dealer in distilled spirits, 
had a saloon, etc. The respondent did not 
testify in his own behalf, or give any expla- 
nation as to why he paid it. This was a case 
as clear as it would be possible to make out; 
and yet it was thought best, in fact the jury 
requested it, to have an analysis of the beer 
before going to the jury, though I had some 
of the beer in court. I got a verdict of guil- 
ty, however, in this case. The result is, 
rumshops, under the guise of beer shops, are 
springing up all over the county, and I am 

sorry to say the officers do not appear to pay 
any attention to them unless complaint is 
made to them, and they feel obliged to by 
the force of public opinion.” 

“What effect does it have on the amount 
of liquor drunk by closing the saloons ?”| 

“Well, there are not a half dozen rumshops 
in Kennebec county today. Outside the 
drug stores, I doubt if there is that number, 
not counting the “hop beer” shops, "hay- 
seed beer” shops and the various other shops 
that claim they sell nothing stronger than 
buttermilk. It is said that the druggists 
have all paid the tax as retail liquor dealers. 
If so, they have done so under fictitious 
names. Not all of them, by any means, re- 
tail liquor. My own judgment is that but a 

small proportion of them do it; and yet a 

large amount of liquor Is drunk, if you can 
judge by the innumerable packages that the 
♦*A|»iena uuinjmiwra 1111114; mtu me u;umj, 
from a quart to two or three gallons. The 
city marshal of Augusta told me he counted 
twenty-seven of these one night, all address- 
ed to private individuals, most of whom he 
knew, and the largest one was only two gal- 
lons. There is no law, and no law can be 
made to stop it. So it would seem that 
liquor is drunk in large quantities, notwith- 
standing the law is enforced to the very let- 
ter. I tell you what is a fact. Law alone 
won’t stop drinking. There must be con- 
stant agitation, constant work by the church- 
es, by the education of the young; a healthy 
public sentiment must be behind the law all 
the time.

SUCCESSFULLY TESTED. 

Old Orchard’s New System of Water 
Works. 

Old Orchard Beach, Jan. 3.—A preli- 
minary trial of the new water works was 

made this afternoon and, all things consider- 
ed, was quite satisfactory. Two lines of 
hose were attached to the hydrant in the 
rear of the Old Orchard House, one with a 

1 inch and the other with a 14 inch nozzle. 
The natural pressure of the water was suffi- 
cient to force these streams perpendentlarly 
about 35 feet, which was doing well, con- 

sidering that this point is but a little lower 
than the level of the reservoir. At precisely 
2 o’clock fires were started under the boilers 
at the pumping station and in a very few 
minutes a perceptible increase in the pres, 
sure was noticed at the hydrant. A minute 
or two later, and a stream was thrdwn to the 
roof of the house. At no time did the gauge 
at tthe pump indicate a water pressure of 
over 100 pounds, while the pressure that can 

be used in case of fire is 300 pounds. 
The engine and pumps are new and the 

bearings are not yet worn smooth. The 
pipes have never been flushed since they 
were laid and must necessarily contain a 

good deal of sand. After same of these 
little matters are looked after, the final trial 
will be made, when it will be determined 
whether the water company has carried out 
its part of the contract. 

THE IRON TRADE. 

Facts and Figures of a Croat and 

Crowing Industry. 

Philadelphia, Jan. 3.--The annual re- 

view of the American iron trade by General 

Manager James M. Swank, of the American 
Iron and Steel Association, says: "The pro- 
duction in 1887 in all the leading branches of 

manufacture of iron and steel was the 

largest in the history of the industry. The 
estimated production of pig iron was 6,250,- 
000 gross tons, about 600,000 tons more than 

in 1886; Bessemer steel rails, about 1,950,000 
gross tons, or 375,000 more than in 1886. In 
addition to the large production, we con- 
sumed about 500,000 tons of imported pig 
iron and about 160,000 tons of imported steel 
rails. The imports of iron and steel in other 
forms were also very large,the total importa- 
tiens aggregating nearly 1,800,000 tons. The 
production of iron ore was about 11,000,000 
gross tons and the imports 1,250,000 tons. In 
1885 we produced about 10,500,000 gross tons 
and imported 1,039,483 tons. After the mid- 
dle of the year, all prices fell off in sympa- 
thy with the general conviction that the 
remarkably activity of the preceding year 
and a half could not much longer be main- 
tained, especially the demand for steel rails 
for new railroads. The shrinkage was the 
most marked in steel rails, next in pig iron, 
bar iron, and iron pipe. The bridge works 
of the country, foundries, machine shops, 
car builders and car wheel manufacturers, 
locomotive builders and many other consum- 
ers of iron and steel are very busy." 

Class Makers’ Troubles. 

PiTTsnuiui, Jan. 3.—It was stated last 
night that the number of firms which would 
shutdown their glass factories tomorrow 
was forty-three, and the number of skilled 
workmen employed over 8000, to which 
should be added 2000or 3000 other workmen, 
making the number a total of 10,000 or 11,000 

men whom the shutdown would throw out 
of employment. ... 

It is understood the difficulty is to be 
solved by a committee from the Flint Glass 
Workers’s Association, whose decision is to 
be final for the workmen in all factories. 

Boston, Jan. 3.—Not a pound of glass is 
being made in any of the large glass manu- 
factories east of the Alleghany mountains 
today, and not in many of the factories in 
the West. Yesterday, January 2, the new 
rules, prices and numbers made by the Glass 
Manufacturers’ Association went into effect, 
and the Americam Flint Glassworkers’ As- 
sociation refusing to be governed by them 
quit work today, therefore all the factories 
in the ttie Eastern Association are idle, and 
will remain so indefinitely. 

BURIED IN THE WRECK. 

Victims of Saturday’s Horror ontho 
Southern Railroad. 

Gbeenwood, Ky., Jan. 3.—The fear grows 
hourly that the most terrible part of the 
story of Saturday’s railroad wreck remains 
to be told. As time wears on and the 
wreck is cleared away the presence of more 

victims in the debris becomes apparent. 
When the wreck occurred a number of pas- 
sengers who were in the ladies’ coach and 
smoking car, on the north bound train, suc- 

ceeded in making their escape from the cars 

with trifling injuries. Just who they are 
and how many is not known. Last night 
tlie bones of two unfortunates were found 
reduced almost to ashes, burned with the 
cars. There is nothing by which they can 
be identified, and it is not certain whether 
the bones are those of men or women. 

While digging in the ruins last night, a 
workman discovered hair attached to the 
scalp of a woman. The flesh was burned 
away but the long locks are in a good state 
of pieservation. Almost in the same spot 
where the hair was found was also found a 

child’s shoe. The suspicion grows that 
there are more bodies burled In the wreck 
than have already been recovered. 

What the Officials Say. 
Cincinnati, Jan. 3.—To set at rest all ap- 

prehension of greater fatality than reported 
at the Cincinnati Southern Railroad acci- 
dent Saturday, the officers of the road have 
prepared a list of passengers on the north 
bound train with a statement of what be- 
came of each one. The train was made up 
at Chattanooga. There were 13 passengers, 
11 of whom had tickets, and two passes. J. 
II. Avey of Covington, Ky., and Miss Green 
are dead. Mrs. J. H. Avey is very low, and 
two other passengers are badly hurt. Sev- 
eral more are slightly injured and the rest 
uuhurt. The killed, injured ana unhurt of 
the railroad employes on the train were also 
named. The officers say, further, that if any 
charred bodies have been found they were 
bodies of tramps who might have been steal- 
ing a ride on the trucks. The only body 
burned up was that of Fireman Candee, on 

the engine of the south bound train. No 
passengers were injured on the south bound 

some injured. 
Another Story. 

Somerset, Ky., Jan. 3.—Last evening the 
partial remains of two more women and one 

child were found in the ruins of the Cincin- 
nati Southern wreck. There Is not the 
slightest crew to their identity. This morn- 

ing the remains, supposed to be those of four 
more persons, were dug out of the still 
smoking ruins. The number of dead here- 
tofore reported was eight. No doubt the 
actual number is 20. Counting the remains 
found yesterday and last night the number 
is 15. Both trains were crowded. 

LEARY’S LOCS. 

How Thay will be Scattered Over the 
Broad Atlantic. 

