An English decision in a case involving
wives' bills and hushand’s liability, here-
tefore noticed, has been approved by the
House of Lords, thus settling for the first
time one of the most important questions
of commereial law raised in recent years.
That high tribunal decides that the mar-
riage contract does not clothe the wife
with any richt or authority to pledge
her husband’s eredit. exeepting that when
he has abandoned her or is living apart
from her and refuses to provide for her
he may be held to pay for necessaries
supplied her on credit. But when they
are living together and proper provision
is made for the wife the case is dilferent.
The husband is not then liable without
his express or implied consent.  The
question of his liability is to be deter-
mined mainly on the ordinary principles
of ageney. e is liable only “*when he
has expressly or impliedly, by prior man-
date or subsequent ratification, author-
ized Lier to pledge his ceredit, or has so
conduceted himself as to make it ineqguit-
able for him to deny or estop him from
denying her authority.”  This authority
niy be presumed from eircumstances, as
when he has paid his wife's previous bills
without question, or knows that she is
pledging his eredit and tacitly assents to
it. But when the husband Lis given his
wile no express authority, and there is
no cireuimstanee that can be construed
o an implied anthority, credit is given
at the risk of the tradesman, and the bus-
band cannot be made to pay the bill.

HINTS FOR COASTERS 20UTH OF CAI'E HATTERAS,
At Cape [Hatteras the coast turns abruptly to
the southwestward, and here begins that series of
great iudentations—miscalled bays—which ex-
tends to Cape Florida, a distance, measured by the
shore line, of 74 1mles. The first bend, between
Hatteras and Cape Lookout, forms Raleigh Bay, o
slight curve in the coast line, in no place deeper
thanseven miles from a line joining the two eapes.
and a little over 63 miles loug in a 8 W. by W
direction. Between Uape Lookout and Cape Fear
is tormed Ouslow Bay, & curve 18 miles deep from
a line joinipg its two extremities. and 85 miles
long between the two capes. the direction hemg
S W.hy W. | W. From Cape Fear to Cape Ko
main on the South Carclina coast is 8 W, by W,
and the distance 30 miles, and between the two is
formed Long Bay, twenty males deep, measnring
fromn a line juining the two capes  The soundings
in all of these bays are very similar, rangiug from
five to twelve fathomws, with guite bold shores aud
a few obstructious. The ten fathom eurve, as a
rule, is & toleraliy sate guide in auy of them, al
though it is just as well to keep out of the bights
in case of the wind coming to the =outheastward.

FHE GEORGIAN UCRVE.

To the southward of Cape Romain, however, the
coast mwakes that great bend to the westward and
southward that rivals in extent the Gulf of Maioe,
and might be (it the npame were not long ago pre-
einpted on the northwest coast) appropriately
called the tult of Georgin.  This great curve ex-
tends from Cape Romain to Cape Canaveral, a dis
tanee measured oo straight line of 280 nauatieal
Iniles, and is 7= miles deep from a line joinivg the
two capes to the shore at St Andrew’s Seund.
Depths iuside this line regularly and slowly de-
erease from GO and 70 fathows 1o the bars ofl’ the
several inlets, and so regular i< this decrease in
depth that experienced coasters can tell their dis-
tane. trom the shore withio o mile or two simply
by the soundings.  As a rule six miles off there is
always six fithoms, twelve miles off eight to nine
fathoms, and twenty-tive miles off from ten to
eleven fathoms, until you approach the vieinity of
St Augustioe, where the line of ten fathoms rins
wilh many a curious eurve and wist quite close
to the shore.

But the great galt to the sonthward uf Cape Ko
main—that, indeed, 15 rich in navigable inlets
Begimnnimg at its northern end, we have Bull's Bay,
Charleston, Edisto (tamous 11 former days as the
home of the great caciques), St Heléna., Port
Royal, Tvbee. Warsew. Orsabaw, St Catherine's,
Sapelo, Doboy, Altamaba, St Sunon's, St An
drew’s, St Mary’s and St John's—ao less than
seventeen navigable inlets m a distance of less
than 200 miles!  OF these, too, no less than eight
are navigable by vessels of good size—Charleston,
having a chanuel of twelve fect at low water with
a rise of five fect; Tybee, a bar of seventeen feet,
with i rise of seven feet, and Port Royal twen y-
one feet. with a rise of six and three quarters.

GOVERNOR PLAISTED'S INAUGUKAL ADDRESS
was delivered on Thursday last. 1t is an exceed
ingly ditfuse document, containing more words than
facts or ideas. We present a summary of all the
esseutial portions,  Gov. Plaisted advocates, as so
many of Maine's exeeujives have done before him,
the equalization of taxation, and urges that the
Legislature should exhaust its authority in au en-
deavor to reach for taxation large masses of prop-
erty whicl now escape the assessor. To this end
it is proposed that it should be made imperative in
all cases for the tax-pavers to give in their inven-
tovies under oath This, 1t is thought, would bring
the aeeregate mass of taxable property within the
reaeh of the assessors, The power of the Legisla-
ture to tax the railroads 1s upheld, and a tax on
legacies and inheritances advoeated. 1t 1s sug-

gested that there should be a readjustment of
vidnes oftener than ten years, which may be done
by State board of equalization or by tax commis-
sioners. A legislative supervision of the railroads
o the State, through @ commission, 18 recomment-
od: said commission to be vested with ample
power losupervise the management ot railroads in
respect 1o rates, ete.  The State eollege is com-
wended, the attention of the legislature called to
tie needs of the Insane Asylum and a suggestion
