Buggestions.

In every movement having in view the
advancement of Christianity, morality,
and the welfare of human kind, women
have taken a prominent part.

THE DATTLE OF ANTIETAM.

Daylight dawned upon anxions hearts on the
eventful day of September 17, 1862, At an early
hour the troops were in line.  The battle began
on our rizht flank, where Hooker opened a terri
ble fire of artillery and musketry upon the ene-
wy. OQur division was ordered forward, as we sup-
posed, to the line of battle ; but after marching a
short distanee we halted under the protection of a
long ridge of land a short distance in rear of our
line of battle, We were 4 part of Fitz John P
ter's command, and, as is well known, his corpa
of fifteen thousand men was held in reserve all
day. Up to that time all had been qutet in our
immediate front. which was near the eentre of onr
line of battle: but suddenly a twelve pound gun
planted upon the opposite side of the hill from us,
=ent a shell sereaming across Antictam Creck and
far within the rebel lines.  The snemy quickly
responded, battery after battery joined in. and 18

AN OUTSIDE VIEW OF THE TEMPERANCR QUESTION
IN MAINE.

The Belfast Journal, in the course of
an article reviewing the political aspeets
of the temperance question in Maine, and
ot the diffieulties in the way of securing
the best results trom the prohibitory law,
says:

Ift ¢ Republican party has erred, it has been in
yielding to the demands of such impraciicable
lemperance men as those who set up u candudare
tor Congress, i the Sceoud Distrier, in opposition
to Mr Dingley, and those who meet on the eve of
every elveiion to nomnate cach other for otiice.

The friends of temperance in Maine do
not sutler alone in this respect. Tusincere
and impracticable advocates  bandicap
the cause i other States,  But doubtless
the greatest hindrance to the enforee-
ment of the law in this State and in
Maine is the sharp antagouism of the
rum power, the large property terests
it controls, its social intrenchiments, and
the indifference of a lurge element which
annot be persuaded to regard the tradlic
as an unwmised evil. In other words,
public sentient i not edaciated up 1o
the point of regarding violations of the
lquor law with the same severity meted
out to violation of the laws for the sup-
pression of other forms of viee and crine,

The same paper sayvs in this connee-
tion :

The New York Herald is undoubtediy correet in
say ing that the sale of hguors cannot be regulated
—or suppressed—"unless the temperauee prople
have enough of couragze aud real interest i their
work to be informers

There is a good deal of truth in this
observation.  =till, it muast be said that
the filends of the law tind liode encour-
agement to take the initiative in its ei-
forcement when the oftficers whose sworn
duty it is tosvek out and punish offenders
in this particular as in all others where
the peace and dignity and prosperity of
the community are infringed upon, are
inditferent if notaectuaily hostile; or worse
still, where the opponents ot prohiibition
have a representation upon juries, and
sympathizers among the prosecuting of-
ficers, so that convictions arve well nigh
impossible and  impartial enforeement
wholly so. And here we are again hrought
face o face wita the faet that public seu-
tizient is not strong enough Lo ciarrey ont
the law indits entirety.  We have faith to
believe that the tie will come when such
a sentiment will obtain, bur much wok
yer remauns to be done, and it capnot he
done in @ day or a vear or a decade.
Meantime, we must be content with 2
partial enforcement. not remitiing any
work in the line of moral sussion. [Con-
cord.
