A MEDLEY FROM THE BATTLE FIELD. OUR FIRST
BEIKMISH.

On the 19th of September, two days after the
battle of Antietam was fought, there was great ex-
citement in our a:uuiment. a8 we were ordered to
cross the Potomac river to follow up the retreat of
General Lee. This was a new experience to us.
Up to this time we had not been in the advance;
we bal seen our comrades Hght and go down in
the smoke ot battle; but now we were to experi-
ence that which heretofore we had ouly seen The
regiment quickly obeyed the order to “fall n."
Then the command, “by the right flank, warch,”
was given, aud away we went. OQur division soon
reached the Potomac river, and began crossing at
Shepardstown fords. The river was wide, the wa-
ter deep, the ourrent swift, and the ledges upon
which we walked ware narrow, so that vur cross-
ing was oecessarily very slow; bult we fivally
reached the Virginia shore. Not a guno had been
tired aud not an enemy was to be seen. OQur regi-
mental line was tormed upon the bank of the
river, and we began to ¢limb a steep bluff that rose
some two hundred feet above the water. Before
the ascent was completed we heard Leavy firing up
the river on our right, showing that those who
crossed above us had encountered the enemy.
With & desperate resolution that the rebellion
must nuw be crushed, we serambled to the top,
and our line was quickly reformed opon its crest
A dense forest was in onr immediate front. The
tiring on our right had inereased ; gray forms were
seen flitting among the trees before ns—pufls of
white smoke suddenly burst qut from the forest,
aud the uncomfortable zip-zip of leaden messen-
gers over our heads waroed ns that the ememy
meanot bustness. We returoed the fire, and sent
our bullets wheraver we esuld see a gray forn for
a target, and were about to advance on a charge,
when an order eame for us to get down over the
blufl and recrosr the river as rapidly as possible ;
and down through rocks and trees we ran  The
river was reached, and we made a most masterly
advance on Maryland  The enemy followed us to
the top of the bluff, and would have ivflicted a se-
rivs loss npon ne as we were retreating across the
river, bat one of our batteries went iuto position
ou the Maryland side, and threw shells over our
liends und drove th m back to the woods Several
of the regiments on our right had sustained great
lusses.  Que—the L1Sth Pennsylvanias—bhad been
alwost aunihilated.  Upou reaching the Maryiand
suvre we took possesston of the Chesapeake and
Ohio eanal—and there formed the advance jiue o
the army.

HIS ADDRESS TO TUE JUkY.

W adnesday, Jan, 18, Mr. Scoville continued his
argnment in the Guitean trial.  He was very se
vere i his remarks and said that Grant, Conkling,

I had no ill-will toward the Presi-
dent (this in a iow, tremulous, impressive tone,
while his body reeled to and fro) This is not
wmurder, it i8 a political necesaity; it will make my
friend. Arthur, President, and save the republic

“Grant in the war saerificed thousands of lives
1o save the republic. 1 hava sacrificed huot one,
and to-day (resuming his natural tone) six months
after the shot was fired. the Deity has repeatedly
confirmed the act. The American people are con-
tent to let it go by default, and you will probably
let it go the same wav." His warning of wrath to
come to the jury and the coulitry was one of the
most interesting features of the speech. *‘You
way put my body in the ground, but my soul goes
marching on.

Representative Dingley has made a
move in Congress, looking to the initia-
tion of measures for the relief of our ship-
building and foreign carrying trade inter-
ests. On Tuesday of last week he sub-
mitted to the House for immediate con-
sideration the following resolution -

Hesolved, That the Comwmittes on Commerce
beinstructed to inquire and report wherein exist-
i laws can be auended so us to afford reliet 1o
our merchant marine engaged in the foreign car-
rying trade, and what measures can be adopted to

romote our ship building and other commercial
interests,

The resolution was referred to the
Committee on Commeree which reported
it back favorably and it was adopted by
the House. 'T'his brings the whole sub-
Jeet before the Committee on Commerce,
which on Friday heard a delegation
from the National Board of Trade, in-
cluding Mr. John Roach of New York,
William Rogers of Maine and several
others, in behbalf of amendments to the
navigation laws, The speakers main-
tained that the laws were now decidedls
adverse to American shipbuilding, both
of iron and wood.
