sign, which was placed yesterday morning 
ou the outside of the store in Neal’s Block, 
which he had rented for a month, was taken 
in before sunset, and soon after Burns closed 

up shop and took the 5.40 train for Augusta, 
where he will remain. Although possessed 
of a great deal of determination when he 
came here, to defy the ministers and the Law 
and Order League, he weakened when he 

was told that the municipal authorities 
would make it warm for him; that if neces- 

sary, a search warrant would be served upon 
him every day. 

Finding that there was a great amount of 
opposition here. Burns went to the mayor 

yesterday afternoon, and was told by Bath’s 
chief executive that it would be better for 
him not to stay m Bath and carry on the 

liquor business. The result of the talk of 
the Mayor Induced Burns to give up the bus- 
iness here, and before his departure from the 

mayor’s office the Augusta citizen said he 
would take in his sign and close up the busi" 
ness as far as running a store here. 

The one hundred cases of Imported liquors 
in bond at the custom house, Burns intends 
to keep there for the present. 

McNEALLY’S WANDERINCS. 

The Young Defaulter Reported to 

Have Again Disappeared. 

Saco, Jan. 5.- Harry McNeally took an-

An American Schooner Wrecked.

Halifax, N. S., Jan. 5.—The American 
schooner J. W. Crosby, with a cargo of froz- 
en herring, went ashore on Mad Moll Rock,

The buoys were recently 
taken up, and the Crosby trimmed the reef 
too closely.

THE NEGOTIATORS. 

Promise of Settlement of the Vexed 

Question. 

Washington, Jau. 5.—The Fishery Com- 
mission will reassemble on Saturday. Those 
who ought to be the best informed speak 
with greater confidence than they at any 
time have done that an agreement will be 
reached. It is evident that the mission of 
Mr Chamberlain to Canada has been in part 
successful, and that the Dominion has to 
some extent moderated the previous de- 
mands. One thing he was able to make 
clear to the Canadians, and that was that the 
demands presented to the conference by Sir 
Churles Tupper were of a character which 
made it impossible for the commission to 
mm. L. an nffreement. Tile word which lie 
took to Carada was that the Dominion must 

decide between partial surrender and failure. 
It is probable that the Canadians have 
chosen partial surrender. At all events. Mr. 
Bayard said today that lie is now very hope- 
ful of an agreement. Others say the same. 

The Canadians who attended the recent 
dinner in Boston said that they were satis- 
fied that when the commission assembled 
there would be an agreement. The subject 
of reciprocal trade relations will no longer 
be discussed by the conference. The agree- 
ment, if one shall be reached, will, undoubt- 
edly, go to one of these two points: (1) That 
t).• conference shall here agree what rights 
American fishing vessels have in Canadian 
ports. (2) That these two questions shall be 
submitted to arbitration: W hat is the proper 
definition of the thres-mile boundary limit; 
what rights American fishermen have in 
Canadian ports. The indications favor the 
arbitration as to both of these points, ana 

that an agreement will be reached without 
much more consideration, if it is to be 

reached at all. Some look for a decision on 

Saturday night. 
Seen by English Eyes. 

Toronto, Ont., Jan. 5.—A special cable 

despatch to the Mail says: “The Pall Mall 

Gazette’s traveling commissioner, writing 
from Toronto, says: ‘Commercial union is 

the coming question for Canada. It is talked 
about everywhere. This question will split 
Canadian parties, will determine the whole 
relationship between Canada and the Luited 
States in years to come, and affect to a great, 
if not a vital degree, the future of the Anglo- 
Saxon race upon the globe. Both the Globe 
and the Mafl-tbe first a liberal organ, and 
the second recently converted from con- 
servatism to independence—vie with euch 
other in the strength of their support. My 
own experience is that outside of Ottawa, 
which is the centre of ministerialism, three 
out of five of the most intelligent men are 
enthusiastic commercial unionists.’ 

Allison’s Views. 
Des Moines, Jan.|5 — Senator Allison who 

leaves Iowa today for Wasnington said in 

conversation yesterday, that the party which 
failed to do its share in speedily reducing the 
tariff would lose in public favor. He would 
be willing, he said, to repeal the tobacco tax 
and sugar tariff and further enlarge the free 
list. 

THE NATIONAL CAPITAL. 

Interesting Topics from the City 
Where Laws are Made. 

Notices That May Accompany Your 
Letters from Abroad. 

Captain Selfridge to be Awarded a 

Naval Court Martial. 

(Special to the Press.] 
Wasuington, Jan. 5.—Congress is open 

again and spinning along at a rapid rate. 
The Blair bill, the tariff, the general hodge- 
podge of measures of all sorts are upon the 
people and the country, the discussions 
thereon being brought forward by their 
chosen representatives. The capitol which 
has resounded for a fortnight only with 
the clicking heels of bridal couples, resounds 
with oratory, the hum of lobbyists, and the 
conference of statesmen who have returned 
from their home districts with political 
schemes in their eyes. The great wheels o* 
the government have set going, not to stop 
for six months or more. Tons after tons of 
measures will be poured into the House 
within a few days, the great majority of 
them never to see the light again. They will 
be printed, like the speeches in the Con- 
gressional liecord, and a few persons will 
see them perhaps. 

Open Sessions of the Senate. 
There will be a tenewal of the fight on 

the executive session for one thing. Senator 
Platt will eharire none more to the front, and 
this time he will have the support of Senator 
Aldrich, of Rhode Island. The latter does 
not go to the length proposed by the Con- 
necticut man, of having everything open. 
He wishes to preserve partially the secrets, 
throwint open all the Senate journal and 
allowing Senators to talk about secret ses- 
sion debates in all cases save those around 
which a special injunction of privacy is 
thrown. This would be a compromise which 
would greatly satisfy the public but it is 
very doubtful if it meets the approval of the 
Senate. The Senate stands still very 
steadily on its dignity and anything which 
might be supposed to interfere therewith is 
crushed out of the way in a most dignified 
but most freezing sort of manner. The New 
England Senators, too, with the exceptions 
noted, are all pretty solidly in line on this, 
to them, important question. 

