Let tlieuijhave plenty of light and air. 

Manure should be composted for the kitch- 
en garden, for next season’s use. 

Make a marker. It will be handy to have 
in the spring. 

Hot bed sashes should he repaired and 
painted. _____ 

Make straw mats to protect frames in early 
spring. 

Rustic work may be made. A man of in- 
genuity will construct a variety of pleasing 
forms and useful things. 

Gates are better than bars. Make some 
now. 

Labor saving machinery, no matter how 
good it is, needs intelligence and care to keep 
it in order as well as to use it. See that it is 
ready for use. Put all implements under cov- 

er, clean up the premises, and let system and 
ttdyness be the order of the day.

The Philadelphia Press is about the only 
journal of influence in the old States which 
advocates the expansion of the currency.

this country, and the interest they have failed 
to pay amounts to $27,008.

The St. Albans butter market was firm on 

Tuesday, and prices as follow Common to 
fair, 20 to30; medium to good, 25 to 35; choice 
35 to 38; selections, 38 to 40. 

During eight months past, eight million 
pounds of oleomargarina, a commercial substi- 
tute for butter, have beeu consumed in this 
country. There is said to be a daily production 
of over twenty three tons. 

Tbe House Committee on Education decided 
to report unfavorably upon the resolution di- 
recting the Secretary of War to issue rations to 
the suffering people of the South. The ground 
of the report is that tbe National Government 
must not be considered a charitable institu- 
tion. 

The ship Frank N. Thayer, 1220 tons, of Bos- 
ton, has just made the paesage from Charles- 
ton, S. C., to Liverpool in sixteen days, the 
quickest run ever made between the two ports 
by a sailing vessel. The F. N. T. was built in 
Kennebunkport in 1860, and is owned in Bos- 
ton.

185.83. The salaries of officers lieve been paid 
from the shore rents.

W. P. C. A. Report. 
The following ig an abstract of tbe report of 

Mr. Alonzo H. Libby, agent for the Society for 
the Prevention of Cruelty to Animals: 

There have been seventy cases of alleged 
cruelty investigated during the past year. It 
has beeu found necessary to kill three horses 
past their labor. Five prosecutions have been 

made, four of which were in the Municipal 
Court, and one, by indictment, in the Superior 
Court. Three of the charges were for cruelly 
working horses unfit for labor, and three for 
beating and kicking horses. The aim of the 
agent has been to avoid prosecutions when his 
object could be accomplished in any other way. 
In many cases a warning has beeu sufficient 
and horses thereafter have been treated much 

[ more kindly. 
The agent’s attention has been called fre- 

quently to the overloading of horse cars; hut a 

thorough investigation did not bring forth evi 
dence enough to make a case. There are times 
in rainy weather aud on occasions of great 
gatherings in City Hall when the cars are prob- 
ably overloaded on the grade between Casco 
and Oak streets. In such cases an extra horse 
should be attached. Drivers have been cau- 

tioned against stopping on this grade. The 
Superintendent seems disposed to do all in his 
power to remedy these evils. The horses at 
the Deeriug Stables are in good condition. At 
tbe City Stables they show some marks of care- 
less aud ignorant driving. 

1 he agent’s experience teaches him that there 
is more cruelty practiced on horses in the coun- 

try than in tho city. City horses have better 
food and shelter. In the country there is a 

class ot men whose business is trading in brok- 
en down and half starved horses. Some of 
theso beasts have that infectious disease, the 
glanders. The agent suggests that an effort he 
made this winter to have a law enacted impos- 
ing a heavy penalty on all who buy, sell or 
harbor horses with this disease. 

More drinking troughs are needed in the city. 
The iron fountains now in use easily become 
filthy, and no doubt cause disease to horses 
drinking therefrom. A drinking trough is 
greatly needed at Libby’s Corner and can be 
constructed at little expense, as Sebago passes 
along the street. It is in the power of the So- 
ciety to have pure water in these troughs, and 
it should move in the matter. 

The agent calls the attention of the Society 
to the fact that cases brought in the Municipal 
Court are, unless the accused parties be acquit- 
ted, sent up to the Superior Court. If the Mu- 
nicipal Court has no jurisdiction, then juris 
diction should be conferred upon it. 

