MILLIONS INVOLVED.

Beef Companies Suing Under the
Inter-State Commerce Law.

Cu1cAGo, Jan. 6,—Five immense petitions
have been sent to Washington from the va-
rious beef canning companies to the Inter-
State Commerce Commission. This is the
beginning of a great lawsuit involving mil-
lious, which will be contested in the United
States Supreme Court. It involves, also, the
constitutionality of the Inter-State 1aw. In-
dividual damages claimed by losses in re-
bates since the enforcement of the law,

amount to 930,000, as follows: 8. W. Alter-
ton, $30,000; Nelson Morriz, §100,000; I’. D.
Armour, £200,000; G. H. Hammond, $200,-
000; and G, F. Swift, $400,000,

A great array of lega) talent has been en-
gaged, among others being Senator Edmunds
and Don IF Dickinson. The five beef
companies mentioned have formally peti-
tioned for vrelief. The leading charges
against the railroads are for violations of the
Inter-State law. Those common carriers
have established, by agreement, the rate of
G0 cents r 100 pounds for dressed beef,
sheep and hogs in refrigerator cars, for con-
tinnous transportation from the Union
stock yard to New York and intermediate
points in proportion. The petitioners load
and unload the cars and ship at their own
risk, relieving the roads of much labor. The
rate exacted since the act went into foree is
144 per cent. greater than the average pub-
lished tariff rate for the same service for
six years previous. “For the transportation
of beef, sheep and hogs between
the initial and termii.al points, 55 cents per
100 pounds more are demanded than for the
transportation of packing provisions; 50
cents per 100 pounds more than for the
transportation of bulk meats; 100 per cent.
more than for the transportation of‘meat
proyisions, although the car time, the initial
and terminal points, the length, direction
and character of the haul, the Pruduct and
its value and every other condition and eir-
cumstance are substantially the same. The
provision rate is an ample and remunerative
rate for the service rendered. Freight, at
this rate, is eagerly sought by the railways.
This rae is an established one and has been
maintained many years without material
variation. The tariff rates from Missouri
river points to Chicago on proyisions, and
omer%‘inds of freight are the same, or sub-
substantially the same as the tarifi rates
from Chicago to New York, except in the
case of dressed beef, sheep and hogs, in
which case the rate from Chicago to New
York is more than 100 per cei ater than
the rate from Missouri river nts to Chi-
cago.

MR. BLAINE’S CANDIDACY.

His Friends to be GCuided by the
Party’s Ceneral Sentiment.

The Views of Charles Emory Smith
of Philadelphia.

He Would Leave the Question to the
Doubtful States.

Purcaperrmia, Jan, 5—The Evening
Call prints the following: The following in-
terview concerning the outlook of the Re-
vublican party, between Charles Emory
Smith, the editor of the Press, and the pro-
prietor of this paper will prove of more than
erdinary interest to our readers, and will be
eagerly read by thousands of Republieans
everywhere throughout the country.

“What is the attitude of Mr. Blaine's
friends concerning his candidacy ?"’ was the
first question asked.

“Their attitude,” replied Mr. Smith, “is
one of waiting and watching. They are not
making a canvass and are not pushing Mr.
Blaine. They don’t want Mr. Blaine nomi-
nated unless it is clear he is the strongest
possible candidate, and unless it is equally
clear that the general sentiment of the party
demands his nomination. There is no ecall
for a struggle now. The situation is very
different from what it was in 1884. Then
there was & Republican President with full
control of the power and patronage of the
government which carried jmost of the
Southern delegates and some Northern dele-
ates without regard to the sentiment of the
party. Under such circomstances a contest
was necessary. * Now all these influences are
gone. No candidate can be forced, and the
nomination will be the absolutely free choice
of the party. MrgElaine will be nominated
with practical unanimity, or he will not be
nominated at all.”

“Do you think the conditions are favorable
to Mr. Bline's candidacy "'

“For my part [am willing to leave that
question to the Republicans of the States
where the battle is to be fought. It takes
201 electoral votes to elect. The Republi-
cans are sure of 168, They must win 33
more to succeed. The doubtful States are

New York, New Jersey, Cunneetlcnt,‘ indi-
ana, and the Pacific Const States—California
Oregon and Nevada. So far as Pennsylvama,
Ohio, Massachusetts and other States are
concerned, it makes no difference who is the
Republican candidate.  But it is a vital ques-
tion in the deubtful States. If the ubli-
cans of these doubtful States say that Blaine
is the strongest candidate for , I take it
that everybody will recognize the wisdom of
his nomination.”

he had no personal objection to the annex-
ation and which declaration alienated the
Abolitionists, who went to Birmey. Had
Clay been nominated in 1840 he would have
been elected as decisively as Harrison was,
Had he been nominated in 1848 he would
have been elected as Taylor was, and even
more decisively, forthe Whigs were
much dissatisfied with Taylor's equivoeal
titude, and he was onlri'uved by the Demo-
cratic division in New York. Here you have
Jackson and Hmls&n both De-
ing defeated, and Clay only defeated be-
cause he ran at the wrong time and because
of his own utterances.

The Creat Work of Two Bangor
Cirls in the Orient.

