A Plea for Dried Apples. 

A correspondent of the Indiana Farmer 
writes: There are some verses which I 
read somewhere, about dried-apple pies, 
wherein the author expressed himself as 

loathing that article. Well, it must be 
admitted that there are pastry cooks in 
the world who can make pies out of any 
material so unpalatable that the prodigal 
son would not eat them though it was 

the last day that he kept the swine. For 
instance, the pies with greasy, soggy 
crust which envelops the “maids'’ of pies 
which prevail to a great extent in the 
west, where hog's fat is plenty, or the 
hard, brittle crust of pies such as you get 
in Philadelphia, which Ih all over your 
plate, into your lap and upon the door, 
like lish scales, the moment you attempt 
to cut it. There are people of seeming 
good intentions, who can take the nicest 
fresh fruit, delicious and healthful, and 
smother it between layers of oily dough, 
until it is not tit for a Hottentot to eat; 
and they think tiny have a tine dessert, 
and assume the air of epicures. These 
arc the people who arc wont to tell you 

I that fresh food is healthy, and deprive 
! their children of it and stuff them with 
I pics, while ripe, luscious fruit and bread 

j and blitter are discounted. 
As to the dried apples, it is all a mis- 

take that they arc unlit for use except for 
the commonest plebeian stomach. They, 
like anything else, can be cooked so as to 
be unpalatable for man or beast. Dried 
apples are not onl\ a very cheap article 
of food but ven wholosiime. If the girls 
will pay attention 1 will tell them how to 
cook them. T it',, are not good when stale, 
and therefore a verv few should he < “oked 
at a time, and if you have any experience 
in cooking then ymi know that tit-. > swell 
to three times their bulk, as tiny absorb 
the water: therefore don't prepare more 

than a third of what you will want when 
ready ibt the table. Place the apples in 
a large panful of milk-warm water and let 
them s •:ik for ten minutes, or such time; 
then wash thoroughly, rubbing them well 
iu the hands, and being careful to exam- 

ale each .>ne. lest worms or other disa- 
grt able 'tilistances be established inside 
T curls and crevices. A little white 
worm, it is ti tle, is not a disgusting thing, 
nor a little web or eocouil at all so: but 
tin \ are not so welcome when dished up 
with sauce, or seen limiting about in the 
appit juice, though such tilings are some- 

times seen. 

Alter tii' apples are well washed and 
rinsed in at least two waters, place them 
in a porcelain kettle or tin pan: till the 
vessel nearly full of cold water; this, how- 
ever. must depend oil the size of the ves- 

sel and the qu. lity of the apples. Let 
them very gradually come to boiling, 
keeping them covered tightly. As soon 

as they are boiled put in as much sugar 
as you think will be required. 1 generally 
use all" it a teacupful to a quart of apples, 
measured before being washed. Keep a 

teakettlcfal of boiling water always ready 
wln-n y " are (-....king, and while the ap- 
ples are stewing add boiling water from 
time to time, as it is needed. I toil them 
slowly ;.11<: steadily until they are tender, 
hut not till they seem to shrink up and 
turn dark, If you use white or light 
brown sugar and don't add spices and 
don't mash the apples into an unsightly 
mas-, and have plenty of mice, with sugar 
enough 11 make t rich, but not to deaden 
the taste of tlie tipples, and serve while 
fresh, you ha\e a dish good enough for 
anybody to cat, and something better 
than half if tile c utned fruit in use. The 
evaporated apples arc better than the 
dried. They should be covered with cold 
watei .hi.I only let situ ner ten minute-. 
They are not yet in general use, and are 
of high price. 

I must not omit to mention that the 
juice otf of nicely stewed dried apples is 
a delicious beverage for the sick, and 
possesses a flavor that is peculiarly re- 

freshing and grateful, e.-peeially where 
there is fever. 

I)r. Jaeksmi oilers the opinion that the 
refusal to take proper physical rest when 
tired from labor is one of the most pmv- 

*erful inducements to the consumption of 
ardent spirits. Men work until they get 
so tire 1 that they can not wait to feel 
sensibly rested by the progress of change 
which goes on in the system from the 
suspension of labor.

Bill Marston, the Trapper 

In the autumn of IMP I concluded to 

go on a hunting trip to the head waters 
of the Sascatehawan—the North Branch 
-and 1 speedily found myself travelling 
in a north-west direction, well supplied 
with the simple necessaries for a six- 
months’ absence in that wild region. 1 
had provided myself with a monstrous 
Kentucky rifle, which in itself was a 

heavy load, but which 1 valued highly on 

account of its accuracy and long range. 
My companion in this expedition was an 

old trapper, with whom 1 had become in- 
timate at a trading post, lie had taken 
a fancy to meat a shooting match where- 
in I had won the enviable reputation of 
“the crack shot.’’ This was no mean dis- 
tinction in a place where eight out often 
bullets were always put into a “bull's 
eye” of about one and a half inches in 
diameter, at a distance of about HI yards. 
This excellence as a rille-man stood me 

in good stead, as the sequel will show. 
My companion was a tall, raw-boned, 

heavy shouldered man, whose nationality 
would have puzzled a physiognomist, as 

nothing of his face could be seen but a 

very large Roman nose, a pair of piercing 
grey eyes, and an unlimited quantity of 
grizzled beard, lie said little of himself, 
except that he had “trapped and hunt- 
ed oil'and on for he didn't know how long 
in them parts,” and “kalkeilated as how 
some uu 'ltd find his old grizzled karkis 
out there some bright day, for he couldn't 
abide the settlements now." As for my- 
self, 1 was a young man of ordinary v*ri- 
ety, about db years oT age, and a Cana- 
dian by birth. 1 bad spent some live 
years in the Hudson's Bay territory, and 
was on my way southward and home- 
ward when 1 formed the idea oi joining 

