The birch or hackmatack can be grown 
quicker than any other of our native, and 
grows thriftily on the thinnest, poorest 
aud coldest land, and is valuable for both 
fuel and timber. When land comes into

WOMAN'S Yotk FOR TK.M 1'K1MN< li 

The wisdom of the Woman's Christian 
Temperance l nion in lea\ ing each State 
free to take up its own lines of work, is 
abundantly justified by the news from Ar- 
kansas. 

Last winter the Legislature endorsed 
the “Home Protection" idea by passing a 
law that before any saloon-keeper could 
open his shop he must obtain the signa- 
tures of a majority of the women as well 
as the men of legal age. This is nothing 
more or less than “the ballot by signa- 
ture,” and the results in that frontier 
state justify all the hopes of the temper- 
ance women. 

There is a general closing of the sa- 

loons; a wail going up from the dealers 
in intoxicating drinks, and such enthusi- 
asm as was never before known in that 
State. The movement is full of genuine 
religious power, and the secular press de- 
scribe it as the most hopeful period in 
the history of tile State, [i 'hieago Kven 
ing Journal. 

THE rUOPOSEl) COMMISSION. 

The license men have protested against 
the commission on the liquor traffic and 
have had a representation before the con- 

gressional committee. The hill, however, 
has been reported. Hie arguments nth-r- 
ed by the license men are that a liquor 
commission will bring up the question of 
national prohibition. It was argued be- 
fore the committee that Maine has more 

liquor licenses (apothecary) by 100 per 
cent, than four years ago and that prohib- 
ition does not prohibit. The strange 
thing about all this opposition to a liquor 
commission is that, like prohibition, it is 
most vigorously resisted by those who 
have liquor to sell. What harm will there 
be in finding out what a blessing the li- 
censed sale of liquor is to all the free li- 
quor states, and then allowing Maine, 
Vermont and Kansas to stand up for in- 
spection ? A dispassionate investigation 
of a traffic which involves so much pov- : 

ertv, misery and crime, would be likely 
to bring out facts which would militate j 
against the wrong policy. Is license i 
afraid of being investigated We are 

quite sure prohibition is willing to have j 
the light turned on. I Lewiston Journal, i

attention in the South every year. One 
of the first bills introduced in the Mis- 
sissippi Legislature last week was a most 
stringent prohibitory law. [Philadelphia 
Press. 

Governor St. John, of Kansas, who was 

honored recently in Philadelphia by a 

reception at which Bishop Simpson elo- 
quently complimented him, is probably 
the strongest worker for prohibition who 
lives west of the Mississippi. The Gov- 
ernor strongly resembles General McClel- 
lan in personal appearance. 

Bishop Wigger, of Newark, Delaware, 
has announced that the rule of the late 
Archbishop Bailey, denying Christian 
burial to incorrigible drunkards in that 
diocese, will hereafter be enforced, and 
will be applied to persons who sell liquor 
to drunkards and contrary to the laws of 
the State. 

Whatever the prohibition law lacks to 
make it effective, will be promptly liuish-. 
ed when the Legislature get another 
whack at the question. Therefore, those 
who are disobeying the law, had better 
prepare to engage in some other business. 
Prohibition will be made to prohibit in 
Kansas; you don’t want to make any mis- 
take about that. [Topeka, Kansas, Cap- 
ital. 

Prohibition in Kansas. 

At a meeting in New York on Saturday 
evening, Gov. St. John, of Kansas, speak- 
ing of the prohibitory law in that State, 
said : 

Prohibition in three-fourths of the State 
is as absolute and as strictly obeyed as 

any other law against crime. In the 
larger cities, Leavenworth, Topeka and 
Atchiuson, the law has been trampled 
underfoot. But I believe that when the 
next legislature meets there will be shown 
to be a power in young Kansas that shall 
cause the law to be respected. It was 
said by our enemies that prohibition would 
decrease the value of property. The 
valuation of property in the State in 1881 
under prohibition rule was $10,343,000 
more than in 1880, when the State was 

full of liquor saloons. It was said by the 
liquor dealers that prohibition would in- 
jure the interests of railways. The man- 

ager of one of our railway s told me recent- 
ly that its valuation had increased from 
eight and a h; If millions in 1880, to twelve 
and a half millions in 1881. 1 think every 
railway would like to be similarly injured. 
I might mention a hundred towns where 
not a drop of liquor is sold or drank. 
Kansas was never more prosperous. 
There is no question about the successful 
result of prohibition. 

