M E E T IN G
The appointment of the 

lifeguard crew and a present­
ation by William Mullen, ex­
ecutive director of the Mile­
stone Foundation, highlighted 
a very productive meeting of 
the Town Council last Wed., 
June 16, at the Loranger 
School.
The council, with an agen­

da packed with some 35 issuses 
was able to work through 
the topics with relative haste 
due to the sparse citizen 
attendance. There were never 
more then fifteen people 
in the audience throughout 
the entire meeting.
One of the first items 

of discussion was a damage 
claim (against the Town) 
by Ernest Fields for a 
backed up sewer pipe. In 
a letter to the council, 
the town lawyer expressed 
the opinion that the town 
would not be liable unless 
negligence on the part of 
a town employee could be 
shown.
The council then heard 

a report by the Road & 
Sidewalk Commission con­
cerning the results of a 
joint meeting with the 
Public Safety Commission. 
Among several recommenda­
tions which issued from 
that meeting were the 
following: That parking be 
allowed only on the Saco 
Avenue side of Evergreen 
Ave. and that additional 
street lights be placed on 
1st Street.
The most spirited discus­

sion of the evening centered 
on the appointment of this 
years lifeguard crew.
Mr. Desjarden, the operat- 

er of the Go-Karts and the 
victim of last years piracy 
by the lifeguards, rose to 
voice his oppisition to 
six of the nominees. He 
threatened to institute 
court action against any of 
these six individuals, if 
they were appointed. Mr.

Desjarden, even after being 
questioned by the council, 
refused to give names. All 
of the lifeguards were ap­
pointed without a hitch.

The lifeguard appointment 
was followed by a present­
ation form William Mullen 
on his request for aid for 
the Milestone Foundation.
Mr. Mullen is the Execu­
tive Director of this pri­
vate non-profit foundation. 
Due to cutbacks in federal 
assistance and the imprac­
tical administrative pro­
cedures imposed by law, 
Milestone finds itself 
close to $30,000 in debt.
A motion was adopted by 

the Council to direct the 
Town Manager to investigate 
whether some assistance 
for Milestone might be 
found in the General Assis- 
tanc Fund. However, this 
is generally understood to 
be a denial of Milestone's 
request, for there is really 
nothing earmarked in the 
General Assistance Fund for 
this type of contingency.
Drunkeness is no, longer 

an arrestable offense, the 
O .O.B. Police department 
will bring in intoxicated 
people to Milestone because 
these people can not be 
placed in jail. In fact, 
over 700 people used the 
facilities at Milestone in 
1975.

Let
the public be hereby notified that when you call the Town 
Manager he can only refer you to the Police Department.
He has no jurisdiction over the Police Department. Refer 
your calls to the Police Department and I'm sure you will 
be helped.

On the lighter side of life the Salvation Army Taber­
nacle is being painted a light green to replace that Sal­
vation Army gray and red. This will be a welcomed change 
during the winter months when the verdure of summer is 
long past.

Michael Smith has been appointed Recreation Director 
for the remaining time of the year. Mr. Smith, school 
board member, graduate of Cornell will be a vital addition 
to the youth emphasis of this community. The Parks and 
Recreation Commission is a vibrant organization in this com­
munity and should be highly congratulated for its work and 
dedication. Did you know that PR Commission has a long 
term plan for Memorial Park for a benefit for our kids? Even 
better did you know that no(I repeat no) tax dollars are be­
ing used for that project? Later a deeper study of PR 
Commission and its personality but for now congrats Mike.

The contracts for the labor unions are mostly signed. Maybe 
in the near future the labor contracts discussion could be 
conducted in a more open atmosphere with the public encour­
aged to participate.

Some thought should be given to the installation of a water 
line for thebaseball field, football field, little league 
area behind the present high school. It is ridiculous to 
think that all during the spring, summer, and fall months 
that the only water for the field areas is either an act 
of God or the improvisation of a few concerned citizens.

We congratulate the selectmen of Boothbay 
Harbor on their decision Monday night to deny the 
request for a license to allow sandwich board 
persons to wander about the streets and by-ways 
of the harbor.

I often wonder how some 
eating places have the 
nerve to label themselves 
'fast food' places. There's 
no need to list the names 
of these so called fast 
food chains. They can be 
found in any city or town 
across the country and are 
known for their 100% pure 
beef patties, golden french 
fries, and frosty thick 
shakes.
The first thing you not­

ice upon driving into the 
parking lot of one of these 
fast food restaurants, is 
half the town has also 
chosen to eat here. Your 
first move is to make four 
laps around the lot before 
finding an empty parking 
space. The first lap is 
always the most diffuclt.
By the time you've com­
pleted your second lap, 
you've become quite non­
chalant about cars backing 
out in' front of you, and 
kids playing in the middle 
of the driveway and darting 
out between parked cars.
Once inside the eatery, 

you immediately feel like 
changing your mind and 
going someplace else to 
eat. There are six lines 
of starving people and 
two girls working behind 
the counter. But you're 
determined to stay and 
battle it to the finish. 
Besides, you're starving, 
too.
From experience, you 

already know that it 
dosen't matter which line 
you get in. No matter 
which one you chose, you're 
sure to get behind someone 
who's ordering food for an 
entire Girl Scout troop or 
a Little League team. If 
that's not the case, then 
the "Next Window Please" 
sign will go up just as you 
begin to give your order.

Twenty minutes later, if 
you're lucky, you'll be 
waited on. But don't let 
your spirts soar too high 
at this point. There's a 
big difference between get­
ting waited on and actually 
receiving your food. About 
a half hour difference.
After the girl waiting on 

you, rounds up a pencil, 
sharpens it, and finds an 
order pad, you give her 
your order. Now, you may 
chose among a variety of 
things to keep you busy 
while waiting for your 
order. You can take a nap, 
read a book, or play with 
the napkin dispenser. I 
prefer to watch the person 
behind the counter, who's 
getting my food. It amazes 
me how a person can take 
half an hour to put a 
cheesburger, french fries, 
and a shake on a tray.

