Governor’s Address. 

Gentlemen of the Senate and House of Rep- 
resentatives. 
In entering upon the discharge of the du- 

ties to which we have been respectively called 
by our fellow-citizens, it is fitting that we 
should recognize our dependence upon that 
Being who is over all and above all. We 
have cause of devout gratitude tor the Divine 
favor which has been shown towards the 
State and the Nation during the year which 
has just closed. In no period of the history 
of either, has our advance in population, ma- 
terial prosperity and other conditions of true 
greatness, been more conspicuous. We may 
well congratulate ourselves that so marked 
progress has been made in healing the wounds 
of the terrible struggle for national existence, 
and in re-uniting all sections of our beloved 
country in a-common devotion to a Republic 
preserved from enemies without and within, 
redeemed from the curse of slavery, and con- 
secrated to the grand work of maintaining 
the equal rights of every citizen. 

NECESSITY FOB ECONOMY’. 
The financial panic which so recently threatened to cause serious deiangement to 

the business of the country, has net been 
without its influence for good. It has given 
new emphasis to the great economic law, that the savings rather than the incomes of a 
people, are the measure of their material 
prosperity. The careful observer of the ten- 
dencies to extravagance so notable every- where can but recognize the truth that econ- 
omy is the one word which needs to be spok- 
en and put in practice in private as well as 
public circles. Fortunately the wave of ex- 
travagance has not been felt in this part of 
the country with so much force as elsewhere. 
Although the public affairs of the State have 
been managed with such exceptional pru- dence and integrit.,, that the opportunities 
for retrenchment are few; yet you will, un- 
doubtedly, consider it an imperitive duty at 
this time to study the closest economy, and 
to confine your appiopriations vithin as nar- 
row limits as is consistent with the public 
welfare. In wisely prescribing the extent of 
public expenditures, and in determining such 
cases of compensation of public officer! as 
may arise, you cannot fail to recognize prin- 
ciples which are at once the safety and glory 
<V a popular government,—that frugality and 
simplicity are essential characteristics of free 
institutions; and that official positions should 
besought less for the salaiies attached to 
them, than for .he satisfaction and honor 
which come from faithful public service. In 
every endeavor to maintain and promote the 
highest efficiency, economy and integrity in 
all the departments of the State government, 
you will have my earnest co-operation. 

THE STATE FINANCES. 
The report of the Slate Treasurer shows 

that the receipts of the State Treasury dur- 
ing the year ending Dec. 31, 1873, including 
$379,762.08 on hand Dec. 31st, 1872, was 
$1,798,884.45, and the expenditures during 
the same period $1,362,453.77, leaving a bal- 
ance of $436,430.88 in the Treasury at the 
close of the year, most of which will be need- 
ed to meet obligations of the State that will 
mature at an early date. Of the receipts, 
$131,293 was the tax on Savings Banks, $3,- 
666 interest on deposits, $2,180 duty on com 
missions, $1,111 balance paid into the State 
Treasury by the Insurance Commissioner, $968 license fees from hawkers and peddlers, 
and nearly all the remainder, reaching about 
a million and a quarter dollars, were from di- 
rect taxation. Of the expenditures. $430.- 
566 was on account of interest, and $214,708 
on account cf sinking fund and principal of 
public debt; and about $40,000 for pensions 
of soldiers and aid to soldiers’ orphans, mak- 
ing a direct expenditure of about $685,274 
arising from the late war. The sura of $374,- 978 was also paid from the State Treasury to 
towns for common school purposes, and re- 
duced municipal taxation to that extent. 
This left about $300,000 as the expenditures for general State purposes. 

THE STATE DEBT. 
The portion ol the public debt which came 

due in 1873, and was presented to the Treas- 
ury, amounting to $49,000,has been paid; and 
the sinking fund for the redemption of the 
debt as it shall become due, has been increas- 
ed during the year to $1,255,746. After de- 
ducting the sinking fund, the State debt cn 
the 1st of Jan. 1874, was $5,882,654, a reduc- 
tion of $284,499 during the past year and of 
$2,366,746, or more than one fourth, since 
the close of the war. At the present rate oi 
accumulation of the sinking fond, the State 
debt will be met as it matures, and entirely 
extinguished in 1889. As the sinking fund, 
invested in United States and State securities, is already over a million and a quarter dol- 
lars, and is constantly increasing. I suggest 
whether some additional provision for its 
oversight and security would not be advis- 
able. 

SOURCES OF TAXATION. 
It will be observed that up to the present 

time, almost the only resource of the State to 
meet both ordinary and extraordinary expen- 
ditures, has beeu direct taxation. The State 
tax last year was five mills on the dollar, but 
it is the judgment of the Treasurer that the 
tax may be reduced the present year to four 
and a half mills, provided the legislature shall 
make no unusual appropriations. I most 
earnestly urge, however, that you should con- 
sider whether it is not advisable to devise 
some method other than direct taxation to 
secure a part of the revenue required for 
State expenditures, so that the rate of taxa- 
tion may be still further reduced. Pennsyl- 
vania finds no difficulty is securing sufficient 
receipts from indirect taxation to support the 
State government. A large share of the 
State expenditures of Massachusetts is met 
by the proceeds of a State tax upon the valu- 
ation of the corporate stock of railroad and 
other corporations over and above municipal 
taxation for real estate and machinery, and 
upon the business of File and Life Insurance 
Companies. Without indicating more in de- 
tail what sources of revenue may be made 
available to this State, I desire to call your 
attention to the subject, and to suggest a 
careful inquiry and investigation, with a view 
of devising methods ol lilting some portiou 
of the burden of taxation from real estate. 
Such a policy would give needed encourage- 
ment to our agricultural interests, and pro- 
mote the development of tiie resources of the 
State. 

INSURANCE DEPARTMENT. 

Although the object sought in establishing 
a Department of Insurance, was simply to 
secure such a supervision of the business ot 
insurance as would protect the public inter- 
ests, yt the feed rece.ved for licenses have 
not only paid the salary and expenses of the 
Commissioner, but also yielded to the State a 
revenue of about eleven hundred dollars, for 
the year ending July 1, 1873. The indica- 
tions thus far are that I he revenue for the 
present, year will be as much The Depart- 
ment has conferred great benefits upon the 
public by preventing many doubtful compan- 
ies from doing business in the State, and sup- 
plying needed information on insurance top- ics by mca.no of its annual reports. 

STATE INSTITUTIONS. 
The reports of the Inspectors of the State 

Prison and Trustees of the Reform School, 
which will be promptly laid before you. con- 
tain information and suggestions of inn h im- 
portance. The report of the Trustees of the 
Insane Asylum lias not yet reached me. For 
the highest success of these important State 
institutions, it is important that, through 
your several committees intrusted with their 
interests, you should make your oversight of 
them not simply a brief, formal visitation, 
but a thcr ngh and careful annual inspection 
and investigation, in the early part of the ses- 
sion when at least a port on of the members 
of each committee could give the time neces- 
sary for this work. Thus you would bring 
the peoDle into closer relations with these in- 
stitutions, remove abuses, if any had grown 
up, disarm criticism and inspire that gener- 
ous confidence on which their success so 
largely depends. 

THE STATE PRISON. 

According to the report of the Inspectors, 
the earnings of the convicts have defrayed 
the expenses of carrying on the State Prisou 
during the year ending Nov. 30, 1873, and 
yielded to the State a net profit of $6,544.98, 
which has heen added to the working capital 
of the institution. The salaries of the War- 
den and Inspectors, amounting the past year 
to $4,460.35, are paid from the State Treas- 
ury, in accordance with the system which 
has always obtained in making up the prison 
accounts. Deducting this amount, and 
there still remains a balance of $2,084 63 in 
favor of the State, after paying all the expen- 
dituies of supporting the prison, including 
salaries ofWarden and Inspectors, the cost of 
transportation of prisoners from the several 
jails and payments to convicts when dis- 
charged, Should this favorable financial con- 
dition of the institution continue, the State 
will be relieved ol all expenditures on prison 
account, except so far as may be necessary to 
keep the buildings in sale condition, and 
provide for possible losses by fire. The re- 
cent increase of prison accommodations by 
the erection of a new wing, supplies all the 
demands which will be tuacle in this direction 
for years. 

The Inspectors report that the value of 
the tools, stock on hand and balance of debts 
due the prison, on the 30th of Nov. last, 

was $125,197.03. A few (lays after, one of 
the work-shops was unfortunately burned, 
involving a lois of the building, valued at 
about $6,000, aud also of stock and tools val- 
ued at $17,Q^0. This loss reduces the value 
of the tools, stock, etc., to about $108,000; but it is thought that the operations of the 
prison can be carried on as usual without 
any appropriation to supply this part of the 
loss. A new fire-proof work-shop will, how- 
ever, be required another summer, whether 
the labor of the prisoners is disposed of to 
contractors, or employed on account of the 
State. For the erection of such a building 
as shall be well adapted to the wants of the 
prison, the Inspectors recommend an appro- 
priation of $12,000. 

*hc exception of a period of six or 
eight years, the State has always employed Jabor of the convicts in manufacturing oper- ations on its own account, on the assump- tion that such a course was preferable on 
grounds of economy as well as discipline. Inasmuch as it is thought by some that it 
would be more equitable to the public, and 
more advantageous to the State, to dispose of the labor of the convicts to contractors, 1 
would suggest that your committee on that 
institution investigate the subject, and give a 
hearing to all persons inteiested in this or 
any otbet matter connected with the man- 
agement of the prison. 

REFORM SCHOOL. 
The Trustees of the Reform School give 

explosion to a judgment forced upon them 
by observation and experience, and in full 
harmony with the advice of officers of similar 
institutions in other states, that a large part of the benefits which might be expected from 
that school, are lost in consequence of so 
faulty an arrangement of the interior of the 
building as to make it impossible to propeily 
separate the different grades of boys. As it 
is now, there must bean enforced associa- 
tion of boys who are committed for truancy 
or some petty misdemeanor, which by no 
means argues more than want of parental 
care, with youth who are to a great extent 
depraved; as well as an indiscriminate herd- 
ing of all classes of crime. Under such cir- 
cumstances any methods of reform must be 
largely counterbalanced by bad influences. 
The Trustees ask for an appropriation of 
$20,000 to make the changes in the building 
required in order to oveicome the insuffera- 
ble difficulties suggested, and are thoroughly 
convinced that unless this can be done the 
institution must continue shorn of a large 
part of its power tor good. 1 am so pro- 
foundly convinced of the correctness of th^ 
view, that I trust you wiil give the recom- 
mendations of the Trustees that favorable 
cohsidarations which they so well deserve. 

INSANE HOSPITAL. 

The report of the Trustees of the Insane 
Hospital, which lias been delayed for a 
thorough examination of the accounts of the 
late Treasurer of the institution, will be laid 
before the Legislature as soon as it is placed 
in my hands. The report of the Superint' nd- 
ent shows a steady increase of the number of 
the patients, and gives evidence of a success- 
ful discharge of the important duties resling 
on him. I am informed that a proposition 
will be made to you to so amend the laws re- 
lating to the Hospital, as to place the patients 
more’ completely under the protection of the 
laws. This suggestion is not made on ac- 
count of any existing necessity in this State, 
but in pursuance of a general movement de- 
signed to reach all similar institutions in this 
country. 

The report of the Commissioners of a pro- 
posed new Insane Hospital, appointed by vir- 
tue of a resolve of the last Legislature, will be 
found of such importance as to claim your 
considerate attention. Two members of the 
commission report in favor of erecting, on 
the present Hospital grounds in Augusta, a 
new Hospital, to accommodate one hundred 
patients, at an estimated cost of one hundred 
and fifty thousand dodars. One member re- 
ports in favor of the erection, on the Hospitil 
grounds, of two or three cottages at first, and 
subsequently others as they may be needed,to 
severally accommodate about twenty patients 
at an estimated cost of about five thousand 
dollars each. The present Hospital building 
is over-crowded, and additional accommoda 
tions of alieady required. 

STATE CHAEITIES. 

During the past year the State has expend- 
ed about fourteen thoueand dollars in educat- 
ing fifty-five deaf and dumb and eleven blind 
beneficiaries. The cost of supporting insane 
State paupers has reached the large sum of 
thirty-live thousand dollars, and of paupers 
in unincorporated places six thousand dollars. 
It is more than probable that an amendment 
of the law relating to these cherities is expedi- 
ent, 

THE INDIAN TRIBES. 

In accordance with treaty stipulations and 
the provisions of existing "laws, more than 
twelve thousand dollars have been expended 
in aid of the remnants of the two Indian 
tribes still living within the State, about $8,- 
700 ot whih has been devoted to the Penob- 
scot tribe, and $3,700 to the Passamaquoddy 
tribe, Of the amount devoted to the Penob- 
scots, however, about $5,030 was the interest 
on the fund belonging to the tribe held in 
trust by the State. By direction of an act of 
the la-t Legislature, the proceeds of certain 
shore rents amounting to over $5,000, are to 
be distributed among the members of the 
tiibe. As piobably some heads ot families en- 
titled to receive a large sum, would an im- 
proper use of the same, it is possible that the 
law may need some amendment to give a 
laiger discretion in the disposition of the fund. 

INDUSTRIAL SCHOOL FOR GIRLS. 

I regret that the late financial disturbauces 
have as yet prevented the. Trustees of the 
Maine Industrial School for Girls, from se- 
curing the twenty-five thousand dollars re- 
quired through private subscriptions, before 
they could avail themselves of the five thou- 
sand dollars conditionally granted by the 
State to aid in the establishment and mainte- 
nance of the proposed institution. The 
School has been located in Hallowed, in con- 
sideration of liberal donations from two be- 
nevolent ladies of that city and it is intended 
to put it in operation as soon as the balance 
of the private contributions required can be 
secured. It is to be hoped that measures to 
that end will be successful at an early dry, so 
that the State may be provided with a school 
so much needed for a class of girls leading an 
idle, vagrant or vicious life,or in great danger of 
falling into habits of vice or immorality To 
secure such a school the State may wisely ex- 
tend liberal assistance. 

EDUCATIONAL INTERESTS. 
The report of the Superinte idantftif Com- 

mon School ? which will be laid before you at 
an ear.y day, presents an incourag ng view of 
the condition and prospects of the educational 
interest of the State. The increase in school 
money arising from the State mill-tax and 
the tax on Savings banks; the improvement in 
methods of teaching, growing largely out of 
the work of our Normal Schools; and the 
already marked influence of the Free High 
School System adopted by the last Legislature, 
have materially improved the character and 
efficiency of out public rchools, and aroused a 
new interest in the cause of education. 

