as at present. By way of a practical demonstra-
tion of her theory, she gave adinner to thirty shop
girls the other evening, consisting of rice soup,
stewed beefsteak and potatoes, stewed mutton and
caper sauce and turnips and plum pudding  The
total cost was three dollars, or just ten cents for
cach girl.  There is something in this suggestion
whieh 18 worth the attention of shopkeepers. The
principal objection with most would be the lack of
suitable accommodations for preparing the meal,
but this perhaps might be arranged with some per-
son outside who, for a moderate charge, would
seud in the necessary supplies at a stated time.
The employers could reimburss themselves by
some arrangement with the girls  The plan could
be made practicable, in a great many cases at least.
With shop girls provided with the means of sitting
when not waiting upon customers, and given an
opportunity to enjoy a little warm food at noon, we
should have made considerable progress in the hu-
mane treatment of this hard working and not lav

ishly paid class.

A number of (uestions were asked the
speaker on the subject of camping out, all of
which he answered in a manner that showed him
to be thoroughly conversant with his subject. He
then detailed the characteristics of, and the meth-
od employed in hunticg moose, caribou, deer and
bears,  In his adviee to the boys about camping
out. he said that the main feature of a good time
was good natire, and he also said that there was
no place in the world where a man or boy would
more thoronghly exhibit the good or bad (ualities
he was possessed of thaz when camping out.

Well, there are tour classes of those peo
ple—native white Republicans, or ‘sealawangzs o
eolored Republicans, or *niggers,” Northern born
Republicaus, or ‘earpet-baggers,” and the 'solid
South,” or ‘Bourbons,’ now in allinnce with the
Democrats  Not one of the first three classes has
ever (puestioned the correctuess of my representa-
tions.  They say (and they are the majority of the
Southern people remember) that in fact and in-
ference my portraiture is strictly correct.  Now,
they are the ones who feel this spirit. They fur
nish the vietims and sufferers. The other class—
the Bourbon assnmptives who speak of the South
and the ‘Southern people' with a capital ‘we,’ do
uot deny the correctness of the pictura 1 have
drawn, but say that they are defoctive hecause
they do not give the moving cause for those out-
ragas-—uamely, Republican misgovernment. Now,
1 admit that the Republican governments in those
States were defective. Looking back 1 wonder
that it was half as good as it was.  But that mis
government was no part of the cause of the out-
riges committed  No man dare deny that the
spirit of proscription was not as strong in 1867 as
to day. No man ecan doubt that there were as
many political murders duning that year as any
since. Yet there was not a Republican State gov-
ernwment in the entire South at that time! The Ku
Klux Klan was organized and began 1ts career of
crime before there was a State governiment in ex-
istence there. It was the weakness of these gov-
ernments that prevented the Klan from being
wiped out by the operations of law, and the ad-
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\ mission of the colored man to coequal political

rights was its first canse and the condition of its
coutinued existence. The maladministration of
the finances in some of those States were only
made an excuse for violence—an afterthonght
which was seized upon as a pretext for the evil
that really antedated it by several years,

THE STORY OF sSWAN'S SWINDLES

Later developments show Swan to be a greater
secoundrel than his corn_sheller frand represents
him. It appears that for the past year e has been
borrowing various sums of money o pesple who
took from him what they supposed to be town
notes.  Ofa Mrs. Cotton he hired 100, and of o
Mrs. Wall he hired J600, in each instauce giving a
note in which it was represented that the amount
would be paid by the town of Minot, and signing
lis name “T. B. Swan, Clerk and Treasurer.”
Washington Dean. of Uxtord. holds one of these
notes for $1,3%30, signed by T. B. Swan, Treasurer,
but through the word Treasurer a blue pencil mark
has been drawn. The note was obtained in the
following manuer . Mr. Dean had a town of Uxtford
hond tor 31500 bearing 1 per cent., and on a long
termn, Swan told him he would cash it for him
less the discount, which was some 5170, and would
1ake the money and give him 6 per cent. for it
Dean consented, and supposed Swan gave him a
town note. Other parties, it is beheved, let Swan
have woney and took what they supposed to betown
notes, and reports already place the total amount
us ligh as 31000 which he has obtained in this
way. These notes, however, are illegally signed,
a8 Swan had no authority te borrow, as treasurer,
for the town of Minet.

OF the bine pencil mark on Mr. Dean's note, the
Lewiston Journal says: A fine hne, made with
oue of the recently invented ‘indellible pencils,’
now 1n common use, 1s drawn through the words
“Preasurer of the Town of Minot. As is well
known, the properties of this peocil lead are sueh,
that upon exposure to the air and moisture, a
mark made by it grows much heavier and plainer
than when at first made  Mr Dean says the hine
has appeared to him on the note sinee it has heen
in his possession,—a fact which the nature of the
mark renders very reasonable. The pule wis not
endorsed.”

