The East Maine Conference Seminary.
RECOLLECTIONS OF AN OLD STUDENT.

In 1853 the writer entered as a student at the
E. M. €. Seminary at. Bueksport.  In the inter-
vening twenty-nine more or less eventful vears.
spent in distant places and more than twenty of
them in an engrossing profession, the scenes
anel ineidents of student life have been mainly
effaced from the recollection.  Little more pe-
mains than an abiding scnse of the Kindly <pivit,
unvarying courtesy and great forhearance of all
cotmnected with the Seminary, and of the hos-
pitality and friendliness of the good people of
Bucksport, A list of the students of that date
would no doult recall to mind the companions
of the elass rooms and in out-tdoor sports, A=
itis. I remember but few by wne, though the
characteristies of quite o number are impressed
upen my memory.

nam givl, i setbled here. Mr. Stearns was a very
stout, strovg man, a Kind Lushand and father, but
hatd not the faculty to aceumulate property that
many others live. He and bis wife lved to i good
ol age, and dicd vespected,

About this time, 1502, several other persons are
know i to have come heve, but lttle is now known of
them, or where they came from, as they (id not live
here sy veurs.  Among the numbeér was o Mr.
Winchel, & middie aged man of the Revolutionary
War aey and unneried. e moved about from
pluce to plave, and died poer. A Mr. Michaels and
family were heve for a while, alse Mr. Averell, Mr.
Welmin, amd several others, with their fumities.
Ahout 1803 0 Mro West and Mr. Ward with their
familics settled in the sogthwest part of the town,
some distance from any Sthers settlers, where they
and their ehildren lived wmany years, Thelr faml-
lies ave nearly or quite extinét in this vielnity.

1 think in 1504 Hosea Emery emigrated from Rer-
wick, Me., and settledpwith his family at the'Centre.
Soon after he built a saw mill on the great falls,
amd that place was known for many years as
Emery's Mills. Mr. Emery, next to ilr. Nenlly,
was the prineipal business man In this vicinity.

The proprietors of the land in the northerly part

af the town began to lot it owt i 1805 and finished

at g

lotting it out in 1506. The proprietors of the south-
erly part of the town sent a surveyor and others to
help him to run their laml into lots soon after. As
the surveyor began to run the lines, it was soon
found they would cut In two the openings of some
of the settlers, which was not pleasing to them; so
they objected to the runuing of the surveyor. As
the surveyor paid no attention to the settlers, but
kept right along with his work, horns began to he
heard in different divections and soon the Lee In-
dians were seen with their guns, dodging around
behind the trees.  The surveying party thought it
best to retive. It was guite a number of yours be-
fore avother surveying party was sent, and not
until a compromise was brought about through the
Influence of Mr. E v.  He suceeeded in making
an arrangement that proved satistactory to both
partics; 2o there wis no more trouble.  The survey-
Ing party was to come and ran out to each settler
his land just as he wanted it, without regavd to the
shape of the Lo, and the settlers had o eight to pur.
chase it at n pr agreed npon. The rest of the
treaet might be lotted out as the proprietors wished,
without trouble from the Indians, all of which, by
the Influence of Mr. Emery, was eavried into effeet.

About this same e, 1504, Johin Mansur mnoyve:d
with his family to the northerly part of this town.
The Mansurs oviginated in Methuen, Mass, They
Arst moved o Belfast and lived there three or four
yeurs, then came to Monree.  Mr. Mansur ciame up
with his family on the east side of Goose Pond,

A LUMBER PROPELLER.
Drew & Bueki, associated with Capt.
J. H. Woodhouse, are just finishing a
steam propeller in this city, to be em-

ployed in the southern lumber trade.
The vessel is 150 feet keel, 33 feet beam,
and 12 feet hold. The hold is elear from
bow to bulk-head, where it is partitioned
off for the boiler and engine room. The
boiler aud engines are placed in a re-
markably compact manner, right at the
gtern. The engines are 123x20, and are
worked by either high or low pressure.
In addition to this, there 1s provided an
auxiliary engine, double cylinder, to use
for taking in cargo and raising anchor, or
sails. There are three masts. with full
schooner rig, just the same as il there
were no propeller about it.  The eabins
are neatly and eomlortably finished, so
that they can aceommodate a very few
passengers. All the hauser-tanks, ete.,
are on deck. The hatehes are large to
facilitate ihe reception or discharge of
lamber, and there are large bow ports,
80 that, lyving head on, timber ean be
run rapidly in, and passed along ways
provided for its reception.  They expect
to bring lumber from their mill to the
yard here, making the distance in five
days, six at the outside. This will ena-
ble them to fill special orders as agreed,
and promptly.  They look upon it as an
experiment, and if suceesstul, will soon
construet more of the same sort.  Thisis
