Club" was discussed. It was the opinion of the Board that the 
care of Parcel #41 on the Assessors' Map R-6 should be continued 
by the Cumberland Garden Club and that Article #53 of the War-
rant should not pass. 
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Article #57 which revised the "Enabling ByLaw Amendments" was dis ~ 

cussed and on motion duly seconded, it was voted that Chairman 
Snow should seek a legal interpretation of said Article from Town 
Counsel Robert Donovan and report at the next meeting. 

There being no further business -on motion duly seconded, it was 
voted to adjourn at 9:30 P.M.
