1886, T'he two reports, with three transmit-

ted to the las complete the work

Northern Montana provides forthe cession
to the United States of more than seventeen
million, five hundred thousand acres, the
conslderation being four and a half million
dollars for the benefit of the Indians. The
Secrenﬁlnys the ratification of the agree-
ment will open to settlement a large area
now held in the form of Indian reseryation
and will remove some serious hindrances to
their permanent settlement and the more
rapid advancement among the Indians.

The Alien Land Law.
The Alien Land act, passed in the last
dass of the XLIX Congress, prohibited the
acquisition of property &y foreigns in the

act applies to mines,jit seems to have worked
injuriously to the interests, which it was de-
signed to benefit. A number of amendments
have been introduced Into Congress to reme-
dy the objectionable features complained of.

THE STACKS CASE.

The Inquest In Progress at Cumber-
land Mills.

It was the intention to adjourn the inquest
from Monday morning to Thursday at 10
o'clock, but the local officers desired it to
take place yesterday, and it was held in the
Municipal Court room at Cumberland Mills.
It was conducted by Coroner Gould and
Assistant Attorney Chase. The following
witnesses were summoned: Thomas Stacks,
David Stacks and his wife, Thomas Pratt,
Mr, Stacks’s son-in-law, George Herman
and Drs. Swan and Murch of Cumberland
Mills.

There was a large crowd in attendance.
The Inquest was private. Previous to as-
sembling the jury, Assistant County Attor-
ney F. V. Chase inspected the Stack prem-
ises, where the tragedy of Thursday night
was enacted.

At 10.30 o’clock the inguest was begun, and
all the witnesses were present except Dr.
Gordon of Portland and Thomas Pratt of
Gorham. The latter arrived on the 1 o'clock
train. Dr. Swan, the doctor who first at-
tended Mrs. Stacks, was the first witness
called. He told the same story as has been
already printed. Dr. Murch also told what
part he took in the affair. George Herman
told a straight story as to his whereabouts.

Mr. Stack told his story circumstantially,
not varying in any particular frem what has
been told before. He had not heard that
any suspicions were directed against himself
and appeared unrestrained in his recital
After going through with his story, and con-
dueting the attorney through the heuse from
point to peint to illustrate the periods of his
narrative, showing where he stood when he
fired the pistol and where the robber was
first discovered, he led the way finally to the
back door andl out into the yard,where point-
ing in the direction where the alleged robber
disappeared, he said: *“That's the lastI
saw of him. This is my story—the one I
have told all along, and the one my son tells
also. His story and mine ere just alike.”

The examination was continued until 8
o'clock last might, at which time the inquest
was adjourned to next Friday at 10 a. m.

It would seem that he did when it
is remembered thatlof rice and sugar, prod-
nets in which the South s interested and on
which there are heavy duties, he said not a
word.

In Texas they raise sheep and the farmers
there believe that protection is good for
their industry. But Texas has a hundred
thousand Democratic majority, and a few
liberties may be taken with it that it would
be dangerous to try in Louisiana or even
Georgla.

The objections urged by Senator Hoar
against the control of the telegraph by the
government are not new, but he has put
them forcibly and well. Until the zivil ser-
vice is entirely divorced from politics it
ought not to be extended any more than Is
absolutely necessary. When the time comes
that eyery man holding a government posi-
tion feels that the tenure of his office de-
pends entirely upon his faithfulness and
honesty, und that the fact that his polities
are the opposite of the administration’s will
in no way affect it, then, and not till thens
will it be safe to put the telegraph un-
der government control. At present the
temptation to help his party into power or to
keep it there in order that his tenure might
be secure would be too much for the virtue
of many an operator, who might find him-
self in possessinn of the vital seerets of the
opposite party.

Politics in Louislana.

