About tarmers’ Gardens.

A few words in relation to the garden
may not come amiss, for generally no
part of the farm is so mueh neglected :
but, when properly eared for, there is
nothing which will yield a greater protfit,
ol be wmore conducive to the health and
happiness ol the family, than a well-kept
gavden. It will be surprising, to those
wlio have not tried it, how muceh may be
obtained from a well-cultivated garden
towardd supplying the table all through
the summer and autumn months with
fre<h. nutritions and palatable food—the
el clluce. radishes, asparagus, peas,
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Starting Early Vegetables.

Window boxes answer nearlv all the

purposes of @ hot bed for a garden in
vhich the pumber of plants required is
stnall. A Kitehen window is preferable
Lo any other as ghe air iz usvally more
oist.  >ow seeds in window boxes, and

when the plants age up, turn the boxes
every day, to bring the opposite side to
the light and keep thew from growing to
one side.  When the seedlings get two or
three “rough” leaves, those beyond the
seed-leaves, they should be “pricked out”
or planted in other similar boxes, setting
them an inch or more apart, according to
kind. The young plants may grow in
these until time to put them in the open
ground.  Set the box out doors in the
middle of every wild day, or open the
windows, in order to harden the plants.
The kinds usually sown in hotbeds, frames
and window boxes are cabbages, cauli-
fowers and others of that family ; lettuce,
tomatoes, peppers and egg plants; the
last two will do a month later. (‘neum-
bers, melons and early squashes may be
started later, a few seeds to give plants
cnough for a hill, in a small box or four-
inch pot.  The roots of these are larce
and do not succeed in a small pot.

The high price of egegs which are sell-
ing in this village for twenty-five cents a
dozen, raises the question, Why don’t
more men and women likewise engage in
a business that promises such large and
quick returns? It requires but little
capital, and the ready market and such
fabulous prices as at present guoted-—
lifty cents in Boston and seventy-five in
New York —should cause those having fa-
cilities for poultry raising to give the sub-
Ject serious consideration.  With the same
amount of outlay and attention, there is
no branch of domestic industry that will
vield larger profits.  [Houlton Pioneer.
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Maine Apples.

A prominent Lewiston tirm, which did
a business of 60,0000 last vear, is corres-
ponding with  house in Liverpocl, Eng-
land, relative to undertaking the business
of shipping apples, and produce of various
kinds. from this point to Liverpool direct,
by way of Portland, without allowing the
goods to pass through second and third
hands, as all Maine apples now do. There
is no fruit that brings snch a good price
for toreign shipment. as Maine Baldwins,
and the Lewiston (ir's correspondents
propose to take care of all such fruit that
Lewiston can buy and ship. Maine Bald-
winsare now worth =4 per barrel in Liver-
pool. Next winter, the Lewiston firm pro-
poses to put = 10,000 capital into the busi-
ness, employ  suitable aceommodations,
and buy apples on as large ascale as they
can for shipment, and oceasionally ship
other produce.  With the large apple-
vielding territory with which Lewiston is
in divect conpnunivation, we see no rei-
son why a firm cannot do a busingss ex-
tensive enongh to be profitable. The
enterprise. il carried out, will be greatly
benelicial, not only to Lewiston, but to
Maine orchardists, who will get an in-
creased prive for their apples, onaccount
of the saving of middle-men's prolits. We
Lope to see the enterprise successfully
started, next winter. | Lewiston Journal,

The evaporated-apple factory at East
dabdwin, in this State, s reported to be
ina prosperous condition.  The factory
is run day and night, a night ¢rew being
emploved to begin work when the day
crew stops.  About 150 bushels of apples
are used daily, for which from 20 to 33
cents per bushel are paid Lthe tarmers.
Phe apples are pared, cored and sliced by
machine. and are left in the shape of spi-

ral rings. whichare subsequently trimmed,
and the stem and blow elds are cut across,
leaving the slices ina semi-vircularshape.
Chese siices are placed onr wire sereens,
and suhjected o pearly thiree hundred
degroes of heat, becoming evaporated in
dabout three hours.

RECOMMENDATIONS OF THE VALUATION COMMIS
STON.

