Sportsmen Not Wanted There 
Unless They Are Members.

Parjiachenee, Me., Sept. 23,1901 
To the Editor of the Maine Woods:

The writer recently enjoyed the hospitality 
of the Parmaelienee club for two days. Our 
stay beyond the first night was compulsiory 
on account of the illness of one of our own 
party, and consequently was not as pleasant 
as it otherwise might have been.

We found the club house nearly filled with 
guests. Had we been a few days earlier it 
would have been impossible to obtain lodg­
ing, as every room was occupied. Judging 
however from the register it appears that 
only for a short time in the spring a d again 
in September are there any visitors whatever 
though the place is kept open at ail times 
during the summer.

Much dissatisfaction is expressed among 
the guides of the club On the Magaloway 
river who have always depended upon the 
unsurpassed country for guiding, that the 
club people furnish so litiie employment. 
They have averaged less than thirty-five days 
each this summer.

Those who are acquainted with clubs only- 
in a general way, have no idea ot the extre me 
privacy of this one. Upon our arrival I was 
called into a private office and interviewed 
by one of the oldest members whom I knew 
very well.

“ Who are those men you have with you?” 
lie asked. I gave him as much of their his­
tory as I thought necessary. “They are not 
members of this club ate they?” “Certainly 
not” I replied “ Don’t they understard that 
this club is a strickly private one?” lie asked. 
“ I presume” I replied “ they suppose it to he 
like most other clubs of a like nature that 
whenever it lays in their line of travel they 
are privileged to spend the night here. 
“That is by no means the case” he exclaimed 
emphaticaly -‘This club is seriously opposed 
to receiving anyone whatever at this club­
house without a written invitation, signed 
by the proper officers of this club.”

Having worked in this club about eight 
years both summer and winter I thought I 
knew most of the members, and the policy of 
the club quite wel , it was therefore with 
considerable difficulty that I suppressed a 
violent remark and made the following prop­
osition.

“ Why don't you cause notices to be posted 
around, or published in the sporting papers 
to that effect? That would prevent annoy­
ance to yourself and far greater annovance 
to others.”

He parried the question, and I asked if he 
objected to my doing so, and was told that 
he would be pleased to have me do so in. any 
manner that I saw fit.

The fishing seams to be very encouraging, 
plenty of trout from one to three pounds ar • 
taken every day. S-ilmon are not much in 
evidence, only four having been taken this 
fall and those very small, I was told by the 
guides that far more were taken on the’ river 
sixteen miles below the lake than at the lake 
Evidently they are inclined to run down 
stream, and once down, there is no getting 
back over the dam.

Deer are everywhere in abundance. There 
is no lumbering' whatever above the lake and 
consequently little or no hunting during the 
fall or winter. Deer are not considered in 
club affairs as it is devoted entirely to fishing.

SPORTSMEN ARE ROUNDED UP.

Warden’s Methods at Bangor Ex­
plained by Correspondent.

Bird Shooting Reported as Hav­
ing Opened Up Very Weil.

[Special Correspondence to the M a in e  Woods.] 

Bangor, Sept. 25,1901.
Another week and the big game season in 

Maine will be open and guides, wardens and 
camp owners, as well as taxidermists, will be 
up to their ears in business. As is pretty 
generally known among sportsmen, Bangor 
is in a way the centre of the big hunting re­
gion tapped by the Bangor & Aroostook, 
Washington County and Maine Central, east­
ern division, railroads and practically every 
deer or moose killed in those sections passes 
through this city. It is here that the war­
dens who watch for illegal transportation 
and shipments of game are stationed and 
many a returning sportsman would save a 
deal of annoyance by bearing this fact in 
mind.

The present system of inspection in Bangor 
was inaugurated by Chairman Carleton of 
the fish and game commission in 1896, and 
has proved to be the wisest move that has 
ever been made by the commissioners. It 
has resulted in the suppression of the busi­
ness of buying deer for shipment to the Bos­
ton markets, which flourished here previous 
to that time; further it has so frightened 
those sportsmen who are not satisfied with 
the amount of game legally allowed them 
that attempts to smuggle deer through in 
irunks an 1 such ways have practically 
ceased.

The mothods in which the wardens identify 
all game shipped through t  ere is simple yet 
effective and saves valuable time to sports­
men. The express messenger on each train

furnishes the wardens with a duplicate o f  
each way-bill of game. One of the wardens 
takes this and gathers all sportsmen about 
him checks their names off the list as fast as 
they answer to their name. At one minute 
before the hour for the out going train to 
leave arrives all game for which no owner* 
lias appeared is taken from the train and 
seized. Meantime the other warden has been 
engaged in inspecting the baggage and ex­
press packages that arrive on the trains from 
gameland.

