The Eleventh Hour.

Mrs. Lydia Bennett was one of the
most prominent and intluential ecitizens
of the little town of Greenville. There
was not a4 man in the place who was pos-
sessed of such decided and energetic
character, such positive opinions, or such
4 firm and unyielding will; and the su-
premacy she exercised in social affiairs
was only that accorded to all strong and
resolute natures. She had experienced
religion in her youth by an indisputably
correct process, and had at once joined
the church, of which she became, by
force of character, the leading spirit.
Her orthodoxy was unbounded, her
knowledge of theology and dogma pre-
cise and unguestionable, and her learn-
ing in the Scriptures such as is gained
only by life-long and diligent study. In
the narrow but intense life of a retired
New England village, where the church
is the centre of social activity, religions
thought has great prominence : and Miss

! Lydia Benpett's religion was the man-

spring of her charaeter, the ruling power
of her life. *

The most vital and essential part ol
this religion, that which lay nearest her

heart and awoke her strongest feeling, |
was a bitter and vindictive hatred of one |

of her neighbors,—a man who was, honi-
inally at least, a brother Christian, and
who had never injured her personally by
word or deed. The last fact shiclded her
from all misgiving. Sbhe might have
doubted the sanectity of a resentment
awakened by her private wrongs, but she
gloried in a righteous indignation against
an enemy of God's chureh.

The object of all thisanimosity was the
Rev. Joseph Eliot, a retived clergyman,

| who for many years had miule his home

in Greenville, e had come to the peo-
ple as their pastor long ago, and Miss
Lydia and her sister, Miss Phelbe Ben-
nett, had been among his warmest sup-
porters.  His lite was beneficent and his
power inereasing, when his bark strack
that worst of snags in the current of a
clergyman's life, a quarrel in the choir,
It originated in a tritle, and therefore
soon assumed serious proportions.
members of the chureh took sides in the
matter, naturally dividing according to
their social sympathy and family ties,
riather than with reference to the merits
of the case, and in the inevitable gravi-
tating of opinions it chanced that the
Rev. Joseph Eliot found himself viewing
the matter in another light from which
it was regarded by Miss Lyvdia Bennett,
and he even refused to carry into execu-
tion some arbitrary measures adopted by
the church at Miss Bennett's instigation.
She took the liveliest personal interest in
the matter ; and infuriated by Mr. Fliot's
undaunted opposition, determined to
make an example of this minister who
dared to thwart her own will and that of
an independent church.

It was easy to eacite public opinion
against him, aided by those who feed
cagerly upon the faults of the clergy ;
and by instituting diligent inquiry in
every place where he bad hitherto lived.
she bad soon in lively eirculation a fine
crop of evil reports.  Mr. Eliot, pursued
with relentless fury and deserted by all
save a few faithful friends, was compelled
to ask for a dismission ; when, instead of
flving before his enemies, he decided to
remain in the place. His health, always
delicate, had been so undermined by the
recent exeitement that he could not un-
dertake another eharge; and perhaps to
a spirited man it seemed cowardly to run
away from slander, and a better course
to stay and live it down.

And now Miss Lydia Bennett began
against this man a system of persecution
whieh, if related in detail, would be
seouted as incredible.  His actions were
watched, his words misrepresented, and
his motives assailed, until his best deeds
were made to tell against him; and in
spite of his pure and blameless life he was
shunned with suspicion and dislike by a
large share of the community. It seemed
to her that his continued presence among
them was a deliberate insult to herselt
and to the church he had defied : and
that in driving him out she was obeying
God, as the Jews obeyed him in exter-
minating the inkabitants of the land of
(anaan. She led her Sunday-school eliass
through rivers of blood and scenes of
slaughter, having Joseph Eliot ever be-
fore her mind as the modarn representa-
tive of the enemies of Israel in whose de-
struction she gloried ; and she loved the
savage denuneciations of the Psalmist
against the foes of God, being confirmed
in the righteousness of feelings that were
s0 exactly voiced by words of holy writ.

