Sherry.

Mauch attention has been called recently in
Eugland to the quostion often discussed
among bon vivants here, whether genuine
sherry is now to be had. A number of per-
sons have died of late in English towns from
not very immoderate potations of thils well-
known wine. It bas been much analyzed,
and the history of its preparation set forth;
and distinguished sanitarians have issued
tracts showing, or wttempting to prove, its
deleterious character and effects. It appears
that the native sherry in Spain is a wine of
good, but not excessive, alcoholic proportions,
say from fifteen to eighteen per cent. ‘‘proof
spirit.” The Spanish dealers, however,
knowing the English appitite for strong wines,
brandy and “‘doctor™ it till it contains twen-
ty-six per cent. of alcohol. Indeed, the true
sherry seldom goes to Eng}nhnd or any foreign
mumrgexeept in glass, e sherry of com-
merce is flavored with various cheap native
wines and other ingredients till it resembles
bat little the original product of Xeres, and
is an exceedingly pvor compound. The aleo-
hol, of course, prevents any further fermen-
tation, and when the Spanish wine reaches
the London docks it must be still further
strengthened by brandies till it reaches the
tremendous strength of forty-four to fifty
per cent. aleohol. The British public are
eonsqueenlty partaking, in their almost na-
tional beverage not of a wine, but of alcohol
flavored with grape juice and various adulter-
ations A curious lact, also, should be re-
membered in connection with such wines. I
the drinker took an old wine with tke incredi-
ble strength of forty-four per cent. **proof
spirit,” it would not do him a tithe of the

amage inflicted by a beverage in which aleo-
hol has been filtered or artificially mixed.
That is, the natural fermentation of the grape
8 produces an alcobol which is somewhat
soltened or dieguised by ils natural accom-
paniments—its essential oils, fiuity matters,
and vefetable ‘products. But ficial alco-
hol is destructive to the stomach and acts
:,th dreadful effect upon the brain. All

nes of commerce in which brandy has been
mixed are soener or later injurious to the
nervous system, They sow the seeds cf
rheumatism, gout, indigestion and paralysis.
We believe the Lrandied sherries and Madei-
ras to be pre-eminently beverages ofthis char-

sherry. It appeared from evldence on that
trial that a wine could be manufactured out
of various poor wines and artificial substan-
ces, strongly mixed with aleohol, which not
even an expert could distinguish from the
pure, original wine, and yet that it would
only cost a dollar a gallon; while genuine
sherry, even in Spain, cost $4 in gold per

llon. The power of skilled adulterators in
mitating-all natural odors and flavors is one
of the most remarkable things in chemstry.
Even so subtle a flavor as that of the essen-
tial oil in olu sherry, which resembles the
flavor of walnuts, can be counterfeited so
that no expert could discover the falsity of
it. It was evident on this trial thal the
United States have no more a pure sherry
trom Spain than has England. at is es-
pecially needed by those who require a pure
wine tonic is an unmixed, unbrandied wine
of some strength. For all sucial uses, and
under our stimulating climate, we think our
people should eschew strong wines.

The frequent and sudden instances we
hear now of cases of paralysis, partial or en-
tire, and of apoplexy, arise very fre:lluenlly
from too habitual use of sherries, and espec-
ially of cham es, which last, being wines
of arrested fermentation, are peculiarly dan-

rous to the brain and nervous system.

oever in this country feels it right and
best to drink wine at table should drink
clarets or some other light wine. But our
physicians undoubtedly need, in the tonizs
they recommend to their patients, a pure,
strong wine, which may produce a sudden
vigcor and excitement. or this purpose
they cannot depend on any foreign wine. In
a few years we shall undouttedly, in Amer-
ica, supply the market with such a native
sherry. A pure wine is being produced by
the community at Brocton, though it is not
of sufficient atren%thas yet for this objeet.
The Ohioand Missouri wines do not quite
reach this mark. Nor can the Califoruia
sherries be fully recommended, as the sugar
is so abundant in their gra as to consti-
tute too heady a wine. e banks of the
Hudson seem thus far to produce from the
common Isabella grape the nearest to pure
American sherry, especially in the well
known Rowley wine, which, however, is
something between a sherry and Madeira,
and has a flavor of its own. This is from the
lower Hudson. A sherry is also made on
the upper Hudson, and these wines, when

Connecticut Blue Laws.

