IN HAVERHILL HOSPITAL, 

Among the Suffering Victims of the 
Railroad Disaster. 

Condition of tMessrs. Hart and 

Thompson of Portland. 

Further Particulars as Told by Pas- 

sengers and Others. 

Haverhill, Jan. 11.—.This morning an- 
other name was added to the list of fatalities 
in yesterday's accident on the Boston <S 
Maine, Dennis Shanahan of Bradford, the 
section baud who was so badly injured, be- 
ing the victim. The list of injured, so far as 

ascertained, is as follows: 
Zenas Thompson, Portland, injured about the 

head and back. 
Miss Kita M. Owen, Portland, bruises about the 

arms and body. 
H. A. Hart of Portland, broken arm and bad 

scalp wound. 
William Y. Pomeroy. Portland, slight bruises. 
George Gardiner, Uxbridge, bauly shaken up 

and thought to be Injured Internally. 
L. K. Branson, Andover, slight lujurles. 
George B. Wentworth of Hover, N. H., scalp 

wounds, shoulder blade broken. 
Rebecca McKay, Somerville, N. H., compound tincture of leg. 
Fred McKeon, newsboy, Somerville, scalp wound and severe bead contusions. 
Niles Bolin of Brockton, head and arm Injured. 
Hugo Slettengreu, Brockton, injured about the 

back and leg, W. F. Kimball, of Kimball Bros., Sudbury 
street, Boston, fracture of the leg. 

John Madden of Bradford, compound fracture of 
the right leg. 

Unknown woman, apparently about 36, with 
dark hair and a bream pin marked “J," injured on 
the head and internally, probably fatally.

AMONG THE INJURED. 

The family at first supposed to be Mr. and 
Mrs. Goodwin and child, proved to be George 
N. Cole, his wife and five-year-old child.who 
were en route from Rockdale, Mass., their 
home, to Kennebunkport, on a visit to Mrs. 
Cole’s parents. Mr. and Mrs. E. P. Good- 
win were wounded. They were at the hos- 
pital today, and rapidly recovering. 

Bert Allen, aged 10 years, a step-son of A. 
If. Shaw of Exeter, N. H., was taken home 
last night. He received three bad scalp 
wounds and was also injured internally. He 
was in the car that was nearly demolished 
by the water tank. He will probably re- 
cover. 

A visit to the Haverhill hospital early this 
morning showed that many of the injured 
were still suffering. In a small room, on 
the right of the corridor, was an occupant 
evidently suffering sharply. He was at 
times delirious. His name was Henry A. 
Hart, and he said he belonged in Portland. 
Mr. Hart’s heavy eyebrows twitched with 
pain, and it was with the greatest and most 
painful effort that he could tell the attend- 
ant who he was and where he belonged, tti- 
face was badly gashed. 

Across the hall, in another room, lay Cals 
vin McKenney of Auburn, Me. He was one 
of those who were unfortunate enough to be 
in the fifth car. A piece of the iron tank 
had fallen on him, and as a result he had re 
ceived many severe contusions and scalp 
wounds, and four of his teeth had been 
knocked out. His lips had been literally 
torn from his gums, and the blood was flow- 
ing freely from his mouth into a basin which 
the surgeons had placed beneath. His right 
hand was crushed. Of course it was impos- 
sible for him to speak. 

Mr. Zenas Thompson was found at the 
Eagle House. His head was so completely 
randaged that he could not see. His first 
juestion was: “Have you heard anything 
iliout Mr. Kimball?’’ Mr. Thompson and 
ffr. Kimball occupied the same seat when 
lie crash came. They were in the wrecked 
:ar. Mr. Thompson was knocked down by 
: beam, which fell across his chest and 
sinned him on top of Mr. Kimball. Another 
arge niece of timber shattered Mr. Kimball’s

ion was taken to the Eagle House and Mr. 
Kimball was carried to the City Hospital. 
Mr. Thompson was injured iuternally and 
spoke with great difficulty. He said: “I

imber held me down and I didn’t see any 
diance of escape. But they dug me out. I 
;aw the front part of the car caving in and 
iried to leave my seat, but the car was 
mocked into kindling wood before I could 
nove.” 
In another room lay W. F. Kimball, of the 

Joston carriage manufacturing firm of Kim- 
jall Brothers. The soles of his feet were torn 
n shreds, but they had been carefully band- 
iged up by the skilled hands of the surgeon. 
Jis heal and face were almost unhurt, but 
he right leg was fractured in four places 
ind will have to be amputated. As the doc- 
or and reporter stood at his bedside the 
iormer said: 

“This young man is from Boston, Mr. 
Kimball. Can he take word to any of your 
riends there? 
“No,” replied the poor fellow, "but if he 

•omes across my friend, Zeuas Thompson, 
who was with me, 1 wish he would let me 
mow.” 

He was told that Thompson was still alive 
md doing well, and he murmured, almost in- 
rudibly, “Thank God for that! Then tell 
lim for me to keep a brave heart.” 

Medical Examiner Cogswell, of Haverhill, 
received the remains of the killed this morn- 
ing and granted permits for bodies to be de- 
livered to friends. Mrs. Walker is in a dy- 
ing condition at the hospital. The friends 
if the wounded from all points have arrived. 

AN EVE WITNESS’S GRAPHIC STORY. 

George C. Nightlinger, a drummer for a 

Philadelphia house, gives probably the most 
accurate account of the wreck of any one 
who witnessed it. He left Philadelphia some 

days ago to make a trip through Eastern 
Massachusetts, having never been in this 
part of the country before. He was on hi* 
way from Georgetown to Haverhill, and 
when the accident occurred was seated in 
the smoker of the Georgetown train. This 
train stood on the track next to that over 
which passed the doomed train. He sat at a 
window toward the Haverhill side of the 
car, and was looking out toward the fac- 
tory. as the Boston tram appeared in 
sight and rushed past, he, of course observed 
it. Ho says: “I think the train must have 
been going 20 or 25 miles an hour. The acci- 
dent as it appeared to me occurred in this 
way : The engine, baggage car. mall a a* and 
tiie palace car passed safely over the switch 
opposite the depot and above the roadway, 
and on down by the window in which I sat, 
not four feet from it. I think that the 
smoker and the two cars following it, must 
have left the track at least 200 feet beyond 
the water tower. They came crashing on, 
and as they passed where I sat the smoker 
seemed to careen towards the windows. I 
sprang up in fright and rushed to the door 
and stood on the platform wlien the crash 
came. After the smoker had gone upon the 
bridge perhaps 20 feet the coupling broke, 
audit tipped over toward the water tower. 
The rear end of the smoker struck the tower, 
and the car following it crashed into the 
tower, and one end of the next and last car 
leaned up against the baggage car of the 
Georgetown train. The water tower col- 
lapsed upon the fifth car. I nearly fainted 
from the shock and from the piercing cries 
that lose immediately from the ruins, and 
w as unable to render much assistance as I 
freely confess, because I was too faint- 
hearted to witness the bloody scenes. I 
don’t know whether the smoker caught fire 
or not. I think it did. At any rate, 1 saw 

smoko'rising from the rear end of it. I sup- 
pose the stove set fire to it if It was afire. 
The water rushed out of the tower after it 
collapsed and for a few seconds the water 
was fully six feet deep at that point. It 
rushed out with terrible force. The cries 
from the injured were most distressing to 
hear. I jumped to the ground and passed 
round the wreck and Btood upon the other 
side. In the beams of the fourth car, the one 
so badly wrecked, I saw a man lying on his 
face, wringing his hands in agony and cry- 
ing out for assistance. Ho said that his body 
was cut in two, and I think he must have 
been severely Injured. After the water bad 
subsided aud spread ®ut over the ground Isaw 
several other persons apparently fastened by 
the broken timbers. The wreck was one of 
the most complete 1 ever saw. I have trav- 
elled over ten years on the railroads of this 
country as a drummer and seen many severe 
accidents. I never saw a wreck which 
seemed more complete, and with more cer- 
tain death to the people in the train than 
was this one. I helped pull out one wound- 
ed man, though bis screams and apparent 
agony made me fairly sick ; and the other 
persons who immediately gathered rendered 
what assistance they could. Of the doctors 
aud surgeons of this town I want to say a 
word. I never saw a set of men work hard- 
er or more carefully, or witti better judg- 
ment than they displayed. It seemed as 
though they all had been through such 

wrecks as this and knew what needed to be 
done first, ana they did it. I saw men crawl 
out the doors and windows of the smoker, 
and others assist the women from the fifth 
car, the one so badly wrecked. As they 
emerged from their holes, often only with 
difficulty getting themselves free from the 
splinters which had threatened death or 

maiming, they rose, raised their arms and 
attempted to walk, as though testing their 
own Injuries. This done they set at work al- 
most immediately to assist those persons less 
fortunate than themselves,” 

A Lewiston Boy's Experience. 
There were hundreds of thrilling experi- 

ences, but that of a Lewiston hoy who wan- 

dered about in a dazed condition after the 

calamity and was finally assisted by a Port- 
land gentleman, was perhaps the most 

touching. 
His name is C. F. Friedman, lie is about 16 

years old and he was on his way to his home 
ia Lewiston, having come from Philadelphia 
alone. He was in the car next to the smoker 
which was completely smashed up. When 
the crash came he was thrown forward and 
soon found himself at the bottom of a mass 

of seats, lamps and splinters large and 
small. He crawled out as best he could, 
with a large scar on the right side of his 

head, a gash on the right cheek and both 
arms more or less bruised. He wandered 
about almost unconscious for some time and 

finally came to the Bradford station where 
his wounds were dressed by some kind hand, 
as well as possible in the general rush. This 
done the boy hardly knew what to do. He 
came to hiaiself enough to tell a railroad offi- 
cial his destination and inquire at what time 
he could proceed to Lewiston. He was told 
that there wits no train to Lewiston till the 
night Pullman, so ail that remained for him 
to do was to sit down and wait. 

