The stingy ecaptain had  resolved 1o
ceonomize.

“Piracy on the
seas,” and all that sort of offence was
charged ; and I know not how much gold
it cost to hieal the wounded head, and
also the dignity "of the captain of the
ship.  Bat this Californian neither knew
the law nor cared for the law.  He had a
little party of ladies with him, and he
would not see taem go hungry. He
would have that coffee if it vost him his
head.

Dear Dave Colton ! 1hear he is dead
We first got acquainted one night
at Yreka while shooting at cach other.

And what a fearful shooting aftair that
was! Many a grizzlyeold miner of the
north still remembers it all vividly, al-
though it took place more than a quarter
of & ecentury ago. It would make the
wost thrilling ehapter of a romance. or
the final act of tragedy.

To erowd a whole bhook brietly into a
few words, the Yreka miners in=®ed on
using all the water in Greenhorn over to
Yreka Flats. The Greenhorn miners,
about five hundred strong, held 4 meet-
ing and remonstrated with the miners of
Yreka, who numbered about five thons-
and.  Bat they were only langhed at

S0, on the 23d day of February, 1355,
they threw themselves into a body, and
marching down to a man,, they tore out
the dam and sent the water on in its
natural channel. [ say to a man, and,
I might add, to a boy. For [, the only
Loy on Greenhorn, although quietly
officiating as cook in the cabin of a party
of miners from Oregon, was ordered to
shoulder a pick-handle by the redbeaded
leader, Bill Fox, and fall in line. I
ought to admit, perhaps, that I gladly
obeyed, for it flattered me to be treated
as if I were a man, even by the red-head-
ed Irish bully and desperado.

I remember that on the mareh to the
dam, the quiet, peace-loving men of
Quaker proclivities were found still at
work. On their deelining to join us, Fox
ordered his men to seize them and bear
them along in front, so that they should
be the first exposed to the bullets of
Yreka.

Had the mob dispersed after destroy-
ing the dam, no blood would had been
shed. But unfortunately the Wheeler
brothers rolled out a barrel of whiskey,
and, knocking in the head, hung the
barrel with tin cups, and told the boys
to “piteh in.” A fool could have foreseen
the result.

Some worthless fellows got drunk and
went to Yreka, boasting of their work of
destruction. They were arrested by
Dave Colton, then sheritt of Siskiyon
county, and thrown into prison. The
news of the arrests reached us at Green-

horn about dark, and in half an hour we
were on our way to the country seat to
take the men out of jail. Some of our
men were half drunk, others wholly so,
and all were wild with excitement. Nearly
all were armed with six shooters. We
ran forward as we approached the jail,
pistol in hand. Being nimble-footed and
having no better sense, I was among the
first.

sherili’ Colton, who had heard of our
coming, and taken up position in the jail,
promptly refused to give up his prisoners
without process of law : and we opened
fire. The sheritl and his posse answered
back—and what a scatterment! Our
men literally broke down and swept away
board eabins and fences in their Hight.

But there were some that did not fly.
One, Dr. Stone, the best man of oar 500,
I think, lay dying in the jail yard along
with a few others: and there were men
of our party who would not desert them.
The fight lasted in a loose sort of fashion
for hours. We would fight a while and
then parley awhile.  We were linally, by
some Kind of compromise not found in law
hooks. allowed to go back with our prison-
ers ad gur dead and wounded.  This
wis known as the “Greenhorn War.”

We threw up breastworks on Green-
horn, and waited for the sherift, who hadd
been slightly wounded, to come oul and
attempt to make arrvests,  But he never
came, And 1 nevermet him any more
till this trouble in Naples. T wonder
how many of us arve alive to-day ! 1 saw
the old carthworks only last year.  They
areadmost leveled now. The brown grass
aud weeds covered them.  As I elimbed
the hill to hunt for our old fortress, a
squirrel seampered into his hole under
the wall, while on the highestrock a little
black lizard basked and blinked in the
sun, and kept unchallenged sentinel.

I remember when we came to bury the
dead.  The men were mighty sober now.
We could not go to town for a preacher,
and =0 one of our party had to ofticiate.
That was the saddest burial I ever saw.
The man broke down who first began to
read. His voice trembled so he could not
uo on. Then another man  took the
Bible and tried to finish the chapter. but
his voice trembled, too, and pretty soon
Iie choked up and hid his face. Then
every man there eried, I think. They
loved D stone so. He was o mere boy,

as a Greek of old.

Ab, these, the dead, are the mighty
majority of old Californians!

It is true that the State assumed a part of the
burden of the towns in 1863 equivalent to aboeut
3100 to every volunteer fc - three years’ service in
the war, but while doing tiis and regularly meet
ing 4 due portion of the State debt, the rate of
State tax is mueh smaller now than in ING6. 1
have recently made inguiry respecting the debts
of towns at the present time of mewmbers of the
Legislature and others familisr with the matter,
and learn from them that the reduction of such
liabilities hias continued since 1876, so that wmany
of the towns in the above list are now practically
free from debt.  Such information as I can obtain
on the subject leads me to conclude that at least
one-fourth of the towns of the State which felt
their debts to be a grievous burden at the close of
the war are ncw practically free from debt, and
that many more have so far wiped out their ju-
debtedness that it is not a burden.  All the towns
of the growing county of Aroostook are free from
debt, while Oxtord county towns, all agricultural
commupities, in the cther juarter of the State,
have done wonderfully well in getting rvid of a
lieavy burden.

