Devon Cows as Milkers.

A\ New York State farmer makes pub-
Le through the Country Gentleman, the
nilk products from his herd of Devon
cows last year as follows:  “From 25
Devon cows, some of them grades, and
some  thorough-breds, we have made
a5.~H pounds of butter and raised 17
calves.  There was no time since the tirst
ol May when we had less than 15 Berk-
=hires, and most of the time 20, through
the season. We feed no grain to the
cows after the 10th of Mav. Throngh
Sentember and part of October, we fed
fodder corn and millet onee a day. Since
October 20th, they have had nothing but
corn stalks and hay, except what they
picked from the ground. Eight of the
25 cows were two and three year-olds,
which were milked last season for the
first time.  Through May, June and July
we made on the average 32 pounds per
day.  We used what milk and eream we
wanted for a family of eight persons.”

SHEEP. Sheep husbandry in England
has greatly increased the fertility of her
soil, while at the same time she has be-
come one of the largest wool-growing
countries in the world, Instead of im-
porting wool why are we not exporting
it, and saving within our borders the im-
mense amount of money paid annpually
for f'u;w-.ign wool and woolen goods.

“The Future of Our Bailing Tonnage.”

Eprror JorrNar: The above is the head-
ing of an editorial in the Boston Morning Jour-
nal of Jun. 20, 1882, It is the only article [ have
seen in the press doing justice to the sailing
ships, as compared with the stemners.  There
are, as the Journal states, more sailing ships
thun steamers on the ocean.  Then why sheuld
the government pay subsidies to steamers only
and still further depress the sailing ships* This
is absolutely unjust to men who have their
money already in sailing ships. 1 think our
overnment should help to sustain steom modd
fiees aned establish them.  There should be fast
mail and passenger steamers from the United
Stutes to Europe, South Ameriea, Mexico, China,
Japan, Siam, New Zealand, Australia, the west
coust of south America, the West Dudies, and
perhaps Africa. But the government ought not
to subsidize large freight steamers at the ex-
pense of suiling ships and small steamers.

I helieve Mr. Roach is wrong in his policy of
building lnrge steamers for mail and passenger
steaners. Two thousamd tons s quite liege
enough for a Rio Janciro mail and T
steamer, which wounbl also carry samples. specie
amd light Treeight.
