NYC firm buying 
mill power plant

BUCKSPORT — Town 
officials are fast-tracking a 
small change needed to allow 
an American Iron & Metal 
(AIM) affiliate to sell the 
town’s largest single taxpaper 
to an arm of a New York 
City private equity invest­
ment company on Nov. 1.

Meanwhile, AIM is racing 
to demolish the tallest of the 
two smokestacks still on the 
property to be sold. The 
buyer doesn’t need the stack 
and the company doesn’t 
want the liability of keeping 
it around.

While the town manager 
said most people won’t see 
any changes as a result of the 
sale, it’s still unclear what the 
futures of the ten people who

work at the generator will 
hold.

The buyer, Stonepeak 
Kestrel Holdings III, also is 
asking the Federal Energy 
Regulatory Commission to 
fast-track its takeover of the 
161-megawatt generating sta­
tion.

The plant will continue to 
send power to the electrical 
grid and to any business on 
the adjoining former paper 
mill property that might want 
it. It uses natural gas and oil- 
fired equipment, having 
abandoned the biomass gear 
that was installed just before 
the mill closed in 2014.

Motel owner files appeal 
of decision favoring town

BUCKSPORT — One of

While he cashed the check 
and accepted the installation of 
closed circuit camera and priva­
cy glazing for some of the 
motel room windows, he later 
filed an appeal.

The buyer is an offshoot of 
Stonepeak Infrastructure 
Partners, a private equity that 
specializes in buying energy pro­
ducing generators. While the 
parent firm has over $ 15 billion 
in capital, it also operates much- 
smaller plants like the one here. 
One of those is one that pow­
ered the now defunct Kodak 
photo supplies firm’s site in 
upstate New York.

AIM recently successfully 
negiotiated a reduction in the 
town’s assessment on the gener­
ating station to $42 million from 
some $60 million. However, the 
latest selling price has not been 
disclosed

While the plant can - and 
does - supply power to the New 
England grid, it now lacks a 
major daytime customer with 
the closing of the mill However,

it also has a signed agrement to 
provide power to the New 
England grid.

To speed up a request to fur­
ther subdivide a recendy subdi­
vided property, the Planning 
Board has been called into a 
special session on Oct. 29 to 
allow the buyer to add a small 
piece of property to the lot 
housing the generator.

If, as expected, the board 
approves, the closing on the sale 
is set for two days later.

Town Manager Susan M. 
Lessard said the new owner will 
be working with the current 
assessment initially. However, that 
figure can be adjusted if there’s a 
significant change in the sale price 
of the generating station.

The current owner, the 
Bucksport Generator LLC arm 
of AIM, will have no assets here 
once the sale goes through.

Last week the word began to seep out: that Bucksport^ 

largest taxable asset was being sold to another company, this 
time to a prrivate equity concern based in New York City. 
The price went undisclosed.

The value of that asset - the
E D I T O R I A L  power generating station at the for­

mer paper mill - was assessed by 
the town at some $60 million, but after expensive and exten­
sive talks the current owner got that number reduced to $42 
million.

Now; the seller, a susbsidiary of American Iron & Metal, 
can recycle that asset into still more cash, and the Town of 
Bucksport certainly has been supportive and encouraging 
throughout AIM’s few years here.

Now, the Planning Board is holding a special session in 
eight days to further divide an AIM-owned lot it recendy 
allowed to be subdivided. This is needed to give the buyer of 
the generating station a tad bit more land to accommodate its 
continued operation of the power plant.

The same board recently approved Whole Ocean’s site 
plans in about 90 minutes from start to finish, again underlin­
ing the town’s willingness to be helpful and supportive..

AIM has done well on a deal which involved the 
Montreal-based company paying $50 million for the paper 
company, lock, stock, paper machines, water rights to a good 
chunk of this region and a deepwater dock, approved indus­
trial landfill and more. (That $50 included $2 million in fuel 
stored on the property, and long since consumed by AIM.)

There’s nothing wrong with that, although some for­
mer Verso Paper stockholders - including some who 
worked at the mill here - still consider the selling price a 
sweetheart deal.

The town manager learned of the pending sale last 
week, although she’d heard rumor of a possible deal earlier.

Now, the new buyers are being afforded Bucksport’s easy 
access to the same fast track that seems to prevail if the new 
venture is big enough. The willingness to make a good deal 
happen - and to do it expeditiously is understandable. 
However, through the years some much-smaller ventures 
have been held up for days, weeks and months awaiting the 
latest request for more paperwork..

