Mrs. €. believes
having a good store of soft crash towels,
and does not make one do serviee for a
week.

The dishes go trom the hot suds to a
pan, where hot water 1= poured over
them, from which thiey are casily wiped
diy. and tairly shine with purity. The
rinse water. alter being soaped, is util-
ized tor washing first the towels, then
dish-cloth or mop numberone, then num
ber twos then, after the sink has been
thoroughly renovated, muomber three is
cleansed.  Everything is hung to dry el-
fectually, so that one never finds an ill-
smelling dish-cloth in Mrs. (*'s house. |
assure you.

Sanitary Suggestions,

There is a great deal of sickness in the
l;lrge cities just now, which is mainly
cansed by filthy streets, defective sewer-
age and impure water. In the smaller
cities, towns and villages like causes are
producing similar effects, although the
lesser aggregates do not ereate the alarm
caused by the terrible death roll of a eity
like New York. It issafe to say, how-
ever, that the percentage of sickness and
death in the rural districts at this time,
in a population equal to that of New York,
would equal if not exeeed that of the city
named.  The sewerage of a city, imper-
fect though it may be, is better than that
of most towns and eertainly is a vast jm-
provement over nosewerage at all. Then,
the cities generally derive their water
supply from distant lakes or streaums, and
thus escape the evil of using well water
which may be contaminated by receiving
the drainage from stables or eesspools.
Such wells are certain promoters of (s-
ease, and only an analysis reveals the
poison.  The water may be tasteless, ¢ol-
orless and odorless and vet eontain the
germs of disease.

So great an advanee has been made in
sanitary service of late vears that the
sources ol many are  readily
traced.  Nearly all fevers are attributa-
ble to the causes named.  When fover
appears in a household now the plumb-
ing is inspected for sewer gas, and the
water is analyzed.  In one direction or
the other something is sure to be amiss.
Or there may be rotten wood or decaving
vegetables in the eellar, to poison the at-
mosphere, It would be well i move at-
tention was paid to these matters out-
side of the larger cities. At this season
of the vear especially care should he talk-
entoremove decaying matter from cellars
and outbuildings: lime amd whitewash
should be liberally nsed and sink drains

The parts of the theatre most filled were 1he npper
galleries, and the distanee from them 1o the doors
was long and by narrow corridors and stairways
The people in the galleries had the greatest difli
culty in esc aping. The sailors, w I||: volunteered
s firemen, plied buckets of sea water which were
almost useless  Two widshipmen rescued two
persons from a chamber, who are still living, but
horribly scorched, one being a raving lunatic.

A man who escaped
from the upper gallery by jumping, declares that
with perbaps a dozen exceptions every person in
lus part of the house was burned  Sowme sailors
were lost A pumber of American and English
visiturs rendered signal serviee m eaving life
The seene in the town is indeseribable.  One lady
whose husbaud was burned to death committed
suicide.

Another and perhiaps the lust installmer t of the
plundered bank property bas hoen hroug t from
New York and is now safely lodged in the vanlts
of the old bank, much to the satisfaction of the
bank officials and private depositors, most of whom
didn’t care what became of the mhbors if they re-
covered their property. 'The sceurities were
brought to Northampton in two 1ari.o valises at
different times and by different officers. The
papers are generally in good condition, though a
part are (uite musty and damp, and the ink has
spread on u few, indicating that they have been
buried in an earthern vessel most of the time dur-
ing the past five years  An examination of the
documents shows hulf a million dollars worth of
certificates and other property more than was
thought had been taken. which is accounted for
1ud|l|l\ by the fact that many private parties de-
punllull [umoh without apprising the oflicers of
their value.
