An Pm.i cio Nrwniac. On the 14th of March, 
Grand Master Henry C. Bagiev instituted at Har- 
rmon, in this State, a lodge of Odd Fellows called 
Harrison Lodge No. 41. The number is an old one 
and brings to the mind of Belfast Odd Fellows un- 

happy recollections. Harrison is the third lodge in 
tliis state that has borne the number “41.” In ls4o 
Mattanawcook Lodge No. 41 was instituted in the 
town of Lincoln. In 1854 the lodge reported a 

membership of forty-one, exactly comparing with 
its number, it then ceased to report, an«l in 1857 
its charter was reclaimed. From that time for- 
ward the number was not given to a lodge until 
1875, when Belfast Lodge No. 41 was instituted in 
this city. This lodge had a short, but eventful and 
remarkable existence, and one probably without a 

parallel in the l uited States, its charter was ar- 

rested, returned, and arrested the second time. The 
lodge was finally expelled at the session of the 
Sovereign Grand Lodge in Toronto, in 1880, that 
body sustaining the Grand Lodge of Maine in ex- 

pelling it. May the latest “41” escape the hard- 
ships of its predecessors and live long to uphold 
the banner of Odd Fellowship. Let it become 
familiar witli the history of the defunct “forty- 
ones”, and avoid the dangers they encountered. 
Maine now has an unbroken list of lodges from 1 
to 117.
