DISEASES OF ARTISANS AND MECHANICS,
—A careful investigation has been made of
special diseases incident to the occupations of
artisans and mechavics, and the following
are some ot the most interesting among the
mass of facts and data brought to light:

Glass-blowers are the victims of those af-
fections produced by sudden vicissitudes of
temperature—rheumatism and various in-
flammations. They arc apt to become thin
and delicate, and their eyes get weak.

Stone cutters inhale the 'Erucles.
which tend to produce disease o lungs.
while plasterers suffer from the gases disen-
gaged and fron. excessive moisture—they are
also troubled with labored breathing, and

they digest bad.y.
ﬁlm are short-lived, for whether the
metal be brass or iron, the fine, sharp parti-
cla}lmalze their way into the lungs of even
the hardiest workmer, where they develop
disease—sometimes asthma
sumption.—8¢.

“I have written
for all classes, in the conviction that the in-
tellectual lile is really within the reach of
every one who earnestly desires it.”” “The
essence of intellectual living, does not reside
in extent of science or in perfection of ex-
pression, but in a constant prefercnce for
higher thoughts over lower thoughts, and
this preference may be the habit of a mind
which has not any very considerable amount
of information.”” With this gineral purpose
the authorgives us a series ol letters on the
following subjects: The Physical Basis, The
Moral Basis—Education. The Power of
Time. The Influences of Money, Custom
and Tradition, Women and Marriage.
Avistocracy and Demoeracy. Society and
Solitude. Intellectual Hygienics. Trades
and Professions, Surroundings. The letters

CoMMNN-SENSE IN RELIGIOS—A SERIES oF Es-
8AYS. By Jamen Freeman Clirke. Bosion, Jas
R. Osgoed & Co.; Portland, Dailey avd Noyes.
Whether common-sense may be trusted as

& guide to religious belief is still an open ques-

tion; but even those who reject its leadings

may have some curiosity as to whether it
would have led them bad they been so rash
asto follov, Men do sometimes find a plea-
surable excitement in viewing, from their
bardly won security, the dangers they have
escaped. The conclusious, dangerous or oth-
erwise, to which common-sense directly
points are presented in this volume by one
who knows. Dr. Clarke is best known to
the general public by his popular work om
the “Truths and Errors of Orthodoxy;”’ and
the readers of that book will readily agree with
us that as an iuterpreter of eommon-sense

Dr. Clarke has few equals it any. What s

common-sense? “By common-sense we

mean the mode of judgment derived from ex-
perience of this world—that is, of God's
methods in nature aad In human life.

A man el common-seuse is a man whose

intellect is trained by observation of human

nature and the course of events. This rale of

Jjudgment is derived from observation of the

working of God’s laws in this world.”” The

author does not claim for this criterion ex-
clusive validity, or even superiority among
others. He says expressly, *“I do not under-
value other tests In applyirg this. What does

Seripture say? What does the church say?

What does abstract reason say ?—these ques-

tions are all legitfmate. But it may also be

well to supplement these with another meth-
od of investigation, taking from the common
anologaies of earthly life. Jesus thanked God
vhat some thiongs, hidden from the wise and

prudent, bad been revealed to babes, ® *

We may thence infer that he dil not disap-

prove of a common-sense view of religion.”
Such, then, is the author’s design; it it

needless to add that be has fullfilled it well.

He does not goaside from his proposed

course io discuss learned questions, bot un-

swervingly keeps right on, taithful always to
his design,—to give in simple phrase tbhe ver-
dict of common sense in the mooted points

im theology. The student, seeking light on

abstruse questions, will probably nutice the

easy assumption with which perchince the
very matters that interust him most are pass-
ed over; it will show bim what temptations
the author resisted, in fidelity to his aim.
If beis disappointed he will the more readily
acknowledge the singular merit of the work
as declaring the voice of comman-se nse to the
common understanding. Be it uuderstood
by every one who takes the book in hand
that it does not invite to laborious study, but
to a mwost agreeable and instructive pastime.

The topics treated are precisely those in

which every one is most interested, aud the

mode of tre.tment is precisely that which
every one may enjoy.

If_the national treasury was *“flosh,” and
its resources inexhaustible, if there had been
no Credit Mobilier scandal and even no Van-
derbilts, Tom Scotts and Jay Goulds, if ev-
erybody in the thirty-seven states of the Un.

