THE REFORM SCHOOL, 

Reports of Councillors Lord and War 
ren of the Visiting Committee. 

Some Suggestions Respecting th< 

Training of the Inmates. 

The Duty of the State Towards th< 
Youthful Offenders. 

Augusta, Jan. 14.—The report of Coun 
cillors Tobias Lord and Gerge M. Warren 
as members of the visiting committee of th< 
State Reform School, have been presented 
The reports follow: 
To Jlis Excellency, the Governor, and the Honora 

ble Council of Maine: 
In compliance with Chapter 142, Section 18 o: 

the Revised Statutes, 1 herewith submit for youi consideration my first annual report as a uiembei 
of the visiting committee to the State Reforn 
School. 

Visits have been made from time to time, as th< 
law requires, and at Irregular periods, in ordei 
that tile ordinary operations of the School could 
be observed. 1 nave been present at most of th< 
meetings of the committee, and with thein. In 
spected ihe various departments, and It afford' 
me pleasure to report that but little has come un 
der my observation of which 1 could not approve, 

The last Legislature made an appropriation foi 
general repairs which has been iudiclously ex- 
pended under the direction of the trustees. 
School rooms, one and two, have been generally 
repaired and Improved, and the first-class chair 
shop renovated and properly ventilated, thereby 
placing these apartments iu a much more attrac- 
tive and comfortable condition. The old sheath- 
ing and floor of the front kitchen have been re- 
placed by new, which adds very materially to the 
general appearance aud usefulness of this depart- ment. The walls and fence of the play yard have 
been repaired, and the west wing of the barn’ re- 
slijngled; in fact many Improvements have been 
made throughout the entire buildings, and, so far 
as I am able to judge, the Institution is in a good 
sanitary condition. A large portiou of this work 
has been performed by the boys, under the super- 
vision of Mr. Kennlson. the efficient overseer of 
the mechanical department. 

The law governing the letter box has been 
strictly adhered to at eaeh visit, and whenever an 
inmate has expressed a desire to interview the 
committee an opportunity was granted him, with- 
out the presence of an officer, aud when a boy has 
had a grievance to offer, It was ofteu found, by 
his own admission, to be in consequence of diso- 
ucyiug aunie ruie oi uie school as a compara- 
tively few communications have been received 
from this source during the year, does not the 
fact of itself indicate general contentment among the boys? I believe such to be the case. 

My visits to the school-room have always been 
Dleasant. The decorum, studiousness and excel- 
lent deportment which prevails here, impresses 
every one lavorably with the management of 
those in charge. So far as I cau judge, the teach 
ers have been competent, considerate and faith- 
ful in the discharge of their, often, perplexing du- 
ties, iu advancing the best interests of this par ticular class of pupils. The division of time for 
study, recreation and work, is well arranged and 
suitably adapted to the comfort of the scnolars. 

I have made special efforts to visit the kitchen 
for the purpose of examining the food, both be- 
fore and after beiug cooked: also to be present at 
meals, and have invariably found the food of good 
quality, sufficient in quantity, and variety fair, 
with one or two exceptions there has been almost 
total exemption from sickness during the year. 

The mechanical school, which has been in oper- 
ation Since 1883, was amove In the right direc- 
tisn. and demonstrates the wisdom of the Legis- 
lature in appropriating funds for this purpose; for I regard this department as an especially re- 
formatory feature of the school. As a result the 
inmates acquire trades, which tend to keep them 
from a life of idleness and crime, and enable them 
to gain an honest livelihood and become respected 
and usefnl citizens. 

I hope to be pardoned if I make use of the fol- 
lowing quotation, taken from a report of a former 
member of the committee, relative to the obliga- 
tions of the State to the unfortunate boys com- 
mitted to its reform school, and which fully coin- 
sides with my own views: “The State, having taken them under its care, is in honor bound to fit 
them to obtain their living hereafter honestly, if 
it can be done, instead of turning them out at the 
age of 21, no wise prepared to enter upon the du- 
ties of life, and only fit subjects for crime." 

As one of the committee, I would suggest the 
Introduction of a printing department, on a small 
scale, which I have seen successfully operated in 
an institution of like charaater. A comparative- 
ly small expense would be incurred, yet from the 
fact that the school could do its own printing, the 
State would be fully reimbursed before the lapse 
of many years. Such a department would not 
only be of pecuniary saving to the State, but 
would offer an opportunity to that class of schol- 
ars whose tastes are notin keeping with mechan- 
ical pursuits, cf learning a lucrative and more 
congenial trade. The board of trustees is com- 

posed of men who have had varied and practical business experiences, and the State may well feel 
fortunate that this institution is under the man 
ageinent of so efficient and conscientious gentle- 
men. 

As a member of the committee, I feel indebted 
to Mrs. Hunt, our associate in office, who, in con- 
sequence or uer rung runner non wuq me senooi, has been able to Impart information and offer im- 
portant suggestions from timo to time. The su- 
perintendent Is a gentleman of sterling qualities, 
and I am placed under obligations to him ami hts 
subordinates for those courtesies and kind atten- 
tions which cannot be soon forgotten.

Mr. Warren’s Report. 
Councillor Warren reports as follows: 
The fact that the reform school has been sup- ported by the State for so many years is sufficient 

evidence of the necessity of such an institution 
and that the people at large believe that it is ac- 
complishing a good work. That it is a reform 
school there can be no question; the degree of 
good accomplished can not be ascertained: we can 
only approximate. The primary ideaof our public institutions is self-preservation; and this is espe- cially true of all penal institutims supported out 
of the public treasury. The State has not only the right, but Its boundeu duty is to protect and 
defend itself against anything that may be injur- ious, and experience has taught us that the best 
protection is prevention. 

The reform school is doing a most excellent 
work in reforming and educating those left to its 
care. The past year has been one of success and 
progress In the school—progress, however, loot so 
marked as It would be in a school of equal num 
bers gathered under different circumstances. In 
many instances, perhaps in most, the;boy who is 
committed to the Bchool has spent the whole of 
his life among the low, vicious and depraved, 
brought up in idleness. Ignorance and crime; the 
street his only school. From such material the 
officer and teacher cannot secure the highest and best results. How an hundred or more 
such boys shall be governed and disciplined; what rules and methods shall be adopted 
so that the greatest good may be uone 
to the greatest number, are questions which 
the mere visitor cannot answer, and generally speaking any criticism or suggestion from him 
would be of little or no value by reason of his 
lack of experience In the practical management of such institutions. How all this can best be 
done can only be known after years of experience. Methods which would be a decided success In 
other schools would utterly fail here, and vice 
versa. 

lhe government of the school, like all govern- ment, Is based upon a system of rewards and 
punishments, but how can man devise a system whleli while most salutary as to the whole, will 
not work injury in individual cases 7 Tour com- 
mittee In one of their early visits, discovered as 
they thought, a rule which compelled some of the 
boys in the chair shop to "make bricks without 
straw,” or rather chairs without cane, a method 
ot punishment the boy could not avoid or under- 
stand, and which seemed to him a gross injustice. It is of the greatest importance tliat anything of 
this kind should be carefnlly avoided. The re- 
cipients of favor and of ill desert should, as far as 
possible, lie able to see the wisdom and Justice of 
what may come to them. Their lives have been 
full of bitter experience of "man's inhumanity to 
man,” and Jus: so long as a boy feels that he is 
the victim oi Injustice, reform Is Impossible. 
but kindness and Justice towards such as are 
gathered here is of more than ordinary Import- 
ance. The foregoing remarks are not to be con- 
strued as casting any reflection upon those who 
administer the affairs of the school, but simply 
to give emphasis to what is considered of prime 
importance. The committee believe that it is the aim and 

Iiurpose 
of all connected with the school to be 

ust. kind and impartial, and that they are work- 
ug to build up the character of all who come 

under their charge. The object of the school, It 
must be remembered, is uot only to reform the 
hoy, but also to make him a useful man, and to 
this end ysur committee would respectfully sug- 
gest auil recommend to tile trustees the import- 
ance of introducing some other industry in the 
place of bottsming chairs. The State lias no 
moral right to arrest a boy for truancy when lie 
is eight years old, deprive him of Ids liberty till 
he is 21 and then set him adrift with no other 
trade than to weave a chair bottom. If we will 
assume the trainiug of these unfortunates, If we 
will stand iu loco mretUU, we should have a 
parental care over those who have been the in- 
mates of the school when and after they are dis- 
charged. The teachers, officers and trustees do 
all they can iu tins direction, but they have 
neither lime nor opportunity to And homes and 
employment for those who go out from the 
school. 

WITH SMILINC FACES, 

Kennebec Ice Men Talk of the Pros- 
pects of the Season. 

