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WATERPROOFING For LEATHER. A
cood article may be made by using paraf-
{ine melted with the requisite quantity of
drying oil, and easting it into suitable
blocks for subsequent use. ‘This bheing
softened by heat, the leather of the man-
ulictured articles, as shoes and harness,
is coated with it and placed near a fire or
ina warm place until the composition
has been absorbed.  When leather has
been impregnated with the mixture it is
not only perfeetly waterproof, but it is
also rendered softer amd more durable.
Shoes retain all their firmness and natur-
al elasticity, and blacking makes upon
them a better polish than before.

Nine men in ten who plant an orchard,
even now-a-days, do so under the belief
that they are planting for their heirs.
The impression is yet very general that
an apple tree at 40 or 50 years of age is,
or shonld be, in its prime. Yet we opine
that even in our most natural fruit local-
ities, it would be difiicult to find orchards
standing intact and vigorous that had
been planted 50 years.  Our own experi-
ence in the West is that trees 25 vears
planted are, as a rule, already past their
prime, so far as their money valueis con-
cerned, even in good fruit distriets.

THE GREAT FOET.
SONAL VIRTUES.

The personal virtues of Mr. Longfellow were
great and lovely. He attracted and inspired
voung men; he was true to his friends and his
convictions without violence or contention, and
he lived from day to day in the most open and
admirable manner. If poets before his exam-
ple were held to be unsteady, eapricious, sensu-
ul, now servile and now bold in their relations
to society, Longfellow?s life would bave broken
up the tradition and justified the way of genius
to man, He had a definite task to perform aml
he did it, and did it too, in the best manner. It
wis irksome to many that he should be so sue-
cessful in a career which was closed against
them; but he succeeded by being more than
they, not less,—amnd such was the Kindliness
that nobody could feel any ill-will.  He smooth-
ed the path for others by the very qualities for
which he was sometimes reproached even by
those whom he served.  His estimate of litera-
ture was u high one, but still lofticr was his
sense of moral duty and of human brotherhood.
He made no pretentions and seldom aimed
higher than he could shoot. It could be said of
him with a modification of Pope’s old couplet
which e wrote about himself.—

That though in Faney's maze he wandeved long,

He stooped to Trath and moralized Lis song.
for he did pick up from the by-ways and ob-
scure places the plebian truth that he wished
to adorn with the lowers of his faney,  He was
the poet of the common rather than of the con-
monplice.-—vet he was too wise to disregand
theme or o manner of treating it beeanse cither
wius trite.

His topies sometimes eame to him in strange
wavs. There was an odd intimate of his cluss-
mate-Hawthorme—one of those strange fish
which Salem nsed to tind a market tor—who
happened upon the story of the Acadian peas-
ants and offered it to Hawthorne as o subject
for one of his romanees,  He could do nothing
with it awd passed it along to the Caomnbridge
poet with whom he dined soon after, 1aking his
Silem conrerewith him, and from the conyersa-
tion at that dinner table in 1540 or thereabonts,
is said to have grown the beautiful legend of
sEvangeline®™—the pearl among Longfellow's
poems.  Yet,inits metrical form. = Evangeline™
was faulty, so that it had to make its way by
the sheer foree of it intrinsic bheanty and
wealth,

Profound a= will be the regret felt for Long-
fellow's death in all cireles of society, the most
tonching manifestations of public sorrow comne
from the persons who are the least eritieal and
whose knowledge of the poet was that which
they have of the bird singing before their win-
dows, or the unknown fricid who has hright-
ened their daily life with a thought of beauty.
A seholar who had been indebted to Long teliow
for friendly furtherance and instruction in Gop-
man literature was thinking of his death a- he

THE FIRST MRS, LONGFELLOW.

Mrs, Longfellow died during his secoml so-
journ in Europe, at Rotterdam, November 20,
1885, How profound was the impression pro-
dueed upon llxim is evident from the “Footsteps
of Angels” and from the allusions in the early
part of *“Hyperion.”  Mrs. Longfellow was, by
the testimony of all who knew her, a person of
rare loveliness of person and mind.  Her
maiden nume was Mary storer Potter, she he-
ing the daughter of Barrett Potter and Anune
(Storer) Potter of Portland,  Her father was
Judge of probate and aman of strong charneier,
holding very decided views as to edueation.
Although himself an old-fashioned  elissical
scholar, he believed the study of Greck and
Latin to bhe unsuitable for givls: all clse wis
open to them—modern languages, literutare,
and mathematies.  For all these, especially the
lust, his daughter Mary had o strong taste: hor
note=hooks, preserved by hier familv, save, for
| instanee, ample and acenrate reports, recorded
| s being = from memory.” of i series of astro-
nomical lectures: and she learned o caleulan
celipses, which must have hoen guite heyond
the average attainments of voung givls of her
day.  she was several years o pupil at the ex-
| eellent school of Miss Cushing, ot Hinghaomn
and all her school papers, absteacts, and com-
positions show a thoughtful and well=trained
mind. Some exhibit a metaphysical turn, others
are girlish studies in history and geography. but
the love of literature is visible everywhere, in
copious extracts from the favorite authors of
that day —Cowper, Young, Mres. Hengos., Bor-
nard, Barton and even Coleridge and Shelley,
Further onin the sevies of note-hooks the hanil-
writing hecomes firmer and maturer, and notes
and translutions appear upon the pages in e
unmistukeble autograph of Longfellow. ahaost
precisely the same at 24 as at Th Steange that
while all else in and around us changes, this
trivial acetdent ealled our hand-writing. shou i
so often b the one permanent and unalieeibl
trait !

On July 8,
1861, his idolized wife was burned to death in
his very presence, by her el tiuking five,
in spite of all efforts to extinguish the fames.
The shock to Mr. Longfellow was so great that
for a time it seemed as if reason itself was in
danger s and though he came gradually baek to
his acenstomed life and pursoits, he seemed
theneetorward an old man.  Yet he turned
again 1o his work, and there was havdly an
abatement to his activity until within  thres
months of his death.
