Wanted—A Harmless Retrenchment
Scheme.

Happily we arc able to set out with an
affirmative proposition from which no one
dissents. Ezpenses must be reduced. Every-
body says so. The man who objects is an
ideal creation of political conventions which
are obliged Lo presnme his existence in order
to warrant the earnestness and argumenta-
tiveness of their resolutions. From this
poiut onward our course is very clear and
plain, but as completely negative as a free
toinker's creed. We can tell exactly where
the pingh must no? come.

In the first place salaries must be very ten-
derly bandled. Congressmen, to be sure,
who bhad added fifty per cent to a salary
Iarger than that received by any other given
body of men of anything like the same size,
after being threatened by thelr constituents,
assailed. with *‘forty-jackass-mud-power’’ by
the journals, reviled, lampooned, caricatured,
hooted, pelted with resolutions and clothed
with curses enough for a century’s wear,
found that the demands of the people could
not be satisfied without depriving them of
the means of “living in the style becoming
the representatives of a great people.” Be-
ing somewhat exLausted by this vehe-
ment effort of virtue they will naturally be a
little languid about diminishing the incomes
of their friends in other official positions. It
is clear 1 hat retrenchment must be sought in
some otl.er directicn than this.

But there are the public bufldings—costly
structures erected by the general govern-
ment in all paits of the country under in-
spiration of the magnificent Mullett—surely
we can stop work on some of these for a brief
space and make shift to put up with the old
ones till the emergency is past. No! That
suggestivn has already caused the classic
hack of Busion to arch inso portentous a
manner as must bring the appropriation
committee and Congress to an instant
pause. Boston Las counted on its million
for a post office extension, and a com-
mittee of the City Goverument has
been to Washington to present the
Athenian ultimatum. And if Boston is
to have its million will honorsble members
refuse their own constituents the bagatelle of
afew huodred thousand, which they want
for their 6wn little custom houses and post
offices? Clearly there canbe no retrench-
ment here. It ill befits a great and free peo-
ple to present to the eye of the censorious for-
eigner, starveling legislators, and mean hov-
el-like pudlic buaildings.

Bat there are the coast defenses? We are
at peace, and, if we were not likely to remain
80, good authorities declare that some of the
most costly defensive works are useless for
the purpose for which they are designed, and
that monitors are infinitely more serviceable
for harbor defense certainly. Hold there!

And so on through the whole list of propos-
ed economies, They are all received with
vialeat objection for they all ignore the fuu-
damental principle of ‘“retrenchment made
easy,” that no citizen in public or private lite
shall suffer the slightest incouvenience from
it. If there are any statesmen in Congress,
let them frame a comprehensive scheme of
radizal reform In which this principle shall be
kept steadily in view. Such a scheme would
not embarass anybody or anything in particu-
lar, but would fall with its fall force on things
In general and would be greetel with smiles
and serenity by the happy, enlightened, in-
telligent and andisturbed citizens,

Apparently despairing of the advent of such
a vniversally beneficent scheme fresh from
Utopia, Congressman Hale went directly at
the Naval estimates and, presto! they shrank
from tweuty to sixteen millions of doilars, at
which figare the House promptly voted the
appropriation. This hasa pleasant ring of
business in it to the average citizen but will
naturally be a little disagreeable to the par-
ticular citizens who waunted the odd four
willions.

Aproros of the present quest after a

scheme for raising State revenmes without

direct taxation, the report of the Insarance

Commissicner is of speclal interest. The re-

port shows that foreign fire insarance com-

panies received in premiums last year $699,-

171.83 and paid in losses $378,185.19,showing

a net gain for the year of $320,086.64. Do-
mestic companies received $56,187.89 in pre-

miums and paid $34,161 68 in losses, showmng
‘a net gain of $22,025.71. Whole profit from

fire insarance $343,012.35.

