Veto of the Anti-Chinese Bill.

President Arthur has shown the courage of
his convietions and deserves well of the country
for his manly anld deeided course in vetoing thie
anti-chinese hill.  The course which e has
tuken will greatly inerease the respeet in which
he will be hield by the masses of the Republic
party. who donot believe in sneh hlind and dis-
eriminating race legislation.

The Presidents objections to the Hill are sul-
stantially those which the caluest opponents of
the measure have given in Congress,  The Pros-
ident says the bill i virtually prohibitory of
immigration. and for that reason is in violation
of our treaty with China and a breach of na-
tional faith. The President’s opposition to the
passport svstem, provided for L}' the bill. as
undemocratic, is obviously reasonable,  Russia
is the only country in Europe, in which this
relic of autoeracy now survives,  The President
is not blindto the work which the Chinese have
done in developing California and ealls speeial
attention to the injurious etfeet on American
coneree, of o bill that. unless more earefully
guarded, must injure or destroy our increasing
trade with China.  The Presideént suggests that
the prohibition should be made experimental,
that is, for a briet period, for test purposes, and
intimates that to probibit all Chinese immigri-
tion, may be too sweeping,  [Lewiston Journal.

The Ice Trade.

In 1570 ouly about .i-illlltldl tons of fee were
cut in the Statie of Maine for export; now the
quantity is more than ten times as great,  Mil-
lions of money are now invested in’ privileges,
storige fucilities, and machinery on the Kenne-
“alone. A single Philadelphia company cuts
nearly one-fifth of the quantity on this river,
Notwithstanding the great inereases in the re-
sourees of the trade and in the number of com-
panics and dealers, the demand for ice has
more than kept pace, People who formerly
deemed iee ondy an unhealthful uxury, now pé-
ward it a necessity for both he .iIf]l.mllunuum\
The refrigerator, transportation and cold stor-
g |uu|.h e now using thousands of tons,

whore, even five years ago. such use was hard|y
known.  Provision dealers and fresh fish me n
require enormous  quantities of ice.  Forty

vears ugo such an article as ice was se are ely
known in the fresh fish trade. Now .in the
summer season, vessels in the market tish trade
wottld no more go to sea without ice than with-
out nets or hand lines.  Last season about 20.-
H00.000 pounds of ice were used in the fish tride
alone. The quantity used in the tish trade here
is mostly supplied by a single company, largely
controlled and managed by the fresh fish trade
itself.  [Boston Herald.

Economical Bteam Heating.

Experiments have been going on at the model
town of PPullman, near Chieago, for several
months, with a view to use steam as a heaum,
agent throughout the city. The experiments
are now officially deelared to be successtul, and
the <ystem is now in good working order. The
Corliss engine Ilt'm--m:lrll\ generates o vast quan-
tity of waste steam. This steam, heretofore
wasted, is now used in heating houses in_all
parts of the eity from the engine house. The
steann is e lll]\l‘\lll in small iron pipes and con-
nected with a machine in the cellar of the dwel-
ling. The stewn here generates hot air, which
is conveyed throughout the house and maintains
an even temperature.  To cover the cost of lay-
ng the pipes the people using this mode of heat-
ing will be charged a fixed rate per annum,
which is considerably less than the cost of main-
taining furnace s, The system is found perfect-
ly satisfactory in houses distant half a mile
from the e ngine house.
