LEWISTON’S MILLS.

Business Goodwith Prospects Which
Make Agents Hopeful.

Lewistox, Jan. 18.- -Casual talks with the
mill agents and manufacturers find them
hopeful. There is a good deal of life. Goods
are well soid up, and the market is fairly
active. Margins are small, There is strong
talk of a syndicate to take hold of the Lew-
iston Mills, Most of the mills in these cities
have paid their customary dividends this
January, and some of them have increased
over last year. “I think,” says Mr. Jas.
Dempsey of the Lewiston Bleashery, “that
the condition of the market is good. It is, at
least, 50 1u our business, and the prospect is
excellent for the coming year. There is not
money envugh in some classes of goods, but
the tone of the market is satisfactory. I
look for good business.” :

Agent Bean of the Androscoggin says that
they have been having a satisfactory six
months, and that the prospect is good. He
thinks, however, that the tone of the mar-
ket Is not quite so satisfaetory just at pres-
ent as it has been, although he hopes for an
immediate and seasonable improvement. He
notes particularly the fact that the market is
not nearly so lively in coarse goods.

Concerning the Androscoggin mills, it Is
currently said that they have attained a pro,
duetion fully equal to that before the redue-
tion from 11 to 10 hours, This has been done
by addition of machinery and improvement
of methods. The mills are still undergoing
changes aud improvements in machinery and
are being brought up tu a high state of per-
fection. Spinning frames and sample looms
are arriving now from the Saco Water Power
Company of Biddeford. In the fine mill, the
production for the week ending Jan. 14th
1888, was 058,511 pounds. For the week end-
ing Jan. 15th, 1887, the production was 54,035
pounds, For the week ending Dec. 31st,
1887, the production was 58,523 pounds. For
the corresponding week of last year ending
Jan, 1st, 1887, the production was 54,176
pounds. In the bag mill the production is
about the same. For the week ending Jan
14th, 1888, the production of bags was 53,500,
For the corresponding week of 1887, the pro-
duetion was 53,473,

PENNSYLVANIA WORKINCMEN.

The State of Their Troubles in the
Mining Districts.

. READING, Penn,, Jar. 18.—The framing of
a memorial to President Corbin, of the Read-
ing railroad is about to be followed by a pub-
lic meeting to be held shortly for the pur-
pase of giving additional force to the action
of the eity authorities. The general senti-
ment here is in favor of an amicable adjust-
ment of the strike by the adoption of con-
cillatory methods on both sides. It is feared
that unless this is done soon there will be no
possibility of settling the strike for weeks to
come. There are some business men who
still think that arbitration is the way out of
the difficulty, and it is believed that this
could be secured if the miners would cut
loose from the railway hands. This is how

ever, improbable at present.

Various suggestions are bLeing made, but
that which seems to be viewed with most
favor is that all other issues be dropped, and
the miners and railroad company come to s
decision as to what would be a fair adjust-
ment of wages. The question of reinstating
the discharged trainmen, it is claimed,] can
be disposed of afterwards.

No coal has been mined this week for ship-
ment. The small guantities being carried
are for the company’s locomotives, Coal
trains now consist of 12 to 14 cars; hereto-
fore they have numbered from 140 to 150 cars.
The trains are about to be lengthened, how-
ever, on account of the large number of loco-
motives that have been withdrawn from the
road for repairs.

1 Viewed With Alarm.

The fact that both the Lehigh Valley and
Reading miners are out is viewed with great
alarm. This is the first time in the history
of the coal regions that both districts were
idle at the same time. Efforts are being
made to secure non-union labor to run some
of the mines, but it is not believed that this
will prove successful. Agents of some of
the individual collieries visited the iron ore
district along the East Pennsylvania railroad
this week for the purpose of hiring some of
the miners who have been thrown out of em-
ployment by the suspension of operations at
the ore mines, but they were unsuccessful.
These miners have been receiving the miser-
able pittance bf 05 to 90 cents per day, and
their work has been of the most dangerous
character. Now that they are umemployed,
on account of the blowing out of the fur-
naces having cut off the demand for ore,their
children are crying for bread. They were
offered $2.50 to §2.65 per day to work in the
coal mines, but refused, They are princi-
pally Pennsylvania Germans and allege as
the reason for their refusal that they are
afraid of being boycotted by the Irish and
Welsh miners of the coal regions. The as-
surances of protection that were given them
had no effect.

