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THE CURRENCY DIFFICULTY.

President Downes of the Calais Bank
Talks of the Matter.

[Special to the]Press.]
CAxLAls, Jan. 19.—President L. G. Downes
of the Calais National Bank, said of the
sensational article in the Boston Globe and
Bangor Commercial, relative to the difficulty
with Canadian currency: “There is a great
deal of fiction, with very few facts. Law-
yers MacNichol and Curran did not go to
Washington on our account. A letter from
Senator Hale today, says that he will en-
deavor to arrange matters with the Internal
Revenue Commissioner. It would be next
to impossible to say how much we are liable
to for the past three years, the legal limit of
arrears, as no record of Canadian money
paid out has been kept. Ido not think any-
thing will come of the matter.”

SEVERAL THOUSAND DOLLARS
Which Must be Paid to the City of
Auburn.

LewisroN, Jan., 19.—Information has
come from the Bank Examiner that about
$26,000 worth of bank stock, at the assessed
value, taxable in the the Auburn National
for several years, had escaped taxation in
consequence of an omission to return its
real ownership to the assessors of Auburns
the stock baving stood as the property of a
savings bank, and being therefore exempted
from taxation. It is understood that ar-
rangements have been made to pay the tax
to the Auburn city treasury as soon as in-
vestigation reveals just how many years the
bank,stock herein concerned has failed to
pay the tax. The bank stock In guestion is
part of an estate of a citizen of this county
now deceasd, whose estate is now in the
process of settlement in the Probate Court.
The amount of tax due is estimated to be
several thousand dollars, perhaps $5000, but
the exact sum will be known in a few days.

The Maine Customs Service.
BeLFAsT, Jan, 19.—Custom House Collee-
tor Cushing has received orders from the
Treasury Department at Washington remoy-
ing deputy collectors ot the office in Camden
to Rockport, and establishing a branch office
at Camden, so that the towns will have two
offices instead of one. Of late years the bus-
iness with foreign ports has increased at
Rockport, particularly the kiln wood trade
with the provinces of Nova Scotia and New
Brunswick, so that more custom house busi-
ness is cow done at Rockport than at Cam-
den.

Another Pavillon to be Built for the
Insane Hospital,

—

Cood Templars Extending Thelr Or-
der and Talking Politics.
Maine Agricultural Society—The Es-
tate of Gov. Bodwell.

[Special to the Press.]

AuvGusTA, Jan. 19.—Architect Coombs of
Lewiston, returned home yesterday, having
been here several days in consultation with
the trustees and officers of the Insane Hos-
pital in regard to the plans for the new
building for female patients, which is to be
erected next season. It has been decided to
erect a pavilion 48x150 feet, §three stories in
height. Unlike the two last pavilions, it
will be built with a hip roof instead of
French. Itisto bhe located directly east of
the two new pavilions, and the corridor
from the main buildings will be extended to
it. Work will be commenced as soon as the
senson opens. The new apartments created
by the enlargements of the kitchen building
and lsundry will be ready for occupancy in
two weeks. They are now being painted.
Amusement hall will present a handsome ap-
pearance after Maj. J. W. Berry completes
the frescoing, which he is now engaged up-
on. Several of the new chambers in the
kitchen building have already been oecupied
by employes. The entertainments which
bave usually been provided for the patients
during the winter season have been inter-
fered with by the work on the improvements
but they will be renewed shortly.

Sixteen new Good Templars’ lodges have
been organized since the October meeting,
and the work of organizing lodges is pro-
gressing vigorously. Grand Councillor Ham-
ilton has been laboring at Mattawamkeag,
and is about to start on & new trip from Ells-
worth west, through the coast towns in the
interest of the order. Secretary Brackett
has met deputies at Bangor, Portland, Ken-
nebunk and Dexter, imparting the new, un-
written work to them. He has also been
distributing the new rituals, He received a
lot of 100 yesterday, making 200 in all, of
which only about fifty are left.