Boston, Jan. 3.—The pilot chart sent out 
by the Boston brancli of the Hydrographic 
office for January, says concerning the raft 
lost off Nantucket a few weeks ago: 

The brief history of one of the most dan- 
gerous obstructions to navigation which has 
ever been recorded, and the fact that this 
great tatt has broken up before causing some 
great disaster is good cause for congratula- 
tion. While there is still danger from the 
thousands of great logs of which it was com- 
posed, yet it is insignificant compared to that 
from tlie raft itself, if it were still intact and 
adrift in the path of commerce. A mere 
statement of its character and dimensions is 
enough to convince anyone of this fact. 
About 27,000 trunks of trees, from 30 to 100 
feet in length, were bound together witli 
chains and withes into a huge cigar-shaped 
raft 5G0 feet long, 65 feet wide, 38 feet deep, 
drawing 1!*J feet of water when afloat, and 
of an estimated weight of 11,000 tons. 

The probable paths which these scattered 
logs will follow can only be indicated in a 

very general way. drifting as they do undei' 
tlin OAn.hm.J .rnmrlnr. .Wl ^~ 

tide and current, and every log offering 
some slight difference of resistance to each, 
according to size, weight, and depth of flota- 
tion. Probably each day will see them more 
and more widely separated, and for months 
they will be occasionally reported by vessels 
all the way from Ilatteras to Grand Banks 
and beyond. The majority sf them will 
probably drift to the southward to a point 
about 300 miles east from the Capes of the 
Delaware. Here they will soon get into the 
Gulf Stream and drift in a northeasterly 
direction toward the coast of Europe. In 
mid-ocean, those to the northward will be 
carried by the general surface drift up past 
the coast of 'Ireland, while those to the 
southward will get Into the southeasterly 
drift current which moves slowly to the 
southeastward and southward past the 
Azores and along the coast of Africa. 

Some may even circle around the Bay of 
Biscay and be carried to the northward past 
the English and Irish Channels im. the Ren- 
nell current, if not sooner water-logged and 
sunk, as such a voyage would require a year 
or more to complete. 

There is at least one advantage which has 
been gained by the unparalleled interest and 
attention which has been elicited by the ex- 
citing incidents attending the loss and search 
for this great derelict raft, and that is, to 
forcibly call public attention to a class of 
dangers on the high seas which it has been 
the constant effort of this office to diminish, 
not only by warning navigators of their 
presence, but by taking prompt action to 
have them removed. 

The Pacific Roads. 

Springfield, 111., Jan. 3.- David T. Lit- 
tler of the Pacific Railway Commission, 
speaking about the report of the majority of 
the commission, said he believed an examin- 
ation would show ample ground for every 
position taken in it. There was no wisdom 
in attempting impossible things and he felt 
confident that the bill proposed by the major- 
ity was a sensible, business-like proposition. 
If Congress found it so, it was morally 
bound to adopt it. If not it was its duty to 
pass one that was. He declared that all or 
nearly all that had ever been said about 
frauds in connection with the Pacific roads 
was true. What the government wanted 
was its money, and he believed the majority 
report presented one rational way of getting 
it. As yet there was nothing due and he 
was in favor of such a policy as would help 
the roads to pay when the money comes due. 

A Connection With New York. 
Kingston, Ontario, Jan. 3.—The Canadian 

Pacific directors have secured a controlling 
interest in the Rome, Watertown & Ogdens- 
burg and the Ontario and Western railroads, 
thus securing au entrance into New York. 
The Canadian Pacific is also said to have 
gained control of the Richelieu & Ontario 
Navigation Company. It will place steel 
steamers on the St. Lawrence from Kings- 
ton to Montreal. A line of American boats, 
it is said, will be put on from Lewiston to 
Alexandria Bay. 

No Challenge Yet. 
New York, Jan. 3.—The Dublin corre- 

spondent of the Herald telegraphs: “I have 
just seen Mr. Jamieson about the America 
cup challenge. Ho positively refuses to give 
information. Everything is being kept very 
dark, and he would not deny an intention to 
challenge.” There is no challenge from any 
other quarter. 

Inquiry at the club house of the New York 
Yacht Club at 10 o’clock last night elicited 
the reply that the club has received no in- 
formation that would raise the presumption 
that a challenge for the America cup was on 
its way here. 

Cuilty of Fraud. 
New York, Jan. 3.—The Republican 

County Committee tonight listened to the 
report of the committee investigating the 
charges that the eighth Assembly district 
organization sold out certain Republican 
candidates at the recent election. Barney 
ltourke, John O’Brien and other Republican 
leaders were implicated and all found guilty 
on every count. The district organization 
was abolished. 

Two Hundred Hands Out. 
New Haven, Jan. 3.—Fire at Seymour 

last night destroyed the main buildlug of the 
Seymour Manufacturing Company, causing a 

loss of $80,000 and throwing 300 hands out. 
The company was doing a heavy business, 
and will rebuild at once. 

ALARM ON THE SCHUYLKILL. 

Paralysis of Business Threatened by 
the Miners’s Strike. 

Only Five Out of Forty Reading Col- 

lieries In Operation. 

Thousands of Iron Workers Liable to 

Lose Th«lr Occupation. 

Reading, Pa., Jan. 3.—Had the strike on 

the Reading railroad proven successful and 
traffic been entirely paralyzed there could 
not have been more general alarm through- 
out the great industrial regions of the 
Schuylkill Valley than there Is itoday. The 
proprietors of large furnaces and Iron works 
in this section predict that if the mines are 

shut down for two weeks the majority of the 

large establishments will lie obliged to close, 
owing to the lack of a supply of coal. Many 
of them have been running for weeks short 
of coal, and most of them have less than a 

week’s supply on hand. They gave the rail- 
road company orders for coal over a month 

ago, hut the officials have not been able to 
fill them. If the strike continues any length 
of time maay smaller establishments in this 
city and vicinity will be compelled to close 
down. All the industrial cities and towns 
in this section, such as Reading, Birdsboro, 
Norristown, Pottetown, Hamburg and 
smaller places receive their coal over the 
Reading railroad, and with the stoppage of 
work at the mines trade will be entirely 
paralyzed. It is estimated that in this city 
alone from SonoipAJSQOQ men are employed in 
tho iron work's. Aich are in urgent need 
of coal. Not one has over a week’s 
supply. The time between sundown and 
daylight Is usually a busy time for the ship- 
ment of coal over the Reading road. The 
average run of cars through this city during 
these hours is 4,000 cars. Last night but 
1,000 were run down, and today only a few 
short trains went down the road. Reports 
received this afternoon show that of the 68 
collieries in the Schuylkill region (40 of the 
largest of which are controlled by the Read- 
ing Company) but six are at work. The 
members of the Knights of Labor in this 
city, while refusing to strike, have promised 
the Schuylkill miners financial support, the 
same as they are giving the men in the 
Lehigh region. There is a movement on foot 
among the business men of this end of the 
Schuylkill Valley to hold a meeting in this 
city, and bring such a pressure to bear upon 
President Corbin as to cause him to consent 
to arbitration of the miners’ strike at least. 
It is argued that the immense industries of 
this section of tiie State cannot afford sucli a 

fearful paralysis of business and trade. The 
atiiiic win uui. uniy iuiuw umij muusauu 

miners out of employment, but thirty thou- 
sand iron workers as well. 

Pottsville, Pa., Jan. 3.—Reports receiv- 
ed at the main office of the Philadelphia and 
Reading Coal and Iron Company in this city 
this morning show that out of a total of 40 
collieries operated by the companies but five 
are at work to-day. 

Siiamokin, Pa.,Jan 3.—The miners’ strike 
went into effect this morning at all the Phil- 
adelphia and Reading Companies’ collieries 
in this section, with the exception of the 
North Franklin Nos. 1 and 2. In addition to 
those at the Reading Company’s collieries 
all the miners went out at the Pennsylvania, 
owned by the Union Coal Company, the 
Enterprise, owned by the Enterprise Coal 
Company, and the Garfield, owned by the 
Garfield Coal Company. An arrangement 
was entered into at the Neilson shaft, the 
Excelsior, the Hickory Ridge, the Hickory 
Swamp and the Lancaster collieries, where- 
by the piopiietors agree to pay the old rate 
of wages till the strike is settled. The col- 
lieries now idle in Thamokin gave employ- 
ment to 5500 men. 