Dutiable Articles in the Mails. 

The Secretary of the Treasury has just Is- 
sued a regulation of considerable interest 
to border States, regarding the treatment of 
dutiable articles received in the mails from 
foreign countries. He decides: 

“When letters, sealed packages, or pack- 
ages the wrappers of which cannot be re- 
moved without destroying them, are received 
in the United States from a foreign country, 
and the postmaster of the exchange office at 
which they are received has reason to believe 
they contain articles liable to customs 
duties, he shall immediately notify the cus- 
toms officer of the district in which his of- 
fice is located, or the customs officer desig- 
nated by the Secretary of the Treasury for 
the purpose of examining the mails arriving 
from foreign countries, of the receipt of 
such letter: or packages, and their several 
addresses; and if any letter or package of 
this kind be addressed to a person residing 
within the delivery ot his office, the post- 
master shall also, at the time of its arrival, 
notify the addressee or addressees thereof 
that such letter or package has been re- 
ceived, and is believed to contain certain 
articles liable to customs duties, and that he 
or they must appear at the post office at a 
time in said notice to be designated, not ex- 
ceeding twenty days from the date of said 
notice, and receive and open said letter or 
package in the presence of an officer of the 
customs. 

“Letters and sealed packages, or packages 
the wrapper* of which cannot be removed 
without destroying them, which are sup- 
posed to contain articles liable to customs 
duties, and which are addressed to persons 
residing outside of the delivery of the United 
States exchange where they were first re- 
ceived from abroad, shall be forwarded, 
without longer detention than twenty-four 
hours, to their respective destinations, 
marked “supposed liable to customs duties,” 
and upon their receipt at the offices of desti- 
nation the postmasters thereof shall notify 
the nearest customs officer and the parties 
addressed, in the manner and to the same 
effect as hereinbefore provided in the case of 
similar letters or packages addressed for de- 
llvprv at th« TTnitp/i States pxphanffp. oftiofl 
where they were first received. 

"Provided, however, that nothing herein- 
above contained shall authorize or allow 
customs afficers to seize or take possession 
of any letter or sealed package while the 
same Is in the custody of a postmaster, nor 
until after its delivery to the addressee; and 
provided further, that no letter or sealed 
package shall de detained at the office of 
delivery a longer period than may be neces- 
sary for the appearance of a customs officer 
and the addressee, in pursuance of the 
notices hereinbefore provided to be given.” 

Belva Lockwood’s Party. 
Belva Lockwood has come back from a 

lecturing tour in New York and Philadel- 
phia, evidently more impressed with her 
elegibility as a presidential candidate than 
ever. She says that her party has been 
merged in the Industrial Reform party, that 
all is ready for a grand conference on Feb- 
ruary 22, from which time on the campaign 
will boom. Mrs. Lockwood’s greatest hobby 
is the Mormon. She isas warmly in praise 
of admitting them to the Union as Kate 
Field ever was opposed to the.a. 

The Custom House Cut. 

The treasury department seems to get 
worse the further it goes. But the officials 
now are taking rather an obstinate tack. 
Special agents are to go Maine, it is true, 
but Judge Maynard, in conversation, at 
least holds stiffly to the motion lie declared 
for at first and is now putting in force. lie 
seems bound to carry out an iron-bound law 
as to the expense of collecting customs— 
that the cut shall be if possible all under 
two cents on $1. The only treatment for 
obstinacy in such places is to give it its own 
medicine to the full. The Democratic col- 
lectors do not enjoy the situation at all. 
"They have given the places; now they make 
them so poor and mean we don’t want 
them,” said one New Englander who is on 
here begging of Judge Maynard not to take 
away all his hopes. 

Pension Deficiency. 
Pension Commissioner Black is after $35," 

000 in the new urgent deficiency bill to come 

at once before Congress. In his explantory 
letter to the Senate he says: "It is proper in 
this connection to explain that this deficien- 
cy has resulted from the terms of the appro- 
priation act of March 1, 1887, providing for 
the payment of invalid and ether pensions 
for tlie fiscal year ending June 30, 1888, and 
for other purposes, which limited the use of 
the sum of $1,000,000, appropriated for the 
payment of fees and expenses of examining 
surgeons, to the payment of accounts for ser- 
vices rendered within the fiscal year for 
which the umironriation was made. Prior 
to the passage of this law, following the de- 
cision of the accounting officers of the Treas- 
ury Department, accounts of examining sur- 
geons were payable when presented out of 
the appropriation current, without regard 
to whether the service was rendered in that 
or the previous liscal year. Said law changed 
the eutire practice, and as it was not antici- 
pated, a deficiency to the amount indicated 
has resulted. Had the limitation referred to 
not been added to said law, the accounts of 
examining surgeons earned prior to July 1, 
18S7, but not presented until after that date, 
would under the decision of the accounting 
officers of the treasury, tiave been paid out 
of the appropriation lor the present fiscal 
year.” Van. 

Captain Selfridge’s Case. 