The report closes by asking greater efforts by 
the friends of the Society. There Is an indis- 

position to give information and put one’s self 
to trouble. The Society and its friends should 
be up and doiDg. The number of prosecutions 
and investigations does not show the amount 

of work done. One prosecution prevents many 
offences, and a word spoken in season warns 

people against acts of cruelty. 
Fkom Monad to Man.—This evening our 

people will have au opportunity to form an 

opinion on the Darwinian theory, and to de- 
light themselves with the masterly crayon 
sketches of Prof. Morse. The Army & Navy 
Union have done well to secure this popular 
lecturer and will, without doubt, be rewarded 
with a crowded house. Au exchange says of 
the lecture: 

We heard of hut one adverse criticism of 
Professor Morse’s lecture—‘‘it was too short.” 
He spoke for exactly an hour and a quarter,and 
yet there were those who insist that lie did not 
occupy more than half or three quarters of an 
hour. This is a true test of the popular lectur- 
er; to make two miuutes seem like ore. His 
lecture, alteough thoroughly scientific, was en- 

tirely devoid of the dr.vuess usually attributed 
to such efforts. All through it flowed an un- 
dercurrent of genial, healthy and resreslihig 
art that occasionally bubbled up at unanticipat- 
ed times and places, keeping the large audience 
in the best of feeliug from first to last. It is a 
little less than wonderful how he manages to 
mingle instruction and amusement so admir- 
ably. 

Maine Poultry Association.—It should be 
borne in mind that the first annual exhibition 
of the Maine Poultry Association comes off in 
this city Tuesday. Wednesday, Thursday and 
Friday of next week. This four days’ exhibi 
tion has been projected on a large scale and 
will do credit to the State. Three thousand 
dollars in premiums have been offered. Large 
numbers of entries have already been made, 
and applications are still rapidly coming in. 
The eastern part of the State will be very fully 
represented, and Portland presents some very 
fine specimens of fowl Liberal arrangements 
have been made with the express and railroad 
companies to bring coops at reduced prices. 
All entries should be made to W. i’. Atherton, 
Hallowell, before the 10th inst.

Gen. B. B. Murray, 
Jr., was re-uominated by acclamation for Ad- 
ju.ant General Hon. P. P. Burleigh of Lin- 
ueus, was nominated for Land Agent for the 
sixth time, receiving 86 votes to 44 for A. O.

FIFTY-THIRD LEGISLATURE. 

j Special to Press. I 

SENATE. 
Augusta, Jan. 7.—The members elect were 

called to order by S. W. Lane, Secretary of the 
Senate for 1873. 

A communication from the Secretary of 
State was read announcing the names of the 
members elect, and thirty were present. 

On motion of Mr. Abbott of Kennebec, that 
gentleman was appointed a committee to wait 
upon tbe Governor and notify him that a quo- 
rum of the members was present and ready to 
receive the prescribed oath. Thereupon the 
Governor, attended by his Council, entered 
and the members subscribed to the customary 
oaths. 

On motion, Messrs. Palmer of Somerset, 
Harmon of Washington, and Goold of Cum- 
berland, were appointed a committee to receive 
sort and count votes for President of tbe Sen- 
ate. 

The committee reported: 
Whole n jmber of votes, 29 

Necessary for a choice, 15 
John E. Butler had 29 

The report was accepted and Mr. Butler was 

conducted to tbe chair by Mr. Burgess of Cum- 
berland and Mr. Lothrop of Somerset, when he 
addressed the Senate as follows: 

Senators: 1 assume the (Intics of presiding 
officer of the Senate, to whicn offics you have 
elected me, with a full appreciation of the trust 
committed and an earnest purpose to discharge 
my obligations aud repay your ceufidence. 

In the early experiment of our fathers to es- 
tablish a congressional body, and for a series of 
years thereafter, the Senate was regarded as 
little more than a body to counsel tbe Presi- 
dent, and not as a forum of debate. Great men 
of large forensic powers declined tc be elected 
to the Senate, but sought that more popular 
branch of the Government, the House of Rep- 
resentatives, as a more ample field for rhetori- 
cal exercise. The States modeled their law- 
making body after that of the nation, and 
called it a Legislature, partaking of the same 
powers aud with the same duties, modified to 
their condition, as those of our Natioual Con- 
gress. Before many years had elapsed, how- 
ever, this seclusion vanished; the Senate doors 
were thrown open to the public, and as a con- 
cession to the rightful importance and individ- 
uality of the States, it not only retained the 
influence and character which it possessed as 

being nearer to the Executive, but assumed its 
constitutional position as a co-equal branch of 
the National Legislature. 

The constitution, by direct provision, desig- 
nates the House as that branch to originate 
bills of revenue and to have the sole power of 
impeachment; and the Senate as that branch to 
have the supreme power in the trial of im- 
peachment, higher than tbe Executive or Ju- 
dicial departments, whose decree no power in 
this government can review; tbe one the pro- 
jector, the other the arbiter: the one the Bar, 
the other the Court, co-equal, but each greater 
than the other in the exercise of its own func- 
tions, by constitutional edict. 