[Augusta New Age.]

Miss Lettie E. Johnson, daughter ot 1. S.
Johnson, Esq., of Bangor, who has beena
missionary among the Armenians at Van,
Turkey, during the past five years, is now on
her way home for a well-earned vacation.
Her companion at Van, Miss Grace Kimball
of Bangor, expects to join her here in the
spring for a year's vacation. These two
young ladies went out under the auspices of
the American Board of Foreign Missions
(Congregational) in the spring of '82, and
opened the only girls’ school in Van (a city
of 30,000 inhabitants) with sixteen pupils.
They found the women of Armenigtliving in
the most weeful ignorance and down-trodden
in every way ; and their, endeavors to en-
lighten and educate them was at first met
with strong disapproval, on the part of the
male population. But byjtheir liberal policy
and ready tact they have succeeded in win-
ning high and low to their side ;qud at their
last examinations the Sultan himsell sent
them his congratulations and best wishes
through the person of his highest official.

Their school now numbers over one hundred
upils, and they have a branch school of
pupils taught by one of their graduates

of last year’s class of six. The 1s are

Foot Cear that Has Spurned the Si-
erras Coming to Maine.

[Virginia City, (Nev.) Euterprise]
To-day or to-morrow Mr, W. P, Bennett,
for many years superintendent of the teams
and stages of Wells, Fargo & Co. in the days
before we had any railroads, will send east
the snow-shoes on which he formerly trav-
ersed the Sierras.

NEARLY 30 YEARS AT LAW.

A Maine Man’s Thousands in the
Clutches of New York Justice.
—_—

[Waterville Sentinel.]

Charles Dickens in “Bleak House"” makes
the suit in Chancery of Jarndyee vs. Jarn-
dyce illustrate how the courts of England by
the slow torture of asuit involving a large
estate, always approaching but never reach-
Ing an end, may blast the hopes, ruin the
health or destroy the lives of all connected
with it.

He had been twice married and
left, of the first wife's children, George F.,
Watson, Mrs. Isaac Redington and Mrs, Ed-
ward MeclLellan—and two grandchildren,
sons of Nathaniel, Jr., deceased. Of the
second wife's ehildren there werg living at
Mr. Gilman’s death, Anna K., Charles B.,
Frazier and Theophilus. These last resided
in Waterville, the others In New York. Mr.
Gilman left quite a large estate, valued by
the original inventory at 1100,0&}. but really
of much greater value, which he divided by
his will, after a prodslon for Mr. Gilman,

into ten shares, one to each of his nine ehil-
dren und one =hare to the two grandchil-

dren.

The will was first prgsented for probate in
New York, but the widow and her children
claimed that the estate ought to be adminis-
tered in Maine and aceording to Maine laws.
This was resisted, the very common un-
pleasantness between two sets of children
under such cireumstances bécame very ;i_ru—
nounced and the legal war began. he
widow was appointed administratrix, pend-
ing the contest on the probate of the will. It
was claimed by the New York legatees that
the testator lived there, which was denied
by the widow and ber children. It was
finally decreed by the Surrogate that without
decld{nz the question of the testator’s dowi-
eile, he should admit the will to probate, as
the bulk of the estate was there, and appoint
ancillary administrators for such portion of
the estate as was in ne. He therefore
appointed the eldest son, Geo. F. Gilman,

HUNDREDS OF THOUSANDS

Of Lives Lost by the Floods in the
‘““‘carden of China.”

Millions of Refugees in Danger of
Death by Starvation.

An Entire Province Converted Into a
Vast Inland Sea.

Loxpox, Jan. 6,—~The correspondent of
the London Standard at Shanghal gives a
graphic account in that paper today of the
tremendous loss of life in China from the
overflow of the Hoang Ho river and of the
great famine now threatened. He says:

About one-sixth of the entire area of the
“Garden of China,” as the district of Honan
is styled, is now converted into a vast lake
with pagoda tops, and some of the higher
walls, rising above the increasing waiers to
wark the site of what was a short tine ago a
prosperous city of many thousand Inbabi-
tants. The rest of the country is overrunm

with wretehed refugeés who were fortunate
enough to ucam with their lives, though
with nothing else,

In huodred of instances men, who three
short moons ago were people of wealth, to-
day sit gazing on the inland sea stunned,
hungry, stupid and without a eloth to wear
or a morsel of food to eat.

The inundation eommenced a short dis-
tance from Kaifung, the capital and about
the Iargest city of the province of Honan
and in one instant some four miles of solid
embankment of stone, brick, sand and clay
were swept away.

In the distriets of Ching Chow and Chen
Chow no less than three tho large vil-
Inges were engulfed in a very few moments

The peoble
who are thus so extremely unfortunate can-
not be in number much less than the whole

pu.ation of Ireland, as the whele provinee
neludes twenty-five million inhabitants,
with an area of 65,000 square miles. The
wuters of the river now ecover between 8060
and 10 000 square miles.

The accounts daily published in China re-
veal most horeible su ringg undergone by
the survivors who are perishing of famine.
I am told that in hundreds of cases when the
waters reached tltg cities, sweeping walls,
bouses and everything down before them,
people refused to stir and met death with
wonderful indifference.