I Bill Marston m his winter's hunt. 
Mansion's reputation as a keen and 

! wary hunter stood high among the rough 
hand of which he had long been a quasi 
member, and it was admitted that he 
could draw a quicker and a truer "bead" 
than any man thereabouts, lb- never 

hunted in company with others of his 
class, and came and went -no one knew 
whence or whither: and the surprise was 

great when I was seen stepping into his 
old “dugout" and taking a hand in the 
management of that rather ticklish craft. 
I even heard another grizzled, buck 
skinned old trapper say that he had pro- 
posed accompanying my companion, but 
he had repulsed him in pretty short terms : 

“and now,” said the indignant one, spit- 
ting out a huge tlood of tobacco juice, 
“lie's tuck that young 'tin instead to keep 
him in perpetooal hot water." Marston 
might have heard this, as I did, but he 
took no notice of it, whatever: and 1. a 

little taken down, was glad when he gave 
the “dugout” a strong push oil' shore 
and sprang in with surprising agility for 
a man of his age—which I afterwards 
learned was over fifty. 

We were about three weeks in reach- 
ing Mars ton’s camp—far, far from any 
human habitation, except the occasional 
wigwam of some Indian hunter engaged 
like ourselves. Part of the way we sailed 
along m our dugout between the beauti- 
fully tinted and ever varying tree clad 
banks of the river, pushing along by day 
as rapidly as possible, against the strong 
current, and carefully drawing up our 
canoe under some overhanging tree, pass- 
ing the night enveloped in our warm 
blankets. 

At the end of two weeks we arrived at 
a fork of the river, where we left our 

canoe—concealing it in the shadow of an 
old buttonwood log, which Marston had 
used for this purpose for many years. 
He told me there was a considerable fall a 
short distance above the forks, over which 
we could not got a canoe: so we shoul- 
dered our packs and made the rest of our 

journey (in foot. 
on the fourth day of our march Mars- 

ton’s keen eye detected “Indian signs” 
here and there along our route, and while 
he seemed to feel annoyed at being “med- 
dled with,” and “perhaps his trap stolen,” 
it did not greatly affect me, as I knew that 

1 all the tribes of British Indians were on 

j friendly terms with the company and the 
hunters. 

At length we reached “the lodge,” as 
Marston invariably called his hut, with- 
out seeing anything more of the Indians, 

i and my host’s temper was visibly im- 
proved when he found everything was 

exactly as he had left it two months be- 
fore. lie at once commenced initiating 
me into the art and mystery of making 
up and setting traps for mink, beaver and 
otter, with which the river and adjacent 
meadows seemed to be alive, and in a 

j short time I could do this as well as my 
i teacher, though perhaps less expedi- 
i tiously. 

One morning, after we had been thus- 
occupied about three weeks, and had 
taken and cured a large number of tine 

I skins, .Marston got up and went out very 
early, saying he would visit some distant 

j otter traps which had been set a long 
| time. 1 remained in camp several hours, 
I but finally, after paying a visit to all the 
| other traps in our neighborhood—reset- 
ting those that had been sprung— I took 

j my rilie and went in search of game to 
I supply our larder. This usually fell to 

| my lot, and it was by no means a labori- 

| ous occupation, as deer were plenty and 
tame, while partridge and geese Hew up 

! at almost every step. 
I had been out about an hour, and 

bagged several fine birds, and was intent- 
ly looking up into a giant old pine for 
one of a covey I had just flushed, when 
the distant report of a rifle broke the still- 
ness of the mid-forest air. It seemed to 
me as it there were two reports almost 
simultaneous; but just as I came to the 
conclusion that it must have been merely 
the echo of Marston’s gun, the thought 
suddenly struck me that lie had that 
morning left his rifle at the lodge, as he 
expected to bo laden with peltries on 
his return, and the rifle would make the 
journey rather irksome. No sooner had 
this flashed through my mind than I felt 
sure that some of the wandering Indians, 
who perhaps knew of Marston’s solitary 
habits, had attempted to murder him for 
his peltries and traps. 

Leaving the partridge undiscovered, I 
hastily turned in the direction of the 
cam]). Among the first things that 
caught my eye on reaching it was a small 
minkskiu hanging from the pegs where 
my gun usually hung, and on looking at 
the inside of this I read the following 
words rudely scrawled thereon with- the 
point of a bullet : 

“Injuns air round. I’ve been hit. Keep 
dark. Foller round by Otter Bluff.” 

This confirmed my worst suspicions, 
and 1 hastily turned to obey the injunc- 
tions of my wounded friend, when I be- 
thought me that I had better conceal 
some of my effects and secrete the most 
valuable of the peltries. Imagine my 
surprise when I found most of the furs 
goue, as well as every article of mine, 
or indeed anything that would betray the 
fact that two men lived in the camp. I 
did not quite comprehend this manu-uver 
till some time afterwards. 1 then quietly 
crawled through the woods to the collec- 
tion of rocks that my friend, lor some 
fanciful reason of his own, had chosen to 
call the < >tter lilutf. 

It was late in the day when i arrived 
at the bluff, and mounting wearily to the 
top I looked around for Marston, hut lie 
was nowhere to lie seen. Fearing he 
had fainted from loss of blood, 1 made a 

careful though cautious search among 
the crags and ravines where a man might 
possibly have dragged himself. Hut 1 
could see no signs of him, and concluded 
that, through weakness, lie had not been 
able to get there as soon as i had, so 1 
sat myself down in a little thicket of 
young cedars that, crowned one of the 
peaks, where 1 could see without being 
seen myself, to await bis coming. Here 
I crouched till dark, and still no signs of 
m\ comrade. Tormenting doubts now 

beset my mind, and 1 began to fear that 
Marston had either been captured in his 
retreat to tiie blull', or that he bad been 
unable to reach.