Three men aro talked of for the bench of the 
United States Supreme Court as successor of J udgo 
Hunt. These are Secretary Folgor, who is said 
to have intimated that he does not want the 
place, Judge Blatehford, of the United States Cir- 
cuit Court, and Senator Edmunds, of Vermont. 
Either of the throe are qualified for the position.

A paper upon the best vmieties of apples for the 
market was read by \V P. Atherton, of Hallowell, 
in which were discussed 'lie merits of the red as 
tradian, early harvest, primate teiofsky for sum 
mer use Moses Wood, gravenstein, Winthrop 
greening, fameuse, Ac, for autumn use The 
Baldwin, Rhode Island greening. Northern Spy, 
Bell Klower, Ac tor winter use—placing them 
for value much in Hie order as above. The dis 
cession following this paper was quite animated, 
the Red Astraehau seemingly being the favorite 
early apple. 

qmite a lively discussion arose upon tho merits 
of the Baldwin" it was charged that this tree was 
not profitable upon clayey soil, and was liable to 
die during the winter. Ottie rs claimed they had no 
such experience with it, and distinetii n w’as made 
in the value of a Baldwin tree when budded at the 
ground, aud when grafted, the former practice be 
ing the cause of many failures.

Senator Hale’s Tribute to Genera! Burn- 
side. 

Un the formal announcement of the 
death of General Burnside in the Senate, 
Mr. Hale of Maine spoke briefly, as fol- 
lows : 

Since General Burnside came into the 
Senate, it has been my good fortune tit 
know him well and to see much of him, 
and 1 desire to say a few words in token 
of the regard which I felt for him living, 
and the tender memory which I bear for 
him now that he is gone. 

That memory recalls him as a man who, 
out of years of activity and sometimes of 
aw ltd conflict, brought a nature of exceed- 
ing purity and sweetness. 

His education was a military one. In i 
his youth he took part in the war of con- 

quest which the Republic waged against 
Mexico. His active participation in our 
hist and greatest of wars is a [tart of the 
history of the country, lie was brought 
face to face with suffering and pain ami 
death, and must have learned to look 
upon these as every-day incidents. He 
beheld, as a near spectator, the most tre- 
mendous European conflietof the country, ! 
But war never roughened nor hardened \ 
him. 

Some of us who never knew him until 
the long ease which peace brings after war 
had set in found him intrepid and fearless, 
it is true, as Banyan’s Great-heart, but 
magnanimous, gentle, and tender as the 
blameless king at the head of the Round 
'fable. Nor did changed fortune or hard 
fate have power to warp his spirit. 

In the great war of the rebellion hecom- 
manded our first happy and successful 
expedition, and later his name was as- 
sociated with an army corps whose for- 
tunes he led, sometimes to the hights of 
victory, somtimes into the sad valleys of 
defeat. His command of our great army 
was not fortunate, and the fact that 
it was not fortunate, and the fact that 
it was imposed on him with no willing 
consent on Ins part, and that events com- 

pelled him to lay it down after a great- 
disaster, might have embittered a less 
generous nature. In General Burnside’s 
heart no room was ever found for bitter- 
ness, or jealousy, or envy. “An unex- 
hausted kindness glowed like daily sun- 
rise there.” 

Side by side with this softer part of 
character his “strength of spirit” always 
asserted itself, and made him the most 
manly and fearless of man. Time and 
again I have seen him endure a test more 
to be dreaded by a sensitive nature 
than the facing of aimed men or the fire 
of converging batteries, the standing 
alone and maintaining the cause of an ab- 
sent and unpopular friend when clamorous 
voices told him too plainly how absolute- 
ly he was alone. On such a field Gen- 
eral Burnside would not even drawoff in- 
to the refuge of silence. 

lie was a friend worth having; and it 
will be long before men will cease to sigh 
or women to weep because they “go their 
ways w ithout him.” 