First, she'll walk over 
to the cheesburgers, she'll 
then walk over to the french 
fries, thwn back to the 
cheesburgers. On her fifth 
trip past the cheeseburgers, 
she'll put one in the bag. 
Five minutes later, she'll 
dump in the french fries, 
(upside down). If your luck 
is still holding out, she'll 
get your chocolate shake 
before going on her lunch 
break. On her way back from 
getting your shake, (she's 
been gone long enough to 
smoke a pack of cigarettes 
and read a magazine), she'11 
stop to chat with another 
worker; discussing anything 
from the weather to varicose 
veins.

Finally, your food is 
all together on your tray 
and the girl proceeds to 
ring up your order. The 
manager may now decide to 
take inventory, or play 
with the cash register. 
Another ten minutes creep 
by as the manager refills 
the register tape and 
counts the cash.
Your cheeseburger goes

HERBS ARE WEEDS 
WITH A PURPOSE!

MARY’S
MORSELS
If you like lemon in any 

form with meat or fish, you 
must try this recipe. It 
is a lemon sauce, which is 
often used as a finishing 
touch to many Greek recipes, 
including soups, meat dish­
es and vegetables. It is 
easy to prepare and gives 
the meat balls a rich, 
tarty taste.

MEAT BALLS WITH LEMON SAUCE
1 lb. ground beef 
1 medium onion chopped fine
1 tsp. mint leaves crushed
2 tbsp. butter 
1/4 cup rice
1 egg 3 cups water 
Salt and pepper to taste 
Place in a bowl, beef, onion, 
mint, rice, egg, salt and 
pepper. In the meantime 
bring the water, and but­
ter to boil. While it is 
boiling, make small or 
medium meat balls and drop 
them one by one in the 
boiling water, cover and 
cook on low heat for ab­
out 20 minutes.

LEMON SAUCE
Beat two eggs with 1 tbsp. 
water till light and foamy,

pour juice of 1 lemon into 
the eggs and beat for a 
few seconds to blend. Now 
pour all the juice of the 
meat balls into the lemon 
and eggs, beating at the 
same time so it will not 
curdle. Now blend the 
sauce with all the meat 
balls and serve hot.

This recipe was sent to 
me by Marjorie E. Goodwin 
of Milton, N.H. It was 
handed down to her by her 
grandmother who was born 
in 1836 and died in 1910. 
Now that the blueberries 
are in season, I am sure 
you will love this cake.
I have tried it already 
and it is excellent. It 
can be eaten hot with but­
ter on it or cold.

GRANDMOTHER GOODWIN'S 
BLUEBERRY CAKE

Cream together one table­
spoon margaring and 1/2 cup 
sugar, add one cup milk 
and the following ingred­
ients. Sift together two 
and a 1/2 cups flour, one 
tespoon soda, and one tsp. 
cream of tarter. Fold in 
two cups of blueberries. 
Sprinkle one tablespoon 
sugar over top, bake at 
350 for 45 minutes in a 
11" x 7' pan.

In the town of Old Or­
chard there are many vir­
tues unyet explored by 
its denizens. These vir­
tues live within the 
plants that are called 
weeds, waiting to be used 
for the purpose of serving 
local humans.
My aim in this article 

is to focus conscious at­
tention on an alternative 
way of transmitting weeds 
into herbs by way of 
knowledge.
Within the Plant King­

dom exist a subtle vi­
bration of beings called 
elementals or nature 
spirts. Visionist explain 
them in terms of eleves, 
dwarfs, sylphs and other 
ethric creatures that 
live within the gaps of 
the unexplained and the 
common person entertains 
the idea as fiction. It 
is futile to describe 
experience to one who has 
not experienced and to one 
who has, words are unneces­
sary. As one opens his or 
her minds eye, life becomes 
changing and unfolding. To 
experience change is to 
grow to greater understand­
ing.

Herbs have been used 
throughout the ages in ser­
vice tc promote health.
In some cases they can be 
missed and work against 
rather than for the per­
son. All herbs contain an 
essence of quailty that 
helps balance the symtoms 
of man's inharmony with 
Nature. An herb having 
properties of abundant 
chlorophyl can help one 
who is anemic or of poor 
bolld quality. As one ap­

plies dnowledge, one prac­
tices understanding to 
life's principles. By prop­
erly utilizing the proper­
ties of herbs, the door 
between our kingdoms, opens 
to a greater communication.
In foraging herbs, let 

the plant know that you're 
picking it, so it may pre­
pare itself with minimal 
shock. In this way, divine 
essence is contained with­
in the herb and the use 
becomes more effective.
A fine way to incorporate 

herbs in one's being, is 
by teas. Some rules to 
prepare herbs as a tea 
are as follows:
1) Decoction-roots, barks 
and stems are put in water 
and brought to a slow boil 
for 15 minutes then steeped 
for another 15 minutes.
2) Infusion-bring water to 
a boil then add leaves, 
flowers or both and steep 
for 15 to 20 minutes.
These preparations help in 
preventing loss of min­
erals.
Some of the common herbs 

in Old Orchard are dandelion 
burdock, plantain, mullein, 
mint, motherwort, yarrow, 
rose hip, and many others.
In future articles the 
properties of these herbs 
will be discussed.

There are many books con­
cerning herbology that 
have illustrations and in­
formation. Your interest 
will guide you to people 
familiar with the subject 
and from this point of 
reference the road of herb- 
lore will be revealed to 
you. Happy beginnings and 
greater health.