FREE HIGH SCHOOLS. 

The Free High School system, especially, 
although in practical operation but little more 
than half of the past ybar, has already achiev- 
ed so Brest, success as to surpass the utmost 
expectations of its warmest friends, and to 
promise, within a reasonable time, results 
that can but satisfy all of the wisdom of the 
policy. The official reports which have been 
received bv the Department of Education, 
sh >w that 150 Free High Schools, in 133 dif- 
ferent cities, towns and plantations, repre- 
senting every county in the State, have been 
maintained from one to three terms each, since 
the first of March last; and that these schools 
have been supported by municipal appropri- 
ations to the amount of $83,523, and Sta'e aid 
to the amount of $29,134. In these schools 
10,286 pupils have received instruction in 
those branches usually taught in the common 
schools,-excluding primary studies; and also 
in sucti other directions as are demanded by 
the increasing industrial and business wants 
of the times. It is especially noteworthy that 
a large portion of the youth of both sexes 
reached by these schools, are those who had 
already withdrawn from the common school 
with a defi dent education; or whom poverty 
or other circumstances had prevented from 
leaving their homes to obtain better oppor- tunities for education than those afforded by the short winter term of their district school. 
Many youths who vvi 1 hereafter make most 
valuable teachers of our common schools, are 
receiving in the Free High School that broad- 
er and deeper culture so essential to prepare them for this high work. The influence on 
the common school of such pupils as have 
attended the Free High school, is already proving in the highest degree benefiicial. So 
far as I atn informed, in most of the towns in 
which such school has been held, a new inter- 
est has been awakened in the cause of educa- 
tion 

It was feared by some that the system would 
be irnpractible tor small or sparsely settled 
towns; but some of the most uncessful Free 
High Schools maintained during the autumn, 
have been in just such localities. In one case, 
at least, a sparsely settled plantation bas 
maintained a most flourishing school for eleven 
weeks, by a municipal appropriation of sev- 

enty-five dollars, increased bv an equal 
amont from the State. Indeed, thus far the 
most complete success of the Free High 
School System has been in exclusively farm- 
ing towns, where this adjunct ot the common 
school system is affording such facilities for 
education as can but serve to increase the at- 
tractions of that rural life which is the source 

of our national strength and purity. With a 
continuance of the system, there can be 
scarcely a doubt that within a brief period these schools will be established in most of 
the towns of th> State; and will give such an 
impetus to out educational interests as noth- 
ing else could. 

EDUCATIONAL EXPENDITURES. 
The aggregate expenditure for the public schools ol the tstate, during the past sebool 

year has been *1,000,590, exclusive of the 
amount expended for school buildings and expended for school buildings and Free high schools. Of this sum towns have directly 
contributed #025,618, and the State #374,978. 
If to this sum should be added the annual ex- 

penditures for school-buildings, Free High Schools, Normal Schools, and College of Ag- 
riculture and Mechanic Arts, and the public 
and private expenditures for those Acade- 
mies, Seminaries and higher institutions of 
learning which supplement our educational 
system and confer such la-ting benefits on the 
State, there can be little doubt that the 
amount would reach a million and a half dol 
lars. So large an annual expenditure on the 
part of the people, is a conclusive answer to 
the suggestion that the people are losing their 
interest in our free schools. To our credit as 
a State, let it be said, never before was there 
so general interest in education; never before 
so almost universal willingness to make the 
largest sacrifices, in order that our children 
may have the inestimable blessings of intel- 
lectual culture. All that the people of Maine 
ask is to be assured that their contributions 
for so grand an end, are prudently and wiseiy expended, To my mind indeed, it seems 
clear that the work on which cur educators 
may at present well unite their earnest efforts 
is not so much to secure larger school reve- 
nues—although these are essential in some 
localities—as to devise methods by which bet- 
ter results may be obtained from the means 
at our disposal. By this it should not be in- 
ferred that there is not the closest economy in 
school expenditures. For the most part, there is this; and yet that policy which loses 
sight ot the fact that a good teacuer is cheap at any price, and a poor instructor dear even 
if his services are gratuitous, is not true econ- 
omy, but waste. 

KlunAIAL StHJOLS. 

It is in this direction that our two Normal 
Schools are conferring lasting benefits upon 
the public sohools of this State. Recogniz- 
ing the truth that tne highest success as a 
teacher requires not only natural aptitude, but also, like other professions, special pre- paration and training, the State has wisely established aud maintains these institutions 
as a part of its educational system. Proba- 
bly no moneyexpended in educational direc- 
tions, yields larger returns. The teachers 
who go tor'll from Farmington and Castine, 
not only impress themselves on the schools 
over which they are called to preside, but al- 
so make their influence felt for good over 
many other instauctors with whom thev come 
in contact, No one who has watched the 
progress of our common scoools for the pist decade, can have failed to discover a striking 
mprovement in methods of instruction, com- 
ing largely from the influence of our normal 
schools. Whatever appropriations are re- 
quired to maintain their high standard and 
excellence, and increase their means of use- 
fuiness, should be made; and made, too, in 
the interest of thw wisest economy. It should 
not be forgotten that a special necessity tor 
increasing the efficiency of our common 
school system, has arisen from the fact that 
the intense activity pervading modern Ameri- 
can life, is seriously abridging the time within 
which our public schools must do their work, 
bv withdrawing onr youth from them at least 
five years earlier than formerly; while at the 
same time it is necessitating a broader culture. 

SCHOOL SUPERVISION. 
Next to skillful instruction, nothing is 

more esential to the highest efficiency of our 
public schools, than careful, iutelliuent and 
well-sustained inspection and supervision. 
Excellent as is the work of most of our school 
committees, yet it is not to be expected that 
men engaged in other pursuits, can spare the 
time requiste to keep abreast of the progres- 
sive educational movements of the times, and 
thus be able to suggest improvements in the 
work of the teachers under their charge, and 
iuspire in them that professional pride and 
ambition which is so essential to success. As 
it is physically impossible for the State Super- 
intendent to personally and effectively reach 
the several towns and town committees, 
sooner or later it will be found necessary to 
establish some tbnn of intermediate supervi- 
sion, through .'Inch the State Superintendent 
may impress on them the results of his ob- 
servation and experience, and secure a uni- 
form system that will cover the examination 
and certification of teachers, as well as the 
most efiective inspection of schools. In view 
of the fact that time aud means will be re- 
quired to perfect and extend the Free High School system, so that its advantages may be 
felt by every town, I do not reccommend that 
any iegislatiue steps be taken at present to se- 
cure a more effective inspection of the com- 
mon schools, but trust that the subject may 
continue to receive that public consideration 
which its importance may demand. 

THE DISTRICT SYSTEM. 
While it is generally conceded by the most 

experienced educators that the District system is in the way of the highest efficiency in the 
public schools, yet, in view of the stronghold which it has on the public mind, it would be 
unwise for legislation to go further at present than it has already gone in simply authoriz- 
ing towns to abolish the system and manage the schools as a unit. Many towns have al- 
ready done this, and in every case with satis- 
factory results. By this change better teach- 
ers have been secured, the smaller districts 
have had the same length of school as the 
more densely populated village centres, less 
difficulties have been encountered, and more 
efiective inspection had. For the present, however, these are considerations that must 
be addressed to the citizens of the several 
towns, rather than to the law-makers. 

OBLIGATORY ATTENDANCE. 
Notwithstanding the large expenditures to 

maintain tree schools in sufficient number to 
secme to every child such elementary educa- 
tion and traiming as all alike will need for the 
common duties and the ordinary pursuits of 
l!fe, yet the last census makes the staatling 
announcement that there are 13,486 persons 
in this State, above ten years of age, who can- 
not read or write. Our State pride may be 
somewhat satisfied by the consideration that 
a large portion of this army of illiterates are 
immigrants; yet we cannot lose sight of the 
tact that they and their chiiuren are now a 
part of our people, and that their education 
into American ideas and duties, has become 
doubly essential. But the evils of t.uanfy 
and absenteeism from our common schools 
are by no means confined to the children of 
foreign born parents. Poverty may have 
something to do with the development of 
these daugerons evils, and thoughtlessness 
and avarice more; but both of these causes 
united have not had half so much to do with 
it as intemperance and immorality. It must 
be confessed that such is the indiffereuce of 
the public mind, or its aversion to interfer 
ence with what is popularly thought to be 
the right of parents to control their own chil- 
dren, the experience ot other States with ob- 
ligatory statutes, has by no means been dn- 
couraging. Even the Factory Act in this 
State, which requires certain attendance at 
school ot children who work in manufactur- 
ing establishments is a dead letter. 

compulsory laws, wim a strong central 
government to enforce them, as in Prussia, 
have produced excellent results. But in 
this country, where the execution of the laws 
depends so much on public opinion, there 
must be a more earnest and general public 
discussion of the subject, befoie we shall reap 
much benefit from such legislation. The 
right of the State to have every child edu- 
cated sufficiently to intelligently discharge his duties as a citizen, and shield him against the dangers of iguorance, is necessarv to its 
own safety. The child has the right to such 
an education. The parent, indeed, has 
lights, but he has duties also; and the en- 
forcement of the duties which every parent 
owes his child, cannot be an invasion ofhis 
rights. Defensible, and even important as is 
a legal enforcement of the parent’s duty to 
educate his child, yet such a statute can 
press only as a complement to sound views, 
wrought into ahe popular mind aud heart. 
The most important work in this direction at 
present must be done by earnest personal ap- 
peals to parents, and by making the school- 
room attractive to the child. 

No subject claiming your attention as leg- 
islators, demands more thoughtful aud 
earnest consideration than that of our pub- 
lic schools. A free government like ours can 
exist only where the people are educated; 
and there can be no general education with- 
out an effective common school system. To 
impair the efficiency, or sap the foundations 
of this system, is to strike at the life of the 
State and the Nation. More than this, it is 
to overthrow an institution winch is doing so 
much to improve social life, promote private 
virtue, comfort and thrift, and secure gener- 
al prosperity. 
COLLEGE 01- AGRICULTURE AND MECHANIC 

ARTS. 
The reports of the Trustees, President and 

Treasurer of the College of Agriculture aud 
Mechanic Arts, present unmistakable evi- 
dence of the prosperity and progress of the 
institution. Only five years have elapsed 
since the college opened with twelve students; 
and now one hundred names appear on the 
roll of undergraduates^-an increase of twen- 
ty-nine since the last report. The friends of 
this institution have thus far been disappoint- 
ed in the reasonable expectation that private 

donations would go far to provide the means 
necessary for the erection of suitab'e1 build- 
ings. This would have left the State mainly to make such appropriations as might have 
been needed to supplement the annual in- 
comeof the national endowment, (which is 
but little more than $8,000.) and maintain 
the institution in the highest degree of effi- 
ciency. Notwithstanding the State has al- 
ready made large appropriations for building 
purposes, as well as smaller sums to meet the 
annual deficiencies, yet the college is still 
greatly in need of additional means in the 
same directions. It is to be hoped that an 
institution so well calculated “to promote the 
lilieral and practical education of the industii 
al classes in the several pursuits and profes- 
sions of life,” will receive that popular sym- 
pathy and support which it so well deserves. 

in*. LASD DEPARTMENT. 

,Tl*e Land Agent reports that the affairs of 
arc >om^ 80 rapidly closed up, that 

I'?*1/,1? f'Vf! ye:u’s> a^ least, such inconsidera- ble State interests as remain may he trans- ferred to the care of the Secretary of state 
and State Treasurer, and the once important land department of the State government be 
discontinued. This will necessitate legisla- tion authorizing the Land Agent to select and 
reserve such portion of the 114,000 acres set 
apart for settlement as may be suitable for 
that purpose, and to »el! the remainder; and 
also to dispose of the 82,880 acres of school 
land, and the t:mber on the ten townships re 
served in the grant to the European and 
North American Railroad. This railroad 
grant included not far from 700,000 acres, valued at more than $300,000, and is nearly all still held by the road, although mortgaged to secure the payment of their bonds. It is 
of the highest importance to the State, that 
so much of these lauds as well as of other im- 
mense tracts of la»d within the State now 
held by proprietors, as is suitable for settle- 
ment, should be placed within the reach of 
set ters on the most favorable terms. It is 
too late now to correct the wasteful policy under which magnificent domain which the 
State possessed a halt a century since, lias 
disappeared, yet much may be done to reme- 
dy evils that arise from the locking up of large 
tracts of settling lands which would other- 
wise be improved. 

Decisions favorable to the State have been 
had in two cases where the European and 
North American Railroad made certain claims 
on the State; but themo-t important case, involving a claim on the part of that corpo- ration to irnarly all the remaining lands held 
by the State, although argued last July, is 
still held by the court for advisement. Your 
attention is called to several important rec- 
ommendations made by the Land Agent, and particularly to the importance of taking 
measures to “quiet-’ certain claims of settlers 
which arose from the settlement ot onr north- 
eastern boundary. 

SWEDISH IMMIGRATION. 
The report of the Commissioner 

of Immigration presents a detailed 
account of Iheprogress of the en- 
terprise of founding a Swedish col- 
ony in Aroostook, and announces 
that in September last, all State aid to the 
Swedes ceased, and that the co'ony of 001) 
persons is now selt-sustai„ing. The colony 
owes the State a balance of $16,292.10, on 
supplies advanced to them, wb'eliis to be 
paid in work on highways as wanted. There 
are at present no American citizens, anil, 
consequently no municipal organization in 
New Sweden,and can be none for two years, 
at the expiration ot which time a hundred 
and thirty-three Swedes who have already 
taken the necessary preliminary steps, will 
become Americau citizens. The Commission- 
er is confident that the colony will not only 
prosper, but also that it will attract a still lar- 
ger immigration from Sweden; and the re- 
sults fully justify the Stale expenditures now 
closed. He recommends that the care of the 
public property in New Sweden, as well as of 
the road laber due the State, be transferred 
to the land agent; and that the act establish- 
ing the office of Commissioner of Immigra- tion be repealed. 