There have since been discovered three more
notes, similar to the above. written ou the same
kind of blank. given to three other persops, who
supposed at the time they were receiving the
towu's notes. Mrs, Marsena Cushman of Mechanic
Falls, holds one for =500 at 5 per cent : Mr. Jobn
Atkinson of Minot, one for $1,000, and Mrs, Stowe of
Mechanie Fails, one for 220—making a towl in
notes outstanding against Swan  of SH1HL Tor
which the holders have no security, whatever. It
1= also rimored at Mechanie Falls, that persons in
Norway hold notes of Swan, who wete vietunizad
A similar manner.  Nocertainty attaches to this
rumer.  Une year's interest was paid on Mrs Cush

Thus far only the three town notes given by
Swan to Mrs. Gustiinan. for a0, Atkisson i,
Stowe =200 and W. Dean =1350—total, #5150
have come to light, “Fhese parties supposed they
were recelvitz town notes, but Swan savs be pur
posely so wrote them that the town is not holden,

How much Swan received trom his eorn-sheller
and wower swindles, before 5. Detective Bise
low stopped his operations, i3 unoknown.  But
probably more than 1000 and if he had been let
alone a month vr two louger, he would have drawn
in several thousand wore from the pockets of poor
men,

Many who have the best weans of information,
do not belisve that Swan has confessed all the
steps of his eareer.  The stoek brokerage excuse is
not generally aceepted  Swan's business fur sev-
eral years-—especially his tree business—has been
carried on i & way that had not added to hisrepu
tation for square dealing.  The faet that e admits
ue was a defanlter one year ago looks strangely Ly
the side of his claims then of superior virtue and
regard for the tax-payers.

The nature and intent of the petition
coneerning the city bonds, recently pre-
sented to the Legislature, have been mis-
apprehended here and elsewhere. This
is not a step toward repudiation ; and a
majority of the petitioners are decidedly
opposed to doing anything that can in-
juriously atfeet the eredit of the city. The
petition is almost identical in language
with one sent to the legislature from
Rockland last year, and which was acted
upon favorably. It is simply a business-
like precaution, as we shall show. O our
bonded indebtedness s2,000 of the war
debt becomes due Feb. 15, Is=4, and
23,200 April 5, 1355, In the latter yvear
£114,500 of cailroad bonds become dne.
This indcvredness, the greater portion of
it at least, must be met by the issue of new

While it i believed
a satisfactory arrangement of this nature
may be arrived at, and which would re-
lieve sumewhat the burden of taxation,
there is no thought of compulsion in the

matter.  Investors in this cluss of securi-

ties prefer a long bond at low interest to i

short bonds at higher rates. Govern-
ment four per cent. bonds command 2
premium : and there is no reason why
our city bonds, with the railroad lease as
seenrity, to say nothing of the personal
property, which nnder New Eugland doe-
trines may be Lheld for municipal debts,
should not be equally desirable.

A correspondent of the Kennebee Jour-
nil, who writes over the sicpature of
“Bondholder,” not only misapprehends
the nature of the legislation asked for,
but misrepresents the state of the case
when he says that Belfast “receives an-
nually from the Belfast and Mooschead
Lake Railroad, uuder a fifty vears lease
te the Maine Central, the sum of “36,-
600,” aml that “her interest charge on
the debt contracted on aceount of said
road, is only 6 per cent, on something
over =700,000 —say about £42,000." In
the sncceeding issue of the Kennebec
Journal, a “Taxpayer of Belfast” sets
“Bondholder™ right as follows: “The
city of Belfast, for the past ten years, has
raised by taxation annually, sums from
F42,000 to 220,000 (never less than the
latter sum) to make up the interest on
these bonds —in all a sum of about K400, -
000 raised by taxation for this purpose.
#36,000 1s the whole sum for yearly rent-
al, received by the B. and M. L. . R.
from the M. . R. R There is a first
mortgage on the B, and M. L. R B, in
which the eity has no interest, and there
are other preferred elatins.”

The Prog. Age publishes, with editori-
al commendation, Senator Beek's recent
speech in advoeacy of free ships. \ more
ruinons blow to our shipping and ship-
building interests than the measure ad-
vocated by Mr. Beck could not be de-
vised; and this was very clearly shiown
by Senator Blaine, whose prompt reply
to the Kentucky Senator, made without
notes or preparation, has added greatly
to his reputation as a ready and effective
speaker.  We published a synopsis of
Mr. Blaine's remarks Feb. 3d, and it is
not necessary now to go over the ground
anew. Suffice it to say that the measure
uphbeld by Mr. Beek would put a stop to
ship-building in this country for many
years to come: would get “the country
into a state of absolute dependence
upon Great Britain for commerecial ma-
rine,” and make it extremely difticult
for us to maintain our navy. Then, it is
conclusively shown that should the free
ship bill pass, even the work of repairing
would be done in English yards. The
President of the Bath Board of Trade
put the case in a nut shell when he said,
in his recent address: “We eannot af-
ford to be dependent on foreign powers to
provide for us what we are abundantly
able to provide for ourselves. We can-
not afford to deprive our skilled laborers
and mechanies of their just rights, and
see them transferred to other countries to
do the same labor that should be per-
formed in this country.” Yet the Age is
advocating a measure designed to “de-
prive our skilled laborers and mechanics
of their just rights,” by transferring to
foreign ship yards the work which can
and should be done at home. Senator
Beck is a Scotechman by birth, and a res-
ident of an inland State, so that his ad-
vocacy of a measure in the interest of
British ship builders is not so surprising
as the fact that a Maine journal should
commend his efforts to destroy a local in-
dustry and toinjure a large proportion of
our citizens, including ship owners, ship
builders, and those engaged in the coast-
ing trade.