Here in New England, where the citizen
may entertain such political opinions as his
judgment approves without annoyance and
express them in the proper way without
danger or trouble, it is difficult to realize the
hot and eyelonie conditions of the political
the Southern
States, Hitherto the poor negro, simple
minded and defenceless, has waged an un-
equal contest in which the outrages that
have followed his discomfiture have been
told only in comparatively rare, though
memorable instances. But occasionally, a
division of sentiment has occurred in the
dominant party in a Southern State. Then
it has been impossible to conceal the excesses
of political passion; and even the distant
observer has canght & glimpse of the terrors
that stand in the way of the timid and ignor
ant negro who would exercize his right of
suffrage in Louisiana or Mississippl. The
present campaign in Louisiana is an instance,
The rival Demoeratic factions, nearly equal
in numbers and influence, are striving for the
governorship: and, though the campaign is
not ended, six politicians have already been
shot dead by political opponents, while a
number of shooting afflrays are not taken into
account because the wounds did not turn out
to be mortal. The last of these affairs was
on New Year's day, when Hon. Patrick
Mealey, Administeator of Police for New
Orleans, went into a saloon with a eaptain of
police and other friends, all Nicholls men,
They found there a party of supporters of
Mr. Enery, Nicholls's rival for the govern-
orship. There was some talk, a quarrel and
then recourse to the ever handy revolvers.
Administrator Mealey was mortally wound-
ed. He was carried to a hospital, and there,
with General Nicholls, his political elief, who
hastened to his bedside, he ended his life
and his political contentions. The Mayor of

- relleve w

New Orleans ordered the city hall to be
draped in mourning; and the local paper of
the greatest influence, the Times-Democrat,
gfter incidental notice that this® was the
sixth politician shot, delivered itself of this
remarkable warning: ‘“With sach a blocdy
record before us, it is time for all sober and
conservative cltizens to take sowe steps to
end this unfortunate condition of affairs—the
bitter and dangerous feelings that have pre-
vailed and still prevail. 1f affrays like these
continue, it will manifestly be impossible to
harmonize the Democratic party.” It seems
then, that in Loulsiana, according to the
code prevailing wmorality during a politi-
cal campaign is such that the necessity of
preserving harmony in the Democratic party
takes the place of the law and the Ten Com.
mandments as an inducement to rectitude.
After the campaign Is over, no doubt, the
Ten Commandments and the law will be re-
Instated in Louisiana; and the people of
that State show further regard for the laws
of tha Seripture and of man by putting a
period of four years between their State
elections. This reduces to a considerable
extent the legal and sacerdotal functions of
the Democratic party.

BURNED OUT.
M. A. Jewell & Co. and Stevens &
Smart the Sufferers.

The alarm of fire at ten minutes after 7
last evening was caused by the discovery of
flames in the four story brick building on
the corner of Fore and Union streets, oeccu-
pied by M. A. Jewell & Co., wholasale deal-
ers in teas, coffees, spices and tobacco, and
Stevens & Smart, brittania manufacturers.
John Cady saw the light of the fire and sent
in an alarm from bex 412, Officer Frank
shortly after sending In a second alarm. The
firemen found that the fire, which had orig-
inated in the premises of Messrs., Stevens &
Smart, on the second and third floors, was
rapidly gaining headway. The new Hayes
truck was put in use and the excitement of
the spectators was Increased by what ap-
peared to be the narrow escape of the fireman
on the top of the long ladder, which was
raised in the air. The sudden turning on of
the water caused the ladder to sway violent-
ly, and it looked as if the fireman would be
thrown from his lofty position. IHe retained
his hold, however, and the mew apparatus
proved of great service in fighting the flames.
For a time the fire had an ugly look, but it
was gotten under control and subdued.

M. A. Jewell & Co. occupy the basement,
first floor and a part of the fourth floor of
the building. Their stock was valued at
about 17,000 and included a large amount of
tobaceo and cigars, some of which were re.
moved. The amount of loss cannot be stated
accurately, but will probably be covered by
the insurance, which is for £10,000. Of this,