The following communication, forwarded to the
secretary of state by the chairman of the valuation
commission, was presented in the House, and re-
ferred to the committee on State valuation :

To the President of the Senate and Speaker of
the House of Representatives:— In accordance
with the requirements of an order passed by the
legislature, January 20, 1831, aud transmitted to
the valuation comnmission, requiring *‘recommen-
dations and suggestions in reiation to the future
valuation of the State,” the commission respectiul
ly submits for the consideration of the Legislature
the following recommendations, as embodyving
aubstantially 1ts views— :

The commission found great difliculty in fixing
the valuation ; it is therefore recommended that
the Legislature provide, by positive enactment,
for u valuation of al! taxable property in ali cities,
towns and plantations, at the full, tair, cost valus
of each item, separately specified and valued ; that
a Board of Equalization be established, eonsisting
of——inembers, to be appointed by the Justices
of the Supreme Judieial Court, and commissiond
by the Governor, to hold their offices for aud dur
ing the term of thiree years, or longer, whose duty
1t shall be to make a valuation of all taxable prop
erty in the State, to be the basis of State and
county taxaticn, said board not to change the val
uation of eity, town or plantation, or wild
lands as fixed by the Valuation Comwmission 1o
IS81, g0 far as the smne is adopred by the Lezisla
ture, except to uvike change iy awount by reaso
of property removed, destroyed or adided hieroat

The certificate may
come fram the quack's friends, o matter of a mo
went, but in court, as detenuining the right to sue
and recover, that bit of paper has eiqual merit with
the parchment given by the first wedieal sehool
in the country

The Maine reports record a deecision, which
overruled the decision of @ lower court, to the ef
fect that a elairvoyant, who expressly disclaimed
any medieal or surcical knowledge, was entitled
to recover for “imedical services,” because she has
visited apd examined the sick person and pre
seribed. The certiticate of good moral character
was produced when the ease was tried, and the
woman, whose unscientitic and strange perforin
ances in the sick room may be the fit subject of
ridienle, goes out of court with the amount ef hey
charges secured Lo ber by the decision of the high-
est tribunal -

There is no gnestion that the statute was fairly
represented io the opinion of the court, but what
must be thought of a law which opens wide the
door to the operations of any who thivk they can
make n living more easily by dealing with disease,
than by going out to service, or by driving a truck
or a peddier’s cart ! If so be morality is certified
to, il matters not that the mas or woman cannot
read, write. count, see, hear, or be able to do any
of the things that a doctor ought to do  The most
impudent itnpostor, his certificate secured may put
out his sign, and practice upon the fear or shama
of those weak enough to patrounize him. charge
heavily for his undesirable services, and, the law
says, pay in full or he may wake you discharge
the debt to him, and the court costs beside.

That result is inevitable and it is one of
the ends the free ship lobby at Washing-
ton has in view. The leading spirits in
this movement are Englishmen and their
paid agents.  The few followers they
have who, like our esteemed contempora -
ry of the Advertiser, are not in either of
these classes, are as misguided as those
who were led off by the Greenback craze.
They see and deplore, as we do, the un-
fortunate condition of our commerce ; but
they fail to see, as we do, that the remedy
they propose is worse than the disease.

We are firm believers in American in-
dustry, ingenuity and enterprise. We
are confident that if permitted to enter
the competition upon anything like equal
terms, our ship builders could pay their
workmen better wages than are paid to
those on the (‘lyde, Shannon and Tyne ;
produce betterships ; and that we should,
at no distant day, regain our supremacy
upon the ocean. But bandicapped as they
are now by taxation and sabsidized ri-
vals, and with the free ship bill hanging
over them, the situation is almost hope-
less. We have coal and iron in abund-
ance ; we have naval architects, skilled
workmen and eapital ; but our shipping
now afloat is being taxed out of existence,
while the country is paying between £50, -
000,000 and £100,000,000 a year to for-
eign ship owners. It needs only free
ships to deal a death blow to American
ship building.

Almost everybody has tried his hand at Cabinet-
making. Itis President Garfield's turn mow, and
this week we shall see what he will doin that line.

It is said there are certain persons in
this community who are advocating the
repudiation by the city of the interest on
its bonds, and who will offer themselves
as candidates at the coming municipal
election on that platform.