As stated, sportsmen who bear in mind the 
fact that gam e must he identified in Bangor 
wiil'savetmuch time and trouble.

In point of numbers of deer and moose 
killed, the season of 1900 was not so good as 
that of 1899, but the game killed was much 
better. The deer averaged larger, as did the 
moose. But very few poor moose heads were 
taken out of the state In 1900, while in 189!) 
the majority were of inferior quality, antlers 
being small and heads of poor shape. The 

j  record for 1900 was 3183 deer and 138 moose 
j  against 3444 deer and 139 moose in the preced- 
| ing season. The largest day’s receipts for 
I the season at Bangor were on Monday, Octo­

ber 22, when 153 deer and nine moose passed 
through the city. The only month last sea- 

| son that equalsd or exceeded thecorrespond- 
I ing month In 1899 was December, when 420 
j deer and four moose came to Bangor. In De- 
j cember. 1899, there were 279 deer and four 
j moose received. The largest day’s receipts 
I in the month was on the last day of the sea­
son, Saturday, the 15th, when 71 deer came to 
town. This was also the largest number of 
deer ever brought here on the last day of a season.

Down Washington county way they are 
look ing for some good shooting, as deer and 
moose are being seen frequently in that sec­
tion A tew nights ago the engineer on the 
down train from Prlncton to Calis saw eight, 
deer, five in one lot. Guides in the vicinty o f 
Grand lake say that the deer were never 
more plentiful m the past fifteen years in 
that country then they are this fail-. Up at 
Spednic iake, Tomah and Forest the same 
condition holds good.

The partridge shooting has opened up very 
well in the lower part of the county and some' 
good bags of the birds have been secured.

At Tunk pond, McGeorge’s crossing on the 
Washington County railroad, and at Schodie 
pond the black duck shooting is excellent. 
Along the coast all kinds of duck shooting is 
fine and good records are being made by the 
shooters.

Open Season on Game.
GAME BIRDS—Wood duck, black duck, 

gray due and 1 eal may be gunned during 
the months of April, September, October and 
November; partridge and woodcock from 
Sê -t. 15 to Dec. 1; quail from Oct. 1, to Dec. 1, 
plover, snipe and sand pipers Aug. 1 to 
May 1.

WILD BIRDS—No person shall kill or have 
in their possession any wild bird other than 
a game bird, n< r expose for sale any part of 
the body or plumage of the birds protected 
by this section.

The English sparrow, the common crow 
and the hawks and owls are not included in 
the birds herein protected. The following 
shall be considered game birds: Swans, 
geese, brant, river and sea ducks, rails, coots, 
mud hens, and gallinules, shore birds, plover, 
snipe, woodcock, surf birds, sand pipers, 
tatlers and curlews, wild turkeys, grouse, 
prairie chickens, pheasants, partridges and 
quails.

MOOSE—Each hunter may kill one bull 
moose at least one year old and having at 
least two prongs on horns, between Oct. 15 
and Dec. 1. One bull moose or portions of 
moose may be shipped out of the state when 
accompanied by the hunter or officially 
tagged.

DEER—Two deer may be killed between 
Oct. 1 and Dec. 15. D- er or portions of deer 
may be shipped outside the state when ac- 
companit d by the hunter or officially tagged.

CARIBOU—Are protected for six years from Oct. 15,1899.
Sunday is close time on all game.
BEARS, WOLVES AND WILDCATS—may be killed any time wherever found.
MINK, SABLE, MUSKRAT AND FISHER— 

may be killed from Oct. 15 to May 1.
FISH—Landlocked saimon, nine inches or 

more in length, trout, five inches or more in 
lenth, may be fished for from the opening of 
tile ponds and streams in the spring until

Whoever, while on a hunting trip, or in the 
pursuit of wild game, negligently or care­
lessly slioots and wounds or kills any human 
being, shall be punished by imprisonment 
not exceeding ten years or by fine not ex­
ceeding one thousand dollars.

CAMPFIRES—Any person who shall build a 
camp or cooking fire shall before leaving 
such fire totally extinguish the same and 
upon failure to do so such person shall he 
punished by a fine of fifty dollars.

No person shall build, oceupy, maintain or 
keep a sporting camp or place of resort in 
the business of hunting or trapping any of 
the fur bearing animals of the state without first procuring a license from the Commis­
sioners of Inland Fisheries and Game, and he 
shall make such report to the commissioners 
as may be called for The commissioners 
may refuse to issue a license to such persons as they deem unsuitable.