It was undeniable that Mr. Eliot's
presence was often a source of serious
annoyance to the pious folk of Green-
ville. When a new minister came to the
place, and, finding this reverend brother
in his congregation, naturally warmed to
him with fraternal affection, and extend-
ed the ordinary clerical courtesies, the
state of affairs was cautiously explained
to him and his own line of conduet plain-
ly indicated. Some men of spirit refused
to alter their course of action because of
a ridiculous chureh quarrel that they had
no share in, or a few old slanders falling
to pieces with decay ; others were timid,
politie, or prejudiced, and trimmed their
sails to accommodate public feeling : but
no minister ever stayed long among them.
Some of the ‘“world’s people” shook their
heads, and said “they’d never have a re-
vival or a settled minister till all those
that had a hand in dismissm’ Mr. Eliot
was dead.” Others laughed when the
subject of personal religion was urged
upon them, and retorted that “they’d
rather stay outside, where there wa'nt so
much guarrelin’,” or that “a church that
was too good for Mr. Eliot was too good
for them.” The faithful souls who pray-
ed for the prosperity of Zion seemed to
pray in vain, and few recruits were gath-
ered in to fill the vacant places.

As the years passed on, however, pub-
lic opinion gradually underwent a change.
A new generation was growing up, out-
side the church; strangers moved in,
who cared nothing for old grudges, and
recognized the clear radiance of Mr. Eli-
ot’'s Christian light. Old enmities died
out, and the number of his friends in-
creased. But Miss Lydia Bennett's con-
sistent hatred never faltered, being cher-
ished even more tenderly as others grew
careless or lukewarm. The magnanimity
that lifted him above her worst attacks
and the calm forbearance that never
sought revenge,she interpreted asa hard-
ened indifference; while his happiness
and prosperity in his private life remind-

The |
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ed her of the “wicked in great power,
and spreading himself like a green bay-
tree.” It was only when, like Daniel,
she went into the sanctuary and consider-
ed the slippery places upon which he
stood that she was able to endure the
speectacle.

But time goes on, and everything is
short that it ean measure. Joseph Eliot's
life had been a long one, as men reckon
life ; his threescore years and ten had
passed ; but the end came. A neighbor
going by Miss Bennett’s door, one morn-
ing, paused to tell the news that Mr. Eliot
was very sick.  Her curiosity was awak-
ened : she inquired the particulars of his
illness, and after her neighbor departed
wondered with her sister if they had sent
for any of the children. The next morn-
ing, as she was washing dishes in the
kitehen, a stroke of the churel hell came
upon her with a sudden shock, and her
heart beat a little faster us she turned to
meet her sister who was coming in from
the post-office.

S0t is Mr. Eliot,” said Miss Phebe, “Ile
died last night.”

Miss Livdia wiped her hands upon her
apron and sat down by the window un-
nerved by the news.  The door was sud-
denly shut in the face of her active and
living hatred, and as it turned away,
baftled and unsatistied, she saw its face.

had done to Joseph Eliot, and inflict
grave injury upon the cause of Christ, of
which she had so long been the leading
representative. Her intellectual convic-
tion was withount the shadow of a misgiv-
ing; and, with a longing to be delivered
from her mental oppression she laid her
arms upon the table by which she sat and
bowed her head upon them, as her custom
was, in prayer: but her soul was silent.

American Sardines.

The Eastport Sentinel fears that the sardine bus-
iness may be overdone this year. It is estimated
that 70,000 cases of American sardines were pack-
ed last season, of which number 13,000 cases were
on hand Jan. Ist, 1831, Moreover, last year was
an extraordinary one for the sardine industry, in
consequence of the failure of the French sardine
catch.  The advance of £3 to 21 per case in the
price of the nunported article created a new demand
for the American sardines at good prices  Should
the 70,000 cases manufactured in this country last
year be consumed before another season Opens, we
should have these tigures as the limit of consump
tion with a short supply of the French fish, and
as it will not do to depend on another tailure of
the foreign fishery. it may be fairly questioned
whetlier even that amourt can be profitably dis-
posed of this year. These 70,000 cases are the
product of 16 factories, most of whicl are provid-
iug lacilities for inereased production, sowe pro-
posing to doulble their capacity. Then, there are
some 17 additional tactones getting in readiness
for work during the season of 1881 This makes
43 factories, of a capacity of, say 3,000 cases each
(two Eastport factories packed about 15000 and
=001 cases respectively last season) either in the
busipess ar preparing to enter it the coming sea
son. At an average production of RN eases
cach, these 43 factories will pack 264000 caszes of
sardines of which the United States, with a popu
lation of fifty willions, consumed 70,000 cases or

We find, further. on consnlting the New
York Clipper's record, that the Sovereign of the
Seas, on a voyage from Honolulun ran 430 miles in
21 hours, and made the extraordinary rug of 6,245
in 22 days; and the Flying Scud on the voyage
from New York to Melbourne is said to have run
449 nautical miles in 24 henrs.