The letter published elsewhere written by
a lady having the somewhat unromantic
name of Abby H. Smith will make more con-
verts to woman suffrage among fair minded
people than a score of platform haranguers
1t is the fall case set forth in a plaintive way
that must appeal to every feeling of justice in
man ; and he who can find this simple protest
a source of amusement is not the man we
would choose fora friend.

The story of Abby Smith and bher sister is
a simpleone. All their lives they have lived
in the town of Glastonbury, Connvecticut,
where they own a farm and manage i’ cradit-
ably. The ladies are noted in the town for
their charity to the poor and purity of life.
Doubtless they are regarded as peculiar as
most women who choose to manage their
own farms wounld be at the present time.
The peculiarity of their case, taking their own
statement, is, that in the assessment of taxes
they have been treated with unfairness. Be-
ing without the ballot, the lords of creation
who in country towns and even cities have
no gallantry in the matter of taxes, extorted
from them a disproportionate share of the
town revenues, and at the same time have re.
fused to so expend the money as to give
them any of its benefitsin road improvements,
ete. In consequence of this, Miss Abby Smith
and her sister went to the last town meeting,
where one of them having obtained permis-
sion to do 8o, in'a moderate and reasonable
way, set forth the facts of their oppression by
taxation while representation was denied ; and
asked, as they were the largast tax-payers in
town that, as they had shown capaecity for
business in the management of their own af_
fairs, they might be allowed to vote with oth-
er tax-payers. The conclusion of their state-
ment was that if the town persisted in prey-
ing upon their property and applying it to the
advantage of others, refusing them any voice
in its appropriation, the town would have to
take the firm, as under the present situation
they could no longer manage it profitably.

‘When the winter tax came along, the wo-
men declined to pay it. They at first were
told that the tax could remain unpaid so long
as they chose to pay 12 per cent interest on
the assessment which was $101.30. Subse-
queantly, however, the town magnates grew
restive under the idea that two women were
resisting the majesty of the law as vested in
them and visited them with the terrors of the
law, though in doing so they passed by voters
owing the town $2000 taxes who preferred to
pay 12 per cent. interest on their assessments,
and seized and drove away seven of a herd
of eight Jersey cows which were pecaliar pets
of the women. In vain did they appeal for
the privilage of paying the interest granted 1o
the voting tax payers. They were women
without votes and as a logical consequence,
their property was at the mercy of the hard.
hearted tax-gatherer.

It may be urged that, the women were ob-

stinate—that they might have paid
their iaxes if they would—that they
are defying the law in order to

test a theory that the powers “that
be, see fit to ignore. This may all be true;
yet the Misses Smith have ample precedents
for their course in the very eminent founders
of the Republic. Doubtless fathers were able

to pay their taxes but they had a theory that
tawatinn withant

and true to conviction t eynmlgismg
British goveroment which utterly ignored
it. The municipal officers of Glastonbury
and hundreds of other towns will continue
to ignore the appeals of woman for just tax-
ation and will take unusual means to collect
such assessments as they make so long as
she is deprived of the potent power of

sufirage.

As Gov. Dingley has brought to the atten-
tion of the Legislature the subject of raising
revenues by other means than direct taxation,
and as Senator Foster of Oxford has follow-
ed up the suggestion with a resclution for an
investigation of this important subject, the
following summary of the receipts of revenue
in Pennsylvania and the sources trom which
it is derived will be of general interest:

him.. We don’t believe in fighting editors,
and in general we protest against horsewhip-
ping the members of that useful proffassion,
but must confess that we should not be griev-
ed to learn that Donn Piatt, the Ishmael of
the Washington press had been made to howl
in angulsh by Lieutenaut Grant.

Yesterday a man claiming to represent a
Boston workingmen’s organization waited
on Magyor Cobb and presented an address ask-
ing the City Government 6f Boston to pur-
chase a tract of land in the vicinity of Quin-
cy and Faneuil Markets on which to build
larger buildings for that purpose and to im-
mediately commence the construction of ex-
tensive water works, a new court house and
public buildings, gas works, etc., in order to
give employment eight hours a day to the un-
employed.