On the train that follows next behind the 
afternoon express, the one that arrives in 
PnrtlanH 'nf R wns Mr. OharlPS R. 
Strout, who lives at No. 103 State street in 
this city. This train was delayed an hour at 
the wreck, and Mr. Strout, in company with 
many other passengers, left the cars to see 
what assistance he could render. Among 
those of the Injured who were left to them- 
selves he found young Friedman, with blood 
all over his face and clothes. Mr. Strout 
found out where the boy wished to go, and 
then determined to take him home to Port- 
land, care for him for the night and then 
send him on to his home on the noon train 
yesterday. 

The two arrived in Portland at 9 o'clock 
Tuesday night, and the boy was able to walk 
from the car to a carriage, but he was still 
somewhat dazed. 

“When I got the boy into the car,” said 
Mr. Strout, “I hardly thought he would live 
till we got to Portland. But with the assist- 
ance of other people, I bandaged and bathed 
his head, put his arm in an impromptu sling, 
made a bed for him on a seat and he came on 
quite comfortably. The little fellow was 
homtsick and no mistake, but he bore it all 
quite bravely. I have wired the people in 
Philadelphia that he is all right. His mother 
is a widow woman in Lewiston and the boy 
wrote her Tuesday that he should not leave 
Boston for home until Wednesday. So I 
have thought it best to tell her nothing about 
it. It willavoid all worry, as she thinks he 
is still in Boston.” 

Mr. Strout took the boy to his home on 
State street and at once summoned Dr. Ger- 
rish. It was found that the bruises about 
the head were not dangerous. The injuries 
to the arm, however, were more serious and 
the doctor feared that there was a fracture 
of the right elbow. The boy was more com- 
fortable yesterday morning and left in com- 
pany with Mr. Strout’s son for his home on 
the noon train yesterday. 

MR. HART’S INJURIES. 

Mr. H. A. Hart’s injuries have proved to 
be of a dangerous nature but the physician 
now think that .lie crisis is past. Mr. Hart’s 
left arm was broken in two places and his 
wrist was dislocated. Upon the top of the 
head was an ugly-looking cut and the broken 

?lass had terribly cut and lacerated his 
ace. It was thought that it would be nec- 

essary to amputate Mr. Hart’s arm and a 
consultation of physicians was held. It was 
finally found that the arm could probablv 
be saved. Mrs. Hart is with her husband, 
who is partially conscious. The officers of 
the hospital are showing every attention to 
the sufferer. 

MR. THOMPSON’S INJURIES. 

Mr. C. A. Staples returned last night from 
Haverhill where he left Mr. Zenas Thomp- 
son at the Eagle House suffering from con- 
cussion of the brain and injury to the sp.nal 
cord. He hns also three lor four cuts about 
the head, but his friends are hopeful that 
there are no other internal injuries, as at 
first supposed. He was taken up in, ap-

prove fatal. His wife and mother are with 
him. There are no bones broken. Mr.

Walker, of Lawrence, who suffered severe 

fractures of both limbs, deep cuts about the 
head and a severe nervous shock, is uncon- 

scious and helpless. Her identity is not ful- 

ly established. No friends have inquired for 
her. George E. Wentworth, of Dover, who 
has a scalp wound, a compound fracture of 
the right shoulder and his sixth rib broken, 
is in a precarious condition. A nurse and 
surgeon are by his side continually, and his 
death is expected shortly. 

W. F. Kimball, of Kimball Brothers, 
carriage makers, Boston, is in such a 
condition that but little hopes of his recov- 
ery are entertained. His right leg is frac- 
tured in four places, his hand is severely cut 
aud both bones of his left leg are broken in 
two places. 

John Madden, the section hand, who was 
thought to have been fatally hurt, suffered 
amputation of the right leg today, and it is 
believed he will recover. All the others who 
were injured are doing well.

A CLEAN SWEEP. 

Conquering March of Democrats in 
Pursuit of Office. 

Pledges of Reform and the History 
of Removals. 

Senator Hale’s Speech on the Civil 
Service. 

Washington, Jan. 11.—When the resolu- 
tion ofered by Senator Hale for a select 
committee to examine fully into the present 
condition of the civil service was taken up, 
in the Senate today, Mr. Hale spoke in advo- 

cacy ot it. He declared his object in offering 
it was to secure an investigation with the 

sincere purpose of bringing before Congress 
the present actual condition of the civil ser- 

vice of the country and also the performance 
of certain high and low officials of the gov- 
ernment. At the commencement of Lin- 
coln's administration the public affairs were 

filled with adherents of that party which 
was the exponent of the doctrine that to 
he victors belong the spoils—under that ad- 

ministration the chief test of fitness was loy- 
alty. Not a few of those appointed had 
within the last three years been turned out 
on the cold charities of the world to make 
place for men who never had any sympathy 
with the principles of which Lincoln had 
stood as a great representative. 

Genera! Grant am^V-wsident Hayes had, 
during their administrations, recognized 
THE GROWING SENTIMENT OF THE COUNTRY 

in favor of civil service reform and had en- 

deavored to conform their appointments to 
tho reasonable demand of that agitation. 
The XLVIIth Congress (Republican) had 
enacted a civil service statute, and President 
Arthur had, with sincere good faith, ap- 
pointed civil service commissioners and 

c.nnnrt nrwl onoAormroi.iunf thg.ll. 

But lie was content to do It in a quiet way. 
If he (Mr. Hale) were to make any contrast 
between President Arthur’s coprse on that 
subject and the course which had since been 
pursued, it would be simply to call attention 
to the fact that President Arthur made no 

proclamations, no promises and no pledges; 
but contented himself with carrying out the 
law according to its purpose and spirit. 
Yet he (Mr. Hale) failed to see any recogni- 
tion of the action of the leaders of the Re- 
publican party in that respect on the part of 
the organization which claimed to represent 
civil service reform. 

Both the great parties, in 1884, declared 
themseives, in their platforms in favor of 
civil service reform, but as the campaign 
progressed it was seen that a considerable 
body of men, who before affiliated with 
the Republican party, had determined to 
oppose its candidate. As soon as it became 
clear that not only was this body of men 
bent on opposing the Republican candidate 
but looking about for reasons to support his 
opponent, Governor Cleveland, the candi- 
date of theDemocratic party,had not failed to 
observe tnis and accordingly professed ad- 
hereuce to civil service principles in his let- 
ter of acceptance. 

MB. CLEVELAND’S DECLARATIONS 

had their effect. In the close States they 
had influence enough on the voters to be de- 
cisive of the result and Mr. Cleveland was 

elected President. 
Senator Hale quoted from an interview 

with Cleveland, published in Boston in 1885, 
in which Mr. Cleveland is represented as 
saying: “I have tried to be true to my own 
pledges and the pledges of my party. We 
have both promised to divorce the offices of 
the country from being used for party ser- 
vices ’’ There they had, as clearly as words 
could give them the pledges of the adminis- 
tration to civil service reformers. That ad- 
ministration had been elected, as George W. 
Curtis and others frequently asserted, on the 
strength of such pledges. He (Hale) never 
believed in the sincerity of these pledges, 
because if the Democratic party believed iu 
any one thing more than another, it was In 
the doctrine that to the victors belong the 
spoils. The speaker had before him a table 
showing the sweeping changes in all the de- 
partments of the government up to the 11th 
of June, 1887. That table showed that out 
of 2,379 Presidential postmasters, there had 
been 2,000 changes. Out of 52.G09 fourth 
class postmasters, there had been 40,000 
changes. Out of 33 foreign ministers, there 
had been 32 changes. Ont of 21 secretaries 
of legal ion mere had been 16 changes; out 
of 111 collectors of customs, 100 changes; 
and of 32 surveyors of customs, all were 
changed. Of 36 appraisers, two remained. 
Of 13 superintendents of miuts and assay 
offices, 11 were changed, and of nine assist- 
ant appraisers pll were gone Of 85 col- 
lectors of internal revenue, 84 were gone in 
June last. Of 11 inspectors of steam vessels, 
eight were gone. Of 70 district attorueys, a 
semi-judicial office, 65 had been changed. Of 
30 territorial judges, judicial offices. 22 were 
changed. U1 the territorial governors, all 
were gone, and of the 18 pension agents, but 
two remained. Every one ol the 10 survey- 
ors general had gone, and of 224 local land 
officers, 190 were gone. Of ten Indian in- 
spectors and special agents, but one re- 
mained ; of 59 Indian agents but eight, and 
of 53 special agents of the General Land 
Office but four. 