It 1s but just to the residents of these towns
that their gain in this respect be made known,
particularly as it has been industriously given out
that they have been losing wealth and population
because of enormous and increasing debts. [Au-
gusta Correspondent of the Boston Journal.

SUGGESTIONS FOR THE RELIEF OF SHIPBUILDERS.
It the course of his speech against the proposi-
tion to admit foreign built ships to registry in the
Uaited States, Representative Ladd of Maine said
that six thiags should be done for the relief of
American ship builders and ship-owners:

1. Abolish the system of compulsory pilotage.

2. Admit all materials that enter into the con-
struction of ships duty free.

3 Permit owners of American vessels engaged
in foreign commerce to take all needed stores out
of bopd free.

4. Relieve American vessels of all consular fees.

5. Oblige our postal department to send all mail
matter in our own ships, and pay generously, as
wao do for carrying eur internal mails.

6. Remove all local taxation ou ships engaged
in foreign commerce.

Oa Tuesday Hon. Win. P. Frye was elected by
the Maine Legislature to succeed Hon. James (i.
Blaine 10 the United States Senate, by a solid Re-
publican vote. This promotion was sure to comne
to Mr. Frye sooner or later, and is well deserved.
Maine has honored herself in houoring him. The
tollowing sketeh of Mr. Frye's career we take from
the Lewiston Journal :

Mr. Frye was born in Lewiston, Sept. 2, 1831,
and 1s consequent/y now in his 50th vear. He
graduated from Bowdoin in 1850, studied Jaw and
was admitted to the bar. and practiced first in
Rockland and subsequently in Lewiston. At the
bar be proved himselt one of the ablest and most
suecessful lawyers in the State—having no superi-
or @8 a jury advocata,

In 1500 he was elected to the Maine Legislature
from Lewiston apd served two terms successtully
—AMr. Blaine being at the time Speaker of the
House, He was mayor of Lewiston i 1865 and

i He was also elected to the Legislature in
s, and while & member was chosen Attorney
General ot the State, which position he filled for
three years with great ability nnd success.

He was elected to Congress from this district in
1570, and was re elected in 1872, 1874, 1576, 1878
and 18s0.  In Congress he speedily proved himself
one of the ablest debaters on the floorof the House
and has been for some tiwe recognized as one of
the Republican leaders. Whilein Congress he has
devoted wmueh time to the advocacy et Republican
principles on the stump in various parts of the
1 nion, avd has woun tor himself a reputation of be-
ing oue of the most elogquent speakers in the
country,

In the menate, Mr. Frre will prove a worthy suc-
cessor to Mr. Blaine, and will retleet honor on the
party and the state which he has been called upon
to represent.

Mr Frye's election will uecessitate his resigna-
tien of the position of Kepresentative to Congress
srem this district, to which he was elected last
Septeniber tor two years from the 4th of the pres
ent wonth, A special election must be held in
this distriet at sueh time as Gov. Plaisted may in
licate, to il the vacaney in the National House,
which wiil be thus created.

Alexander 11, who has met his death at the hand
of the assussing was the son of the Czar Nicholas
and Alexandra Feodorovna, a sister of Frederick
William IV, and William 1 of Prussia, and was
born April 20, 1818, He ascended the throne
Mareh 2 1550, while Russin was cugaged in the
Crimean war 0o Sept. 7, 1806, he was solemuly
crowned at Moscow.  His acecssion to the throne
was signalized by numerous reforms inthe ewpire
He began by emancipating the nation from the
wilitary routine which permeated every branch of
administration. He reorganized the army, dis
solved the greater part of the military colonics,
and freed public instruetion from military disci
pline  He zavea new impulsa to internal industry
and trade, und anuulled the nnpediments which
prevented Russians from visiting foreign lands,
and granted general amuesty for politieal offend
crs. His greatest measure of retorm., however,
the emangipation of the Serfs, which was deereod
Mareh 3, 1861, and completed two years later His
reformatory activity was cheeked by the rebellion
of the Poles in January, 1863, which was finally
crushed in the spring of 1861, and pumshed by the
most vigorons measures. Lo 15865 he rejeeted the
demands of the old Moscow nobility for a repre-
sentative government,