With nary a piece of paperwork circulated, even to the 
town councilors, a special Planning Board session now has 
been called for Oct. 29 so the power plant can be sold two 
days later. Now, the pressure is on for the demolition crew 
installing the explosive to bring the decades-old landmark 
down in time for the same Nov. 1 deadline.

Mondays through Thursday, and then be closed all 
day on Fridays. The new hours, being introduced 
for a six-month to one-year trial were recommend­
ed by the town manager and endorsed by the 
Town Council.

Mondays are the busiest day of the week, 
according to the town manager, while Fridays have 
been the second busiest, she said. As a result, people 
may need to adjust their plans but now will have 
access to extended hours earlier in the week. Months 
ago, the hours were shortened because there were few  
visitors after 4:30 p.m.

CEMETERY DEAL DIES — An offer to turn 
the Riverview Cemetery in North Bucksport over 
to the town, along with its estimated half million 
dollars worth of assets, now has been withdrawn.

A group of volunteers recently rallied to offer 
their support and talents to keep the historic 
graveyard in private hands.

ANOTHER FIREFIGHTER — With the 
consolidation of the fire and police departments 
now a fact (See Page 1 article), the town manager 
plans to hire another firefighter for the depart­
ment. Also, the detective/sergeant’s position will 
be filled during the transition process, which could 
take upwards of a year, according to the town 
manager.

SHOW UP OR ELSE! —  In researching a 
request from Council Robert Carmichael Jr. to 
allow members to participate in meetings via 
Skype or other on-line electronic links, the town 
manager reported that - at least for now - that is 
not legally allowed in Maine.

. Some legislation has been introduced in 
Augusta to allow that to happen, but as o f 
now remote participation by elected or 
appointed officials remains a “no-no.”

Green apparently is basing his 
appeal on a disagreement that the 
judge’s claim that he had failed to 
meet the legal standards for showing a 
valid reason for reopening a settlement 
he had signed the agreement, accept­
ed and cashed the town’s check for 
$20,000, accepted the improvements 
to his building, and was not a novice 
when it comes to dealing with legal 
matters.

Green had contended that while 
he signed the agreement and cashed

the check, his wife and daughter, also 
partial owners in the Main Street busi­
ness, had not.

An effort to offer Green a chance 
to discuss his latest legal claim drew 
no response.

The process of the appeal work­
ing its way through the system could 
take many months, according to the 
town’s lawyer.

The town already has paid some 
$65,000 in legal fees, the earlier settle­
ment with Green and other expenses 
during the years-long dispute Green 
has had with the town’s actions.

Green paid $175 to file the paper­
work for his latest appeal, and the 
meters once again are miming on the 
lega lmatters of the attornies on both 
sides of the continuing dispute.

There will be legal depositions 
and transcripts to be prepared and, 
perhaps, motions and counter- 
motions.

The lawyer for the town has 
assured the manager he believes 
Green now faces a long, uphill battle 
because he believes Green’s case is 
based on some very thin legal evi­
dence.

Bucksport runners show improvement one meet at a time
SULLIVAN — Throughout the his­

tory of sports, one phrase has come to 
symbolize the finality' of the closing of an 
iconic venue, like the old Yankee Stadium 
and the Boston Garden. That phrase is 
“an end of an era.” That’s exactly what 
happened Friday (10/11) when the 
Golden Bucks returned to Sumner High 
School to run on that school’s course fbr 
the last time.

(A new school is being built far the 
students of Sumner.)

The school’s course has hosted some 
of the great Downeast XC meets, like die 
Seacoast Invitational and the Junior High 
Parker Pruitt XC Invitational

On Friday, it was the last Hancock 
County XC meet, one that now annually 
rotates among four Hancock County 
schools. The meet dates to the 1970’s 
and possibly earlier. It started with the 
girls’ race. This year, the race included a 
JV  race, as in years past.

The Bucks pul just four girls to the 
line Friday, two more than last year, and 
still one short of a Full team. As has hap­
pened every week this season, every girl 
who had run the course before had an 
improvement.

It’s imperative to get a good start, but 
not too fast, as you could pay for it on the 
last hilly mile. After circling the soccer 
field one and half times, the runners exit­
ed onto the pavement and headed to the 
front of the school

Abbie Hanscom who still has only a 
little over three weeks of training, got a 
good start and ran to a 27:21, exactly 40 
seconds faster than when she ran the 
course two weeks ago. She finished 24th.

At the beginning of the week, Hope 
was battling a foot injury and unsure if 
she’d run, but she was able to recover and 
finish just two spots behind in 26th place 
in a time of 28:24.