But
alas, none of these conditions exist; the gov-
ernment is now paying out more than it col-
lects; we have had a Credit Mobilier, and
swarms of speculators are waiting for an op-
portunity to maltiply them ; we not only have
Tom Scotts and Jay Goulds and saintly Dar-

opposed to Gen. Harlbat’s magnificent doub-
le track freight railroad, unless a company of
individuals will take the slock, pay it in, issue
the bonds and pay the interest and build the
railroad themselves.

Ity professed object is a good one; but judg-
ing from the first days proceedings, all it will
do is to pass resolutions wrging Congress. to
dig canals, pump water from lakes to fill riv-
ers, and gridiron the country with double
track rallways, or give corporations the means
to do all these things.

‘We have frequently alluded to the multitude
of schemes that will be or have been present-
od to Congress to develope the country and
secure cheap transportation. It is sate to
say fhat there is not in the country sufficient
money to complete these enterprises if all
‘were given what their projectors demand.

If there was any danger that Comgress
would look with favor on any of the schemes
now . pressing for attention, there would be

cause for genuine alarm; for there isno spe- |

cies of corruption and profligacy whick would
not logleally follow sueh a policy,, Once
launch upon so fatal a policy, in a few years
these great Inierests would control every of-
fice in the country., The President would be
a railroad , the Supreme Court would
become a tribunal to enforce the demands of
monopolies, and Congress and Legislatures
wouid at _once become servants of corporate
interests,

If this policy was not certain to make the
administration of public affairs a synonym for
nationalfraud and debaachery, it is not expe-
dienton mere financialgrounds. It isawell
established fact tiiat the service of the govern
ment is not performed so economically as is
that of iadividuals or small corporations. If

any one dounts this, he has bat to visit our

navy yards and public works of any kind, to
be fully convinced that the work of the Gov-
ernment is not done with that degree of econ-
omy which characterizes: wall managed pri-
vate enterprises. If, therefore, the Govern-
meat should assume the expense of building
railways, the cost would not be less than

double what it would if corporations had to

raise their own funds. This one objection is

80 serious in itself that it should deter the

Government from embarking in a buasiness

entirely beyond its legitimate sphere.

Cheap transportation between the seaboard
and interlor is greatly needed; but all that
ean be lmmud of Congress Is that
it shall use DhStitutional means to prevent
extortion and hardship. But any system of
cheap transportation secured by the Govern-
ment in building railroads or canals and run-
ning thenr with low rates of tariff, and thus
putting upon the people a burden of taxation
which would assnme for all time the propor-
tions of that extorted the last years of the
war, will paralyze rather than stimulate in-
dustry. The only safety lies in letting the
whole thing alone so far as subsidies are eop-
cerned and to rely upon the natural deveiop-
ment of the country and legitimate competi-
tion for a satisfactory system of transporta
tion.

The Foree Bill.
To the Editor of the Press:—

In the report cf the Beston and Maine rail-
road for 1872, page 8, the following language is
held: ‘

“While it has been the aim of your directors
to make every concession that ia8 just and prop-
er to connecting roads, to secure to you the
throngh freight and passenger business, which
which at equitable and just rates contribute so
valuable a source of incove, - yet they have
refrained from making contracts of this class
of business for a term oi years at rates that
have not seemed adegnate to insure a reason-
able compensation for the serviee remdered.
They prefer to bunild up and foster the local
business of your road, which is now large and
constantly increasing, rather than to increase
the gross receipts at the expense of the net in-
come.”

What is the signification of this sonorously
phrased paragraph, as bearing on the matter to
which it made reference, namely, the relations
of the Boston and Maine Railroad to the busi-
ness of the State of Maine. What its signifi-
cation is: will best appear by citing the rates at
which the Eastern Railroad and the'Boston and
Maine respectively would agree to earry the
through freight and passengers of Maine to
and from Boaston, in conneection with the Maine
Central railroad.

With an unacconntable in-
fatuation the directors of that road built in to
Portland, at the cost-of $4,000,000, side by side
with the old P. 8. & P. road, their “Exten-
sion.” This extension [does not open a single
new town. It creates no new business. It
ﬂr es no additional facilities to_the people of

aine whatever. Awd now the Boston and
Maine, with its record known of all men, as
above stated, will bave the presumption to ask
avew of the Legislature of Maine a “Force
Bill”" to compel the Eastarn and Maine Central
railroad to give it connection at Portland! All
tha while & connection exists at SBouth
Berwick Junction by which every town west of
the Junction on the Boston and ne can be
reachéd with perfect facllity. towns east
of the Junction, now traversed by the exten-
sion, have been fully accommodated for a quar-
ter of a century by the P. 8, & P. road. The
public huve no earthly interest whatever in the
connection ai_ Portland. The Boston and
Maine railroad having squandered $4,000,000
on the extension are duul:ﬁm anxions to force
all the business on it possible.