Angusta, Jan. 14.—The winter's Ice busi- 
ness on the Kennebec has begun. Friday’s 
storm brought a host of teams and a larger 
number of workmen to Augusta, and “thingc 
were bumming” on the Kennebec on Satur- 
day. A member of one of the largest lee 
firms on the river say that, by the first 
of next week, the Kennebec near Augusta 
will be the scene of tho liveliest campaign 
work in Maine, and the ice men suggest that 
it will rival the next gubernatorial campaign. 
It is estimated by gentlemen interested in 
the business that, next week, there will be an 

army of between 3000 and 4000 men and 1000 
to 1200 horse&mlling and cutting and hoist- 
ing and hustling hundreds of tons of ice into 
the mammoth ice sheds that lin6 the banka 
of the Kennebec from Uowdoinham to with- 
in sight of the capital city. On Thursday of 
this week the first crew went to work on the 
river, and the crowd has been growing big- 
ger every day, and will grow bigger for sev- 
eral days to come, when the whole of the 
crews of the great ice concerns on the Ken- 
nebec will cover this great ice field and hew 
out acres and acres of ice.

Three Repub- 
licans voted in favor of the motion affirming 
Carlisle’s right to ,his seat, and the other 
three Republicans on the committee, Messrs.

The arguments advanced by 
Thoebe’s counsel had no weight with any of 
the committee. 

The Wool Conference. 
The wool conference adjourned at 1.30 

o’clock this afternoon after unanimously 
adopting a wool tariff schedule, substantially 
the same as that of 1867, with certain moditi* 
cations or corrections of alleged iuconsisten. 
cies and abuses which, it is said, have latter- 
ly crept in through custom* decisions. The 
general effect of the new schedule will be a 

slight increase In the tariff, both on wool and 
woollen goods. 

Senator Hale’s Speech. 
Senator Hale’s speech on civil service re- 

form as illustrated by the administration, is 
attracting much attention and is much 
sought after. Nearly every Senator on the 
Republican side of the chamber has ordered 
an edition for personal distribution, and 
quite a number of Members have followed 
their example. The speech was so telling 
that the Democratic Senators can not let It 
go unnoticed. 

Belfast’s Deputy Collectors. 

Congressman Millikeu yesterday called 
upon Assistant Secretary' Maynard with ref- 
erence to the deputy colhotorships in the 
Belfast district. Mr. Maynard informed him 
that he would modify the original order, so 
that Instead of abolishing the four deputy 
collectorships only one would be abolished, 
and perhaps none at one.

THE BRADFORD ACCIDENT. 

Patients in the Hospital Comforta- 

ble, with Two Exceptions. 

Haverhill, Jan. It.—The evening of the 
fourth day since the disaster at Bradford 
finds the wounded at the hospital comforta- 
ble, with the exception of Mr. Kimball and 
Mrs. Sheehan. Mr. Kimball is no wone, 
and bis case is sligbly more hopeful than 
last night. Still, his condition is precarious, 
and he can hardly recover. The wounded 
at private houses are all doing well this eve- 
nine. The disaster will form a theme for 

pulpit discourse in all the churches tomor- 
row. 

The Commissioners’ Notice. 

Boston, Jan. 14.—'The second day’s inves- 
tigation into the causes of the Bradford hor- 
ror, began before the Railroad Commission- 
ers today. John Bailey, master of mainte- 
nance of way on the Boston & Maine, was 
the only witness. He testified: “I have had 
charge of the tracks from Boston to Exeter 
since 1857. Patrick Einehan has had charge 
of the Bradford section, under me, for sever- 
al years; as much as eight years I should 
think. His section is about two and a quar- 
ter miles from this end of Haverhill bridge 
to the top of Ward Hill. He has two men 
under him. I am familiar with the place 
where the accident occurred. It was on a 
curve, with a radius of 1470 feet. I think a 
general order was issued as to speed going 
on the bridge, restricting it to 15 miles an 
hour. There was no order about the curve. 
The elevation was two and a half inches, 
which is computed for 40 miles an hour. I 
considered the track safe at 40 miles. I ar- 
rived at the scene of the accident between 
4 and 4.30. I found the main track was be- 
ing used. They went up and down with an 
engine over the main track and switch and 
frog. The track had been broken beyond 
the frog and mended. It was the second 
rail. There were two pieces of rail there 
about 18 feet long. The second piece was 
broken about midway and torn out. It was 
the outside of the curve. The rail was bent 
and broken. I have the rail now. There 
were no marks on the second piece. I didn’t 
notice that any spikes were started. The 
switch rails and the frog showed no marks, 
except that the point of the frog might have 
been twisted a little. The guard rail Is 
about 14 feet, and it was broken about three 
feet from the end. It was fastened so it 
couldn’t get away. The frog was a steel 
frog. The main track had no injuries ex- 
cept a rail at the tank house boing bent in, 
and might have been an inch out of the way. 
The track was all right on the Bradford 
branch. The first symptom of trouble was 
where the rail was broken beyond the frog.” 

Pending the production of the plan, the 
Commissioners adjourned the hearing to 9 
o’clock Monday morning,

SPORT IN MAINE. 

Commissioner Stanley Talks of the 
Increase of Came. 

Augusta, Jan. 14.—Fish Commissioner 
Stanley, who is in town, says that hardly a 

day goes by that he does not receive letters 
from parties living in different sections in 
Maine, and in Massachusetts, too, request- 
ing copies of the fish and game laws of the 
State. “It is surprising \vhat an amount of 
interest is manifested in our game 
and fish,” says Mr.' Stanley. “Ev- 
ery year I find that people who have held to 
the opinion that they ought to be allowed to 
hunt and fish without any restrictions what- 
ever, and have claimed that it was nonsense 

for the State to enact laws for the protection 
of her fish and game, are disposed to take a 

most common sense view of the thing, and 
are manifesting a disposition to keep the 
law. There has been less poaching in 
Maine during the past year than in former 
years, and yet we have had altogether more 
of it than has been agreeable.” 

Within the last three years, Mr. Stanley 
says, the number of deer in this State has 
doubled. Caribou have largely increased 
within that time. Moose are not as plenti- 
ful, of course, as are deer and caribou, but 
there is no doubt of a decided increase in 
the number of moose in this State within a 

few years past. This agreeable condition of 
things is regarded by Mr. Stanley, and by 
many sportsmen throughout the State, as en- 

tirely due to the protective game laws. 

The Strikes. 
Reading, Jan. 14 — This section of the 

State is fraught with momentous events in 
the labor world. All the signs point to a long 
and determined struggle for the mastery in 
anthracite region. Twenty-five thousand miu- 
ers of the Lehigh region have now been idle 
four months. The great lock-out in the 
Schuylkill coal fields has now existed for two 
weeks. No one can foretell when it will end. 

Philadelphia, Pa., Jan. 10.—Prominent 
Knights are considering the advisability of 
bringing suits by the Commonwealth, 
through the attorney general against the 
Reading companies to compel them to do 
certain things which they allege the com- 

panies are obliged to do under their charter 
and State privileges.

War Rumor Starts Afresh Because 

the Czar Would Not Talk. 

Irish Authorities Declare the Wreck 

of the Snow Unnecessary. 

Wilfred Blunt Accuses Balfour of 

Making Outrageous Threats. 

Berlin, Jan. 14.—The Czar’s failure to 
make a speech on New Tear's night an 

nounciug his policy has been aj question of 
some comment and is considered as indicat- 

ing a triumph for the war party. The Mos- 
cow Gazette tonight says that on the 19th 

day after the Epiphany (Russian style), the 
Czar will preside at a grand military fete, 
when he will declare his policy. The Czar’s 
action in choosing a military fete as the oc- 

casion on which to make this declaration has 
increased the feeling of disquiet. 

In the mean time, the frontier movements 
continue to be accelerated. Division after 
division of cavalry pours westward into Vol- 
hynia. Trains loaded with artillery and 
munitions occupy the railroads, and ordinary 
traffic is suspended. 

On the German and Austrian sides, the 
movements are kept a profound secret, but it 
is impossible to conceal the fact that there Is 
an active passage of troops from Poseirto 
the Silesian frontier. 

Ireland’s Persecuted Sympathisers- 
Galw'AY, Jan. 15—Wilfred Blunt was re- 

moved to a warmer cell in the prison and ids 
overcoat, which had been taken from him, 
was returned to him today. A band tried to 
serenade Blunt but was prevented by the po- 
lice. The people are excited and a row is 
feared. 

Dcmlin, Jan. 15—The Freeman’s Journal 
prints a statement by Wilfred Blunt that last 
September Mr. Balfour told him he intended 
to imprison the six physically weakest Par- 
nellites, adding “I shall be sorry for Dilion, 
as he has some good about him. He will have 
six months and, as he has had bad health, 
will die In prison.” Blunt warned O’Brinn 
and Dillon. Blunt says he feels unsafe iu 
Balfour's hands unless protected by tiiose 
responsible for the direction of the prison. 
Balfour pronounces the statement untrue. 

It is stated that another warrant is out for

Hitchcock, Dak., Jan. 15.—Lewig Merri- 
man, aged 00, and his son. living 14 miles 
North East, perished in Thursday’s storm. 

St. Paul, Minn., Jan. 15.—The Manitoba 
and Northern Pacific road sent out regular 
trains on the main lines tonight. Manitoba 
officials report that their line is clear to the 
boundary and that the Northern Pacific is 
open to beyond the Missouri river. The 
snow Is so badly banked in the cuts that a 
renewed blockade is probable. The Minne- 
sota and Northwestern train from Chicago 
arrived today after four days on the road. 