In life insarance the companies received in
premiums $1,134,052 88 and paid in losses
and claims $252,391.17, gaining $381,661.71,
and making the whole amount earried out of
the State. more than was returned, for the
yewr, $1,202,648.35, In the estimates for life
companies it is fair to consider the probable
future increase of losses in proportion to the

gains, as the policies now issued become
claims by the death of the holders; but even
with this ailowance there is a large margin to
justify taxation. In some States—notably
Pennsylvania—a large item of the revenues
is the insurance tax. and vur State may find
its account in following their example, Mr.
Paine, late Insurance Commissioner,now Tax
Commissioner, possesses full information to
enable him to niake a practical and valuable
recommendaticn on this subject,

THE expression of the Natioval Board of
Trade last week, at Baltimore, at this junc-
ture, is fortnuate in as much as it may bave
a tendency to countera:t some of the erro-
neous expressions of Congress. This body,
composed of business men, many of them
from the West, voted 44 to @ to respectfully
recommend to Congress that “there shall be
no further issnes of irredeemable paper money
whatsoever,”” The position of the Board of
Trade on the transportation question is equal-
ly ereditable. The members recognized the
present difficulties, but both Western and
Eastern members decided that *‘it is inexpe-
Cient for Congress at the present time to as-
sume any pecuniary obligations to make
any appropriation in aid of artificial means
of transportation.”

But when this animat-
ing sustaining spirit is itself weakened and
wounded, the outer man will soon droop. and
ere long wuste away, unless sustained by the
Spirit of God which hovers about us,end is ever
ready to minister to our relief and to restore
us to ‘the blisful seat~’ which God hath pre-
pared for them that love him.”

Let us briefly scan sevéral phases of human
life in which we behold some of the most af-
fecting examples of a wounded spirif. And
surely if we are touched by the sight of a main-
ed or weunded body, how much more should
we feel for hearts that bleed and spirits that
groan, because of afflictions that enter as an
iron into_the soul.

Regard yonder aged man bowed, mnot so
much by age, as by the poverty which his dress
discloscs in spite of the care he has taken to

put the best side out. Once he was a man of
rosperous fortunes, with troops of friends,
awned on and Hattered. Now there are none
50 asto do him reverence. Prematurel
old, destitate and deserted, his children dead’;
his wife, witness and sharer of his- poverty, is
it strange that he is no longer sustained by the
AMlery spirit wtich was formerly witbin him, but
flits about his old haunts like a wonnded bird,
or a familiar spirit?

8till greater the hardships and lonely the lot
of the poor widow, bereft at once of Ler hus-
band and the support that he afforded her. OF
all our charities. those which minister to the re-
lief of those doubly afflicted, ars most com-
mendable and Christian,

But far beyond any outward loss or cause of
grief, ure the sorrows of the soul. For “the
mind a kingdom is!"” in which the most power-
ful forces have free and full play and are the
springs of the highest joy and the wmost poign-
nant griefs. If weare touchied by the sight of
faded gentility where the change has had no
p:valty but 1.8sof social rank, shull we not drop
& tear at the spectacle of happi

ness utterly wrecked, as in the man
of affairs, once of erect form,

lercing e and noble mien betrayed
¥ his associates, or still more by the baseness
of his own heart to the upbraidings of con-
science and the scorn of mankind; of the
woman who in the heyday of youth und beaut
wus decked as a bride, the cynosare of ail
eves, the idol of her family, now broken by
sickness, by harshuess, possibly by desertion
more dreadful than death,

The lowest deep. however, is reached by the
wounds of the soul self-inflicted. Who can
bear them? The younz man who sets at
naught the couvsels of pious parents, men of
the world whose only pursuit is pleasure with-
out regard to the suffering inflicted on others;
men of business whose hearts are set on riches
even though they prove the wages of unright-
eousness, aspirants for office aund pablic
honors who puichase them at the ex-
pense of uprightness aud honesty, is it
pot true of them and many o'hers, that they
willingly fall into mavy temptations and
plunge into a sea of sorrows, the cursors of
death itself, Ounr hearts must be bard indeed,
if we are not moved by the thought of what
Rreat trausgressors suffer in their dowoward
carcer. Wiat voices from home—a mother's
prayer, a father's counsels, a sister’s entreaties,
the warnings of friends, the sneers of foes,

he proud mav’s contumeiy, the goed man’s
pity, the upbraidings of conscience, self-respect,
all successively disregarded and defied, till no
man has aught to give them more, nud it only
remains to consort with the depraved and lost.