The coal yards in this city are almost de-

leted, and the retail dealers say it is next to

mpossible to obtain domestic sizes ; that the
agents of the furnaces in the Schuylkill val-
ley are buying up all the ceal, and the opera-
tors prefer to sell to them, becanse they save
the cost of breaking it. All coal for house-
lLiold purposes now comes from the Wyoming
region, and New York prices are charged the
retail dealers of this section.

The fires in the Chestnut ITill furnaces at
Columbia were banked today becanse the
coal gave out. The mines in Maryland from
which the ore was obtained have also
stopped. ‘This throws out severnl hundred
han The fices in the Condelia furnsce,
near Columbia, were also banked. Cuarloads
of Hupgarians and Italians pass through
Reading nearly every day from the coal re-
gions., They are among the most enthusias-
tie strikers.” Seeing no prospect of work
ahead in the Schuylkill regions they are
leaving for their native land or other sec-
tions of the country.

OUR SHIPPING INTERESTS.

Resolutions Adopted by the League
in Session at Washington.

WasmiyeTox, Jan. 18.—The American
Shipping and Industrial League today elect-
ed its officers, Gen. Joseph Wheeler of Ala-
bama, was elected president with a vice
president from each State and Territory
represented.

This afternoon Admiral Porter and Gen.
Imbden of Virginia, nddressed the conven-
tion. Resolutions were adopted declaring
that American shipping demands prompt
and efficient measures for its restoration and

countries, the United States hydraulic office
to furnish the measurements and tha pay-
ments to be made on the arrival of the vessel
at a port of entry in the United States. The
payment, at the rate of 30 cent s per ton for
each thousand miles sailed, is to continue for
ten years and thereafter for nine years at a
reduction of three cents per ton each year,
upon each thousand miles sailed and pro

rata, for any less distance travelled. The

National Board of Trade.

Resolutions were adopted re-
affirming the board’s action regarding the
necessity of a judicious national anti-adul-
teration law, petitioning Congress to enact a
law providing that all packages containing
impure or spurious lard be so labeled as to
avoid deception, declaring that, in view of
the large amount of traffic passing through
Long Island Sound, adequate fortifications
should be placed at its eastern entrance, ad-
vocating the extension and enlargement of
the coast and harbor defences, and favorin,
the improvement ?f navigable rivors an
harbors by appropriations for the removal of
obstructions and for surveys with a view to
define the jurisdiction of the United States
over them so that provision may be made by
law to prevent obstructions therein.

Maine Custom Houses.

The Secretary of the Treasury has again
modified his order relative to the foreein
Maine custon houses, so as to give two depu-
ties in the Wiscasset District, one at Wis-
casset and another at Boothbay, dropping
the inspector at the latter place. In the
Waldoboro Distriet he gives four deputies
and no other officers, and sccompanies the
order with directions to the collector to
maintain customs facilities at Thomaston,
St. Geo and Damariscotta as well as at
Rockland and Waldobora. The collector
says it is impossible to keep all these offices
open without two more wen.

SENATE.

W AsHINGTON, Jan. 18,

Among the bills introduced and referred
was one hy Mr. Hoar, fixing the salaries of
justices of the United States District Court
at £5000.

The resolution offered on Tuoesday by Mr.
Hale, calling on the Attorney General for
information as to the appointment of Chas.
R. Westbrook as assistant to the district at-
torney of New York was taken up and

passed,

The morning business being finished, the
bill for refunding the direct tax of 15861 was
tagen up. Senator Chandler's motion to re-
commit was rejected, and an amendmeng
by Senator Edmunds, requiring all claims to
be filed within six years, was agreed te. Sev-
eral amendments of a verbal character were
also agreed to.

Senator Vance offered an amendment ex-
tending the provisions of the bill to the cot-

ton tax collected under the law of 1862, and
subsequent laws. He said that if the direct
tax was refunded,, the cotton tax, also a
direct tax, ought to be refunded. It was
equally a hardship. Senators George and
Barry advoeated the ameéndment, and Sena-
tor Brown believed the cotton tax should be
refunded. He sald that whenever that ques-
tiou came up in such & shape that he could
properly vote for it, he would do so; but the
adoquon of the cotton tax amendment
would, he was convinced, defeat the pend-
ing measure, which ought to pass. He
therefore should vote against the amend-

ment.

due to the United States under such act, It
appropriates the amount necessary for the

bursement of the sums collected directly
from individuals, to be held in trust by the
State for the benefit of the persons from
whom they were collected or their legal
representatives.