THE NATIONAL CAPITAL.
Mr. McAdoo’s Message of Alarm to
the Fishermen.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 19.—Mr. McAdoo of
New Jersey, has introduced a bill in the
House entitled “a bill for the protection of
fisheries on the Atlantic coast,” which the
fishermen say s so sweeping in its provis-
fons that, If enacted, it would work the en-
tire extinetion of their industry rather thsn
the protection of it.

* It makes it unlawful for any person, at
any time, day or night, or in any manner to
use “any purse-net, pound, fyke, weir, or
other appliance for the capture of menhaden
on the high seas within three miles of the
Atlantic coast, orin any arm of the sea,
river, haven, creek, basin, or bay along the
said const within the jurisdiction of the
United States, and not within the jurisdic-
tion of any State. It makes the same pro-
vision touching the capture of anﬂy; kind of
fish to be manufactured into oil, fish guano,
or other !arﬂllzlni material.

Just what Mr. AcAdoo s driving at in his
measure, the fishermen are unable to say,
but they contend that its enactment intoa
law would relegate them to fishing with the
hook and line alone. It would be impossible
to draw a purse-net for any of the food fishes
in the waters named, or take shad in weirs,
without also getting in some menhaden or
other fish which usually go to the oil or fer-
tilizer factories.

Belmont Opposes Free Fish.
Representative Belmont, chairman of the
House committee on foreign affairs, sald to-
day that he did not believe fish would be put
on the free list in any tariff bill introduced

at the ‘Jment session, and that cercainly any
proposition to admit fish free or reduce the
duty on 1t would be unfavorably regarded
by the foreign affairs committee.

gineers Maine. Lubec Channel is
the first water reported. About §50,000
is recommended for this. The sum is asked

for widening the channel and Increasing the
depth by dredging until it is 271 feet in width
800 feet in the bends, and 15 feet at low wa-
ter.

Moose-a-bec Bar should have §110,000, the
engineers say. The project was for dredging
to a 14-feet depth, and removing a small
ledge near steamboat buoy. The engineers
report that owners and masters of vessels
want the channel over the bar widened to
300 feet, and the small ledges removed.

The project for improving Narragaugus
river was made in 1880, but no appropriation
was secured until 1886, however. That was
$10,000. It will take §40,000 more to finish it
What is intended, is to clear away the bar
from the ‘‘deej hole” ancherage near Fick-
ett’s Point, -and' dredge = channel 200 feet
wide and 11 feet deep to the steamboat land-
ing at Long Point.

The engineers also ask $40,000 for Bangor
harbor and the Penobscot river. Up to June,
1887, £20,000 had been spent. The rest of the
money wgll be applied in completing the
widening opposite Bangor, then widening
the channel and removing obstructions at
Crosby’s Narrows,

Belfast harbor is also down in the improve-
ment list. There is a little balance left over
of former appropriations, about $§2500. The
engineers say there is a little need, perhaps,
of deepening the basin in the east side, but
they make no recommendation.

It will take $650,000 to complete the work
at Rockland, and an expenditure of $100,000
is recommended for this year. The original
project consists of two breakwaters; one at
Jameson’s Point and one at South Ledge.
The one just completed, the former, is not
nearly high enough.

The engineers recommended for Portland
harbor $185,000 for dredging and engineer-
ing contingencies. The project was a chan-
nel 500 feet wide and 29 feet deep from deep
water of the channel to where the vessels lie
in discharging cargo.

For the Back cove tho engineers recom-
mend an expense of $75,000. The project is
to Zdeepen and straighten the channel until
it is 300 feet wide and 12 feet deep at mean
low water, It will take §154,000 to complete
the entire project.