Pittsbubg, Jan. 3.—The railroad coal 
operators, who posted notices yesterday or- 
dering a reduction of wages of five cents per 
ton, decided today to withdraw the order for 
a few days for the purpose of giving the 
Knights more time to compel the operators 
not paying the Columbus scale, to advance 
wages to the standard rate. A committtee 
of miners left for Washington today to see 
Congressman W. L. Scott, and prevail upon 
him, if possible, to pay the Columbus scale. 
If unsuccessful, the Knights will order a 
strike at all mines where tne Columbus scale 
is not in force. 

Lancaster, Pa., Jan. 3.—The president 
of the board of poor directors this morning 
asked of the 140 tramps confined in the coun- 
ty workhouse that all who were willing to go 
to Reading to take the strikers’ places sign a 

paper. Only 25 complied, the rest fearing 
violence. Those who consented will be sent 
there. 

Cathercd from tho Offlcals. 
Philadelphia. Pa., Jan. 3.—The great 

railroad strike is still on, and it is character- 
ized by the same determination on both sides 
to stand firm that has marked it from the be- 
ginning. At the various depots and stations 
in tuecuy, uiere is me siereuiy peu suweiueui, 

that the business of the road is proceeding 
as smoothly as could be wished, and this 
statement is as uniformly contradicted by 
tire strikers, who say that the Heading com- 

pany do not make public the actual uumbor 
of men on strike, and that they are crippled 
in all departments for lack of proper work- 
men to handle the traffic of the road. The 
company say that they are overwhelmed with 

applications from laborers in search of em- 

ployment, and that they have enough men in 
reserve to fill any number of vacancies that 
can possibly occur. 

General Manager McLeod, of Reading, 
says the road is working much better than 
on Saturday, and that they are getting new 
men every hour. 

During the afternoon, General Manager 
McLeod received telegraphic information 
from Superintendent Whiting, to the effect 
that there is a considerable division of opin- 
ion among the miners, and that they are far 
from being a unit in theirdisposition to obey 
the order to strike. The impression prevails 
that there will be more mines in operation 
tomorrow than today. The railroad, the 
general manager says, has more men at work 
on the main line and branches today than 
yesterday. The work of loading the collier 
Berks at Pier 16, was completed this morn- 
ing. At noon the vessel took her departure 
for an eastern port, with a new crew. A 
number of Italians were today engaged, and 
put to work at Port Richmond wharves un- 
loading iron ore and wheeling coal. More 
than 600 Italians are now at work in the 
company’s yards, and many more were sent 
to Port Richmond this afternoon. Superin- 
tendent Keirn said that it would be impossi- 
ble to give them work, as the company had 
all the men it wanted. Nearly 600 employes, 
including policemen, detectives, coal hand- 
lers, stevedores, engineers and firemen were 
fed today at the expense of the Reading com- 
pany, at Port Richmond. The Reading offi- 
cials are now beginning to realize the enor- 
mity of the expense, and have concluded to 
curtail it somewhat. In future none of the 
emplojes will be furnished meals by the 
company except those who live so far away 
that they cannot reach home. 

New Yo«k. Jan. 3.—Austin Corbin, when 
seen today, in reference to the strike on the 
Reading system, said that everything, as far 
as he knew, was going along smoothly, and 
he had no fear of any further trouble. 

Cuardlng Their Property.

outrages in the Mahanoy division has caused 
tlie company to increase its police force and 
over 300 men have been forwarded from this 

city to Tamaqua, Mahanoy City and other 
points to guard the company’s property. The 
destruction of the engine house of the En- 

terprise Coal Company, near Shainokin, 
where the miners were to have been ordered 
out today, the colliery having thus far kept 
in operation; the emptying of the Mahanoy 
reservoir, and the turning of engine cabs at 
Tamaqua are all acts of vandalism, which 
the company say they will punish. 

A number of passenger cars, fitted up with 
bunks, were forwarded from here today, to 
be used by the police and the new men, who 
are being boycotted and are unable to find 
boarding places. The cutting of coal trains 
has been frequent, and a number of crews 
were stored between Port Clinton and Ta- 
maqun. The strikers attribute the former 
occurrence to the inexperience of the new 
men, uud say that the throwing of stones 
was done by irresponsible boys. They also 
claim tiiat the burning of the engine cabs in 
the Tamaqua round house was of accidental 
origin. 

Corbin Ready to Fight. 
Rkadixo, Pa., Jau. 3.—An order was sent 

out this afternoon, by the Reading Company, 
directing that all the railroad hands employ- 
ed in the coal trade, not absolutely required, 
be laid off. This means that President Cor- 
bin will tight, and is determined to get rid of 
the Knights of Labor or any other organized 
body in Reading territory. 

Advices from All Around. 
Pottsville, Pa., Jan. 3.—Advices from a 

number of points in the coal regions show 
that very few collieries are working, ft is 
believed that a long and bitter struggle will 
result. The Nortli Ashland colliery, operat- 
ed by the Philadelphia & Reading Company, 
has few hands at work today. The Logan 
& Centralis colliery, operated by Riley & Co. 
the Morris Ridge, operated by the Troutman 
Company, and the Bellmore, operated by 
Bickell & Co., are working, as the operators 
agreed to pay the additional 8 per cent above 

the $2.50 basis, and the additional 10 per 
cent until a settlement with the Reading 
Company is arrived at. The collieries of 
the Reading Company at Shamokln and all 
between Ashland and that place are idle. 

The railroad is working smoothly, and lit- 
tle difficulty is experienced in moving freight 
and coal. All the engines on the Mahanoy 
division are now manned and worked. At 
Shenandoah, all the Reading miners are out. 
Lentz, Lilly & Co., operating the Park col- 
lieries, J. C. Uayden A Co., operating the 
Glendon colliery, and Knevals Brothers, op- 
erating the Primrose colliery, all situated 
near Mahanoy City, have decided to pay the 
present rate of wages and continue work, 
pending a final settlement of the Reading 
Company. The Mill Creek Coal Company 
is operating the Middle Lehigh colliery, at 
New Boston, and other individuals through- 
out the region took similar action. 

The number of miners out in this region is 
estimated at from 25,000 to 30,000. 

Philadelphia, Jan. 3.—Several coal 
dealers today raised the price of stove and 
large nut coal to $7 per ton. There will 
probably be a general advance in the next 
few days unless the supply is greater tbaii 
now. 

Shenandoah, Pa.. Jan. 3.—The Reading 
collieries are all Idle here, also the Thomas 
Coal Company’s mine. The proprietors of 
the latter are negotiating for a settlement. 
The Win. Penn Coal Company’s men worked 
today under the understanding that the firm 
had conceied the eight per cent, advance. 
This having proved erroneous, the mine will 
be idle tomorrow. 

Shauokin, Pa., Jan. 3.—The Enterprise 
Coal Company lias agreed to pay its miners 
the eight per cent, advance demanded. The 
miners at the Nelson shaft failed to reach an 
amicable settlement and will strike tomor- 
row. 

The Miners’ Side. 

Potthville, Pa„ Jan. 3.—The joint com- 

mittee of the Miners’ Amalgamated Asso' 
ciation and Knights of Labor met today and 
promulgated a counter-statement setting 
forth the miners’ side of the negotiations re- 
sulting in the wages agreement of September 
14, and their view of the true interpretation 
of that agreement. The manifesto charges 
Corbin with misstatements and a purpose to 
create dissension.

Philadelphia, Jan. 3.—A public meet- 
ing of citizens was held this evening, under 
the auspices of the National Fishery Asso- 
ciation, and adopted resolutions declaring 
that rights of American fishermen have been 
flpniofl and Mia Innrfnl nrn«AotiMnn of Mia in. 

dustry hindered for years past by Canada; 
that the proposals stated to have been made 
by the British and Canadian governments 
for the settlement of the fisheries question 
imperil the very existence of our fisheries; 
that the hardy fishermen of the Eastern 
States, who served the country in a labori- 
ous industry in peace and defended it in war 

are entitled to the protection of the laws and 
the sympathy of every patriotic American 
in the present struggle for their rights. That 
as long as Canada and Newfoundland deny 
to our fishermen in their ports any ordinary 
privileges belonging by international law or 
usage to vessels of friendly nations, the 
United States should refuse all such privi- 
leges in American ports to the vessels of 
those two colonies. The resolutions call for 
the enforcement of the non-intercourse act, 
protesting against the re-establishment of a 
one sided reciprocity with Canada and 
against any proposal to admit Canadian fish 
or other products free, and demand that the 
duty upon Canadian salt and fresh fish be 
raised promptly to correspond with the Cana- 
dian duty on the same products from this 
country. 