Captain Selfridge, who is now on the Asi- 
atic station, has been ordered home, and to 

report his arrival to the Navy Department. 
The following circular has been issued by 
Secretary Whitney in regard to his case: 

The circumstances of this case have borne 
most severely upon Capt. Selfridgc. He was de- 
tached from Ids ship bv the Admiral, and ordered 
home for wilful violation of law and unlawful dis- 
regard of tbe safety and the lives of others. A 
court of Inquiry lias exonerated him from the 

f;raver part of this charge. The court finds that 
te was guilty of culpable negligence, but not of 

any wilful misconduct. He held his target prac- 
tice where be should not bave held It. and was 

negligent in the manner of conducting it. He 
supposed himself to have takeu all necessary 
precautions against endangering life, but fn fact 
nail not done so. Shells were left unexploded 
upon Japanese soil, and the handling of one by 
Innocent persons caused tbe death of several and 
the serious Injury of others. The line of flight of 
shells also Implied negligence on the part of tbe 
commanding officers, by the usages of the ser- 
vice Captain Selfrldge Is entitled to a court mar 
tial to enable him to controvert the alleged facts, 
and also to give him the benefits of tbe Judgments 
of bis brother officers upon bis acts. As the facts 
are already substantially established, tbe trial 
will pi ub.ibly be a matter of form, and, consider- 
ing the punishment a.ready borne by this meri- 
torious and usually cautious officer, it should be 
considered without delay upon bis return, and 
wlili due regard to the severe humiliation and 
suffering to which be bas been already subjected. 

The Red Man’s Hard Lot. 
The President has sent to Congress a com- 

munication from the Secretary of the In- 
terior submitting the draft of a hill “to pro- 
vide for a reduction of tbe Kound Valley In- 

dian Reservation” in California. The Presi- 
dent says: "The documents exhibit exten- 
sive and entirely unjustifiable encroachments 
upon tne lands set apart for Indian occu- 

pancy and disclose a disregard of Indian 
rights too long continued. The government 
cannot further temporize without dishoner.” 

Engineer Melville Promoted. 
Chief Engineer George W. Melville, of 

New York, has been nominated to be engi- 
neer in chief of the bureau of steam engi- 
neering in the Department of the Navy with 
the relative rank of commodore. 

Sherburne Pleads Guilty. 
Sherburne G. Hopkins, the young news- 

paper reporter who sent the sham infernal 
machine to Chief Justice Waite, today plead- 
ed guilty of attempting to obtain money un- 
der false pretences and was fined $100. 

The Nation’s Cratltude.

SENATE. 

Washington, Jan. 0.

By Senator Blair In favor of a natloual prohi- 
bitory constitutional amendment. 

By Senator Hoar—Against the admission of 
Utah as a State as long as the local power is In 
Hie hands of the Mormon priesthood; also several 
In favor of the Blair educational bill. 

Senator Dawes, from the committee on In- 
dian affaire, reported bills to amend the act 
for the allotment of lands in severalty in the 
Umatilla reservation, in Oregon,and granting 
patents therefore; to provide for the com- 
pulsory education of Indian children, and in 
relation to marriage between white men and 
Indian women. They were placed on the 
calendar. 

Among the bills introduced were the fol- 
lowing: 

By Senator Hoar—To provide for a world’s ex- 

position at the National Capital in 1892 and there- 
after a permanent exposition of the three Ameri- 
cas m honor of the four hundredth anniversary 
of ihe discovery of America. Referred to a select 
committee on centennial celebration. 

By Senator Dawes—To establish a postal telc- 
g'aph. 

By Senator Platt—For the formation and ad- 
mission into the Union of the State of Nortb 
Dakota. 

By Senator Plumb—To equalize bounties. 
Senator Mitchell called up the joint resolu- 

tion introduced by him on the 12th of De- 
cember for the appointment of u commis- 
sion to select a site for a naval station on 
the Pacific coast, and addressed the Senate 
in its advocacy. Senator Dolpli spoke on 

the same subject. The resolution was re- 
ferred to the committee on naval affairs. 

The Senate at 2.35 took up the Blair edu- 
cation bill as unfinished business. 

Senator Cameron moved that when the 
Senate adjourn to-day it adjourn te meet 
Monday, and the motion was agreed to. 

The unanimous report of the committee on 
education and labor was then read, after 
which Senator Blair said as his bill had been 
so long before the country and bad twice 
passed the Senate, the friends of the measure 
thought it proper to yield the floor to those 
opposed. 

Senator Reagan spoke against the bill, his 
nrmnsit.inn hpiiur hnspri on t.hfi ahspnoft of 
power in Congress to enact such a law. Its 
passage would be the adoption of the policy 
of centralization which would establish the 
despotism of a popular majority and en- 
danger the liberties of the people. It offer- 
ed a bribe of money to the people to sacrifice 
their manhood and their State governments, 
and would be a surrender by the people of 
their birthright for a mess of pottage. Sen- 
ator Reagan argued that the Southern States 
were not in need of Federal aid for the sup- 
port of common schools and showed that in 
Texas the school fund this year was $3,100.- 
oeo. 

Senator Vest obtained tho floor, but yield- 
ed to Senator Plumb, who offered an amend- 
ment to the second section, providing that 
money be distributed among the several 
States and Territories in proportion to their 
population according to tho census of 1880. 

Senator Blair read letters from the educa- 
tional authorities of Texas, complaining of 
want of funds there and urging the passage 
of the bill. 

The Senate at 4.50 went into executive ses- 
sion, and at 5.10 adjourned until Monday.

TURKISH PREJUDICE. 

Hostility Exhibited to the American 
Board's Schools. 

Boston, Jan. 5.—Information has reached 
the American Board here that that the Tur- 
kish government has revised the school laws 
with the evident purpose of crushing out all 
foreign scholars. A special firman, signed 
by the Sultan, is now required and foreign 
schools are prohibited from giving religious 
instructions. The American minister has 
protested against the action. 

New York Clubs. 

Albany, Jan. 4.—At a meeting of the ex- 

ecutive committee of the btate Republican 
League to-night a sub-committee of six was 

appointed. Mahlon H. C. Hance, represent- 
ing the American Protective Tariff Associa- 
tion, promised the co-operation and support 
of that body. The sub-executive committee 
was directed to prepared an address to the 
various Republican clubs in the State urging 
upon them the necessity of thorough organ- 
ization. The League has now a member- 
ship of 31 clubs, and it is expected before the 
end of this month the number will be in- 
creased to 70 or 80. 