From tbe smallness of its numbers, its larger 
constituency and other obvious reasons, the 
Senate must always be the conservative aud de- 
liberative branch ef the Legislature. Its judi- 
cial character must not be lost sight of in the 
discharge of its important duties concurrent 
with the Hou e, hut should remain to lend an 
influence to its deliberation, as manifestly de- 
signed by constitutional implication. Each 
member of the Senate being a Senator of tne 
State and not alone of a locality, in that char- 
aracter his duties will be discharged. 

The execution of committed trusts hears 
with it obligations of houoras well as respon- 
sibility. Happily for us tbe fundamental prin- 
ciples of our civil government were laid in wis- 
dom, strength and beauty. We are not called 
upon to experiment with the liberties of the 
people, present startling theories of govern- 
ment, nor to make innovations under the vain 
delusion that they are reforms. It is ours, 
rather, to pr >teet the earnings of industry, de- 
velope the resources of the State, and allow the 
largest personal freedom compatible with pub- 
lic order; uniting thus into one beneficieut 
whole the various and contending interests 
that are termed in the minds and affairs ot men 
and make it serve tlie Slate. He wli Uwould leg 
islate for posterity must respect liis ancestors, 
and th y who so well laid the foundations of 
our political streture and transmitted to us its 
blessings, may well be admitted to our counsels 
since the wisdom of age is sufficient for all fu- 
ture ages. Senators: I am now ready to enter 
upon tlie discharge of my official duties. 

After the conclusion of Mr. Butler's remarks, 
S. W. Bane was elected Secretary, aud G. F. 
Danforth Assistant Secretary, James IT. Banks 
Messenger, and B. T. Stevens Assistant Mes- 
senger. 

Mr. Palmer of Somerset, offered an order 
abolishing the office of folder, but it was refus 
ed a passage. 

The pay of folder was, on motion of Mr. 
Webb, fixed at that of a Senator (3150) and H. 
V. Rutherford selected for the honor. 

The usual notices of organization were sent 
to the Governor and House. 

Tlie usual orders were passed inviting clergy- 
men to officiate a chaplains, for the printing of 
diagrams and Senate register aud copies of cer- 

tain other books. 
An order was passed requiring tlie (secretary 

to fusnish to each member one copy of tlie Dai- 

ly Kennebec Journal and a copy of such of the 

daily papeis as they may select. 
The following Senators were appointed a 

committee on senatorial votes.—Messrs.Burgess 
of Cumberland, Foster of Oxford, Palmer of 

Penobscot. Whitmore of Hancock, Rounds of 

Androscoggin, Hall of York, Kent of Lincoln. 
The following Senators were appointed on the 

part of that body, on a joint select committee:—

The report was accepted, and Hon. W, W. 
Thomas, Jr., declared duly elected /Speaker of 
tne House of Representatives. 

The Speaker was couducted to the chair by 
Mr. Talbot of East Maehias, and addressed 
the House as follows: 

tfentlemen of tlie House of Representatives:—1 
tliauk you for th e honor you have conferred 
upon me in electing me to preside over your de- 
liberations. 

I accept the position, confident that the same 
generosity which has called me to the chair, 
will support me in the discharge of its duties; 
and 1 pledge you my best endeavor to make 
the session of the fifty-third House of Repre- 
sentatives pleasant to its members and profita- 
ble to the commonwealth. 

It is a little more than half a century ago 
since the first Legislature of Maine met in the 
court house in Portland. From that time un- 
til the great rebellion, Maine steadily increas- 
ed in population and wealth. Rut tlie patriot- 
ism which helped save the natiou, made deso- 
late our homes, and checked the growth of our 
State. 

All the signs of the times however, indicate 
that Maine lias rallied from this check, and is 
now entering upon a new era of progress. 

A stream of valuable immigration has begun 
to flow in upon us; the cliffs of our rock-bound 
State prove mines of wealth; the trees felled in 
our wilderness again fHl our harbors with a for- 
sst of masts, and the colossal strength of our 
rivers no longer flows idly to the sea, but lash- 
ed to the wheel turns the spindles of industry. 

At this time that legislation is especially 
wise, which by equal laws, distributes the bur- 
dens and blessings of the government justly 
among all classes aua sections; thus harmoniz- 
ing all interests, and opening broadly the wav 
to prosperity and power, aleng which the good 
State of Maine is beginning once more to ad- 
vance. 

A committee for tliat purpose reported that 
Sumner.T. Chadbourn of Dixinont, was elected 
Clerk, receiving 10(i ballots to 37 for George C, 
Wallace. 