According to the best and most trustwor-
thy authority the loss of life will not be
nnmbered by thousands or ten thousands,
but bP- hundreds of thousands, while the
starving people must be many millions.
The:» are utterly destitute and depending
for subsistence upon the charity of others.

UNTIRING INDUSTRY

The Most Prominent Characteristic
of Justice Ciifford’s Life—Labor
That Would Have Killed an Ordinary
Man.

Before the Grafton and Coos Bar Assocla-
tion yesterday the Hon. Josish H. Drum-
mond read an appreciative and discriminat-
ing Liographical sketeh of the- late Justice
Clifford, from which the followling is an ex-

tract:

I became personatly acquainted with Judge
Clifford in 1860. He had then been judge of
the Supreme Court two years. At that time
he had to perfuorm the duties of clreuit judge
for the first eircuit.  In the Maine and Mas-
sachusetts districts, if not in the others, the
district judges were old and Infirm. Phe
consequence was that Judge Cliffurd was
obli to do snbshnl.ml{ all the business
of the Cirenit Court in those districts.
Moreover, he found the dockets crowded
with business that had accumulated du

reeodu:ﬁ ears. Buot he set himsell to wor!
?;‘m. indefatigable industry to dispose of
the cases,

Of this kind of work, until the
elreuit judge system was adopted, he did an
immense amonnt; indeea, as much, 1 used
to think, as one man who could devote his
whole time to it onght to undertake to do.
The adoption of the circuit judge system
largely relleved him, but he devo the
time so gained to his work the Summ‘%

Court. A portion of his
—1udne have been published by son in
our volumes, styled “Clifford’s Reparts.”

His opinions as judge of the Su
Court are ewmb forty-two volumes
commencing with the twentieth of Howa
and endin1 with the twelfth of Otto. Uf
them Chief Justice Waite said, “Very mn&{
of them have received, as they deserv
marked attention; none more so, perha
than his first,” delivered in a case which
was ar{ued only a few d.l" after he took
his seat upon the beneh, 1t is reported in 24
Howard, 343. His last opinion Is reported
in 12 Otto, 95, While it is published among
the cases of October term, 1380, it was ar-
gued the preceding term, and undoubtedly

familiar conversation with him, 1 ventured
to call his attention to what 1 had noticed.
Thereui\uu he made the following statement:
“I require from only two to four hours'
sleep, ana 1 can work best in the early morn-
ing. Dut wy wife requires much more sleep
and dislikes to rise early. So I rise at 4 an
leave the house quietly and go to my offiee
for work. Atabout 9, when Mrs. Clifford
has finished her morning nap and s ready
for breakfast, I go home. 1n about an hour
1 return and work until about 5 when I go
home to dinner ; after which I return to the
office and work till 12, and frequently later,
according as I happen to feel, and then go
home for the night."”

This was no merely temporary arrange-
ment, but was the habit of his life. That he
had the physical endurance to sustain it, is
scarcely less remarkable than that he should
have the strength of will to adbere to it.

On another oceasion,when some accidental
cirenmstance ealled me out earlier than nsu-
al in the morning, 1 met one of his sons near
the Judge's office. In reply to my greeting
of surprise, he said that the family had be-
come alarmed about his father, who was to
start for Washington that morning, but had
not been home sinee the l:revluus evening
that ordinarily, his remainiog in his office all
night would have oceasioned no uneasiness,
but as the hour at which lie was to leave was
close at hand they feared he had been attack-
ed by sudden illness. But he found his fa-
ther&atuns ready to start for the house and
for Washington ; he had desired to finish an
oﬂmnn before leaving, and the last page ef
his manuseript lay on the table, the ink not

yet 'drfé

While at the bar, during the trial of an jm-
portant case, he slept but little; he would
often devote the entire night previous to his
argument to its preparation. If he ever
faljed to be fully prepared (which I doubt), it
was because there was not sufficient time;
neither his pleasure, his ease, nor his rest
ever contributed to such a result. Other men
have made mental and physieal efforts con-
tinuously sustained, to an almost eredible
extent: but Judge Clifford is the only man [
ever kuew who could do this without the
eompensation of subsequent rest. He had
sufficient vitality to go on with his business
without the least apparent flagging of his
energies.

This habit of investigation, preparation
and deliberate consideration at the'bar, ae-
companied him to the bench. As a judge, as
well as a counsellor, he would never hurry,
be hurried, nor allow others to be hurried.
It was sometimes sald that he magnified his
office; in the sense that he assumed that the
duties of any office which he held were of
sufficient importance to require thelr fuithful
and even serupulous performance, the state-
ment is undoubtedly true: and that he re-
:}::lded any office created by law, to be enti-
tled to respect, and the appointment or elec-
tion thereto an honor, is also true. Af-
ter be had attained his highest hon-
ors, he still cherished with pride
his election as Speaker and his appointment
as Attorney General, at so0 early an age.
Meeting a gentleman, who had had a similar
[ € he desired to compare notes as
to which of the two had held the two offices
at the earlier age, and when he ascertained
that he had been Speaker at an age a year
younger than his friend, and Attorney Gen-
eral at an age nearly two years younger, he
declared that the fact was one that justified

feelings of pride, especially as it also tran-
spired that but one Id the office of
Speaker, and no one had held the office of
Attorney General, at an ounger thap
e{:ﬂ“o them.