1 thought, must have cap- 
tured or killed my poor friend, in spite of 
his keen woodcraft, as otherwise they 
would be too wary thus to draw on them- 
selves the vengeance of the wounded 
trapper. 1 immediately descended from 
my perch and cautiously crept along the 
shaded edge of the river, keeping well 
under the overhanging branches of the 
bordering cedars. In this way I must 
have crept forward for a full hour, and 
still the fire seemed far away. As 1 
slopped at a bend in the river, on the far 
side of which the fire burned with in- 
creased fury, a large owl Hew from his 
perch in an overhanging tree, and silent- 
ly betook himself to a safer distance from 
his natural enemy. As the ill-omened 
bird spread his soft, noiseless wings to 
the nieht air, l bethought me that, if 
Marston were near I could communicate 
my presence to him by imitating its cry. 
which I had often repeated in the hut 
when we lay listening, to the awakened 
chorus outside. Placing my hand over 

my mouth, I emitted three or four of 
those weird, dismal cries, which were re- 

echoed by the somber wood until the far 
river bend returned its ghostly answer. 

Hastily looking to my idle, and assur- 

ing myself that the priming was all right, 
1 hurried on silently and stealthily until 
within an eighth of a mile of the light, 
when 1 parted the branches, behind whose 
shade 1 had cautiously advanced, and 
looked in the direction of the blaze. 1 be- 
held a sight that sent the blood cold and 
chill back on my heart. Before me, on 

the grassy plot in trout of our hut. were 

seated three brawny savages, naked and 
painted with blank and vermillion stripes, 
while others, in a similar “costume” were 

dancing around a young birch tree to 
which was bound, hand and foot, poor 
Bill Marston! 

1 waited to hear no more. Hurrying 
forward as rapidly as possible from the 
nature of the ground and my desire to 
remain unseen, 1 soon came to the thick 
growth of trees in the midst of which our 

hut had been built. There was, of course, 
no hut now. Everything had been de- 
stroyed that would have been useless to 
our savage foes; the rest, most likely, 
lying in full view of their miserable own 

er. On my hands and knees 1 forced my 
way silently through the thick underwood 
until within Id yards of the hostile circle. 
Thismovement had, of course, taken some 

time—for to break a twig or stir a leaf 
would have insured my destruction—and 
when I again parted the branches before 
me I found the two indians busily piling 
around their prisoner materials for a fire 
wherewith to roast him. 1 plainly saw 
that prompt action alone would save 
Marston. who was cursing the “blasted, 
sneaking, cowardly, red-skined heathen,'’ 
with every variety of oath known to the 
fraternity -and there are some strange 
ones. 

The three savages who looked on were 

sitting upon a log half buried in the mos- 

sy earth, and the idea struck me that, as 

my rifle threw a bullet with great force, 1 
could get at them at one shot, or at all 
events k ill one and perhaps severely wound 
the other two. I therefore crept silently 
hack and considerably further to the right, 
where much to my gratification I found 1 
could draw bead on their three heads in 
a line. 

I just got into my new position, and 
was pushing my ritle before me over a 

log w hich 1 intended making a rest, when 
i saw a new light spring up at the pile, 
and soon the lire formed a bright circle 
around my doomed friend. At the same 
time the most distant of the three savages 
arose, and in another moment would 
doubtless have joined the yelling fiends 
around the lire; but, with a quick glance 
along the barrel of my trusty ritle, 1 sent 
the bulletjforth on its errand of death. The 
two painted serpents on the log fell back- 
wards, and the other sprang into the air, 
with <i howl of pain. 'With a maniacal 
yell—strategically followed by Marston— 
1 rushed forward and leveled one of the 
two hideous imps dancing around the tire, 
who were taken too much by surprise to 
know whether the attack was made by 
one or a score. The other, with his 
wounded comrade, tied affrighted into the 
woods, while I scattered the burning pile 
and cut the bonds of my friend. Xo 
sooner was ho free than he bounded to the 
log behind which my two victims lay si- 
lent in death, and, seizing their rifles, 
dashed into the dark shadows of the for- 
est, shouting to me to follow him. In a 
few minutes we were far beyond the 
betraying light of the scattered lire, when 
suddenly stopping his swift though silent 
advance .Marston caught my arm, and he 
hurriedly told me to reload my ritle, at 
the same time testing the captured weap- 
ons, which he found already charged. 1 
was eager to get as great a distance from 
our enemies as possible, and so I told 
.Marston; but he soon convinced me that 
it w ould only bring on the destruction I 
would escape. “For,” said he, “if them 
ar redskins deskivers thet they aren’t 
being chased, they won’t run fur: and the 
chances arc that they’d rise our bar afore 
we’d been asleep an hour of our first biv- 
ouac.” 

In order to ascertain if the Indians had 
really left us, and if not “to wipe them 
out” as soon as possible, it was finally de- 
termined that I should return to the am- 
bush whence I had fired on them, and to 
watch the opposite side of the valley for 
their return, while my companion would 
creep silently around to the rear of the 
thicket opposite, wherein the savages had 
disappeared. At sunrise we were to meet 
at the old bluff, and compare notes. As 
soon as this arrangement had been agreed 
upon, Marston disappeared noiselessly 
into the darkness, and, falling on my 
hands and knees, I cautiously retraced my 
steps to the old camp, and having secure- 
ly hidden myself from any outside obser- 

vatiou in the thick cedars, peered through 
a tangled hush in my front for signs of 
life on the opposite bank. 