Senator Edmund’s bill for the suppres- 
sion of Mormon polygamy and immorality 
goes to the root of the matter. Hitherto 
the difficulty of proving the bigamous 
marriages, which are such a salient fea- 
ture of Mormonism, by legal evidence 
has made it practically impossible to sus- 
tain an indictment, and even when suffi- 
cient proof has been forthcoming, no jury 
promiscuously empanelled in Salt Lake 
City could be trusted to bring in a ver- 
dict according to the law and the evi- 
dence. Mr. Edmunds proposes to remove 
these obstacles by making the reputation 
of plural marriage and the fact of plural 
cohabitation presumptive proof of biga- 
my, thereby imposing upon the person 
indicted the burden of disproving the 
charge against him. Should this hill be- 
come a law, the vigorous execution of its 
provisions would deal Mormonism a death 
blow. 

It i.s noticeable that most free traders 
deal with the tariff question as one of 
practical statesmanship.

NUMBER SIX. 

EPISODES IN CAMP. 
Oiir camping ground was a small pine knoll at 

“Stoneman’s Switch," near Falmouth, Va.,aud hut 
a few miles from the City of Fredericksburg, where 
Hie great battle was fought. Here our regiment 
passed its first winter in Virginia. The tents of our 

company were built on both sides of our company 
street. The walls were of logs, some three feet 
high, and the sharp roofs were covered with thick 
cotton cloth. They were each about eight feet 
square, tmd usually contained four men. Each tent 
had a small fire-place made of sods cut from Vir 
ginia soil, and in these little tents through the cold, 
chilling storms of that long winter, our regiment 
tumid hut poor protection. Wood was so scarce 
that it had to lie carried a long distance, and then it 
was of tlie poorest quality. Our regiment suffered 
severely from exposure and sickness, and the. little 
grave-yard on the hlli-slde contains the ashes of 
some of the bravest of our men who yielded to 
sickness and death through the long, cheerless 
weeks of that first winter in Virginia. A few of us 
visited this old cavnp ground after the close of the 
warns we marched from Richmond to Washington 
in 1851! The tents were destroyed, the streets were 
overgrown with weeds, the parade ground covered 
with grass. The only places that remained in any 
degree in their natural condition were the little 
sacred mounds containing the ashes of our com- 
rades. The soil of Virginia contains that which is 
more precious to our nation than all the gold and 
silver of its mines—the priceless ashes of our noble 
dead. 

CONVALESCENT. 
It was a fortunate tiling for me when I arrived at 

tlie regiment sick to beam-rounded by kind friends, 
caeh of whom helped me to get well. My tent mates 
did ail they could to make me comfortable, and also 
to prepare food that would tempt my appetite, it 
F amusing to think of the ordinary and extraordi- 
nnry dishes iiiat were served upon our table, and 
tlie various forms in which hard tack made ils ap- 
pearance. I will enumerate a few of the forms iiiat 
I remember—First, In its natural condition those 
dry, juiceless, flinty sheets or cakes that every sol- 
dier will so distinctly remember; second, broken 
In small pieces, soaked in cold water, fried in pork 
fat an-l served hot, known as "Burnside Mew;" 
third, pounded fine, mixed in water, baked in thin 
cakes, called "Washiugtuu pies;" fourth, burned 
to a crisp, boiled in water, to lie eaten witli a spoon, 
this was called "Rotnniac chowder." if any bnv 
in the company found, any delicacy in his foraging 
expeditions, lie usually shared it with me. Tliecap 
tain's cook made me a daily visit, and generally left 
a small package with me, tin- contents of which 
would inform me what tlie idlieer's hill of fare had 
been for that day. All tlii- with a naturally elastic 
constitution, soon put in.1 upon my feet, and in a few 
weeks I was as well as ever.