THE FISHERY COMMISSION. 
The annual report of the Commissioners of 

Fisheries gives an interesting account of the 
progress ot their work, in connection with 
that of United States Commissioner Baird, in 
introducing and disseminating valuable spe- 
cies of fish into the streams and lakes of this 
State. The experiment of re-stocking our 
fresh waters with salmon, shad and alewtves, has so far progressed and the difiiculties in 
the way have been so lar obviated by the con- 
struction offish-ways over dams, and the re- 
moval of other obstacles, that the commis- 
sioners speak with entire confidence of the 
complete success of this important movement 
to restore to our lakes ond streams their for- 
mer abundance of food fishes. In a very short time now, the practical results of these 
efforts will be patent to all, and if these shall 
come near the confident expectations of those 
who have the best means of information on 
this subject, we may regard llie small invest- 
ment of the State in this direction, as [ ecu- 
liarly fortunate and wise. The recommenda- 
tions of the Commissioners should receive the 
attention they so well deserve. 

THE LAW DEPARTMENT. 
The report of the Attorney General gives a 

detailed statement of the extent of the labors 
of this officer, as well as of the several Coun- 
ty Attorneys, in enforcing the laws of the 
State against crime. The suggestions con- 
tained in his report should receive due con- 
sideration. 

THE LAWS TO PUNISH MURDER. 
In view of criticisms which have found ex- 

pression not only in public journals, but even 
in courts of justice, I should fail to discharge the duty imposed upon me if I did not direct 
your attention to the anomalous provisions of 
our statutes for the punishment of the crime 
of murder in the first degree, since the legisla- tion of 1869. In contravention of well settled 
principles of government, this statute fails to 
preserve the wise distribution ot powers con- 
templated by the Iramers of the constitution, in that it imposes upon the executive depart- 
ment the duties and responsibilities of a 
court of review—a'functicn- clearly judicial rather than executive. 

By this statute it is made the imperative 
duty of the governor and council to carefully 
review the evidence and proceedings in every 
case, and then to decide whether the sentence 
of the court imposing the punishment provid- 
ed by law shall stand, or another penalty be 
substituted. Practically the determination 
ot this extraordinary court of review—in 
which each member is a law unto himself—is 
controlled by a majoiity of the counsel; for a 
sense of the impropriety of one and the same 
person acting both as judge and executioner, 
has in every case that nas arisen under the 
law, restrained the executive from assuming 
the grave responsibility of over-riding the ac- 
tion of the council when the body has voted 
in tavor of commutation. When the council 
have voted otherwise, as they have done in 
only a single case since the enactment of the 
statute of 1869, the ex cutive has issued his 
warrant, as then clearly required by law. 

n win dc ODserveu tnat the statute require- 
ment to which your attention is called, is ad- 
ditional to, and even inconsistent with the de- 
sign ol the pardoning power conferred upon 
the executive by the constitution, The lat- 
ter is a constitutional prerogalive, designed 
not as an ordinary provision tor revising the 
proceedings of the courts, but simply as an 
exceptional resort m extraordinary cases, 
over which it was intended that neither 
the legislative nor judicial department should hav.: control, and for the exercise of 
which the executive department should be 
solely responsible. But the former is a stat- 
ute duty imposed upon the executive depart- 
ment, requiring a "review1.’ of every case, and 
almost inviting the exetcise of the pardoning 
power as if the legislature contemplated that 
modification of sentence should be the rule in- 
stead of the exception. As the constitution 
makes ample provision for any exigency de- 
manding the intervention of the pardoning 
power it seems to me eminently desirable 
that our statutes should establish such a pen- 
alty for the crime ol murder as the 1: w mak- 
ing power expects to have uniformly execut- 
ed. To incorporate in them a provision look- 
ing to the modification after conviction and 
sentence of the penalty provided, is not only 
to create in the administrators of the law 
more than a suspicion that the punishment 
nominally established was not designed to be 
executed, but also to deprive the law of that 
wholesome influence over the evil-disposed, 
which comes from the conviction that no oue 
adjudged guilty can avoid tl\e uniform and 
impartial enforcement of whatever penalty the legislature may under all the circumstan- 
ces consider best calculated to protect socie- 
ty. 

PREVENTION OF CRIME. 

It is cheaper anil more effective anil be- 
neficent to prevent crime by removing its i 
causes, than to allow these to ripen into 
criminal acts which require punishment. A 
large part of this work of prevention is with- 
in the sphere of personal moral effort; yet that important portion which consists in re- 
moving the hindrances to right conduct, anil 
repressing the temptations to vice interposed by men in their relations as citizens, conies 
confessedly within the domain of law. In- 
deed, no government fulfils its mission which 
forgets that the State can in this way do 
much to make it easy to do right and difficult 
to do wrong. So largo a proportion of pau- 
perism and crime arises from intemperance, 
of which the dram shop is the ptolific cause, 
that all citizens who have regard for the pub- 
lic safety and welfare, as well as the highest 
court ot the nation, unite in affirming the 
principle that the liquor traffic is a sourca of 
grave peril to society, agaiust which it is the 

right and duty 0f the State to protect itself 
IiLl-. 1 ‘‘““tmenis as the legislative au-

settlel' principle has rested all 

, , « 7'T,iu restraint of the liquor traffic, whether involving the princi- ple of license or prohibition. For mow than two hundred years, first in the parenlProv- 
jnce ami Commonwealth, and subsequently in the State of Maine, a thorough trial WL liad of tiie license system, iu every form that could by devised. This experience led to so wide spread a conviction that any system of 
licensing dram shops is Dearly powerless to 
repress the temptations which promote in- 
temperance, that in 1851 this State adopted the policy of prohibiting drinking houses and 
tippling shops altogether, aud of authorizing the sale of intoxicating liquors only for me- 
dicinal and mechanical purposes, by agents 
appointed lor that purpose. This system has 
had a trial of only twenty-two years; yet its 
success, in this brief period, has on the whole 
been so much greater than that of any other 
plan yet devised, that prohibition may be 
said to be accepted by a large majority of the 
people as the proper policy of this State to- 
wards drinking and tippling shops; and to be 
acquiesced in to a great extent by others, as 
an experiment bich should have as thorough a trial as other systems that preceded it By dealiug in this spirit with a question affecting 
so momeutous interests, there will ultimately be substantial agreement auioug all good cit- 
izens on such a policy as experience shad 
nave shown to he most effective in repressing the evils of the liquor traffic. To tnis end, such an investigation into the effects of *he 
traffl aud the results of legislation to sup- 
press or restrain the same, as is coutem- 
plated by a proposition introduced into Con- 
gress by one of the Representatives from this 
State, could not fail to be in the highest de- 
gree beneficial. 

it would be unwLse for auy one to claim 
that prohibition has entirely suppressed or 
can entirely suppress the dram shop. That 
is no more possible than it is forhuman enact- 
ments to entirely prevent thelt, robbery, 
arson, or even murder. Indeed, any effective 
enactments against practices which are excep ticnally profitable and at the same time pan- der to men’s appetites and passions.are pecul- iarly difficult of thorough enforcement, as has 
always been found the case with statuies pro- hibiting gambling saloons and houses of ill- 
fame, as well as drinking houses aDd tippling shops. The true test ot the merits of such 
legislation, of whatever character, is not 
whether it entirely uproots the evils prohibit- 
ed; but whether on the whole it does uot re- 
press them as effectually as any system that 
can be devised. 

Where our prohibitory laws have been well 
enforced, few will deny that they have ac- 

complished great good. In more than Utree- 
tourtlis of the State, especially in the rural 
portions, where forty years since intoxicating 
liquors were as Ireely and commonly sold as 
any article of merchandise, public sentiment 
has secured such an enforcement ol these 
laws, that there are now in these districts few 
open bars; and even secret sales ate so much 
reduced as to make drunkenness in the rural 
towns comparatively rare. The exceptions 
to this state of things are mainly in some of 
the cities and larger villages, where public Mntiment on this question is usually not so 
well sustained as in towns more remote from 
the tide of immigration. But even in these 
places our prohibitory legislation has always 
been enforced to some extent, and not infre- 
quently with much thoroughness; and has 
never been without that important influence 
for good which all laws in moral directions 
exert. 

vonstant, unncrm anu impartial enforce- 
ment, to .he highest practihle standard, is re- 
quired in any municipality in order to ob- 
tain the full benefit of any system of legis- 
lation in restraint of the liquor traffic. Under 
our system of government where the public sentiment of municipalities even will haVe 
great influence in controlling the measure of 
enforcement of this as well as other laws, the 
only permanent remedy for any laxity in 
this direction in exceptional localities, ulti- 
mately lies in such a quickening of public 
opinion as will either give new energy and 
purpose to local officers in power, or will se- 
cure the election of other men in their 
places. For it should be remembered that 
local officers are primarily required to en- 
force the laws against drinking-houses and 
tippling-shops. aud can do this work, if they 
will, much more satisfactorily aud effectively 
than any others. 

In addition to the duties thus imposed on 
local officers, the act of 1872, and the execu- 
tive orders issued in compliance therewith, 
make it the duty of sheriffs to inquire into all 
violations of these and other laws of the State 
within their respective counti. '-, and to insti- 
tute legal proceedings against such violations. 
The act also imposes upon County Attorneys 
the duty of directing inquiries before the 
grand jury into such violations, and of prose- 
cuting persons indicted and securing the 
prompt sentence of such as shall be convict- 
ed. it either of these officers shall wilfully refuse or neglect to discharge the duties im- 
posed upou him, evidence of the specific in- 
stances of such refusal or neglect, as contem- 
plated by the act and the constitution, may 
be presented to the executive, and if he is 
satisfied that the charges are sustained, it 
will be his duty to biing such fact to the at- 
tention of the Legislature at the earliest prac- 
tical day, whereupon that body may request 
the removal of the delinquent officer. 

vv une sucu a remedy as tins is provided tor 
exceptional cases of delinquency, yet it will 
are I; be found that any ot the'C officers will 

wilfully refuse or neglect to do his dutv,where 
he is made to (eel that the public sentiment will 
sustain him. Where this sentiment is not 
strong enough in a county either to urge ex- 
isting officers to a faithful' discharee of their 
duty, or, in case of tin ir neglect, to secure 
the election of men who will do their duty, 
the ultimate remedy must be sought, under 
our system, through such instrumentalities as 
will arouse aud elevate public opinion. 

Valuable and indispensable as is the pro- 
hibitory system of legislation for the repres- 
sion of dainking houses and tippling shops, 
whose fruits are drunkenness, ignorance, 
brutality, waste, pauperism, crime, impaired 
health, shattered intellect, premature decay 
and untimely death, it should not belbrgotteu 
that the efficiency ot law, as well as the pow- 
er of those moral instrumentalities which 
law only supplements, depend on the con- 
stancy and energy with which labors are di- 
rected to maintain a high standard of public 
sentiment on this question. In so glorious a 
moral work as this, every good citizen shouid 
unite his sympathies ai.d efforts. 

THIS MILITARY DEPARTMENT. 
The reports of the Adjutant General, and of 

Major General Chamberlain as commander 
til the first Division of Maine Militia, furnish 
lull information as ta the condition of the 
Military Department of the State; and their 
recommendations and suggestions are com- 
mended to your favorable consideration. 
The e areAen companies of Infantry and one 
of Artillery, uniformed as well as equipped 
by the State; and two additional companies 
ol Iniantry armed and equipped by the State, 
but unilorined at their own expense. The 
expense of uuiforming tnese companies was 
about eleven thousand dollars; the expense 
of the encampment, held near Portland in 
the month of August, about six thousand 
dollars, and other incidental expenses of the 
department about two thousand dollars. 
Probably the annual expense of supporting 
the existing military establishment with an 
encampment, would not hereafter exceed 
nine ihousaud dollars. The Slate could 
hardly meet the reasonable expectations of 
the national government, or exercise common 
prudence in providing itself with a force to 
meet any internal exigency, without main- 
taining a volunteer militia at least as numer- 
ous as that now existing, which in case of 
necessity could be promptly expanded from 
one regiment into ten or more. And it 
seems to me clear that our present volunteer 
companies cannot be well maintained with- 
out an annual encampment. 

SOLDIERS OF THE LATE WAR. 
Among the obligations which a grateful state au<l nation rocognize as peculiarly sacred 

is that of generously caring for the destitute families of soldiers who lost their lives or were disabled in the late war to preserve the nation- al existence. With what fidelity this debt of gratitude is being met by this State, as well as by the American people, is known to all And 
yet our obligations to the men who took their lives ill their hands and went forth at the call of their country,will not he redeemed so long as there shall remain a destitute “boy m blue," or 
an indigent family of a living or dead soldier, whose necessities are not supplied: and sup- plied, too, notas paupers, but as citizens who 
are only receiving what they have more than 
earned. 

To this end, the national government has 
during the past year paid the generous sum of 
$1,224,640 to 10,860 pensioners in Maine; and 
this State, under the direction of the Adjutant General, the sum of $21,646 to aid soldiers* 
families; $2,477 to aid in the support of sol- 
diers’ orphans under the charge of the Board 
of Guardians; and $10,000 for support of sol- 
diers* orphans at the Bath Home, and $1000 
at the Bangor Home. 1 suggest that the 
Board of Guardiaus of Indigent Orphans of 
soldiers and seamen, be abolished, and their du- 
ties ami funds transferred to the Pension De- 
partment of the Adjutant General’s office, 
which can discharge this trust more conven- 
iently, systematically and economically than 
under the present system. It w 11 be incum- 
lient on you either to continue in force the pen- 
sion act of 1871, which expired by limitation at 
the close of 1873* or if this shall not seem to 
fully meet the obligations of the State to enact 
another law more liberal in its provisions. 

THE ORPHAN ASYLUMS. 
The Bangor Home is a general Orphan Asy- 

lum, eminently peserviug of the contribution 



of a generous people; ami so far as it cares for I 
indigent orphans of soldiers’, it should receive 
aid from the State. The Bath Home has at | 
the present time nearly 60 children in its charge, 
all but three of whom are soldiers* orphans; 
and has found boms for other soldiers’ orphans 
in private families during the year. This work 
reflects the highest honor on those liberal mind- 
ed men ami women who have contributed to 
jfound a Soldiers’ Orphans’ Home, and deserves 
a continuauee of the bouuty of the State. 

MEMORIAL DAY. 

In view of the fact that the thirtieth day of 

May of each year has been designated l»y tne 

Grand Army of the Republic as the Soldiers 
Memorial Hay, and is every your coming to be 

more generally dedicated to services commem- 
orative of the noble men who in the late strug- 
gle for national life gave their lives in defence 
of the Union, there seems to me to lje eminent 
propriety in giving the same legal recognition 
to the day in this State as is giveu to other 

holidays, and as lias already been given bv the 
State of -New York. Such a graceful act would j 
lx* a deserved and tender tribute to the memory | 
of that noble band who responded to the call 
for the State aid in her time of ueed, and who 
rest iu cemeteries in this and other States, or in 
nameless graves where they fell, in Virginia, in 
the Carolines, wherever the nanner of freedom 
was borne. Nay, it would be an eloqueut 
teacher of the duty and honor of patriotism, 
and would place the day which honors the na- 
tion’s salvation side by s.de with the day which 
celebrates its birth. 