The exhibit of the city finances made
on the Ist of March last was a very satis-
factory one, showing as it did a consider-
able reduction of the indebtedness. There
was another feature of Mayor Swan's first
term which deserved, and received, com-
mendation and that was that none of the
appropriations had been exceeded, and
of some of them a balance was unexpend-
ed. The forthecoming report of the City
Treasurer will, we believe, be most ac-
ceptable to tax-payers, and will testify
that the affairs of the city have been man-
aged in a business-like way. 'This will
strengthen the very general desive that
Mr. Swan should again be a candidate
for the office he has so admirably filled
during the past two years. We are in-
formed, however, that Mr. Swan will pos-
itively decline to allow his name to be
used this year, as he wishes to devote his
whole time and attention to his private
affairs.  Under these cirenmstances it is
necessary that the matter shonld receive
early attention : that steps should be
taken to organize the party in the city
and to select candidates to be voted for
in the coming election. The Fusion or-
gans in this State have aunounced that
the Spring elections will be vigorously
contested on their part, and thus fore-
warned we should be forearmed.

This relieves
owners and wasters from disagreeable and costly
responsibility for illegal acts of which they are not
cognizant....Three weeks ago Uapt. Alva Curtis
sailed from Phipsburg in a new ship built there
during the last season. The shiz was in ballust,
bound to New York for a cargo  She had a crew
of twenty-one, mostly young men belonging in
Bath, Phipsburg and Bowdoinham. The ship has
not been heard from since she left....Quite a
number ol Bath ships have received very remuner-
ative grain freights at San Francisco, the latest
rates being 72 shillings and sixpence. A ship built
in Bath and partly owned there has been chartered
at that figure and her freight money will be about
£54,000....The House on Saturday passed a bill
which provides that copper and composition metal
which are used in the repairs and construetion of
vessels in the foreign trade, or built on foreign ac-
count, can be imported duty free under regulations
to be prescribed by the secretary of the treasury.

Letter from Augusta,

AUGUSTA, Feb, 12, 1851,

A
patient was taken by two attendants and carvied
into his u=ual place in the Hospital: but the testi-
mony haed tafled to give the fact that the maniae had
escaped, and the attendants after a hard struggle,
hadd suceeeded in veterning him (o his quarters.
The water =upply was short during n severe drouth,
and soowas it everywhere, compelling people to
cronomize with that which usnully is as free as the
alr we breeathe. The institution will stand all the
better in publie estimation after this investigation,
andd 1o gladd it was ordered. A search warsani
will fail to detect anything rotten about the Maine
Insane Hospital.

Cold Winters.
The unusnal severity of the present winter

naturally recalls the rl-u:urkalﬂy cold winters of
the pust. Statisties show that this season has
been steadily growing milder for many years
There seem to be no such winters now as there
were 7 or 8 years ago, owing, no dou bt, to the
cutting down in this country of the native forests,
the plunting and growth of towns and cities, and
the general development of the land. Durmg the
seventeenth and eighteenth centuries, there were
in the old World some winters bitterly memorable.
In Britain, in 1664, the Thawmes was frozen 1o the
depth of 61 inches, and nearly all the birds in the
United Kingdom perished. In 1692, the cold was
sc intense in Southern Europe, eupvcmll} in Aus-
tria, that wolves were driven by hunger into Vi-
enpa where they attacked beasts of burden, and
even human beings

The winter of 1779-80 was very severe in this
country. The bitter cold began the middle of
November, and continned until the close of Feb
ruary. The sun's rays were not warm enoueh to
melt the snow, which lay on the ground almost
five mouths, so thick that it was very hard to get
from place to place  All ordinary bodics of water
wire jee bound. Domestie fowls and wild turkeys
perished by thousands, so did deer and buffalo,
und wolves and pnnlhnrs mainly from lack of
their natural food, buried under the snow. The
Northern and Western rivers were fettered by the
frost, and the Cumberland was so firmly frozen, as
far South as Nashwville, that emigrant trains pabsed
securely over the river. The Delaware opposite
Philadelphia eontained ice of 3 or 4 feet and Loug
Island Sound and the € hcsapenke was frozen over.

We are now harvesting the ice crop. Next July
the nay Liarvest will come  The Yankee strikes
while the iron is hot—he dor’t eut bay in January
nor cut ice in July.  We send onr ships to Texas
loaded with hay andice. Hay don't grow in Texas
like on the rocky hills of Maine, and we can beat
the world in raiging ice. [Chase's Enqnirer.