Nonresident sportsmen going into the 
woods to hunt and fish and to camp on wild 
lands of the state must be accompanied by a 
registered guide during the months of May 
June, July, August, September, October aiid November.

GUIDES’ LAW—No person shall engage in 
the business of guiding, either for inland 
fishing or iorest hunting, until he lias pro­
cured a certificate from the commissioners, 
setting forth in substance that he is deemed 
suitable to act as a guide either for inland 
fishing or forest hunting, under a penalty of 
S50 and costs of prosecution. Each regis­
tered guide shall from time to time furnish 
what information the commissioners request.

She thought it was some kind of a snake be­
cause it moved so rapidly an 1 had kind of a 
snaky appearance, but no doubt whatever it 
was, it was the thing engaged in killing the 
rabbit.I never saw or heatd of such a thing be­
fore, neither did we see anything near the 
same place afterwards. Old rabbits are quite 
common there and 1 have shot an ermine 
very near the same place.

“ What could it have been that tackled the 
young rabbit, and was he killing him for food; 
if so why didn’t the old ones come to the 
rescue? Would the thing, whatever it was, 
lirite finished him it this man had not inttr- 
ered ? Is it customary for carnivorous crea­

tures to feed on young rabbits?”

The church was beautifully decorated 
with black and white bunting, the 
national colors, Hags and pictures of the 
President. There was a very large at­
tendance. The Hoyt's cadets escorted 
the G. A. R., W. R C. aud S. of V to 
the church, where reserved seats were 
set aside for their use. Following these 
came Wheeler’s band playing the Dead 
March, the High and Grammar school 
scholars aud the students of the Normal 
school who occupied seats in the 
gallery.

The service was opened with readings 
from the scripture by the pastor of the 
church, Rev. E. R. Smith, which were 
very appropriate for the occasion and 
were as follows:

I am the Resurrection and the Life, 
saith the Lord: he that believeth in me, 
though he were dead, yet shall he live: 
and whosoever liveth and believeth in 
me, shall never die.

Know ye not that there is a prince 
and a great man fallen this day in 
Israel?

Who is this that comelh from Edom 
with dyed garments from Bozrah? This, 
that is glorious in his apparel, traveling 
in the greatness of his strength? 
Wherefore art thou red in thine appar 
el. and thy garments like his that tread- 
eth in the wine vat?

In the light of the unwise they seem 
to die and their gomg from us is taken 
for misery. But they are in peace and 
they shail receive a beautiful crown 
from the Lord’s hand.

I heard a voi^e out of heaven saying 
unto me: Write, from henceforth blessed 
are the dead who die in the Lord. 
Amen, saith the Spirit: for they rest 
from their labors; and their works do 
follow them.

There the wicked cease from trou­
bling and the weary are at rest.

After this I beheld and lo, a great 
multitude which no man could number 
* * * stood before the Throne and 
before the Lamb, clothed with white 
and palms in their hands * * * Aud 
I heard a voice from heaven as the voice 
of many waters * * * And j  heard 
the voice of harpers harping with their 
harps: And they sang, as it were, a new 
song before the Throne * * * and 
one said, What are these which are ar­
rayed in white robes? And whence 
came they?

And he said to me, These are they 
which came out of great tribulation and 
have washed their robes and made them 
white in the blood of the Lamb.

Therefore are they before the Throne 
of God and serve Him day and night in 
His Temple.

This was followed by a solo, “ Thy 
Will Be Done,” rendered in a very ac­
ceptable manner by Miss Starbird. 
The anthem, “ Come to Our Hearts and 
Abide,” was sung by a chorus from the 
Normal, the invocation by Rev. John A. 
Bevington of the Unitarian church, and 
the prayer by Rev. Mr. Kilburn of the 
Baptist church, followed by the congre­
gation singing “ Nearer My God to 
Thee.”

Prof. Mallett of the Normal school de­
livered the opening address, a eulogy 
on the President. Never did Prof. Maf- 
lett speak so well, both feelingly and 
eloquently. He spoke of the industry 
of his li'e as a youth, his fidelity as a 
soldier, his innert kiudness of heart and 
greatness of nature, taking pains to 
show his utter independence of judg­
ment, referring to the idea that Mark 
Hanna dominated the President’s wire 
and denying the charge. Prof. Mallett 
declared that President McKinley’s life 
has been a blessing to the present gen­
eration of the Philippines, and compared 
the four million of slaves that Lincoln 
liberated with the eight million that 
McKinley liberated in the Philippines 
alone. ^ f l l '

Rev. W. P. Lord of the Methodist 
church was the next speaker, and he 
pointed out some of the lessons of the 
hour brought out by McKinley’s death* 
The first, he said was that the prayers 
called forth by the terrible tragedy 
proved the nation to be a Christian one. 
Another lesson was that in this awful 
crisis the unity of the nation was shown, 
no North, no South, no East, no West, 
no Republican, no Democrat, no Catho­
lic, no Protestant, all were one in the 
sympathy for the stricken family. Mr. 
Lord also referred to the danger that is 
in our midst, but declared that when the 
assassin fired at McKinley he fired at 
anarchy.