So far as the lattey i= true,
it is the only palliation that can be offered for -
posing the freedom of the ballot, Bad loeal EOV-
ernment is certainly a great evil which ought to he
prevented, but to violate the freedom and sanctity
of the suflrage is more than an evil. It is 4 erime
which if persisted in, will destroy the government
itselt. suicide Is not a remedy. If, in other lands
it he high treason to compass the death of the Kin T
it shoubl be counted no less aerime here to strungle
our sovercign power and stifle its voice. It has
been said that unsettled questions have no pity for
the repose of nations. It should be said, with the
utinost emphasis, that this question of the suffrage
will never give repose or safety to the states of the
nation until each within its own jurisdiction makes
and keeps the ballot free and pure by the strong
sanctions of the law. But the danger which arises
from ignorance in the voter cannot be denied, It
covers a field far wider than that of negro suffrage
and the present condition of that race, It isa dan-
ger that lurks and hides in the sources and fount-
ainsof power in every state.  We have no standard
by which to measare the disaster that may he
brought upon us by ignorance and vice in the citi-
zens, when joined to corruption and fraud in the
siflrage. The voters of the Union who make and
unmake constitutions, and upon whom will hang
the destinies of our governments, can transmit their
supreme authority to no suceessor save the coming
generation of voters, whe are the sole heirs of sov.
ereign power. If that generation cemes to its in.
heritance blinded by ignorance and corvupted by
viee, the fall of the republic will be certain anil
remediless.  The census bas already sounded the
alarm in the appalling figures which mark how
dangerously high the tide of illiteracy has risen
among our voters awd thefr children. T'o the South
this question is of supreme importance ; butthe re-
sponsibility for the existence of slavery did not rest

al
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upon the South alone. The nation it=elf is vespon

sible for the extension of the =sufrage, and is under
special obligations to aid in removing the illiteracy
which it has added to the voting population. For
the North and South alike there i= but one remedy.
All the constitutional power of the nation and or
the states, and all the volunteer forces of the peo.

It 1=
the high privilege and sacred duty of those now iy

In this beneficent work, sections and
races shoulil be forgotten and partisan=hip should
e unknown.  Let our peaple find a new meaning
in the divine oracle which declaves that “a little
child shall lead them,” for our little childven will
soon couirol the destinies of the republic.

My Countrymen:  We do not now differ in our
Judgment coneerning the controversies of st gien-
erations, aml 50 years henee onr childven will not
be divided in thelr opinions concerning our contyo.

The torty sixth Congress came 1o an end Friday
noou, after an all night session, with a short morn-
g recess. An attempt to pass a simple refunding
hill as an amendment to the deficiency bill, as pro
posed by Pres. Hayes was made, but ‘was objected
to by the Democerats aud defeated.  Objection was
made in the Senate to the House apportionment
bill, and that also failed. Al the regular appro
priation bills were signed by the President betore
eleven o'elock aud have therefore become laws.
Over a hundred bills upon the Speaker's table ro-
main unacted npon  Chief among them in impor-
tance 12 the measure known as (e Baton tarif]
commission bill The Speaker's tabls also proved
to be the grave of Senate bills for erection of a new
Congressional library: for relief of Fitz John
Porter; for relict of Ben. Halliday: measure
known as “*Educatienal bili” aud bill in relation to
indemuity fund. Al of the recent nomunations of
Pres. Hayes, includiug that of Stauley Matthews
for Justice of Supreme Court, were not acted on,
in consequence of Conkling's oljection,

Exit the Democratic Congress.

With the elose of the Forty-sixth Congress on
the dth inst. the Democrats lost control of the
House and probably of the Senate. They have
had a mujority in the House since 1875 and in the
Senate since 1879, In that time no really useful
legislation Lias been enacted or even been attempt-
ed.

possessed the means to conduet & prolonged and
careful imvestigation into the pature of the fish
colony and the habits of its ighabitants, bLe
might have been able to anneunce by this time
important results.

New Steamer for the International Line.

The specifications and contracts for the new
steatner was completed and signed Saturday night.

The ship will
be 252 feet long, and 14 feet depth of hold, with
engines of 60 inch eylinder, 12 feet stroke and 1000
horse power.