The State Treasarer’s Report.

The anoual report of the State Treasurer,
Hon. William Caldwell, for the past year, was
laid before the legislature Monday. The
whole amount of receipts during the year was
$1,419,122.37; whole amount of payments for
the year $1,362,453.77. The Treasurer esti-
mates that the e:l:pend_itnms of the State for
the present year will be $1,514,685.15.

The public debt of the State on the first day
of January, 1873, was $7,187,900, and has been
reduced during the year by the payment of
$49.000 of the debt falling due March 1, 1873,
(a bond for $1,000 is now due and uncalled for)
and by a charge of $500 to the sinking
fund of 1868, by order of the govermor and
council under authority granted them by rve-
solve of February 6, 1867, leaving the amount
of the public debt Janvary I, 1874, $7,138,400,
and deducting the sinking funds ($1,255.748)
held for the payment of the same, the debt
will be represented by the sum of $5,882,654.

" During the year 1873, coupon bonds to the
amount of ois,ow have been received and
cancelled, and a like amount of registered
bonds issued therefor—and stered bonds
to the amount of $77,000 have becn as-
signed and surrendered by the holders, and a
IiE;I amount re-issued to other parties. On the
first day of January, 1874, the public debt of
this State was in the form of $1,904,000 reg-
istered and $5,334,400 coupon bonds—aggre-
gating $7,138,400.

That portion of the public debt that became
due in 1873, amounting to the sum of §50,000
was paid at maturity, with the exception of
$1000 uncalled for. All of the debt paid in
1873, was a portion of the debt created 1n 1840
and renewed in 1856,

The sum of $50,000 of tha debt of this State
will fall due March 1, 1874, and will be met
from the cnrrent funds of the treasury. On the
8th day of January, 1873, the committee ap-

inted for settlement of the accounts of the

tate Treasury for 1872, after examining and
!inllintitlmm correct, and making record thare
of in the Treasurer’s oftice, destroyed by burn-
ing all the bonds and coupons redeemed dur-
ing the year 1872, amounting to the sam of
$432,908.00, being the whole nmount of inter-
est paid in 1872, exclusive of $38,300 Pu.ld on
registered bonds; and the same ttee on
the 16th day of January, destroyed by burning
all the bonds and coupons thereto attached
that had been converted into registered bonds:
during the year preceding, amounting to $354,-
000, together with registered bonds received by
the treasurer for re-issue to other parties
amounting to $38,000.

($19,156.37) and the semi-annual tax on sav
ings banks due November 2, 1872, (862,
432.69) and May 3, 1873, (68,893,13) amount-
ing to the sum of $150,452.19, was ap-
portioned to the several cities, towns and plan-
tations in this State.

An Interesting Case,

TAXATION WITHOUT REPRESENTATION—ABBY
Syrra’s Cows sOLD For TAXES.

The following letter appears in the Spring-
field Republican of Monday:

- GLASTONBURY, Ct. Jan., 8, 1874.

This day has witnessed a_transaction never
before seen in this town orin any other, I am
sure, in all New England.

We walked, at noon, two or three houses
above us to see the cattle let out of the pen.
By orders of the collector, the cows—seven of
them—had been huddled into a space of 15
feet by 12 (measured by my sister) and tied up
for seven ds{s ant nights, together; always
having had their freedom before. It was a
tobacco-shed, and the owner had to bring them
hay from another i and them
watar Frmn&ﬂill, drawn from a well at some
distance. e saw twenty-one Is-full car-
ried at one time. Hedid best he could under
the ecircumstances. The collector could not
have let them out, well knowing that it would
take the whole authority of the town to ever
confine them there again. Mr. K., our tenant,
had to take the milk, for the sensitive young
wife of the tobacco-shed owner declared that n
drop of that milk should never come into her
house, for it seemed to her just as if It were
stolen. Mrs. K. gaid, yesterday, that the cows
bad failed, two-thirds, of their milk since
u:%y were taken from our yard.

he procession soon started, headed by the
collector (who is also coustable), leading the
best cow; Lhe others, driven by four men with a
dog and drum; several teams; and wein the
rear in & wagon with Mr. and Mrs. K. We in-
tended to walk together alone, but Mr, K. in-
sisted upon our riding, as his wife was determ-
ined to go with us. Mrs. K. remarked on the

way that it appeared like a funeral, There
were about 40 men at the sign-post, wno bid =o
low that Mr, K. was forced to speak for the four
best, below their value, which covered the tax
and ex?naea, leaving the three smallest.