At this time, June, 1887, the Democratic 
administration had been but little over two 
years iu power. The best comment the 
speaker could make on the table referred to, 
was to quote the editorial headings of the 
leading Democratic newspaper when it ex- 
ultantly published that list. These headings 
were: 

The Civil Service. 
Practical Exclusion of Republicans from 

Employment under tlie National Govern- 
ment. 

Only a Small Class of Public Servants 
Protected by the Pendleton Act. 

Changes Affected with as Little Derange- 
ment of Business as Possible. 

Spoilsmen not Satisfied. 
They were not satisfied, said the Senator, 

because of the small number of offices still 
In the hands of all public servants who did 
not sympathize Politically with the new ad- 
ministration. Since that time, changes have 
been going on and he hoped to have in a few 
days, a further table showing the conquering 
march of the Democratic party in pursuit of 
office had continued down to the beginning 
of this year. This showing was amazing. 
He had not realized it, himself, until he had 
looked into the figures. The country had 
not realized it. The country did not appre- 
ciate that, under the banner of reform with 
this watchward written on every fold of the 
administration, a ruthless proscription and 
these removals and changes in office had 
been going on at a rate unexampled in any 
other administration in American history. 

It could not be said that most of those 
changes took place because of the expira- 
tion of the terms of incumbents, because 
scrutiny disclosed the fact that ni-eteen 
twentieths of all cases whose changes oc- 
curred were places where there was no fixed 
tenure of office, but where the incumbents 
were removable at the pleasure of the Presi- 
dent Secretary Lamar had recently taken 
occasion to commend John C. Calhoun for 
his position against the spoils system and 
felicitated himself on the fact that he be- 
longed to an administration wmcn was car- 

rying out, in that respect, the principles of 
Calhoun. Yet the stern facts which con- 
fronted the Senate, In tho department

were that every territorial governor had been 
removed and also 1G out of 18 pension agents, 
every surveyor general, four-fifths of the 
local land officers, nine-tenths of the Indian 
inspectors and agents, 79 out of 83 special 
agents of the general land office and two- 
thirds of the special examiners in the pen- 
sion office. Yet Lamar stood to-day on 
rrcord, by his uttered words, as against the 
spoils system and posed as a reformer. 

Coming back to the question of Presi- 
dential postmasters, Mr. Hale said that in 
the little space of time between the adjourn- 
ment of Congress and the President’s visit 
to the Adirondacks, he had made 91 removals 
out of 223 postmasters who had been left. 
Only one appointment had been made of a 

Sostuiaster to succeed himself. Passing to 
le question of the participation of Federal 

officials in political conventions and elec- 
tions, the speaker referred to the meetings 
of the New York, Pennsylvania and Mary- 
land State committees, at all of which, 
prominent Federal officials had been active 
participants. 

Seuator Hawley asked whether Senator 
Hale was sure there had been no removals 
in these cases. 

The Senator replied be had yet to learn, 
not only of any removals, but of any cen- 
sures. In some cases, the officials had been 
promoted, in no case had there been a change 
made, except accidentally or on account of 
something entirely disconnected with the 
administration. He did not knew of a case 
where tho President had put a strong hand 
upon any of these men, and made it seem 
that he wanted to perform what he promised. 
In fact, so gross had been the violation of 
every principal of reform and of the pledges 
of the President, that even the Evening Post 
of New York said of these tilings, that they 
would be 

USED IN THE C AMPAIGN THERE 

with tarrible effect. The President had not 

hesitated, himself, to deal deadly blows at 
the cause of reform. 

In this connection, the speaker referred to 
the recent municipal election iu New i’ork, 
when Fellows and Nicoll were candidates 
ior the office of district attorney. Here 
there was an opportunity for him to have 
stretched out his hand to the men of New 
York, who were fighting against corruption 
and against thieves and robbers, and bribe- 
givers and bribe-takers, in the cause of good 
government. Hut those who believed he 

would do so, had been bitterly disappointed. 
Senator Vest delended Fellows, and quite 

a discussion ensued between Vest and Ilale. 
The latter said that many Massachusetts In- 
dependents had been much discomfited by 
the course of the administration, and had 
refused, in a recent State election, to vote 
for the administration candidate. There was 

no one who enjoyed tbo situation. The 
President, himself, for he (Hale) was bound 
to believe he was not born a hypocrite, did 
not enjoy it. The value of the cry of 

“civil service reform” 
had ceased to be of any estimation in the 
minds of the leaders of the Democratic 
party. Its canvasses would, hereafter, go on 

in the old-fashioned way. 
This year the land would rock with the ef- 

forts on behalf of presidential candidates. 
He affirmed the belief, and ventured the pre- 
diction, that no means and no appliances 
that had been in years past used by the Dem- 
ocratic party, would fail to be resorted to 
this year. Intimidation, outrage and mur- 
der, if needed, would open again the bloody 
grave in which would be entombed anew the 
free ballot of the South. There was no de- 
vice, no plan of campaign ever resorted to 
by the Democratic party in the days of Polk. 
Pierce and Buchanan, which would not be 
resorted to this year. The means, and ap- 
pliances, and practices of the Democratic 
party will all be resorted to in its desper- 
ate attempt to retain its hold of the national 
government. 

In the meantime, where would the inde- 
pendents be ? 

Senator Hale’s speech attracted great and 
unusual attention. At Its-concluslon, Sena- 
tor Butler sent to the clerk’s desk and had 
read the'circular sent out in 1878 by authori- 
ty of the Republican Congressional Commit- 
tee (of which Senator Hale was a member), 
calling on government employes for political 
contributions. 

Senator Hale justijed the circular, and 
said it directly and explicitly excluded the 
idea of extorting contributions.

AN OLD SCHOOL LADY. 

Death of Madam Hannah Horton 

Little, Aged 88 Years. 

There died at Windham Hill, Jan. 10th, 
Madam Hannah Horton Little, at the great 
age of nearly 88 years. She ivas the last per- 
son in town retaining the once popular, but 
now obsolete title of madam. Mrs, Little 
was born in Portland, Feb. 18,1799. Her 
parents were Rufus Horton, and his wife 
Abigail Lord. Mr. Horton came to Portland 
from his native town of Milton, Mass., in 
1788. His wife was a sister to William Lord, 
long the faithful treasurer of Portland, who 
was succeeded in office by his son Heniy P. 
Lord. Mr. Horton was for many years in 
mercantile business, and the building of ves- 

sels. In 1801 he bought of Ansel Lewis the 
now valuable lot on the north corner of Con* 
gress and Green streets, and in the rear he 
built a soan and candle factory. These goods 
then formed a part of the cargo of every ves- 

sel sailing to the West Indies. In 1811, Mr. 
Horton erected on the lot the corner stole 
and the three houses on Green street, one of 
which he occupied. Mr. Horton, then only 
18, had served on board an armed vessel in 
the war of the Revolution, and was wounded 
in one leg, which affected his gait. Dr. 
Deane, in his journal, in his quaint way, re- 

cords the building of the candle factory in 
1802, calling its proprietor “Lame Quaker 
Horton.” The late John Horton of Gorham 
was a brother to Rufus, and a partner in 
business with him. 

The late Toppan Robie of Gorham com- 
menced his business career with this firm as 
a store boy. Rufus Horton’s health became 
impaired, and in 1817 he purchased a farm in 
Windham, and moved his family there. I 
i•‘collect the appearance of Mrs. Little, then 
17 years old, with her sisters, in their straight 
silk bonnets, of the Quaker regulation, of 
which society the parents were prominent 
members. The daughters were allowed to 
attend the social parties of other societies, 
fur which the naients were censured bv their 
own society, blit without success. Two 
years after the removal to Windham, Han- 
nah Horton was married to Moses Little, a 
trader of the town. He was the son of I’aul 
Little, a silversmith, who was burnt out at 
tha corner tof Middle and India streets, by 
Mowatt, in 1775, when he removed to Wind- 
ham. 