The first attempt upon his e was madein April
1860, by Dimitri Karakosoll, but was frustrated by
the interposition of Komisarofl, o peasant who was
ennobled for his action. A second attempt was
made in Parisin 1867 by Beresowski. a Pole.  For
several years, with thie spread of Nihilism, at-
tewpts upon lus lite have been trequent and in sev
cral eases before this last were nearly snccessful

| the subject of taxation, both state and

national, the militia, imprisonment {for
debr, govermmnent bonds, corporate power,
freehold, and the eomparisons aud con-
clusions conneeted therewith, s to ereate
diseontent at home, and to lead the peo-
ple 1o erronecusly believe that they are
living under unjust laws which hear un-
cinally upon different elasses.” And per-
nicions as must be the etfect of such
teaching at home, it is shown that they
must do the State a graaterinjury abroud.
That the people of Maine are not sulter-
ing under the weight of uneqaal burdens
or under the operation of nnequal Tuws is
clearly demonstrated.  With recard to
the laws authorizing imprisonment for
debit it is shown that thirty-one out of
forty-seven States and Territories have
laws providing for arrest tor debt in sone
form. +*In some few the canses of action
upon which the arrest is made are more
restrivted than in Maine, but in a majori-
ty the tacility for diselosure in this State
is muel in favor of the debtor.” It is
therefore declared  that the assertions
found in the message that “thousands of
our citizens have left our State during
the decade to eseape these burdens of
debt and taxation, hoping to better their
chances in anew eonntry,” and that “one
of the most efficient causes tending to
drive citizens from the State is the law
of imprisonment for debt,” are not well
fonnded.  <They seem rather.” savs the
report, “to be a refleetion upon those who
have gone to new States, allured by the
cLeapness and fertility of their lands or
by their mineral wealth, and who =nere
amongst our most enterprising eitizens.”

The work of the Valuation Commiission
is pointed to as showing that the State
has availed itself of all the means provid-
ed by law to prevent uneqnal taxation;
while with regard to property and per-
sons exempt from taxation it is stated
that “such exemption extends only to
property which from its character or the
purposes to which it is put, all will agree
should be exempt, or to persons who,
from infivmity or poverty, are unable to
contribute to the public burdens.  Of this
deseription are churches, charitable in-
stitutions, public  buildings, household
furniture, young stoek, hay, grain and
vecetables, the tools of the mechanic and
like property.” 8o far as the State debt
is concerned it is well said that: “Other
States are in debt, and considering our
resources and situation it will not e de-
nied that we are both willing and able to
pay what we owe. The credit of the
State of Maine stands equal to that of
any State in the Union.”

The bugbear conjured up by Gov,
Plaisted of a few people monopolizing
the Lund of this great country is shown to
be utterly absurd and preposterous: and
a vigorous protest is entered against the
impression conveyed by the message that
the people of the State are not in a pros-
perous condition. Of the expressions
found in the message which tend to cre-
ate class prejudice it is said that “such
expressions from the Exccutive do not
tend to advance the honor and dignity of
our beloved State in the estimation of our
own citizens, nor to exalt it among its
sister States, but rather to exeite diseon-
tent with our institutions and destroy
that patriotic sentiment so essential for
the support of a free government.” The
report coneludes with these true and elo-
quent words—

The permanence of a representative government
depends in a great measure upon the intelligence
and harmony of the people. in whom all power re-
gides. Public tranquility is necessary to public
prosperity. Whatever tends to arouse distrust and
prejudice in the minds of the people weakens the
ties which bind society together, and thereby en-
dangers the Commonwealth. If by such appeals
party success is promoted for the hour, it is at the
expense of a sound and healthy public sentiment,
which is necessary to the harmony and progress
of the State. The read to tortune and honorable
preferment should be open to every citizen, and
success should not be counted a du e lo any
man.  And your Committee cannot believe that
the people of this State are jealous of any man
who by industry, enterprise and conrage achieves
even & large fortune. This country invites all men
to enter the field of honorable competition. and
offers ample rewards to honest industry. Upon
that field the people of this State are ready to take
their part, confident of the future as they have
been successful in the past.

The Jud!ciary Committee on a Portion of
‘he Governor’s Address.

The cemmittee on the Judiciary, to which was
referred so much of the tiovernor's address as re-
lates to the Courts, and the ecnstitutional provis-
ions for requiring the opinion of the Court on cer-
tain oceasions, have subinitted their report They
say the Governor in his address makes two decla-
rations, that have seemed to the Committee to re-
quire consideration and report. The Commiltee
understand the Governor to declare in effect, that
the copstitutional provision i guesticn, in his
opinior, is wroag 1 principle and dangerous in
practice; and to further declare that the opinions
thus obtained from the Court, have vo torce as de-
cizions. but are only to be taken for what they are
worth as opinions. and to be tollowed or disregard-
ed at will by the Executive or Legislature. The
Committee are unable to assent to either of these
propositions  The provision in question, see. 3,
article 6, of the constitution is then quoted, and
after an interpretation of its scope and meaning
in the light of logal authority, the report concludes
as follows—

It iz not the purpose, nor has it been the effect
of this provision to permit any ioterference by the
Court in matters of administration or legislation,
but rather to enable a learned aud honorable Court
to peint out the puth of constitutional duty, and
power, to the department asking s aud. It was
1o secure harmony of interpretation as to coust
tutional law and rigl ard prevent upscemly
coptliets between the seutive aud Legislature,
the Senate and Houss, or the Governor aud Coun
cil. It was to prevent wrongs, insteal of leaving
them to be committed. and then redressed. By
meaps of this lamp set by the founders of our