The lone freshman, Ella Orcutt, fin­
ished third for the team, and because it 
was just her first time on the course, she 
was unable to record a personal best.That 
would be almost as last as any Buck run­
ner two weeks ago.

The 4 runner, Frebekah Ireland, had 
two goals: one was to race with Orcutt 
and other to run faster than two weeks

ago. Although she wasn’t able to stay with 
Ella, she have had the greatest decrease in 
time for the entire Bucks team, cutting it 
by just over two minutes, probably a result 
of her fast downhill sprint For the last 600 
meters. Her time of 30:16 was good 
enough for 32nd.

For the first time this season the Bucks 
were missing their top runner. David 
Hileman who was still recovering from an 
iijury and it was a coach’s decision to 
keep him out of the race.

Christian Winslow, who would take 
the temporary spot, was up for the chal­
lenge. He said he was tired on the second 
‘ jungle” loop, but got a second wind and 
would finish with a little over a one 
minute best and in 16th place with a time

of 19:27.
Micah Hileman whose love for the 

course was clearly evident as he took 
exactly one minute from his last time, 
cracking the 21 minute mark and finish­
ing in 24th place in a time of 20:18.

One second behind him was 
Anthoney Smith who closely followed 
Hileman the entire race. Even though he 
was just one second behind in 20:19 in a 
close finish he finished two spots behind 
in 26th place. A runner from Ellsworth 
squeezed in between them at the finish.

Although Matt Brannan was just 58 
seconds behind Smith, he was able to 
record a 58 second improvement. It net­
ted him a 40th place position with a time 
of 21:17.

The Bucks have done a good job all 
season of running in pairs and Friday was 
no different. James Palkie ran just behind 
Matt for most of the race until he faded 
during the last mile. He was still able to 
finish just one spot behind in 41st place 
with a time of 21:33.

One runner, Liam Swift all season has 
continued to drop the most time on every 
course he has run on this year and it was 
no different on Friday. In just one years’ 
time he has dropped more than 6 minutes 
on this course. On Friday he covered the 
course in 22:37 which was good enough 
for 50th place and a two minute personal 
best for this year.

Stepping into the 7 slot for the Bucks 
was freshman William Hatch, who fin­
ished 5 places behind in 55th place in a 
time of 24:14. He and Micah Allen got 
caught in the back of the pack which 
meant they were in traffic for the first half 
mile and again just after exiting “the jun­
gle” onto the narrow path paralleling 
Route 3. Micah’s time was only 8 seconds 
faster but still a personal record and he 
placed 59th.

Freshman Rylee Whalen took the 
honors of the second fastest personal 
record for the boys with a time of 25:38. 
He certainly got a lift from his parents 
who were there rooting him on with their 
cowbell on the narrow footpath.

One place behind Allen in 60th 
Whalen posted a 1:14 improvement from 
two weeks ago. Overall the team posted a 
one minute-plus improvement from just 
two weeks ago. The team hopes to contin­
ue this improvement for the rest of the 
season.

On Saturday, the Bucks will be at 
Searsport High School for the PVC 
Championship for both Class B and C 
teams. The two varsity races will be 
combined, but the classes will be scored 
separately. The JV  races will be scored as 
one race. The boys’ team is hoping to 
place as high as third in the small school 
varsity meet. The meet starts at noon 
with the girls’ varsity race, followed by the 
varsity boys’ race and then the 2 JV  races.

Lessard declined to say how large the raises 
she will recommend until at least after a meeting 
today (10/17) with all three men. The main 
purpose of that meeting is to set up sessions 
with the two departments to discuss how the 
new management arrangements will work.

Geagan now has a salary of $83,800-a-year, 
while Winchester receives $61,360.

Denning, who from the outset made it clear 
he did not want the top administrative slot in 
the Fire Department, receives a base salary of 
$65,000 plus the money he earns as overtime 
while working on ambulance calls as an emer­
gency medication technician.

The idea of consolidating has been under 
active consideration by Lessard all summer, but 
she made no commitment until after a recent 
review by a number of Maine fire chiefs made a 
report on the structure of the local department.

Since Bowden’s departure, Lessard has 
placed the department under the direction of 
Denning and Capt.Connor.

The open chief’s slot drew a number of 
applications, many of them from out-of-state 
candidates. Most were rejected early, but the two 
local candidates remained until recently.

Lessard praised the two local applicants, but 
suggested they needed more experience before 
becoming fire chiefs.