M. C. M. A. Lecture.
The eighth lectore of the M. C. M, A, course
was dellvered last evening by C. P. Kimball,
esq. Thesubject of his lecture the Declara-
tson of Independence and the Centennial Expo-
tion. The hall of the Association was packed
by the people anxious to hear of the great na-
tional celebration to be holden in Philadelphia
in1876. The listeners were evidently very
much pleased with the lecture, and were gener-
ous in their applause.
bir. Kimball began by giving a graphic ac-
count of the events which preceded and led nup
to the Declaration of Independence, and of tha
chief events cf the war of the Revolution, The
fiftieth anviversary of the Declaration was al-
luded to as solemnly marked by the deaths of
two of the founders, Adams and Jefferson.
The lecturer then toek up the subject of the
contemplated National Centeunial Exposition
at Philadelphia in 1876. The first practical
suggestion in regard to such a commemoration
was made by Mr. Bigelow in a letter to . the
New York Tribune. published in 1869. Then
the matter was taken up by the Franklin In-
stitute of Philadelphia, and finally the €enten-
nial Commission was authorized by Congress.
This commission has held four sessions since
its organization. Fairmonnt Park, than which
a better place could not be selected, will be the
site of the exposition buildings; nearly 60 acres
of land will be required. The Exposition, if
carried out as suggested, will be the grandest
event of its kind ever known, for it will repre-
sent the arts, manufactures and products of our
rapidly growing country, but a century old,
To render success sure (and failure would be a
pational disgrace) each Btate mnst be¥horough-
ly represented in the Exposition. State Boards
have been appointed with this end in view. In
New York Governor Dix recommends an ap-
propriation of$7000 or 8000 a year for clerk-hire,
&c., which will greatly increase the efficiency
of the Board. Many other Governors have
done the same. It becomes Maine to wake up
to the occasion and the opportunity, and to
take her part in the organized’ symbol of the
dignity of labor. As a nation we are committed
to the Exposition, and other nations will make
it the measure of our success, power, resonrees
and character. Maine will. have her proper
place assigned her, and it should be filled with
the products of ber soil, her mines and her
manuofactures. With the citizens of the State
rests the responsibility of an adequate repre-
sentation.
A report of the lecture has not been attempt-
ed, it being the purpose only to give its general
drift. It was a strong appeal to tne citizens of
Maine to take hold and do their part toward
making the Exposition a snvcess. It isa lect-
ure which ongbt to ve delivered in every eity in
Maine. The audience last evening received it
with muach favor, and were alike delighted with
its substance and with Mr. Kimball's felici
tous way of putting it.

Mr. Kimball has received a number of invi
tations to deliver the lecture in various parts
of the State. As one of the Commssioners of
the Exposition, he is ready to placs the subject
before the people, and will deliver the lecture
when requested on payment of his necessary
expenses only.

ceasing to fall of any snow, if in toe da; thoe within
three hours, and if {n the night time, before ten of
the clock of the forenoon waeceeding, cause such
snow to be removed from such footway or sulewalk,
and, in default thereof, shall forfeit and pay a sum
not less than two dollars, or more than ten dollars;

and for each and every hour thereafter that the same
shall remain on such way or side such ten
ant, occnpant, owner or other , A forfeit -

and vay a sum not less than one dollar, nor more
thav ten dollars. Aud it such building or lot should
extend more than one hundred and fity feet, on any
#treet or land, it shall be the duty of such tevant or
occupant, owner or other , to remove such
suow from the footway or walk for the space of
one hundred and fifty feet, according to the pryovis-
fons and subject to the penaliies atoreraid.”

“The provisions of the preceding section shall also
apply to the falling of snow from any building.”

“Whenever the sidewaik, or any thereof ad-
joining any bu lding cr lot of on any street
shall be cncum! with ice, it shall be the duty of
the occupant, sud in case there is mo occupant, the
owner, or any person having the care of such build-
ing or Jot, to cause such sidewalk to be made safe and
convenlent, by removing the ice therefrom, or b
covering the same with sand or some other sui
substance; and in care such owner or oacupant, or
other person, sball n?ﬂact #n to do, for the space ot
gix hours daring the day time, he sball forfeit ana
pay not less than two nor more than five dullurs, and
a like sum for every day that the sawme shall contin-
ae 80 encumbered.

The above ordinances will he !ﬁrl%ly enforeed.