Minneapolis, Jan. 15.—As the result of 
the storm nine dead were brought into 
Yankton, Dak., and seven others with their 
limbs frozen, necessitating amputation.

>m of public laws known as 

the “prohibitory” system, I must 
confess that I regard that system as 
threatening to produce far greater evils than 
it removes. To carry the advocacy of it 
into the public schools would be to turn the 
attention of teachers from the spirit which 
giveth life iu that grand sixty-fourth section 
and fasten it upon an absurd pervisiou of a 

•mall portion of its letter. The spirit of the 
law emphatically requires that teachers.with 
or without anything in the text books to sug- 
gest it, should kindly and earnestly warn 

their pupils of the imperative necessity of 
; governing themselves and of the terrible dau- 

ger of allowing anv appetite or any habit to 
enslave them; they should kindly and 
earnestly show them that what may net vlsi- 

1 blyinjure a strong man, may destroy a child; 
l they should especially warn them of the 

fatal power of tobacco and alcohol to grow 
more and more tyrannical until they destroy 
even strong men; they should also carefully 
and cautiously guard their pupils against an 
evils worse than drunkenness and more in- 
sidious than alcohol. But the safeguard is to 
be found in arousing a high moral and re- 
ligious tone, in the spirit of that sixty-fourth 
section; and not in any doctrines of physiolo- 
gy or politics, true or false.

THE STACKS MURDER. 

Testimony Civen Before the Coro- 
ner’s Jury. 

We have received a copy of the testimony 
given by all the witnesses in the Stacks mur- 
der case and present to our readers that of 
the doctors and of Thomas Stacks, the most 
important witness: 

Tne first witness was Dr. John Swan, who testi- 
fied that he was called by David Stacks Thursday 
night at half past ten o’clock. He found Mrs. 
Stacks lying upon the lounge partly upon her 
back unconscious. She had a punctured wound 
over the right eye, and her faee was covered with 
blood. Saw no marks of Injury about the neck. 
Remained with her until one o’clock. She died 
the next forenoon at half past eleven. The post 
mortem disclosed a fracture of the skull, begin- 
ning under the contused wound, running back- 
ward and downward to the ear. The skull was 
also fractured so that it iuclosed a clrcu'ar piece of bone In the temporal region, which was brok- 
en into several fragments. Death ensued from iu- 

tury to the brain. The doctor testified that when 
le arrived at the house the dog met him and 

barked furiously: he spoke and called to him 
and the dog walked Into the house with him. 
Mrs. Stacks was partly conscious while witness 
was there, and he asked her if she knew how she 
was hurt or who hurt her, and she said no. She 
also said her head ached. She talked some more, 
but not distinctly: In fact when In health she did 
not talk plainly, but with a rich brogue. The 
doctor thogbt the fractures could not have been 
made by tlie one blow that made the punctured 
wound, but must have been the result of a blow 
lu the temporal region. He said he could run a 
probe from the wound back under the scalp to a 
spot over the ear, hut not through the skull. The 
brain was examined thoroughly and no trace of a 
bullet found. 

Dr. Albert K. Murcli was present, and made the 
post mortem. He testified to the fracture and 
that no bullet wa9 found. He said the blow was 
so heavy that It crushed the roof of the orbit over 
the right eye. The wound was such that it might 
have been made with (be hammer of the revolver 
that was shown him belonging to Mr. Stacks.

I told 
her I would put the pillows at the other end of the 
bed, so she could sleep on her other side, but she 
said she would stay on the lounge; then I went 
Into mv room and said my prayers; I always say 
my prayers; I went on my knees in front of my bed. 

I went to sleep and I don’t know how long It 
was, but In the neighborhood of an hour or so, I 
woke up and saw the shape of a man go out of my bedroom door. I spoke and said, •• Who are you 
and what do you want?” 1 don’t know what he 
said, whether it was “shut up," but something 
short, aad I put my band under my pillow, took 
the revolver I had there, cocked it at the same 
time and fired at him. I am pretty lame, but I 
got up as fast as I could and went out the door, 
aud he was some place below the gate when I 
fired the next shot. He was way down towards 
the brook when I fired the third shot. My son 
ran out barefooted, nothing on but his night- clothes. and asked what was the matter. 1 told 
him some one was in the bouse and I was firing 
at him. -‘Give It to me,” says he, “and I will go 
after him.” It was Dretty dark: I think there 
was no moonlight; I think not. The last I saw of 
the man he was going down from the gate towards 
the hog pen I have there. I suppose he was run- 
ning, but I couldn't tell, for my eyesight Is poor 
aud 1 can’t see very well. The boy couldn’t find 
him and we went back and went in. I didn’t 
know mother was hurt then and he didn’t know 
it. He went in and saw berlin a pool of blood,and 
he said. “My God, my God, moiher is kl led.” I 
couldu’t speak at all. I was so upset when I saw 
her, aud I told him to go quick for Dr. Swan and 
he went, I stood there, but couldn’t do nothing. 
Maggie, David wife, appeared as soon as she 
could get out of bed. She was In her own room 
when we came back into the house, but came out 
as quick as she got her clothes on. I think David 
called her. He said, “Good God, get up, mother 
Is killed.” She came out before David |got back 
from the doctor’s. 

I am not accustomed to the use of liquor. I 
take a drink, but I don’t drink to auy excess. My 
son got a quart of rum but I don't think I drank 
over three times of It that day. I would drink a 
wiue glass full or half full, aud then I took it with 
boiling water and sugar. I believe I drank three 
glasses of cider besides. I didn’t take enough 
liquor to have any effect on me. Liquor never 
makes me cross; it causes me to talk and be 
pleasant and jolty. I think iny wife was present 
when my son and I drank the rum and she might 
have taken some. 

I have a Scotch shepherd dog about a year old. 
He is a very sharp watch dog and we have to keep 
him tied in the yard. If a stranger comes around 
he will bark at him, but when Tom Pratt, my son- 
in-law comes In he don’t bark. I suppose the dog 
was in the dining room that night; he usually 
sleeps in the dining room or kitchen. I don’t re- 
member where he was when I went to bed. f 
liev Cl imuucu nucuici uc iiutAt n a UiSlUrUiUlt'r 
when strangers came Into the house or no., but 
out-doors he would make an alarm if any one 
came. 

There was a kerosene lamp left on the dining 
room table and I put a piece of thick paper before 
It to shade the light from my wife's eyes. I can’t 
describe the man I saw. 1 couldn’t tell whether 
he » as a nigger or a white man. His back was 
turned towards me as I was going out. 1 can’t 
say whether he was thick set and heavy or not. 
1 can’t tell how he was dressed. 1 suppose he 
had a coat on. 1 can’t tell whether his clothes 
were dark or light, but they looked dark to me. I 
don’t know whether he had a hat on or not, but 
most likely he did. 

When 1 first awoke I didn’t know how long I 
had been asleep. I knew the man wasn’t Tom 
Pratt because be would have spoken to me when 
1 spoke to him. 1 was lying on iny left side. 1 
reached under my pillow with my left hand, got 
the revolver and cocked it with my left hand. I 
think I must have been sltti g up when I fired. I 
had no cross words with my wife that day. She 
might have talked to me about drinking saying [ 
better not be drinking that stuff. 1 never struck 
my wife. 1 never raised my hand against her for 
forty years, nor she to me.

The Enforcement of the Prohibitory 
Law In Portland. 

Some Serious Charges by a Portland 

Clergyman. 

Relaxed Public Sentiment the Under- 

lying Difficulty. 

[A Sermon by the Kev. F. T. Bayley. ] 
Gen. iv: 9-10—“And the I-ortl said unto (,'alu, 

‘Where Is Abel, thy brother?' And he said, ‘I 
know Dot; am l my brother's keeper'?- And He 
said, 'What hast tnou done? The voice ol thy brother’s blood crieth unto me from the ground.’ 

Gen.xlii:21 (part)-“We are verdy guilty con- 

cerning our brother in that we saw the anguish uf 
his soul, and we would not hear.” 

Prov. » xlv: 11— “Deliver them that are carried 
away unto death, and those that are ready to he 
slain, see that thou bold back. I( thou ssyest 
Behold, we knew not this; doth not n that 
weigheth the hearts consider It? And he that 
keeueth thy soul, doth not he kuow It? And shall 
not he render unto every man according to his 
work?” 