“No doubt the actual moral depravity of those
lost to their families aud society is much less
in compatison with many whe retain a good
name, than is commonly suppised, In the eyes
of the world, the d*ference is great enough to
separate them as a shepherd separateth his
sheep from the goats, but in the sight of God
it may be far less. For He reads the hearts of
ull aad kuows the extenuating circuinstayces—
bow many and great the temptations, and how
far all this way quoulify the mor.il responsibili-
ty, or mitigate the awerity of the penalty at-
tached 1o the sins of life. Above all, let us re-
membe that before Him, there is “noman that
liveth and sinneta not.” *‘All have need of re-

In the aand of the Lord, there is acup mixed -

pent nee, renewal, and a return to Him from
whom we have all strayed lik @ lost sheep.' As
each on: realizes this for himself, he should
arize and return to his Father
Not for a few specially 'Fullty, but for each
of you in the gospel of Christ
“The préclons balm is found
To lull thy pain and heal thy wound.
Come then, come now, by sin opprest
On Jesu-~ cast thy heavy load
In Him thy remg: Il.ud,. thy rest
Sale in the merey of thy God.”

ST. LAWRENCE STREET CHURCH,

Iu the absence of the pastor, Rev. B. N,
Stone of London, N. Y., preached foom Matt,
xx, 25—28. It should be most carefully ob-
served that Cbrist does not condemu the aspira-
tion for grestness itself, bat only the spirit and
motive that prompted the petition of Zebedee's
sons, He never attempted to reduce men in
their civil and religious relations to a dead level
of uniformity, in condition and rank, On the
contrary he recognized, as right and necessary,
the distinclions existing in human society be-
tweer superiors and inferiors, masters and ser-
vants, kivgs and subjects.

In the charch of Christ, also, though be-
lievers are a common brotherhood, yet they are
very unequal in worth and digoity. And in
heaven there are differences in glory among the
perfect, as one star differs from another,

It foilows, therefere, from the very constitu-
tion of the natural and the spiritual world, that
there is a greatness, a pree minence, which may
be a lawful object of desire. Indeed,every man
ought to aim at greatvess. That wbhich distin-
guishes us irom the brutes is aspiration towards
the infinite and eternal.

But there are two quite confiicting opinions
as to what constitutes greatness. Christ marks
outa way to be great just the opposite to that
of the world. Here, then, we reach the most
serious queslion, the main point in the subject
before us.

It bas ever been the common opinion of man.
kiod that one will be great in proportion to his
power over others to compel their services for
himself. In all governments where christian-
ity has been unknown, the people bave been
regaraed only as slaves, and tools, to build the
King up in magn’ficence and juxury. It isthis
same idea of greatness which underlies every
form of aristocracy and caste in society and in
rehigion, and from wnich has spruug slavery,
the degradation of woman, and evers form of
oppression and frand. Thus the great object of
the world is not to serve, but to be served.

Bat Christ just reverses the worldly idea of

atnes: ; whosoever will be great among you,
et him be your minister, Greatness must be
gained in doing service, not simply recewviug it.
And the greater the man the greater the ser-
vice. The chief of all must he the chief ser-
vant of all.

This doctrine is confirmed by these two con-
sidertions: 3

1. Love, which is the chief glory of life,
demands from its very nature that we 1've to
serve others, and not ourselves alone. Love
cannot rest in what is one's own; it must seek
others to whom it can upite itself and supply
their wants from its own fullness. Every one
is 50 made that what is his own ecan sapply
some want in every other, and all others can
supply some wart in himself, aod thas all are
maue perfect by the mutual service of each.
We get life from all by giving our life to all.
By the very make and functions of our bein
love must needs be a servant of others as muv
as in it lies.

2. The second consideration bearing ou this
point is that we find as mat.er of fact that
those who have become truly great in the world
have become so by performing great service for
mankind. >
. Jesas is universally acknowledged to stand
incomparably sarerior to the uoblest and best
of the sons of earth. But bow did he win his
preeminence? He himself has told us: Even
as the Son of Man came not to be ministered
unto, but to minister. His wholse hfe was a
service—one perpetual act of self sacrifice, suf-
fering, bearing the cross for the redemption of
the world. And so all others, who have been
truly eminens in the stateor the church, bave
been iv some way benefactors of the race. No
other titles than those of distinguished service
will stand the test of time and be accepted by
the moral judgment of mankind. There are
those gifted with rerarkable endowment, who
have wrought wonderful deeds, whom we are
accustomed to cull great men. But it is rather
the endowment, the external ition that is
great; the man himself is small; and all the
smaller becauso of his false elevation. Those
who have occapied stations of bonor and power
of which they did not make themselves worthy
by corresponding service,have in their hives not
one element of true greatness. Let every one,
therefore, who aspires to the high places of so-
‘ciety, remewmber that the true way to greatness
is the way of service.