FLORENCE COURTNEY'S RIDE.

A Brave Southern Girl Whom the
Government Should Remember.

[Boston Transeript.]

How a Plucky Teacher, with a Ball of
Twine, Saved Her Pupils.

The report of the
death of a school teacher and 16 children at
Clear Lake township, in Eastern Edmund
county, at first discredited, Is true. People
who live neur the place state that the bodies
of the teacher and six children have been
found.

H. W. Chapin of Minneapolis, supposed
to have been lost, arrived in Aberdeen last
night.

Higlimore, Dak., reports that Sister Wili-
mena of Stephen Mission, 20 miles south of
there, was caught by the blizzard on her re-
turn from the home of a priest.

Those reported most severely frozen are
improving and may recover. A Yankton
correspondent says that only two deaths are
reported so far in Yankton county, and two
in Clay county. Bonhommie county, 19
deaths are reported. From South Dakota
104 deaths are reported. In Bonhommie
county, 200 head of frozen cattle were count-
ed in one place and 140 in another.
cattle and hogs may be seen along the road
from Yankton to Springfield. Snow drifts
are said to be 30 feet deep. Some persons
missing are yet unaccounted for.

The Story from Nebraska.

Liycorx, Neb., Jan. 18.—Charles Gray,
living near Tekomah, dled yesterday from
exposure in Thursday's storm. Miss Louise
Royce, a school teacher, eight miles from
Plainview , had but three pupils on the day
of the storm. She started at 2 o’clock with
the children for a house about 20 rods dis-
tant but lost her way. All lay down in the
snow aud Miss Royce wrapped up the chil-
dren as best she could. Early in the night
one child died and later a second one and
just as morning broke the third child sue-
cumbed to the culd. Miss Royee then man-
aged to reach the house less than 20 rods
uwa{. Both of her feet were badly frozen
and they will prabably have to be amputated.
A sehool teacher and eight children whose
names are unknown are reported from Neligh
to have perished.

Five brothers named Sickls are reported
from the same place to have frozen to death;
also an _old man named Glose and a bo
named Miller. Mrs. Miller, the boy's
mother, was also badly frozen and will lose
both legs. She was returning from the
funeral of another son when caught in the

storm.

ree street ehureh, were Alfred Haskell and
Lewis B. Smith.

The law referred to in the above decision
was passed in 1863 and was designed to Jpro-
tect the cireulation of the local American
banks against the Canadian eurrency which
at that time was as good as gold, while the

American money was depreciated in value.
Now, however, that equillbrium has been re-
stored the need of sueh phwlecuun has passed
and as the money of both countries is current
on the border the banks here have overlooked
the provision and paid out sums of
Canadian money without paying the ten per

centtax.

The authorities took no notice of it either
until a day or two ago, when Deputy Com-
missloner of Internal Revenue Murphy came
here and Interviewed the bank officers upon
the subject. The institutions most affected
are the Calais National Bank, the Calais
Savings and the Frontier National
Bank of Eastport. -

To the Editor of the Press:

Some of the
treasury surplus might be profitably devoted
to fostering our shipping, but the diversion
of any of it in that direction would weaken
the free traders’ excuse for their contem™
plated raid on the protective tariff, and for
that reason, if for no other, they will be set
against it.

The investigation into the accident at
Haverhill so far as it has proceeded seems to
show that the speed at which it has been the
custom to run trains at the point where the
disaster occurred was too great. There is
always & tendency, of course, when going
around a curve for the trucks to slide off the
track, and of course the strain on the
flanges of the wheels ls increased. Itun
fortunately happened that a flange of one of
the wheels of the fated train was weak and
not able to bear the inereased strain, The
train slipped from the track, and its high
momentum forced it into the water tank
with tremendous forece. Perhaps a more
reasonable rate of speed would not have
prevented the accident, but it would certain-
1y have made it less destructive to life and
property.