The engineers want the breakwaters at
the mouth of the Sacoiriver raised and im-
proved to putting riprap stone on it to raise
it 15 feet above low water and 12 feet on top,
and extend the breakwater to Sharp’s Ledge.
The original estimate was $70,000, but on
revision it had to be raised to $73,840.The ob-
ject of the breakweater was to stop the
encroaching sands at the mouth of the river.
It will take $280,000 to finish it, and $100,000
is asked for this year. For the improvement
of the river itself £50,000 is as.kerl.‘f‘he dredg-
ing of the bar is the main portion of the
work. At presentthe depth of water over it
is reported to be five feet. Major Smith
thinks it will not do to dredge, however,
until these works have been completed :

There is §336 left from the Kennebunk
river u{opmprinlun. and the neers do not
suggest any way nor find any need of fur-
ther improvement. They ask for $30,000 for
York Harbor for dredging the channel to a
10-foot depth.

Major Smith has looked over the plan for
the improvement of the rapids in St. John's
river. He says the land along there belongs
to non-residents and the supplies taken over
the rapids belong almost exclusively to par-
ties cutting timber in the winter season. He
thinks whatever work should be done would
be for the benefit of the non-resident owners
and not for the g:uanl public. An improve-
ment could not be smade less than ’g]ono.
which is at least $6.66 a ton for all ght
going over the rapids in ten years.

He reports also against touching St.
George’s river from Warren to Thomaston,
where he made a survey last summer. Any
improyement to be of benefit should give a
high water depth of 12 teet and even this
would not admit of any considerable com-
merce. The benefit, too, he says, whould be
almost wholly local and though he admits it
would save in a year on soal and lum-
ber he does not regard the proposition of
general interest.

Major Smith reports against making a har-
bor of refuge at Matinicus. He thinks all
vessels in this neighborhood could easily
make Rockland harbor. To make the har-
bora harbor of refuge would require a
breakwater, which eould only be constructed
at great expense.

he proposition to improve St. Croix river
{rom Ferry Point bridge at Calais to Break-
water ledge is commended. Major Smith re-
rts that, when 30 or 40 years ago the
st vessels could arcend the river
an anchor at Calais, the depth
is mow only from two to four feet.

Reduction of Sinking Fund.

On Dec. 31, 1886, the amount of securities
and eash in the sinking fund was $2,110,390.-
57, while en Dec. 31, 1887, it was §940,660.64,
and in explanation of this reduction I would
state that on Feb. 26, 1887, in accordance
with that portion of sec. 5, chap. 43, publie
laws, 1887, which reads “The Treasurer of
State is hereby authorized and directed to
cancel all State of Maine bonds now in the
sinking fund, or such as may hereafter be
purchased for the State,” I cancelled all the
State of Maine securities in the sink-
ing fund amounting to  $1,162,000
as shown on the preceding pages,
leaving in the sinking fund $008,300.57, in-
vested in securities outside the State of
Maine. During the year 1887, the si nking
fund received for interest on this sum, §39,-
750.00 of which amount I used $38,479.93 in
the purchase of $36,000.00 State of Maine
bonds, which were also cancelled and de-
ducted from the bonded debt of the S tate.
These figures show an unexpended balance
on the interest received by the sinking fund
during the year 1887 of $1,270.07 w hich ad-
ded to the amount left in the sinking fund
February 26, 1887 (§948,300.57) gives $049,660.-
64,the present condition of said fund. 1n brief
while the amount with which to pay the
bonded debt has decreased $1,160,729.93, the
bonded debt has besn diminished $1,198,-
000,00, showing & net reduction during the
vear of $37,270.07. This amount may seem
small when compared with the reduction in
1886, which was $200,112.16. But the T

art of that reduction was made by Dg
rom the State Treasury for bonds ?:ﬁlng
due in 1885 and 1886, $59,000.00.

May 24th, the Treasurer advertised to ex-
change two million, eight hundred thousand
of thenew 3 per cent bonds for bonds ma-

turing in 1889, but no proposals Lave been

The rate of taxation for 1557 and 1888 was
two and three-quarters mills cu the dollar,
a reduction of one mill, but notwithstanding
this a temporary loan has been required.