Gov. Beaver presided at the meeting and 
made an enthusiastic speech. Hon. William 
Cogswell, of Massachusetts, Charles Emory 
Smith and ltev. J. G. Bolton of this city fol- 
lowed.

IN DREAD OF DISEASE. 

Small Pox Patients Cause a Panic In 
San Francisco. 

San Francisco, Feb. 3.—There is great 
excitement here about the small pox, Seven 
new cases were reported yesterday and one 

death. The small pox tent on Portsmouth 
square, corner of Washington and Kearney 
streets, is causing indignation among the 
persons residing in that neighborhood. Two 
patients were beneath it yesterday. 

The first was encountered by officers in 
the morning on Montgomery, near Pine. He 
had pustules around his forehead and cheeks, 
as he stood watching the stockbrokers hur- 
rying out of the Exchange. When a police- 
man asked him how his health was he re- 

plied, "I feel as sick as I look.” He agreed 
with the officer when it was suggested that 

an impromptu hospital. 1'bey walked 
along Montgomery street, brushing against 
many persons. All the gates to the square 
are closed but one, and that is guarded by 
the heaith inspectors. He took charge of 
the sick man and placed him in the tent. 
The patient had confluent small pox, an ad- 
vanced stage of the disease. 

The second patient was brought in soon 
after, but lie did not remain in the cold and 
shaded wigwam long. He objected to stay- 
ing there until evening, when an ambulance 
would take him to the pest house, so he slip- 
ped out of the tent when the deputy was not 
watching and jumped over the fence. Per- 
sons who saw him leaving would not endan- 
ger themselves by stopping him, and he was 
allowed to go free. It was then that ex- 
Coroner O’Donnel sought warrants for the 
arrest of the mayor and the health inspec- 
tor. 

The certainty that an epidemic of small 
pox is upon the city has caused great de- 
mand for vaccine points, both upon the 
physicians and upon drug stores. The ex- 
tent of the rush may be imagined when it is 
stated that the principal druggists in town 
sold between $100 and $100 worth of vaccine 
points yesterday. It is decided to have pos- 
ters distributed through the city notifying 
the public where they can be vaccinated. 
The State hoard of health will place inspec- 
tors on all trains coming from Mexico and 
Arizona.

Stowe arrived at Lunenburg today, 
from Turks Island, after a very rough pas- 
sage. Sbe was hove to for 14 days, and 

passed a quantity of wreckage. Jan. 1st she 
fell in with the New York schooner Sophia 
T. Winterton, from Washington, Me., for 
Salem, N. J., with hard pine. The Winter- 
ton had lost all her sails, booms and gaffs, 
and the crew wished to be taken off, which 
was done. Before they abandoned the 
wreck they set fire to it.

THE NATIONAL CAPITAL. 

Some Matters That Are of Interest 

to Maine People. 

The President Claims Some Land 
Which Texas Also Wants. 

Why the Revenue Marine Should be 

Transferred to the Navy. 

[Special to the Press.] 
Washington, Jan. 3.—Gov. Dingley ob- 

tained from the Treasury Department today 
the promise that the proposed slashing of 
the custom house force in the Waldoboro 
and Wiscasset should not be carried into 
effect until a special ageut should have in- 

vestigated the condition of affairs. The 
Department plainly begins to see that it has 
acted far from wisely in the matter. 

One of the items in the urgent deficiency 
appropriation bill, probably the first that 
will pass Congress, is $47,000 for the Augus- 
ta public building. 

The special agent of the Treasury sent to 

report on erecting a lighthouse on the Chan- 
nel Rocks, reports in favor of a light house, 
but prefers locating it on Goose Rock in- 
stead. 

The Government vs. Texas. 

Washington, Jan. 3.—The President has 
issued a proclamation declaring that the 
title to all the territory lying between the 
North and South Forks of the Red River 
and the 100th degree of longitude, and the 

jurisdiction over the same, are vested in the 
United States, it being a part of Indian Ter- 
ritory, as shown by surveys and investiga- 
tion made in bebalf of the United States 
and by the government commission recently 
appointed. The State of Texas also claims 
title to and jurisdiction over the same, the 
commission appointed by the State of Texas 
refusing to concur in the report of the gov- 
ernment commission. The President warns 
all persons against selling, disposing of or 

attempting to sell, or dispose of, any of said 
lands, ana from exercising, or attempting to 
exercise, any authority over them. He also 
warns all persons against purchasing any 
part of said territory from any person or 

persons whatsoever. 

The Nation’s Indebtedness. 
The total debt, less cash in the Treasury, 

January 1st, was $1,525,598,401.99, showing a 

decrease during December of $14,584,650. 
The decrease since June 30th was $53,830,- 
333.03. 

A Lightship in Danger. 
Commander Barker, inspector of the Sec- 

ond District, reports to the Lighthouse 
Board, that every effort will be made to 
afford relief to the South Shoal lightship in 
Wood’s Iloll. He does not anticipate any 
danger to the crew from starvation, as the 
ship was supplied with rations sufficient to 
feed the crew aud the extra 27 shipwrecked 
men from the steamship Newcastle City un- 
til the 15th Inst. Succor can certainly be 
given before that date. 

Soldiers of Long Ago. 
Senator Hearst, of California, will shortly 

after the reassembling of Congress intro- 
duce a bill to increase the pensions of the 

surviving soldiers of the war of 1812 from $8 
to $25 a month. The statistics furnished to 
the Senator make interesting reading. They 
show that while the list of the veterans has 
decreased to 1,069, their widows aggregate 
the respectable number of 11,831. This de- 
cided difference In the sex of the pensioners 
apparently indicates that the women are 

longer lived than the men. As a matter of 
fact, the veterans late in life married young 
women, and in the majority of cases have 
long passed over to the silent majority. 

The pension records shows that 193 of the 
soldiers and 1,689 of their widows reside in 
the State of New Tork; in Massachusetts 
the number is 68 soldiers and 853 widows; in 
New Hampshire, 44 soldiers and 446 widows: 
in Pennsylvania, 51 and 790; in Ohio, 81 and 
915; iu Illinois, 39 and 753; in Indiana, 39 
and 465; in Iowa and Nebraska, 23 and 
1,266. The number for the entire Southern 
States aggregates 214 soldiers and 2,542 
widows; while the Pacific slope contains 
but 12 soldiers and 79 of their wives. 

The rapid death rate among the veterans 
is shown by the fact that while an excess of 
$2,000,000 was paid to them In pensions in 
1873, the disbursements for the present year 
amounted to only $105,000. At the present 
rate of mortality only a score or more will 
be alive five years hence. 

The Revenue Marine. 

Another attempt will be made during this 
session of Congress to secure the trans- 
fer of the revenue marine service from the 
Treasury Department to that of the Navy. 
AppnrHinff t.n Sflnntnr rhnndlpr’s nlan. thf*rfl 
are some excellent reasons why this should 
be done. In the first place, the revenue ma- 

rine officers of today, although they are to 

all intents and purposes naval officers, have 
no [standinglas such. They have no retired 
list, and after 30 years or more of active or 
faithful service, in which they encounter as 
many dangers and hardships as the regular 
navy, they are simply dropped from the 
rolls, to rust out In private life. Again, the 
navy is anxious to take charge of the reve- 
nue marine service, and the revenue marine 
officers are also, without exception, anxious 
for the transfer. Perhaps the most import- 
ant argument in favor of the change is the 
fact that the naval academy at Annapolis 
annually turns out more graduates than can 
be accommodated with places in the navy, 
while the revenue marine service maintains 
a schoolship at a great cost, in which the 
officers are trained. 

Carlisle’s Committees. 

New York, Jan. 3.—A Washington spec- 
ial to the World today says that it is doubt- 
ful if Mr. Carlisle will announce any of the 
committees Wednesday, except the appro- 
priotions and the ways and means. The 
speaker said last night: “I see the news- 

papers have decided the composition of the 
committees and also state that I will an- 
nounce them Wednesday. They are having 
a much easier time than 1 am." 