Fire at the Navy Yard.

o’clock this morning at the Brooklyn navy 
yard, in the navigation building, a three 
story and attic brick structure, occupied by 
the navigation, construction and equipment 
bureaus, and also for storage. The officials 
of the departments mentioned lose all the 
contents of their offices, including valuable 
naval and military maps, plans and designs.

Company has decided not to issue the pro- 

posed circular to its employes. The rail" 
road strike is unchanged. General Manager 
McLeod thinks the miners’ strike cannot 
cause a coal famine. 

Grand Master Sargent, of the Brotherhood 
of Locomotive Engineers, has taken a stand 
of neutrality regarding the Reading strike, 
and is sustaining the support of members of 
the Brotherhood, who refuse to obey the 
dictates of the Knights of Labor. 

Shamokin, Pa., Jan. 5.—Eight hundred 
miners of the North Franklin collieries one 
and two, struck this morning. 

Pittsbubg, Pa., Jan. 5.—The employes of 
seven furnaces owned by Carnigie, Phipps 
A Co., at Braddock, today demanded a 10 
percent, advance. The firm claim the con- 
dition of the steel market will not justify the 
advance, and that the men must accept a 
slight reduction. 

Shenandoah, Pa.,Jan. 5.—Among the in- 
dividual collieries that today conceded the 
advance demanded by the strikers was the 
Thomas Coal Company, and the Keeh.ey 
Run colliery here. This leaves the Reading 
alone in the fight in this section, with only 
four individual allies in the whole lower an- 

thracite coal field. A number of defections 
have been occasioned among the non-union 
railroaders owing to the ostracism and in- 
conveniences they meet. No boarding ac- 
commodations are obtainable by them and 
the company is compelled to transform sev- 
eral freight cars at Mahauoy Plane into eat- 
ing and sleeping rooms, while offices and 
machine shops are likewise adapted.

GENERAL FOREICN NEWS. 

Mr. Balfour’s Services in Irish Af- 

(fairs to bo Rewarded. 

How Votes Were Cast Yesterday in 

England and France. 

Mr. Cladstone to Have an Interview 
With the Pope. 

London, Jan. 5.—It is asserted that in 

recognition of his services to the govern- 
ment in Ireland, Mr. Balfour will shortly be 

promoted to a higher position in the minis- 

try than that of Chief Secretary for Ireland. 
The rumor that the executive branch of 

the Irish National League in Dublin is to be 
suppressed, is ascertained to be wholly 
groundless. Mr. Balfour personally denies 
the report, and supplements his denial with 
the statement that the government has at no 

time considered such action necessary, par- 
ticularly in view of the fact that evidences 
of the weakening and ultimate disintegra- 
tion of the League are accumulating daily. 
There are other persons, quite as well in- 
formed of the strength and activity of the 

League, and the determination of its leaders, 
who do not agree with Mr. Balfour in this 

assertion, but the impression of the Chief 

Secretary is of value as showing the confi- 
dence of the government in its Irish policy, 
and the absence of intention on the part of 
the executive authorities to extend its re- 
pressive measures at present. 

Mr. Edward Harrington, M. P., and editor 
of the Tralee uSentine), was released from 
prison yesterday, having completed his term 
of one month’s incarceration for publishing 
reports of meetings of suppressed League 
branches His release was made the occa- 
sion of a grand demonstration by the resi- 
dents of Tralee, and Mr. Harrington was 
treated to an ovation surpassing in enthusi- 
asm anvthing in bis experience. 

Mr. Harrington, in reply to numerous com- 

plimentary speeches, addressed his towns- 
men iu a strain similar to that in which be 
declared to the court on the occasion of his 
conviction, that he would make no promises 
to resraiu from repeating his offence, but 
would ever do what seemed to him best for 
the cause of free speech, free press and free 
men. 

Election In Winchester. 
The election in Winchester today gave 

Moss, Conservative, 1364 votes, and Hander- 

bill, Giadstonian, 849. In the last election, 
tlie Conservative candidate received 1119, 
and the Giadstonian 783. 

Ex-Emnress Eugenie has decided that the 
ceremony of the removal of the remains of 
Napoleon III. and the Prince Imperial from 
Chfslehurst to Farnborough shall take place 
next Monday, fly the ex-Empress’s request, 
none of the members of the royal family 
will be present. The Queen will send 
wreaths. Only the ex-Empress and her usu- 
al suite will be present 

French Politics. 

Paris, Jan. 5.—The elections of members 
of the Senate were held today. The depart- 
mental senatorships are divided into three 
classes. One class consisting of one-tbird of 
the departmental senators, retires by rota- 
tion every three years. The returns this 
evening show 42 Republicans and 19 Conser- 
vatives elected. Twenty-one second ballots 
may be necessary. The Conservatives have 
gained four senators. 

LATER RETURNS. 

The returns so far show the election of 57 
Republicans and 21 Conservatives. Six 
second ballots will probably result in the re- 
turn of Republicans making the final result 
a Conservative gain of two seats. 

Full returns show the Conservatives have 
gained three seats. 

Cladstone and the Pope. 
A despatch from Rome to Le Paris says: 

“Mr. Gladstone expressed a wish to see the 
Pope, and the latter intimated that he would 
be delighted to meet the English statesman. 
Mr. Gladstone will be received by His Holi- 
ness with the ceremonial usually observed 
when non-Catholic visitors are admitted to 
an audience. 

A Hard Winter. 

Vienna, Jan. 5.—So far, this has been one 

of the severest winters on record in Austria. 
Cases of death from the effects of exposure 
are reported daily. The water supply is be- 
ginning to fail. The ice in the Danube has 
reached V'ienna. The Flatten See is frozen 
over for the tirst time in many years. 

Madrid, Jan. 5.—Disastrous floods are re- 
ported in Seville. Six lives have been lost, 
and many persons injured. The damage by 
floods in Malaga is estimated at $200,000.