Oramandel Smith of Litchfield was elected 
Assistant Clerk, receiving 104 votes of 139. 

The organization of the House was completed 
by the election of J. B. Walker, Messenger, 
Geo.

On motion os Mr. Carvill of Brunswick, the 
Speaker was ordered to appoint Pages for the 
House, not to exceed two in number. Carl C. 
King and Thomas S. Elliott were appointed. 

An order was passed directing the Clerk to 
furnish to each member, officer and officiating 
clergymen, one copy each of the Kennebec 
Journal, and one copy each of any other daily 
paper published in the State, as they may 
elect. 

Orders were passed for the usual registers 
and books, to hold sessions daily, except Sat- 
urday’s, at 10 o’ dock a. m., and Saturday’s at 
9 o’clock. 

Messages were sent to the Governor and 
Senate, announcing the organization of the 
House.

NEW HAMPSHIRE. 

The Republican State Convention. 
Concord. Jan. 7.—The Republican State 

Convention met here to-day and was largely at- 
tended. 

James F. Briggs of Hillsboro, was made 
President with Vice Presidents from each coun- 
ty- 

After other preliminaries the convention 
proceeded to vote for Governor. The first was 

informal,In which twenty-three gentlemen were 
voted for, Luther McCutchings of New London 
being the favorite and receiving 134 votes out 
of 599 cast. On the third ballot 602 votes were 

cast, of which McCutchings got 320, securing 
the nomination. His principal competitor was 
Charles H. Bell of Exetor, who had 267 votes. 
The nomination of McCutchings was made 
unanimous. 

The following resolutions were adopted: 
First—Resolved, While we recall with pride 

the noble origin, the heroic career and the 
benificent achievements of the Republican 
party, we regret and condemn the want of fi- 
delity which has characterized a few of those 
whom it has trusted with place and power. 

Second—The bill providing for h ick pay and 
increase of salaries, passed by the 42d Con 
gress, was a violation of the pledge of econo- 
my contained in the Philadelphia platf irm, re- 
newed by the press and ou the stump through- 
out the Presidential campaign and reaffirmed 
after the election of President Grant. 

Third—We call upon our Seuators and Rep- 
resentatives to vote for the unconditional re- 

peal of the so called salary act of the 42d Con- 
gress, and to use their iuiluence and votes to 
re-estabjish all salaries, including the salary of 
the President of the United States, at the old 
scale, so far as the constitution will admit 

Fourth—In view of the prevailing industrial 
and financial d pression, we call upon our Sen 
ators and Representatives, who have profited 
by the baok pay voted by the 42d Congress to 
make restitution to the government which they 
have helped to embarrass. 

r itth—We earnestly invite the cooperation 
of the Republican party of other States in a 
united and determined effort to preserve the or- 

ganization from reproach from any quarter, so 
that it may continue to occupy the proud posi- 
tion of being the party of the people, for the 
people and by tnn people. 

Sixth—As in a republic, there sh ,uld he no 
privileged class, aud the burdens of govern- 
ment should be equally borne, we pro est 
against any revival of the abuses of the frank- 
ing privilege, and will hail the day when free 
passes, favor tism and ali unjust dis;rimina- 
tious shall be eliminated from railway manage- 
ment, and a corresponding reduction made in 
fares aud freigats o the whole people. 

Seventh—We call upon Congress to pave the 
way by earlv and wise legislatio ■, for such im- 
provements in our hanking system for a speedy 
return to specie payments, as will be most ben- 
eficial to the great industrial and comn eicial 
interests of the cou try. 

The resolutions also endorse the present tem- 
perance laws of the State, and appeal for a 

higher moral tone on the temperance question, 
they u uounce speaial legislation, land grants 
to railroads, aud approve of President Grant’s 
message in reference to legislation during the 
last hours of a session. They also applaud the 
purpose of Congress to cut down appropriations 
and demand that luxuries shot Id bear the bur- 
den of fixation. 

Gen. McCutchins appeared and accepted the 
nomination for governor in a brief speech. 

The convention thru balloted for a candidate 
for railroad commis ioner, and nominated I*r. 
Granville P. Conn, of Concord, who had 245 
out of 458 votes. 

The investment nearer home they consider 
satisfactory with but few exceptions. 

In a tabular statement they estimate the to- 
tal resources of the bank, including Treas.v’s 
defalcation to be $1,596,214.37, and the total de- 
ficiency above the amouut of the defalcation to 
he 819,212.11. They also consider that a change 
in the officers of the bank is neces4ary to re- 
store confidence in the depositors. They do 
not impeach the honesty of the Trustees. 