The constitution of his mind, his habits of
life, his high estimate of the judicial office
and his care for his own reputation, all con-
spired with his love of justice to make him,
in the words of Chlef Justice Waite, “an
upright, conscientious painstaking
judge.” That his coneclusions may have
sometimes affected by friendship,
rrejudine or early education, Is doubtless
rue of him as of all other men; but that he

|=l{\llmult.l be glad to speak of him in his oth-
er relations in life, and especially of his uni-
form, dignified courtesy upon the bench, but
have determined that my time upon this oe-
casion, should be devoted to his judicial
character and especially to showing the cause
of his great success, as seen from my own
standpoint of observation.

His life is un example, greatér than any
other which I have ever obsérved or of which
I bave ever read, of what unflagging indus-
try perseverance may do for a man; it is
true-that he possessed n physical cnpachy to
aid him in his efforts, almost, if not quite,
without a parallel; but this fact does not di-
minish the force of the lesson which his ex-
ample teaches. His persistence in the dis-
chm of his duties of any trust committed
to *“to the best of his abilities,” in the
highest and broadest. semse of the term, in

an ou wth of his habits of industry,
s also worthy of the most exact imitation.

He illustrated these traits down to the
very last of his life. Ile spent the summer
of 1880 in Portland, almost all the time en-
md in official duties. He had a slight at-

of illness , but promptly recovered. A

few days before the term of the Supreme
ourt was to commence, he s for
Washington. But be stopped In Boston a
few d»yl‘l_ which were occupled in arduous
labors. These completed, he left for Wash-
Ington, but on his way was seized with a
shoek of apoplexy, While not of a serlous
character, It prevented his taking his seat
upon the bench. He spent the winter in
ashington, however, with the determin-
ation of resuming his judiclal labors the
moment the condition of his health should
allow it. But this was not to be. The time
had come which his friends had feared for
years. The crowding Inte seventy-seven
years of the studies and Ilabors of a century
had Pmduocd its natural result; the only

was prepared dur the summer vacation
of that year and before he was struck down
with what d)mved to be fatal disease.

Judge Clifford was not a man of quick per-
ception ; on the eoutnw the operatlous of
his mind were slow. When he came to eom-

rehend a proposition he held it by a most

naclous p-  He never “jum to con-
clusions;" EL& mind was so constituted that
he travelled, step by step, from cause to ul-
timate result. Every link in a chain of rea-
soning was earefully scrutinized before he
adopted the conclusion. He never relied up-
on “‘genius" or “inspiration;” his *“‘genius"
was as perfect an uaintance as possible
with the materials at his command, and his
“Inspiration™ was a :lmu-ouﬁ,tI reparation of
those materials for use. thful and ex-
haustive investigation was the corner stone
upon which he built. His wonderful endur-
ance and inclination for work enabled him to
go over more ground l.han others of quicker
méntal movement. I'o his unwearied in-
dustry and tenaclous perseverance, I chiefly
attribute his success.

I can best express my estimate of the man
by relating some ineidents which happened
under my own observation, or are derived
from authentic sources.

In the first days of .y personal acquaint-
ance with him, I was in the habit of being at
my office at an early hour (as I thought) in
the worning. ‘The judge's office was across
the street, My attention was soon attracted
to the fact, that while 1 eften saw him _com-
ing from his office iv the morning I hatl not
seen him go in previously: and thet 1 had
seen him go in iate in the afternoon, but had
not seen him come out afterwards. 1 began
to think that he lived in bis office and only
went to his house for food. But my curiosity
was so much aroused, that being one in

W is that it dwd not come sooner. He
returned to Maine, as the warmer weather
came on, but the purer air of his New
land howe did not avail to check the disease
with which he was afflicted. In the snmmer
he went to Cornish, and there, amid the hills
of his early manhood’s home, he quietly
away. But he had fully realized the
opes his ambition had created. He bhad

lived a long life of active, usefoi and most
honorable r, and of the highest succuess,
and had “died with the haroess on.”

1 have already referred to the evanescent
and short-lived fame of lawyers, great ouoly
as such ; but Judge Clifford was more fortu-
nate; he has “done enough for fame;"” his
opinions, ranning through so many volumes

of our reports, have realized for him the
boast of Horace; he, too, has "built a monu-
ment wore lasting than brass.”

It has been said, that “the dead govern,
the living obey. 1l tbis Is true, the com-
wand we received from the life of Judge
Clifford, may be stated in the words of the
same author: X

AMONC THE STRIKERS.

Yesterday Very Promising fromithe
Standpoint of the Men.

Prices Very Large and the Coal Sup-
ply Very Small.

Fuel, Famine and Business Paralysis
Iimminent Dangers.

PuiLAaverruia, Jan, 6.—This Is, in all re-
spects, the most promising day of the strike,
from the strikers’ point of view, and they
are accordingly happy, while the vficials of
the Heading rallrond look more serious than
al any time during the trouble. All eyes are
on Philadelphia, anxiously awalting some
manifesto to issue from the big building of
the corporation on Fourth street.