The lire had not yet died out, and the 
red light from the stream in front lighted 
up the opposite shore with a weird radi- 
ance, which, with my excited brain, kept 
me fully awake catching the huge shad- 
ows that chased each other along the 
margin of the sombre woods. The min- 
utes seemed hours to me, as 1 thus lay in 
wait, and as the night air curbed my 
bounding pulses 1 found myself wondering 
at the nonchalance with which I regarded 
my then present occupation and the still 
visible bodies of the slain slain, too, by 
my own hand! 

How long 1 lay there 1 had no means of 
knowing All 1 knew was that no wel- 
come beams of the wished-for sun yet 
tinted even the ileecy clouds high above 
in the starry sky, and that till then I 
must keep my wearisome watch.

breaking twig startled the stillness of the 
night, and tho next instant a loud whirr 
of a tomahawk sounded close to my ear. 

1 was on my feet in an instant; but 
before 1 could bring my ride to bear in 
the right direction 1 was seized in the 
arms of a powerful savage anil dashed to 
the earth, the t itle going off as 1 fell. We 
fell together, my antagonist uppermost, 
and I half stunned beneath. ! struggled 
with all my strength to throw him from 
me, but 1 might as well have tried to re- 
move a mountain. My right hand was a 

prisoner, caught by tin* sleeve of my 
hunting shirt, together with the bosom of 
that too unyielding garment. In our fall 
we had cleared the clump of faithless trees, 
which 1 believed had concealed me, and 
in his struggle to hold me down and to 
reach the weapon he had thrown at- my 
head we had gradually anproaehed the 
slope leading to the water: and just as 

his hand lutd. secured the handle of the 
hatchet and 1, closing my eyes, was ex- 

pecting the crushing blow, the crack of a

and 1 felt my arm freed from the vice-like 
grasp of my enemy. Opening my eyes, 
expecting my assailant to hill dead at m\ 

side, for I knew it must have been Mars- 
ton who tired, I saw to my horror that he 
was uninjured, but I saw also that he was 

startled by the discharge. Quick its 

thought I threw all my strength into one 

last despairing effort, and, all unprepared, 
the savage was soon struggling beside me 

on tho dewy sward. As we rolled swiftly 
down tin' slope, I seized my knife and I 
buried it to the hilt in his side again and 
again. Almost with his last expiring 
groan, however, he lifted me in his arms

tion ho found that life had not quite lied, 
j and, fanning the feeble spark, again 
| enkindled the expiring (lames. 

While Marston prepared breakfast, ho 
j related his adventures in the earlier por- 
| lion of the preceding day. lie discovered 
; the Indian encampment about three miles 
| from our own, and. while endeavoring to 
; spy out their numbers, had been tired 
upon and wounded by a prowler. Throw- 
ing himself on the savage, lie stunned him 
with a blow from tlie hut of his ride, and 
escaped to the camp. Here he had taken 
the precaution to deceive the Indians and 
to warn mo. with which the reader has 
already been made acquainted, lie was 

however speedily pursued by the whole 
hand of savages, and after a hard struggle 
captured. It was during this pursuit of 
Marston that I arrived at the camp, and 
my having taken the river course, and 
their entire, ignorance of even my exist- 
ence, was the reason of my being able to 
gain the Kluffunpreceived. The Indians 
proved to be Hlackfeet, and were no doubt 
on a plundering expedition, as their packs 
were filled with many articles which lie- 
long to whites alone. We of course ap- 
propriated their horses and traps, and, 
having unearthed our concealed peltries, 
set off for Fort George, where we arrived 
without further adventure. 

I have seen enough of a trapper's life, 
and though the laurels .Marston heaped 
on my brow caused a change of feeling on 

the part of his rough friends in my favor 
—so much so that they declared that I 
would, in time, undoubted!) become the 
terror to both “beaver and Injun,'’ I de- 
termined that the last Indian to fall by my 
hands had fallen and that in the future 1 
would confine myself to my legitimate 
weapon, the pen, and 1 have kept my 
word. 

From one of Marston’s trips he never 
returned, and tlie rough spirits around the 
old fort gave it as their opinion that my 
old friend’s prophecy regarding his death 
had proved true, or as they said in their 
peculiar vernacular, “The Masted red- 
skins had snuffed him out at last.”

Maine Miscellany. 
ANNUAL REPORT OK HIE RAILROAD COMMIS- 

SIONERS 

The twenty second annual report of the railroad 
commissioners of our state contains many good 
words for the various roads. They report all the 
railroads not only safe, but most of them greatly 
improved. On the main lines progress seems to 
have been the order of the day. The continued 
remarkable exemption from serious casualty or 
accident bears unmistakable evidence of the abil- 
ity aud efficient management of the officials tine 
new road (Old Orchard Beach) has been built dur 
ing the year, from the Old Orchard Beach depot on 
the line of the Boston A Maine road, to the Saco 
river, a distance of three miles. 