One of the greatest frauds perpetrate*! upon tne 

government was in a certain class of men who were 

commissioned as trgeons in the army—those who 
knew lmt little of medical science, and evidently 
cared a great deal less than they knew. While in 
camp there is usually at nine o’cl >ck a bugle call, 
known as tin; “sick call"—or, as the hoys used to 
render it, “Come and get your quinine." Then all 
tlie sick in the regiment who were able could 
march t*> the surgeon’s tent, and receive such medi- 
cal treatment as they might need, while those who 
were unable to go would be visited in their tents by 
the surgeon or an assistant surgeon. One of the lat- 
ter class came tinder our observation, and it was 

very amusing to follow him in his daily visitation 
of the sick. I do not think that any person in his 
regiment ever had any possible conception is to 
low lie came bv his commission; but lie had one 
and retained it until lie was dismissed from the ser- 
vice. Let us follow him in a series of his morning 
call-. A large, robust man, but he moves with 
that peculiar languor of one who lias been tired 
from his birth. The boy,-, have whispered that he is 
terribl\ aftected with an insect known a> “pcdiculu- 
1 hmnanus; capitis,” and that a lack of energy upon 
his part has enabled them to firmly entrench tlcm 
Solves upon Lis person. He enters tent number one. 
" e listen—the following dialogue ensues The mod 
leal man gives his back a vigorous scratch and ask- 
the patient, “H hat ails you Patient answer-;, V 
severe cold. Surgeon, “Let me see vour t ngue." 
This member is duly displayed. The surgeon 
counts a small handfui of pills from a tin box. with 
the instructions, “'rake one each two hour-." Pa- 
tient number two is reached. Another scratch, 
“"hat ails you, -dr?" -A very severe attack of 
rheumatism, sir. 1 “Let me see vour tongue." 
Another handful of pills. “Take one each two 
hours." Patient number three is ae<o>t-*d with, 
“" hat ail- you, sir.''" accompanied by a more vig- 
orous scratch. Patient replies, “Am just recover- 

ing from tvphoid fever.” “Let me see your tongue." 
“line of these pills each tww hours," ami thus hr 
passes on, until lie has visited half a hundred mer., 
made many ineffectual attempts to dislodg.-the tor- 
mentors from his hack, prescribed for a score of 
diseases, furnished remedies from the same box of 
pills, and decided each patient’s condition by a ex- 

amination of his tongue. Fortunately for both the 
parties and the government the pills were never 

taken, and consequently many of the men recovered. 
I*K\\VIN<; RATIONS 

i> <>ne of th«* mo-t interesting rveiits in the soldiers’ 
life. Rations are usually drawn (Micein three da\ 
“Company II fall in for rations,” shouts the Ser- 
geant who standout the head of the company street, 
and out from twenty terns tumble nnm for rations. 
Haversacks, tin cups, and cloth hag* are carried to 
receive the treasure—nine cakes of hard tack a daw 
twenty-seven cakes for three days’ rations, arc 

counted out for each man. Throe spoonfuls of su- 

gar and coffee are dipped out to each man fur each 
day’s rations, and a small piece of meat. Wonder 
ful rations, and most wonderful times we used to 

have in eating them. Many laughable incidents 
would occur. Oueman in our company was always 
eating hard bread; at all times and under all dr 
cumstances he was grinding tin1 dry hard cakes. 
He carried it in his pockets, on drill, guard mount 
ing, dress parade, inspection, and review, crunch, 
crunch would go those tireless jaws upon the fliutv 
sub lance. The Captain grew nervous listening to 
the endless grinding of the bread, and at last be- 
came quite vie operate, and one day when the grind- 
ing was unusiiaily brisk he cried out savagely: 
“Keegan, why on earth are you always crunching 
hard bread?” And Keegan, with much innocence, 
replied: “It is the juice, Captain; I am very fond 
of the juice.’’ At another time an English recruit 
who was in our company, found a few green apples 
very early in the season and hastily stewed them 
for sauce. Just as the dish containing the sauce 
w is removed from the lire, the order was given to 
fall in for inspection. In his haste he upset his 
dish of sauce upon his uniform and equipments. 
The regiment was quickly in line. The division in 
spector accompanied by the Colonel and staff ofli- 
cers, came to our company. Each man presented 
his rifle for inspection as they passed along the line. 
The officer took the gun this man presented, but to 
his surprise and horror, his gloves of immaculate 
whiteness were covered with a soft, sticky sub- 
stance. He looked at them a moment in disgust, 
and with an oath demanded of the man—“What is 
that?” and the culprit with a peculiar brogue an- 

swered: “It is nothing but green apple sass, .sir.” 
For once military authority and decorum was pow- 
erless.