THE NAHOAAL Cr.NTEKAlvY. 

By authority of an act of Congress, approved 
Match 3, 1871, a Board of Commissioners was 
appointed by the Pres cient to prepare and su- 

p rinteud the execution of a plan for the na- 

tional celebration of the One Hundredth An- 
niversary i the Independence of the United 
States, by the holding of an exhibition of arts, 
manufactures and products of the soil anil 
mine, at Philadelphia, during the summer of 
1870. The Centennial Commission, ably repre 
sented on the part of the State by Hon. Joshua 
Nye as Commissioner, and Hon. Charles P. 
Ki in lxll as Alternate Commissioner, have 
made the most successful progress in arranging 
such an international exhibition as will serve 
as a fitting recognition of so important a na- 
tional event, and at the same time as a worthy 
exposition of our progress m literature, art, 
science and industry. To farther the objects, 
of the Exhibition, and secure an appropriate 
representation of the industries of the several 
States, tin* Commissioners invite Maine to ap- 
point a Board of Directors consisting of live 
members, who, with the Commiss- 
ioner and Alternate Commissioner, shall 
constitute the State Board of Centennial Man- 
agers upou whom will devolve the responsi- 
bility of seeing that the State is properly repre- 
sented in the exhibition, and all its interests 
there faithfully cared for. I recommend that 
you authorize the appointment of such Direc- 
tors, to serve without compensation. 

MAINE IN THE NATIONAL STATUARY HALL. 

By an act of Congress passed a few years 
*iuce, the several States were invited to fur- 
nish uot exceeding two marble or bronze stat- 
ues of citizens illustrious for their patriotism or 

distinguished services, to be placed in the old 
hall of the House of Representatives at Wash- 
ington, which was set apart as a National Stat- 
uary Hall. Many States, including all of New 
England, have responded to the invitation. 
It would be peculiarly appropriate for you to 
take such preliminary a tiou as might result in 
giviug this State, on the approaching centeu- 
nial anniversary of American Independence, the honor of contributing to this natioual col- 
lection the statue of Major General Knox, the 
distinguished citizen soldier, whose illustrious 
services, both in the struggle that gave onr na- 
tion birth, and subsequently in the cabiuet of 
the illustrious Washington, have conferred im- 
perishable reuown upon the State and the na- 
tion. 

RAILROAD INTERESTS. 

The report of the Railroad Commissioners 
gives a detailed account of the progress and 
condition of the important rai'road interests of 
the State, and make recommendations to which 
your attention is directed. Inasmuch as the 
Board of Railroad Commissioners must, from 
the growing importance of railroads, be charg- 
ed with as high and delicate duties, within the 
sphere in which they act, as are imposed eveu 

upon the courts ef justice, I suggest whether it 
would not better comport with the dignity of 
the Slate and the independence of the office, if 
the salaries of the Commissions should be paid 
from the State Treasury, and the State itself 
should assess tile several railroad corporations 
for the amount of the same. 

Railroads have become so indispensable an 

agency in the material development of a state, 
and exert so important an influence ove* the 
public interests, as to make the laws relating 
to them worthy or your thoughtful attention. 
The pressing necessity for the extentiouof new 
railroads into large sections of our State, as yet 
partially or wholly destitude of means of com- 
municat'ou so essential to their convenience 
and development, and the partial competition 
afforded b.y exceptional facilities for water com- 

niuuicatiou, have thus far made restrictions on 
railroad corporations in the public interest, 
seem to be le>s essential than in many other 
States. The fact such a feeling of confidence 
exists to a great extent, makes the present 
time peculiarly favorable for such a careful re- 
vision of our railroad legislation as will, on the 
other band impose upon railroad corporations 
just responsibilities and restraints; and on the 
other hand, properly protect invested capital, 
and iuspire that public confidence which is so 
essential to die true interests of railroads, as 
well as of communities. 

xuasuincu as ranroau corporations are grant- 
ed extraordinary powers which partake of the 
nature af sovereignty, it is only after many 
limitations and restrictions that they can be 
said to be private corporations at all. Kail- 
roads should not and cm not be regarded sim- 
ply, or even principally, as the property of in- 
dividuals, to be managed as they please. They 
are public works, no matter by whose capital ! 
built; aud while tin* rights of property in them 
may not be violated, yet it is tile right and du 
ty of the -Staie to see to it that they arc so 

managed as to serve the public. So superior 
are they to every other means of land transpor- 
tation, and so expensive is the construction of 
competing lines, that railroads are practically, 
aud not necessarily ioatiy offensive sense, mon- 
opolies along their respective lines of business; 
ami unless there is some power to restrain them 
expressly or impliedly reserved in the control 
of the State,as there always is in other grants of 
exclusive privileges, they may not only impose 
such freight aud passenger tax ou the people 
as to control markets and destroy or build up 
communities, but they may discriminate be- 
tween citmens at pleasure. Valuable and even 

indispensable as railroads may bo to a commu- 

nity so long as inese corporations are servants, 
yet, ia view of the tendency to a combination 
of their interests and aggregation of their cap- 
ital in the hands of a few, if they are allowed 
to become masters, a large part of the benefits, 
which the public have a light to expect from 
them, will be lost, and the corporations become 
sources of oppression and public peril 

an auiuoriziug me lormauoll ol liailroaucor 
porations hereafter—whether by special legis- 
lation or as is preferable, by general law—care 
should he taken to include such provisions as 
will remove all doubts as to the right of the 
State to exercise such supervision as the pub- 
lic mtersts may require. The question as to 
liovv far the legislature may exercise control of 
the railroad corporations which it has hereto- 
fore chartered—the most of them with pecu- liar privileges and powers,—is still in some im- 
portant aspects an open one, although judicial decisions a:e gradually developing legislative rights which these corporations have steadily denied. It lias been held by the Supreme Court 
of the United States that railroad corporations 
are com aiou carriers, as that office is defined 
by the common law,—at least so far as to re- 
quire them to provide sufficient aud convenient 
methods of transportation, and to carry pas- 
sengers aud freight for all persons without dis- 
tinction and without unjust discrimination; 
even if not on such terms as may he determin- 
ed to lie reasonable. It has also been held that 
a railroad corporation may be judicially de- 
prived of its franchises for a non-use or misuse 
of them; aud that notwithstanding the ower- 
ship of a railway may be private, yet the use is 
public, and the road itse f a public highway.— And as a necessary consequence of this, the 
court added by way of argument that “the leg- islature is the exclusive .judge of the mode of 
use,” aud this carries with it the right to make 
sucli provisions and impose such restrictions 
as tlie legislature may think necessary for pub- lic conveuieuce, as well as safety. 

w mie me importance of t his subject demands 
a caretul preliminary investigation and inquiry into such facts relating to the railroad systems of this and other Stales, as will furnish the data for a judicious aud intelligent revision of 
our railroad laws,—which inquiry, either through the Railroad Commissioners or some other commission, 1 most earnestly recommend, 
—yet there are some features of such legislation of so immediate and obvious necessity, as it 
seems to me, that they need not be deferred. 

Of this character is a general law for the for- 
mation of railroad corporations and construc- 
tion of railroads. Hitherto this lias been done 
by special charter, and has iuvolved not only all the evils incident to ordinary special legisla- tion, but also, at least in some other States, ill 
cases where proposed roads were supposed to 
conflict with existing railways, those fearfully demoralizing practices to which great corpora- tiom sometimes resort to defeat or promote leg- islative measures. These evils would be eb- 
tirely avoided by a general law- authorizing a 

whi^h CJwbi7 °E Det8on8> u,1(ler restrictions which carefully protected private as well as public interests to construct railroads between such points as they desired, aud could obtai the means to build. By thus putting tliecon structiou ot railroads on a free basis, subject to the same laws of trade that regulate other busi- 
ness transactions, they would he built wherever the demands of transportation justified, or com- 
munities could furnish the requisite means. 
Although, ou account of the expense of the 
construction of railroads, even free railroadin'' 
will by no means secure the same competition 
tu this as m other business, yet its- tendency 
would he in that direction, and its influence healthy. It would serve, on the one hand, to 
moderate the demands of railroad corporations from a knowledge that competition might spring up, on the other hand, to son e extent relieve ouch corporation froui the odium which attaches to monopolies sustained bv law 

Existing laws, as it seems to trie, fail to con- fer upon the Railroad Commissioners powers which are essential to secure the convenience 
even if they do the safety of the public. These 
commissioners should have power to order that 
additional station or transportation facilities lie 
furnished by any railroad to a town through 
which it may pass, where, after hearing and 
investigation, they may regard these facilities 
insufficient. They should have authority to re- 
quire railroads to eomlectat such points as they ^.'*y Judge the public interest requires; anil 
terms Lh 7?ii f cauuot agree upon connecting

There are other directions in which, sooner or 

later legislation will l>e found neccessary. 
While railroad corporations are clearly requir- 
ed as common carriers, to transport passengers 
and freight for all persons, without distinction, 
and witnout unjust discrimiuation, yet as the 
•emedies for a bleach of these duties all rest on 

the common law and not on statute, there are 

great difficulties iu the way of any private iu 
dividual enforcing his rights against a power- 
ful corporation, unless there shall be legislation 
to facilitate. 

Inasmuch as it must ever he the aim of the 
managers cf a railroad corporation to make the 
net earnings sufficient to pay the interest on 

the bouded indebtedness ami stock of the road, 
the law should guard against the serious evils 
which have resulted iu some States from what 
is popularly known as ‘‘watering stock,” by 
absolutely prohibiting the issue of auy stock, 
except for a consideration of money, labor or 

property equal to the par value of such stock; 
or of any bonds or other evidence of indebted- 
ness except for suck consideration equal to, 
perhaps, SO per cent, of their value. So much 
danger is incident to the growing practice of 
railroad corpoiations, in purchasing and hold- 
ing real and personal property for other pur- 
poses than those necessary to carry on the busi- 
ness for which they are incorporated, that it 
may he well to consider whether ali such tran- 
sactions should not be more clearly' forbidd n 

by law. 
These and other considerations bearing upon 

this important subject, should receive yourcare- 
ful attention. 

In whatever direction you may feel called | 
upon to exercise your authority as law-makers, i 
too in uch care caunot be exercised to avoid nri- 
vate and special legislation as far as possible. ! 
As a general principle, laws should he general 
in their character and uniform in their opera- 
tions; for it is the business of government to 
protect the rights of all rather than the inter- 
ests of a few. Too often special and private 
legislation is only a device to secure exceptional 
privileges at the expense of the people It is 
the parent of that growing lobby system which 
is always injurious to the public interests; and 
when supported by powerful corporations or 

interests, becomes a source of demoralization 
and positive danger. 

SAVINGS BANKS. 

Iu view of tbe late financial complications, 
the annual report of the Bank Examiner, 
Vbich will he laid before you at an eaily day, 
will be read with unusual interest. Savings 
flunks have become so generally distributed, 
and their financial operations have grown to 
.such magnitude, that they afford a very cor- 
rect indication of the material prosperity of 
the people. For this reason it is gratifying to 
know that on the third of November the amount 
of deposits in the fifty-six Savings Banks of 
Maine, was $29,55b.523*81—an increase of $3,~ 
402,190.81, since the previous annual examina- 
tion; and the number of depositors w as 91,398 
—an increase of 10,078. The Examiner, who 
seems to have conducted liis investigations with 
great fidelity and thorouguess.fiuds these banks, 
for the most part, conducted with the greatest 
care, and with ati earnest desire to conform 
both to the spirit of the law, aud of the well- 
settled principle that Savings Institutions 
should regard safety first and profit secondary. 

In this view 1 can but commend the Examin- 
er for the importaut step which he has taken 
iu including in his detailed report of the condi- 
tion of the several banks, a full statement of 
the nature of the resources of each. Such a 

public statement as this is due to every depos- 
itor, and will exercise a most beneficial influ- 
ence-iu deterring the guardians of these insti- 
tutions from investing in doubtful securities 
which promise large returns. The fact that 
among the securities of these banks, are re- 

ported more than three millions of dollars in 
Western Railroad bonds and stocks, and more 
than four millions iu State, county and muni- 
cipal bonds—mainly the latter—out of the lim- 
its of New England, leads the Examiner to 
recommend legislation designed to discourage 
if uot prohibit such investments Any proper 
legislation that will tend to retain the large ac- 
cumulations of the savings of the people, 
within our ow n borders, will not only conduce 
to the salety of the banks, but also materially 
promote the development of the State. 

The recommeudatious of the Examiner rel- 
ative to proviJing an adequate penalty for vio- 
lations of the Savings Bank law, and also for 
legislation to discourage the use of these insti- 
tutions for large temporary investments are 

worthy of your serious attention. When it is 
remembered that the deposits in the Savings 
Banks of Maine, have already reached five and 
a halt millions more than the agggregate capi- 
tal aud deposits of tbe National Banks iu this 

j State, the importance of the subject will be 
properly estimated. 

THE PBE8ENT AND FUTUBE OF MAINE. 
You will rejoice with me over so unmistaka- 

ble indications that Maine has entered upon a 
career of marked prosperity. Although tem- 
porarily checked by the recent tiuaucial panic, 
yet there is reason to believe that the progress 
of our material development will be unexam- 
pled during the next decade. Abundant evi- 
dence of this prosperity, is afforded by the ad- 
mirable and wonderfully complete report of the 
State Statistician, which will be laid be- 
fore you in priuted forms at an early day, and 
cannot fail to show the importance aud value 
of an undertaking, which has been so success- 
fully accomplished with so small means in so 
short a time. Such an aunual survey of the 
wealth and industries of the State, will serve 
not oulv to bring prominently before tlie capit- 
alists of oilier States, the extent aud variety of 
our resources, but also to give our own people a 
stronger faith thau ever in the future of Maine. 