The service closed with singing, 
“ Lead Kindly Light,”  and the benedic­
tion by Mr. Smith.

We know that severe wounds are often 
unattended with fatal consequences. 
We meet persons who bear the marks of 
terrible accidents, who have lost an arm 
or a leg, or with scarred and mutilated 
bodies but with health unimpaired. 
There are, then, wounds which the 
body may withstand and retain much of 
physical vigor, as well as those which 
result in its death. But whatever the 
condition life cannot be sustained unless 
provision is made to supply the demands 
for nutrition. We provide food, and 
those things necessary to renew strenth 
and support life. ^

Much that has been here said regard­
ing physical life is equally applicable to 
the spiritual. It may receive wounds 
from which it cannot rally, or those 
which only mar its beauty and cripple 
its usefulness. But if the spiritual life 
is to continue it must have something 
upon which to feed, and this is the 
Spirit of God directly supplied to the 
soul of the individual.

I do not mean that God does not 
speak to men and instruct them in vari­
ous ways, by his works and t irough 
the words of others. Yet none of these 
are sufficent by themselves. There 
must be direct communication between 
God and the soul if there is to be spirit­
ual life. Men may give mistaken guid­
ance. Sometimes I read what some sci­
entist or wise man has written upon 
some subject or theory. I say to myself 
I can now use this illustration; prehaps 
it may be something concerning the 
creation, or the history of the nations. 
I read from another book, and am told 
something which is the opposite of the 
first statement. In science nor history 
neither in biography nor philosophy is 
there perfect agreement between scholars 
and writers. But God’s teachings need 
no revision. From him we learn truth.

The spirit filled and nurtured life can 
not be hidden. It Is possible for a per­
son for a time to uphold principles en­
tirely at variance with his real self. In 

j other words it is possible for a man to 
be a hypocrite. A man might avow 

! himself to be a firm beliver in the teach­
ings of the anarchists, yet by his con­
duct oppose violence and revolution, 

i A man may extol the virtues of sobriety 
purity and honesty and in his life be 
dissolute, profligate and treacheaous. 
Sooner or later his life will stand for 
what it is.

It would seem at first thought that if 
the evil deed of one whose accustomed 
habits of life were upright were spoken 
of to his condemnation, then to the good 
deed of even the hypocritical should be 
ascribed praise. But remember, friends, 
we tnust be judged by our motives. If 
we do good to deceive as to our real 
self and character, is that well? The 
evil deed follows only the evil thought. 
Peter would never have said “ I am none 
of his,” had he not first entertained the 
evil thought.

I think we often pay too much atten­
tion to the minor details, the outward 
finish as one might say, without regard 
to the real spirit. For example, we 
sometimes hear criticism of the lan- 

j guage in which some Christian exoresses, 
in the public service, his faith in Christ.

! A violation of the correct form of speech 
! is made a matter of mirth. I am not 
i speaking against the use of correct and 
beautiful language if one has command 

I of such, but it seems so me very piti- 
| able to make loyal, noble thought of 
| less importance than the grammatical 
correctness of the words in which it is 

| clothed.
In the chapter from which the text is 

| taken we have an account of the send- 
: ing forth of the first missionary band.
; We may learn from them something to 
aid in our work. How were they to go? 
Where were they to go? They were to 
be earnest, persistent, courageous, trust­
ful. As they went, wherever they went, 
they were to preach the gospel of the 
kingdom. They were to go first to tbe 
lost sheep of the house of Israel, to 
those who counted themselves God’s 
chosen ones, yet failed to do his will. 
That was not to be the end of their 
work, but it was tbe beginning. Today 
we want first to get the church right, to 
bring its members into a place of faith- 

i ful service.
The passage of scripture that speaks 

of sin against the Holy Ghost as being 
unforgivable has caused much perplex- 

! ity and questioning. I have thought 
much upon it, and to me it means a 

j  constant disregard of the voice of the 
| Spirit will render one insensible to its 
; communications. By his own act he 
has put himself beyond the influence of