We would
not have believed the town could thus perse-
cute women who were born and bred here,
amoung the oldest and most law-abiding of its
citizens, who have never refrained from visit-
inlg the sick an: distressed throughout the
whole town, watching through long nignts in
bovels where no one was willing to enter: and
those, too, who have paid the most money into
the town’s treasury. We understand tgere is
now due $2000 for taxes from voters, who are
released by paying 12 per cent interest, and we
pleaded for the same indulgence; but we were
women, and had no power. It will not do to
offend a voter,

We know not what they will do when the
March tax is claimed, but must not now be sur-
prised at anything.  They say personal estate
must be seized firsy, and we greatly fear they
will ransack our house, tear up our ca tsand
take ornamental things, the work of a lament-
ed sister, and her fine paintings,—for she was
an artist My sister says her feelings will not
be so much tried as by the sufferings of her
cows. Sbe has interested herself in sedentary
pursuits, having tranglated and written out the
whole Bible, three times, with her own hand,
from the ﬂeﬁmw, Greek and Latin, and needs
out-door exercise. She says bow she can mo

more have the comfort of raising a fine calf,
now and then, from the dread of following it
to the sign-post to see it sacrificed. We are
now in a lonely situation, We were long a fam-
ily of five sisters; we are now bul two. As
the town now manages our property, we must
suon be forced to the poor-house, and none are
better acquainted with its inmates. "

The town’s answer to all this will be, *‘Pay
i:ﬂlt taxes, then,"—iheﬁosama answer the Brit-

Washington News and Gossip.

THE BENATE SALARY BILL.

The following is the bill presented by Senator
Conkling and passed by the Senate Moud-ay:

“An act repealing the increase of salaries of
members of Congress; Be.it enacted, etc., that
80 much of the act of March 3, 1873, as provides
for the increase of compensation of public of-
ficers and employes, whether members of Con-

ress or others, except the President of tbe
%Jnited States and the Justices of the Supreme
Court, be, und the same is hereby repealed, and
the salaries and compensation and allowances
of all said persons except as aforesaid shall be
as fixed by the laws in force at the time of the
passage ot the said act; provided that milea
sE!lall uﬁ }::lagoowed for the first session of the

orty-Thi ngress.

Q-ﬂon 2. Be it farther enacted, that all
moneys appropriated as compensation to the
members of the Forty-Second Congress in_ex-
cess of the mileage and allowances fixed by
law at the commencement of said Congress,
and which shall not have been drawn by the
members of said Congress respectively, or
which having been drawn, have been returned
to the Treasury of the United States, are here-
by eovered into the Tteasury of the United
States, and are declared to be the moneys of the
United States, absolutely, the same as if they
had never been appropriated as aforesaid.

THE LOW RATE BOND.

Tte Heuse Committee on Banking and Cur-
rency to-day voted upon a bill referred to them
which provided for a low rate interconvertible
bond. The rate of interest was fixed at three
and sixty-five handredths per annum. The
vote stood eight for to three against the mea-
sare. the Chairman voting, As the Chairman
is regarded as opposed to the bill, the commit-
tee wonld have stood nine to two against the
measure. It has been generally considered
that the committee were not so harmonious.

TROUBLE BREWING IN MISSISSIPPL

trouble in Mississippi similar to that in Louisi-
ana and Texas, and that an attempt will be

made to prevent the governor elect, United
Btates Senator Ames, from taking his seat.

Topeka and
Santa Fe road, passed throngh Kansas City re-
cently, accompanied by a party of twenty-sev-
en, to prepare the way for the reception of a
large party of this peculiarly Christian people,
which will be along some time in March next.
These people, entertaining the religions views
they do, and coming from lands where honesty
and industry gain name, will be a valnable ac-
quisition to our western country, and prove
auxiliaries that will build it up by developing
its resources. As a class, they are very pecul-
iar, yet in their very peculiarity they manifest
traits and principles that cannot help but prove
them not only good, but of much benefit to
those who may be thrownin company with

[mum: POULTIY ASSOCILTION.