After living on the farm for five years, Mr. 
Horton and his family returned to Portlaud. 
He died there in 1840, aged 81 years. His 
widow continued to live in the Green street 
house until 1871, when she died at the ex- 

treme age of 90 years ar.d 4 months. Kufus 
Horton, Jr., long the president of the Man- 
ufacturers & Traders bank, who died in 1867, 
was their son. The valuable Congress and 
Green street property is yet owned by the 
family, one-third of which was a part of the 
patrimony owned by Madam Little at her 
decease. 

One year after the marriage of Moses Little 
to Hannah' Horton he built on the command- 
ing site, the spacious house in which they 
lived uud died. He had held at sometime 
nearly all the town offices, and in 1816 iie 
was a delegate to the Brunswick convention 
on the formation of the new State. Mr. and 
Mrs. Little had from the first six children. 
In 1825 a sou was born to them. At that 
time the late Senator Fessenden was teach- 
ing their village school, and was a frequent 
and welcome visitor at the residence of the 
Littles. He told the inother that if she 
would give the boy his own name, at the 
proper time, he would see that he had a law 
school education; but the bey died about the 
time of his majority. The Hill district has 
had several teachers who have afterwards 
become prominent men. Josiah S. Little, 
afterwards of Portland, taught the district 
school the year previous to Mr. Fessenden 
and Afterwards Judge Goddard was the 
teacher one term. Madam Little was a very 
remarkable woman and greatly respected. 
At her great age she was a brilliant example 
to younger persons of three score and ten, 
who murmur and complain that the yoke of 
years has become a burden. She retained 
her mental powers almost to the last; they 
were clouded but a few days before her 
death. The young loved her society, and 
the old sought it for it made them feel youug 
again. Indeed her last days on earth were 
among her happiest, and she has taught us 
that if the intellectual powers are vigorously 
employed and cheerfully devoted to useful- 
ness, old age instead of impairing, may be- 
come the calmest and best part of human 
11 fn 

Mrs. Little was generous ol her ample 
means, and remembered the ancient congre- 
gational church ol the town, in her will, ol 
which she had been an active member 50 
years. Of all her six children only one son 
icumius, niiu nns ueen always iaiiniui in 
his duties to his mother. 

The funeral service will be held on Friday, 
the 13th inst., at the Congregational church 
at 11 o’clock a. m. W. G.

Mr. Henry Calderwood who has recently 
been appointed keeper of the Marine Naval 
Hospital at Widow’s Island has recently dis- 

posed of his vessel the Inez to Isaac Lead- 
better and A. Cooper. 

A petition signed by a large number of 
citizens and vessel owners of North Haven 
and Vinal Haven is about to be forwarded 
to Hon. C. S. Fairchild, Secretary of the

cating its re-establishment. There are sixty- 
four vessels owned upou these islands which 
will be subjected to great inconveuiance un- 
less tho law is rescinded. 

We continue to hear of disasters, caused 
by the recent severe gale on our coast. Capt. 
Hiram Stone’s vessel came very near being 
driven ashore in Deer Island Thoroughfare, 
only escaping by cutting their cables, thus 
sacraticing both anchors. The crew were 

obliged to take to their dories, remaining 
throughout the entire uight in the storm, 
their only shelter being the lee of an old 
blacksmith’s shop. Capt. Alex. Gillls’s ves- 
sel was driven ashore near the same place 
and considerably damaged. The crew also 
suffered much from exposure. The Cora 
Smith, lying at anchor in Perry’s creek was 
also driven ashore and sustained some dam- 
age. 

The cold weather of the past week has 
very consideiably affected the operations of 
our fishermen. Southern Harbor is frozen 
over, and the shores of the Thoroughfare 
coated with ice, making the work difficult 
and almost profitless.

The Civil Service Committee Headed 
By an Enemy. 

Negotiator Chamberlain Not a Fa- 

vorite Among Washington People. 

[Special to the Press.] 
Washington, Jan. 11.—The ways and 

means committee will go to work on a tariff 
bill very soon now. The committee will 
have to wait for something to handle, how- 
ever. The mode in which a tariff bill Is 
maue up is this: One of the members intro- 
duces a bill. This Is referred to the com- 

mittee, and there it is discussed. The com- 

mittee, as a rule, however, will not look at 

any ordinary measure. It will sit about in 
its quarters, loaf, smoke or busily do nothing 
In other ways until a bill comes to them from 
a leader. The measure they are waiting for 
now is Roger Q. Mills’s tariff bill. 

The Ways and Means Committee. 
Mr. Mills is chairman of the ways and 

means committee, and to the measure of the 
chairman of that committee due deference Is 

always paid. Mr. Mills has been at work on 

Ins bill for some time, nearly ever since it 
was fairly decided that he was to head the 
committee. His principal assistant has been 
W. C. I*. Hreckenridge of Kentucky—white- 
haired, eloquent and a tariff reformer of the 
most extreme type. Mills Is a nice looking 
man, white moustache, bald, square shoul- 
ders and a fair speaker. He has Morrison’s 
old place, both on the committee and among 
the benches. When he gets up to talk the 
House listens, and if there is a tight in it, 
Tom Reed fires back. One of the funniest 
things in a long time was the aspirations of 
luliM Hi. lor 111 li n Liinouiiiluil \fiipriann Hi* 

thought that because he had succeeded Col. 
Morrison from his district, he ought also to 
step into his exact shoes in the House, aud if 
he were not chairman of the rraysand means 
committee, at least should have a place there. 
This is, of course, impossible for a new 

member, and particularly for a new Republi- 
can member. But it put Baker in sucn high 
dudgeon that be resigned the place he did 
have, one on the claims committee. 

Members Who Feel Slighted. 
It requires a good deal of discontent to re- 

sign a place on a committee. It is throwing 
up a place for a session in order to get even 

with the Speaker. Leopold Morse of Mas- 
sachusetts thought he would do it, and he 
had considerable reason for being angry. 
He had had the promts* of a place first on 
the ways and .means committee, then on ap- 
propriations, and finally on naval affairs. 
He got noue of them and was in very bad 
spirits. But he concluded It would not be at 
all well to slop over, aud kept still. Gov. 
Curtin declined last session to serve, having 
been very badly treated by Mr. Carlisle in 
displacing him for Ferry Belmont, but his 
resignation helped Him none. The Speaker 
has a great deal of pressure brought to bear 
on him and some men always feel slighted. 
The great general criticism of the committees 
is that Clements of Georgia, put at the head 
of the civil service committee, is one of its 
bitterest opponents. 

Joseph Chamberlain. 
The longer Joseph Chamberlain stays in 

this country, the less the people seem to 
think of him. The better the acquaintance 
of Washington people has grown, the more 

he has fallen in their estimation. The Inci- 
dent of bis boisterousness during Senator 
Voorhees’s speech in the Senate has been 
widely commented upon. Another spectacle 
he made of himself was at the large British 
legation ball. He tried to waltz. His part- 
ner was a bright little American girl, who 
rather enjoyed the fun. Mr. Chamberlaiu 
was not at all handy with his feet. The 
young lady soon found that be was not going 
well, and in a bit of mischief spun him about 
the floor so fast that when be sat down be 
was wholly exhausted and quite tangled up. 
Ho has now resumed bis postponed fishery 
arbitration talk, and the chances seem to be 
that be will be as much taugled up here as 
he was on the waxed floor of the British 
legation.

calling upon the Secietary of War for in- 
formation in reference to the proposed sur- 
render of the battle flags, but owing 
to Mr. Boutelle’s temporary absence, the 
report was withheld. Mr. Boutelle said to- 
night that he understood the rosolution 
would be reported favorably tomoirow with- 
out material change.

SENATE. 

Washington, Jan. 11. 
In the Senate, after the conclusion of Sen-

He 
hoped that unless there was a case of ex- 
treme urgency presented no one would at- 
tempt to engraft upon the bill anything 
which could he postponed until the urgent 
deficiency bill was reported to the House, 
which would be withiu ten days. 

AMONG THE MINERS. 

Discontent Seen In the Faces of the 
Strikers 

Shenandoah, Pa, Jan. 11.—Only one 

colliery in the entire Shenandoah district is 
now in operation. This is the Cambria, in 
the southern part of this town Tlie William 
Penn Coal Company was forced to shut 
dowu this morning. Tlie company’s stores 
are closed against the strikers. Similar ac- 
tion is contemplated by many business men 
here. The Cambria colliery employs about 
150 men, and but for it there would be a per- 
fect coal famine right here in the heart of 
the coal field. Tlie Heading collieries are 
all empty save what fuel is held for their 
own use. Discontent and dissatisfaction is 

oeginnmg to show itself on tne iaces oi tne 

men. 