Some of us have beard Mr. (lough in that 
thrilling soliloquy, uttered as he held before 
him the glass imagined to contain strong 
drink; “Here I stand, in vigor and health, 
with fine physical development and high 
ambition. I have a mother loves me tenderly, 
a wife and children who cling to me with 
loving affection. 1 am respectable and re- 
spected. My ambition is high, my hopes 
are bright. Now, with thin I will ruin my 
health; with this 1 will blast my prospects; 
with this I will stain my reputation; with 
this I will destroy my manliness; with this 
I will break my mother’s heart; with this 1 
I will bring disgrace on wife, children, and 
all who love me; with this 1 will burnout 
the last principle of vitality from a poor, 
balf-putrified carcass, and men will sweep 
me away with the pitiful leavings of the 
dram shop, and, in after years shall speak 
of me with bated breath, for “the memory 
of the wicked shall rot.’’ We have seen 
him write with extended linger until it al- 
most flamed out upon the wall behind him, 
that terrific confession which ought to be 
nailed over the door of every grog shop- 
“Delirium Tremens, Fever, Disease, Pauper 
ism, Crime, Redness of Eyes, Wounds 
Without Cause, Rags, Wretchedness,Despair 
and Death For Sale Here.” We have heard 
or read the deliberate judgments of jurists, 
political economists and physicians, with 
the innumerable cries of men, women and 
little children, too, who had learned from 
bitterest experience,—all testifying that the 
drink habit Is the father of crime, the mother 
vi vvTriir.y, uic uiusii pruum; suuico vi nasw. 
and want, of woes unutterable and of 
wretchedness inconceivable. And we all 
admit the truth of this joint testimony; we 
can abate not one word of the terrible in- 
dictment of the drink habit and the liquor 
traffic. 

I shall attempt no portrayal of that which 
cannot be adequately set forth by tongue 
or pen. I wish only to present this morning 
some plain and specific facts. I want you 
to consider, not now the extent and growing 
power of the drink curse in our land; not 
the loss which it entails of material sub- 
stance, of the very blood and life of human 
hearts and homes and communities through 
all the civilized world. The cry which has 
entered Into my ear, and which 1 want you 
to hear, is not a cry from afar off, but from 
hearts widowed, childless and broken by 
the curse in our own city; from souls that 
are being borne past our very eyes upon the 
awful torrent that sweeps to hell. I want to 
tell you that many a wretch close at hand is 
saying in bitter despair. “Oh! wretched 
man that I am. Who shall deliver me from 
the body of this death? No man cares for 
my soul.” I want you to see, moreover, that 
we, the good people of Portland, in great 
numbers, are saying, with the first murder- 
er, “Am I my brother’s keeper?" We know 
something of the evil and its fruits of de- 
struction: but we are chiefly busy with our 
own affairs; we regret that men should be 
so foolish as to curse themselves and others 
by drinking overmuch; and we are sorry 
that other men are base enough to supply 
these with the means of indulgence, but 
we reflect that there always has beeu harm- 
ful inuulgence since sin entered the world, 
and that there probably always will be. We 
remember that officers are appointed whose business it Is to enforce our laws for 
the protection, so far as may be, of the 
weak against the snares of the saloon. We 
consider, also and especially, how unbecom- 
ing fanaticism Is; and congratulate our- 
selves that we are not cranks. And these 
reflections comfort us. Meanwhile, we hope 
for the good time coming ; and some of us 

pray that God will, in Bis own good time, 
bring in the milienium. Meanwhile, God is 
saying to us, “Where is thy brother?” And 
his holy word assures us that we are respon- 
sible for our brother’s weal or woe to the 
extent of our utmost ability to do him good 
to keep him from evil. Many a brother 
of ours has come to an awful end, 
and many another is hurrying in the same 
footsteps, the blood of whose souls we may 
sometime find charged upon us, because 
we have not done what we might to save. 

But is it asked, "What can we do to save 
our brother men?” We can do much. We 
can set the warning example of total absti- 
nence from ail that can intoxicate; doing it 
on the broad Christian ground of concern for 
our brother. We can strive by careful in- 
struction iu the home and the school, 
in the church and the Sunday- 
school, to forewarn the young. And 
we may also help to save, by moral 
influences, such as have already fallen. 
Ail these things we may do; and for the ut- 
most fidelity iu all these directions God will 
surely hold us accountable. But we can also 
flt'l n i/rput anal uoaunfio 1 u>nrlr Knth fuuiarilg 

saving the fallen and towards keeping those 
who are as yet unfallen, by destroying, as 
far as possible, the traffic in intoxicants; 
thus lessening to the utmost the temptation 
to Indulgence. I do not stop to argue either 
the right or the value of prohibitory legisla- 
tion. As matter of fact, we have a pro- 
hibitory law. It affords us our only oppor- 
tunity of legal warfare against the traffic. 
And Its officacy when properly enforced lias 
been abundantly demonstrated. According 
to the overwhelming testimony of the most 
competent witnesses, thb .State of Maine 
owes a vast debt to this law. And in w hat 
1 shall say hereafter, 1 wish to be under- 
stood as complaining, not of the law, but of 
the non-enforcement of it. No law enforces 
itself Every law is but a wedge; however 
well adapted to Its work, must be driven 
home by the steady strokes of public seuii- 
uieut and official fidelity. 1 am sure that 
our failure has been grievous in respect to 
all these duties towards our fellow men. We 
have not wholly set a saving example. We 
have not adequately educated the young. 
There has been lamentable neglect In the 
home, in the school and in the church, but 
I propose to speak this morning of the 
failure to afford our fellow men in Portland 
the full protection of law against the curse 
of strong drink. I know very well that 
there has been, all along, a measureable en- 
forcement ; the records of the courts show 
this. I fully believe, moreover, that some 
of our officials are sincere and earnest in 
their efforts to enforce the law. I would 
most carefully and cordially recognize all of- 
ficial fidelity. I am sure that the failure of 
citizens to recognize and to praise it, is an 
injustice to faithful men anu a damage to 
the cause of law and order. Officials who 
do their duty ought always to have the 
hearty aud expressed approval of all good 
citizens, without regard of party, but fidel- 
ity to truth and duty compels me also to 
affirm, and I do affirm most solemnly, that 
the present enforcement of our law is utterly 
iuuuc'iubw) amt suauieiuuy Liiuwni, >u uiuuii 

so as to bring tbe law itself into open con- 
tempt, and to make the very name of pro- 
hibition a bye-word iu our city. 1 am aware 
of the very serious nature of this charge. I 
have myself been slow to reach the conclu- 
sion embodied in it. But stubborn facts 
have compelled me, and 1 propose to state 
some of these facts in demonstration of the 
charge. 

The very large and constant sale of liquor 
in Portland is a fact patent to any observer. 
It is indicated only inadequately by the ar- 
rests for drunkenness, for these Dy no means 
cover all cases of even gross Intoxication. 
But the figures are fearfully significant, par- 
tial though they be. The arrests for drunken- 
ness from July 1, 1887, to Jan. 1, 1888, a 
period of six months, were 922. And the in- 
crease of drunkenness as well as its extent 
is terribly suggested by a comnailson with a 
similar period two years ago; that is, from 
July 1, 1885, to Jan. 1, 188b; during which 
the arrests umbered but 567. Uere is an in- 
crease of 355 arrests during the six months 
just now closed. A sad proof of the preva- 
lent drinking among our fishermen came to 
my notice during a recent call upon a city 
official;who, by the way, assured me that 
the law against liquor selling was as well 
enforced as the other laws of our city. A 
gentleman employing a large number of fish- 
ermen entered, to inform the official meii- 
tioneu that his fishermen were obtaining 
liquor with entire freedom; that they were 

accustomed to go in a crowd, after receiving 
their pay, to a certain shop; where many u( 
them suent all their wages, leaving their 
families to sutler want. I know of no feature 
of our present condition more distressing 
and alarming than the prevalence of drink- 
ing among young men and boys. Never, I 
believe, have there beeu so many club 
rooms where drinking is habitual as at the 
present time. It has been alleged that these 
club rooms were the direct coosequence of a 
prohibitory law. The charge is hardly sus- 
tained by their rapid increase under its non- 
enforcement. But the nefarious business of 
tbe ruiuseller is reaching even into our public 
schools for its victims. One of our school 
houses is in a vicinity notorious for liquor 
selling. A teacher iu that school says: "A 
pupil in the primary root, is often under the 
lnmince of drink. A few weeks since, he 
was in such a state that tbe principal called 
in a policeman to remove iiliu.'’ I have it 
also upon tbe authority of a teacher in that 
school that "in one room every boy but one 
allows that he drinks." A teacher in tbe 
free kindergarten says that a child of nine 

years comes to school frequently Intoxicated. 
Months ago the attention of a certain official 
was called to this state of things by a mem- 
ber of the school board; and ne was asked 
If the rum shops In that neighborhood could 
not be shut up. Whereupon thgt offleial ex- 
pressed bis surprise that there were any rum 
shops on Centre street The sweet Innocence 
of certain officials is something phenomenal. Meanwhile the mischief stifi goes on. A 
minister of this city told me within a week 
that he had stood upon the sidewalk over 
against a liquor shop close by that school 
house and plainly seen the drinking, as the 
throng of customers passed through the 
swinging door. He further stated to me that 
he had never seen a more |open selling of 
liquor during his years of residence in a 
city that granted license. 