MOUNTFORT STREET CHURCH.

Rev. Mr. Mossell preached in the morning
taking as his text—“For God so love
the world that he gave his only begotten
son that whosoever believeth in  him
shall not perish but have everlasting life.”
Expressions of God’s love are seen in bis care
and provision for the creatures, which he lLas
uot crowned with the dignity of free agency
and moral responsibility. He feeds the raven,
clothes the lily and notes the fail of the spar-
row. “These wait all upon thee that thou
magyest give them their meat in dne season.”
A bigher expression of God's love is seen in
the adaptation ol the things which he has
made to the wants and nature of man. We
draw frow the storchouse of nature that which
supplies our table and which beautities and or-
naments onr homes. Oar wearing apparels are
her gifts, and the light which warns the mario-
erand briugs joy to the heart of the weary
traveller is one of her most common blessiugs,
We bave but.to touch the earth on which we
walk and obedient toour wills morasses are
changed to verdaot meadows and deserts to
blovming gardens. Now if we are led to ad-
wire the Creator of all things for the care which
he exercises over his humbler creatures and his
adaptation of all that he has made to the wants
and patare of man, we are constrained to love,
serve and obey him for the gift of his only be-
gotten son. which is the higaest expression of
his love.

We are not able to tell why God has loved us
tosuch a degree, Mau’s love is based oo
some praiseworthy qality or gualities inherent
in the object. But what is there to call vut
such an expression of God’s love as this—the
giltof hisson? We have lost the image of
the heavenly. The scripiure representation is
thie—Born and conceived in sin, we are nnable
to th.nk a good thought, speak a good word or
doa good act. This is d-pravity. Perhaps
this is the why—we ure the creatures of his
hand, and unlike the angels. fell trom our first
estate becau e of the tempter. The father
loves his son, even though he breaks his decree
to which is attached the severest penalty.
No one can think of the king, who gave one of
his eyes rather than have his son eprived of
both, without becomiug awfully conscious of
the d'epl.h of parental love. The mother loves
her son, even ihough his wicked career has sep-
arated him from all society. But however great
the love of the parent may be for the child, it is
at an infinite winimom when compared with
the love of God for fallen man. Can a woman
forget her suckiug child, that she should not
have compassion on the son of her womb? Yea,
they may forget, yet will I not forget thee. We
are, no doubt, very ignorantg respecting the na-
ture and character of God,but we do know God
18 love.§This explains all; no sacrifices are too
gre;; for 'ove to malle;

mitting we-are ignorant of the why, we
arenot of the fact that God does love ne
and that Christ is the measure of that love. This
gift of the father can only be estimated in pro-

Tlion as we come to the knowledge of the

lessings which bere come to maukin through
the wdvent of Jesus in the world.  All that is
true in philosophy, sublime in poetry, soul in-
spiring in art and useful in science, is some-
how or sther counected with that system of
truth of which Christ is the centre. The devo-
tion, the love and happingss which charseter-
ises the most ﬁioua, are exponents of that
kingdom which he died to establish, The
peace and prosperity with which our land is
blessed are nn aceidents, but rather the legiti-
mate result of hearts consecrated to the cause
of Christ and the good of Lu.nanity. By the
forceof his character and the divinity which
dwells withiu bim, Christ is bringing the world
to a full recognition of his kingdom and his
right to reign |In Jerusalem he was the despised
and rejected, but to-day he is the desire of all
nations, The fairest among ten thousand and
altogether lovely.

Christ is the pledge of heav:n, and of God for
the fulfillment of every promise vonchsafed to
the world and the church. *‘Shall he not wish
him give us all things,”The greater ever inclues
the less. Christ is cur justification, sanctifica-
tion and redemption. Through him the prisons
of every nation must be opeuved and the cap-
tivesficed. Through him we bave mercy for
the helpless, grace for the unieserving, and
complacency for the good. We look to ,esus
believingly for the removing of the present
system which is designed to prepare the way
for the ushering of the perfect id[:ml, the new
heaveus and the new earth wherein rightous-
ness shall dwell. We might well ask the ques-
tion what tributes are we to briug in return for
that love which has so wonderf 1y blessed the
earth and opened up to faith's Instrocted eye
such a glorivus future? We have the answer
not in the inferences we might draw from
God's love for us, but in bis commands which
are to love him supremely and our neighbors as
ourselves,

Witness went
to the honge and found her s'ster dead on the
sofu. Bhe had heard Pike threaten to kill hs
wife. When be came into the house with
Leighton, he asked for gin and it was given
to him.