The St. John Globe has summed up briefly
and foreibly the position in which Canada
pow finds herself in the fisheries dispute.
“We warned, ordered off, seized,” saysthe
Globe; “we gave opportunities to fishermen
to tell of occurrences, often no doubt inan
exaggerated manner that gave a high official
in the Cabinet of the United States some
justification for describing our practices as
‘brutal.’ By the most strict and iliiberal in_
terpretation of a document 70 years old we
went back toa past age to find ground for
commercial restrictions entirely at variance
with the spirit of to-day: and we left our-
selves without a friend in the Senate orin
the House of Representatives at Washington
by our extreme courses; and the consequence
lias been that the government of the United
States is compelled, in defense of the nation-
al honor, to refuse to allow the nation to be
foreed into making any monetary or commer-
cial concessions to us.” This frank state.
ment has drawn down on the head of its au.
thor the maledictions of the Tory papers of
Canada, to whom the truth is not pleasant
just now. But any impartial observer will
tell them that it is the truth. Perhaps even
Mr. Joseph Chamberlain would tell them so
if he should speak his mind.

In 1886 the Legislature of New York ap-
pointed a commission composed of Elbridge
T. Gerry, Alfred P. Southwick and Matthew
Hall to investigate and report upon the most
humane and practical method of execating
the death penalty. The commission have
spent a year in the work and their investiga-
tion has been very thorough. Their report
was made to the Legislature on Monday,. It
first gives a historical survey of the means
employed by civilized nations to inflict the
death penalty, When the chiel idea In in-
flicting punishment was to wreak vengeance
upon the culprit the mode was generally
eruel, and the ingenuity of man was taxed to
invent barbarous punishments. As this idea
began to pass away and the protection of so-
elety and the reformation of the criminal
began to assume prominence the cruel
features of punishment began to disappear,
till to-day the whole civilized world agrees
that the most humane and painless method
of inflicting the death penalty is the best
method. The commission dismiss a number
of methods that have been in vogue in the
past as entirely out of the question because
of thelr cruelty The guillotine is con-
demned because it is too bloody and too
intimately associated with the scenes of the
French Revolution. The garrote is con-
demned, because it frequently fails to work
well and inflict needless pain. Shooting is
objected to as uncertain and because its
tendeney would be to familiarize the public
with the fatal use of firc arms. Hanging is
also condemned, because of its cruel charae-
ter, its liability to nceldents, and the popular
prejudice against it. The commission has
received a great many suggestions as to the
best substitute for the present method and a
great many deviees which their inventors
are ready to warrant to produce instanta-
neous and painless death have beea de-
seribed to them. All things considered the
eommission believe that electricity supplies
the best practical and humane method of in-
flicting the death penalty. The merits claimed
for it are that death is instantancous and
painless; that there is practieally no risk of
aceldent; and that it is always certain.
The commission recommends that a chair
with a head and foot-rest should be used, in
which the condemned man could be seated
in a balf-reclining position. One wire could
be connected with the head-rest and the
other with the foot-rest, which would be a
metal plate. The electric eurrent could be
supplied - by electric light wires. An inde-
pendent line from the electric light plant
conld be constructed if desired. The cost
would be nominal. Circulars were sent by
the commissioners o supreme court judges
county judges, district attorneys and sheriffs
throughout the State asking opinions on
modes of executing eriminals. Out of 200
replies 80 favored hanging, and the remain-
der were in favor of achange., Eighty-seven
were in favor of electricity, 8 preferred
prison, 5 wanted the guillotine, 4 asked for
the garrote, 7 desired other methods, and 8
would not commit themselves,

THE CILA MONSTER.

A Naturlist’s Experience with the Vin-
agroom and Gr  «E ting Turtle.

G, W. Dunn, the jueer okl white-haired
naturalist whose vo  ms ot the Awmerican Ex-
change Hotel form ¢he oddest museum of ani-
mial life perhaps on the continent, leaves in a
day or two for Cape St. Lucas to gather to-
gether a line of animal life hithertojunknown
to scientists, Hundreds of people have in
the last few weeks called and peeped into
the old naturalist's strange colleetion. There
the most horrible reptiles, tarantulas, pois-
onous scorpions and the most deadly insects
from the burning elimes of the South are
be found.