Ceorge W. Bosworth, D. D.

A telegram received in this eity Thursday
morning by Deputy Collector Lewis B. Smith
announced the death yesterday morning of
Rev. George W. Bosworth, D.D., at his
home in Wakefield, Mass. No particulars of
his sickness were given, but it is supposed
that bis death was sudden.

Rev. Dr. Bosworth was born in Belling-
ham, Mass., September 30, 1818. HIis parents
were members of the Baptist church. At the
age of 13 years he became interested in re-
ligion and was baptized by Rev. Calvin New-
ton. In 1831 Mr. Newton became Professor
in Waterville College and the year following
took young Bosworth into his family and
fitted him for college, which he entered in
the class of 1837, His collegiate course was
interrupted by poor health, but he was
awarded graduation rank, also the degree of
A. M. in 1854, and that of D. D. in 1862, He
graduated at Newton Theological Institution
in 1841, He was ordained at Medford in the
same year and was pastor of the Medford
choreh until 1846, From that time until 1854
he was pastor of the South Baptist church
in Sonth Boston.

In Japuary, 1855, Mr. Bosworth became
pastor of the Free street church in this city,
and for over ten years preached in Portland.
These were years of great financial and civil
disturbance. The panie of 1867-8 and the
war from 1861 to 1865 were events which

affected churches and multiplied the cares of
pastors. Dur fingncial depression
meetings of great power were held and a
meeting for prayer was continued for
severai months. In 1858, 104 united with the
church. During the war Dr. Bosworth con-
ducted the disturbed affairs of the church
with signal ability. his pastorate in
Portland Dr. Bosworth took a very active
part in the service whieh secured the endow-
ment of Waterville College, now Colby Uni-

I?ir"r Bosworth was pastor of the First

chureh in Lawrence from 1863 to 1869, and of
the First chureh in Haverhill from 1869 to
1879, In 1879 he was elected Seeretary and

Superintendent of the Massachusetts Baptist
State Convention, and held that office up to
the time of his death. He has proved one
efficlent secretaries that the con-

LABOR STATISTICS.

What It Costs to Live inthe State of
Maine

And What Wage Earners Receive to
Live Upon.
Commissioner Matthews's Facts
and Figures of Our Industries.

Labor Commissioner Matthews has com-
pleted his first annual report. The report
contains a great deal of information in tabu-
lar form respecting the Industries of the
State, the wages paid in different pursuits,
and the cost of living, ete. The following is
an abstract:
wages, Living, Etc., of Wage-Work-

ers.

The following tables have been complled
from returns made by wage-workers. A
large number of “workingmen’s blanks”
were distributed through the mails, by per-
sonal interviews, and through members of
labor organizations, several of whom have
manifested an interest in this branch of the
bureau. When only atout one-tenth of the
blanks distributed have been returned,
those received and tabulated furnish valua-
ble data on the wage question. As has been
the case with the other bureaus, the dedue-
tions from our tables may be subjected to
eriticism as reportiug wages too high. Those
who make returos to bureaus of statistics
are generally the best workmen. The aver-
ages are made from the returns as furnished
to us. Inquiries of a general character cor-
roborate the statements made in the returns
received and show that the average of wages
derived from our tables Is not largely in ex-
cess of the general average. The wage
question is one of the most dificult of social
problems. “The line along which capital
and labor touch is the wages system.” This
“touch” may be a source of ireitation or mu-
tual advantage and satisfaction aéeording as
wages represent a fair share of the jolnt
produet of work and capital, or are arbitra-
rily fixed atithe dictation of selfishness and
greed.