President Cleveland to Decide. 

President Cleveland has before bim a mat- 
ter of importance that must be disposed of 
In the course of a month or more, the result 
of which will be interesting to two coun- 

tries. In J uly last, in response to the solici- 
tation of the Ministers representing the Cen- 
tral American republics of Nicaragua and 
Costa Kica, he consented to become the ar- 
bitrator between those two governments for 
the settlement of a long pending dispute. 
For nearly 30 years a treaty between Nicara- 

Sua and Costa Kica has been in existence 
luching the respective “limits" of the two 

countries. A contention has arisen as to the 
validity of the treaty. Neither Costa Rica 
nor Nicaragua will yield to the proposition 
of the other. It is for the purpose of reach- 
ing a permanent understanding that both 
governments have placed the controversy in 
the hands of the President, agreeing to be 
bound by his decision.

CANADA’S ARMY. 

An Enrolled Force of 800,000 Men 
Held In Reserve. 

Ottawa, Jan. 3.—Sir Charles Dilke’s crit- 
icism In the Fortnightly Review on Canada's 
militia is considered in the Dominion as the 
production of one totally unacquainted with 
the subject. Adjutant General Powell said 
he believed no military force was as strong 
a9 a military force well trained that Canada 
could In 48 hours put 25,000 men into the field 
and 20,000 more fully equipped inside of a 

week. There is an enrolled force of nearly 
500,000 men who have at one time or another 
drilled but who now are on the reserve list 
and would be available in event of trouble. 

When asked what he thought of the possi- 
bility of trouble which would draw the Uni- 
ted States and Canada into a conflict. Gen- 
eral Powell said he believed that would never 
come. Yet lie did not wish to see the British 

government yield ever concession demanded 
y the Americans at the fishery commission 

without regard as to how far the interests of 
Canada were sacrificed. 

Oil Dealers Excited. 
New York, Jan. 3.—There was great ex- 

citement in the oil market here today and the 
crowd present was one of the largest ever 

seen here. There is evidently a corner. The 
first sale was made at 904. which is jj above 
last Saturday’s close, and the advance was 

accompanied with the wildest excitement 
which carried prices up to 93j(, before there 
was a reaction extending to i per cent. At 
93j, there was a slight pause in the advance 
and prices fell 4- The range of prices at 
noon was the highest on record for over two 
years. Brokers generally ascribe the ad- 
vance to manipulation by the Standard Co. 

AN ELECTRIC PIANO. 

The Invention of a Young New York 
Telegrapher. 

[New York Despatch to the Boston Transcript.] 
One of tlie foremost firms of pianoforte 

makers here has recently become Interested 
in an electric device which may become 

quite an important addition to the ordinary 
piano, even if it does not displace the pianist 
for all sorts of music. The device is the in- 
vention of a young telegrapher of this city 
named Joseph Webber, who has been at 
work upon his idea for the last year. The 
device itself is simple enough. For every 
note in the piano is provided a piece of soft 
Iron, wound with wire in the usual fashion 
and capable of becoming a magnet when In- 
fluenced by an electric current. Each mag- 
net attracts a lever attached to a piano key, 
so that, when a current passes to a particu- 
lar magnet, the key corresponding to this 
magnet is acted upon and the hammer strikes 
the string more or less lorcibly, according to 
the strength of the magnet attraction. 

The wires running from the magnets at- 
tached to each key ceutre around a small 
cylinder provided with metallic pins some- 
what like the cylinder of a music box, ex- 
cept that the pins, instead of projecting from 
the surface of the cylinder, are perfectly fiat 
It is easy to understand how the current can 
be made to pass to a particular note only 
when a certain metallic point on the surface 
of the cylinder comes in connection with a 
comb, each metal tooth of which corresponds 
to a note in the piano. The chief difficulty to 
be met with was the problem uf giving notes 
different dynamic values, one note being soft 
and the next note loud. This has been ac- 

complished by introducing resistance coils 
into the circuits, according to the power of 
the note wanted, and the tone can be gradu- 
ated in a sufficiently accurate manner to 
allotu iimno enrnri wimr uffnofu Thtt lll'tll a I 

mechanical playing such a piano by electric- 
ity offers no great mechanical difficulties. 

Whether the inventor ol the present piano 
succeeds in making ills device so perfect as 
to give a performance satisfactory to a criti- 
cal ear may be doubted. So far the piano 
has played nothing but a few familiar airs 
in a rather slipshod fashion. Nevertheless 
it by no means follows that the germ of very 
perfect work may not be in the instrument; 
and the fact that experts connected with au 
important piano factory have reported in fa- 
vor of the possibilities of this electric piano Is 
grieatly in favor of the instrument. For years 
such devices have been constantly brought 
to the attention of piano makers, always with- 
out results worth mentioning. The only me- 
chanical piano in the market Is a clumsy and 
costly affair which will be no rival to the 
electric piano, should the latter accomplish 
half of what is promised for it. 

Within the next two weeks there is to be 
an exhibition of the electric piauu. The fin- 
ished apparatus will probably not be sold 
for more than $100, being extremely simple 
in construction, and it nil! not be necessary 
to employ an expert in attaching it to an or- 
dinary piano. It may be used in connection 
with any piano. 

THE FISHERMAN’S LOT. 

Bad Luck, Storms and Covernmont 

Officials Combine to Wrong Them. 

[Correspondence ol the Press.] 
North Have*, Jan. 3. 

The storm of last week (December 29th) 
was the most violent and destructive one 

which has visited us for nearly 20 years. 
Much damage was sustained in this vicini- 

ty as the storm had a full rake of the shore 
and scores of our poor fishermen can testify 
as to its intensity, having lost their dories, 
boats and fishing gear, thus necessitating a 

temporary abandonment of their dally pur- 
suits. A portion of the roof of Henry 
Smith’s barn was torn off and carried rods 

away. Huge trees in his pasture were 

snapped off like pipe stems and great fears 
were entertained that some of his buildings 
would be razed to the ground. 

The schooner Eben Dale (Captain Roscoe 
Rah bulge i drifted from her moorings in Pul- 
nit Harbor anil was driven among Quite a 

fleet of coasters and seiners lying an anchor, 
(providentially escaping a collision) her an- 

chor catching hold preventing her from 
stranding upon a sandy beach nearly one- 

fourth of a mile away, where she was recov- 
ered without damage or much trouble. The 
Old Sea Foam, lying side by side with her, 
held on and escaped all danger. The pack- 
ets Greyhound and Mayflower bad a close 
shave in Kockland Harbor and bad it not 
been for the delay of the steamer Penobscot 
at General Tillston’s wharf, thus forming a 

shelter for them, they would have pounded to 
pieces against the wharf, as several ves- 
sels were wrecked in their immediate vicini- 
ty. VV. E. Carver had two vessels loaded 
with kiln wood (00 cords or upwards) com- 
pletely wrecked. Wharves were washed 
away, boats and barges sunk and great dam- 
age done along the whole coast. 

Mr. George Lewis, who recently succeeded 
Mr. Nelson Mullen as custom house collector 
at this port, has recently been deprived of 
office through an act of the authorities, cut- 
ting down tne force of the custom houses 
along our coasts. This act is creating much 
talk and engendering much criticism on the 

(tart of vessel owners especially as it sub- 
ects them to great Inconvenience and loss 
ly obliging them to report their vessels to 

Belfast, the present nearest port of entry. 
Our fishermen seem to be an unfortunate 

body of men—wnat with storms and bliz- 
zards which wreck their vessels, foreign 
cruisers which seize and confiscate them, 
backwoods legislators who ignorantly pass 
laws which tend to annoy and hamper them, 
and government officials who needlessly 
trouble them—these toilers of the sea (brave, 
noble men, who ought to receive every en- 
couragement and share equally, at least 
with landsmen, every emolument which a 

rich, prosperous government can grant) are 
discouraged and disheartened and almost 
ready to succumb 4s one misfortune after 
another is heaped upon them. • 

Lamar a Child of the South. 

[Washington Despatch to San Francisco 
Chronicle.] 