EMILE FREY. 

An Old Union Soldier Honored by 
Switzerland. 

The republic of Switzerland sent recently 
to the United States, as envoy extraordinary 
and minister plenipotentiary, a gentleman 
who figured as a gallant soldier in our civil 
war. This fact gives an uncommon Interest 
to the personality and career of Emile Frey. 

The Swiss minister was born at Arleshelm, 
Switzerland, October 2L 1838. He was care- 

fully instructed at home by teachers pre- 
paratory to school and college. At twenty 
two years of age he was graduated at the 
University of Jena. Shortly afterward he 
came to the United States. In 1HC1 Frey en- 
listed in the Union Army as a private soldier. 

He served throughout the war. At the bat- 
tle of Gettysburg he was taken prisoner. He 
was confined in Libby Prison. After the 
war Frey returned to bis native country 
where he was elected to an important local 
office. His next step in political promotion 
was membership in and the Presidency of 
tne administration in the Canton of Basel. 
Six years after his first taking part in the 
government of the Canton, he became, in 
the year 18TJ, a member of the Swiss Na- 
tional Council. He was ten years a member 
of this body, part of the time its President. 
When it had been determined by the Swiss 
government to send an envoy and minister 
plenipotentiary to the United States, Col. 
Frey was given the position. Ihe Swiss 
minister is a Colonel in the Swiss Army. He 
Is a widower with children who are attend- 
ing school in Switzerland. In his official 
capacity and as a private gentleman, Col. 
Erev is much liked by bis associates. 

□ is personal appearance resembles that of 
the late President Garfield. He is tall, big- 
headed and blond-bearded. Frey received 
General Grant when he passed through 
Switzerland on his tour around the world.

THE ENCLISH STEAMERS. 

Arbitration Proposed as a Means of 

Getting Them Back to Portland. 

What the Dominion Government, It 
Is Said, Proposes. 

The Accomplishment of Sir John 
Macdonald’s Pet Scheme. 

A letter to the Toronto Globe says: 
Sir,—Thirty-two years age the Allan Line 

ol steamships was established, and during 
the whole time It has made Portland, Me., 
Its winter port. 

The Dominion Line has also sailed from 
the same port for many years, and the traf- 
fic of both lines has passed over the Grand 
Trunk Railway, but now, strange to say. In 

consequence of a disagreement between the 
steamship companies and the Grand Trunk 
Railway as to the division of through rates, 
or other cause, this long connection Is about 
to be severed, and both steamship lines in- 
tend to run to Baltimore. 

The first steamers of the Allan Line were 
small compared with those of the present 
day, and too car loads of freight was a fair 
cargo; now the magnificent ships of both 
companies can carry double the quantity. 
In its earliest years the Allan Line only ran 

to Portland monthly, and then fortnightly, 
and even for that it was difficult to obtain a 

full outward cargo. The writer remember* 
that the Allans frequently .purchased dealt 
to complete cargo. 

It has taken 30 years to build up the win- 
ter trade between Canada and the Western 
States via the Portland route, creating an 

immense business in cheese, Dork, fruit, lire 
stock and general produce, which previously 
bad no existence. 

Portland is admitted to be one of the fin- 
est harbors on the Atlantic coast, possessing 
the best facilities for rapid shipments, with 
first-class customs arrangements, so that 
English goods have beeu delivered lu 
Toronto twelve days after leaving Liverpool. 

The breuking-up of this arrangement, ex- 
isting for a third of a century, will be seri- 
ously felt by shippers and merchants gener- 
ally throughout the Dominion, as well as the 
Western States, and though other steamshio 
lines may take up the route vacated by the 
Allan and Dominion companies, this cannot 
be done without a large tralti.' being diverted 
to the American roads, which it may take 
years to recover. 

The Allan Line and the Giand Trunk 
Railway were the first to introduce the 
through bill of lading system, a system that 
has done much to foster trade between Can- 
ada, the Western States and Europe. 

By approval of Walter Shanly, General 
Manager of the G. T. R. at that time, and 
the late Sir Hugh Allan, the writer drew up 
the first form of a Western through bill of 
lading, and introduced the system into Cin- 
cinnati, Chicago, Milwaukee, etc. The first 
shipment was made In 1839 or ’60 from Cin- 
cinnati, which was one of box meats, and 
the through bill of lading was issued by Tay- 
lor Bros., who had been appointed as agents 
for the G. T. R. in that city. 

The new through booking system was re- 
ceived with general acclamation by shippers, 
and it enaoled them at once to draw upon 
banks on through bills of lading, at the point 
of railway shipment, instead of consigning 
their produce to a forwarder at New York or 
Boston, there to wait until shipped on board 
vessel before a bill of lading could be ob- 
tained ; often taking up two or three weeks 
before a merchant could draw upon a bank. 

For two or three years the Allan Line and 
G. T. R. controlled the through system, but 
it was finally adopted by all the Western 
roads, and the steamship lines sailing from 
the Atlantic coast, and the through trade has 
now become one of the largest on this con- 
tinent. 

All well-wishers of tne Dominion must re- 
gret that the pioneers of the through irade 
are about to quit the field, and I am sure all 
will unite with me in asking these great cor- 
porations to pause and reconsider the matter, 
and if they cannot agree, to submit the case 
to arbitration. There are good men and 
true In Canada capable of judging upon it, 
and I need onlv mention two gentlemen. Col. 
Gzowski and Walter Shanly. who have had 
much to do with railway development, and 
know as much about the through trade as 
any men in the country.

It has been represented that a return cargo 

could not be obtained at Halifax during the 
winter months, and that, unless either Bos- 
ton or Portland was made a terminal point, 
the annual subsidy would have to be made 
sufficiently large to cover the loss of going 
home empty. The postmaster general argues 
that to coutinue allowing these Canadian 
mail steamers to call at Boston or Portland 
would be subsiding a line to run to Ameri- 
can ports. 