The Concord Savings Bank. 
The Hank Commissioners, who have been ex- 

amining the affairs of the National Savings 
Hank, of which \V. W. Storrs, the Treasurer, 
was lately proved to he defaulter,. have con- 
cluded their investigation. Ti e Commissioners 
report that they timi it impracticable atd con- 
sider it mnadvisable to call in the books of de- 
positors so as to make an examination beyond 
possibility of error. They find from the books 
of the Treasuoer that the amount due deposi- 
tors, according to his figuring, was $1,552,471.75 
up to Jan. 1st, 1875. An examination shows that 
this sum was less |tlian the true amount and 
tiiat the amount on that day actually due de- 
positors was $1,615,426.48. The difference is 
$62,954.73, and the latter sum represents the 
defalcation of the Treasurer. 

The depositors are considered by legal coun- 

sel to be amply protected by the Treasurer’s 

bondsmen. Two-thirds of the assets of the 
bank are in stocks and bonds of Western rail- 
roads and mortgage loans in Western States, the market value of which it is impossible to 
learn at ibis time. They have made such dis- 
counts from the par value of slocks, bonds and 
notes as they deemed proper from their know- 
eldge, and consider these Western investments 
injudiciously large. 

MASSACHUSETTS. 

Probable Suicide of a Prominent Lady. 
Boston, Jan. 6.—Mrs Adeline Badger wife of Rev. Henry Badger, of No. 34 Newbury 

street, left her residence yesterday, stating that 
she had business with her bookseller upon 
whom she called and settled an account. Since 
that time she has not been seen. A note left 
upon her table leads to the belief that she in- 
tended to commit suicide and a noticeable de- 
pression in her manner for the past two weeks 
strengthens that belief. Mrs. Badger was the 
principal of a large private school, a member 
of the Boston school committee, and a woman 
of rare intellect and culture. 

The General Court. 
The Massachusetts Legislature convened to- 

day. 
Geo. B. Loring was re-elected President of 

the Senate with only one vote in opposition. Afford was re-elected Clerk unanimously. The House re-elected Speaker Sanford and 
chose Geo. A. Mardeu of Lowell as clerk. 
Morrisey was re-elected Sergeaut-at-Arins and 
Rev. Mr. Ide of Medway was chosen Chap- lain. 

After organization the Governor and Coun- 
cil, heads of departments and the members of 
both branches were escorted by the Indepen- dent Cadets to Hollis street church where the 
annual sermon was preached by Rev. Richard 
Gleason Greene.

President Jourdan of the Brooklyn police 
commissioners say that policeofficers in that city let off professional thieves who have political influence, thus nullifying the efforts of the po- lice force. 

WASHINGTON. 

Tbe Ereedmeu’s Bureau Officers. 

The Secretary of War furninlies additional 
infotmation relative to Gen Howard, Gen. 
Balloch and the Freedmen’s Bureau, from the 
investigations made, showing that the funds of 
the United States alleged to be deposited in the 
Treasury depositories, were not so deposited, 
and the amount of deficit by Gen. Balloch 
ranges from $10,000 to $500,000, ranging from 
1867 to 1872. The immediate account of Gen. 
Howard and of Major S. M. Brown, the other 
disbursing officers, show no deficit. At a long 
interview Dec. 22d, Gen. Balloch coul.l not 
give any information relative to the $280,000 
and other accounts not found deposited with 
the U. S. Treasury. 

Gen. Howard also knew nothing about tbe 
matter. Balloch subsequently wrote to the 
Secretary of War that with the aid of his pa- 
pers he could account for the discrepancies. 
Whereupon the Secretary of War instructed 
Geu. Howard to have Balloch commuuicate 
wiih the Treasuries’ aceouuting officers. Sub- 
sequently Gen. Howard wrote to the Secretary 
of War stating that he had waited ou the Sec- 
ond Auditor of the Treasury, with verbal ex- 
planations, but was referred to' the Second 
Comptroller, which wouid then (Dec. 26tli) oc- 
casion two week’s delay. The Secretary re- 
minded Geu. Howard that he should make his 
statements in writing and that be (the Secre- 
tary of War) had not been notified of the set- 
tlement or correctness of Balloch’s accounts. 
The Secretary of War says in his communica- 
tion to tire Speaker of the House that the defi- 
ciencies are too large to admit of explanations, 
and all the admissions of Balloch show that 
money was certified in the Treasury when there 
was none there. Tbe Secretary, referring to 
the statement of Balloch that the sum of $300, 
000 were invested in funds for those interested, 
says that no disbursing officer should be allow- 
ed to invest moneys of the government. The 
documents were referred to the Military Com- 
mittee. 