At Port Richmond today, the wurk Is bad-
ly erippled. Sixty Italians, who took the
place of strikers, quit work this morning
upon the inducements of the president of
the Italian Workingmen's Beneficlal Assocla-
tion, This, aceording to the men, leaves on-
ly those Italians who were brought from
eother cities at work on the system here.
Scarcely any work was being done on the
plers, and oniy four shifting engines were
work'iﬂg. Henry 1. Bennett &1;1 he had re-
ceived despatches from Bersard Sharkey,
stating that the situation was good at Potts-
ville and the men all firm.

At Front and Willow streets quite a block-
ade of freight trains s noticeable, and it
ean be plainly seem that the foree of men on
hand is unequal to the demaods.

Along Pennsylvania Avenue there is very
little to do, and consequently the small force
is able to cope with the work. General Man-
ager McLeod said this morning that he had
nothing to give out today, and knew of noth-
ing of interest to the publie. It is certain,
however, that something in the manner of a
compromise with the miners must be made
in a few days, as the scarcity of coal Is be-
coming alarming and every mail brings a
bateh of protests from large business le.

A coal operator, who had seen
Manager McLeod, said today that he thought
the question of arbitrating the miners’ trou-
ble had never been discussed by the compa-
ny. He thought the strike would only end
with the miners suceunwbing, and It ma
therefore, be protracted. The company wi
ndkem loliu a;and.l o

scarcity of coal in the eity yards has
ready influenced the price, n’.'d' high figures
are ruling, $7.530 having been received for
the best hard ash coal. Quotations from
$6.50 to 87 are common, and only short sup-
plies are avallable at that. The rd Com-
my, which has been selling coal at $5.75
¥, advanced the price to $6.05, with
statements that the Glling of orders
on the supply of ceal. [Each ¢
would be sold but one ton.

SmamoxiN, Jan. 5—~The miners of the Ex-
celsior colliery have refused to continue
work, because the coal is shipped over the
Reading road. A general meeting of miners
will be held tomorrow. The opinion pre-
wilforise Shipping over the Masding reed
collieries shipping over ng
will quit. Agnnl suspension is guite possi-
ble. Almost & coal famine prevalls here.

HusxtTINGTON, Pa., Jan. 6.—Between 200
and 300 men at Powell’s farnace, Saxton,
have struck because of a 10 ver cent redue-
tion in wages. The furnace is banked, and
the men have been ordered to eall for their
w:ges on Monday. The strike, if not set-
tled, will affect work atthe company’s ore
and conl mines near Tyrone and ato
places,

SHENANDOAH, Pa., Jan. 6,—The Suffolk
collfery at Mahanoy City, working with a
small force of non-union men, shut down to-
cl?'z. This concluded the Company’s
attempt to run the collie without
Knights. The defection among non-
union railroaders continues. The business
sentiment here favors the strikers. Business
men will meet tomorrow and appoint a dele-
flunn to act In conjunction with others from
he country towns to visit President Corbin
and urge the wisdom of arbitrating the
troubles.

Famine Imminent.

Pamtaperrmin, Jan. 6.—The scareity of
coal is dally more apparent, and prices are
advancing Few dealers have more than a
week’s supply, and very little coal was
brought over the Reading raflroad today
The dealers universally predict, from present
indieations, that coal will be selling from
$8 to 810 u ton, within ten days. The opin-
iou prevails that if the miners stand out for
three weeks, the price ol coal will ba so b
that the company will be foreced by pub
sentiment to accede to the demands of the
men.

ReApING, Jan. 6.—The Reading Company
has laid off about 2000 railroad hands du
the past day or two. The strike in the
regions s as solid as it can well be made.
Reading officials are thoroughly uneasy, and
the publie is ﬁt:inu angLy. There 1s no
mistaking the temper of those who have
great interests at stake. The coal supply Is
nearly exhausted, and a quiet determined
spirit is manifested everywhere in Eastern

ennsylvania, that President Corbin shall
cense his warfare on the Knights, A well
known furnace man sald soday that If the
trouble was not quickly settled it would par-

The result of the bye-election in Winches-
ter was a disappointment without doubt to
the Homerulegs, for although few of them
probably expected that the Comnservatives
would Le beaten they did not anticipate that
the latter wonld increase their vote. This
theéy did however, spite of the strenuous
efforts of the Radicals and Homerulers.
The result will of course cheer up the Tories
somes hat, stimulate perhaps Mr. Balfour in
the eifurcement of the coercion policy, and
chee't in some degree the enthusiasm of the
Home rulers, whose unvarying gains in the
past year's bye-elections had led them to be-
lieve that the English constituencies were fast
coming to their way of thinking in regard to
the proper way of settling the Lrish question.

The Washington correspondent of the New

York Post says the Democrats will make no
effort to reduce the surplus stcording to the
plan laid down by the President. The bill
when reported by the ways and means com-
mittee I certain to have in it a clause redue-
ing or abolishing entirely the tax on tobacco,
and there is a fair prospect that some reduc-
tion of the sugar duty will be favored. The
Democrats seem to be fast forgetting what
‘the President said, and arranging a plan for
the reduction of the surplus without much
reference to his suggestions. A spirit of
compromise is evidently abroad amongst
them which it is by no means impossible may
go far enough to produce a bill that both
the freetrade and protection wings of the
Democracy can vote for.