Of the improvements made during the year by 
each particular road, we -xtract the following 
comments: The total number of miles of railroad 
now operated iu Maine is 1,030.08. The New 
Brunswick Railway has changed ownership during 
the year and the company intends to change the 
gauge from 3A feet to the standard gauge of 1 feet 
S inches; fully repair the road and extend it to a 
connection with the Riviere du Loup railroad, and 
thus open a road to Quebec. The Atlantic A St. 
Lawrence railroad is constantly being improved, 
aud all the bridges, except the pile bridge at Port 
laud, are of iron The Bangor A Piscataquis rail 
road has made small additions to its rolling stock, 
and proposes to add more the coming season As 
the distance from its present terminus to Moose 
head Lake is only 13 miles, the commissioners 
hope to see the road completed to that point at an 

early day. 
The Boston A Maine has greatly improved its 

station in Portland, and proposes to continue the 
tilling of the pile bridges across the Scar bom 
marshes the coming season. The road bed of the 
Bucksport A Bangor railroad has been improved 
by baliastiug and widening, and the track has 
been aligned and surfaced. A project for the ex- 
tension of this load to Ellsworth and Bar Harbor 
is receiving considerable attention, and would add 
materially to the business of the road. The faulty 
construction of the European A North American 
railroad lias been considerably unproved. This 
road nas the advantage of being the only railroad 
communication between the East and the \\ est. 
and its usefulness must increase with the facilities 
it ofiers for transportation. The Knox A Lincoln 
railroad is constantly improving its bridges and 
construction. 

The Maine Central Railroad Company designs to 
put their road into the best possible condition t • 

secure the safe and rapid transit of passengers aud 
freight, and to fully provide for the constantly iu 
creasing traffic. The past season has taxed the 
resources of the road to the utmost The com 

missiouers pay a tribute to the company’s enter 
prise in fitting up Lake Maranocook for excursion?, 
and also state that *2,000 tons of steel rails and !•>.- 
B00 ties or sleepers have been laid upon the road. 
Twenty miles of track have been ballasted and 
raised, and two aud one-half miles of new side 
track built. The long pile bridge at Farmington, 
on the Leeds A Farmington branch, has been re 
built with ash piles aud hard pine stringers, caps 
and cross tics, making a very strong and durable 
structure. The Portland A Ogdensburg railroad 
has been well and safely managed, and the rolling 
stock is in good order A uew pile bridge, for an 
iee track, has been built at Portland and the 
freight track extended so as to connect with the 
Maine Central The Portland A Rochester rail- 
road has laid lity tons of new steel rails, besides a 

large amount of iron rails. A new freight shed 
has been built in Portland, and a two-story addi- 
tion made to the passenger station at the same 
place. The company has made quito extensive 
purchases of the Maine Central, at Portland, aud 
thus greatly increased the facilities of the com- 
pany for transacting its business. The Portland. 
Saco A Portsmouth railroad was the first hue 
built into, and the second built iu the state 
Quite extensive improvements have been made 
all along this line, during the year. The Rum 
ford Falls A B lcktiehl railroad, siuee passing into 
the*hands of tlie present company, has steadily 
gained the confidence of the people and increased 
it? business. 

Of the Sandy River railroad, the commissioners 
say It is to be regretted that in the first intro- 
duction of the narrow gauge railroad in this state, 
it could not have been done under more favorable 
circumstances than those that have controlled tiie 
location and construction of this road. It was an 

experiment to be tried, and should have had all 
the advantages of a proper location and construc- 
tion : but in tins respect it is an entire failure. 
The road seems to have been built without regard 
to alignment or grade, and the structures, bridges, 
Ac., were thrown together for a temporary pur- 
pose. without regard to adaptation or safety. Such 
a location as that upon which the road is built 
would not be approved by the commissioners, as 
it is altogether faulty and without precedents 
Idle commissioners remark further, and quite as 

severely, upon the way the work was carried on, 
but acknowledge that “the road rules smoothly 
and has been successfully worked, aud doubtless 
will prove a great convenience to the people along 
the line.’’ They do not want to be understood as 

considering the road unsafe, “as it is not, for the 
company have made marked improvements since 
they received it from the contractors." 

AN' KNVOrRAGING YIKSV OK MAINK MINING. 

Professor F L Bartlett, furnishes the New 
York Mining Keeord the following statement in 
regard to the condition of the mining iuteiest m 
Maine 

Notwithstanding the exceeding cold weather 
and deep snow in this part of the country, mining 
is being pushed with great vigor. Fully thirty 
live mines are in active operation in our Slate at 
the present writing. At least thirteeu of those 
are producing ore in paying quantities, yet none of 
them are over U00 feet deep. It is safe to assort 
that, for the depth, as much ore has been raised and 
as great improvement exhibited in these unties as 
in any other group in this country. Confidence has 
been restored, mills are being erected and mining 
machinery of large capacity is going into take the 
place of prospecting machinery : every indication 
now points to permanent work. Large blocks ui 
stocks in many of our mines arc being taken in 
New York and Boston. During the past ten da vs 

large stock transactions have been taking place, 
and the demand for Maine stocks is steady and in- 
creasing 

The Houldsboro* mine is producing a steady 
supply of splendid ore The new mill for concern 

tratiug works finely. The ore vein increases both 
in quantity and quality as the shaft goes down. 
This company is in first class condition financially, 
and there is no reason why it may not pay dm 
(lends at least by the 1st of July. 

The Cherrylield mine still continues to produce 
large quantities of ore as depth is attained ; tlie 
zinc rapidly disappears, and the prospect is fair to 
see it leave the vein for good, before JOO feet is 
reached. The ore now consists largely of galena, 
some of it assaying over ounces of silver per 
ton 

The usual activity prevails in Sullivan District 
The mill is now ready to run again, and large 
quantities of ore are piled up in readiness Drift 
mg and stoping are going on in both the Waukeag 
and Sullivan. Thousands of teet of ore ground are 
now exposed, and there is no reason why double 
the quantity of ore may not he supplied than can 
be treated by the Sullivan Mill. The Milton, 
Salem Sullivan, Portland Sullivan and Faueuil 
Hall mines are all in active operation. The Holden 
Circle mine is producing large quantities of tree 
gold ore. The company feel that they now have 
ore enough on baud and in sight to warrant them 
in erecting a stamp mill, consequently they will 
erect one in Portland. 