was always a scene of unmixed joy and disappoint, 
ment. Perhaps if on the march no mail has been 
received for weeks; we hear the brigade bugle, 
that old, familiar call: “Dan, Dan, Butterfield, But 
terfieldWe listen in suspense; clear and shrill 
comes the bugle notes upon the air—“Come and get 
your mail,” “Come and get your mail.” It arrives 
at the regimental head-quarters, and is quickly dis- 
tributed among the companies. The Orderly Ser 
geant stands in the street and cries out “Fall in 
for your mail.” The men need no second call; ea- 
gerly they watch and listen; name after name is 
called, until every letter has been delivered—unless 
it is just after the battle, and as names are called 
some, one answers dead, dead. Some are joyous 
over me. sages from home; others are disappointed, 
while a few turn sadly away, as they think they 
have no friends from whom come these priceless 
messages of love. 

RETKinrT/ON. 
In our company was a young man who occupied 

the position of a sergeant—a brave, quiet, gentle- 
manly man. He had left a good situation to tight 
for the old Hag. He was always at his post, and 
was one of the best soldiers in the regiment. While 
we were in camp at Stonernan’.j Switch this ser- 

geant was sick for a few weeks and was excused 
from all duty. While in this condition the regiment 
was from camp for several days, and none but the 

j sick were left behind. Our Quarter-master was a 

| large, rough, overbearing man, and most cordially 
| despised by every man in the company. While the 

regiment was from camp the Quarter-master came 
to our company street, and seeing this sergeant 
standing at his tent door ordered him to get an axe 

and go up to the Quarter-master's tent and cut him 
some wood. The sergeant informed him that he 
was sick and not even able to walk so far; but with 
bitter abuse he ordered him to obey. The sergeant 

replied that he was sick, and excused from all duty, 
and was also an non-commissioned officer, and not 

supposed to do such work. At this point the Quar- 
ter-master knocked him down with brutal force, and 
kicked his prostrate form, and then returned to his 

tent. A few day* after this the regiment returned 
to camp. The Quarter-master reported that the 

sergeant had refused to obey his orders, and the 
latter, without a hearing, was reduced to the ranks. 
The weeks passed away. The young man felt his 

disgrace most keenly. Ills kind nature was stung 
to the quick by the injustice that had been done him. 

He never murmured, but manfully discharged the 
duties of a private, and never spoke of the matter 

except when the boys would give him their sympa- 
thy for his encouragement; but every one in the 

company knew the pent up anguish of his heart. 

Gettysburg was reached. "Little Round Top" 
shook in the roar of conflict. Ever at the front, 
this man was among the first to fall. When the first 
lull in the battle came, his comrades stooped over 

him. The life blood was gushing from a fatal 
wound. He was dying. His thin, blue lips curled 
in scornful derision, and he muttered, "They re- 

duced me to the ranks, but I will show them I am 

not afraid to die.” Col. Chamberlain was sent for. 
That gallant officer came and knelt by his side. "I 

was disgraced,” hoarsely whispered the dying hero. 
"You are now exonerated and promoted to a ser 

geancy,” exclaimed the chivalrous officer. A sweet 
smile played upon the wan features, a look of satis- 
faction came to tin; hungry eyes, and he was dead. 
In the national cemetery at Gettysburg is a little 
mound, marked Sergeant George H. Buck, Co. II, 
20th Maine volunteers. The quarter-master return- 

ed to Maine at the close of the war. A few years 
later telegrams were flying over the state with the 

intelligence that there had been an attempted rob- 

bery of the Lhm- Rock Bank at Rockland, that the 

burglars had been arrested, and that among them 
was a prominent business man of that place. As 

the members of om old regiment read his name 

they saw it was the ex-quarter master of whom I 

have been writing. He was tried, found guilty, 
and sentenced to serve a term of years in the State 

prison. A 1 saw him in the labor gang at Thomas 

ton, dressed iti his convict’s garb, I could not help 
thinking of the little affair at stoneman’s Switch, 
and of Sergeant Buck’s honored grave at Gettys- 
burg. AN Old Private. 