We have been ready, perhaps too reauy, to 
concede that Maine is not a good agricultural 
State. Yet, with all the drawbacks'of climate 
and soil, it is capable of demonstration that 
the farmers in those sections of ourState where 
manufacturing and industrial operations have 
developed borne markets, are as prosperous as 
those of States, which have a more genial cli- 
mate and a more fertile soil, but are further re- 
moved ftorn tbe consumer. The State indus- 
trial Commissioner estimates that the hay croi> 
of Maine for 187.3, was about two million tous, 
worth twenty-five millions of dollars—several 
times the value of the wheat crop of any State 
of the fertile West, with an equal population. 
The value of our dairy products, which are rap- 
idly’ increasing, was over two millions of dol- 
lars; and of all productions of the farms, in- 
cluding live stock, nearly fifty-seven millions 
of dollars. Yet the territory in .Maine thus far 
reached by the tiller of the soil, is much small- 
er than that which is still a wilderness. Not 
to speak of the great body of unsettled produc 
five laud lying between tlie Androscoggin and 
Penobscot, there still remain unimproved, near- 
ly three millions of acres in the Aroostook re- 
gion, which surpasses in size the territory of 
Massachusetts, lias a soil equal in deptli and 
fertility to that of any portion of the Union, 
and is capable of supporting a population of a 
million persons. The fact that immigration 
from this State to the great West, has practi- 
cally ceased, and that the tide has to some ex- 
tent turned eastward, unmistakably indicates 
that even as an agricultural State, Maine has a 
promising future. Whatever policy will give 
needed encouragement to those rural pursuits 
which e. grots the energies of a majority of 
our citizens, should be pursued,--not simply 
because it will promote the interests of so 

many citizens, but also and especially because 
thereby will be laid the most enduring founda- 
tions for the material and moral prosperity of 
tbe whole State, 

JI IS to SUCH a ueveionmeut ot our natural re- 
sources as will create home markets, that those 
engaged iu agricultural pursuits must look for 
a permanent promotion of their interests. Iu 
these resources Maine occupiesJa pre-eminent 
position. Within a few years, indeed, our man- 
ufacturing, commercial, mechanical and min- 
ing industries have wonderfully expanded. The 
value of the cotton manufactures of the Slate, for the past year, was nearly twelve and a half 
millions of dollars; of the manufactures of 
wool, seven millions; hoots and shoes—au indus- 
try that has developed with remarkable rapidi- 
ty—nearly nine millions; leather, four millions? 
paper, three millions; Hour and grist-mill 
products, two and a quarter millions; iron, cast 
and forged, two and a half millions; machine- 
ry; two and a half millions; edge tools, nearly three-fourths of a million; oil cloths, a million 
and a half; bricks, half a million; fertilizers, 
nearly eighty thousand; menliaden andkeo- 
sene oils, half a million; fisheries, more than 
three-fourths of a million; and canned products of the soil and sea, a million and three-fourths. 
The value of the ice cut from our rivers, was 

oyer a half million dollars; of the granite quar- riep from our rock-hound shores and hills, four 
and a half millions; of the lime burned from 
the abundant materials at hand, onemillion 
eight hundred thousand dollars; and of the 
lumber cut from the immense forests, which, with proper care, may be handed down to fu- 
ture generations, nearly ten millions of dol- 
lars. 

But. if possible, more encouraging still, riot 
only on account of the immediate value of the 
industry itself, hut because of its great iuflu- 
ence on national prosperity, is the revival of 
slnp-build:ug along our coast and rivers, as evi- denced by returns showing ti nt during the past 
year there have been built in Maine 276 vessels with a tonnage of 8<J,817 tons, valued at nearly five and a half millions of dollars—more than 
double tlie tonnage of 1872, and a larger even 
than any one of flic prosperous years of this 
industry before the rebellion. And what is 
more hopeful yet, the indications are that if 
Congress shall continue, and if possible extend 
the w se policy adopted to promote the devel- 
opment of American commerce, and the conse- 
quent growth of American power and intiuen- 
ence on the ocean aud in foreign lands, we 
may reasonably look for such prosperity of our 

ship-building interests as bus never before been 
known. 

viraurying as are uie statistics which snow 
that our agricultural productions, representing values wrung from the soil, have reached near- 
ly n ty-seven millions of dollars; and our man- 
ufacturing and other industrial produats, repre 
l tW w® raluJ: r?w materials as well as of 
lar“ nnfne, ‘edf“.'>n>e,y'six: millions of dol- 

m,Sl0t, Per cent, within three years—making tli; aggregate value of the pro- duels oi Maine soil ami industry for thi* 
1873, nearly oue hundred and lifiy-t,^ Cl- hons ot doflare—yet even these figures give but a faint idea of the magnitude or the natural 
resources of the State. I have spoken of the 
great extent of fertile territory yet awaltlDg the tiller of tile soil, hut which cannot be well reached unt!l our railroad system, which has 
increased from 345 miles in 1850 to 905 miles in 1874, shall be extended into new regions. The beginning that has been made in supplying the 
increasing demand for the crystal ice of our rivers and ponds; in quarrying tn>m our iuex 
liaustible granite beds the most beautiful and 
enduring building material knowu to arc in 
meeting the grow i:ig demand for the excellent slate winch lias already been found to occupy 
a belt that stretc ics eighty miles between the Kennebec and Penobscot; in furnishingemu- merce w.il, a desirable quality of charcoal-iron from the immense supplies of ore in Piscata- 
quis, Penobscot and Arostook; and even in de velopiugi ti important business from the tide of visitors to whom our charming natural seen 
er.y in the interior, and salubrious summer at- 
mosphere on the coast, are an increasing at- 
traction'—ali shadow forth somewhat of t!?e fu- 
ture that is in store for the State. Our com- 
mercial resources are unsurpassed. Including the sinuosity of the shore, Maine lias from two 
to three thousand miles of coast-line, notched 

with safe and capacious harbors, and indented 
with bays and inlets, while navigable waters 
extend far into the interior. Situated in the 
great highway of commerce across the conti- 

nent, this State presents commercial possibili- 
ties which may well inspire the highest hope. 

It is, however, when the magnificent water 

power of Maine is considered that this State 
stands forth the first iu the Union, and presents 
resources which, when developed, will make it 
second to no other. Indeed, few if any por- 
tions of the earth’s surface approach Maine in 
the extent, volume, momentum and constancy 
of its water-power. One thousand five hund- 
red and sixty-eight lakes, at an average eleva- 
tion of six hundred feet above the sea, *orm 

the head waters of five thousand one hundred 
and fifty-one streams, which go rushing down 

towards the ocean, creating over three thousand 

water-powers, which afford a force measured by 
not less than one million horse-powers and 

equal to the working energy of thirteen million 
men. When it is remembered that not a thou- 
sandth part of tiie water-power of the State is 
as yet harnessed to machinery, some faint idea 
of the almost boundless extent of our manufac- 
turing resources may be obtained. It is for 
you, gentlemen, in your public capacity; for 
you in your several private spheres; for eve- 

ry citizeu who takes a just pride in having 
Maine become the great and grandly prosperous 
State for which God designed her, to lend your 
energies in such directions as will tend to the 
development of so magnificent resources. 

In this great work, as well as in-every meas 
ure calculated to promote the material and 
moral interests of our beloved State, I shall 
take pleasure in earnestly co-operating with 
you. Invoking the favor and guidance of that 
kind Providence who is over States and nations, 
as well as individuals, may we severally conse 
crate ourselves to the work before us.

A Model State Paper. 
We have no hesitation in saying that the 

Address of Gov. Dingley is worthy of, and 
will receive the highest commendation of that 

part of our citizens who believe in progress 
and have faith in the future of Maine. En- 

gaged for years in a profession which has af- 

forded him rare facilities to understand the 

capabilities and requirements of the State, 
Gov. Dingley has made use of the informa- 
tion he has thus gained, in a series of practi- 
cal suggestions which commend themselves 
to practical men. The address also indicates 
that the new Executive has spared neither 
time nor study in familiarizing himself with the 
affairs and workings of the State government; 
and above all, the address is pervaded with 

a tone of thorough determination on his part 
to administer the affairs of the State econo- 

mically, intelligently aud tor the interest of 
the whole people, and a patriotic purpose to 
devote his energies to secure the highest 
good of bis native State. 

While we fully endorse every sentiment 
aud recommendation of the Address, there 
are several points which are worthy of spe- 
cial commendation aud to which we shall 
briefly eall attention. 

rue remarks ot the (Governor on tue ne- 

cessity of economy at the present time are pel" 
tinent, not only to those who are appropriat- 
ing public money hut to all classes in every 
walk ot life. In our form of government reck- 
less expenditure and extravagance cannot do 
otherwise than influence the people to fall 
Into similar ways; and to meet the lavish ex- 

penditure that such a course requires, thou- 
sands rush into speculation and into practices 
which ensure dishonor and ruin. Gov. Ding- 
ley recognizes the fact that the business of 
the State should be done with the same pru- 
dence and care which a thrifty man exercises 
in his private business. 

Uuder the head of “sources of taxation,” 
the Address brings a very important subject 
to the attention of the Legislature and peo- 
ple, viz: the raising of revenues by other 
means than direct taxation If this subject 
is referred to the Finance Committee, it will 
have committed to its consideration, one of 
the few questions which require the exercise 
of something akin to statesmanship. It is to 
be hoped that the Legislature will consign 
this importaut topic to a committee that will 
thoroughly investigate it. 

ine wovernor recognizes me importance 
of our educational interests, by devoting 
quite a portion ol his Address to a subject so 

vital to our welfare. He warmly ccmmends 
the normal and free high schools, as of im- 

perative necessity to the success of our com- 

mon school system. He also asks the Legis- 
lature to consider the subject of compulsory 
attendance, and gives good reasons for the 

adoption ot some measure looking to the cor- 

rection of absenteeism. But while Gov. Ding- 
ley would have the Legislature make gener- 
ous provisicn for the success of our com- 

mon schools, he wisely refrains from mak- 

ing any recommendation in behalf of 
the effete acaoemies,- and corporative 
and sectarian institutions cf a higher 
grade. Indeed, it is safe to conclude 
that the Legislature has abandoned the poli- 
cy of aiding this class of schools, probably on 

the ground that it is not wise to tax the peo- 
ple for other than free schools. 

The Address very sharply, and we think, 
justly criticises the present law for the pun- 
ishment of the crime of murder, which is, at 

best, a sort of cowardly evasion by the advo- 
cates of capital punishment who enacted it 
and a forcing of judicial powers and responsi- 
bility upon the Executive which the legisia- 
tive friends of capital punishment did not 
care to assume themselves. Let us hope that 
the Legislature will abolish capital punish- 
ment entirely, or if not, make the execution 
of the law imperative and not shirk so fearful 
a responsibility upon the Executive. 

Governor Dingley is a sincere believer in 
the principle of prohibition as one of the 

agencies to stop the liquor traffic, which all 
must admit is a grave peril to society; but he 
lias been so careful an observer of the opera- 
tion of all lesal enactments that he recog- 
nizes the great difficulty which attends the 
execution of laws which are not fully sus- 

tained by public opinion; hence he sees the 

great importance of arousing the public con- 

science to the baneful effects of a traffic 
which is the parent of nearly all vice and 
crime and the prolific source of pauperism 
and misery. 

We hope the Legislature will emulate that 
sentiment of the Governor which declares 
that the obligations of the State to its disa- 
bled soldiers and their dependent relatives 
“will not be redeemed so long as tlieie shall 
remain a destitute ‘boy in blue,’ or an indi- 
gent family ol a living or dead soldier, whose 
necessities are not supplied; and supplied, 
too, not as paupers, but as citizens who are 

only receiving what they have more than 
earned, ” by amending the present law 
which is alike disgraceful to the State and in- 
sulting to the unfortnnate persons it should 
benefit, so as to make it more just. 

Tiie Governorjdoes notjevade the transpor- 
tation question, which is every year becoming 
more important to our people. His declara- 
tions as to the rights of the people and the 
duties of railroad corporations will not meet 
the approval of the few but will commend 
themselves to the minds of the many. Rail- 
road legislation or rather the legislation of 
contending railroad companies has come to 
monopolize so large a share of the attention 
of our law-making bodies that it has become 
a question whether the railways were made 
for the people or the people for the railways. 
Gov.Dingley takes the latter view and declares 
lhat railroads which exist by the suffrance of 
the State and have such extraordinary pow- 
ers conferred upon them, should be required 
by law to facilitate and not impede the public 
in tiie transaction of its business. If the 
Legislature lieeds the judicious suggestions of 
the Executive, the people will, for once, be 
recognized in railroad legislation. 

In a suggestive form, Governor Dingley 
sets forth the present importance of Maine in 
its business relations, and therefrom draw's a 

glowing picture of the future that awaits our 

people if we avail ourselves of its abundant 
and diversified resources. 

In itself the address is so complete that the 
reader will not require the reports of the sev- 

eral departments to obtain a good idea of the 
condition of the State Government. We 
hardly need to commend its careful perusal to 
our readers. 

Gen. Butlek has been conducting a cor- 

respondence with the Secretary of the Treas- 
ury relative to the workings of the civil ser- 

vice rules, which he claims are in direct vio- 
lation of a resolution of Congress to the effect 
that maimed soldiers shall have the prefer- 
ence for subordinate positions in the Govern- 
ment. He urges that the rules adopted by 
the President have not the authority of a 

Congressional enactment, ard when they 
conflict with the acts of Congress are void. 
He raises thisVbjeetion in the case ofa soldier 
whe appeared before the board of examina- 
tion at Washington but failed to pass as satis- 

factory examination as several others, the 
names of three of whom who stood highest on 

the list, were certified to the Secretary of the 

Treasury for appointment according to the 
rules. The Secretary replies to Gen. Butler 
that such appointments are axclusively vest- 
ed in the President and he can adopt what- 
ever rules he deems best for the regulation of 
appointments. 