Opening Day.

People had been led to expect much on the
occasion of the first annual exhibition of the
Maive Poultry Association; but surely they
never looked forward to a show of such
magnitude as it is proving itself to be, nor to
one that reflects so much credit upon the poul-
try breeders of the State. But fow except
those immediately interested had any idea that
so large a collection of so many and such fine
varieties could be brought together at any point
within the limits of Maine. Our poultry fanci-
ers and breeders have boen at hard work in a
quiet way during some years past, and to-day
they have something to show for their labors
of which they may well be proud. The suc-
cess of the local exhibition at Bangor some time
since, convinced gentlemen interested, that a
State Association conld be formed, which
would be productive of benefit to all concerned.
So a charter was procured from the last Teg-
islature in January, and a meeting for incorpo-
ration held in this city soon after. At this
meeting, Albert Noyes of Bangor, was elected
President, F. ¥. Harris of Portland, Treasurer,
and W. P. Atherton of Hallowell, Secretary.
At the same time a programme for the present
exhibition was arranged, a list of premiums
amounting to 3000, offered, and 59 handsome
silver cups ordered for prizes,

All yesterday afternoon the hall was filled
with spectators, and in the evening it was
crowded. Over a thousand tickets were sold
doring the cotrse of the evening. The hall is
turned into one vast hennery, and the sight
presented is a very funny and pleasing one.
Eight long tables stretch across the hall, upon
which are placed a great number of coops con-
taining hens, turkeys, geese, ducks, swans
and peacocks, Coops are also arranged along
the sides of the ball. On the platform are
placed about twenty cages containing pigeons,
and as many more filled with birds of plum-
age and song. Infront of the platform are
cases of stuffed birds, and show cases contain-
ing the 59 silver cups offered for prizes.
Around the hall, pendaut from the gallery, are
cages of canaries and magpies and parrots.

Upon the first long table are the light brah-
masg, of which a larger show is made than of
any other varieties, the representation being
very fine. Next to these come the dark brah-
mas, of which the number is large. The next
in order are partridge cochins, ranking in unm-
bers and quality second’only to the light brah-
mas. Behind these are the buff cochins, which
muke an extensive show. These are followed

kind. Ten coops of magnificent Plymouth
rocks, entered by P. W. Hudson of North
Manchester, Conn., dese-vedly attract much
attention. Of black Spanish, splendid speci-
mens, there are ten entries, After these are
seen coops of the cunning little seabrights, aud
representations of the reed and spangled game
bantams, crested Polands, Bolton greys, Ham-
burgs, dorkings, leghorns, Sumatra game fowl,
black Russians, &c. Inaddition to these are
guinea hens, a superb brace of stately swans, a
peacock and peahen, huge Muscovy ducks

China geese, mallard ducks, bronze turkeys, the
soft-donned eider ducks, wild geese, the petite
wood ducks, and other varieties of fowl “too
numerous to mention,”

Strange sort of “fow]l” which attract much
attention are the twenty lap-eared rabbits,

marked in many curious ways, and the brace of
grey squirrels. They deserve a premium for
their silence amid that noisy crowd.

The show of pigeons is very large and fine,
embracing mearly all the known varieties.
The most noticeable cage upon the platform is
the large, handsome three storied and glazed
black * walnut “house’”, in which Mr. Loben-
stein, the,well known merchant of this city,
keeps his @pets. The cage, which was
constructed by Mr. Lobenstein  him-
self, is admirably adapted to its purpose, pos-
sessing all the conveniences which conld be de-
sired. 'Within its bars there are ten varieties
of pigeons.

The black and white carriers, always objects
of interest, and brought into fresh notive by
the last seige of Pars, attract much a‘tention.
They ure admirable specimens, and a superb
black one, imported expressly for its owner, is
especially noticeable, Those Turveydrops of
the pigeon world, the pouters, the sombre-look-
ing white-headed nuns, the brilliant-hued blue
rufflers, the straiting dragoons, the magpies
and tumblers, and the exquisite black. white,
brown, and mottied fantails, make up the vari-
eties.

Camberland Connty Confercnce.