Keadino. Pa., Jan. 11.—There is every indication that coal mining in the Schuylkill 
region is at a standstill. All the towns and 
villages in the Schuylkill valley report a 

great scarcity of ceal, almost bordering on a 
famine. 

Pottsvii.le. Pa., Jan. 11.—Sub-division 
No. 12 of the Miners’ National District As- 
sembly No. 130 unanimously officially de- 
cided today to recognize the railroaders’ 
troubles and join forces with them. The 
Heading city executive committee took sim- 
ilar action.

50. A carpenter named McDonald was 
frozen to death in bed. 

TOPOLO^AMPO. 

Visit of Inspection by the U. S. 8. 

Iroquois. 

San Francisco, Dec. 31, 1887. 
I am told that a party from Cape Eliza- 

beth went to Topolobainpo, so I will tell you 
all I know of the place for the benefit of 
their friends. 

Topolobampo is to be situated on a bay of 
the same name that is perfectly sheltered, 
easily of entrance and obstructed only by a 

bar on which is two and a half fathoms of 
water at low tide, so In moderate weather 
vessels can cross it easily. In front of the 
site of the town is a deep harbor, almost too 
deep, as it ranges from sixteen to eighteen 
fathoms, but vessels can drop close in to the 
shore without grounding and very snor- 

wharves are required for loading and on* 
loading goods. This harbor is protected by 
an island to the southward and westward, 
and by high, mountainous land on all other 
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and east connects it with San Carlos bay, a 

large basin ten miles in diameter and uavl- 

Sable in southwest part. The town is to he 
uilt on the northeast side of a hill to the 

north and east of the anchorage. Already 
they have bnilt a large house for the compa- 
ny and the .Mexican government has prompt- 
ly saddled them with a custom house whose 
officers ure supported according to Mexican 
usage by the receipts of the office. The rest 
of the dwellings are tents, but the climate is 
mild and I do not think that they suffer any 
hardships after they get used to that kind of 
life. 

TUB BOOM. 

At the beginning of the boom no extrava- 

gant bait was tbown out, I believe,*yet there 
was enough hinted and ihidden from the 
common eye to make the bait very attractive 
to people possessing little money and great 
ambitions. The scheme collected a swarm 

of people ot all kinds, classes, nationalities 
and religions from the honest Maine flshet* 
man to the German Socialist and Russian 
Nihilist. A large part of the recruits set out 
with the intention of living on their fellow 
colonists. These were true social economists 
who thought the world should be changed 
because under the present laws they have to 
work for their daily bread. Some people, 
invalids and the like, were really deceived 
into thinking that they could live without 
work but they soon found out their mistake. 
So did the others who had conscientious 
scruples against labor for they soon found 
food very scarce and clothes scarcer still. 

Then, while the workers plodded on, the 
theorists began to cry out. because they 
could not have their bread buttered on both 
sides they said they were starring. The 
company experienced difficulties from the 
Mexican Government in having some cloth- 
ing sent from the States stopped lor duties. 
This told on the people very heavily. One 
man said that he had to go about without 
trousers, end that he was not popular In so- 
ciety on that account. To be sure most of the 
colonists were not used to a pioneer life, and 
the hardships told en them. Then the exo- 
dus began. Everybody not suited to the life 
managed to get away, by hook or by crook. 
Some were thrown upon the humanity of the 
United States Consul at Guaymas, who as- 

sisted them without remuneration, and at 
considei able expense. Some escaped to Ma- 
zatlan, and thence to the United States. Ki- 
ri illy the colony was weeded out, and only 
those remained who were content to work. 
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suited to tbe life. These set to work with n 

will; bought a tract of available land on 

credit, and made some improvements, bwMw 
planting one crop. The the man from whom 
they had bought the land became afraid he' 
would not get his money, so he took advant- 
age of a technical error In the deeds aud 
claimed the land back again. It was turned 
over, improvements aud all. Then they 
started on another tract of land, aud, when 
we arrived, were commencing to realize from 
it. While one party are at work around tbe 
coast settlement, the other party are on this 
farm inlaud on the river. Lieut. Norris, 
who went up to this settlement with the cap- 
tain, describes the farui as the best land he 
ever saw, very easy to irrigate, and apparent- 
ly very fruitful. When you realize that they 
get two crops a year from this land, you will 
see at once that the colony cannot help but 
thrive. The cooperative system is undoubt- 
edly the best in the world, because it does 
away with buying through a number of 
hands and paying profits to a number of peo- 
ple, and this is essentially a cooperative com- 

pany. 
THE MODUS OPKBAXDI. 

Each man, upon joining the colony, is sup- 
posed to buy a lot In the town upon which 
to build. These lots sell at say $10 for the 
first hundred. $20 for the second hundred, 
and so on, and the owner is not to sell his 
lot to anybody but a central committee. Ail 
the houses in each block are to be built on 

exactly the same plan as the first house put 
up in the block, and no houses are to be 
erected until the central committee has ap- 
proved the plan. Nobody is allowed to talk 

religion or politics on the street. Move- 
ments have been made to keep the men from 
using tobacco and whiskey. Moral lectures 
are given in the dance tent every three or 

four nights, and then dancing is in order. 
Social intercourse is promoted by all hands. 
That is a harmless and pretty form of social- 
ism. As yet there is no commerce at Topolo- 
bampo, and If there were the company would 
do all the bartering and the colonists would 

buy from the company at first cost. So the 

people do not need money, nor have they any 
use for it. The ranks of the colony are re- 

cruited in a great measure from the routed 
battalions of the Greenback party, and these 

people nurse their pet scheme by discarding 
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lor labor in “units of account” on the books. 
I have not discovered as yet the value of a 
“unit of accouut,” but 1 do not thiuk they 
will know themselves until they begin to sell 
their produce, and then they will have to de- 
crease the value, probably, or increase it, in 
order to make the stock of exchanged goods 
go around the whole colony. That scheme 
seems well enough while there is no com- 
merce, but with such a good harbor and with 
the railroad that New York capitalists wish 
to put through, this state of things will not 
last. Strangers passing through will smile 
at the "units of account” and will use hard 
cash, that will circulate around the colony 
and will be used to buy luxuries, while the 
units are saved for necessities. The scheme 
may hold, but it has a doubtful tenure if 
Topolobampo becomes a commercial town. 
The railroad has nothing to do with the col- 
ony except that the colonists are offered 
work on it as soon as it can be started, 
but what promises to be more troublesome 
to the growth, peace and happiness of this 
colony is the Mexican government, a gov- 
ernment runniug over with officers who do 
nothing and have to be provided for by the 
people upon whom they are quartered. So 
far as I have seen no Mexican city thrives. 
Mazathan is tilled by foreigners yet there is 
not half the life or business there that you 
would find in an American village of half its 
size. The government is very affable now 
before the colony is firmly established, but it 
will change and all the ineanuess and treach- 
ery of the Mexicans, and their meanness and 
treachery are unfathonable, will be turned i 
loose upon our friends at Topolobampo. T he 
stopping of some provisions anil clothing for 
the colony for non-payment of duty at Uuay- 
mas, when the Mexican government had 
given permission for them to eater free; is 
an instance of the faith that subordinate of- 
ficers keep with the government promises. 
Appeal to the City of Mexico is tedius and 
may be fruitless. The fact of the matter is 
perhaps that the customs officer thought the 
goveruuieut was coming down on those peo- 
ple sooner or later and Tie might as well set 
the ball rolling. 

Topolobambo is a success if yon look upon 
it as an association of farmers working on i 
excellent land and working in earnest. As | 
a Utopia it is a failure. Those there now do 
not want to leave because they have all their 
utouey invested in the scheme and they have 
no other place to go, while there they are 
sure of something to eat and sufficient 
shelter for their heads. 

1 have given jou as accurately and un- 

prejudiced an account as 1 can and i hope 
it will calm the apprehensions of our Port- 
landers whose friends went out there.

Particulars of the Wreck of the Alfred 

D. Snow. 

Fishermen’s Heroic Effort to Avert 
the Crew’s Sad Fate. 

Excited Villagers Threaten to Lynch 
a Cowardly Life Boat Captain. 