In the face of such tacts as these. It D pre- 
posterous to suppose that our city and county 
officials are doing all they can to enforce the 
law. 1 have come most reluctantly to be- 
lieve that the attitude of the authorities 
towards the traffic is extremely unsatisfacto- 
ry. Let me state some of tbe facts that 
have compelled me to that conclusion. 1 set 
out, with a friend, on a recent evening, upon 
a round of investigation. I had heard much 
of the open sale of liquor, and I was loth to 
believe it; so I went to see for myself. Pass- 
ing down Clark street, we came to Dan forth. 
Just beyond the corner we saw a woman en- 
ter the door of a saloon; we followed ber in 
a moment, and entering the inner room we 
saw the (muring of liquor by the bartender 
for that woman. Passing to Commercial 
street, we came almost Immediately upon a 
saloon In full operation. The oater door 
stood wide open. We entered, and passing 
to the partition wall, we got a full view of 
the bar in the inner room. My friend looked 
through the scratched pane of a painted 
window, and I found abundant vision 
through the inner door, which stood ajar. 
We saw a row of men at the bar, some of 
them in the act of drinking, while the bar- 
tender was busy serving others. In both 
these places there was not a sign of watch- 
fullness; not a door barred, and in the latter 
instance the outer door was wide open and 
the inner door ajar. The.unconcern of both 
seller and buyers was demonstrated by the 
fact we retired from the place last mention, 
ed undiscovered; and when my friend re- 
turned a few moments later, he found the 
same condition of affairs. Up to this Mine 
we had seen no policeman; but we soon 
came upon two. They were inside a restau- 
rant, or at least a room that had that ap- 
pearance. The only apparent business was 
that of loafing. After a brief observation 
from without we called them; told them 
what we had seen, and asked them to arrest 
the man behind the bar at the place last de- 
-..-few uo, MW 

first on the ground that they would be known 
by their dress, and afterward, when remind- 
ed that we had not been even seen during 
our prolonged and close observation, on the 
ground that they had no warrant. We ex- 
plained to them that it was not a case of 
search, for which a warrant would Indeed 
be required, but simply of the arrest of a 
criminal in the very act. They still main- 
tained that they had no right to enter with- 
out a warrant, one of them telling me that 
the bartender would have a right to knock 
him down if he entered. That the conduct 
of these guardians of tbe law may be fully 
understood, let me illustrate by a case en- 
tirely parallel. No officer has a right to en- 
ter a house and make search for stolen goods 
supposed to be therein concealed, without a 
warrant issued for that purpose. But it Is 
quite another case when a man is found in 
the very act of stealing. These officers did 
precisely what an officer would do who, up- 
on information by two citizens that a burgla- 
ry was being committed within a block, 
should refuse to arrest the burglar on the 
ground that he had no warrant. Imagine 
any policeman thus refusing, Resuming our 
walk, we found no policeman until we 
reached the corner of Commercial and India 
streets we found one upon his beat. Upon a 
succeeding evening, my friend and 1 were 
coming up Clark street from Commercial 
street, when, within sight of the corner of 
Uanforth street, we noticed a policeman 
standing with a burly fellow upon that cor- 
ner. As we passed, this fellow left the po- 
liceman, ran diagonally np Danfortb street 
so as to cut us off, and entered the very sa- 
loon into which we had followed the woman 
on the preceding evening. We heard him 
slam the door and boit it, and we wondered 
why he was so much more afraid of two 
ministers than of the policeman. 1 am glad 
to say that I had the pleasure on Friday 
of hearing a jury pronouuce this man guilty 
of maintaining a nuisance; and this, strange 
as it may seem, in spite of the brilliant hy- 
pothesis, of the honorable counsel, urged 
upon tbe jury with Ciceronian eloquence, 
that there was no proof that the liquid he 
was seen pouring was anything more than 
red ink or cranberry juice. It ought to be 
ai-akcu msu, mat tins cuavicwuu was nut pro- 
cured upon tbe complaint of any officer of 
the law, but upon complaint of citizens. 

After the statement of such facts as these 
it seems tame to say that policemen have, to 
my knowledge, been repeatedly informed of 
llie open loading of liquors upon wagons In 
mid day for transportation through the city; 
aud have failed to make seizure of the same, 
though the opportunity was within two 
blocks of the place where they stood. 

But there is more to tell; aud it Is, If possi- 
ble, of even greater consequence. I had 
heard it affirmed, that there was open sale of 
liquor in our hotels. I wanted to know; and 
1 went to see. I have repeatedly visited the 
bar rooms in three of our pripcinal hotels. I 
found them without the sligl 
though I had previous inform 
cation of but one of them. I 
slightest degree of concealme! 
In connection with one of them, which 1 
have visited six times, I have never found so 
much as a closed door, even from the pas- 
sage way X could plainly see the selling and 
the drinking. I declare to you upon my own 
repeated observation that there is the open aud constant sale of liquors over a bar in 
tlireeof our leading hotels, all that I visited 
—constant unless Sunday be an exception. 
There is an open bar in each of these places 
running day and night. The business has 
been carried on as freely and as openly as 
billiard playing or boot blacking. Indeed, 
in one of these hotels one cannot reach the 
billiard room without passing the door of the 
bar room, and that door I have never found 
otherwise than wide open. Another door 
opens directly from the bar room to the bil- 
liard room. (Since the above words were 
written there has been a seizure in ail these 
hotels. Doth of liquors and bartenders. It Is 
a pertinent inquiry why It was left to clti- 
zeus to make complaint and procure the en- 
forcement of the law. Why was it not done 
by officials appointed for that purpose, and 
done long ago?) As i have watched the op- eration of these bars I have been deeply 
stirred. 1 have thought of the multitude of 
young men who are from time the guests of 
these hotels. 1 have thought of their early 
homes; of their mothers, kneeling every day 
to pray that their sons might be kept from 
the evil that is in the world. I have been 
compelled thus to think, as I have seen 
young men in numbers passing into the bar 
room. Think of the devilish Ingenuity that 
places a bar next door to the large and at- 
tractive billiard room, so that no young man 
can enter the latter without passiug the open 
door of the former. I have thought, too, of 
the peril that these bars bring to tbe men of 
our own city, younger and older. Two of 
these rooms, at least, may be entered direct- 
ly from the street, without passing through 

I the hotel, and without risk of observation. I 
•info naw.ucu meso sHmcuiiiimn, ttilu uiu 

certify that they are largely used. In one of 
these hotels not long since a man fell from 
the stairway and died from injuries received. 
He was a drinking man. and a bottle was 
found upon his mangled body. The clergy- 
man who attended his funeral was assured 
that the liquor was not purchased in that ho- 
tel. Oh! No! But just beneath the door on 
which he lay was the bar room, with its un- 
checked business of devastation and death. 
We may well wonder how seme people can 
sleep quietlv in their beds. 

My friends, you may think me unduly 
moved by Intense feeling. I would to Uod 1 
might bring a contagion cl fire to your owu 
hearts; that you might be moved! 1 pity bint 
who is not moved by the contemplation of all 
the ravages of this awful curse. 1 would you 
might have seen the poor, dirty wretch that 
came not long ago to my door, begging ine to 
go with him to his home, lest he should fall 
again into the hands of the monster on his 
way. I would you might hear him groan and 
feel him writhe as I did, while we walked 
arm in arm upon the street in the evening 
darkness; crying "Oh! how it burns! Oh! If 
I could only get rid of that awful, desperate 
craving for drink!" 

1 would you might enter, as I did, the 
house where his family were waiting for 
him in a condition of forlornness and Jdes 
pair which I will not try to describe. I wish 
you might sit down, this day, beside an aged 
woman in this city whose only son was bur- 
led not many days since. He was a strong 
man, brilliant, loving, tender and devoted; 
occupying a position of trust. He was a 

?:raduate, X think, of our High School, and 
or years a Sunday school scholar. Only 

last winter he rose fur prayers in one of our 
churches. But the drink demon spun around 
hiui the mvisible cords of death. He lost 
all ability to withstand the tempter. He 
was discharged from his business position. 
Ho went on in despair until delirium came 
ou. He died as the direct result of fearful 
dissipation, leuviug that mother, together 
with his immediate lamily, without protec- 
tor, without support, save as He cares for 
them who feeds the birds.

Somebody once asked a man if be agreed 
with the statement of a certain speaker to 
the effect that if but one youug man were 
saved it would be worth all the cost of a 
year's work by a certain institution. lauot 
tliat an exaggerated s.atemeut? was the in- 
quiry. “No; not if it were my son”, was 
the reply. Mothers, wives, sisters, suppose this man had been your son, husband, 
brother!

The Argus declares in favor of reducing 
the tariff on sugar. By and by it will be 

found favoring the abolition or reduction of 

t!ie tax on tobacco. The Democracy are not 

manifesting so much anxiety to dispose of 
the surplus on the lines laid down in the 
President's message as they were.- 

The decision of the committee on elections 
in favor of Mr- Carlisle is only what was ex- 

pected. It may be just, but unfortunately 
the decisions of such cases are notoriously 
controlled to sueli au extent by partisanship 
that the public has little confidence in them. 
Such contests ought to he submitted to the 
court or some tribunal especially created 
for the purpose. They they would bo de- 
cided according to the evidence. Now as a 
rule they are decided by the political coni- 

plection of the committees. 