Mry. Blades,.the mother of Mrs. Pike, lesti-
fied that she was at Pike’s house about nine
o’clock on the evening of the 14th inst. A vis-
itor there was treating the crowd, Maggie
among the rest. As Maggie was drinkivg
Pike came in, led her into the sitting room, sat
her down hard on the sofa, and told ber to stay
there, though she wanted to come out by the
stova because it was cold. Mra. Blades then
went into her part of the house, but came back
in a few mioutes, Maggie was then laughing
with a girl and a young man named Joe Bean.
She tld them she conld lick then. both. Pike
ran in and grabbed Maggie by the hair, drag-
ged her into the sitting room and threw her on
the sofa, her bead striking the arm. Blades
shouted “Maggie’s killed.”” Witness called
for water, and Pike said, *“I'll kill her, &—n
her, and don’t you forget it.” Maggie opened
her eyes after the water was given her and
spoke to her mother. 'Witaess wanted Maggie
to go home with ber, and Maggie begged her
not to leave. Witness then went bome. Next
morning she heard a noise in Pike’s house and
a boy came in and told her Maggie was dead.
Bhe ran into the room and found her on the
sofain just the opposite position from the
night previons. On cross examination witness
admitted that Maggie was subject to fainting
fits. Direct examination being resumed, she
said that Maggie fainted immediately on being
thrown on the sofa. The prosecution attempt-
ed to get in evidence of systematic bad treat-
ment on Pik.'s part but the court rnled it us
inadmissible.

The testimony of Wm, Blades,father of Mras,
Pike, substantiated that of his wife. He said
that Pike said when they came into the room
in the morning that they had better send for a
coroner, a doctor was no use, Witness denied
that Maggeie was druok.

Joseph Bean testified that Maggie had been
drinking, and that Pike dragged her into the
gitting room by the hair. He didn’t know
what happened iu the silting room.

The next witness, Wm. Dowling, knew noth-
ing of what happened in the sitting room.

John Rumsdell testified that he wentinto
Pike's alout 11.30. Pike, Conley, Wiswell and
a fisherman were playing euchre in the sit-
ting room, and Maggie was snoring on the sofa
The men soon stopped playing, and Piko sat
down by his wife’s feet and went to sleep.
Witness went to playing cards, and aftera
while the fisherman's Captain came in and
woke up Pike. Pike said ““Come Maggie, come
to bed,” and Scotty cried out, “By God, Mag-
gie's dead!” Pike went for help. Maggie
never moved while witness was in the room.

Coroner Gould testified to bolding the in-
quest, and said he had notreturned the papers
into court. Col, Mattocks demanded their pro-
duction. The Coroner refused. Col. Mattocks
then qnoted in sapport of his position Rex vs.
Scorey, 1 Leach C. C. 43, ‘A coromer on ap
inquisition upon a dead body onght to hearevi
dence on oath not only on the part of the gov-
ernment but on the part of the accused.” Also
2 8iv., 99 and 101 Tacob's Law Dictionary 1L, 1;
2 Hale's Plea of the Crown, 60. ‘‘He shoa!d
hear counsel and evidence on both sides.”

The Mexican Veterans Call Upon the
Fresident.

WASHINGTON, Jun. 17.—The Mexican veter-
ans. at their meeting this morning, ugreed upon
a memortal to Congress asking for pensious for
those who were enga in that war, or their
survising widows aud children.

In accordance with previous arrangements,
the Conveuntien, in 8 body, proceeded the Exe-
cutive Maonsion aud arrunged themselves in a
line iu the east room when the President enter-
ed,»nd was received hy ex-Guvernor Herbert of
Louisiana, who, as marshsl of the convention,
said that the membeis of the convention were
glad to recognize in him an old companion iu
arms iuthe glorious aud victorious battles of
Mexico. The President bowed bis thunks in
reply, und theu, accomparvied by General Den-
ver, President ui’ the conventivn, passed from
oue veteran lo anotber, shakiug bauds.