“Sinee the world began,” said the gray-
haired enthusiast last night, “L. ore hasn't
been but one naturalist at Cape St. Luce
and that was thirty years ago, It Isa new
land, but'l know there are some strange things
to be got down there that will startle even the
n‘ciemﬁsw. For twenty vears I have been
travelling up and down the country, across
the deserts and in the mountaing, gettin
these strange specimens of animal life. An
among the oddest in all my experience is the
(ila monster. Now, to this day, many people
thiuk there is no suech thing asa Glla wou-
ster, And yet, throughout the Colorado des-
ert, especially quth,' the Gila river,you may
encounter thousands, On the contfry, too,
you may scarcely see one. The Gila monster
{Heloderma horidium) is almost as thick as
your leg and about eighteen or twenty in-
ches long. It hasa head which s pretty
near all mouth, and open clear back to its
ears. The head is about as big as half of a
cigar-box, set with little, vielous eyes, and
the mouth is powerfully muscled and set
with four sharp fangs and a lot of grinders,
The color of the monster is reddish with
brown spots, Ithas a blunt tail, as nearly
all poisonous lizards have. [ found these
monsters living in the hot sand. They are
are not good to fool with, and a man who is
in the Gila monster business must know what
he is about. One day last June 1 pulled up
from the hot desert to a little ranch on the
Colorado river. ‘I'he man who owned the
rlace had a pet Gila monster which he kept

n & barrel. He stooped down to get him out
to show him to me and some friends of his
who were there, and the monster shut down
on his thumb. He gripped it so tight that his
Jaws bad to be pried open with an iron bar
The man only lived a few hours and died in

rrible spasins, Another man bitten while
I was down there hasever since been para-
Iyzed in the side., Hardly anybody ever gets
over a bite frem this terrible animal.
Now a tarantula makes a bad sore, but it
doesn’t kill a map, I have got awake fre-
quently in the morning, while camping out,
and found tarantulas curled up on the edge
of m¥ blanket. They do that to keep warm
but if you are careful about disturbing them
they won't bite you.

“The horrible reptile called the vinagroom
by the Mexicaus, and meaning “smelling like
vinegar,’ ranks next to the G wonster in
vicious and polsonous eharacteristics, The
vinagroom (thelepholus excubiter) is found
in the Uregon Mountains. There is nothin
likeit but itself. It is a kind of compound o
scorpion, lobster and three or four kindred
animals. It is four or five inches long, with
long, stout claws, and is of a mottled brown

color.

“Talking about strange features of animal
life, we have on the Mojave desert a turtle
that eats grass. It lives in holes in the sand
which it makes to escape the intense heat of
the sun. You may take a stick and get them
out. They are the Xerobates Agassizil, just
lately named for the great naturalist, a very
pretty turtle that gets on good feeding to be
about ten inches long and to weigh six to
eight pounds. A woman down on the desert
last summer where I was had eight or ten
of them in an o] pen, which she was fat-
tening to eat. They ate grass like horses.
When these turtles get fat, as they quickly
do on the grass, they beat all the frogs or
roast turkeys you ever ate. An ordinary one
of these turtles is worth &3 or $4."

Mr. Dunn bas been collecting for the Cali-
fornia State University, but for years past he
has travelled thousands of miles for the
Smithsoniun Institution, and he has also fur-
nished Haryard and Yale and the older in-
stitutions of Europs with rare specimens.

Rev. Mir. Bayley has a Word to Say.

To the Editor of the Press:

The sermon preached in State street
chureh last Sabbath morning was intended
as a statement of facts, as such alone it has
significance and value. Sofar as 1 know
but a single statement made has been Im-
pugned, and as to that statement I will
thank you for opportunity to say an ad-
ditional word. As to the spirit of the dis-
course, and the purpose which inspired it, I
have nothing to say, it must speak for itself.

My statement as to the use of Intoxicating
liquor by pupils of our public schools has
been denied. In view of this denial I wish
to say, first, that my statements were made
upen the authority of teachers, and in their
own words, save that, by an error which I
regret, though it is not in the least mater
ial, I gave the age of the Kindergarten child
referred to as “nine years,” when 1 should
have sald “five.”” Thisis, I believe, the only
erroneous statement in the sermon. And,
secondly, I desire to say that 1 have the
written statement of these teachers made
subse%uent to the preaching of the sermon,
that the facts were as stated in the discourse.

The Mayor states, concerning the Kinder-
ten, that “no child there has ever been in-
toxicated.” Two teachers of that school af-
firm over their signatures that **a child five
{gnrs old frequently comes to the Kindergar-

n with every appearance of being under
the intluence of liquor.”

The other teacher referred to, after de-
claring that her former statement was true
“according to my (her) understanding of the
words,” adds “it is quite evident that the
drink something which impairs their intel-
lectual ability, many of them habitually.”

To my mind those declarations justify the
statement of the sermon that “the nefarious
business of the rumseller is reaching even
into our publie schools for its victima."

Yet I would call attention to the fact that
this particular subject is but a single and
subordinate item in the indictment of facts