Undoubtedly, the true theory of wages is
formulated in what Is known as the system
of profit sharing. This system recognizes the
value of labor as one of the factors in the
work of production. Under the crude wage
system—if system it can be called—"we Ig-
nore the plexus of reasons by which wages
ought to be computed, and come to [a rongh
working result by paying the laborer a dol.
lar and a dollar and a half a day. That there
are practical difficulties in the way ofa
change in the wage system no candid person
will deny. That a change in certain lines of
business is poseible seems to have been de-
monstrated by experiments made in Europe
and in this country. The necessary condi-
tions are intelligence and organization.
There s no natural antagonism between
capital and labor. They are partners in a
eommon enterprise, and as such, are mutual-
ly benefitted or injured according as the con-

uct of each tgwards the other is based on

A leading Tennessee paper. the Nashville
Ameriean says the “number of dependent
women in the South is coming to be distress-
ingly large,” and deplores the fact that they
are 50 poorly qualified to obtain a livelihood,

. ang that their opportunities for doing so are

o0 limited compared to those of the women
of the North, Here is another of the curses
of slavery that did not end with the war.

If some of our esteemed contemporaries in
other cities in Maine which are waxing so
aeloguent In regard to the wickedness of
Portland, will look around their own cities
perhaps they may find food for a sermon
right under their noses, It is of course more
pleasant to descant on the enormities of oth-
er people than on one’s own, but the Serip-
tures enjoin the casting out of thebeam in
one's own eye before looking round for
motes in other people’s,

The Hon. Samuel J. Randall seems to have
received a very serious set-back in his own
State. His candidate for chairman of the
Democratic State committee has been beaten
by Congressman bSeott's eandidate In a con-
test which was understood to be a trial of
strength between the two bosses. Of course
Mr. Scott had the support of the administra-
tion, which counts for a good deal in a fight
of this kind., But Brother Bandall must he-
stir himself or he will find his grip on
Pennsylvania gone.

Congressman Milliken's Dbill for the redue-
tion of the surplus removes the tax from to-
bacco and the tariff from sugar. This would
reduce the revenue of the government about
£00,000,000 and effectually prevent the acen-
mulation of any considerable surplus in the
pear future. If the Demoecratic majority
were simply bent on solving the real ques-
tion, which Is the prevention of the locking
up of money in the United States treasury,
they might look with some favor on Mr.
Milliken’s plan, but with the most of them
this question is secondaryto the reform of
the tariff on free trade lines.

The Pennsylvania Railroad Company has
promptly complied with the request of its
miners and grapted an increase of pay.
This averts extension of the coal strike,
whi be good news to everybody, for
extension of the strike, or even a possi-
ility of its extension, would have proved a
sufficient excuse for sending coal up another
palt dollar on a ton. The action of the
Pepnsylvania company may have a tendency
to make President Corbin of the Reading a
little less stiff in his determination not to
treat with the miners. That would beanoth-
or good result.

The Halifax Chroniecle maintains and pro-
fesses to believe that events will demon-
strate beyond question the accuracy of its
statement “that the Canadian commissioners
wight have settled the fishery dispute on the
basis of commerelal union.” It affirms, how-
ever, that when Sir Charles Tupper suggest-
ed to the American commissioners an ar-
rangement onthe basis of the Reciprocity
Treaty of 1854 Mr. Bayard answered, that
the treaty of 1818 should be settled on its
merits without regard to any extraneous
question, like reciproeity, Now If Mr. Bay-
ard made that answer to the suggestion of
ecomplete reciprocity he must, to be consis-
tent, have made the same response to the
suggestion of commercial union. . If one
was extraneous the other was. The Chron.
jcle has evidently been misinformed.