Lamar is a child of the South, and repre. 
sents the feelings and aspirations of that 
section of the country. While he is some- 

what careless of his dress, he is yet an aris- 
tocrat in his feelings. He inclines naturally 
and spontaneously to the side of the strong 
against the weak. He believes in classes in 
society and the superiority and inferiority 
of races. He is a friend of monopolies. He 
la n .l.if.uoLir nf ifalil mrui.vaf kilvor fnr wlti<>h 

he has received the censure of his State. Ue 
sympathizes naturally with the aspirations 
and the feelings of the rich, and lends his 
support to them against the poor. This feel- 
ings of aristocracy is so irrevocably fixed in 
his mind that it governs him in all of his 
actions. An incident will illustrate how 
deep his prejudices are. When the Hawaiian 
Queen was here, and had paid her respects 
to the President and Mrs. Cleveland, and 
after Mrs. Cleveland had returned the call 
within precisely two hours, as court etiquette 
which is strictly followed by the Administra- 
tion, demands, the Queen and her friends 
were invited to a state dinner at the White 
House. Bayard was delighted. He was 
brushing against royalty, and he attended to 
the details of the dinner with a pleasure 
equal to that felt by the Lord Chamberlain 
of Queen Victoria's household. But Lamar 
would have none of it. He was invited to 
the dinner, as were the other members of the 
Cabinet, but he alone declined to sit at the 
table with the Queen. 

"She is a nigger,” he said, “and I have 
been brought up to feel that she belongs to 
an inferior race and I will not sit at the same 
table with her.” While the other members 
of the administration were basking in the 
light of her royal presence, Lamar was ab- 
sent. There is a good deal of democracy In 
the President, and he felt that the presence 
of the Queen was a good deal of a joke, al- 
though outwardly be paid her the deference 
and respect due her position. Upon her de- 
parture he said, laughingly; “Now that we 
have had a queen to entertain, l think that I 
can pull through the rest of my administra- 
tion. But Lamar’s position indicates his 
natural bent. He is an aristocrat by birth 
although his parents were not rich. 

A Local Item.

Rumored Result of Norfolk’s Visit to 

the Vatican. 

Leo Makes Several Speeches Which 
May Mean a Good Deal. 

Cardinal Manning’s Views on the 
Natural Rights of Man. 

London, Jan. 3.—The Duke of Norfolk, 
just returned from Home, had a protracted 
conference with Lord Salisbury yesterday 
afternoon. What representations His Grace 
made on behalf of the Holy Father are not 
definitely known, but It U rumored that he 
informed the Premier that the Pope could 
not intervene between the political parties 
In Ireland, bnt that when Hts Holiness re- 

ceived Mgr, Persico’s final report he might 
advise the Irish clergy to assume a passive 
attitude with regard to political matters. 
The Duke, it is understood, pressed the 
question of re establishing diplomatic rela- 
tions between England end the Vatican, but 
with what result it cannot be learned. 

The Czar’s Forged Letters. 
The pacific effect of the publicatlos of the 

forged correspondence contlo ues. The name 

of the person chiefly responsible for the 

forgeries will perhaps never be made public 
but it is an undoubted fact that both the 
Czar and Prince Bismarck are in',possession 
of it. and that its owner will have frequent 
occasion to regret having engaged in the un- 
fortunate business. 

Manning and McClynn. 
The cable dispatch which Di. McGlynn 

read at the Anti-Poverty meeting in New 
York Sunday night, surprising as it may 
seem, did correctly report Cardinal Man-

The Cardinal devotes his three pages to a 
demonstration that the recognition of the 
right to property involves ana rests on the 
admission of the right to live. The exact 
words of the passage are: “I answer that 
the obligation to feed the hungry springs 
from the natural right of every man to life 
and to the food necessary for the sustenance 
of life. Bo strict is this natural right that it 
prevails over all positive laws of property. Necessity has no law and a starving man 
has a natural right to his neighbor's bread." 

nr v.mutual mru iuw a uiv(uiniuuu 
on the historic poor laws of England, and 
shows that in the reign of Queen Elizabeth 
this natural right was over and over again 
recognized and enforced by statute. His 
praise of the statutes Is all the more curious 
from the fact that he studiously avoids a 
mention of the fact that they were rendered 
accessary by the ruthless suppression of 
monasteries in the preceding reign, which 
for the first time threw the English poor up- 
ou Ihe mercies of the laity. Inasmuch as 
this has been a standing grievance of the 
English Catholics for centuries, the convert 
Cardinal's ignoring It utterly and praising 
the feeble Tudor substitutes for the ancient 
tithing system of benevolence, seems even 
more interesting than his Cummunistic de- 
claration about the rights of the poor to 
bread, which is only an accentuation of wbat 
he has been writing tor years and living up 
to in his own relations with London’s slums. 
The press very generally condemn tbe utter- 
ance as mischievous. 

Londonderry Must Hunt. 

Dublin, Jan. 3.—The Telegraph declares 
that the opposition of the farmers to the 

plan of Lord Londonderry, the viceroy, to 
hunt in County Meath was the only reason 
for Meath being proclaimed under the 
crimes act. The proclamation of the Dublin 
Telegraph, It says, was done to intimidate 
the press. 

Leo Speaks. 
Rome, Jan. 3.—The Pope teday in an in- 

terview with Eugene Koiullot, a distin- 
guished French writer, said he was confident 
that France would rise age In to her old place 
in Christendom and exercise an unbounded 
influence ip tbe world. He lamented the 
revolutionary spirit and said he was prepar- 
ing two encyclicals dealing with socialism, 
license of the press, and the great power of 
universal suffrage, which he considers terri- 
bly menacing, lie also intended to define 
certain points, upon which good Catholics 
have been confused. • 

Dangerous ideas in the land and Irish Ques- 
tions are believed to be the subjects alluded 
to. The Pope gives the Jubilee gift money 
to St. Peter’s treasury to tie expended in 
propagation.

STATE REFORM SCHOOL. 

Annual Report of the Trustees and 

Superintendent. 

The annual report of the trustees and 
superintendent of the Reform School will be 
placed in the hands of the Governor and 
Council In a few days. 

There are 111 boys in the institution all In 
good health. There have been no deaths nor 

any serious sickness during the past year. 
The farm and stock are in excellent condi- 
tion. A larger crop of hay was obtained ths 
last season than has ever been cut on the 
farm. About $500 worth of hay has been 
sold off the farm the past year. The last 

hay crop Is estimated at 138 tons. The Re- 
form School herd of tine cattle at the present 
time comprises 30 head. The corn crop was 

an average and potatoes a failure. 
A large amount of milk has been sold dur- 

ing the year, and nearly all the butter re- 

quired for consumption In the Institution 
nas been manufactured on the premises. In- 

cluded In the farm stock, are six horses and 

twenty swine. The mechanical department 
is running successfully, and the boys take 

very kiadly to the same. This department 
within the last two years has been demon- 
strated to be a success. 

The boys themselves have doue all the me- 

chanical work in the institution the past 
year. Under the head of improvements new 

doors have been laid in portions of the in- 
stitutions. The steps and stairways of 

several of the buildings have been newly 
made. A large amount of pipings has been 
added, and the heating apparatus generally 
increased and improved. The large school 
room has been re-plastered and painted. 
Some portions of the halls of the main build- 
ing have been repaired by removing plaster- 
ing and sealing up with boards. Quite a 

large amount of outside painting has been 
done. The grading of a portion of the 
grouuds around the school buildings has 
been raised, in order to turn the water from 
tlie building. 

The average number of boys in the school 
last year was 110 about a uniform number 
with those of the past three years. The ex- 

penditures have kept pace with the appro- 
priations. Five boys have escaped and two 
recaptured. There have been two cases of 
alternative to State Prison or jail the last 
three years. The other statements in tho 
report correspond with those of former re- 
ports. The trustees will not make any re- 

port embracing recommendations for the car 
of the Legislature until the next meeting of 
the same._ __

Journal has collected together all the gentle- 

ants for the Republican nomination for 
Governor. They certainly make an impos- 
ing array. Only one of them, hewever, the 
Hon. Edwin C. Burleigh, can be said to be 
fairly in tlie field at present. How many 
more of them will be before the convention 
meets, time alone can tell. 