This is part of Sir John Macdonald’s 
Canadian Pacific scheme, placing fast ocean 
steamers on the routes, at Vancouver, aud at 
Halifax, and is opposed to subsidizing any 
vessels running from American ports. 

Tlie Canadian Pacific people state that In 
another ye»r, when their short line railway 
through the state of Maine to the seaboard 
of New Brunswick is completed, they will 
be able to furnished all the cargo these ves- 
sels will require. Sir John’s main object 
appears to be to capture the passenger 
traffic now going and coming by Boston and 
New York lines.

The Babbit Department of New South 

Wales continues its labor of destroying rab- 
bits. The work was during the month of 
September persecuted with such seal that 
the results were shown by the production of 
no less than 2,607,723 scalps, the highest rec- 
ord yet obtained in one month. Notwith- 
standing the immenge number of rabbits de- 
stroyed, the pest was found to be increasing 
ou upward of 600 different Mocks visited. 
On toe holdings inspected about 3300 men 
were engaged In the work of rabbit destruc- 
tion, but the number was not uearly suffi- 
cient, and this continues to be the case still. 
With a view ol facilitating the work of de- 
struction and of stopping fresh supplies of 
rabbits coming from neighboring colonies, 
three extensive rabbit-proof barriers are be- 
ing erected. One of these, which runs from 
Narrauilue to Bourke, is being extended to 
the Queensland border; the second oue is be- 
ing erected ou the border between this colony 
and Queensland; and the third is to be con- 
structed on the border-line dividing South 
Australia trom this colony. The question of 
adoptiug some more effective mode of de- 
stroying rabbits than that now followed has

ftTlic tariff debate lias opened promptly in 
the .Senate, and the House will not be long 
In following suit. A thorough exposition of 
our industrial policy, as it at present exists, 
und a disclosure of the plans of the so-called 
revenue reformers will do an immense 
amount of good to the Republican party. 

Some of the Boston papers are vigorously 
discussing tlie transactions of tlie officers of 
tlie Saco and Biddeford Sav iugs Associa- 
tion with McNeally, and one of them still

Republican primaries recently held in the 
parishes of Louisiana were so large and 
enthusiastic that, considered with signs of a 

Republican revival in other parts of the 
State, they have seriously disturbed leading 
Democrats of the State. The bitter faction- 
al light in the Democratic party of Louisiana 
has created a discontent that has not been 

composed by Mr. Cleveland’s free trade mes- 

sage. It Is true that Mr. Cleveland said 
nothing about sugar; but his omission of 
such mention was so significant that it prob- 
ably did the cause of the sugar planters more 

harm than good. 
The decent Democrats of Maryland, though 

beaten at the last election, have succeeded 
in retiring the notorious Uiggins. for good it 
Is to be hoped. Higgins left his place in 
Washington on the understanding that he 
should be made clerk of the Maryland House 
of Delegates. The Democratic bosses were 
true to their word, and secured him the 
nomination in the party caucus. But the 
reform Democrats gave notice that they 
should not be bound by the caucus, and 
niggins, to avoid defeat, withdrew. For 

__ 
the first time in three years, he had found 
himself where Grover Cleveland could not 
help him. 

It would be a cause of rejoicing in Port- 
land if the recommendations made in an- 
other column by First General Freight 
Agent Pennington, of the Grand Trunk 
could be carried out. If the differences be- 
tween the Allau and the Grand Trunk are 
too great for arbitration, the resulting loss 
for Portland will be great, even though other 
lines of steamers may come here. Mr. Pen- 
nington points out that it has taken thirty 
years to build up the western trade between 
Canada and foreign ports via Portland; and 
that the breaking up of it this winter means 
the diversion to other roads of a large traffic 
which it may take years to recover. 

The election at Winchester, England, yes- 
terday, was another of those “bye elections,’’ 
in which the Gladstonians have recently 
made such encouraging gains. Winchester 
is an old cathedral town, and therefore en- 

joys an importance which would not be given 
it by its twenty-three hundred electors. Iu 

■>—- 1886 the Tories carried it by some over three 
hundred votes. During this canvass the 
issue has been squarely drawn between home 
rule and coercion. The Dean and all the 
Cathedral Clergy have, as the saying is in 
America, “pulled off their coats” for the 
home rule cause, and the Dean himself has 
entertained the Irish orator Dillon, who lias 
been stumping Winchester. 

The Fishery commission meets again this 
week. There are indications that the Cana- 
dian commissioner will be in a more concili- 
atory mood thau before recess. The opinion 
prevails—on what ground it is based is not 
very clear—that the British and Canadian 
members of the commission will consent to 
submit tiie three mile limit ^question and the 
question of commercial privileges in Domin- 
ion ports to arbitration.

They are a little too 
much under the thumb of Britain. 

At the same time that the newspapers of 
the lusty West are parading tne figures of 
many places that measure the growth of 
their cities, the Charleston (S. C.) News and 
Courier modestly presents some statistics 
which are even more interesting than those 
from the West. These figures are contained 
in the record of South Carolina’s develop- 
ment for the year 1887. In the year 1860, the 
last before the war and in the heyday of 
slavery, the revenue of the people was about 