The Revised EsI imales. 
In reply to the resolution of the House of 

Keoreseutatives requesting a revision of the es- 
timates for the expenses of the government for 
the fiscal year muling June 30, i«75, the Presi- 
dent to-aa.v transmitted to the Speaker the 
amended estimates and replies from the vari- 
ous departments, showing that action has been 
taken bv them as follows: 

The Post Master General reports that ho 
caused a careful examination to be made for 
the estimates heretofore submitted for the ap- 
propriation for postal services during the next 
fiscal year and finds after such examination 
that no reduction in the sums asked for can be 
safely made. He further states that before ap- 
proving the estimates submitted to him by his 
subordinates, he had them most thoroughly 
examined and reduced $694,017. The revised 
estimates, lie says, are, without exception, 
based on the actual necessities and probable de- 
velopments of the postal service as shown by 
the annual reports of the last three years. 
The largest amounts required are for inland 
mail transportations, $15,582,081, and for com- 
pensation of postmasters, $(>,500,000. The in- 
crease asked for in the first of these items is 
less than five per ceut. on the amount required 
during tile last fiscal year, whereas the average 
annual increase in that branch of the service 
during the pa3t three years was at the rate of 
over eleven per centum anuually. Greater re- 
duction will m his opinion seriously impair the 
ability of the department to provide for the 
real wants of the country. In regard to the 
secoud item, he states that he has no discretion 
whatever in the cotii|ieiisation of postmasters, 
that being fixed by law. The other items esti- 
mated for were, lie says, in each instance, plac- 
ed at the lowest figure consistent with the ex- 

pected demands of the service and are indes- 
pensable to its requirements.' The total of es 
timates made for this department, therefore, 
stand at tlie same amount as heretofore pre- 
sented, viz: $36,104,912. 

The Secretary of the Treasury in his report 
says the estimates belonging exclusively to his 
department amount to $173,384,905, iuc udmg 
the interest on the public debt a d the auiouut 
required for a sink ng fund aggregating $131,- 
594,34 for which there are permanent appro- 
priations. The amounts payable on the gener- 
al salary account, and for current and ordinary 
expenses of the various branches of the service 
besides, are $38,823,2S16 for other objects of ex 

pense are ordered by the laws of Congress, in 
relation to which the Secretary ha no anthori 
tv or discretion, except to carry out the will of 
Congress as expressed in the laws tin er which 
he is required to perform his duties. 

Of the whole .estimate for the year ending 
June 30th, 1875, only the sum of $2,967,261 is 
subject to the consideratio of Congress out- 
side of the requirements of existing laws These 
latter may be omitted. They include $1,632,- 
300 for light houses, and sums for revenue ves- 
sels : but the Secretary doubts the propriety of 
omitting these appropriations. He shows 
where a ieduction to a slight extent may be 
maue. 

The Secretary of War says that the military 
estimates are based upon the actual cost of ma- 

terial and supplies, and by the number of per- 
sons authorized by law to be employed in so far 
as regards strictly the military part of the ser- 

vice, The Secretary endeavored by active and 
detailed inspection of all supply branches by 
the reduction in rents and employes for the 
past three years to bring down expenses to the 
lowest limit consistent with efficiency. The re- 

ports of the various bureau officers have been 
carefully revised, and the Secretary refers to 
them for information on the subject of the re- 
duction of expenditures. 

The Supervising Architect says should it he 
decided not to commence any works and to 
suspend general operations on certain build- 
ings named, the expenditures for the current 
fiscal year can be redused very nearly $0,000,- 
000. 

The State Department says the only estimate 
tljat can he reduced is the appointment for offi- 
cial postage stamps to $50,000. 

The extent of the reductions that can be 
made in the Navy Department, would amount 
to $11,000,000 aud the Secretary does not think 
that a reduction to anj greater amount either 
proper or safe. The estimates for the Navy 
already, are considerably lower than those of 
last year, are based upon legally authorized 
force in the service aud are made largely to 
meet the tized requirements of the existing 
laws. There has been some accumulation of 
available suppliss daring the last two months 
and where this has been the case, the Secretary 
has indicated corresponding reductions to main- 
tain the squadrons of the Navy insufficiency 
and to supply the places of old worn, and ex- 

pensive ships with new and useful oues. will 
require the full amount est mated for the va 
rious working bureaus and if those are mate- 
rially cut down, the squadrons themselves must 
oe reduced. 

The Signal Office submits that the estimates 
heretofore laid before the Secretary were based 
upon consideration of the most careful econo- 

my and it is not believed they can be properly 
reduced. ii 

The Subsistence Department reports that no 
reduction cau be made. 