We observe that the Hon. Samuet J. Ran-
dall was not satupon by the Speaker in
making up the committees to any great ex-
tent. He is going to be boss againof the
appropriations committee which carries with
it the power of blocking legislation in the
House whenever the distingulshed Pennsyl-
vania may feel so disposed, There has been
a great demand on the part of some of the
free trade Democratic papers for the squelch-
ing of Mr. Randall, butin theface of a Presi-
dential election Mr. Carlisle, who probably
sympathized with this demand, deemed It
indisereet to comply. Doubtless he acted
wisely, for Brotber Randall carriesa good
many votes in his pocket which will be
needed next fall if Grover Cleveland is going
to stand any chance of election, After the
next Presidential campaign, it may be safe to
diseipline Mr. Randall, but not now. Har-
mony is now the watechword, and therg will
be nogreat hesitation even among the most
advanced free traders to promote it no mat-
ter how great a sacrifice of prineiple it costs.

If Prohibition has not produved all the
the results that its friends hoped for in the
way of shutting up saloons and diminishing
intemperance, there is nothing in the results
of the license system as exhibited in Massa-
chusetts cities and tewns to give any ground
for hope that anything better would come
from that system. For ten years the city of
Lowell has been trying to reduce the lguor
traffic by the license plan, and with very
indifferent results, for while the number of
licenses in 1878 was 208 in 1857 they had risen
to 457, or more than double. Drunkenness
fnereased in almost as great aratio, the
number of arrests in 1878 being 1576 while in
1887 they rose to 2501. Certainly no city
under a prohibitory lJaw has shown so bad a
record as this. It has been assumed by the
friends of the license system that it would

“tend to shut up the lowest rumshop, but it

does not appear to have had that effect in
Lowell inasmueh as the Mayor of the elty
in bis inaungural address urges the alder-
men not to grant licenses to dram shops in
the slums, but confine the sale of liquors to
localities that are open and easy of access.
It is alleged against the” prohibitory law
that it is made a political machine,” but it
is mo more likely to be prostituted for politi-
eal purposes than a license law. The Mayor
of Lowell advises that the licensing power
be taken from the board of aldermen and
placed in the hands of a board less subiject

= to municipal or party politics, an unmistak-

able insinuation that polities have influenced
the aldermen in the graonting of licenses.
Indeed all the objections urged against a
prohibitory system seem equally strong
against a license system.

The Cumberiand Milis Tragedy.

It has been a good many years since Cum-
berland eounty has been the seene of so bru-
tal and deliberate a murder s that perpetra-
ted at Comberland Mills Thorsday night. The
orlginal purpose of the assassin was simply
to steal, but when he [ound his identity had
been discovered he resorted to murder to
shield himself from the penalty of the erime
of burglary. Allthe circumstances indicate
that the murderer was familiar with the
premises and the affairs of the family. He
chose the early part of the night, probably
because he knew he should then find the
back door open and be able to enter witheut
arousing anyone; and he chose this particu-
lar night because he knew that Mr. Stacks
had just sold his hounse and would be likely
to have considerable money in the house.
No stranger, nor tramp, would have been
likely to kmow these things. As yet, there
are, apparently, no clues that are worth any-
thing; but further investigation will, very
likely, reveal some that will lead up to the
arrest of the murderer. Competent detect-
ives should be employed, and the town
should offer a reward.

Prison Labor.
In his inaugural address Governor Ames
of Massachusetts devotes considerable space

/"_ﬁtlu.- prison labor of the State. The last
General Court passed a law abolishing con-

tract labor, and provided that in all labor of
conviets machinery should be dispensed with,
The object of this law was the same as that
of the law passed by the Maine Legislature
for diversifying the industries at our State
Prison: to reduce to a minimom the compe-
tition of conviet labor with free labor. Gov-
ernor Ames finds several features of the law
which in his opinion should be changed.
“The use of wmachinery,” he says, “is so0
much a part of wage-earning to-day, that to
deny all knowledge of it excepting the prim-
itive forms of hacd and foot power to young
inmates of the reformatories, is to lessen
thelr chanees of living honest lives on their
return to the outside world. To prisoners
under sentence for life or for long terms
these things would apply with less mischief,
but npon men who are soon to resume the
ordinary relations of business and industrial
life they wonld be especially severe.”
Of the sunccess of the experiment which
the State I1s now trying of employing
the conviets itself, as Maine had done
and is doing, Governor Ames lhas some
doubts, He says it will cost the State
$396,000 to start the law in operation, and
he has fears that then the conviets will fall
far short of paying for their own support.
Of course Maine has fewer conviets, and
here the problem is far less complicated ;
but it is worthy of notice that under the
able management of our prison officials the
State, without recourse to the contract sys-
tem, has employed its convicts in an indus-

try so successful asto greatly lessen the
burden imposed by crime, and to become 80
sharp a competitor of private manufacturers
that they were foreed to go to the Legislature
for ,-I*lh‘n’linrll.