Business was never so brisk in Blue Hill district 
us now. Eight of'the mines are in active and full 
operation. Three different sets of smelters are go- 
ing up, namely: The Blue Hill, Twin Lead and 
Douglass. The Blue Hill mine is producing ore of 
a high grade and in large quantities. The building 
for the smelters is already going up aud the mate- 
rial for the furnace all on the ground. The Twin 
Lead mine is roasting ore preparatory to smelting. 
The Stewart mine has commenced operations 
again and nowemplo)S twenty men: they have 
plenty of good ore in s ght but the management 
are determined to put the shaft down to feet 
without delay : meanwhile ore will be extracted 
from the drifts for shipment. The Douglass mint 
is in full blast, several ore piles are roasting ami 
the furnaces are rapidly approaching completion 
Fully BO.OUO tons of good ore have already been 
extracted from the Blue Hill mine, ore that will 
average four or live per cent, aud yet no mine has 
a shaft over 1 Di) feet deep. The stocks in all these 
mines are in active demand, aud the outlook foi- 
ls,SI is extremely encouraging. I feel safe in pre- 
dicting for the Blue Hill mines a monthly output 
of 100 tons of bar copper by the lirst of next Octo- 
ber. A new copper discovery has been made a 

quarter of a mile south of Douglass mines that bids 
fair to rival anything hitherto worked at Blue 
Hill. Enough good copper ore is now in shaft in 
the Blue Hill mines to keep smelters running a 

long time. The future of this district as a copper 
producer is fully ensured. 

The Hampden mines are producing some good 
ores. The recent strike in the -J0<» level of the 
Hampden Con. has given greater confidence all 
around. The Dee.’ Isle silver mine is turning out 
large quantities of ore daily ; native silver is fre- 
quently encountered: thousands of tons of ore 
have been brought into sight in this mine. The 
zinc ore will bo shipped to England ; one cargo 
has already been forwarded Many new mines 
were discovered last fall in the town of Brooks 
ville: some three or four of these are being worked 
now. 

First class smelting anil reduction works are be- 
ing erected at Portland designed for a custom con- 

cern; all kinds of ores will be treated, including 
low grade copper ores by the wet process. Un- 
usual facilities are offered in Portland for such 
works Plenty of fluxes can be obtained from the 
pulp mills and iron works; it is the centre for 
numerous railroads and steam lines, and labor 
laud rent and taxes are low. It is just what is 
needed, since it will take ores from Nova Scotia, 
N'ew Brunswick, Canada, Vermont and New Hamp 
shire, as well as the State of Maine. The company 
have already secured large lots of ore for working" 
The works are to bo built on a plan similar to those 
of Swansea, Wales. 

On the whole, we consider the outlook fo»min- 
ing m this State to bo flattering for the now year, 
and before the close of 1881, we expect to make a 
creditable showing."

There is a little depraved streak in my composi- 

tion that would swap an opera ticket for a seat in 
a negro minstrel show any time, and my religious 
feelings always hankered for a chance to attend a 

negro meeting and an Irish wake. As yet the last 
two desires of my heart are unsatisfied, but 1 did 
have an opportunity to scoop in. free gratis, a con- 

cert by a party of very pronounced brunettcB, on 

my last evening at Charleston. On arriving at the 

depot, about a hall an hour before the train left, 
I found some seventy-live or a hundred darkies of 
all kinds of sexes, half of whom were going into 
No. Carolina to spend Christmas, and the balance 
of them friends, who had come to the ears to give 
them a send off. Tho Southern darkey is not a de- 

pressed individual by any means. When conver- 

sation lags, he cau always fill in tho spare time 

with laughter, singing and dancing, the dryness of 
the throat being occasionally moistened, with a 

yellowish brown fluid, which goes by the name of 
"suthin ; and is iudueted into the system by 
placing the nose of a bottle to the mouth, throw 

ing back tlie bead, giving a swallow, at the same 

time closing tho eyes, then throwing the bead for- 
ward again, till the bottle assumes a perpendicular 
position, when it is removed from the lips, corked 

up aud placed in the pocket of the invalid who 

owns it, who then draws about nine inches of bis 

coat sleeve across his lips, shoves bis hat a little 

further on the back of his head, and proceeds with 
bis part of the singing or dancing. 

On the rear platform of a ear stood a darkey with 
a banjo : one leg bolding the balance of power aud 

the other keeping time to the music. His mouth 

open, eyes shut, and head thrown back, totally

About an hour’s ride from the city, I took a 

Pullman sleeping ear. Now I am a good sleeper 
generally.

1 have hail occasion to mention the beef and 
meats down hero before, and i wish to allude to it 

again, in the matter of restaurants. The detini 
tion of a railroad restaurant, is a place where a 

hungry man pays seventy live cents for the privi- 
lege of starving. I got breakfast at Wilmington, 
N. t A piece of ebonized humanity leaned over 

my shoulder and said. Boss, we’s ham an' sausage, 
an' bacon, an' pigs feet, an’ hogs head cheese, an' 

pigs liver, an —" here 1 interrupted him by en 

([Hiring if he could not contrive to get me a piece 
of pork, in some form or another, 1 was not par- 
ticular what, only l did enjoy the llesh of the 
swine : and if lie could get me the square, or cube 
root of a likely pig. and have it tried in a little 

pork fat, and served with pork scraps to cat on it. 
1 thought that 1 should enjoy the meal. By in-

NEWS AND GOSSIP FltOM ALL OVER THE STATE. 