We are glad to know that the Ossipee 
Valley News firmly believes in the prin- 
ciple of prohibition, and ve agree with it 
and with the Lewiston Journal and many 
other papers, that “a temperance revival 
is what is wanted every where.1' We 
have done what we could to promote such 
a revival. So far as taking the temper- 
ance question out of politics is concerned 
we are willing to labor with the News to 
that end if it will show how it is to he 
done and what is to be gained thereby. 
But while Democrats refuse to obey or 

enforce the prohibitory laws because they

Between Governor St. .John and ex Governor 
Robinson the public hardly knows what to believe 
about the working of the prohibitory law in Kan 
sas. Bach makes positive statements ot his own, 
disputes those of the other, and offers figures m 

evidence. Oue thing, however, is certain. If all 
citizens who believe iu temperance, in Kansas or 

anywhere else, would overlook all minor differ 
ences of opinion on the subject, and would unite 

heartily and persistently in insisting upon the 
faithful enforcement of the existing statutes, 
whether t.iesehave been enacted in the special in- 
terest of prohibition or of license, there would bo 
a practical result reached which has not been at 
tained yet very often, if ever There always has 
been a great deal too much talk about temperance, 
especially talk which is unfriendly criticism of 
fellow temperance workers. Firing upon each 
other never yet helped any regiments iu one army 
to beat their common enemy.

HIS LEC'TI hi:, HIS l’OEMS AM) IIIMSELF. 

About tbe time that the London world went 
into raptures over the face, figure and toilets of 
Mrs, Langtry, since known us “the Jersey 
Lily" and as a professional beauty, Oscar Wilde 
came into notice. At first he shone in the bor- 
rowed light of .Mrs. Langtry's beauty, and was 

ever posing at her feet, with a lily in his hand. 
He wore his hair long, and an expression which 
indicated that hi> soul was harrowed by feelings 
too intense for utterance—or that he had par- 
taken of green apples, lie affected strange 
garbs, eccentric speech, anil published a volume 
of poems. Soon he attracted as much attention 
from the public, in society, and occupied as 

much space in the newspapers, as the famous 

beauty. He became, in fact, the founder of a 

new school, known as the aesthetes. Their 
mission, a- (l-enr has expressed it. is to promote 
the beautiful: but their ideas of beauty flitter 
w idely from those of most people, if we may 
judge from the costumes, etc. of the asthetes 
themselves.

A Proposed Bankruptcy Law. 

The matter of a national bnukrulptey 
law is now before Congress, as it has been 
nearly every session since the repeal of 
the act of lkii7. Many measures have 
been submitted, but none have proved 
satisfactory. The latest presented is by 
Mr. Townsend of Ohio, who claims for 
his bill these advantages: First, the 
expense of registers is dispensed with; 
second, the history of the proceedings is 
kept at one place instead of two, which 
were often widely separated geographical- 
ly : third, the responsibility for the faith- 
ful and prompt settlements of estates is 
concentrated, and the whole matter is 
luoreeil'ectually within the knowledge and 
under the control of the Judge; fourth, 
the expense attendant upon the calling 
and holding of creditors’ meetings is 
avoided, also the wrangling among cred- 
itors as to who shall be assignee ; fifth, 
tiie whole act as compared with that of 
lNi7, is reduced in volume nearly one half, 
without impairing its efliciency, and its 
language is simplified and easy of Com- 
prehension ; sixth, as the responsibility of 
the appointment of a receiver is with 
the judge, who is impartial, the receiver 
will not be a partisan of any creditor or 
faction of creditors; seventh, undei) the 
operations of this law bankrupt estates 
can generally be liquidated and finally 
closed up within the period of six or 