The Dominion papers are having a vpry 
disagreeable time over the pending election 
which takes blace on the 21st inst., for mem- 

bers of the House of Commons. The opposi- 
tion charge the Ministerial party with trick- 

ery in springing an election upon the people 
by the dissolution of the House, and openly 
declare that it was (lone by the ministry to 
shield the Premier, Mr. Mackenzie, from an 

investigation in his speculation in government 
mining lauds. The Ministry, on the other 

hand, turn their guns upon the late Premier, 
Sir John A. Macdonald, lyid pour the Pacific 

Kailway charter scandal into his ranks as if it 
was a fresh affair. Corruption, villainy, 
treachery, bribery and kindred charges rung 
in nouns, adjectives and verbs, constitute the 

greater part of the political editorials of our 

Dominion exchanges. 
Gen.Lutiier McCrTCHrss,the Republican 

nominee for Governor, is a resident of New 
Loudon and one of the leading farmers ofthe 
State. He has had considerable legislative 
experience and is a member of the present 
House of Representatives. He has been dis- 

tinguished in the Legislature for his watch- 
fulness over the appropriation bills and advo- 

cacy of close economy. He is personally 
popular and if elected will make a good Gov- 
ernor. In that State, however, the result of 
the March election is very doubtful, as the 
liberals will unite with the Democrats wno 

will also draw from the Republican ranks a few 

stragglers allured by the free rum bait which 
it is expected the retrogressive party has 

temptingly displayed. 
Attorney General Williams has be- 

come disgusted with the torrent of abuse 
which has been poured upon him, and in a 

letter to President Grant, requests him to 
withdraw his nominationn for Chief Justice. 
The reasons he assigns in his letter to the 
President, are the most conclusive that could 
be given and indicate that Mr. Williams is 
not entirely selfish, since it is quite probable 
that the nomination would be confirmed if 
not withdrawn. 

Current Notes. 
The tax-payers should not deceive them 

selves on one point. The “landaulet busi- 
ness” is not by any means confined to Wash- 
ington. It flourishes at their State capitals, 
aud even in their local neighberhood Govern- 
ments. The municipal administration of our 

larger cities, aud of too many of the smaller 
ones, is rife with it. It cannot be eradicated 
at one effort, either.—Springfield Republican. 

What is there about stealing from a bank 
that makes such almighty difference that no 

one suggests any punishment for a bank thief? 
We are sick of such canting sentimentality, 
and believe that widows, orphans, servant 
girls and mechanics have some rights which 
should be respected. Why should they be 
robbed with impunity, and the guilty go un- 
punished? Let us get dawn to the hard pan 
of common honesty, and call stealing by its 
old Saxon name.—Concord (N. H.) Monitor. 

There will be general sympathy in Ken- 
tucky with Mr. Beck’s dread of association 
with the negro, as shown in the amendment 
he offered yesterday to the Civil Rights bill. 
He has few constituents, doubtless, who do 
not desire to be saved by law from the chance 
of sleeping, eating, or be.ng buried with the 
negro, tor there is a deiusion in many parts 
of the South that the white man can only es- 
cape these mis'ortunes by positive statutory 
enactment.— New York Times. 

The Catholic Review considers that the 
proposed American pilgrimage to the Prison 
of the Vatican and the other shrines of Eu- 

rope will probably be a great and striking 
success, and “impressive to non-Catholics 
and unbelievers.” The Review suggests that 
there are many reasons why the 4th ot July 
would be a suitable day for the departure of 
the American pilgrims, especially as by start- 
ing at that time they could be in France dur- 
ing August, which is the pilgrim month. 

Washington News and Gossip. 
MR. nOAR'S EDUCATIONAL PROJECT. 

The House, Wednesday, began the debate 
upon the bill of George F. Hoar to provide 
an educational fund from the proceeds of the 
sales of public lands. Mr. Hoar made a very 
able argument, in its support. He maintain- 
ed that intelligent suffrage was essential to 
the preservation of the nation, and that the 
basis of all intelligent suffrage is the com- 
mon school system. He declared it to be his 
deliberate conviction, formed after many 
years of study ot educational questions, that 
the common schools are better for the republic 
than more costly systems of education. There 
is much opposition manifested to the bill on 
the part of members interested in the public 
domain. 

A NATURAL BOARD OF TRADE. 
The bill introduced by Mr. Kasson to create 

a National Board of Trade provides that the 
officers of Boards of Trade of the nineteen 
principal cities of the United States shall con- 
stitute the officers of the Board to De created 
by the bill. They are to be required to make 
their report to Congress through the Secreta- 
ry of the Treasury. The tramer thinks that 
making such persons officers the special inter- 
ests desired to be advanced may receive bet- 
ter consideration. 

TIIE REDUCED ESTIMATES. 
The decrease of the revised estimates- 

amounts to about $23,000,000 of which $13,- 
000,000 are by the War department, $5,500,- 
000 by the supervising architect, and $2,000.- 
000 by the navy. The committee on appro- 
priations, however, has already reduced esti- 
mates under the war department alone of ov- 
er $20,000,000, and that of the navy over $0,- 
000,000. It will also take about $10,000,000 
off of public works under the Treasury, and 
the other reductions are in these proportions. 
Under the engineers the following reductions 
are submitted by the Secretary of War: 

Fort Warren, Boston harbor, $100,000, all 
withdrawn; Fort Preble, Portland harbor, 
$40,000 to $20,000; Fort Scammel. Portland, 
100,000 to $30,000; batteries, Portland Head, 
withdrawn; Fort Constitution. Portsmouth, 
$50,000 to $20,000: Merrimac River, $50,000 
to $25,000: entrance to Salem harbor, $40,- 000 to $15,000; Boston harbor, $225 000 to 
$150,000; Plymouth harbor to $5000, Prov- 
incetowi. harbor to $0000; Kennebec River. 
$15,000 to $12,000; Penobscot Rivnr, $50 000 
to $20,000. 

Patent Butter.—Oleomargarine is the 
name of the artific al butter which, having had 
such an extensive sale in London aud Paris, is 
now becoming popular in New York and Bos- 
ton. There are two of these oleomargarine fac- 
tories in New York, one in Pifty-sixtii street 
and one in Twenty-ninth street. They produce 
daily 19,000 pouuds, which, with the product of 
other factories in the vicinity of the metropolis 
makes the yield more than twenty-three tons 
per day. The butter is made from the ye.low, 
ta tcless and odorless oil that is obtained from 
beef suet. This oil is placed in churns, with 
one-fifth its weight of sour milk, and churned 
intil an euiulsiou is formed, anatto being add- 
ed to give it the required color. It is then cool- 
ed and worked and salted like coramou butter. 
It is estimated that four thousand tons (eight 
million pounds) of this artificial butter have 
been consumed in this country during the last 
eight months. 

Re-nominations.— Among the nominations 
seut by President Grant to the Senate yesterday 
were those of Nathan Webb of Portland, to he 
District Attorney, and S. S. Marble to be Mar- 
shal of the District of Maine. 

Maine Industrial School for Girls. 
he adjourned meeting of the corporators of 

the Maine Industrial School for Girls, was held 
at the office of the State Superintendent of 
Common Schools, at the State House, Wed- 
nesday afternoon. 

Hon. Siduey Perbam was chosen President 
of the board: Hon. E. R. French of Cbester- 
ville, Secretary; and Simon Page, Esq., Treas- 
urer. Hon. Abner Coburn and Hon. John L 
Stevens were appointed Trustees for three 
years. 

Hon. H. K. Baker was appointed to advise 
with the proper legislative committee in regard 
to changes iu the constitution, so that the Trus- 
tees may be appointed by the Governor, mak- 
ing the school a'State institution. 

Hon. John L. Stevens, Hon. Thos. S. Lang, 
and Hon. H. K. Baker, were appointed a com- 
mittee to present the matter of appropriation 
for the objects of the school to the legislative 
committee having such objects under consider- 
ation. This committee will present the subject 
in an able and intelligent manner to the consid- 
eration of the committee and the legislature. 

It is evident that something must be done 
speedily to secure the sums already condition- 
ally pledged. The offers of Mrs. Flagg of Hal- 
loweil, ten thousand dollars in cash, and of 
Mrs. Dumrner, two thousand dollars’ worth of 
real estate, are open only till the first of Feb- 
ruary. These sums added to the $.500 pledged 
by Ex-Gov. Coburn, aggregate twelve thousand 
five hundred dollars that may accrue to the 
benefit and uses of the institution, provided the 
State, or individuals, will pledge an equal am- 

ount, making in the whole the handsome sum 

of twenty-five thousand dollars. It seems very 
like the golden opportunity for the school.— 
Kennebec Journal. 

Ircn Manufacture in Pennsylvania.—In 
conversation with a leading ironmaster, a few 

days ago, a reporter of the Allentown (Pa.) 
Chronicle learned that most of the furnaces in 
the country are preparing to go into blast again 
as buyers who have heeu holding off for lower 

prices are convinced that iron will sell no 

cheaper for the present, and are sending in 
their orders, thus creating a revival in the trade. 
The same authority predicts that next wiuter 
the dulluess in iron will equal that which we 

have just experienced, and says there will lie 
more iron manufactured in the country this 
coming spring than there will be next fall.

than the country can consume at preseut, and 
these furnaces, encouraged by the present de- 
mand for iron, will go to work, so that before 
next fall the demand will he supplied, and 
another cessation will be occasioned.

The Shipping ofSaint John.—The St. John 
(N. B. ) Telegraph priuts a list of all new ves- 

sels registered in that port during the year 
1873. A comparison with the two previous years 
shows that the tonnage is 12,000 tons in excess 

of 1871, and nearly 2,000 in excess of 1872, and 
foots up the handsome total of 39,161, tons 
which it is probably within the mark to say is 
worth $1,500,000. Of course this does not rep- 
resent the total tonnage added to the shipping 
of St. John during the year, for many old ves- 

sels built elsewhere have been pui chased. The 
losses of the year hav9 been quite heavy 
amounting to about 13,000 tons, and a few ves- 
sels have been sold abroad. There are now 
registered in St.John about 285.000 tons of ship- 
ping, an amount considerably in excess of that 
of the kingdom of Holland, and only exceeded 
by three ports in the British empire, namely, 
Liverpool, Loudon and Glasgow.

vs. schooner “Starlight.” Collision. The libel claims 
in substance, that on the 14th ot November, 1873. be- ! 
tween four ana live o’clock a. m. the schooner Thom- 
as Fitch, of which John Pettigrew was master, while 
on a voyage from New London, Conn., to Tangier 
Sound, and when about twenty miles south of Cape 
Henlopen was run into and injured by the schooner 
“Starlight;” that at the time of the collision the 
Fitch had the lights required by law, set as required 
Ijy law and burning brightly; that the mate was at 
the wheel and a competent and careful seaman on 

lookout; that at the time of the collision the wind 
was about northwest blowing a still gale and tbe 
Fitch was heading about west southwest, close haul- 
ed on the starboard tack, under close reefed main- 
sail and jib, and going about one and a half knots.— 
That when the Starlight w as first seen she was head- 
ing about northeast by north, having the wind free 
and coming directly towards the Fitch on the port- 
bow ; that she had no lights at the time and was not 
seen until quite near, that instead ot avoiding the 
Fitch, as she was beund to do, she came in contact 
with the Fitch carrying away the fore and main rig- 
ging on her port side,levelling her bulwarks and tear- 
ing her chain plates off; that to save their lives the 
crew of the Fitch were obliged to go on board tbe 
Starlight, and requested said schooner to lie by the 
Fitch until daylight, which the master of the first 
consented to do, but did not do; that they have not 
seen the Fitch since the collision and are, therefore, 
unable to state the exact amount of damage done to 
her; hut they are informea and believe that she has 
been picked up at sea and brought into Delaware 
Breakwater. The whole amount of damage is alleg- 
ed to be five thousand dollars. 

rue answer or btepnen Jones, master oi tne star- 
light, sets out in substance that the Starlight was 

bound from Georgetown, D. C., to Portland, laden 
with coal; that on the morning of the 14th ot Novem- 

ber, at about three o’clock, the master relieved the 
man at the wheel and ordered him forward to in- 

spect the lights and call the watch to furl the flying 
jib and reef the mainsail; that the wind was north- 
west by west; that immediately after the men bad 
completed the furling of the flying jib and before the 
reefs bad been taken in the ’mainsail, the Fitch sail- 

ing on a southwest by west course, ran into the jib- 
boom of the Starlight, breaking it and otherwise in- 

juring her rigging and became entangled in the head 

gear of the Starlight, that the collision of the two 
vessels was wholly in consequence of the carelessness 
of those in charge of the Fitch; that after the strik- 

ing of the jib-boom of the Starlight by the Fitch any 
further damage to the vessel except what was caused 
by the striking, might have been prevented but for 
the orders of the master of the Fitch; that before and 
at the time of the collision the schooner Starlight had 
her proper lights placed as required by law and that 
the same were bumiug brightly before and after the 
disaster occurred; that after the collision the officers 
and crew of the Fitch came aboard of the Starlight, 
but that such a course was not necessary nor were 

they in any danger of their lives, but could have 
properly remained on beard their own vessel,and had 
hey so remained on their vessel the two vessels could 

have been parted with little injury to either vessel; 
that after the collision the wind increased to a gale 
and the vessels parted deeming it inexpedient and 
unsate to remain longer together; that at the time 
and before the collision the Starlight was not in such 
a position as to require her to avoid the Fitch, but 
on the contrary it was the duty of the Fitch to have 
avoided and gone clear of the Starlight; that in con 

sequence of the collision the Starlight was damaged 
to the extent of $500. 

The Fitch was an oyster schooner of 81 tons, in bal- 
last, and the Starlight was laden with about 400 tons 
of coal. Testimony tor the claimants in progress.

From Vlouail lo nun. 

City Hall was tilled last eveniug to bear Prof 
E. S. Morse lecture,in bis eager way, on natur- 
al history. The title of the lecture was “From 
Monad to Man,’’and the public got the im- 

impressiou, chiefly, it must he confessed, from 

newspaper statements, that an exposition of 
Darwinism was to be presented. The lecturer 
corrected this mistake at the start, and dis- 
claimed any intention to make a defence of the 
doctrine of evolution. A full report of the 
lecture would he very difficult to give; a synop- 
sis would be very unsatisfactory; an analytical 
report would he impossible. The speaker leap- 
ed from polypai to mammalia,from trichinae to 
birds m a way that was at times a trifle exas- 

perating to the patient listener. The lecture 
was a great heap of facts, told in a vivid and 
interesting, though sometimes, inconsequent 
way, the meaning and hearing of which were 

enforced by pertinent and entertaining illus- 
trations. The blackboard sketches, drawn w'ith 
marvelous rapidity, and containing just a touch 
of caricature, were, of course,a source of much 
delight to the audience,au<l were a sort of men- 

tal soothing syrup designed to keep his hearers 
quiet while he |iounded hard facts into their 
heads. 