The Cumberland Conference of Congregation-
al Churches met at St. Lawrence street church
in this city at9.30 yesterday morning. The at-
tendance was good, the church being well fill-
ed. The exercises opened by a prayer meeting
very generally participated in, Atthe conclus-
ion of the prayer meeting the organization was
effected-by the choice of Rev. H. Ilsley of Bouth
Freeport as Moderator, and Rev: B. F. Leavitt
of Portland as Scribe pro tem.

This is the 103d session of the body, and the
conference represents 41 chnrches, 59 ministers
and 5,000 church members,

The devotional exercises of the morning were
opened by the reading of scripture aad by
prayer by the Rev, L. Z. Ferris of Gorham.
A sermon was then preached by the Rev. A. P,
Tinker, of Auburn, who took as his text, Mats,
xxii-42.—*“What think ye of Christ?”

The opinions of mankind respecting Jesus
may be classed under three heads: Some con-
sider him merely a man of genius, like So-
crates; some hold him to be a subordinate div -
nity;some call bim the supreme architect of the
world. However, there are but two opinions
substantially; the one tlat holds him to be
God; the one that hoids him to be merely man,
A comparison of his words with those of all
other masters of literature shows that whereas
they made many mistakes he made none;
theirs appeal to a part of the race, his to the
whole; thewrs are but the words of men, his
those of God; their words may be accepted or
rejected and no penalty attaches, but the upon
regard paid bis wordsdepends our salvation;
theirs are the words of pupils; his of a master;
their words die and are dying; his live forever.
The comparisou was continued and carried out

very finely. The speaker then compared the
motives of Christ with the motives of reform-
ers. They attempted to establish kingdoms, to
found systems of thought; he strove regardless
of self, tosave the race. He began at the bot-
tom of society, they labored with the cultured;
he succeeedd, they failed. He revolutionized the
world, their scemes are outgrown or forgotten,
His intense personality differentiates him from
them. Back of his works and words stands his
presence. Through all the centuries men have
died for him. Who sre the men who have died
for Zoroaster, for Bocrates, for Compte? All
these are the works of aGod, not of a man.
What think ye of Him? Of his peculiar words,
of his peculiar ways, of his peculiar success?
Aside from these are the miracles which rise up
like a great fortress in the argumentative path
of the infidel; but of these the preacher said he
did not propose to speak at present,

At the conclusion of the sermon Revs. J. J.
Abbott and L. Goodrich and Deacon Washing-
ton Ryan were constituted a cummittee on
uominations. The Conference then adjourned
to the afternoon.

AFTERNOON SESSSON.
The Conference met at 1.45. A brief season
was spent in devotional services, after which a
committee to whom was referred the motion to
divide Cumberland County Conference, report-
ed through its chairman, Rev. 8. L. Bowler of
Westbrook. This Conference is very large,
more than twice the size of any other confer-
ence in the State, and embraces about 5,000
church members and 41 churches. The report
was recommitted to the sama committee with
lnstructions to report after extensive con-
sultation at the meeting in June.
At 2§ o’clock the question “How shall the
ministry meet the duty resting upon it of in-
structing the people in the word” was opened
for discussion by Rev. Mr. Byington of Bruuns-
wick, who thought if the mimistry are to in-
stract they must study as well as pray. The
people are interested by expository preaching
when ably done. He would connect the San-
day School with it. Let the pastor also give
some time to aid the teachers in their work. It
will help all our preaching by bringing it near-
er the fountain head, the word of God. He
was followed by Rev. Mr. Blanchard of Cum-
berland Mills, who thought the pastor should be
the intellectual, teaching head of the SBabbath
School and should secure a more intelligent in-
terpretation of the Bible in the general mind.
Others followed with brief remarks.
After prayer the Conference proceeded to the
discussion of the *‘Responsibility of churches
and individual Christians with regard to stran-
gers, particularly young men and women com-
ing into ourcities and towns. How shall it be
met?”’ The first speaker was Rev. B. F. Leav-
itt of Portland, It was clearly shown that there
are great needs in this direction, but the way to
meet it was not 8o cleaer. The next speaker
was Rev. Mr. Bowler of Westbrook, who al-
luded to his experiments of districting the re-
gion and appointing ageunts in each district to