Ntw Yobk, Jan. 11.—A cable despatch to- 
day from Waterford, Ireland, says that the 
wreck ot the American ship Alfred D. Snow, 
of Maine, can be seen at low water lying on 

its side on the shoal. 
Five bodies, including that of the captain, 

have been recovered, as they washed up in 
the harbor. Among the people on board, ac- 

cording to a list found in a memorandum 
book in the captain’s pocket, were: 

Captain W. J. Willey. 
John C. Willey, cousin of the captain. 
Thomas McMahon. 
A. B. Stack. 
F. 11. Sullivan. 
John Lermond. 
Hubert Barter. 
These were all from Maine. The follow-

At the opening of the inquest It appeared 

that the captain of the station life boat, on 

the morning of the wreck, refused to put the 
boat out on the ground that the weather was 

too rough. In which he was supported by a 

few of his crew. But the majority wished to 
proceed, in the port of Dunmore, a short 
distance away, were some fishing boats 
whose crews insisted on taking out the life 

* 

boat in spite of its captain, by force, and as- 
sisted by the consenting members of the life 
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the storm was fiercest. But the delays made 
them arrive too late to render any assistance. 
The crew of the Snow were one by one 
swept away bv the waves In the very sight 
of the succoring boat. The latter pulled 
around the wreck but fruitlessly. The cowardly caputin of tbe life boat Is In 
danger of being lynched, while the brave 
fishing crew are made heroes of. Tbe body 
of Capt. Willey h.u been embalmed and will 
be sent to Thomaston, Me. 

Owing to the above serious allegations the 
committee of the local branch of the Na- 
tional Life Boat Institution held a meeting 
yesterday to consider the advislblltty of 
holding a public Inquiry Into tbe matter, 
which was decided on. 

The funeral over tbe remains of the re- 
covered bodies was impressively held yester- 
day and tbe whole town may be said te have 
mourned the sad fate of tbe strangers. 

A later despatch from London this after- 
noon says that the body of Capt. Willey was 
placed on the steamer City of Berlin which 
sailed from Queenstown 10-day for New 
Tort. 

SALISBURY AT LIVERPOOL 

Speaks Dubiously of Free Trade Be* 

fore Fair Traders. 

Liverpool, Jan. 1L—Lord Salisbury ar- 

rived today and spoke In the circus which 
was crowded by 5000 persons, while many 
thousands were unable to gain admittance. 
But they waited for the appearance of Salis- 
bury and sang patriotic songs, cheering the 
Unionist leader and hooting the Glad- 
stonians. A prominent feature of the speech 
was the dubious utterances in regard to free 
trade, due to the fact that Liverpool is ths 
strongest centre of the fair trade movement. 
Salisbury said the Unionists were convinced 
that Ireland, sooner or later, would become 
thoroughly consolidated with Great Britain 
and peacefully and prosperously exist under 
the same legislature, the same laws, paying 
the same respect to law and enjoying equal 
liberty. Vacillation had been the great 
crime of England against Ireland. No gov- 
ernment could be of any avail unless it _/ '“v- 

showed it could govern resolutely. He said 
that free trade bad been carried too far or 
misapplied, aud some reaction was probable.

Speaker Carlisle’s friends are paying much 
more attention to Mr. Thobe’a contest than 
they were. They have begun to lustily 
shout fraud. A Southern Democrat shouting 
fraud reminds one very forcibly of a thief 
shouting stop thief. 

It is now said that the fishery negotiations 
will be prolonged, in the hope that Congress 
will place fish upon the free list. If that 
should happen, the Canadian commissioners 
would doubtless soon get into an agreeing 
mood, for that is all the Dominion is fighting 
for.

The report of the civil service commis- 
sioners of Massachusetts discusses the propo- 
sition that has frequently been made to sub- 
mit the whole eligible list to the appointing 

** power and unsparingly condemns it. The 
“•—' commission say that it would amount to the 

practical abandonment of the civil service 
reform system, since that system aims at the 
selection of the fittest candidates for public 
office, and the submission of the whole eligi- 
ble list would defeat that end. The commis- 
sioners say that the soldiers’ exemption bill 
has not helped the veterans. Indeed if it 
has had any effect it would seem to have 
been the opposite. 

The accident oil the Boston A Maine ap- 
pears to be one of those rare cases which no 
ordiuarv foresight on the part of the compa- 
ny could have guarded against. Assuming 
that a liaw in the wheel w»as the cause, then 
the blame, if there be any, belongs to the 
maker and not to the user. The train may 
have been running at a higher rate of speed 
than was prudent when going round a sharp 
curve and approaching a bridge. If so some- 
body would seem to be culpable. The gen- 
eral rule on railroads is to slow up when 
approaching a bridge, and it is a rule found- 
ed on common prudence. If this is one of the 
rules of the Boston A Maine Company, and 
the employes paid no regard to it then the 
employes are primarily at fault. Of course 
there will be a thorough investigation by 
the Massachusetts railroad commissioners 
and the responsibility placed where it bel ongs 
It speaks well, however, for the manage- 
ment of the Boston & Maine road as far as 

regard for the safeguards of life and proper- 
ty is concerned, that this is the first accij 
dent on that road for many years. 

Mr. A. P. Marble, for many years superin- 
tendent of the Worcester schools, and a gen- 
tleman well known in Maine, writes to the 
New York Evening Post a letter in opposi- 
tion to the Blair educational bill. When the 
matter of Federal aid to Southern schools 
was first broached Mr. Marble was inclined 
to-favor it. But reflection and a study of 
the results of analagous experiments have 
changed his mind. He urges four reasons 

why the Blair measure should not. become a 

law. In the first place he thinks the South- 
ern people need no stimulus of this sort. 
“They have awakened,” he says, “to the 
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tively and successfully at work in the right 
direction.” Secondly the South does not 
need the aid It is as well and better able to 
establish and maintain proper schools than 
the border States of the West. Thirdly a 

good deal of the money would be frittered 
away in distribution, and would never be ap- 
plied to the use for which it was intended. 
Lastly Mrs. Marble believes the duty of tak- 
ing care of schools is one that belongs to the 
people and not to the government. “If,” 
says Mr. Marble, “the people cannot take 
care of themselves, and if the government 
must take care of them, we reduce ourselves 
to an absurdity, since the government is 
nothing, but the expression of the people’s 
will.” Mr, Marble says that nobody has a 

right to say that Massachusetts teachers are 

in favor of the Blair bill. Several associa- 
tions have apparently declared for it, but 
these declarations cannot be said to be a fair 
expression of the sentiment of the members 
of these associations, inasmuch as they have 
emanated from a minority and without a full 
discussion. It is quite evident to the most 
casual observer that discussion has not 
helped the bill in public favor. At first a 

great many assumed without much examina-, 
tion that the measure was going to promote 
education in the South, and for that reason 

favored it. Examination has cast suspicion 
on the correctness of this assumption, and 
consequently weakened public confidence in 
the bill as an educational measure. 

The Waldoboro Customs District. 
The Rockland Courier Gazette of this week 

presents some customs statistics which show 
how foolish was Secretary Fairchild’s 
sweeping reduction of the force of employes 
of the customs served on the Maine coast, 
and display in an unfavorable light the offi- 
cial ignorance that encouraged such order. 
In the district of Waldoboro, which includes 
the ports of Rockland, Waldoboro, St. 
rjganrtr#* Thninast.nii and risfotta. thflrfl 

is annually transacted lan amount of busi- 
ness of which Mr. Fairchild could have had 
little idea when he issued his order. The 
business during the fiscal year ending July 
1st, 1887 In this district is shown by the fol- 
lowing figures: 
No. of Foreign Entries. 67a 
No. of Foreign Clearances. 600 
No. of Vessels Documented. 613 
No. of Employes. 7 
No. of Entries of Merchandise. 611 
Expense.80,130 

The great port of San Francisco had in 
the same time but 886 foreign entries, 830 
foreign clearances, and 1012 vessels docu- 
mented, though the number of men em- 

ployed there was 219 at an expense of $352,- 
099 annnally. In the number of foreign 
entries Baltimore exceeds the Waldoboro 
district only 100, and New Orleans by only 
about 75. In the Boston district but 1112 

__vessels were documented, only twice as 

many as In the district of Waldoboro. In 
this district is the port of Thumaston, with 
its large fleet of ships and three and four 
masted schooners, taking second rank in the 
State in the amount of its tonnage. In the 

city of Rockland, w here two customs offi- 
cers wore stationed under the old arrange- 
ment, there were in 1870 hut six foreign 
entries. The past jear there were 586. 

Every one of these vessels must be boarded 
by an officer, so it is easy to see how .rapidly 
the business of the port is increasing, and 
how necessary it is that the force of customs 
officers should be increased rattier than cut 
down. Then along the coast and around j 
Tenant’s Harbor, l’ort Clyde and St. George i 
are hundreds of fishermen aud other vessel 
owners, who have necessary and frequent 
business with a customs officer, and who 
would be obliged to suffer great additional 
expense if the reduction in force should be 
made as ordered. It is true that the revenue j 
of the Waldoboro district is not sufficient to i 

pay expenses, but this is because a large 1 

part of the imports are such that few duties 1 

are levied ou them. The Courier-Gazette j 
points out that if there was a tariff on wood i 

of only 20 cents a cord, the revenue from 

that alone woujd be sufficient to pay tbe j 
entire running expenses of the district. 
Whether lie modifies bis order or not, Secre- 

tary Fairchild will get some valuable infor- j 
mstion about Maine industries that be did , 

not have before.