About this time of year, as the almanacs 
6ay, look out for the appearance of J. W. D. 
In the early morning he may be looked for 
in the Argus. In the evening, if there is 
any public meeting where general discussion 
is permissable, he may generally be found 
there. By and by bis star will have risen 
sufficiently high to admit of its being seen 
by everybody. In other words, his “boom” 
for mayor will have become open. Just now 
it is somewhat obscured—purposely obscured 
perhaps. But a political telescope of very 
moderate power will discern it even at this 
distance from the municipal election. 

The methods of the men who are “boom- 
ing” California are none too scrupulous if 
anything may be judged from a recent pas- 
sage of arras between the “boomers” of Los 
Angeles on one side, and those of San Fran- 
cisco, Oakland and Berkeley on the other. 
On a recent occasion, when the information 
readied Los Angeles that there was snow on 
the hills back of Oakland and Berkeley and 
in San Francisco, the “boomers” of the 
south lost no time in telegraphing orders to 
San Francisco for any number of photo- 
graphs showing the sdow, their object being 
to exhibit their prizes to Easterners as rep- 
reseating the usual state of affairs in the re- 

gion of the great metropolis. But the San 
Francisco papers are now rejoicing that the 
audacious "boomers” of the South iiave 
been paid in their own coin. The San Fran- 
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tives that show Los Angelas as it appeared 
during a great flood, and other pictures that 
show San Bernandino under a snow’, and 
snow-drifts uncomfortably near Riverside. 
These pictures are, of course, for the benefit 
of such Easterners, who are innocent enough 
to be prejudiced by photographs. The in- 
ference is obvious that the Eastern man who 
goes to California to invest his money should 
take along with him the wisdom of the ser- 

pent. 
__ 

It goes without saying that it is the duty 
of the officials to faithfully and impartially 
enforce the laws to the best of their ability. 
If they do not do so they are culpable. But 
the condition of public sentiment must al- 
ways be an important factor in the enforce- 
ment of any law. If one-half the commun- 

ity are opposed or indifferent to a law', that 
law will not be so well enforced—no matter 
how faithful and diligent the officials may 
be—as a law which is sustained by a practi- 
cally unanimous public sentiment. Officials 
must rely to a very large extent for informa- 
tion of the violation of laws on the people. 
They cannot be everywhere or see every- 
thing. Here is one of the difficulties of the 
enforcement of the liquor low. There is a 
considerable minority which is Indifferent to 
it. There are very few persons, W'ho, if 
they know of a burglary or larceny, but will 
inform the officers and volunteer what evi- 
dence they may have in their possession as 
to who the culprit is. But there are hun- 
dreds of people in every city in Maine—many 
of them people, too, who believe in temper- 
ance and prohibition—who, when they 
Know mat a notei or a drug store Is selling 
liquor will not go out of their way to inform 
the authorities. In criticising the enforce- 
ment of the prohibitory law and contrasting 
it with the enforcement of other laws thts 
fact must be taken Into account. Any com- 

parison that does not take it into accoant is 
unfair and unjust to the officials. Rev. Mr. 
Bayley’s sermon discloses a far from satis" 
factory state of things. But judgment as to 
where the responsibility lies should be sus- 

pended until all sides are beard. 

The statistics of the transportation depart- 
^^T'lent of the Xew Brunswick railroad are of 

'“dlngjidcrable interest in Maine, because over 
that rdTITtraH the products of the great coun- 

ty of Aroostook find outside markets. Fig- 
ures showing the amounts of potatoes, 
shingles, starch, hay, bark and sleepers 
transported from points on the Xew Bruns- 
wick Railway to points beyond Bangor each 
year from 1879 to 1887 inclusive have been 
made public. Uufortunatelj there are no 
means of determining what part of these ex- 

ports come from Aroostook and what part 
from the Provinces. The proportion coming 
from tlie Provinces, however, is probably 
relatively small. The figures show an im- 
mense increase In the traffic since 1879. The 
showing for 1887 is made uBder different cir- 
cumstances from that of other seasons. In 
May the Maine Central and Xew Brunswick 
railroads were flooded for two weeks so that 
alhinovements of freight were suspended. 
These freshets also caused many of the mills 
to be idle, some of them even to July. A 
comparison of the traffic of the years 1879 
and 1880 with that of the years 1886 and 1887 
will eliminate the difficulties which these ex- 

ceptional circumstances put in the way of a 

comparison of last year with 1679, the first 
year of the record. The figures are as fol- 
lows :

The increase in the amount of starch 

shipped In those eight years has not 
amounted to much, if anything. Of hay the 
recoru ui 1000 was auuau ox any previous 

year, and was the consummation of a steady 
Increase since 1881, when the twelve and a 

half million tons of 1880 dropped suddenly to 
six and a half millions. Bat again in 1887 
there is a sadden drop back to the figures of 
1880. Of potatoes and tlie various kinds of 
lumber the increase has been rapid and 
quite steady. 

QUEER ADDRESSES. 

Rhymes that Entertain the Post Of- 
fice Clerks at Biddeford.

The upper part of the 
face of tlie envelope was taken up by a pen 
and ink sketch of n cross-eyed and bandy- 
legged Cupid aiming a shaft at the two-cent 
stamp in the corner, and beneath the de- 
formed god was scrawled tills inscription: 

Cupid, tliou sly little elf, 
Sneed on thy mission ot love; 
l’lcrcc deep tlie heart ofjtlie fond, waiting maiden, 
An angel fiom realms above. 
Carry this missive down to skmvhegan. 
That is the town Where she wells; 
Tell her a true heart beats for her warmly, 
Her name is Eliza V. Wells. 

The post-office clerks after reading tlio 
above came to the unanimous conclusion that 

tlie author of the lines has got it very bad 

indeed, and resolved that he is sadly in need 

of a guardian. One of them suggested that 
it wouldn’t be a bad idea for the angel Eliza 
and her ardent admirer to apply for an en- 

gagement upon the freak platform at some 

dime muse uni and exhibit themselves as the 
! iioriinion lovers from the State of Maine. 

The clerks at the post-office are all the 
I time coming across poetically addressed en- 

j veiopes ill the mails, but it is seldom one so 
I gushing as that which caused ttie explosion 
of rippling laughter this morning shows it- 
self. Not long ago a letter was mailed at the 
office and the envelope bore this direction : 

Not one secret lias this letter, 
1 am free ihls much to tell. 
And tis bound to < Ix ord Village, 
To Miss Annie F. Durell. 
Now. for fear of misdirection, 
And for answer wait in vain, 
I will add tills little item,— 
Oxford Village is in Maine. 

There was some sense in that, if the writer 
was bound to go into poetry In addressing 
ills missive, but when a man exposes his love 
to the oold, unsympathetic gaze of tliepostal 
authorities In the manner that Eliza Wells’s 
loyer did, It is about time to get another cot 
ready at the lunatic asylum. 

A day or two ago a Biddeford man Invoked 
the aid of his muse and backed an envelope 
in tire following manner: 

I'm looking for Hszelton, 
Christened John: 
lie lives in Auburn, 
Where I cauie from, 

Tlie composer of this probably never got 
very far up the heights of Parnassus, hut he 
certainly loosed his poetic soul in a crisp and 
intelligent way, and is entitled to far more 
consideration than the one who loves the 
waiting maiden down in Skowheean. 

But all of those who go out of tire old, cus- 
tomary ruts in directing their correspondence 
do not by any means descend to poetry, and 
the post-office clerks are constantly encoun-' 

tering odd things in the way of envelope 
inscriptions. To the Journal reporter who 
ventured within the precincts where the real 
work connected with the post-office is done, 
one of the clerks showed a variety of 
quaint and curiously embellished envelopes. 
One of them was almost completely covered 
with a net-work of vines, among which num- 
erous figures, probably intended for monkeys, 
were bopping about. Another bore a rather 
cleverly executed female face in ink, maybe 
intended as a counterfeit of the sender of 
the letter or the person to whom It was 
directed. Still another contained on its face 
a quotation from the Bible, but what its sig- 
nificance was is known only to the person 
sending and the one who received the mis- 
sive, probably. 

As a general thing, these elaborate embel- 
lishments and poetical directions are consid- 
ered a nuisance by the post-office clerks and 
a source of extra bother and work, and it is 
only upon rare occasions that the clerk 
whose duty it is to make up the mails comes 
across one that is really attractive or amus- 
ing enough to create a smile instead of a 
frown of Aiinnvnnfp 

THE CHINOOK. 

Cov. Semple Describes the Blessed 
Wind of the Northwest. 

One of the most curious and interesting 
features of the report of Gov. Semple of 
Washington Territory to the secretary of 
the interior, just printed, is the bit of tradi- 
tion and rhetoric which he weaves about a 

zephyr that blows through the mountains. 
“The east wind,” he says, the drying or 

chilling wind, according to the season, that 
blows down the Columbia River with great 
force sometimes,was called by them the Wal- 
la Walla wind, because it came to them from 
the direction of the Walla Walla country. 
In the winter this wind brings freezing wea- 

ther, and sometimes will close the streams 
with ice. In the summer it is a parching 
wind, and its approach can be noted for long 
distances as it lifts the dust and debris high 
in the air. It is an odious wind, and no one 
wishes it to blow upon him. Fortunately its 
reign is always short. It rarely prevails for 
more than a few hours, but will sometimes 
continue for three or four days. 