On the return of the veterans to their hall the
President called their attentionn to a beaatiful
vase which was placed on the ccutre table on

rt of the platform, and which came
from Bouth Carolina: asked the conven-
tion to remain stauding He then called on
Judge Mackey of SBvath Carclina to give its his-
tory

e gaid it was nted by Gen. Andrew
Jackson to Cupt. W. B. Stanley in _trust, for
the last survivors of the Palmetto regiment.

Judge Mackey said the vase was presented
by the ladies of the 39th Congressional dis‘rict
of South Carolina atthe close of the war of
1812. Gen. Jackson bequeathed it to the State
to be given to the man, who in the next foreign
war should be deemed entitled to it by acts of
vallor und gallantry. It was decided after the
last war that no one man should be selected to
hold it and it was preseuted to Capt. W, B.
Stanley to lold in trust for the last survivors
of the Palmetto regiment.

A MURDERER CONFESSES TO
FORTY VICTIMS.

He is Arrested for Killing His
Biother,

for the murder of vis brother Albert. The in-
quebsll&)gtlﬂch has just hinen uoncl:uded, revfegoedb
a irsty propensity on the part o
rivallio thalﬁ;lptba 'Benier family of murder-
ers. The murdered man was killed with an
axe, his head being wvearly eevered from his
body. He wascoming out of a mineral hole in
which he had been at work,

The murder then called to another brother,
who was in an adjoining »haft, and his brother,
vad  Newton, commenced climbing out.
When be reached the surface he saw the body
of his murdered brother Albert, and was about
to run when Bob seized him and, showing the
bloody axe, threatened to kill him instantly un
less he wonld swear to assist in putting the
body away aud to preserve silence. This New-
ton assented to, but on the first opportunity he
escaped to Poiosi, where he gave the alurm,
and the murderer fled to Lancaster. He was
pursued, urrested and lodged in prison, where
he attempted the life of his keeper.

_ A second murder, which has come to
light, is «hat of Olney Neely, a youth of Ellen-
bumu{]’:(‘.mBob Turner was there cuttiug boop
poles mber 23d. The boy started to visit
bis mother, who resides in New California.
The 10ad lay through the timber where Turner
was at work. That was the lasi scen of Neely
until the 9th of January.

People in the ucighborhood having heard of

urner's murderous propensity, and knowing
that young Neely hau to pass where he wus at
work, turned out on Friday last to buns for his
rewalus, Eight meu started and sea.ched the
grouna oo each side of the road. Wheu they
arrived where Turver had been choppin
they found the body, which lay as Iu hnﬁ
fullen two weeks before. The 's head was
nearly c.it from his body, the axe having gone
clear though the neck. A jury empanelled to
hold sn inguest rendered a veruict “that Olney
Neely came to his deatb from a blowof an axe,
in the hunds of Robert Tarner.

Beveral other mysterous murders having tak-
en place in localities in which Turner h:fbeeu
sven, Marshal Benoett visited the prisooer and
usked him tv confess if be hud soy hand in
them. He tinally confessed and he remember-
ed killing two men. A stranger, whom he had
encountered in 2 deep ravine at the back of the
poor farm, and hiding the body. ‘I'be other
man he met on the road to Munsada, where he
was going to get work.

three hours, and if in the night time, before ten of
the clock of the foremoon rucceeding, cause such
snow to be removed from such footway or sidewalk,
and, in defanlt thereof, shall forfeit and lg:y a sum
not less than two dollars, or more than dollars;
and for gach and hour thereafter that the same
thall remain on such footway or sidew such ten
_ant, ocenpant, owner or other person, 8 forfeit
and pay a sum not less than one dolfu-. nor more
thao ten dollars. Awud it such building or lot shonld
extend more than one hundred and fifty feet, on any
street cr land, it shall be the duty of such tenant or
occupant, owner or other person, to remove such
snow from the footway or swdewalk for the space of
one hundred and fifty feet, according to the provis-
ions and subject to the penaities aforesaid.”

“The provislons of the preceding section shall also
apply to the falling of snow from any building.”

substance ; and in case such owner or oocupant, or
other person, shall neglect so to do, for the space ot
six hours daring the day time, he shall forfeit ana
pav Bot less than two nor more than five dollars, and
a like sum for every day that the same ghall contin-
ue 8o encum bered.