The investigation of the down east banks
bids fair to bring on a vigorous erusade
against Canadian money. It seems that the
banks and bankers of Bangor have been tak-
ing the money at a discount and sending it
to Calais and selling it at an advance. The
Calais banks have paid it out as they would
regular currency, thereby rendering them-
selves liable, it isnow thought, to the old
law which was passed to break up the State
bank eurrency. The Bangor Commereinl
reports that the Bangor baunkers think the
present a good time torid Malne of Canadian
bills and silver. Along the eastern border,
wspecially since the Maritime Bank of New
Brunswiek failed leaving in circulation a
large amount of bills of questionable value,
Canadian money has not been in favor, and
in some places the business men have com-
bined against it. Maine doesn’t want recip~
roeity in money, it is evident,

Sir Michael Hicks-Beacl seems to have had
an attack of good sound sense, something
not common with Tory statesmen of late
years. Inarecent speech he declared that
some substantial concessions must be made
to Ireland in the way of local self govern-
ment. The policy of the Tories has always
been to coerce the Irish, meanwhile promis~
ng that when they behaved themselves ac-
cording to Tory notions they should be
granted some privileges. The Irish, how-
ever, have never come up to the Tory stan-
dard of behaviour, and the privileges have
never been granted. There s no evidence
yet that Sir Michael Hieks-Beazh’s idea bas
permeated the brain of any other Conserva-
tive statesman, and consequently no reason
to believe that his policy will supersede the
policy in vogue at present, and which is yen-
erated by the Tories principally on account
of its great age.

The New York Post allul vg to the Rev.
Mr. Bayley's sermon, says that itdoes not
see “how any candid persou «an resist the
conclusion that there is something radically
wrong with a liquor law that produces such
enormities” as those described by Mr. Bay-
ley. Ifit weretrne thatthe law produced
these enormities then of course the Post's
econclusion would be sound. Dut it Is pot
true. They exist, just as murder and bur-
glary and arson exist, not on account of the
law but in spite of it. It would be just as
sensible for an opponent of capital punish-
mient to attribute murder to the existence of
the death penalty as itis for the TPostto
elaim that the “enormities” described by Mr.
Bayley are the products of prohibition. If
the Post can show that in cities where free
rum exists or where the license system is in
vogue these “‘enormities” are never found
then it might be able to make outita case.
But it capnot show that. These *‘enormi-
ties” exist in every large eity in the land.
They are the products of the depravity of
man. Prohibition doesn’t entirely prevent
them and mever will, but to say that it pro-
duces them is simply ridiculous,

Representative Whitthone's bill to consol-
idate the marine branches of the treasury
department and turn them over to Secretary
Whitney has been introduced in the Senate
by Senator Hale. Thus the light house ser-
vice and the revenue cutters would, should
the bill become a law, become parts of
of the naval forces of our government. At
present the revenue cutters are under the
direction of the collectors of customs, whose
superiors are the officials of the Treasury
Department. The officers of the cutters are
not part of the naval establishment any
more than are the employes of the enstom
houses. Mr. Whitthorne's proposition brings
up & question which has been frequently dis-
cussed. It seemsat first thought that the
revenue marine should be a part of the naval
establishment, which is especlally fitted to
take charge of the affairs of the government
on the sea. It has special facilities for
training officers and seamen, nnd for build-
ing and equipping cutters. ‘T'he navy de-
partment alse has a superabundance of
trained officers who might be used for the
demands of the cutter service. But against
the plan many very good reasons are urged
also. The officers of the revenue marine are
without doubt gentlemen perfectly competent
for the duties imposed upon them. The
work done by the revenue cuotters like the
Woodbury on the dangerous coast of New
England is conclusive testimony to the ef-
iciency of both officers and crew. They
know the coasts which they patrol, and are
not liable to be transferred to foreign

stations to make way for strangers to the
service and the localities. There is another
consideration. The cutters now work in
perfect harmony with the custom houses, as
they should. The eollector orders the cutters
about, with the approval of his superior offi-
cer, the Secretary of the Treasury. If the
Navy Department had charge of the cutters,
the collector conld eall no vessel to his aid
without appealing to the Secretary of the
Treasury, who would lay the matter before
the Secretary of the Navy. That official
might order the cutter to co-operate with the
censtom house or not. It will thus be seen
that the change proposed by Mr. Whit-
thorne is not 8o obviously proper as to ren-
der it by any means certain of enactment.
But, perhaps, the bill may provide a way to
obviate some of the difficulties in the way of
depriving the Treasury Devartment of an
important arm of its service.