Unfitted as he is for the position, there 
seems to be little doubt that Mr. Lamar will 
be confirmed' as a judge of the Supreme 
Court. The Democrats will vote solidly for 
him, undoubtedly; aud with them Mr. 
Lamar will need but two more votes. One 
of these will probably be given by Senator 
Riddleberger, and the other by Senator 
Sawyer, of Wisconsin, who has declared 
himself in favor of Mr. Lamar. 

The Toronto Globe approves of Mr. Cham- 
berlaiu's speech, but it reminds him of some 

other speeches of which it did not approve 
in a way that detracts a good deal from its 

praise of his last one. ‘‘Just as we rejoice,” 
it says, “when l’enfant terrible has gone out 
of the drawiug room without saying some- 

thing dreadful, so do we congratulate our- 

selves when Mr. Chamberlain delivers him- 
self without doing any damage.” Perhaps 
this might be called damning the distin- 
guished Englishman with faint praise. 

County Attorney Carleton seems to have 
very effectually suppressed rum selling on 

the Kennebec, but rum drinking still con- 

tinues. The way liquor pours into the 

eounty through the express companies 
would seem to indicate that the water, 
which is so abundant, is used mostly t o run 

mills with. As this liquor is marked for 

private parties, not engaged in the liquor 
traffic, aud purports to be used for private 
use, it cannot be seized. This stale of things 
goes to show how little reliance can be placed 
upon the best laws that can be devised to 
correct bad habits, and how much tem- 
perance reform must rely for success upon 
purely moral agencies. 

The chairman of the committee on the man- 

ual training schools of Boston has made his 

report on the efforts to give industrial train- 
ing to scholars of the city during the past 
year. Of the work of the boys in the classes 
In carpentry he says little except that they 
must have more room; but of the work of 
the schools iu cookery he Is very enthusias- 
tic. To-day nine hundred girls are attend- 
ing the Boston schools of cookery, and dur- 
ing the current school year eighteen hun- 
dred will receive a good education in this 
line of work. These cookery schools have 

grown rapidly and are exceedingly popular, 
especially with the parents, who are un- 

doubtedly pleased with the transfer of a 

troublesome duty from themselves to the 

community. The schools bring keenly inter- 
ested girls from great distances to the work, 
and the chairman of the committee declares 
that the effects of the training of the girls is 

apparent in the greater comfort brought 
into their homes. 

Prince Ferdinand’s tenure of the Bulgari- 
an throne has always been precarious. It 
will become more so if It turns out that the 

forgeries by which the relations between 
Germany and Russia were strained can be 
traced to his mother, the Princess Clemen- 
tine. Ills selection for the Bulgarian throne 
was opposed by Russia, aud his acceptance 
was almost a defiance of the great northern 
power. Long fago Russia’s legions would 
have been in Sofia, and Ferdinand a fugitive, 
had not the fear of Austria, and especially 
of Germany, deterred the Czar. A great 
deal of the apprehension of t o latter power 
was the result of forged documents, which 
now have been trace I, it is alleged, very close 
to Ferdinand himself. Of course the discov- 

ery will tend to dissolve the Czars tear, and 

if Germany ever had any intention of sup- 
porting Ferdinand liii mother's trickery will 
destroy it. Russia may not now be allowed 
to work her sweet will in Bulgaria, but it is 

very doubtful if under the circumstances 

Germany interposes any objections to the 
dethronement of the present Prince. 

The firm and settled policy of the Canadian 
Pacific Railway to take from the transcon- 
tinental railroads of the United States a 

share of their traffic was voiced In unmis- 
takable terms by Mr. Van Horne, Vice 
President of the road, at the Toronto ban- 

quet In honor of Joseph Chamberlain. “If 

anyone looks at the map of the world,” said 
Mr. Van Horne, “he will see that Provi- 
dence intended that Canada should have the 
bulk of the trans-Atlantic commerce. 

Nature has given Canada an advantage of at 
least a day and a half, and she ought to keep 
up that advantage of a day and a half against 

,«■«--’aircomen and at any cost. Canada should 

have a fast steamship line equal to those 
plying between New York and Europe. It 
is probable that the subsidies asked by any 
of the steamship companies are small in 
comparison with the cost of the service. 
The building of lines of steamers would cost 
five and a half or six million dollars. I 
believe that with such a service we could not 

only secure a great portion of the American 
travel and trade, but would carry the Ameri- 
can mails.” 

In Bath, Bangor and Belfast the past year 
has been notable for very vigorous crusades 

against violators of the prohibitory law. Of 
a discussion of the result in Bath the Times 
of Monday devoted a column of space, but 

expressed no opinion of its own as to whether 
the agitation had resulted in any practical 
decrease of the amount of liquor sold. The 
leaders of the movement for a better en- 

forcement of the law claim that much good 
has been done; while “conservative citizens” 
are quoted by tbe Times as saying that “the 

present line of action, if followed out, will 
eventually result in the overthrow of the 
prohibitory law;” and “piominentand repre- 
sentative business men” declare, according 
to the Times, “that the only way to control 
the sale of liquor is by license.” The tone of 
the whole article does not convey the Im- 

pression that the crusade in Bath has been 

very successful, though it has been carried 
on with such vigor that the leading hotel of 
the city has been shut up. In short, the 

public sentiment in Bath in favor of the 

prohibitory law seems to be lamentably 
weak. Let no one, however, entertain the 
foolish notion that the prohibitory law of 
Maine will be overthrown because it is diffi- 1 
cult to enforce it in the city of Bath. C 

The Massachusetts Legislature is going to 
be invited when it meets to strengthen the 1 

laws against the sale of Intoxicating liquors. 
The citizens’ law and order league have the 1 

matter in hand and will press it vigorously. 1 

A law limiting liquor licenses to one for each 1 

five hundred of population which passed the 1 

Bouse last winter and failed in the Senate 1 

by one vote, will be urged agaiu, and proba- ‘ 

bly successfully. A rum shop for every five 
hundred people would seem to be sufficient j 
to be keep the populace from suffering. An ] 
attempt will be made also to increase the j 
minimum for beer licenses, and to keep , 
liquor sellers and manufacturers off of ju- 
ries. Among other measures to be proposed , 
is one reducing the permissible amount of j 
alcohol in malt beverages, where licenses are j 
not granted, to ore per cent.; one regulating , 
the matter of sureties on liquor sellers’ | 
bonds; one, allowing civil damage cases to , 

be brought against liquor sellers and their , 
bondsmen jointly and severally; one, per- ( 

mitling the wards of cities which vote “no” 1 

while the city as a whole votes “yes” on 
1 

the license question, to refuse licenses of the 
first five classes within their boundaries; i 

one, giving the licensing boards the power 
to revoke the licenses of men who sell liquor 
on election days; one forbidding the em- 

ployment of women or minors on premises 
where the principal business is the sale 
of intoxicating liquors; one further defining 
the restrictions with regard to sales to min- 

ors, and making it a criminal offense to per- 
mit minors to loiter on premises where in- 

toxicating liquors are sold. Some legisla- 
tion will also be asked to stiffen up the dis- 
trict attorneys in the prosecution of liquor 
cases. It is not probable that all these meas- 

ures will become laws, but perhaps a ma- 

jority of them will. 

The headlong speed with which develop- 
ment succeeds dcvclopmeut in the Irish 
question characterizes nothing else but a 

revolution. Six years ago the Gladstone 
government took the radical, and as it was 

then called, revolutionary step of interfering 
in Ireland between the landlords and ten- 
ants in the matter of the rents. Land courts 
were instituted, and by judicial process rents 
were lowered from twenty to thirty per 
cent, on contracts that had been deliberately 
entered into between landlords and tenants. 
This measures Was undoubtedly just, be- 
cause the rapid and calamitous decline of the 

agricultural interest of Ireland had rendered 
it practically impossible for the tenants to 

pay the rents which had been agreed upon 
in more prosperous times. This measure of 
relief Mr. Gladstone carried thiough with 
the approbation of fair minded men. llut it 
was thought necessary to provide in the act 
of 18S1 that these new judicial rents should 
be guaranteed for fifteen years. Not half 
that time has elapsed when now a Tory gov- 
ernment, a government that is above all else 
a government of the landlords as opposed to 
the tenants, finds itself forced to recommend 
through its Commission, a reduction of rents 
in Ireland averaging fourtoen per cent., a 

reduction which is equivalent to sweeping 
away Irom the landlords of Ireland millions 
worth of productive property. These land- 
lords are staunch supporters of the Tory 
party; it may almost be said that they are 

the Tory party. Their interests could not 
be sacrificed did not the government of Lord 
Salisbury find itself forced by dire necessity 
to make concessions to outraged Ireland, 
concessions such as a lew years ago would 
not have been breamed of. By the govern- 
mentof Lord Salisbury, under a most remark- 
able coercion act, the rights and liberties of 
the people of Ireland have been in a measure 

annihilated; there seems to he an uncouth 
sort ol retribution in the necessity which 
compels that same government to sacrifice 
the interests of those for whom it makes its 
war upon the Irish people.