—fifty-four and a half million dollars. In 1877, 
with the slaves liberated and labor free that 
revenue was over an hundred and one mil- 
lions. The last seven years have been the 
periods of the greatest strides forward, the 
revenue of the people for 1880 having been 
but about seventy-two and a half millions, 
or upwards of thirty millions less than in 
1887. As good an indication as figures even, 
for showing that South Carolina is on the up- 
grade is the rapidity with which Charleston 
has recovered from the calamities of the 

eartiiquake. 
Doubtless there are many directions in 

which the expenditures for our customs ser- 

vile can be cut down without seriously im- 
pairing its efficiency. But the reckless abo- 
lition of custom houses along the coast be- 
cause they do not return to the government 
In dollars and cents as much as they cost is 
not one of them. Custom houses do not ex- 

ist solelv for collection of the revenue. A 

great deal of other business is transacted at 
them, especially business affecting our mer- 

chant marine, and it is necessary, therefore, 
to have more of them than the mere collec- 
tion of the revenues would demand. Many 
of the custom houses along the Maine coast 
collect little revenue, yet they serve a very 
important purpose, as the Secretary of the 
Treasury has probably found out since he 
attempted to abolish them by a sort of liori- 

ont^weduction. Protests from our shif 
and shipmasters along the coasl 

ve been sent him in great numbers, and 
now at the request of Congressman Dingle? 
he has consented to postpone action until he 
finds out by an investigation whether an) 
such reduction as lie meditated ought to be 
made. Of course it would hnve been bettei 
to get this information in the first place, bul 
laie is oeuer man never. 

Raw Materials. 

It was on raw materials chiefly that tilt 
President in his message suggested that the 
tariff be reduced, lie argued that our man- 

ufacturers would he benefited rather than 
hurt by tins reduction. This is undoubtedly 
true, assuming the tariff on manufactured 
articles to be left unchanged. But the pro- 
tective system does not exist for the sole 
benefit of manufacturers. It undertakes 
to protect all industrial and agricultural pro- 
ducts that are brought Into competition with 
the products of foreign labor. To grant pro- 
tection to the manufacturer of wool and tc 

deny it to the wool grower is favoritism thal 
cannot be defended for an instant. Protec- 
tion must be a system, protecting everything 
that needs it or it is a delusion. The President 
is by no means the first advocate of the re- 

moval of the tariff on raw materials. It hai 

been a favorite scheme of certain tariff 

reformers for some years. It has been fre 

quently brought forward lu Congress anc 

supported by very much the same argument! 
that the President used in bis tariff message 

The great majority of its supporters hav< 

been believers in the free trade theory, am 

lie secret of tlieir advocacy lias undoubtedly 
ieen the fact that they saw that its adoption 
could put protection in a position where it < 

ould not be defended. The producers of 

vhat are generally classed ns raw materials 
ire tlie farmer, tlie miner aud the fisherman. 
[>o remove the tariff from raw material tliere- 
oro would he to expose tlie farmer, the miu- 

rand the fishermen to foreign competition, 
chile tlie manufacturers were still protec.t- 
d. These freetraders clearly foresaw that if 
vei this condition of tilings is brought 
.bout, tlia protective system will be so tlior- 

lughly undermined that its downfall will bo 
nevitabie. Every farmer, every miner and 

ivory fisherman will become its enemy, for 
lie sufficient reason that it will work him 

;ross injustice, inasmuch as it will tax him 
oi the manufacturer without any compen- 
ating advantage to himself. We can’t have 

irotectum for one set of industries exposed 
,o foreign competition and free trade for 
mother equally exposed. If the uianufac- 
,urer is to be protected tlie fanner and min- 

sr must be. What President Cleveland and 
ills freetrade sympathizers are trying to do 

s to knock out here and there a I ick from 

tlie protection wall, in tlie liopo that it 

will be so weakened as to topple over aud 

fall to the ground. Senator Sherman’s 
speech in tlie Senate on Wednesday very 
clearly exposed this purpose.

ENGLAND’S INTEREST. 

[Burlington Free Press.] 
Lord Itobert Cecil, now Marquis of Salis- 

bury aud prime minister of England, speak- 
ing in his place in Parliament, March 7,18(12, 
disclosed the motive for the sympathy of the 
governing classes of England, for the South 
in our civil war. He said: “The plain mat- 
ter of the fact is, that the Northern States of 
America never cuu be our true friends for 
the simple reason -because we are rivals— 
rivals politically; rivals commercially. We 
aspire to the same position. We both aspire 
to the government of the seas. We are both 
manufacturing people, and in every port, as 
in every court, we are rivals to each other. 
* * With respect to the Southern States, 
the case is entirely reversed. The popula- 
tion is agricultural. They furnish the raw 
material of our industry, and consume the 
products which are manufactured from it. 
With them, therefore, every interest must 
lead us to cultivate friendly relations, aud 
we have seen that when the war began, they 
at once recurred to England as their natural 
ally.” The interested motive, thus uublush- 
ingly proclaimed, which led so many English- 
men to give their .sympathies and aid to the 
Southerners in a war to uphold slavery, re- 

appears to-day in a strong interest taken by 
so many Englishmen in the establishment of 
free trad* in this country. 

PERSONAL AND PECULIAR. 

Death has claimed the last of the male 
members of the Hendricks family. Within 
a year the Vice-President, his cousin and 
law partner and his brother have died. 

It is proposed at Natick, Mass., to raise a 

memorial to Henry Wilson, who has been 
dead now a little more than 12 years, and the 
Henry Wilson memorial association issue an 
an appeal for contributions from the people 
of the country. It is hoped to get together a 
fund of $50,000. The proposed monument 
will probably take the shape of a bronze 
statue or a memorial building to be erected 
at Natick.

Baker lived only a few weeks loDger he 
would have had the satisfaction of seeing 
his name once again in the army list. 

Daniel Manning’s Hard Work and 
Methods. 

[Correspondent Philadelphia Times.] 
Mr. Daniel Manning wasted in the last five 

years til? strength which should have carried 
Juki'through the next twenty. Seven or eight 
years ago I spent a long evening with him, 
and he looked ten years younger than his 
age. When he went to Washington two 
years ago he looked ten older than his years. 
He was large, full and solid, a bigger man 
than his newspaper portraits indicate, and 
for years he had that pulpy, cushiony hand 
s'liich in a man nearing fifty means a variety 
of things—none of them agreeable to him or 
encouraging to his friends. He moved slow- 
ly inis mmu was not oi me rapiu or iacue 

order, and he did not converse, but talked in 
a steady continuous stream on any subject in 
which he was interested. Ten years ago he 
was a good deal of a Protectionist and be- 
lieved in higher duties than he advocated la- 
ter. He early had In politics the conserva- 
tism which comes from growing wealth, and 
when he was still only an Albany magnate 
his nearest political friend summed him 
up to me as “about the best kind of a city 
boss there is going.” 