The Ordinance Office provides for a reduc- 
tion of 

The Surveyor General’s office submits to a 

reduction of S38.000. 
The Paymaster General does not recommend 

any reduction. 
The reports generally contend that the redac- 

tion from former estimates will be detrimental 
to the service or else submit comparative small 
figures in response to the houses desire of re- 

duction thereof. 
A Customs Decision. 

The Attorney General has decided that un- 
der the act of March 31, 1873, the Secretary of 
the Treasury is required to direct that the com- 

putations at the Custom Houses or reduction of 
invoices expressed in foreign values, iu money 
on account of U. S. shall be at the rates sus- 

tained hy the Director of the Mint and pro- 
claimed by the Secretary of the Treasury, 

The Npaniah Mission. 
General Cushing has informed the President 

of his readiness, if necessary, to proceed at 
once on his mission, hut he also mentioned a 

previous engagement to address the National 
Convention of Mexican veterans on the 15th 
inst. The Presidant replied tliai nothing would 
be done to interfere with this eugagemont. 

<>en. Shrrmau on Army Expcuwit. 
Geu. Sherman was before the Committee on 

Military Affairs to-day, to give bis views on 
the subject of reducing the expenses of the 
army. The summary of his opinion is that 
the force of cavalry, artillery and infantry is 
now at the minimum, considering the extent oi 
land and sea frontier whiah it has to protect, 
and that if the pruning knife was applied at 
all it should be only to the engineer and staff 
corps, over which he has no control, and that 
with the exceptions of the forts iu New York 
and Boston harbors, Fort Alcatrase, Sau Fran- 
cisco harbor, aud some forts in Portland har- 
bor, Maine, the other sea coast defences of the 
country arc not of the slightest importance and 
should not have another dollar spent on them. 

He recognizes in a possible contingency the 
importance of Fort Schuyler aud the fort at 
W illet s Point, N. Y., i„ the eventof Hell Gate 
channel being opened, but thinks tbatuutil 
that time no nxpcditionshould be made there. 

The Secretary of War and Adjutakt General 
Townsend are expected to give their views to- 
morrow.

Fortj -Third Congress— First Session 

SENATE. 

Washington. Jan. 7. 
Mr. Sumner presented a petition of 35,000 

persons of Ohio, against the proposed theologi- 
cal amendment to the constitution. He said 
the length of the petition was 953 feet. Refer- 
red to the Committee on Judiciary. 

Mr. Stevenson presented a petition from the 
Good Templars for the passage of a prohibito- 
ry law in the territories. Referred to the Judi- 
ciary Committee, 

> r. Sargent presented the petition of the 
Women’s Suffrage Association of California, 
for an amendment to the constitution, declar- 
ing the right to hold office shall not be denied 
on aecouut of sex, and that the laws of the ter- 
ritories be amended, so that women would have 
the right to vote, hold office and exercise all 
rights under the law which are now exercised 
by men; and further, that no State be hereafter 
admitted to the Union, in which a distinction 
in favor of man shall be made. Referred to 
the Committee on Judiciary. 

Mr. Morton gave notice that when the salary 
bill should be disposed off, he would ask the 
Senate to take up and dispose of the Louisiana 
election ease. 

Mr. Stevenson gave notice that when the 
Louisiana case was brought up. he would move 
an amendment to refer the whole case back to 
the Committee on Elections, with instructions 
to take proof as to the validity of the election. 

Mr, Bogy presented a memorial for the re- 

peal of the bankrupt law. 
Mr. Thurman announced that when the sala- 

ry bill was disposed of, he would ask for a vote 
ou the resolution of the Finance Committee, as 
that committee was delayed in preparing a bill 
for the relief of the financial troubles, ou ac- 
count of waiting to obtain the wish of the Sen 
ate. 

The Chair replied to a question, that the 
Postmaster General had not replied to the res- 
olution of the Senate before the recess, asking 
for information iu regard to the frauking priv- 
ilage, 

The bill to repeal the act of March 3d, 1873, 
increasing salaries, was taken up and disposed 
of. 

Tlie bill repealing the salary law was taken 
up. 

Mr. Pratt advocated his amendment. 
Mr. Ferry of Ct., said lie was sick of this 

talk of Congress being the servants of people for in no constitutional sense was this true. He 
would vote against the bill and all its amend- 
ments. When he believed he had been wrong- 
ing people by accepting money provided by 
law, he would resign and go home. 

Mr. Merrimau favored the repeal of tlie bill 
but opposed Pratt’s amendment. 

Mr. Sherman of O., opposed Mr. Pratt’s 
amendment and opposed reducing the salaries 
of the Superior Court. 