The Lawrence Eagle speaks ns follows of
Mr. Thomas’ lecture at Lawrence, Mass., on
Wednesday evening last:

Fully 1500 hundred people assembled in
city Lnll last evening to hear Hon. W. W.
Thomas, Jr., of Portland, lecture in the
White fund course on *Rambles in Nor-
way.” The lecturer gave a vivid descrip-
tion of the pecple and customs of that in-
teresting country, and closely held the at-
tention of the large andience.

KILLED BY BURGLARS.

Cumberland Milis,

Au Old Lady Beaien and Choked to
Death by a Robber.

The Assassin Escapes and Leaves No
Clue to His Identity.

A Tramp Arvested on Suspicirn, but
Probably Not the Murderer,

In the village ©of Cumberland Mills have
resided for many years Mr. Thomas Stacks
and his wife. They were both elderly peo-
ple, and the infirmities of age confined them
largely indoors. The house they ocuupied
was & small story and a half streeture
standing on what used to be known as the
Windham road,now called Cumbe;land street,
about half a mile from the great paper mills
of 8. D. Warren & Co. An electric light
burns within 200 yards of the house. With
Mr. Stacks Jived his son David and his wife
and his son-in-law, Mr. Pratt, and his wife.
Mr. Pratt works in the paper mill and his
work keeps him out until after midnight.
It was customary, therefore, to leave the
back door unlocked until he came in. Sev®
eral days ago Mr, Stack sold his house te
Mr. John L. Warren for $1600. Thursday
morning he went to Mr., Warren’s office to
draw the money, but Mr. Warren suggested
that it would be unsafe to keep so much
money in the honse and advised him to leave
such as he did not want for immediate use
where it was. Mr. Stacks took Mr. War-
ren’s advice and drew only a swall part of
it. Some of this he spent in paying some
small bills, and the balance, §25, he put in
his pocket-book, which he laid upon the
table in his bed-room. Mrs, Stacks, who
was quite infirm, fell Thursday and Injured
herself so that it pained her to move about.
She lay down on the lounge in the sitting
room and when night came concluded to
remain there all night. The family retired
Thursday night at about 10 o’clock. Mrs.
Stacks, as has been said, lay on the lounge
in the sitting room. Mr. Stacks went to bed
in the room adjoining, which was thelr
ordinary bed room. Mr. Stacks's son and his
wife slept up stairs. From the room in
which My, Stacks slept a door opens
into the sitting room where Mrs.
Stacks was. The door was left partly
open In) order that Mr. Stacks might
hear bis wife if she called for anything. In
the sitting room a lamp was left dimly burn-
ing on the table. The back door of the house
was left unlocked as usual for Mr. Pratt,
who would not return until after midnight.
Mr. Stacks had a fear of burglars and was
accustomed to sleep with a Hopkins & Allen
34 calibre revolver beneath his pillow. It
was there on the night in question.

Shortly after 10 o’clock Mr. Stacks was
awakened by hearing groans, and, rising in
bed, he saw by the -dim light a man just
leaving his room.

“Hello!” he shouted,
want?"’

The man glanced backward at him and
sald something which Mr, Stacks thought
was “Shut up.” Mr. Stacks quickly sprang
from his bed, revolver in hand, and sent a

“what do you

bullet fiying after the retreating figure. The-

ball struck the pantry door and buried it-
self deep in the wood on the inside of the
pantry, having passed through the door. Mr.
Stacks pursued the man, who fled through
the kitohen door, and when outside fired two
more skots at him, neither of which are sup-
posed to have taken effect.

At this point Mr. Stacks’s son, having been
awakened by the firing, rushed down stairs
and out of doors in his night clothes and in-
quired of bis father what was the trouble.

Its & burglar,” exclaimed the old man,
“and he has escaped.” -

At this time neither of the men supposed
that anything more had happened than the
stealing of the $25. But they were mistaken.
On entering the sitting room s ghastly sight
was before them. Mrs. Stacks was lying on
the lounge, the pillows and clothes about her
spattered with blood, and blood was flowing
from an ugly wound in her right temple. On
each side of her mouth the flesh was lacer-
ated, as if it bad been torn by the nalls of
some one who had clutched her with the
purpose of preventing her from making an
outery. The bruise on the temple had ap-
parently veen caused by & blow from some
heavy cudgel or the butt of a revolver. Mrs,
Stacks was apparently unconscious,

David shouted to his father and pointed
toward the blood that was streaming from
his mother’s brow. He then left his father
to care for her and hastened to bring Dr.
Swan, who respended immediately to his
call. After the doctor reached the house
Mrs. Stacks revived somewhat and repeated
several times, “My head aches, my head
aches.”  The doetor asked her if she knew
what hurt her, and she said “No.”” After
this she never spoke again, but soon became
unconscious, breathed heavily and at 11.25
o'clock yesterday morning died.