T. L SWAN. OF MINOT, A ITDITIVE FROM IFST1CE 

There is a great excitement in Minot at the rev- 

elations in regard to the swindling operations of 
the “Eastern Manufacturing Company." and the 
discovery that one of the prominent citizens of 
Minot and present representative of the Legisla 
ture, in short, no less a person than the Hon. 
Thomas B. Swan, who figured in the alleged 
bribery in the Fusion Legislature of last winter, 
was the head of the concern. The company sent 
thousands of circulars through the country offering 
to send a corn shelling machine or aseythe shar 
peuer on receipt of one dollar for packing, Wc. 
The bait took and a great many registered letters 
came through the post office, all of which were re 
ceived by Swan. 

The shelter consisted of a small piece of shoot 
iron worth about live cents, and the scythe shar- 
pener was simply a piece of sanded wood about six 
inches in length, of the same value. The scheme 
has been working about two months and the mat 
ter was put into the hands of oliicers by some of 
the victimized parties, and Monday, Jan. Blst, the 
deputy marshal arrested two parties—Charles York 
of Mechanic Falls, anil one Davis of Empire station, 
four miles from the Falls, for complicity in the 
scheme, and they were taken to Portland. These 
parties have been in the employ of Thomas B 
Swan in his nursery and pump manufactory, 
and it appeared in the preliminary examination 
before a justice that they were now in his employ 
and that Mr. ISwan was the manager and sole oner 
ator of the Eastern Manufacturing Company : that 
he received all the mail. York's wife tostilied on 
oath that Swan employed her to address a thousand 
circulars containing the company's circulars, and 
another party named Hall testified that he also 
addressed anolher thousand envelop! s. 

Jan. Blst, iSwan called for a letter which the 
postmaster refused to deliver, lie immediate]} 
suspected that something was wrong and left for 
parts unknown by the first train. Ctliceis are 
after him and there is little doubt but that he 
will he arrested ISwan has left a good many 
creditors behind, and it is rumored that he has 
embezzled the town's funds to some extent. He 
was town treasurer 

The house of the vast manufacturing interests 
represented by Mr ISwan, was located in the hack- 
room of Mr. iSwan's law office, upper story of the 
building, at Mechanic Falls. The factory is eight 
feet by ten in size, and the stock was composed of 
several thousand envelopes, and a small <ju;»ntit\ 
of emery size, on a piece of glass, for the tnauulac 
ture of the “Emery Mowing Machine." There was 
one old desk and a stove. 

L'harles \Y. York, is a mail about yuvrsoi age. 
married, with no other business. He and a Mr 
Enoch Davis, a man about in years ol age. mar 
ried. were Mr Swan’s associates. A warrant- was 
issued on a complaint tor conspiracy lo commit, 
an ollense against a law of liie l ulled States, 
against Swan. York and Davis. 

The law of the I nited States, which it is alleged 
these parties leave violated, is in substance as fol- 
lows It two or more persons conspire to commit 
an olfunse against the I’: ited States, and one or 
more of Mich parties do a .v act to ellect the object 

m the conspiracy, all the parties to such conspiracy 
shall he liable to a penally t f not more than >|u 
Mu or imprisonment ol not more than two years. 
I he law which it ■> alleged they conspired to vio 
late, contained in section A. ISO of the Revised 
Statutes, says : If an} person intending to devise 
any scheme to defraud. b\ opening a correspond 
encu or communication with any ore resident of 
the l nited Slates or not, by means of the post 
office, lie shall be punished by a line <»} >AtH) and 
imprisonment not more than eighteen months 

The officers say that tiiey are picpared to show 
the following circumstances as implicating Mr 
Swan j'hat when Swan came to Augusta to take 
bis scat in the legislature he gave the post master 
at Mechanic Falls express orders to retain all letters

Swan was there on Sunday and hired a team that 
night and drove to Lewiston where he took the 
lirst train west early Monday morning He went 
to the transfer station, not going into Portland 
and was last seen at Exeter. \ il The I S 
officers are using every effort to ascertain his 
whereabouts The evidence against him is actum 
uiati: Hour by hour, showing that it is a greater fraud tnan it was lirst supposed to he. Defraud, d 
parties through New England are writing indignant letters to the Dost office Department at Washing ton and sending the goods they rece from Mr 
Swan to \\ H. Bigelow. 

Swan also dealt in bogus jewelry Th Kenne- 
bec .Journal of Monday says Swan’s jt-welrv has 
began :o arrive in \ugusta The American Ex 
press (Jo. delivered a box to his address at theC«>uy House. Saturday, from Chicago parties The box 
containing Hit* jewelry had been broken in its 
transit, and glimpses of the glittering contents 
could be had. The fusion member from Mechanic

Augusta, and spend his time not occupied in law 
making in the pleasant and profitable occupation of selling cheap jewelry to factory girls There is positive evidence that the absconding Swan was in Toledo. Ohio, as late as Fridav last, 
and from that city sent a package by mail bearing 
no date, to a relative at Mechanic Falls The 
package contained a statement of his affairs by 
which it appears that his business with the town 
is all right.

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President Garfield's Cabinet and Policy. 