twelve months; eighth, the exercise of a 

large discretion is lodged with the judge, 
who, with the receiver is responsible for 
carrying out the minor details, and the 
costs and expenses will not be much 
greater than an ordinary case of assign- 
ment; ninth, the law does not encourage, 
and as far as possible guards aga nst, 
dishonest and fraudulent failures, while 
at the same time it puts it in the powW of 
an honest man, who has been unfortunate 
in business, to avail himself of its pro- 
visions and obtain a discharge by sur- 

rendering to his creditors all his assets. 
A lull that can accomplish all these 

things is as near a perfect piece of leg- 
islation as can be hoped for. [Portland 
Press.

The Washington Post has published 
the following interview with ex-Secretary 
Blaine upon the .subject of the recently 
printed diplomatic correspondence relat- 

ing to Chili and Peru. Concerning the 

published statement that the instructions 
to Mr. Trescot had been drafted and com- 

mitted to Mr. Trescot without the knowl- 

edge of the President, Mr. Blaine said: 
“That statement has absolutely no foun- 
dation in truth. The instructions were 

not only gone over at length with the 

President, but, when written, were twice 
read to him for criticism and change. 1 
have the original draft in my possession, 
with the modifications desired by the 
President clearly noted." Referring to 
the change of policy inaugurated by Sec- 

retary Frelinghuysen, Mr. Blaine says: 
“It is the undoubted right of the Presi- 
dent, as it is of a private citizen, to change 
his mind. I have seen no reason to 

change my mind as to the wisdom of the 
course marked out. Time, reflection and 
the development of events have all the 
more strongly confirmed me. and 1 fear 
that one result of the change will be the 
utter destruction of the commercial in- 
terests of the United States on the south 
Pacific coast.' I see," said the report- 
er, that some papers accuse you of an in- 
tention or desire to annex Peru to the 
United States." At this suggestion Mr. 
Blaine showed some impatience. •■Why." 
said he, “you might as well think of an- 

nexing Terra del Fuego or the island of 
Juan Fernandez. My dispatches on the 
Isthmus canal question disclaimed for the 
United States any desire for territorial 
acquisition in Mexico or Centra! America. 
It never occurred to me that annexation 
of South American territory called for a 

disclaimer." Upon being asked whether 
any attempt was made by the United 
States government to push the claims of 
private citizens against Peru. Mr. Blaine 
saki. “On the contrary, that was care- 

fully and rigidly avoided Referring to 
the Landrail claims, Mr. Blaine said. 
“John 0. Landrail is living, is a citizen 
of the United States with a legal resi- 
dence in Louisiana, and s now and has 
been for several years past American 
consul at Santiago de Cuba, to which 
post he was appointed by Ben Brant.” 
Again referring to the change of policy 
toward Chili, lie continued: “There 
seems no possible need of Mr. Trescot 
being in Chili, if he is simply there to be 
the helpless witness of the 

ri'TEK SPOLIATION OK PEEK. 

That could have taken place without the 
presence of a special envo> of the Cnited 
States, who, forbidden to protest, actual- 
ly appears as aiding and abetting the 
spoliation. What 1 mean by spoliation 
appears plainly enough from Mr. l'reseot's 
original dispatch, gpbiished in Saturday 
morning's papers, lie says Chili demands 
the absolute cession of the entire provir.ee 
of Tarapaca, and. beside that, sgo.ooo.- 
ooo m money, payable in Id years, during 
which time Ariea is to be occupied by 
Chib, and, if the S'jo.ooo.ooo is not paid. 
Ariea is to be absolutely annexed to Chili. 
Besides all this. Chili appropriates the 
guano deposits of tlic Lobos islands. Mr. 
Trescot adds that, if Peru refuses thcsi 
conditions, Chili will then dec-lino the 
further mediation of the Cnited States. 
In other words, is willing and glad to ac- 

cept the mediation of the Cnited stab s. 
if that mediation can be used to induce 
Peru to submit quietly to destruction. 
But. if the Cnited States' special envoy 
cannot he used for that end, Chili wi.l 
have no more to do with him. and he can 