The key-note of the lecture was the state- 
ment that the young of the higher animals 
resemble the full growu of the lower creatures. 
This, which is one of the postdates of the 
evolutionists, aud, indeed, admits of no denial, 
was dwelt upon at leugth, and reinforced by 
many illustrations. Those microscopic forms 
of life which have merely the powers of loco- 
motion and assimilation were first taken up 
and the matter of protoplasm touched upon. 
Then the little creatures, akin to the coral 
builders, found upon the pill's of Port!and 
wharves, were described. Following these 
came the jelly-fish,those aldermen of the deep, 
who are all stomachs, the oyster and his fam- 
ily, the worm, the lobster, (adduced as the fin- 
est illustration of morphology,) the fish, the 
bird, the uiammali. The connection between 
the fish and the bird was treated of at some 

length, and other connecting links spoken of. 
Much incidental information of au interesting 
and often amusing character was thrown into 
the lecture. The speaker often forsook the 
straight path of his argument, and wandered 
off into little by-ways of thought,always bring- 
ing back, however, something worth the going 
after. 

He closed his lecture by a few words on the 
theory of evolution, which he said was much mis- 
understood. Many think that Darwin teaches 
man’s decent from the monkey, and they are 

very anxious to know at about what time the 
present generation of monkeys will become men 
and brothers. Darwiu teaches no such theory. 
His position simply is that way back in the 
ages man and the monkey had a common an- 

cestor. The divergence began far beyoud all 
recorded time. Every year, every day, but 
making the.divergence the more marked. The 
man is constantly becoming a more perfact 
man, the monkey a more perfect monkey. 
Scarcely by any possibility can a structural de- 
generacy take place which will bring the two 

together again.

THE STATE CAPITAL. 

[Special to the Press.! 
Waldo Senatorial Cane. 

Auonsta, Jan. 8. 
Tho Committee on Senatorial returns, of 

which Mr. Burgess is chairman, he'd a meet- 
ing this afternoon to consider the case of Mr. 
E. Boyle of Waldo. Mr. Boyle has received 
his certificate and has taken his seat in the 
Senate. The Committee are carefully exam- 

ining the entire returns troni the county and 
but little progress was made to-day. On Mon- 
day the Committee will resume its labors. Dif- 
ficulties of an unusual nature are presented in 
this case. J. M. Coffin and E. Boyle were the 
Republican candidates, the former receiving, 
according to the official returns, 2,311 votes and 
the latter 2,155. J. N. Harmon and J. H. 
Kaler were the Democratic candidates, the 
former receiving 2065 votes and the latter 2032. 
The question is: Is Boyle legally entitled to 
his seat? Considerable difference of opinion 
exists among the members of the Committee 
as to the true method of arriving at this ques- 
tion, oue party claiming that to the votes for 
Coffiu and Harmon, the highest on each ticket, 
should be added tbe thirteen scattering votes, 
aud a majority of these is tho number neces- 

sary for a choice. In this case Mr. Boyle fails 
of an election. Tho other process of figuring 
is to add all the votes except Boyle’s and di- 
vide the number by four. Uufortunately the 
statute is far from definite on this point and 
needs amending. 

WOT. Wingler’s Reception. 
Gov. Dingley held held a reception at the 

State House this evening. Members of the 
Legislature and other State officials, with their 
ladies, were present, very few outside invita- 
tions being given. The Governor and Mrs. 
Dingley received their friends in the Executive 
parlor, in which they were assisted by ex-Gov. 
and Mrs. Perham. Col. Shaw acted as master 
of ceremonies. The capital was briliantly illu- 
minated and there was a full attendance. Re- 
freshments were served in the Senate cham- 
ber. 

The Buekfield Brunch. 
The citizens along the line of Hon. F. O. J. 

Smith’s Buekfield railroad have in readiness 
seucral petitions to be presente'1 at an early 
day, asking that a charter may be granted au- 

thorizing them to take and condemn the whole 
property of the Smith road in the same man 

ner as real estate is first taken, by virtue of any 
railroad charter, and paid for in the same man- 

ner. 
The General Railroad Bill. 

The following is an abstract of the General 
Railroad Bill offered in the Senate by Mr. Webb 
of Kennebec. It embraces the general features 
of the Massachusetts, New York and Illinois 
laws, and the bills offered by Messrs. Pike and 
Dingley, respectively, in 1872 and 1873: 

Section 1, provides that fifty or more persons 
may organize a railroad corporation, subject to 
general laws. 

Section 2, prescribes articles of association, 
came, termini of road, length, towns through 
or into which the road will extend, the guage 
and amount of capital. 

Section 3, provides that the corporate name 
assumed shall not lie oue now used bv any other 
railroad in the State, aud can be changed only 
by the Legislature. 

Section 4. declares that a majority of direct- 
ors shall live in the State. 

Section 5, provides that copies of articles of 
association shall be published in the counties 
through which the road is to run. 

Section (i, prescribes that a map of route be 
made, and report of engineer, giving details of 
construction and estimated cost thereof. 

Sections 7 and 8, provides that selectmen of 
towns and the directors may agree upon loca- 
tion, and if they cannot the Railroad Commis- 
sioners are to determine it. 

section !), provides mat wnen nve per cent, 
of the capital stack is paid in, the directors 
shall certify that fact to the Railroad Commis- 
sioners and file with them a map of the route 
and report of the engineer. 

Section 10, authorizes the Commissioners to 
issue a certificate of incorporation, and gives 
the form. 

Sectiou 11, relates to calling meetings. 
Section 12, authorizes a union with and cross- 

ing of other roads, under supervision of the 
Railroad Commissioners. 

Section 13, relates to land damages and 
changes of location. 

Section 14, requires the company to file a 

map. profile, table of grades and other charact- 
eristics in the office of the Secretary of State. 

Sectiou In, authorizes an increase of capital 
in certain contingencies. 

Sectiou lti, provides that the road not huilt in 
part, one year after its location is filed, the 
charter is forfeited. 

Section 17, prohibits railroads from taking 
stock or bonds in other roads without the con- 
sent of the Legislature. 

Secti n 18, provides that three Railroad Com- 
missioners be elected by the people, one each 
year. 

Section 19, places all corporations formed 
under this act under the control of the Legis- 
lature.

NEW HAMPSHIRE. 

The Sariuga Bank rase. 

Concord, Jan. 8.—In accordance with a call 
previously published, the depositors of the Na- 
tional Savings'Bank held a meeting here to-day 
to take some measures in regard to the bank. 
The meeting was an interesting one and several 
of the depositors indulged in a free talk about 
the affairs of the bank. After a long discus- 
sion a committee was appointed to name seven 

peisous to be recommended by the meeting to 
the corporation as trustees; also to suggest a 
man as Treasurer. The committee repoted as 
follows:—For Trustee and Treasurer, George 
Jones of Warner; for Trustees, Asa Fowler, 
J. C. A. Hill and J. T. Uuderwood of Concord, 
Asa P. Cate of Northtield, and Isaac Strong of 
Hopkintou. 

Democratic State Convention. 
Tlie New Hampshire Democratic Stale Con 

ventiou met here to-day and was fully attend- 
ed. Ira A. Eastman of Concord, was chosen 
President, with Vice Presidents from each 
county. An iuformal ballot was taken which 
resulted as follows: Whole number of votes 
lioO; necessary for a choice 32(i; scatteiiug 20. 
John Proctor of Andover, 17; Albert R. Hatch, 
14:1; Hiram R. Roberts,230; James A. Weston, 
240; no choice. The result cause much excite- 
ment aud for some time there was great confu 
sion in the over-crowded hall, not half large 
enough to accommodate so large a convention. 
It was then agreed to take a formal ballot, the 
delegates votiug by counties. The first formal 
vote for Governor was as follows; Whole num- 
ber f>32; necessary for a choice 317; John Proc- 
tor 1; A. R. Hatch 51; H. R. Roberts 257; Jas. 
A. Weston 323. Weston’s nomination was 
made unanimous. Mr. Weston appeared and 
accepted the nomination in a brief speech. Al- 
vah Snlloway received the nomination for Rail 
road Commissioner. 

Resolutions were adopted declaring for State 
rights; reattirming the Baltimore platform; de- 
nouncing the administration of President Grant, 
particularly its foreign policy, which is called 
blundering; denouncing the increase of salaries 
by Congress, and declaring that the New Hamp 
shire Democracy will vote for no man support- 
ing the measure. The following is the resolu 
tiou of the Convention on the liquor la^v: 

Resolved, That the practical effect of the 
rigid sumptuary laws, at all times and in all 
places, have been to generate a disregard of 
law among both officials and people, and to 
change the form without lesseniug'the exteut 
of the evils they seek to remedy, aud that the 
deductions of reason as well as the lessons of 
experience,suggest that a judicious license law 
which may lie made, prohibiting by local op- 
tion, will yield better results than the present 
law, which is partially and unfairly enforced or 

wholly ignored as the caprice of men and par- 
ties may dictate. 

MASSACHUSETTS. 

Jordan, Marsh & Co. 
Boston, Jan. 8.—Judge Lowell of the Dis- 

trict Court, has taken the papers seized from 
Jordan, Marsh & Co., out of the hands of the 
customs detectives,as it has been clearly shown 
that papers were seized that were not covered 
by the warrant. He will separate the pa- 
pers and return these not applying to the case; 
1900 of the 5400 papers seized, have already 
been returned, 

Massachusetts Legislature. 
Gov. Washburn delivered his message to the 

Massachusetts Legislature to day. Notwith- 
standing the monetary reverses and depressions 
of the year, the commercial and industrial in- 
terests of the Commonwealth are represented 
as prosperous. The amount of the funded debt 
of the State and its classification is as follows: 
Eailroad loans $14,501,616; war loans $13,226,- 
188; ordinary loans $750,000; total $28,477,804. 
Labor reform, prohibition, prisons, education, 
tailroads and other interests affecting the Com- 
monwealth are reviewed, and in many instances 
legislative action recommended. The Gover- 
nor says: My convictions in regard to prohibi- 
tion are unchanged. 1 favor the existing law, 
not because it is faultless in all its details or 
because it has accomplished all that was desir- 
ed by its framers, but because it is the best en- 
actment yet devised to bring about the end I 
seek in the Commonwealth for a majority ot our 
fellow citizens. The Governor calls legislatiae 
attention to factory work and the evils grow- 
ing out of employing young children with- 
out opportunities for education, and in this con- 
nection he favors a ten hour law. He says: 
“The limit of a day’s work to three quarters of 
the laboring class in this Commonwealth being 
ten hours, 1 am not able to see that any great 
detriment would result if the same limit would 
be extended to the other fourth. I have no 

hestancy in recommending that the experiment 
be tried, and you may anticipate Executive ap- 
proval if you enact a ten hour law. 1 know of 
no reason why it should not apply as well to 
male as to female operatives." 

NEW YORK. 

Excitement in the Produce ITfnrkel. 
New York, Jan. 8.—The excitement in the 

produce exchange, arising from the rapid ad- 
vance of pork and laru, during the past month, culminated yesterday with the reported failure 
of several large packers and brokers to keep up 
their margins. Among the houses reported to 
have failed on their margins are Knapp & Co., 
Charles H. Smith and Geo. McGrath. About 
oue-fifih of the contracts made in pork and 
lard are simply speculative. 

Honor to a Vermonter. 
A letter from the commissioner at Vienna 

announces that the Emperor of Austria has 
created Thaddeus Fairbanks of St. Johnsbury, 
Vt., the inventor of Fairbanks scales, a mem- 
ber of the imperial order of Francis Joseph.— 
This is believed to be the only iust nee in 
which this distinction has been conferred on an 
American. 

Heeting of Workingmen. 
A tew hundred men assembled iu groups at 

Union Square this moruiog in consequence of 
the call tor a workingmen’s mass meeting.— 
After they had waited till about 11 o’clock for 
more to arrive, a report was received that a 

lar^e number of German workingmen had 
gathered in Tompkin’s Square and it was re- 
solved to adjourn to that place. When they 
reached here it was found that no meeting was 
in progress and the only occupants of the 
square were a strong squad of policemen who 
refused them admission at the entrance I hey 
sought. The procession numbering five or six 
hundred men was allowed to enter, however, 
by a gate on the opposite side of ihe square. 
The meeting was then organized and addressed 
by Mr. Magnire, who portrayed the grievances 
of the workingmen and denounced the board of 
assistant aldermen. He then read a series of 
resolutions adopted by the ward organizations 
of workingmen, demanding work for the un 

employed, the enfprcemeut of the eight hour 
law, the abolition of the contract system under 
the city government, the reduction of house 
rent 25 per cent, for the benefit of the unem- 

ployed and its total suspension till the first of 
May. Resolutions were adopted with cheers, 
and the meeting then adjourned till Tuesday 
next, when a grand demonstration of working- 
men is predicted. 

Bad for Brennan. 
In the ex-Sheriff Bennan and Deputy Shields 

case this afternoon arguments were heard and 
Judge Daniels clused with the following brief 
remarks and sentence: There was no excuse for 
the sheriff or deputy for having this man Ge 
net at large. The language of the commitment 
was so unequivocal that the Court could resist 
the inference that there was a design by the 
sheriff and his deputy not to execute their duty, 
and the case was one which called for punish- 
ment. Public officers must obey orders or our 
courts will be powerless. 

The Court then inflicted the highest penalty 
allowed by statute, $250 fine and thirty days 
imprisonment in the County Jail. 
important Action or Inc chamber or ( opt- 

me.ee. 

At the regular meeting of the Chamber of 
Commerce a lengthy memorial was read for 
presentation to Congress, protesting against the 
baukrupt law. It said the law was purely a 
commercial one, and its repeal would be very 
disastrous to the interests of trade and would 
bo very detrimental to the interests of all classes 
of business men, whether debtors or creditors. 
The memorial requests Congress not to totally 
repeal the present law, but retain it after mak- 
ing some modifications. The memorial was 

adopted. 
A series of resolutions against the present 

revenue iaws were presented by Jonathan Stur- 
gis, in a lengthy speec\ The sentiments em- 
bodied in the resolutions were reiterated by 
Jackson A. Schultz. He related several cases 
of honest and prosperous merchants who have 
suffered from the unjust system and arbitrary 
manner in which it is enforced. The resolu 
tions were adopted and a committee appointed 
to present them to Congress. 

The special committee on “collisions” and 
the use of electric and other lights presented a 
report, urging the adoption by Congress of an 
electric light for the prevention of marine col- 
lisions. The report was adopted and it was re- 
solved to transmit it to Congress. 