The Nutter
Brothers also exhibit a fine collection of tropi-
cal birds, muech admired by the ladies.
A curious crowd of people gathered about the
coops of game fowl entered by Dr.Pierce of this
city, and fell to thinking of the Cuban cock-
pits. One of these cocks, in a cage by himself,
attracted much attention by his superb make
and by the way he had of looking about as if
he were spoiling for a flzht. Three varieties
have been placed on exhibition by the Doctor,
one of which is the celebrated Sumatra game
fowl. All of them are worthy of mere than a
passing notice. Ten coops of fighting birds ar-
rived from Massachusetts last night and witl
be placed on exhibition to-day. An object of
curious interest is the Danforth Street cock,
which hatched out and reared a brood of seven
chickens. He and his brood occupy a ecoop
nearly opposite the entratce to the Hall. He
appears to be a very modest bird and doesn’t
look as if he thought he had dome anything
very wonderful. Near him is the cage con-
taining a brilliant plamaged peacock. In the
centre of the hall is an incunbator, in whieh
eggs are hatched out in a surprisingly brief
space of time.
The confusion of noises is quite overpowering.
The cocks erow in fierce rivalry, the hens cack-
le, the ducks quack. the geese hiss, the turkeys
mutter “*phut, phut,” the peacock discordantly
screams, the swans look lazily graceful but
make no sound, the canaries sing, the magpie
chatters, the wild geese make their hoarse
“honk;" the pigeons coo, the small hirds ' twit-
ter, the men laugh and swear, thejwomen utter
ejaculations of delight, and the parrot quer-
ulously intimates that Polly wants a_cracker.
The sounds rival in number and distinetness
the seventy-seven smells which immortalized
the city of Cologne, and make up a combina-
tion which i lndisenne in the avtrema.
There are 106 exhibitors, and the nomber of
entries are close on to 400. The largest exhib-
itor is Mr. F. F, Harris of this city, who enters
29 coops of Patridge Cochins and light and
eark Brahmas. Mr. Albert Noyes of Bangor,
enters 25 coops, Mr. G. W. Steckwell of East
Eddington 22, and Mr. F. O. Bailey of this
city 13. The most prominent poultry men of
the State are present, among whom may be
mentioned Mr. Albert Noyes of Bangor, the
President of the Association, the veteran poul-
try fancier of Maine, also widely known in con-
nection with plant culture; Mr. B. N, Hight of
Skowhnegan, of the Board of Directors, one of
the best farmers in the State, for several years
mazager of the Somerset Agricaltural Bociety
and now an officer of the New England Agri-
caltural Society; Dr. Leavitt of Skowhegan,
one of the largest and most successful gpoultry
raisers in Maine; and Messrs. F. F. Harris and
R. 0. Conant of this city, well-known for their
arduous and successful efforts in behalf of the
poultry interest.
Coops of fowls still continue to come in.
Great numbers were expected from Skowhegan
bat the prevalence of the roup among pouliry
in that section rendered it im possible to bring
them. Dr. Leavitt alone had fifty coops which
be intended to enter,

Only certain persons, and they on cer-
taiu condinions, can receive aid of the Widows'
Wood Society, the Old Ladies’ Home, the
Portland Benevolent or Provident Society.
Why ther should any ome expect that the
Home of the Womens’ Christian Association
can throw open its doors to all without restric-
tion. It was pever designed fer all women
seeking a boarding house, or to be a ccmpetitor
of boarding houses. [t was established to ben-
efit mainly a single class of women, viz: Those
coming to the city for employment, and more
especially young women from the country. Of
such, it is reasonable to assume they can bring a
written certificate as to their character, from
some responsibte party. :

Applicants are often received without a
week's motice, but the Home cannot promise
that they will be, as the accommodations are
limited, This notice, therefore, is relulred to

revent possible disappointment. week’s
annd is required as a rule, in advance, to pre-
vent loss to others.

The Association furnished the house and ser-
vices of a Matron. The cost of living at the
Home, beyond this is to be met by the inmates
of the house, till a relief fund is contributed to
aid the destitute. To open the Home to all,
without conditions, would soon bring it to an
end as a Home for the class in whose behalf it
was provided.