MAGAZINE WRITINC. 

The Editor of the Century Talks for 
the Culld. 

[Philadelphia Press.] 
ltichard Watson Gilder, editor of the Cen- 

tury magazine, is a young man with a deli- 
cate cast of features. He looks for all the 
world what he is—a poet. He is a tireless 
worker, lu the course of a month hundreds 
of manuscripts are submitted to liim for bis 
reading. They are sent him from all parts 
of the world. They are on all sorts of sub- 

jects and by all sorts of people. Many of 
the writers are young men and j ung wom- 

en who think literature offers a lucrative 
field for the employment of their talents. 
Mr. Gilder is a patient reader. He is ever on 

the alert for a bright writer who possesses 
originality. He is a great believer in young 
men and women, but holds out no false hope 
to them. Literature-ls an exacting mistress. 

Only a few writers get to the top round of 
the ladder. Still, he says, there is no reason 
why persons w ho think they possess talent 
for writing should not try. Mr. Gjlder was 

good enough to discuss the matter very ful- 
ly with me this week. It was in his office in 
the Century building. A stenographer 
took down the exact conversation. X 
asked:— 

What field is there in literary work for a 

young man or young woman who has some 

ability and yet lias no knowledge of how to 
begin ? 

The onl\ way for a beginner to do is to 
begin. To become a professional writer 
practice is necessary. 

X want to know what field there is to-day 
for magazine writing. 

Well, the most constant demand is for fic- 
tinn A hevinner alwavs lias the onnortnn- 

tty for practice in the held of short stories, 
and out of this he can be graduated into a 

serial writer, publishing either in. the maga- 
zine or iu book form or iu both. In this way 
the writer of stories lias the advantage over 
the dramatic writer, in that he can (as Mr. 
brander Matthews says) make his brief es- 

says and try them on the editors and on the 
public, whereas in the dramatic art in this 
country he does not get the ciiance that he 
does abroad, where they take one-act plays 
from beginners. That is one reason why 
there are so many good writers of fiction 
coming up all over the country and why 
there are so few dramatists, because the 
former have a chance to practice—to try 
their experiments upon the public, and the 
latter have small chance. 

lias not that been the case with almost 
all of our fiction writers of the present gene- 
ration ; they began with short stories and 
then blossomed out as the rose ? 

That has been the rule. Some of them 
have never got fairly beyond the shoft-story 
stage, but if they write good short stories 
they nave gained the reward of fame. 

Then you would suggest that a person, in 
writing fiction, should not confine himself to 
any particular line, but broaden his field. 

1 think that each person ought to do the 
best he can. if be can do better in a limited 
field, after becoming fully aware of the fact 
he had better stick to his narrow field. But 
the writer who wishes to hold and increase 
his audience and is aiming at a broad and 
lasting reputation, should if possible prove 
himself aole to strike more tuan one note. 
The verdict of the contemporaneous public 
and tiie verdict of posterity is made up after 
considering, among other things, the amount 
of ground a writer can cover and cover well. 
Mind, 1 do not mean chiefly geographical 
ground; I mean moral ground—the geography 
Df the human soul. A writer who wisnes to 
grow and to s«e his audience grow must not 
forever be harping upon one string. If you 
have penetration, originality, you cau get a 
good deal of moral geography out of a single 
State, county, town village or potato patch. 
There must ue vjriety of motive if not of ac- 
tual scene. This I think is good general ad- 
vice; and yet I know that some great men 
have got along with apparently little more 
than a single idea. They made up iu depth 
what they lacked in breath. 

Doesn’t the public to a certain extent make 
the field for the writer, the demand. Are 
there not fancies and fashions in literature 
is there are in dress, that is, to a certain ex- 
tent? 

Yes, but the writer of genius can create a 
[ashion, and does. 

Then the public doesn’t make a demand 
[or a peculiar field, but the writer himself 
makes the public come to him. 

The two influences are at work; one works 
as strongly as the other, I think. It is gen- 
erally second-class work that is done in an- 
swer to a supposed demand; hence imitations 
and sensationalism. There is a class of 
writers whose main idea is to “catch en.” 
Instead of going to work with conscience 
and conviction they are always rushing in 
when they think somebody else has made a 

so-called 5‘hit’’ and trying to duplicate the 
fortunate stroke. It would evidently be a 
mistake for certain writers to try too strenu- 

than those which they have long been suc- 
cessful in doing. The fortunate author is he 
vyho understands his own humiliations. Each 
wricer writer must do his best, whether lie 
does his best in a little field or in a wide 
field. He must be discreet in making essays 
in fields not so familiar to him as those in 
which he has succeeded. 

Say something about the financial aspect 
of the profession. Is it and will it be a luc- 
rative profession? 

1 have known very few writers in this 
country who thought they could not get 
ilong with the proceeds of unsalaried liter- 
iry work. All but a few find it uphill work 
.0 rely alone for support upon writing for 
nagazine or book publications; but the pri- 
ces paid are much higher than they ever 
were. I have a list of prices of a magazine 
Published In this city before the year 1870. 
riie page was smaller than the present mag- 
szine page usually is; but the prices were 
much smaller in proportion, ranging from $2 
to $o a page—the highest-priced author on 
the list receiving only $50 for an eight-page 
article! For stories, with two or three ex- 
ceptions, the authors received but $3 a page. 
Poems were rated at from $5 to $10, Many 
of the names on the list were names that are 
still well known. 

What do the same writers get to-day ? 
The same writers would get from twice to 

live times the old prices, while other writers 
would get still higher rates. 
I should like to add that the one thing 

which stands most in the way of literature 
as a profession in this county is the lack of 
international copyright. The American au- 

thor has to stand a kind of competition 
which no other producer suffers from in the 
civilized world,— namely, competition with 
stolen goods. Not only this, but his own 
country refuses to enter into reciprocal ar- 
rangements with foreign countries whereby 
he might obtain abroad substantial returns 
for his labors. Congress is doubtless igno- 
rant rather than malicious in its attitude to- 
ward American literature, and it is the duty 
of every intelligent American to help over- 
come the pestiferous Ignorance of our law- 
makers on this subject. It is the book busi- 
ness rather than the magazine business 
which is hurt by stolen literature, but an- : 

Lliors need not only magazine pay but book 
profits in their literary work.

A Portland Physician in the Austrian 
Capital. 

Vienna, Dec. 13, 1887. 
Thinking that the readers of the Press 

might be interested in a letter from one of 
;he prettiest cities that it has ever been our 

jood fortune to visit, I send you the follow- 
ng hoping it may interest some one. Vien- 
na is the chief commercial city as well as the 

mpital of Austria. Its splendid streets and 

magnificent public buildiDgs, palaces, busi- 
ness blocks, hotels and cafes are equal, if not 

superior to those of any other city we have 
seen on this side of the Atlantic. Twenty 
years ago Vienna was an old city'.of rather 
tortuous streets, lined on either ride with 
tall houses, which kept the thoroughfares 
mol and shady in summer, and made them 
lismal in winter. 

One day, stimulated by the example of j 
Napoleon III and M. Ilausman.the Emperor 
iecided to abolish the fortifications of Vicn- ; 
ia, and to encourage arch itecture and the 
ine arts in a grandiose manner. The build- 
-rs and stone-hewers have been at work 
*ver since, and the result is that what Is left 
if old Vienna is surrounded by a belt of 
{urgeoils palaces and monumental edifices, 
joth private and public erected in the Ring 
strassc, which runs around the city, on the 
iite of the old fortifications. 

There is a splendid Gothic Votive church, 
Gothic town ball, a Parliament House 

esembling a confused mass of Greek tem- 
>leR, surmounted by divinities driving four- 
iorse chariots; (and allow me to say here 
hat the buildings are not so large nor nearly 
,o handsome as the capital at VV ashington) 
here are museums, fine art galleries, stock 
ixchange, Court theatre, Imperial opera 
muse, comic opera house, music academies, 
ill in the style of the Italian Renaissance, 
ind adorned with statues and more divini- 
zes and chariots of a Hellenic type. There 
s a new theatre in the course of construc- 
ion, which is to take the place of the one 
hat was burned a few months ago, when so 

nany people perished, which in exterior will I 
ompare favorably with any opera house in I 
lie world. On the front of the building are ! 
Ife size statues of poets and musicians. 
I'hen there are private palaces and public 
lalaces—otherwise spoken of as hotels—and 
inmense blocks for shops and dwellings: 
here are gardens and narks here and there. 
Hie Prater is a park of lour thousand two 
mndred and seventy acres in extent, Volks 1 

larten, Hof Garten, StadtPark, all of which 
lemand admiration. The streets are paved j 
vlth solid cubes ol stones and tbe pavements 

are of smooth stone blocks of somewhat 
larger size laid diagonally and street and 
walk with low curb and gentle incline, look 
as if tliev had been carved out of the solid 
rock. 