“Its enemy Is the Chinook wind, so called 
by the Indians alluded to above, because it 
came to them from the direction of the coun- 
try of the Chinooks. This is a balmy wind, 
coming from the Kuro Siwo, or great Jap- 
anese current of the Pacific Ocean. In the 
summer it Is a cool wind, and tempers the 
heat of summer so that nowhere in Washing- 
ton Territory do people fall down with sun- 
strokes. In the winter it is a warm, moist 
wind, and is sometimes slightly odoriferous, 
as if spice-laden from the tropics. It is so 
gentle upon ordinary occasions that its pres- 
ence could not be noted by its motion, and it 
is almost miraculous in its effects. Snow 
and ice disappear before it with rapidity, 
and *t seems to blow for long distances be- 
tween walls of colder air without parting 
with its heat. Sometimes it constitutes an 
upper current, in which case the remarkable 
spectacle Is witnessed of snow melting from 
tue mountain tops while thermometers in 
the valleys register below the freezing point. 
At other tim^s it is the surface current, and 
follows the valleys and gorges as a flood 
might follow them. It seems to bear healing 
upon its wings, like Sandalphon, the Angel 
of Prayer, and it is not difficult to conceive 
that the Indians would wish to personify it in 
order to fix upon it their devotions. 

“This wind sometimes penetrates as far as 
the upper stretches of the Missouri, and even 

tempers the air on the plains of Dakota be- 
yond the Rocky Mountains. Wherever it 
goes the chains of winter are unloosed, and 
the ice-bound rivers are set free. The Chin- 
ook is the natural enemy of the odious east 
wind, and while, ordinarily, it wields its in- 
uurucc ns tjcuuv ns wo mat wan 
the thistle down in autumn, still there are 
times when the two winds engage in giant 
conflicts, and fight for supremacy, now in 
the upper, then in the lower, strata, on the 
mountains and in the valleys, alternately 
driving each other back and forth, swaying 
the trees tossiDg the leaves, and swirling the 
rain drops or the crystals of snow as the one 
or the other advances. But the combat is 
never long, and the victory is always 
with the Chinook. The inhabitants east of 
the Cascade Mountains, when winter has 
seized themjaud the east wind dashes snow 
in their faces, pray for the Chinook to come. 

They look by day for its moist front and 
listen by night for the noise of its combat 
with the east wind, and when it reaches 
tnem they rejoice. 

“Such is the Chinook wind, the blessed 
wind of the far Northwest.”

SOME WAR-TIME MEMO- 
RIES. 

The Story of Two Drummer 
Boys. 

Hi. s. C. In at. l’aul Pioneer-Press.] 
1. 

I rode out to-day in the gentle Tennesset 
winter to the central part of Chickmaugt 
battlefield, a good ten miles from this now 

bustling city. The road lav under the brow 
of lofty Lookout mountain, and around tin 

modest spur of Mission Ridge, through Me 

Farland Gap, Rossville hamlet having beet 

passed, and along the sweeping Southerr 

road that comes now and then in sight o: 

Chickamauga creek, known to history ant 

iu the battle reports as Lafayette road. 

i;drew rein at a medium-sized farm house 
once painted white, about which, and iu out 

particular room, was to be seen many relic: 
of the battle, of bullets, shells and theii 
pieces, broken muskets, soldier buttons, etc 
This was the Kelly house of history, the on< 

of few habitations in all the region that wit 

nessed the havoc nnd desolation of those 
dark and bloody two days of September 
1863. The Chickamauga lies a little back ol 

the house, winding past from the South, 
The fields and grounds about the place art 

substantially unchanged from what the} 
were so many years ago though the then 

spatse woods beyond have grown thick with 

undergrowth almost beyond recognition! 
The wagon road, proceeding" southward, 
crosses the Chickamauga a mile and a halt 

beyond the Kelly house, and at the little old 

bridge stands Lee & Gordon’s mill as it 

stood that day, and from which, stretched 
along the road, now on this side, now on 

that, in the changing fortunes of ^ 
were the Rebel and the Union lines, G**'cen- 
tral point, of struggle near to the Kelly 

^Immediately at the old bridge isauotlier 
road coming in from the right hand or west, 
that at a little less than a mile joins anothei 
iinrth and south road which, known then as 

the Drv Valley road, runs along under the 

Lookout mountain range from Chattanooga 
Trenton Gu. Thus the latter aud the La- 

fayette roads diverged from Roseville, their 
meeting point, and it was by them, the Con- 

federates upon the Lafayette ami the Union 
forces upon the Dry \ alley road, that the 

two armies crashed together as the roads 
upon the field came near together. At or 

near the point where the cross-roads I have 
described as coming across from the bridge 
readies tin) Dry Valley road, is the wonder- 
ful issue of water named Crawfish bprings. 
Thus tills point was, as the forces concen-

" II. 
Last September Monday and Tuesday 

were the twenty-fourth anniversary of the 
battle, on the former day, about midday, a 

broad-sweeping Southern carnage ap- 
proached from the south. As it neared the 
springs a colored driver could be seen out- 

side, and within four people, evidently hus- 
band and wife, a son and daughter, who 
were perhaps ten and twelve years respect- 
ively. Some slight luggage told that the jour- 
ney was not far, perhaps from some growing 
young city a few miles to the southward. 
Just up from the spring at a high point in 

the road near a little school-church the car- 

riage was stopped, and the party, with ap- 
parent animation, alighted, fhe children 
were such blossoms of personal beauty and

HENRY A. HART. 

His Funeral at Deering Yesterday. 

The funeral of the late Henry A. Hart, 
whose death resulted from the disaster 
at Bradford, took place at his former resi- 
dence at Allen’s Corner, Deering, yesterday 
afternoon. Although a very stormy day, the 
house was filled witli the relatives and friends 
of the deceased. The services were con- 

ducted by Kev. Mr. Dunn, of Free street 

church, Portland, assisted by Rev. Dr. A. K. 
P. Small, of the First Baptist church of this 
.city, and Rev. W. H. Haskell, of the Fal 
mouth Congregational church, who repre- 
sented the people of that vicinity. 

Rev. Mr. Dunn gave a sketch of Mr. Hart’s 
life and spoke of the successful character of 
his pastorate at Rockland: but he said that 
his chief work of late years had been at Al- 
len’s Corner, where he w ill be greatly missed 
in the Sunday School and in temperance mat- 
ters. 

Rev. Dr. Small spoke of Mr. Hart’s prepar- 
atory work for the ministry and during his 

pastorates at Rockland and JYarmou.h. He 

said Mr. Dunn had spoken of the deceased 
by the records. He spoke of him from his 

own observation and personal knowledge, 
and from that cause he could not speak as 

he would for his emotions overpowered him. 
Rev. Mr. Haskell spoke of Mr. Hart’s re- 

ligious and moral work which he had carried 
on In that vicinity. He said his works were 

always far in advance of his pretensions, 
and his sincerity and integrity in all his 

transactions had never been questioned. 
The music which was interspersed through 

the services was very fine, and was given by 
a quartette from the Sunday school, who 

sang “Rest, brother, rest,” “Nearer, my God, 
to Thee,” and “Christians, Good Night.” 

The floral offerings were maguificent and 
were composed of the rarest flowers. Among 
the numerous emblems was a superb "Gates 

Ajar,” from the Cumberland County Grange, 
a floral harp from the Village Improvement 
Society, a large wreath from Presumpscot 
Grange, a cross and crown from the Sunday 
school and Maple Lodge of Good Templars, 
and an elegant pillow from the employes in 
the wool factory.

The admirable arrangements of the funeral 
.were perfectly carried out under the direc- 
tion of Mr. Storer S. Knight. 

Mr. Hart was born in Portland July 5, 
1836, and bis boyhood was passed in his na. 
tive city. He was educated in the public 
schools, graduating from the Portland High 
School at an early age. He entered Colby 
University (then Waterville College) at the 
age of seventeen. He was the son of pious 
parents and early experienced the Christian 
religion, which guided all his after years, and 
made him known and loved by all with 
whom he came in contact. While in college 
he became engaged to Miss Helen M. flan- 

son, whom he afterward made his wife. He 

graduated in 1857. Among his friends of 
that period, with whom he kept up a life- 
long acquaintance, were President Pepper of 
Colby University. Rev. G. M. P. King, Su- 
perintendent Corthell of the State Normal 
School at Gorham, the late Rev. Dr. Saw- 
telle, and others. 