INVENTORS.

Mr. Fassett’s Lecture in the Me-
chanics’ Course.

he second lecture in the Mechanics'
Course was given last evening by Mr. F. H,
Fassett, the well-known archilect, on “In-
ventors.,” ‘There wasa large audience pres-
ent who were much pleased with the lecture
and received it with every mark of approba-
tion.

Mr. Fassett, in commencing his paper,
spoke of the neglect which has been always
awarded great inventors who should be
given place among the world's benefactors,
Every school child is taught the life and the
beauties of the works of the leading men of
literature, but who of these very children
cando more than repeat the names of a
few amonﬁ’mmﬂ inventors by whose genius
the world has derived inestimable benefit.

The inventor is usually a poor man in
need of money and the result, too cften, is
that upon the completion of the work of
inventor, the capitalist gobbles up the
whole th'ing and makes a fortune out of the
years, while the iuventor remains poor
and sees his friend, the eapitalist, benefitted
by the fruits of the poor man’s study, labor
and, perbaps, loss of health from too close
appiicatlon to work., The old proverbh isas
true now as of old: ***It is naught, it is
naught,” saith the buyer, but when he goeth
away, he boasteth.”

One seldom sees these men outside of
their shops or places of business. They are
not politicians, belong to no secret labor
organizations, have nothing to do with
strikes, are not Anarchists and Communists,
and are zenamllg temperate in their private
life. ‘They are the best of the communities
in which they live and are and ever have
been among the world's greatest benefactors,

A few inventors who are fortunate enough
to live in the present age have amassed for-
tunes and somwe have even built up great
and lucrative business and founded cities.
We all know of the t works of Krupp ot
Essen: Pullman, MeCormick, and others.
“But,” sald the speaker, “I intend to call
your attention now to a few inventors whose
names have been almost forgotten.” The
lecturer then spoke of the lives and labors of
John Harrison, the inventor of the marine
chronometer; John Lamb, who introduced
the silk industry into England; erick
Koenig, the Inventor of the steam printing
press, and Eli Whitney, to whose genius the
world owes the eotton gir. Of the invent-
ors of more recont date, Mr. Fassett briefly
alluded to McCormick, of whose reaper
William H. Seward sald that it had ad-
vanced the line of civilization 30 miles west-
ward each year; and John Eriesson, whose
inestimuble service to the government of the
United States, in its hour of peril, has
never been requited.

The story ot the lives of these 'men, with
the exception of McCormick, are a record of
self-denying application to work and the
bitter disappointment of repeated rebuffs
and continued neglect. loveutors, with few
exceptions, belonged to what are termed in
England, it not in America, the lower
classes, aud with few exceptions their early
advantages have been limited. Arkwright
was a barber; Watt, a mathematical instru-
ment maker; Fulton had only & common
school edueation, and George Stephenson, at
the age of 18 was attending an evening
school.

Another thinks close time for lobsters
ghould be repealed. Fish are scarce, Trawls

kill off fish which are eaten by shatks and
dog fish before the trawls are hauled. The
lobster law is & humbug, he thinks: When #
fisherman pulls hit pots and linds small lob-
sters in theth, he doesn’t throw them over-
bdard, bécause they swill go into his pots

in and eat his bait,thereby being a source
of annoyance; so they are either killed or
kept in the boat to be thrown overboard at
some other point, half desd and good for
nothing afterward. Now, if there were no
law, those small lobsters could all be sold to
factories, thereby renewing an industry
which under the present law is virtually
ki

1led.

About ten illion pounds of lobsters have
been canned in Maine the past year.

Mackerel seines kill the mackerel before
the seine can be emptied. Hence the small
fish thrown overboard are dead. Who won-
ders mackerel are scarce?