Where They Never Feel the Cold. 
[Chicago Tribune]. 

“Yes,” remarked the St. Paul man to a 

friend from Chicago, as he stood arrayed in 
his blanket suit and adjusted a couple of 
buskin chest protectors; “yes, there is some- 

thing about the air in this Northwestern 
climate which causes a person not to notice 
the cold, it’s extreme dryness,” he con- 

tinued, as he drew on a couple of extra wool- 
en socks, a pair of Scandanavian sheepskin 
boots and some Alaska overshoes—“its ex- 

treme dryness makes a degree of cold, reck- 
oned by the mercury, which would be un- 

bearable in other latitudes, simply exhila- 
rating here. I have suffered more with the 
cold in Michigan, for instance,” he added, 
as he drew on a pair of goatskin leggings, 
adjusted a double fur cap, and tied on some 

Esquimaux ear-muffs—“in Michigan or Illi- 
nois. we will say, with the thermometer at 
zero or above, than I have here with It at 
from 45° to 66° below. The dryness of our 

winter air Is certainly remarkable,” be went 
on, as he wound a couple of rods of red 
woolen scarf about his neck, wrapped a 
dozen newspapers around his body, drew on 
a fall-cloth overcoat, a winter-cloth over-

heavy polar-bear-skin overcoat; “no, if you 
have never enjoyed our glorious Minnesota 
winter climate, with its dry atmosphere, its 
bright sunshine and invigorating ozone, you 
would scarcely believe some things I could 
tell you about it. The air is so dry,” he 
continued, as he adjusted his leather nose- 
protector, drew on his reindeer-skin mittens, 
and carefully closed one eye-hole in the seal- 
skin mask he drew down from his cap, “it is 
so dry, that actually it seems next to Impos- 
sible to feel the cold at all. We can scarcely 
realize in the spring that we have had winter, 
owing to the extreme dryness of the atmos- 
phere. By the way," he went on, turning ho 
bis wife, “just bring me a couple of blankets 
and those bedquilts and throw over my 
shoulders, and band me that muff with the 
hot soap-stone in it, and now I’ll take a pull 
at this jug of brandy and whale-oil, and 
then, if you’ll have the girl bring mv snow- 
shoes and iceberg scaling stick, I’ll step 
over and see them pry the workmen off the 
top of the ice palace who wrre frozen on yes- 
terday. I tell you we wouldn’t be going out 
this way five hundred miles further south, 
where the air is damp and chilly. Nothing 
but our dry air makes it possible.” 

How to Prove the Earth’s Motion. 

Anyone can prove the rotary motion of the 
earth on its axis by a simple experiment, for 
making which an educationl journal of 
Frankfort, Germany, gives the following di- 
rections : 

“Take a good-sized bowl, fill it nearly full 
of water, and place it upon the floor of a 

room which is not exposed to shaking or jar- 
ring from the street: 

“Sprinkle over the surface of the water a 

coating of lycopodium powder—a white sub- 
stance which can be obtained at any apothe- 
cary. Then upon the surface of this coating 
of powder make with powdered charcoal a 

straight, black line, say one inch or two in- 
ches in leugth. 

“Having made this little black mark with 
the charcoal powder on the surface of the 
contents of the howl, lav down upon the 
floor close to the bowl a stick or some other 
straight object, so that it shall be exactly' 
parallel with the mark. If the line happens 
to he parallel with a crack in the floor, or 
with any stationary object in the room this 
will serve as well. 

“Leave the bowl undisturbed for a few 
hours and then observe the position of the 
black mark with reference to the object it 
was parallel with. 

“It will be found to have moved about and 
to have moved from east to west—that is to 
say, in that direction opposite to that of the 
movement of the earth on its axis. 

“The earth, in simply revolving, has car- 
ried the water and everything else in the 
bowl around with it, but the powder on the 
surface has been left behind a little. The 
line will always be found to have moved 
from east to west, which is perfectly good 
proof that everything else lias moved the 
other way.

A recent Vassar graduate was relating 
some of her experiences as housekeeper 
during the illness of her mother, and was

vant girls in the United States to black the 
boots of the men oi the family. In house- 
holds in England, she said, where there is 

only one hired girl, the polishing of the 
men’s shoes is accepted by her as one of her 
duties. Then another Vassar girl recalled 
the time when a number of her classmates 

helped to shine the boots of a gentleman 
visiting at the college. He was and is still a 
trustee of Vassar. He occupied one of the 
guest chambers, and when he went to bed 
lie left his shoes outside the door as if he 
were at a hotel. Some of the girls who were 

up at an early hour saw the boots, and 
thought it would he a good joke to do the 
bootblack act themselves. They did, and 
when they roturned the shoes they stuck in 
each a handsome bouquet of flowers. The 
trustee was half abashed and altogether 
surprised when he realized how he had been 
honored. Tradition—though this occurred 
but a little while ago—tells his name as that 
of Benson J. Lossmg, the historian. 

In the home of one of Jfew York’s Jewish 
citizens was seen recently a tiny flame burn- 

ing in a handsome goblet. Examination 
showed the goblet to be half filled with wa- 

ter, on the top of which floated about an 

inch of sweet oil. A tiny float of corks, fas- 
tened on either side of a metallic ring, rested 

upon the oil. On the ring was placed a wax 

taper, hardly thicker than a thread, passed 
through a small circle of thin wood, so that 
the lower end of the taper dipped through 
the ring into the sweet oil. The upper end 
was lighted. The sweet oil drawn up through 
the wax-covered wick, served to keep it 
alight for several hours. “We burn this,” 
said the gentleman, “in memory of one of 
our dead.

We tend this 
light with great care, and thus keep alive the 
memory of our loved one. It is an old cus- 
tom, which is new becoming less observed. 
Many now only burn the taper lor a month, 
and some but for a week. There are still a 
great many, though, that keep up the custom 
In its old purity. We have other customs in 
honor of our dead. For instance, my father 
died thirty-seven years ago, my mother thir 
ty-one years ago; yet, on the anniversary of 
their deaths, to the hour and minute, I have, 
somehow, always mauaged to steal a mo- 
ment far a silent prayer.

The following decisions with rescripts were re-

OXFORD COUNTY. 

Mary A. Lewis vs. George W. Beekler. 
liescript by l.ihbey. J.—The court is of opinion 

that the exceptions must be overruled. 
From tlie agreed statement of facts upon which 

the case was tried, it does not appear that the 
plaintiff hsd, In any way. acquired her husband’s 
interest in the eow. He still had the right to re- 

deem If mil too late. Nor does it appear that the 
plaintiff had such possession of ilie cow as will 
give her flit* right to maintain the action. An 
agreement that the defendant took the cow from 
the plaintiff's premises, considering that her hus- 
band had the right of redemption, is not equiva-

As it does not appear that 
the plaintiff had either title o» possession, she 
has no right of action. Exceptions overruled.

It cannot be done at a meeting, called by a jus- 
tice of the peace, on au application to him there- 
for for the purpose of organizing the corporation. 
Tlie meeting so called is not a meeting of the 
corporation, but one called before there was a 

corporation. 
3. It does not appear by the record that a ma- 

jority of the members of file corporation were 

present or voted to repair, raise tlie money or 
assess it on tlie news. 

4. Tlieassessors had no authority to add to tne 
sum raised an overlay at tlieir pleasm e aud assess 
It on the pews. We nud uo statute authority for 
It. aud in the absence of such authority they had 
power to assess the sum raised only. In adding 
the overlay they exceeded their power and for 
tIds reason the assessment was void. Judgment 
for the plaintiff.