Most successful men have their theory, 
conscious or unconscious, to account for 
their success in life, and Mr. Manning had 
his. He began early to save money. I do 
not mean that this was all he had to account 
for his rise, hut when he came in a leisurely, 
unrestrained way to review his life and look 
for the first fact which pulled him out of the 
crowd about him, his mind went back to the 
circumstances that when he had adjusted his 
household expenses to the level of a printer’s 
pay,working by the w’eek at his case, he kept 
them there and saved the increase of salary 
of every promotion. As he became foreman, 
then correspondent of the Associated Press 
from Albany, and later a reporter of legisla- 
tive proceedings, with his services for the 
Associated Press, the difference was consid- 
erable, and it was all rigidly saved. For 
years his checks from the Associated Pres: 
were all deposited as fast as he got them, 
and he treated every bit of extra earnings as 
savings. 

This Is Benjamain Franklin's rule, and Mr, 
Daniel Manning was in many points, more 
than most would imagine, a man after Ben. 
iamaln’s own heart. He did not eschew the 
lighter side of life and he was very, very fai 
from being an anchorite, but be held an iron 
hand over his expenditures until be was full 
forty and by that time he had secured a 
competence, and was well on the road to 
wealth. The rule which he urged as wise 
—to take the first salary which a man earns, 
and on which he perforce lives, and make no 
c harge In personal expenditure as wages in- 
crease—may not always make a man Secre- 
tary of the Treasury before he dies, but il 
will greatly add to his usefulness, his per- 
sonal comfort in after years and his peace ol 
mind. It is possible also that it will ola\ 
Us share In leaving a man broken down 
when he should be in the full plentitudc ol 
his powers. With Mr. Manning, too, as with 
most men who hare followed this maxim ol 
Poor Richard, an early and a happy mar- 
riage had rendered possible economies and 
sacrifices which no resolution might liavt 
otherwise accomplished. 

The steadiness and resolution with which 
he adhered to his early purpose in his per- 
sonal affairs was carried into politics. He 
was not facile and quick ir, conventions, 
State or national, and in 1880, at Cincinnati, 
many men thought he had sacrificed great 
opportunities by not taking quick advantage 
of the changes to Hancock which took place 
after the first ballot. But this was not hi! 
method, and he had lived long enough and 
had been often under fire to know that qutte 
as much is often lost as won by jumping toe 
quick in politics. 
An Obelisk for the Chicago Hay 

Market. 

The latest project in Chicago is to dedicate 
an obelisk to the memory of the policemen 
killed by the bomb-throwing anarchists. Mr 
E. L. Brown of the Citizen’s association sayi 
they are considering the question of buying 
tlie mammouth rough shaft of granite near 
Rockland, Me., and fashioning it into the 
tallest obelisk in the world. The tallest now 
is the one at the Lateran in Rome. It is 105 
feet in height and weighs bio tons. The one 
in New York is 69i feet in height and weight 
224 tons. The proposed obelisk to be erected 
at the centre of Hayniarket square will be 
115 feet high, not counting a substructure 35 
feet in height. Its weight would be 650 tons 
Mr. Brown estimates tbe cost, includinj 
transportation, at 8100,000. It is pertinently 
suggested that $100,000 would go a long way 
toward providing lor the families of the deac 
aud crippled policemen, educating their chil- 
dren, etc. But the idea of “whipping al 
creation’’ in obelisks will probably haveirre 
sistible charms for the Cnicago mind anc 

i pocket.

VETERAN REPUBLICAN CLUB. 

rho Constitution Adopted and a 

President and Secretary Elected. 

At the adjourned meeting of the Veteran 

Republican Club, held last evening in the 
ward room of the City Building, to consider 
the constitution, published in yesterday 
morning’s Press, there wo about twenty 
gentlemen present. 

The meeting was called to order by Chair-

ception of article IX.

sentences of this article gave the executive 
committee to much power which he thought 
might sometimes bo injudiciously exercised. 
Thereupon he presented the following 
amendments: That the second sentence in 

article IX be amended by striking out the 
word "finally” and by substituting for the 
word “without” the words “subject to,’’ 
and that the third sentence I be amended by 
substituting for the words “four-fifths” the 
words “a majority.” The article as amend- 

ed, which now' reads as follows, was 

adopted : 
ARTICLE IX. 

The merits or availability of candidates for 
nomination at any convention, save that of the 
National, shall not be discussed at any meeting 
and there shall be no voting to indicate individual 
preferences. All questions of discipline shall he 
heard by the Executive Committee and by them 
disposed of, subject to appeal to the Club. Any 
person deprived of ̂ lemberslitp shall not again 
be recognized as a member of this Club until he 
shall have been restored at a meeting of the Club 
by a vote of a majority ot me memoers present,. 

Tho report of tho committee was accepted- 
It was voted to elect a president and sec- 

retary and to postpone the election of the 
other officers uutil the next meeting. Messrs. 
E. P. Chase, S. C. Staples and Thomas G. 
Harris were appointed a committee to nomi- 
nate these officers. They reported, nominat- 

ing Hon. John J. Perry for president and 
Mr. C. O. Leach for secretary. The nomi- 
nations were accepted and those gentlemen 
elected by a unanimous vote of the club, and 
it was also voted that the same committee 
wait upon Mr. Perry and announce to bifn 
his unanimous election to the office of pres- 
ident. 

No oilier business coming before the meet- 

ing, it was voted to adjourn, subject to the 
call of the president.