Mr. Tipton didn’t think people were to stren- 
ous as to the back pay, for Vice President Wil- 
son was elected with §2805 back pay of ISfifi in 
his pocket. He referred also to Sherman, An- 
thony and Chandler receiving back ,,ay in 185b, 
and yet the people always honored them, He 
would vote against the repeal. 

Mr. Boyard said the clamor of the people was 
for economy, and this was the place for it to be- 
gin. He would vote for the repeal but not for 
Mr. Pratt’s amendment. 

Mr. Hamilton favored short sessions of Con- 
gress iu order that members should not sink 
the citizen iu the politician. He favored the 
repeal but not tlie amendment. We should 
have fewer office holders, smaller salaries and 
live plainer 

Mr. Saulsbury and others favored the re 
peal. 

Mr. Sargent would vote for the repeal al- 
though he had to use his own private means to 
live iu Washington besides his salary. 

Pending decisions, the Senate adjourned.

By Mr. Parker, of Mo from the appropria- 
tion committee, a bill appropriating §20,000 for 
pay and mileage of members of the Colorado 
Legislature. Passed. 

Mr. Hunter, of Indiana, offered a resolution 
declaring it the sentiment of the House that 
no tax be imposed on tea, coff >o and sugar by 
tlie present Congress uuless some new neces- 
sity now not known fshall arise for doing so. 
Beferred to the Committee on Ways and 
Means. 

Mr crutchtieid, ot lenn., asked leave to of- 
fer an amendment to the Supplementary Civil 
Eights Bill providing a penalty against any 
who refuse an offer of marriage on account of 
race, color or previous condition of servitude. 
(Laughter). 

Mr. Butler, of Massachusetts, objected. 
The House then resumed the consideration of 

the Supplementary Civil Eights Bill, and Mr. 
Butler of Mass., who has charge of the bill 
prrceeded to close the debate. After an elo- 
quent speech that was frequently applauded, 
the bill was, on his motion, recom'mitted with 
leave to report at any time. 

Mr. Butler said that he did this to allow the 
amendments to have due consideration. 

The bill was recommitted and ordered to be 
printed. 

Mr. Monroe, from the Education Committee, 
reported adversely on the Jaill of Mr. Sypher, authorizing that rations lie given people in 
Louisiana on the ground that it was not the 
proper sphere for Congress to enter upon a 
system providing for State paupers. Ilenort 
adopted. 

The bill passed filling vacancies in board 
of regents for Smithsonian Institute with Asa 
Young of Massachusetts, J. D. Dana of Con- 
necticut, Henry Copper of 1‘ennsylvauia, and 
John McLean and Peter Parker reappointed. 

G. F. Hoar reported bill establishing an edu- 
cational fund and advocated its adoption. 

Dounan opposed it. Adjourned.

Your attention i* respectfully invited to 
the following City Ordinance which it is 
my duty to enforee: 

“The tenant or occupant, and in case there should 
be no tecAnt, the owner, or any person having the 
care of any buildingor lot of lond bordeiingnot more 
than one hundred and fifty feet on any street, lane, 
court, 6puare. or public place within the city, where 
there is any footway or sidewalk, shall, after the 
cea-ing to fall of any snow, if in tje day time within 
three hours, and if in the night time, before ten of 
the clock of the forenoon succeeding, cause such 
snow to be removed from such footway or sidewalk, 
and, in default thereof, shall forfeit and pay a sum 
not less than two dollars, or more than ten dollars; 
and for each and every hour thereafter that the same 
shall remain on such footway or sidewalk, such ten 
ant. occnpant, owner or other person, shall forfeit 
and pay a sum not less than one dollar, nor rao-e 
than ten dollars. And if such building or lot should 
extend more than one hundred and fifty feet, on any 
street ir land, ii shall be ibe duty of such tenant or 
occupant, owner or other person, to remove such 
snow from the footway or sidewalk for «he space of 
one hundred and fifty feet, accordirg to the provis- 
ions and subject to the penalties aforesaid.” 

“The provisions of the preceding section shall also 
apply to the failing of snow from any building.” 

“Whenever the sidewalk, or any part thereof ad- 
joining any bu Uling cr lot of land on any street, 
shall be encumbered with ice, it shall be the duty of 
the occupant, and In case there is no occupant, the 
owner, or any person having the care of such build- 
ing or lot, to cause such sidewalk to be marie safe and 
convenient, by removing the ice therefrom, or by 
coveiing the same with sand or some other suitable 
substance; and in case such owner or oocupant, or 
otberT>erson, shall neglect so to do, or the space ot 
six hours during ihe day time, he shall forfeit ano 
pay not less than two nor more than five dollars, and 
a like sum for every day that the same shall contin- 
ue so encumbered.