The assassin on leaving the house hastened
through the back gate to the field behind the
house, When last scen he was running up
the gully which extends through the field
from within about 100 yards of the farm.
Where he went after this it is impossible to
tell. Hecould net be traced by his foot
prints in the smow because the fleld
through which he made his escape is full of
foot prints of people who pass across itin
going to thelr work in the mills, 1t is
thought, however, that he passed through
Saccarappa although he might have struck
off across the fields into the country.

There s, as yet, no clue to the murderer,
but the opinion prevails that it was perpe-
trated by somebody well acquainted with the
premises and who knew that Mr. Stacks had
received a large sum of money lately, and
supposed that he had it in the house. One
man said: *“I think that when the gulilty
party is found he will be a person only too
well known by the people of this village.
We have had many burglaries here of late
and it is my opinion that the man who mur-
dered Mrs. Stacks is the same person who
has been breaking into other places in this
village. I think that he entered Mr. Stacks’
house expecting to get the money for which
the property was sold, that when be went
into the sitting-room he was discovered by
Mr. Stacks, and rather than be identified
and arrested by information that she might
give if e fled, he decided to kill her.”

Another verson said: “You will find the
murderer is somebody nota great way off,”

Dr. Swan said thae he thought there was
an organized band of burglars in the village
and that the murder was committed by one
of them.

A well known gentleman of Cumberland
Mills said that he thought the murder was
unintentional and that the assassin, who is
one of a number of burglars who have been
working the place, meant only to stun Mrs,
Stacks by the blow and then rokb the bouse.

Shortly after 1 o'clock yesterday the cor-
oner’s jury viewed the body but they will
not report until Monday. An examination
by Drs. Swan and Murch followed. Dr.
Swan told the Prss reporter that a post
mortem esamination revealed a fracture of
the skull in the temporal region but that the
other injuries were superficial.

Of course the news of the tragedy soon
spread through the town and the surround-
ing country. It was the sole topic of con-
versation. Feeling ran high and had the
murderer Leen caught he would have been
in danger of summary punishment at the
hands of the apngry and indignant people.
All day long teams poured Into the village
filled by curious people who had beard of the
tragedy and wanted to visit the sceneand
learn all the detalls, Men and boys were
searching about the fields in the viclnity
hoping to fmd traces of the murderer. They
found in their search one of the bullets fired
by Mr. Stacks imbedded in a small tree but
that was all. The weapon which the assas-

sin used was .not found. Deputy Sheriff
Chute believes it was a revolver, and that
the murderer struck Mrs. Stacks with the
butt. Others thought that the weapon used
was a slug shot, and still others that it wasa
heavy cudgel.

The local officers are working hard, but at
last pecounts they were absolutely without
elues. An expert detective will doubtless
be employed and a reward offered for the
arrest of the murderer.

Late yesterday afternoon Deputy Sherilf
Chute arrested a man on Brown street, Cum-
berland Mills, near the bridge, on suspicion.
He was a stranger in town and evidently a
tramp. When arrested he hada bottle of
aleohol in his poeket. He was about 30 years
of age, had on an old blouse and pair of blue
trousers. He had very dark hair and an un-
kempt beard, and appeared to be a tramp.
He claimed to have passed the night atthe
engine room of the hospital in Portland. He
told conflicting stories.  Inquiry at the
Greely Hospital revealed the fact thatno
man had passed the night in the engine room
of thatinstitution. As far as has yet ap-
peared, there is little or no evidence to con-
pect him with the crime. The officers were
hunting for a stranger who had been seen in
the village several times lately, but had mnot
found him at last accounts.

Police Officer Webster said last night that
judging from the deseription of the man ar-
rested by Deputy Sherifl Chute, the prisoner
was a Togus veteran who was arrested at
the Boston & Maine depot on the evening of
the murder and locked up over night for
drunkenness. e

Mrs. Stacks, the vietim of this brutal mur-
der, was a very estimable woman, respected
and beloved in the community. She was
almost 67 years of age. Mr. Stacks isa little
older. They have three sons, David, Thomas
and John, and two daughters. David lived
with the old folks and works in the paper
mill; Thomas is foreman of the leather
board mill, and John resides in DBrooklyn,
N. Y. The daughters live in Gorliam.

Board of Henlth calls for a report “for the
year beginning January 1, 1887," but the
members of this Board did not receive their
appointments until April 11th, 1887, on
which date it organized. It is possible, on
our part, to give statistics covering the whole

be typhus fever, on account of
anomalous symptoms. It was however soon
determined to be typhoid fever, two cases
fhrfsvod fatal, and & post mortem confirmed
diagnosis, These cases all came from
the steamship Prussian, which landed 600
Eassenxers at DBosten, where within 48
ours 35 cases were reported to the Board of
Health there, and sent to various hospitals.
The same uncertainty prevailed there as to
the nature of the disease. So far as could
be ascertained all passengers by that steam-
ship who came to Portland were taken sick
here. Wedo not know of its spreading to
other persons.

We have no report of diseases of animals.
The by-laws governing the Board of Health
are given in the report.

The supervision of the work of the board
and the consideration of imported rags, and
acfive work during the prevalence of diph-
theria and scarlet fever, the formulating of
rules, and advice with regard to quarantine,
isolation of cases 2of contagious diseases,
disinfection and deodorizing have taken
much time and thought. 1In one case of a