Cabinet speculations are now in order, 
and will continue to be until such time 
as President-elect Garfield may see tit 
to announce his constitutional advisers. 
Meanwhile Gen. Gartield keeps his own 

counsel, as do his friends. Pnlcss, as has 
been suggested, the Cabinet slate is not 

yet made up, the secret has been closely 
kept, and the newspapers completely bat- 
tled. The New York Herald, however, 
gives unusual prominence to a dispatch 
from Cincinnati concerning the Cabinet 
and policy of President Garfield, which 
is at least plausible, and may have been 
“inspired.” We are told, in the lirst 

place, that “Gen. Garfield will not be 
bullied into appointing anyone to a Cab- 
inet place, lie will make his own Cabi- 

net, and he will call about him as bis 
constitutional advisers men of ability and 

character,men who will heartily and faith- 

fully co-operate with him in the policy 
which he proposes for his administra- 
tion." lie will endeavor to make his se- 

lections so as to promote harmony and 

give satisfaction to the party, and where 
conciliation is possible with self respect 
he will conciliate. Hut he will not give 
himself into the hands of a clique or fac- 
tion and cause general dissatisfaction for 
the sake of pleasing some two or three 
over-ambitious men. These are set forth 
as the principles on which Gen. Garfield 
will form his Cabinet, and they are fully 
in accord with public expectation. Any 
other course would be a surprise and a 

disappointment. 
As to the Cabinet, it is regarded as 

settled that Senator ltlaine will be Secre- 

tary of State. New York wants the 

Treasury, but a Western man will suc- 

ceed Secretary Sherman, probably Wil- 
liam li. Allison of Iowa; and the Herald 

correspondent says further that New 
York will not be given a Cabinet position. 
This, it is said, will be satisfactory to 

Senator Conkling and it will solve the 

problem how to avoid favoring one fac- 
tion tit the expense of the other. For Sec- 

retary of the Interior, Francis A. W alker 
of Connecticut, the present Superintend- 
ent of the Census, and Superintendent of 
Indian A Hairs under President Grant. 
Robert Lincoln, the son of President 
Lincoln, is to have a place probably the 

Attorney Generalship, lie is an able 

lawyer and a zealous Republican, and his 

appointment would be very gratifying to 

Gen. Grant and to Senator Logan as well 
as to many Republicans throughout the 

country. There will probably be no 

Southern man in the Cabinet, and “to- 
ward the South General Garfield means 

to carry out a conciliatory but firm poli- 
cy, one which shall give no honorable 
Southern man just cause of complaint, 
but which will insist on the recognition 
of equal political rights everywhere. The 
whites must recognize the constitutional 
fact that the blacks are citizens and that 
the rights of no class of citizens can be 
attacked without injury and danger to 
all.” For the rest, Gen. Garfield will 
favor a revision of the tariff in the inter- 
est of home industry, and the internal im- 
provements needed to perfect and en- 

large the system of cheap internal com- 

munication and to facilitate home com- 

merce. On the free ship question, Sen- 
ator Blaine, in his reply to Senator Reck 
the other day, is said to have outlined the 
policy of the new administration. rl he 
Cabinet is not complete, in this slate; 
but the policy of the new administration 
is certainly complete, and could hardly 
be improved upon, promising as it does a 

solid prosperity for the country and for 
all parts of it. 

W e used to hear a good deal some 

years ago of one John Allen, “the wick- 
edest man in New York.” Now a Mrs. 
Allen, who may fairly be called the wick- 
edest woman in the world, is locked up in 
a Long Island, N. Y., jail. She is of re- 

spectable parentage, well educated, does 
not drink or use drugs; is not a thief; 
and yet has proven to be a fiend incar- 
nate. Her tongue is a deadly weapon. 
She talked her husband out of several 
situations and finally talked him into his 
grave. When, as on several occasions, 
she has been locked up, she has made life 
a burden to those about her, and when 
on trial the other day she nearly talked 
judge, jury and spectators blind.

The Gloucester Fisheries. 

The Gloucester fishing lleet for 1880 numbered 
Ml vessels, of which 331 belonged to this port, 02 
io other New England ports and 15 to the British 
Provinces ; 107 vessels were employed exclusively 
in the deorges fishery and 50 others followed this 
branch a part of the season, the 103 vessels mak 
ing 1430 trips and catching 27,511,000 pounds cod- 
fish and 1.125.150 pounds halibut; 133 vessels 
were at some time during the year engaged m the 
Grand and Wes'em Bank fishery, of which num- 

ber 00 confined their operations entirely to this 
branch. The number of Bank trips was 510, ami 
the receipts, 20.247.000 lbs codfish, and 7,040,000 
lbs halibut, a gain over the previcusyear of about 
seven miiiiuu pounds Bank codfish, and a decrease 
of about four million pounds halibut. One hun- 
dred and seveuty-tive vessels engaged in the muck 
ere! fishery. 00 engaging iu no other fishery. Catch 
< s'limited at 120.020 bids The shore codtishiug 
lied numbered 50 vessels, of which about one-half 
engaged also in other branches The number of 
shore tares received was 00 and the product 1,72!,- 
ooo pounds, about one half the shore catch of 1870 
The herring fisheries employed vessels a part of 
tin* year, whose catch was about 30,000 barrels, or 
doubh the receipts of the previous year. There 
were also half a dozen vessels employed in squid- 
ing. one m the Greenland halibut fishery, and 
quite ;t lh-et in market fishing, whose catches are 
i.«»t included in the above figures.

stronger liquors The diflieulty is that an appe- 
tite for the small amount of alcohol in lager beer 
ordinarily soon demands stronger liquors. The 
experience of Great Britain has been that ale has 
debauched the nation. In this country, wherever 
ale aud beer are most used, there is also the largest 
consumption of whiskey. A recent number of 
the Brewers’ Organ stated that 13.374.01)0 barrels, 
or 414.000.0(H) gallons of malt liquors were con- 
sumed in this country last year—twice as much as 
ton years ago—at a cost to the consumers of $370,- 
000,000.