pack up and come home in a meek and 
lowly frame of mind that would befit 
such a returning journey. The demand 
of Chili is equivalent to the destruction 
of Peru, for the reason that it takes from 
the latter country the great b >dy of her 
guano, and all her nitrate beds, and thus 
deprives her of her source of revenue. 
What Chili is taking from Peru is rela- 
tively a far greater loss to Peru than the 
loss of the II seceding states would have 
been to the American Cuion : far greater 
than that: greater indeed, than it the Pa- 
cific coast had joined the rebellion and 
gone out forever. That would haw taken 
all the cotton lands, all the sugar lauds 
and a!) the precious mineral lands from 
the Cnited States, and would have de- 
stroyed our power and our ven exisfeiu 
Precisely that fate is to he indicted on 

Peru, and Chili now permits the Cnited 
States to mediate only on condi:ion that 
she will permit this wholesale destruction 
of a friendly republic, a destruction as 

complete and as cruel as the partition of 
Poland. 1 do not precisely understand 
from Mr. l'reseot's dispatch whether the 
Lobos islands are subject to redompti >n :

not the money. The Lobos islands would 
sell at auction for twice S20,(MI0,0II(I. and 
Chili will derive a very large amount from 
their ownership. Ariea and Lobos islands 
will be as completely in her pus-A-ssi.-ii 
as Tarapaca. Of course. Chili is entitled 
to war indemnity, and all the instructions 
sent out from the department while I was 

secretary recognized that fact in the full- 
est degree. She is entitled, as the old 
phrase went, to indemnity for the past 
and security for the future. But Peru 
ought to have been allowed to pav ,t cash 
indemnity and ought not to he subjected 
to a destruction of her nationality, l he 
territorial indemnity demanded is ven 
valuable. Tin1 province of Tarapaca con- 
tains the wonderful bed of nitrate of soda, 
which are capable of producing an enor- 
mous revenue. Ciuler judicious manag> 
ment this province is estimated to be 
worth from s:i( 1,(100,11011 to i? 10,000.000 a 

year. Beside this province. Chili takes 
the province of Ariea and Lobos islands, 
both of very great value. The Lobos 
islands are not seized by reasons of con- 

tiguity or for military defence. They arc 
three little islands off the coast of north- 
ern Peru, estimated to contain several 
million tons of guano, and worth a very 
large sum of ready cash. In explanation 
of Chili’s easy conquest of Peril Mr. 
Blaine said Chili got iron-clad ships from 
England, and materials of war from the 
same source. Chilian soldiers marched 
to l’eru clad in uniforms of English cloth, 
with English muskets on their shoulders. 
English sympathy lias stood behind her 
at every step in her conquest, and Eng- 
lish commercial interest received a tre- 
mendous impulse from ('hili's aggrandize- 
ment. 1 think the result of this Peru- 
Chilian war destroys American influence 
on the south Pacific coast, and literally 
wipes out American commercial interests 
in that vast region. I dislike to see 

England winning great commercial tri- 
umphs in a Held that legitimately be- 
longs to the United States. Chili’s vic- 
tory throws the whole Peruvian business 
into English hands. The export of guano 
and nitrate is all now absorbed by Chili. 
English bankers will furnish the money, 
English merchants will transact the busi- 
ness, English ships will carry the cargoes. 
Chili will gain from it, in two years, more 
than the entire cost of her war, and Eng- 
land will absorb the business as she ab- 
sorbs the trade of Portugal, of Egypt, of 
Australia or of Bengal. 

Upon being asked whether the instruc- 
tions with Mr. Trescot contemplates war 

with Chili, Mr. Blaine said: The United 
States surely never intended to make 
war upon Chili. The instructions aimed 
at the triumphs of peace, not of war. 

ii. What first induced you to use the 
moral power and influence of the United 
States to save Pout from destruction * A. j 
Peru appealed earnestly to the United 
States to save her. She sent a special 
envoy to Washington to recpiest, to im- 
plore, to supplicate our aid. She did not 
ask military interference, she merely 
asked that the United States, speaking 
by her great authority, would save her 
destruction.