The Case of Jay Cooke. 
In the case of the United States Government 

vs. Jay Cooke & Co., to recover$18,730 coupon bonds with interest, amounting in all to 825,- 
780.50, which were presented to the Assistant 
Treasurer in this city by Jay Cooke & Co aud 
paid. The bonds were afterwards declared 
counterfeit aud a decision was given to the 
government. A writ of error was taken out bv 
Jay Cooke & Co. to-day. Judge Woodward 
heard the case and reserved his decision. 

Tweed. 
It is stated that while Tweed was being tried 

his friends raised $30,000 to buy up three mem- 
bers of the jury This amount was put into the 
hands of a leading politician who never used it 
or tried to. 

A Cotton Case. 
In the case of the Eagle Manufacturing Co. 

of Georgia, who sued Draper in the United 
States Circuit Court to recover the value of cer- 
tain cottou alleged to have been seized during 
the war, the jury to-day, under the direction of 
Judge Shipman, rendered a verdict for the 
plaintiffs for $601,460. The decision in this 
case covers a large number of similar claims 
against the government which probably will be 
settled without further litigation. 

Various matters. 
The proposed labor demonstration at Union 

Square this morning was a decided failure.

The Revision of the LawM. 
Washington, Jau. 8.—Tbe House Commit 

tee on Revision of tbe Laws, of which Judge 
Poland is Chairman, will be next called in reg- 
ular order. They will present the revised stat- 
utes as codified, which will m ike a volume of 
upwards of 1500 printed pages. They will 
recommend numerous amendments, the consid- 
eration of which and the reading of the revised 
statutes, even if the latter are enacted in a 

lump, will necessarily occupy so much time, 
that special eve mug sessions will probably he 
ordered for the purpose. 

It ilhurawtng a Tand Grant. 
Mr. Page will shortly introduce a bill to for- 

feit to the United States all lands hitherto 
withdrawn under the grant for the Atlantic & 
Paci6c Itailroad, which failed to comply with 
the conditions of the law requiring that fifty 
miles of the road he huilt every year. The 
enactmeut of this hill will restore to the public domain forty sections of land per mile from the

SENATE. 
Washington. Jau. 8. 

Petitions were presented asking the appoint- 
ment of a commission to inquire as to the sale 
and manufacture of aleoholic liquors. Refer- 
red to the Finance Committee; of the Itaraus 
in New York, as citizens of the United States, 
for the enactment of laws to prevent traffic in 
Italian children. Referred to the Judiciary 
Committee; for a uniform system of quarantine 
under national supervision. Referred to the 
Fi nance Committee. 

Mr. Coukling, in presenting petitions for and 
in regard to the repeal of the bankruptcy law, 
said that he had recoived a circular which had 
been sent over the country asking coutribu 
tions to send persons to Washington to work 
against the repeal of the law. 

Mr. Logan said that he alio had received 
a similar circular from persons interested in 
the maintenance of the bankrupt law, which 
spoke of a powerful lobby being in Washington 
to urge ihe repeal of the bill, which was un- 
true. These black mailing circulars should be 
understood. The subject was further discuss- 
ed. 

Mr. Schurz introduced a bill for the relief of 
the University of Missouri. Referred to the 
Committee on Claims. 

Mr. Hitchcock introduced a bill to establish 
the Cocoran Park and Zoological Garden in the 
District of Columbia Referred to the Com- 
mittee ou District of Columbia.

The Chair laid before the Senate a telegiam 
from the McEuery Legislature of Louisiana, 
addiessed to the Senate and House, in which 
it is claimed that they arc a legal Legislature of 
Louisiana, but a large portion is prevented 
from taking part in its deliberations by orders 
of the military, who are acting under instruc- 
tions from the federal government, and beg 
that Congress will afford them relief. After 
debate Mr. Morton moved it be laid on the 
lauir. 

The consideration of the bill to repeal the 
act of March 3d, increasing salaries, was 
theu resumed. The question recurred on Mr. 
Pratt’s amendment and provides that pay for 
the balance of|Congr»ss shall be such an amount 
as to make a total with that ulreadyr ececeived, 
ten thousand dollars,five thousand for each year 
The amendment was rejected, 45 to 14. 

The following is the vote on Mr. Pratt’s 
amendment: Ayes—Messrs. Bogg, Coukliug, 
Cragin, Fenton, Ferry of Mich., Hamliu. Nor- 
ton, Oglesby, Pratt, Sargent, Schurz, Thurman, 
Wadleigh, and Windom—14 Nays—Allison, 
Bayard, Boremap, Boutwell, Brownlow, Buck- 
ingham, Cameron, Carpenter, Clayton,Coviner, 
Cooper, Crosier, Davis, Dennis, Dorsey, Ferry 
of Conn., Flanagan, Freliughuysen, Gilbert, 
Goldwaite, Hamilton of Md., Hamilton of 
Tex., Hitchcock, Howe, Ingalls,Kelley, Lewis, 
Logan, McCreery, Merrimon, Mitchell, Mor- 
rill of Maine, Morrill of Vt., Norwood,Kamsay, 
Saulsbury, Bansom, Scott, Shermau, Spencer, 
Steveuson, Stewart, Sumner, Tipton, and 
W right—45. 

Mr. Pratt submitted auother amendment, 
providing that the amount of compensation to 
Senators, members and delegates for the year 
ending March 3d, 1875, be $2,500, exclusive of 
mileage ane allowances. 

Mr. Frelinghuvseu said he could not vote for 
the amendment. 

Mr. Scott of Penn., thought that this amend 
ment would do great injustice, especially to 
new Senators. It proposed to make t. em suf- 
fer for the acts of the others. He would vote 
for the repeal of the bill but against all amend 
meuts. 

Mr. Morton said that of the two amendments 
of his colleage (Pratt) he thought the one just 
voted down was the fairest. 

Mr. Pratt said that to avoid doing injustice to 
the new members lie would modify the amend- 
ment by inserting a proviso that the bill should 
apply only to those members elected and serv- 
ing prior to Dec. 1st, 1873. 

Mr. Thurman said he would vote for the 
amendment if so raanified. The compensation 
must lie uniform, and under this amendment it 
would be uniform. 

iur. isnerman said he would vote tor the 
amendment as he could staud smaller pay as 
well as the other Senators. 

Mr. Tipton said that he hardly knew how to 
express himself ip parliamentary language as 
to the desire of members to accomplish indi- 
rectly that which they cannot account for direct 
ly. The gentleman from Ohio, Mr. Sherman, 
said he could stand living on a small salary. 
Perhaps he can when the last documents which 
comes to my table (producing a paper) speaks 
of men like Sherman of Ohio, the head of the 
Finance Committee, now a millionaire, who 
came to Congress poor. 

Mr. Sherman—I ask the Senator from Neva- 
da if that is true. 

Mr. Tipton—1 know nothing about it. I give 
it as I get it. 

Mr. Sherman—Well, Mr. President, that is 
grossly unsenatorial and grossly false. The 
Senator who introduces that statement here 
violates his duty as a Senator and deserves a 

condemnation of all his fellow Senators. 
Mr. Tipton said he did not think it discredia- 

ble to the gentleman, as others had come to 
the Senate poor and are now rich. He meant 
nothing agiinst the character or integrity of 
the gentleman. 

Tipton said he had an amendment to offer 
that the pay of Morrill of Maine and Sherman 
of Ohio he reduced to $2805 56. which they re- 

ceived as back pay in 18Wi. After this was 

gone through he would turn to other Senators 
that they might also relieve their consciences 
and pockets. 

Mr Sherman was willing to make the salary 
$5000. He called attention to the spectacle 
here to-day where the Senator produces what 
he calls a document. Where is it? What is 
it? 

Tipton produced a printed speech made be- 
fore Illinois Grangers by M. H. Day. 

Mr. Sherman said it was something he never 
saw or heard of before. He wished to gracious 
he was a millionaire, but twas an insinuation 
that he made it in Congress, 

Tipton utterly disclaimed meaning any such 
insinuation. 

Mr. Sherman reiterated that before God he 
could defy the world to show he received a dol- 
lar except as regular pay and accepted Tipton’s 
disclaimer. 

Mr. Morrill of Maine said he neither bad tak- 
en nor refused to take back pay. What he 
would do depends upon the action of Congress. He stood precisely now where he did in 18GG, 
arraigned nobody and questioned nobody’s mo- 
tives and willing to vote for a simple repeal, the 
sooner the better. 

Mr. Sprague spoke of the great expense of 
living in \\ ashington. He opposed the increase 
of salary last March, but since then and upon calm consideration of the matter believed it 
was just, and should vote against any reduc- 
tion. 

Mr. Pratt’s amendment was then rejected Mr. Hamilton of Maryland, offered an amend- 
ment sinking out all increase of salaries in- 
cluding the President and all others, so that all 
salaries remain as they were before the passage 
of the act of March 3, 1873, but this repeal, so 
far as the President is concerned, not to take 
effect till the 4th of March, 1877, but this re- 

peal not to effect the salaries of the Supreme 
Court as now established. Adopted, 32 against 
29. 

Mr Eutuunds moyed the reduction takeeffect 
March 3, 1873, and accounting officers compute 
accordingly, inakiug rateable monthly reduc- 
tion from salaries for the next nine months. 

Pending a vote on this ameulment the Sen- 
ate went into executive scssiou. after which it 
adjourned. 

HOUSE. 
E. H. Roberts of New York, from the Ways and Means Committee offered a resolution 

calling upon the Secretary of the Treasury for 
information as to the amount of money refund- 
ed since the 4th of March, 1873, on account of 
customs duties and iuternal taxes aud previous- 
ly paid in the Treasury, with the names aud 
amounts reason for refunding &c. Adopted. Tne House then resumed the consideration 
of the bill to establish an educational fund aud 
apply the proceeds of the sales of public lands 
to the education of the people. 

Mr. Kassan of Iowa, discussed the measure. 
He opposed the bill because it proposed to take 
control of tbe questioh of education from the 
States, where t hitherto existed, aud eudeavor- 
ed to introduced a new scheme for the educa- 
tion of the people and call into exercfce new 
powers on the part of the federal government. 

Mr. Butler of Term, spoke in favor of the 
bill, aud it went over till the next morniug hour, which will be uext Tuesday. 

The House went into Committee of the 
Whole, Mr. Roberts of New York, in the Chair, 
on the naval appropriation bill. Tbe bill ap- 
propriateds $10,505,858. 

The naval appropriation bill was taken up. 
Mr. Hale oi Me., explained its details, and 

said the amount appropriated was not over half 
a million more than in 1859. 

Mr. Beck didn’t belief in low appropriation bils, they always being followed by a deficiency 
bill, iustancing that of $28,000,000 of the year preceeding the first election of Grant, Mr. Dawes stated that the deficiency came 
over from Johnson’s administration. 

Mr. Archer said the bill was a delusion, and 
there certainly would be a deficiency, aud he 
did not believe the difficulties with Spain gone by. 

Mr. Wood of New York, thought the appr o- 
priation too large, aim! should be still further 
reduced. 

Several others participated in the discussion. 
Mr. Hale concluded tbe debate when the 

committee rose and the House adjourned.

THE STORM. 

DestructirejFreshet. 
New Haven, Ct., Jan. 8.—The heavy fall of 

rain had a disastrous effect in the Nauga- 
tuck and riousaatonic valleys. The lower por- 
tions of the manufacturing villages of Derby 
Birmingham and Ansonia are submerged, and 
railroad travel at those points is interrupted. 
Bridges have been carried away and long 
pieces of embankments on the Derby and 
Housatonic and Naugatuck Railroads have 
been dislodged. The freshet is the greatest for 
20 years. Msuirfacturing has ceased, and the 
greatest excitement prevails. 

At Bridgeport, Westport and the neighbor- 
ing localities, many bridges and dams have 
been swept away, and the river chaunels are 
filled, rendering repairs of hundreds of thou- 
sands of dollars necessary. 

The Naugatuck Railroad is the greatest suf- 
ferer although owing to the non abatement of 
the flood, the damage is not comprehended. 
There are no losses of life as yet. 

Flood* in Virginin. 
Richmond, Va., Jan. 8.—The continuous and 

general rain which has fallen during the past 
two days caused an extraordinary rising of the 
Ravanua, North and.James rivers. The Ra- 
vanna at Charlottesville is higher than since 
the great flood of 1870. At Lynchburg the 
James was twelve feet above the usual level at 
9 o’clock last night, and still rising. The North 
river at Lexington is also very high. No se- 
rious damage is yet reported. 

The James at this point has risen several 
feet, and is still rising with prospects of a con- 
siderable flood when the waters from above 
reach here.

Cincinnati, Jan. 8.—At 10 o’clock last night 
the snow changed to sleet and rain and had 
fallen eight inches .n depth.

Your attention in respectfully invited to 
the following City Ordinance which it in 
my dnty to enforce: 

“The tenant or occupant, and in case there should 
be no tenant, the owner, or any person having the 
care of any building or lot of lond bordering not more 
than one hundred and fifty feet on any street, lane, 
court, spuare, or public place within the city, where 
there is any footway or sidewalk, shall, after the 
ceasing to fall of any snow, if in the day time within 
three hours, and if in the night time, before ten of 
the clock of the forenoon succeeding, cause such 
snow to be removed from such footway or sidewalk, 
and, in default thereof, shall forfeit and pay a sum 
not less than two dollars, or more than ten dollars; 
and for each and every hour thereafter that the same 
shall remain on such footway or sidewalk, such ten 
ant, occnpant, owner or othei^person, shall forfeit 
and pay a sum not less than one dollar, nor more 
than"ten dollar's. And it such building or lot should 
extend more than one hundred and fifty feet, on any 
street cr land, it shall be the duty of such tenant or 
occupant, owner or other person, to remove such 
snow from the footway or sidewalk for the space of 
one hundred and fifty feet, according to the provis- 
ions and subject to the penalties aforesaid.” 

“The provisions of the preceding section shall also 
apply to the falling of snow from any building.” 

“Whenever the sidewalk, or any part thereof ad- 
joining any bu filing cr lot of land on any street, 
shall be encumbered with Ice, it shall be the duty of 
the occupant, and In case there is no occupant, the 
owner, or any person having the care of such build- 
ing or lot, to cause such sidewalk to be made safe and 
convenient, by removing tlie ice therefrom, or by 
covering the same with sand or some other suitable 
substance: and in case such owner or oocupant, or 
other person, shall neglect so to do, for the space ot 
six hours during the day time, he shall forfeit an^ 
pay not less than two nor more than five dollars, and 
a like sum for every day that the same shall contin- 
ue so encumbered. 

The above ordinances will be strictly enforced.