The Ring fStrasse, so culled because it de- 
scribes a full half circle to the little Danube 
and encircles the entire inner city, is fifty- 
live-yards in breadth, or nearly twice the 
breadth of the boulevards of Paris, and has 
double sidewalks, and in many places a rid- 
ing alley; but it must be admitted that the 
trees are miserable specimens of arborcul- 
ture. 

Everybody will tell you that Vienna is a 
delightful place, and that life there is as gay 
as it is in Paris; that the cooking is quite 
passable, and the music the best that Strauss 
can produce. While Vienna is not a great 
beer-drinking city, yet the beer that is drank 
every day in the restaurant while we are 
eating our midday meal, would surprise the 
prohibitionists of our good old State. Sun- 
day here is not held in great respect. After 
12 o’clock noon nearly everything is going 
on as of a week day. Many of the stores 
and concert Dulls are running as usual, and 
the people seem to have a total disregard for 
the day. Before closing this short letter I 
must not forget to mention Vienna’s hospi- 
tal, which accommodates between three and 
four thousand patients, and is all in one en- 
closure. While from a hygienic point of 
view not much can bo said in its favor, nev- 
ertheless one can see herein one half1 day 
that which it w ould take him nearly a week 
to see in London or New Turk.

What Soclai Position in Washington 
Costs a Congressman. 

[Washington Despatch to the Boston Post.] 
The distorted views of the social life here 

which some people get who have never been 
here are very :amusing to Washingtonians. 
A young lady recently married a Western 
Congressman because she was determined to 
spend a winter in Washington. She is only 
23 years old, and her father, who is a bitter 
political opponent of the Congressman, tried 
hard to dissuade her from the marriage. It 
is even hinted that the Congressman began 
paying attention to the young lady to irri- 
gate her father. But the lady was not to be 
lissnaded. She knew what she wanted, or 
thought she did. “I am going to spend one 
winter in Washington if lie beats me,” was 
her dictum. She was evidently looking for 
ward to a continuous round "of festivities, 
and imagined that the position of a Congress- 
man’s wife would entitle her to all the cour- 
tesies there were to be had. But unless her 
husband is a society man himself—and it 

«ns that he is not—she is doomed to bit- 
lappointment. She will be locked up 

in the back parlor of some West Side board- 
ing house, and will be fortunate if she gets 
an occasional call from the other ladies of 
her delegation. There will be oallersenough 
upon her husband, but they will not be ex- 
actly of the society sort. A crowd of pen- 
sion claimants, several home delegations ex- 
cited over some 8000 office, representatives 

tew other seedy and impecunious individ- 
uals will drop in from time to time to urge 
their claims upon her husband, but the bril- 
liant pageant of society will be very likely to 
pass her by without looking at her. 

The position of a Congressman means very 
little here, socially. Genuine political pow- 
er, of course, attracts attention, but most of 
that is found in the Cabinet officers and those 
senators and representatives who have 
wealth and social prestige to add to mere po- 
litical position. One is taken socially for 
what he really is in that direction. Being a 

Congressman neither makes nor unmakes 
lim. Some Congressmen get a deal of recog- 
lition socially, but they are almost always 
hose who get it at home. Many members 
ead the lives of hard-working clerks for 
heir constituents, and they have to do it 
mless they can turn the work over to a 
clerk. Some members neglect their business, 
but they soon drop out of tho House. Un- 
less one has wealth of his own, he can make 
ao social spread with the $5000 salary of a 
Congressman. It takes nearly all of it to 
live comfortably If one has a family, he 
cither has to maintain it at home or to sup- 
port it in Washington at the same high prices 
be has to pay himself. Board at the hotels 
cannot be got for less than $100 per month, 
ind for two rooms, which most members ab- 
solutely require, and for incidental expenses 
the figures are easily doubled for one person. 
Piices are lower at the boarding houses, but 
me has to put up without the conveniences 
wtiich the hotels furnish. Members who 
live here with their wives without presenta- 
tion easily spend more than their salaries. 
Mr. llussell pays much more than his sal- 
»ry for his two pleasant rooms at the Arling- 
ton. Mr. Lovering, who lived as economi- 
cally as a Representative comfortably could, 
told me once that he saved only $1200 out of 
Ills first term’s salary, and be had to put 
that into his 1884 campaign. Mr. Lodge, his 
successor, probably pays more than $150 per 
month for the rent of his moderate-sized 
house on Nineteenth street.

BEFORE JUDGE HASKELL, 
Wednesday—Bion Wilson, administrator of 

Edmund Wilson, vs. the Inhabitants of the Town 
of Cushing. An action to recover the sum of 
gy80 for professional services as counsel, claimed 
to have been rendered by Edmund Wilson in four 
suits in Knox county, brought by different parties 
in lsU'J against the town of Cushing, which suits 
remained upon the docket of the court, before be- 
ing finally disposed of,until the March term, 1884. 

Defendant admitted the employment. of Mr. 
Wilson as counsel, and admitted that there was 
some liability, but claimed that the cases were 

unreasonably prolonged in court, and that the 
charges were excessive. Arguments closed.

Itesrrlpt by Foster, ./.—As between the parties 
a deed Is valid though not acknowledged. A 
mortgage deed was executed purporting to be in 
behalf of Lire corporation by its treasurer duly 
authorized. The certificate of acknowledgement 
stated that the treasurer personally appeared and 
acknowledged the instrument to be "his free act 
and deed.” Held: That the deed, in every other 
respect complete and formal, was not vitiated by 
tills informality in the certificate of acknowledge- 
ment. At common law corporations have the 

tliinK proper. Tills power to scU aud convey 
their property and to borrow money, and make 
contracts, implies the power to mortgage their 
property, real and personal, to secure the pay- 
ment of their debts. This right may be limited 
by statute, or by the acts under which they are 

organized. In matters where the acts of the 
agent of a corporation in the transfer of personal 
property require no formal instrument under seal, 
it is not'necessary that the authority should be 
given by formal vote. Such authority may be in- 
ferred from the conduct of tts officers, or from 
their knowledge aud negleet to make objection, 
as in the case of individuals. An agent of a cor- 

poration may be appointed without the use of a 

seal, whatever may be the purpose of the agency.

Lumber for South America. 
The total shipments of lumber from Port- 

land to the Argentine Republic and Uruguay 
for the year 1887, were 43,587,630 feet. Of 
this, 37,108,493 feet was spruce and 5,980,947 
feet was pine, and 498,190 feet was of various 
kinds, mostly hard wood. The great bulk of 
tills lumber went to ports In the Argentine 
Republic, mainly to Buenos Ayres, in all 
40,740,552 feet, while to ports in Uruguay 
only 2,847.078 feet was exported. This lum- 
ber trade gave employment to 65 vessels, the 

largest single cargo being that by the ship 
Euphemia, 1,118,254 feet, in July last. The 
value of these shipments was about $700,000.

Under cover of a present to Inez, Isabella’s 
confidant, Carlos Is carried into his sweet- 
heart’s house in a basket and conceals him 
self. The doctor and Inez in trying to hide 
the basket from Lucizia, drop it in the river 
and then learn there was a man in it. Inez 
screams and the police, under Don Pomposo, 
put both under surveillance. While the doc- 
tor and Inez are shaking over their supposed 
crime, Carlos enters and is suspected by 
them of being a police spy. When he says 
he is Balthazon’s son they are rejoiced and 
offer him a glass of wine which, being one 
of the doctor’s drugged wine, plunges him in 
a swoon. The doctor conceals the body in a 
sofa, on which Senor Balthazon, who has 
come to arrange for the marriage of his son 
and Isabella, has to pass the night.

Powers of Attorney. 
A statement appeared in our columns on 

Tuesday morning that a Power o'f Attorney 
given by pension claimant could not be re, 
voked. We have since been requested by 
Mr. J. B. Conovas, a pension agent, to pub- 
lish the following rule which appears in The 
Laws of the United States governing the 
granting of army and navy pensions under 
Rule of Practice, and which he claims is now 

in force. 
Rule 2.—In the event that any claimant 

before this office represented by an attorney 
of record shall desire pending the prosecu- 
tion of his claim to change his said attorney, 
he may be allowed to do so upon condition 
that tlie attorney proposed to be so substi- 
tuted is in good standing as a practitioner 
before the commissioner of pensions, and 
that any indebtedness to said former attor- 
ney for services in said claim shall be paid 
out of any fee to be finally allowed, which, 
upon a review of the work done in behalf of 
claimant in the prosecution of his claim up 
to the time of the proposed substitution, the 
commissioner of pensions shall in his discre- 
tion direct.