After his graduation from college Mr. 
Hart entered Newton Theological Seminary 
and before graduation received a call to be- 
come the pastor of the Pirst Baptist church 
in Rockland, Maine. He completed his 
course and immediately upon graduation 
was married in Portland to Miss Hanson 
and at once settled over the church in Rock- 
land. He remained with his first charge for 
over three years, winning the love and re- 
spect not only of his own parishioners but of 
all his townsmen, and today his loss will be 
deeply mourned by many lifelong and loved 
friends there. One child, a daughter, was 
born in Rockland. He severed his church 
relations there to accept the pastorate of the 
Baptist church in Yarmouth, Maine. Shortly 
after his removal he met with the sad loss of 
his wife, leaving him alone with his little 
daughter. His pastorate in Yarmouth con- 
tinued tor five or more years. 

In January, 1867, he married in Bangor, 
Elizabeth. M.. second daughter of Hon. A. 
R. Hallowell, of Bangor, who survives him. 
The failure of his father’s health compelled 
him to relinquish active pastoral duties and 
enter business life. He became a member 
of the firm of Hart & Co., wool dealers, 
which continued under the old firm name un- 
til his death. lie was interested in many re- 
ligious aud charitable objects, and was a 
prominent Good Templar. He was Master 
of Cumberland County Grange, where his 
loss will leave a void not easily filled. His 
was a retiring, loving disposition, and he 
was always doing something in his quiet, 
kindly, unostentatious way, to relieve or aid 
anyone needing assistance. He was a prom- 
inent temperance advocate, and was superin- 
tendent of the Sunday school at Allen’s Cor- 
ner, which he loved and fostered as only 
ouui a man cumu uu. iic mu uc Kicawv 1 

missed also by the boys at the State Reform 
School, to whom he preached for many years 
and gave many kindly words of advice. 

Mr. Hart leaves a wide circle of business 
friends and acquaintances in the wool trade 
iu Boston and New England, who will re- 
gret the loss of a business associate of such 
sterling integrity and moral worth. He 
leaves a widow, a widowed mother, wife of 
the late Deacon Henry B. Hart, one son, 
Henry B. Hart, a daughter, Helen B., wife 
of Dudley M. Holman, and two sisters, the 
eldest, Sarah K., wife of Hon. Albion Little, 
and Alice H., wife of Holman S. Melcher, 
all residents of Portland.

Master. 1 speak as His servant; I plead in 
His name for those He loves; whose salva- 
tion He bids us seek, I will stand in no pul- 
pit where I may not thus plead. I am aware, 
also, that this utterance will be regarded by 
some from a political standpoint; that it will 
be judged in view of its supposed effect upon 
the prospects of one or another political 
party. I am no partisan. 1 wish from my 
heart that party considerations were wholly 
eliminated from municipal elections; that 
good citizens, without regard to party ties, 
would combine to secure the election of the 
best men for the administration of our laws 
and the management of our municipal busi- 
ness. But 1 know of no interest so large and 
important, entering into municipal contest, 
as that of the protection of individuals, fam- 
ilies and the community from the untold evils 
of the liquor traffic. I aui unable to see the 
superior value of half a per cent. In our tax 
rate, or even of the protection of our railroad 
interests. It is a sad and a threatening fact 
that this discourse will have its chief interest 
to many men ill the community solely oe- 
eause of its possible bearing upon party inter- 
ests, party success and the getting or the 
keeping of political office by certain men. 

I protest against any such view or treat- 
meut of the case. These facts are moral 
facts, except that they are awfully immoral. 
They ought to be considered from a moral 
standpoint, and acted upon from moral prin- 
ciples. They have political bearings, I 
know ; but no mnn is justified in regarding 
them from a partisan standpoint. They 
concern, legitimately, only the administra- 
tion of our own local affairs, the government 
of our city. If they bear hard upon any 
party or persons, the fault is not mine; nor 
will 1 withhold them in cowardly silence on 
that account. For one, 1 am weary of the 
partisan treatment of this whole question of 
the liquor traffic. It is a constant factor in 
local politics; but it is not regarded by either 
of our great parties from a moral standpoint. 
The vote controlled by the liuuor interest. 
which is always a large vote, is a make- 
weight in our elections. It is always for 
sale, ami is put solidly where it will best serve 
the liquor interest. The managers of both 
parties want it, and many of them are ready 
to bid for it. Meanwhile, the best men of 
the Jcity practically ignore this significant 
fact, and support their own party with but 
slight and infrequent regard to its attitude 
towards this unscrupulous and ever-vigilaut 
enemy. For my part, 1 am tired of groping 
in the dark on election day, and finding after 
election, that I have unwittingly voted with 
the liquor interest. 

As a citizen and Christian, I should like to 
vote for a man, thoroughly competent and 
trustworthy in other respects, pledged to the 
impartial, thorough and persistent enforce- 
ment of the prohibitory law; a man for 
whom the liquor interest would not vote. I 
believe it is the duty of the good men of this 
city, and especially of the Christian 
men, to secure the nomination of 
such a man. And 1 believe that such nomi- 
nation would be emphatically endorsed at 
the polls. 

I am aware that difficulties hinder and 
perplex the most diligent officials; and that 
no law ever prevented entirely the crime 
against which it is aimed. But it is simply 
absurd to say that a better state of things 
than the presen tcannot be had. Think of 
the facts that have been stated as to the 
carelessness of offenders: the openness of 
sale; the open bars in our leading hotels 
selling to all coming, without the least indi- 
cation of watchfulness, and continuing for 
many months without any {interference 
whatsoever. Here is a state of affairs that 
may well alarm and arouse all good citizens. 
Where is the secret of this contemptuous 
violation of law ? 1 have no charges to 
make against any individual. 1 do not pre- 
tend to an exact location Jof the fault. Nor 
will 1 undertake to say what considerations 
have outweighed the tears oOvidows, the 
groans of childless mothers, the cries of 
orphaned children, the hunger of homes left 
unprovided for,the agony of men writhing in 
delirium, the purity of young men and the 
eternal well-being of immortal souls. But I 
do not'.hesitate to say that official delin- 
quency is a palpable fact. The law which is 
thus violated stands besides all other laws 
against crime, having the equal authority of 
the expressed will of the people; and having, 
moreover, this peculiar warrant,—that it 
aims at a crime which is prolific of all other 
crimes, the very mother of crime. This 
law, with all other laws, our officials have 
sworn to execute. Yet for months and 
months together its execution is so partial as 
to make it a laughing stock. I affirm that 
sucn omciai delinquency is curable. liven 
the officials of New York city have at times 
been made to do their duty in the execution 
of law. It is an historic fact that in Decem- 
ber, 1877, for nine consecutive days there 
was not an open rum shop in that city. And 
it was simply because every captain of police 
was ordered to close all such in his precinct 
upon pain of instant dismissal. It would be 
strange if Portland policemen could not 
achieve equal results under similarlpressure. 

In 1880 the people of Philadelphia were 
aroused to the open sale of liquors on the 
Sabbath, in violation of law. Certain nat- 
ural conclusions were reached as to the 
cause and the cure of official blindness. A 
committee of 100 citizens from the dominant 
political party was appointed to bring in 
nominations, independently of the action of 
the “machine;” and this committee made the 
enforcement of the law on this subject a 
condition of their support of any candidate. 
The mayor, who desired re-election, made 
haste to comply with this demand of the 
best sentiment of the city, and it became im- 
mediately easy to secure the enforcement of 
the law. 

And lhis bit of history leads me to what I 
wish to say in conclusion. The good peo- 
ple of this city can have a thorough and im- 
partial enforcement of the law when they 
want if and will demand it; enforcing the 
demand, if necessary, with the only argu- 
ment which most politicians can appreciate, 
defeat at the caucus or the polls. Public 
sentiment stands behind and above the 
whole machinery of the govorninent. The 
crown is on the head of the people; the 
sceptre and the sword are in their hands; 
public sentiment in the long run makes the 
laws, elects aud controls the whole body of 
officials, legislative, judicial and executine. 
The}' are but public servants; if they are 
unfaithful, tho people have only to 
rebuke them or to discharge them. 
Therefore, in this inquiry after the fault and 
the responsibility for the open drain shop in 
our city. I lay it, at last, where it finally be- 
longs, at the door of the people themselves. 
Because they have been indifferent; because 
they have devoted themselves every man to 
his own affairs, leaving the trust of citizen- 
ship to the blind discharge of merely votiug 
the party ticket; because they have taken 
lawhreakiug as a matter of course, and have 
winked at its prevalence; because, in a word, 
they have not cared,—therefore, it has come 
to pass, for long time continued, that the liq- 
uor traffic has had free course in its diaboli- 
cal work. “It is befitting,” to use the words 
of another, “that, without distinction of 
creed, religion or politics, we strike hands in 
an earnest effort to enforce the laws and ar- 
rest the progress of this giant and prolific 
evil.” And for our performance of this duty 
He will hold us respousible, who said of old, 
“Where is thy brother?” “The voice of thy 
brother’s blood crieth unto me from the 
ground.” “Deliver them that are carried 
away unto death; and those that are ready 
to be slain, see that thou hold back. If thou 
sayest, behold, we knew not this; dotli not 
He that weigheth the hearts consider it? And 
no mat vujr auui, UULI1 I1UI ilo KIIUW 
it? And shall not he render unto every man 
according to his work’’
