TREED BY A MOOSE.

Forty-Nine Minutes of Suspense 
Seems Large Part of Lifetime.

Foraged Moose Not a Desirable 
Companion on Cold Day.

Capt. John  H . Claflin, a Beverly, 
Mass., sportsm an, ju st hom e from  a 
trip into the b ig  gam e regions o f  Maine, 
no longer scoffs at stories o f  m oose 
treeing hunters, for he know s they do, 
and the know ledge com es by actual ex ­
perience. H ere is his ow n story :

“ W e had been in cam p about a week 
when our gu ide brou gh t us a story that 
a b ig  m oose was tracking in the burned 
regions about the cam p. I said nothing 
to the party about m y intentions, but 
that n ight resolved that I w ould cap ­
ture that b ig  m oose, aud capture him 
single-handed.

“ T he next m orning I le ft camp early. 
There was over tw o feet o f snow on the 
ground, and travelling through  the 
w oods w ith  the w indfalls hidden by the 
snow  on the track o f  a phantom  m oose 
was no easy task.

“ Tow ard noon I found tracks of the 
big fellow , and the prints soon con ­
vinced me that our gu ide was right 
when he said he was a large ’uu. I 
follow ed those tracks for  tw o hours, aud 
iinally I struck an old  w ood  road, and 
there, 200  yards in fron t o f me, was my 
quarry, and a real m onarch  of the forest 
he was, too . H is head was high in the 
air, his nose pointed, his ears on the 
alert, and so still was he that I feared 
he had scented m e. But lu ck ily  the 
wind was right, aud the prize stalked on 
his way, unaware o f m y presence.

“ I w orked up carefu lly  behind h im , 
but I cou ld  not seem  to get a shot at a 
vital point. F inally  I gave up trying, 
and levelled m y 36 W inchester at his 
hind shoulders. I  pum ped three’ shots 
into him  as rapidly as I cou ld  w ork  the 
lever. I  saw that he was not hurt. H e 
turned and saw m e as I was ready to fire 
again. A lm ost instantly, it seem ed, he 
was driving for me, head dow n, and 
w ith his b ig  horns sw eeping close to 
the snow .

A s far as can be learned there has 
been  no great am ount of hunting a m on g  
th e  lum ber camps. One cam p on Cup- 
suptic lake has nine rifles and has 
k illed  nine deer. Other camps seem to  
d o  little or no hunting. The hunting 
shou ld  be now  at its height, but men 
are very  scarce this w inter and w ages 
h igh , consequently they are w orth  far 
m ore to the contractor when using an 
a x  than when using a rifle. Many local 
hunters com e up on the R um ford Falls 
road and hunt around Bem is and re­
turn. Quite a lot of deer have been ta­
ken  ou t that way, but we have no rec­
ord  o f the exact number.

A t W . D. Grant’ s cam p the crew  came 
near getting a big  buck  by cornering 
h im  in a th ic k e t . H e came in sight of 
the men w hile they were w orking, and 
m aking the usual am ount o f noise w ith  
axes. Leaving their w ork  several o f 
them  g o t around him  and drove h im  in 
am ong a pile o f treetops. The deer 
seem ed very tame and they had no diffi­
cu lty  in counting ten points on his 
horns. The buck escaped, as m ight 
have been expected, and one o f the crew  
procu red  a rifle and fo llow ed  h im  but 
Mr. Buck understood that gam e and 
to o k  h im self safely out o f the way.

H unters d o  not seem to be so anxious 
to  w eigh  their deer as they used to  be. 
One k illed  by Joe Tibbetts last week, 
w eighed  212 pounds, dressed. T h e 
head is a fine one o f e igh t points and 
w ill be m ounted by D. E. H eyw ood.

B ucks have been k illed  by  the fo llow ­
in g  parties the past week: H erbert 
C ollins, an eight poin ter; W . S. Love- 
jo y , seven points. D eck Lamb, Mial 
Lam b and Frank Harris, one each o f un­
know n  qualities.

T h e  party o f five headed by Ben Gile 
ca m e out from  the new camp near Loon 
lake, bringing their game with them  the 
first o f last week. They brought eight 

’  deer, five bucks and three does. Ber­
nard M oulton bad two large does, M. B. 
Scholfield one small doe and a large 
b u ck  with seven points, Samuel M oulton 
o f  Y ork  had a fine eight po in t buck and 
a  small one, D. E. H eyw ood one spike 
horn, but Ben had the king o f  all b u ck s  
to  his credit. This buck, though not 
rem arkably heavy, w ould weigh 175 
pounds. Its coat was very peculiar in 
co lo r  being nearly as red as in sum mer. 
T h e  hair about the nose and head is 
strangley light colored but the head is a 
record  breaker. The right antler is 24 
inches long, the left 23J inches; spread 
23-J inches; spread at poin t of main 
beam  15^ inches. The tw o largest 
sp ik es  are each 7 -J inches.

A bnorm al developem ents o f all kinds 
are often  m et with, and many o f  them 
w ou ld  excell this head in som e one re­
sp ect but here is a head sym m etrical in 
every respect. The curve, poise and 
evenness o f both antlers, are all that 
the m ost critical eye cou ld  desire, and 
its  im mense size easily earns it a place 
above the best head in town. There are 
ten  points on the antlers. T w o other 
little  spurs cou ld  be counted m aking 
tw elve points, button  is what it was ev­
idently  intended for.

Since there is so m uch talk about b ig  
beads, it seems as though m ost readers 
w ou ld  be interested in an account of 
som e o f  the supposed record heads. 
C orrect measurments should be taken 
and if possible a photograph of som e of 
th e  finest w ould be acceptable in these 
colum ns. The writer once k illed  a

back onto the runners.

Rangeley cove is frozen, but it w ill be 
som e tim e before the lakes w ill be 
closed up.

C. L. Harnden will make snowsboes 
this winter. H e has been accustom ed 
to turning out about forty  pairs of ex 
cellent quality every w inter. He will 
have som e this year filled w ith m oose 
hide.

T he sudden change o f weather that 
took  place on M onday will be disastrous 
to  the hunters. The snow went before 
the warm wind like dew before the sun, 
and had it continued many hours longer 
w ould have w holly  disappeared. As it 
is there w ill be a noisy crust w hich 
probably w ill not perm it any m ore good 
still-hunting this fall.

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wards took  w ith  him  to Boston, where 
he ex p ected  to d ispose o f  it at a good 
figure.

A  few  days after the departure of Mr. 
L ibby to Boston  with his bull moose, 
the rem ains o f  a cow  m oose and calf 
were found w ithin five rods of the place 
where the bu ll was know n to have been 
shot by  him . T he cow . which would 
w eigh betw een 500 and 600 pounds, was 
n icely dressed and ready for shipment, 
but the saddles o f the calf had been 
taken away, together w ith the hide, the 
forequarters aud head being left on the 
ground.

T he find was reported to Chief Game 
W arden Ross, Saturday afternoon, Nov. 
23, and when the express train from  the 
east arrived in Colum bia Falls in the 
evening, tw o deputy wardens disem­
barked aud began m aking arrangements 
to discover evidence against the party 
suspected o f the crime. Sunday m orn­
ing they started on their investigations 
and before  sunset had located the hide 
o f  the ca lf m oose w hich was buried in 
the haym ow  at the premises of H ow ard 
L ibby, and w hile one warden returned 
to C olum bia Falls w ith this evidence of 
guilt, the other proceeded to the woods 
o f  Epping, where the slaughter oc­
curred, for the purpose o f bringing in 
the carcass o f  the cow , w hich was done, 
the rem ains o f  the calf being allowed to 
rem ain in the w oods. The cow  was 
shipped to this city by  order o f the 
com m issioners, and will be cut up by 
W ebber &  L ocke, as before stated by 
the Journal.

In addition to finding the hide on 
L ibby ’ s prem ises, an axe, said to belong 
to him, was found near the scene of 
slaughter. Sheriff Thom pson has a 
warrant for the arrest o f L ibby in his 
possession and when the latter returns 
home, as his friends confidently assert 
he w ill do, the papers w ill be served.— 
K ennebec Journal.

Stevens Company Adds Another 
Department to Its Big Works.
The m achinery i« being installed in 

the factory of the J. Stevens Arm s and 
T o o l com pany for the m anufacture of 
the Duryea automobile. The Stevens 
com pany lias secured the con trol of 
the construction  of these m achines, and 
w ill eventually Jfvote all o f  the surplus 
space in their bin factory  to m aking the 
carriage. By »ay o f  a beginning, the 
large room  oa ftie  fifth floor o f the N o. 
1  m ill w ill b a llled  w ith m achinery, and 
m uch o f it /as already been put in 
p lace and tli w heels are turning. A ll 
o f  the mactfnbry o f  the Ilam ppen auto­
m obile  an<j launch com pany, o f w hich 
Mr. D u ry «  was president and treasurer, 
has b e e n /o v e d  from  the shop on State 
street infnis city , and many new ma­
ch ines yl\) be made and bought fo r  the 
w ork . i. Frank Duryea, w hose inven­
tion  tW product is, w ill be in d irect 
charge o f the m echanical w ork. The 
c a s t e s  are now on the floor for  the 
first*0 o f the m achines, and a force  of 
25 j  "bn w ill be engaged im m ediately to 
pe/_orm the work. It is expected that 
th ®lot w ill bo com pleted and ready for 
tb , m arket March 1, 1902. As the work 
pGgresses it is probable that the force  
h  help w ill be increased, perhaps to 
hO  or m ore, and the quarters in w hich 
he carriages are m ade w ill be expand­

ed. There is no m ore room  in the No. 1 
m ill, bu t in the N o. 2 bu ild in g  there is 
som e room  that can be m ade use of, 
when it is necessary. T h e rapid grow th 
o f  the other branches o f  the Stevens 
com pany ’ s business is taking up a large 
am ount o f the room  w hich  it was for­
merly thought w ould  be leased to other 
m anufacturing concerns, but President
I. H . Page considers that space can be 
a fforded fo r  the m anufacture o f  autom o­
biles.

T h e room  w hich is now being o ccu ­
pied w ith autom obile m achinery is 160 
b y  .1-15 feet, and has been used for a con­
cert hall, where the Stevens band has 
several tim es held entertainments. It is 
woll ligh ted  and conveniently arranged 
for the pu rpose to which it is being 
adapted. T h e  Stevens com pany has 
am ple p ow er w ith which to run the ma­
ch inery . I t  is thought that the room  
now  b e in g  used may eventually be con­
verted in to  a m otor room  alone and the 
carriage m aking transferred to another 
part o f  th e  factory. A ll o f these details, 

t '^ w e v e r , w ill depend upon the number

o f m achines that m ay be turned out 
T h e Stevens com pany are in so close 
touch  with the trade that it w ill be of 
great advantage to them  in placing the 
good s on the market.

T he m achine w hich  is to  be made is 
no experim ent. It  has been thoroughly 
tested and has not been found wanting. 
It is a practical evolution  o f the carriage 
w hich was the product o f Mr. D uryea ’ s 
invention in 1893, when he was con ­
sidered to be one o f  the pioneers in the 
m aking o f m otor carriages in this coun ­
try. H e has studied the sub ject in a 
thoroughly scientific way, w ith a view  
to producing com pactness, s im plicity  
and serviceability. These three points 
he claim s for the m achine w hich  he w ill 
now  place on the m arket. Three o f the 
carriages have been in operation during 
the past sum m er, and nothing but com ­
m endation has been given them by 
those w ho have used them . Mr. Duryea 
spent his vacation in the Blandford hills 
and found none that his carriage cou ld  
not scale w ith ease, even in many places 
where other autom obiles had found the 
incline too  great for their pow er. Ho 
has been casting about fo r  som e tim e to 
d iscover a com m odious place for the 
m anufacture o f the vehicle, and the 
offer o f the Stevens com pany was ac­
cepted at once. T he adoption  of this 
business by  the com pany is but fo llow ­
ing the pace w hich  the com pany has set 
during the last few  years, losing no op ­
portunity to expand the interests of the 
concern. T he com pany now em ploys 
fu lly  900 men and the force  is rapidly 
increasing.

The autom obile now being built will 
soon be known as the Stevens-Duryea 
carriage. It will be equipped with a 
five-horse pow er double cylinder, hori­
zontal m otor, o f the four-cycle type. 
T he transm ission w ill be by gearing, 
w ith three speeds and reverse. Inter­
m ediate speeds can be secured by th rot­
tling the lever. The operation is so 
sim ple that a ch ild can work it from  the 
seat w ith the slightest effort. The body 
bears resem blance to the steam carriage, 
though  a little shorter. The ch ief aim 
has been sim plicity  w ithout lessening 
the efficiency. A  prom inent feature is 
that the m achine requires no additional 
water for  m aking a trip. W ith  other 
m achines this is a com m on  fault. It is 
also guaranteed that the water w ill not 
freeze, chem icals being used as a pre­
ventive. Steam carriages are said to 
consum e a gallon  o f gasoline in from  7 
to 10 miles o f travel, bu t the Duryea 
m achine consum es but one gallon in 
each 30 m iles. T h e  success o f the new 
carriage is believed to  be assured, but 
the Stevens com pany are going  m oder­
ately at the w ork, that the same thor- 

| oughness may accom pany this product 
as in the others m anufactured by this 
concern.— Springfield Re publican.

PREVENT ICE FISHING.

TWO DEER IN ONE DAY.

Petition Asking That Sourdna- 
hunk Be Closed In Winter.

A  petition  to the F ish  and Game com ­
m issioners is in circulation  asking that 
Sourdnahunk lake be closed to w inter 
fishing.

This lake is about four miles long and 
a m ile and a quarter wide. It is prac­
tically the trout breeding ground for the 
w hole o f  the W est branch territory. 
One thing that is very m uch in favor of 
this m ove is that there are no fish in 
the lake excep t trout and shiners. A ll 
the other fish w hich  feed upon spawn 
are absent. It is expected , then, that at 
least 80 per cent of the spawn will 
hatch, as against five per cent, w hich  is 
about what is hatched in the other lakes 
in the state. This lake is one o f the 
best for breeding purposes in the state, 
and supplying, as it does, all o f  the 
W est branch, it should have its fishing 
w ell protected.

The reason that it is in special danger 
now  is that the lum berm en are now  
working around there, and it is p ro b a ­
ble, from  present indications w ill be 
w orking around there for several w in­
ters to com e.

Bateman o f Boston, w ho w ith  his fam ­
ily spent several w eeks at U pper Dam 
last summer, tells me that he has ju st 
returned hom e from  a tw o w eeks’ hunt­
ing trip at U pper Dam and that he had 
tw o fine b ig  deer w h ich  he shot to take 
hom e to prove that “ there is no better 
place fo r  a hunting trip than at U pper 
D am .”

In fact, I think there is ju st as good  
deer shooting  in the Rangeley region 
as in any part o f our state. And as fo r  
b lack  bears, w hy! som e fine ones have 
been shot this fall and several have es­
caped taking m ore or less head away 
w ith  them. __________

Som ething has got to be done to keep 
up the num ber of deer fox the sports­
men, and has not som ething g o t to be 
done to keep the hunter from  shooting 
men fo r  gam e?

If one cou ld  be sure always that he 
was shooting at a buck, I should say 
make a law against shooting the does. 
But it has been m y experience that one 
cou ld  not always tell. I recollect once 
of shooting a b ig  doe and saying to my 
guides, “ Ben, I have shot such a b ig  
buck, w ith  such a line set o f horns, you  
and Jim  g o  right over there where he is 
still k ick in g .”  H ow  w ell I rem em ber 
the laugh the boys gave there in the 
forest that O ctober day as they called 
to me, “ Say, F ly  Rod, com e over here. 
Y ou  have shot one o f  the b iggest does 
w e ever saw .”

“ Oh I was sure I saw a b ig  set o f 
antlers. It m ust have been the bushes. 
I should not have shot her if I had not 
fe lt sure it was a b u ck .”

But I think it should be a fine if one 
does m ake even an honest mistake, they 
shou ld  have honor enough to pay for 
their blunder.

Then I w ould make it a law to always 
wear in the w oods a bright red sweater 
or jacket. I know that the bright co lor 
does not frighten the game, in fact 
have seen the deer attracted by the 
co lor of my red hat or sweater and stand 
and look  for som etim e m ost intently.

Op e n  time on m oose was brought to 
a close Saturday night. Reports from  
the gam e fields show an increased num ­
ber of these animals taken out of the 
woods this year. -W ith m ore m oney at 
hand to prevent illegal killing o f them , 
Maine should be the ideal m oose 
ground.

A mong all the shooting accidents that 
have happened in the w oods this fall, it 
is gratifying to note that not one of the 
registered guides has been connected 
w ith  any o f them. I f  every 
sportsman w ho goes into the w oods 
should be accom panied by a registered 
guide, the danger of this prom iscuous 
shooting w ould be reduced to a m ini­
mum.

Mb , W . M. Cgokson, governm ent in­
spector of the rural mail routes in this 
section  of the U nited States, has just 
com pleted his inspection of the mail 
routes o f Maine. H e says that the 
routes are w orking excellently and are 
giving the best of satisfaction; the car­
riers are an able, obliging and accom m o­
dating class o f men. He considers the 
system  in Maine a m odel one. The g ov ­
ernment protects the mail boxes along 
the route just as it does those of the 
cities, providing the patrons provide 
boxes that have been approved by the 
governm ent. There are fourteen of 
these. W hen inquiries in regard to 
what kind to use are received, a circular 
describing the various kinds is sent to 
tile patron and he makes his choice. H e 
suggests that if the people along any 
route should appoint a com m ittee to 
look  over the boxes and select one for 
that route, they would have a uniform  
lo t of boxes that w ould save som e 
bother for the one w ho delivers.

see, and if they do not shoot each other 
they do well.

I know  that Col. E. C. Farrington, 
secretary o f our state association, Sen­
ator Wm', P. Frye and many others have 
for a long tim e thought we shou ld have 
a license. “ A woman has a right to 
change her m ind”  and if the law does 
not say every hunter shall h ire a regis­
tered guide, why license or do som e­
thing to save our game that for  many 
years to com e we can w ithout fear shoot 
thousands o f  deer annually in Maine.

Unpleasant Experiences.
Dr. Joseph E. Root, F rederick  E. 

Bartlett and Frank D. Tuttle o f H art­
ford, and Dr. A lco tt o f W est H artford, 
m em bers o f a party of hunters, w ho had 
spent tw o weeks in the Maine woods, 
returned to this city  Saturday night, 
laden with bags o f game. T w o m oose 
and eight deer were secured, the party 
going as far as the Katahdin Iron 
W orks, tw enty -six  miles from the term i­
nation o f the A roostook  railroad.

On W ednesday Dr. R oot and his guide 
were caught in a severe snow storm . 
They had spent the night in an old 
shack, and in the morning the ground 
was covered to the depth of 15 inches, 
and snow was falling steadily. Dr. 
R oot and gu ide determined to return to 
camp. T h ey arose at 4 o ’ clock , and 
soon set out. Snow was falling at the 
rate of tw o inches an hour, and four 
hours were required to make the first 
tw o ipiles. T h ey reached cam p, six 
m iles from  the starting point, at 5 p. m., 
having tram ped nearly twelve hours. 
Snow to the depth  of 42 inches fe ll m 48 
hours.

Mr. Bartlett, also, had a m ost dis­
agreeable experience. His gu ide was 
taken violen tly  ill while in a shack a 
long istance from  the camp. H e final­
ly recovered sufficiently to gu ide Mr, 
Bartlett dow n  a long disused path to 
camp. T w o days later the gu ide died.

A  little experience I once had always 
gives me the ch ills as I recall the event 
and think what m ight have been.

I was at a cam p where quite a party 
was stopping. W ith  two guides I left 
cam p at an early hour. Som e four or 
five m iles away we crossed a stream and 
finding fresh deer tracks where they had 
made a path it was decided I  should be 
seated where I cou ld  for rods overlook 
the deer run and the guides w ould try 
to start a deer as they circled  around 
and 1  was not to shoot unless I was 
sure of a good  set o f horns.

It was very quiet and after nearly an 
hour I saw the bushes m ove som e rods 
away and knew what I supposed was a 
deer was com ing up the path to cross 
the stream. I  raised m y rifle w hich 
was all ready to use and waited and 
watched. I cou ld  at last see the side o f 
a deer as I supposed, then suddeuly I 
saw the top  of a red hat, and direcHly a 
friend and his guide cam e into plain 
sight.

“ W hat has frightened you, F ly R od? 
Y ou  look  as if you  were going to faint.”  

“ For heaven’s sake, take off you r 
gray jacket. Y ou r gu ide ’ s red hat was 
what prevented me from  thinking you 
were a deer com ing up the path.”

Then we talked over the danger o f a 
hunter wearing such a color in the 
w oods during the hunting season and I 
have never since been hunting unless I 
wore a red hat or sweater.

A  short time ago 1 received a letter 
from  a friend who was on a hunting 
trip in the eastern part o f  the state. 
L ike m yself he has not been in favor of 
asking the hunter from  other states to 
pay a license fee for bunting our game, 
but wrote me to this effect: “ I believe 
now your state should ask a higher 
price for the game, and fo r  one am wil­
ling to pay, and now believe in a license 
for I find that in this section from  300 
to 500 hunters have com e from  Ohio, In­
diana and other western states, and like 
a large party I have recently met, they 
hired no guides. And w hat is more 
they brought their own food , even to 
the potatoes and the bread. W hat, will 
you  tell me, does such a party do to 
help M aine?”

N ow  let me do a sim ple sum in fig­
ures. I f  there had been but 100 men, 
w ho rem ained we w ill say but ten days, 
they w ould at the rate o f $2.00  per day 
only, paid the camp proprietors $2,000 
for their board, and the guides at least 
$2,500. That is not what a party o f 100 
hunters usually spend. Suppose they 
take back, as they generally do, many of 
our deer. They are not sportsm en but 
hunters, w ho shoot every deer they can

Sportsmen Lost.
N ovem ber 24, tw o sportsmen, Forrest 

L. G oodspeed and Clarence M ason o f 
Freedom , started from  Adam s’ s cam p 
near Chase pond for Carratunk. T here 
was a storm  on, but it was not con ­
sidered dangerous until the men had 
been on their way fo r  some time. T hey 
were to send a m essenger to the cam p 
with the mail, and as be did not arrive, 
Mr. Adam s becam e anxious fearing that 
the men had becom e lost.

He started out Monday and fo llow ed  
the trail he had directed the sportsm en 
to take. They had not arrived at Carra­
tunk. Mr. Adam s and Hiram  Perkins 
o f Shirley, w ho have been gu iding here 
for a num ber o f years went over the 
back trail, intending to visit all the 
camps in that vicinity, hoping to find 
that they had strayed to one of them.

The young men had been in this v icin ­
ity but two days and had g o t one deer 
apiece, but wanted to get a moose be­
fore going hom e. B efore th is they had 
hunted around M ooseliead for two 
weeks. [Adam s offered to guide the 
young men to the village w ithout charge 
but they thought they cou ld  find the 
way alone. B oth  o f the men have 
fam ilies.

T he guides found the lost men Tues­
day in a logging cam p several miles out 
o f their way. Adam s, by  chance, fell 
upon half filled tracks w hich  led to 
where he found the sportsm en prepar­
ing a dinner o f venison from  a deer they 
had ju st k illed. T hey had foun d  a well 
provisioned cam p from  w hich the 
owners were away.

The men were brou gh t ou t to May- 
field, and suffered no great inconven­
ience from  their adventures.

G oing through the K ingsbury w oods 
in A b b ott five days after the storm , 
Charles Bennett counted seventy d iffer­
ent places where the deer had crossed 
the road , in a distance o f  three m iles. 
In som e o f  the places their path was 
trodden enough  to m ake a good  road.

Plugged a Stump.
In a recent interview  with Chairman 

Carleton o f  the Fish and Gam e com m is­
sion, in regard to the shooting  accidents 
that have been so frequent this fall, he 
told this in ciden t:

“ One o f the m ost exp erienced  and 
careful business men and hunters in the 
state told me not lon g ago o f an exp eri­
ence he had in the w oods.

“ He was, near n ightfall, w atch ing for 
a deer on a bog . H e saw, as he be­
lieved, a deer. He made up his m ind to 
be absolutely sure it was a deer before  
he fired and w ould  w ait until he saw it 
m ove. H e saw its horns, its ears, its 
fu ll ou tlin e—he saw it m ov e ,— he fired 
not once but tw ice, when to his horror 
and disgust, on going to  the spot, found 
he had been plugging his bullets into a 
stum p, yet that stum p to him  was a 
real, actual, living m oving deer. Y ou  
ask me to a ccou nt for this. I cannot. 
Y et this man was absolutely  sober, he 
never drank liquor, is an experienced 
hunter and as fam iliar w ith  gam e as any 
man in the state o f  M aine.”

Advice to Housekeepers.
I f a dish gets too salt it can be rem e­

died by adding sugar.
A fter cutting a squash for pie m aking 

if you  do not wish to use j^tlm rest 
soon, boil until soft, mash it and w hile 
hot put into air tight cans. Run a sil­
ver knife dow n the side of the can to 
allow all air to escape. I f  properly done 
squash will keep alm ost indefinitely th is 
way.

T o  restore o ilcloth  m elt half an ounce 
o f wax in a saucer of turpentine. R ub 
over the o ilcloth  w ith this, using a clean 
piece o f tiannel. Polish w ith a so ft 
cloth.

Never put soda in the water in w hich  
you wash china that has any g ild ing  on 
it. Soda injures the gild ing. Instead 
use hard soap, w hich answers just as 
well and has no ill effect.

Pineapple ju ice  drained from  the fru it 
and m ix w ith currant, lem on, black­
berry or raspberry ju ice  makes a delic­
ious drink. A  few  w edges left to float 
in the lem onade bow l im prove the fla­
vor o f that bevei age.

T o keep fish never put one on top  o f  
another, but w ring a clean cloth  out o f  
co ld  water in w hich  som e salt has been 
dissolved. W rap the fish separately iii 
this, lay on a dish and keep in th e  
coolest place possible.

MINCED CKEAMED POTATOES.

Chop fine cold  boiled  potatoes, m elt 
large spoon o f butter, stir in equal 
am ount o f  flour and one pint o f rich  
m i lk ; when hot put in potatoes and 
when they bo il up serve at once.

PLAIN ONE EGG MUFFINS.
Sift I f  cups flour and 3 teaspoons o f 

baking powder, ^ tea sp oon  of salt, 1  %  
tablespoons of sugar. Beat a small egg  
thoroughly , add it gradually w ith f  cup 
of m ilk to the dry ingredients and beat 
it hard. A t the last m inute add 
tablespoons of m elted butter. D rop in 
hot buttered iron gem  pans and bake in 
a h ot oven 25 minutes. —A. E. P.

UIBBON CAKE.
2 cups sugar, 3 eggs, f  cup butter, 
cup m ilk, 3 cups flour, 1 teaspoon 

soda dissolved in the m ilk. A dd  a 
pinch  of salt. F lavor w ith  lem on or 
alm ond. P ut half the above in tw o 
square pans. T o the rem ainder add 2 
tablespoons o f molasses, 1  cup raisins, 
stoned and chopped, f  pound citron , 
sliced , 1  teaspoonful cinnam on, tea­
spoon fu l each of cloves and allspice, a 
little nutm eg and 1  teaspoonful o f flour. 
Put into tw o pans of the same size and 
shape as those before used. Put sheets 
together w ith  the fo llow ing filling:

1  cup sugar, f  cup m ilk, 1  cup chopped 
raisins, small piece butter. B oil ten  
minutes. Miss M yra D ill.

SWEET APPLE PNDDING.
Into 1 quart o f scalded m ilk stir 1 cu p  

o f Indian meal, 1 cup m olasses, a little  
salt and 1  pint of sweet apples pared 
and sliced. M ix together and bake in a 
m oderate oven 3 hours. Serve h ot w ith  
cream  or hard sauce.

MOLASSES COOKIES.
1 cup molasses, %  CUP lard, £ cup co f­

fee, 1  teaspoon vinegar, 1  teaspoon  
soda, salt, ginger and cinnam on to  
taste. F lour to roll out.

over them  1 cup sugar. Beat yo lk s o f  
G eg g s  w ith  fou r spoonfuls o f corn ­
starch.

P our the starch over the oranges 
w hen hot. Beat the whites of the eggs 
w ith  2  spoonfuls of sugar and pour 
them  over the starch. Brown in the 
oven. Frost when cold . D o n ot stir 
the oranges up when the e g g  and corn ­
starch is turned on the oranges.

KENTUCKY CORN DODGERS.

M ix a teaspoonful o f  salt w ith a cup­
ful o f white cornm eal and scald it w ith  
just enough boiling water to dam pen it. 
T h e n  add enough cold m ilk to m old  
easily and form  into cakes three-quar­
ters of an inch th ick  in the m iddle and 
ob long in shape. Use a tablespoonful 
o f dough  for each cake and bake them  
on a greased pan in a hot oven for tw en­
ty-five minutes.

PRUNE PUDDING.
Soak one-half pound of prunes for 

tw o hours in enough cold  water to 
cover them . C ook in the same water 
until soft. Rem ove the stones and add 
one cupfu l o f sugar, one inch piece o f 
stick cinnam on, a few  gratings from  the 
rind o f  a lem on, and one and one-third 
cupfuls o f boiling water; cook  ten m in­
utes. D ilute one-third cupful o f corn­
starch w ith enough cold water to pour 
easily. A dd  to the hot m ixture and 
cook  four m inutes, stirring constantly. 
R em ove the cinnam on, turn the m ixture 
into a m old and ch ill th oiou gh ly . Serve 
w ith  sugar and cream.

Necessity of Being Consistent 

Our Belief and Practice.
In

ing up to the standard of bis belief. 
Observe the sacrifice he makes, the 
pleasures he denies him self, the loyalty 
to bis belief and the fidelity in carrying 
out bis program . A ll bis splendid and 
matured energies are used to their utter­
most. T he hian o f the w orld has made 
a serious blunder. H e has le ft God and 
Christ, heaven and eternity out of liis 
reckoning. E verything that gives life , 
permanency, and dignity. His faith in 
his ow n pow ers, his loyalty to his 
standard, his prudence in matters of 
business, these things we may admire, 
for in their generation they are wiser 
than the “ children o f ligh t.”

The Christian has a belief, but alas in 
too  many cases, there is w ide discrep­
ancy between our creed and our prac­
tice. Let us adm it that the best of 
Christian men never reach in practice 
their standard. But there is such a 
th ing as absolute inconsistency. C on ­
fessing that it is m ore “  Blessed to give 
than to receive,”  yet always receiving 
and not giving, or professing to love the 
church we im pair our profession by not 
yield ing our w ill to the highest interest 
o f the church. W e  believe in our creed 
but too frequently use it as a matter o f 
convenience. Our Christian belief may 
be perfect but if our practice does not 
correspond in som e degree to our pro 
fession our creed and our profession w ill 
profit us nothing. T h e Christian stand­
ard of life  is w orthy to enlist our 
noblest energies and strongest efforts. 
Our practice should uot be mauy steps 
behind our profession. W e befieve that 
G od and Christ, heaven and eternity are 
eternal verities. Then let our daily 
practice plainly declare in consistent* 
deeds our belief.

Mr. Banger Preached About 
“ The Source of Influence.”

A t the M ethodist chuioh  Sunday the 
pastor, Rev. J. E. Clancy, took  for his 
subject, “ The U njust Stew ard,”  from  
the text, “ A nd the lord com m ened the 
unjust steward, because be had done 
w isely: for the children of this w orld 
are w iser in their generation than the 
children of ligh t,”  Luke xvi, 8 .

In  the interpretation of a parable we 
are first to ascertain its scope, the essen 
tial princip le involved. T h is should be 
distinguished from  the mere drapery, 
The steward is not praised, because he 
acted honorably or faith fu lly, but be­
cause he acted w isely. The lord com ­
mended the unjust steward because he 
had done w isely. In this selfish, w orld­
ly man there was singled out the point 
of prudence and the pow er to forecast 
his situation. The approval o f these 
characteristics In the man does not ne­
cessitate the endorsem ent o f  his en­
tire character. Only last Sabbath I 
quoted a wise saying of V oltaire. It 
was a wise blessing he gave Franklin’ s 
grandson. Nevertheless we do not ap" 
prove his bittei anim osity toward the 
Christian religion. G ibbon has left, in 
his interesting history of the decline and 
fall o f Rom e, an im perishable m onu­
ment to the greatness o f his intellect. 
W e adm ire the m an’s intellectural 
pow er but not his persistent infidelity. 
Other illustrations may be cited to show 
that men with many bad qualities have 
also noble energies used in ignoble 
causes.

Christ recognizes the wisdom  o f the 
w orld in their generations. T hey be 
lieve the world is o f great im portance, 
that it offers them rich  and valuable 
prizes, in material wealth aud pleasure. 
T o  gain possession of these they are 
w illing to subordinate every thing else. 
They have made a forecast and mapped 
out a program . They have set a stand­
ard for them selves and in man y in­
stances it is selfish. It cou ld  not b e  
otherw ise “ in tbeir generation.”  T h e  
w orldly man is intensely earnest in liv-

A t the Union church  Rev. Mr. Ranger 
preached from  the subject, “ The Source 
o f In fluence.”  The tex t was from  J oh n  
ii: 7 and 8 , “ Jesus saitli unto them, F il l 
the w aterpots w ith  water. And they  
filled them  up to the brim . And he 
saith unto them , Draw out now, and 
bear unto the governor of the feast. 
A nd they bear it .”

Jesus, in his teaching to men, gave 
only the principles w hich  should govern  
the conduct and life o f  individuals. 
Each man w ishes to look  upon the re­
sult o f his ow n w ork  and so it seems to 
me that as we draw  from  Christ’ s w ords 
those things w h ich  m ay be applied to 
the needs of our own circum stances and 
duties, and do so app ly them, w e re­
ceive m ore than w ould  have been the 
case had each occasion  and em ergency 
of life been treated in detail.

W hat do we understand by the source 
o f  influence or p ow er? I do not need to 
ask the w isest pupil o f the High sch oo l 
w hy it is the waters o f the river flow  on 
and on unceasingly yet the river is n ot 
em ptied. One w ith  less knowledge 
cou ld  tell me of the lake whose ou tlet 
is the river; o f the innumerable rivulets 
discharging their waters into the la k e ; 
o f the m ountain springs feeding the 
tiny stream s; o f the clouds bearing the 
mists o f old ocean w hich  we know to be 
the m ighty fountain  supplying this en­
tire system o f m oving waters. W hen 
we see the vessels laden with grain to 
be borne from  our shores to the cities 
o f the old w orld we know  that it has 
been supplied by the fertile lands o f our 
own country. We realize that there is 
no product w ith ou t a source o f supply. 
This is true o f tem poral things •, it is 
equally true of th ings spiritual.

Em erson has spoken o f enthusiasm as 
the greatest factor in the accom plish ­
ment o f any result. W hat is enthusi­
asm? A  quality dependent upon  knowl­
edge sim ply, or yet upon action? Is it 
not rather a union o f the tw o? W ork if 
there be no know ledge o f its need, and 
know ledge o f need w hich  we make no 
effort to relieve seldom  creates great 
zeal in  any cause.

Dr. V incent, o f one o f  our western 
Congregationalist churches, has said 
that there is one thing w orse than w ick­
edness,—to care nothing abou t it ; one 
th ing w orse than corru p tion ,— to acqui­
esce in it. W hy was it that when the 
people o f this land were fighting for 
their independence the trained soldiers 
sent over by the English governm ent 
were unable to conquer the undisci­
plined colonial regim ents? 1  am told 
that a large elem ent con tributing to 
their failure was the fa c t that they 
were hired soldiers, having no personal 
interest in the outcom e o f the conflict. 
In their indifference they could not 
stand before those w ho w ith  all the 
strength o f their m anhood fought to 
protect and preserve their hom es. The 
great enemy of righteousness is not op ­
position, but indifference. T h e  cause 
of G od and his k ingdom  suffers not so 
m uch from  those who opp ose it, as from  
those* w ho are looked upon  as its 
friends yet are indifferent to its inter­
ests. One thing w orse than wicked­
ness,—to care nothing about it.

It was a terrible thing for G od to look 
upon five m illions of hum an beings, 
held in bondage, living under t ie lash, 
It  was trem endously w orse to see men 
high in the nation, and even ministers 
o f the gospel, upholding the iniquity. 
It is a terrible thing to see m illions of 
gallons of intoxicating drink sold an­
nually to the people of this land. It is 
trem endously w orse to see the careless; 
ness and thoughtlessness w ith  which 
men who should be leaders in efforts to 
destroy the evil regard it. One thing 
worse than corruption—to acquiesce in 
it.

W e need to be aroused from  our in­
difference. The pow er in the lives o f 
W esley, o f  Luther, o f all great reform­
ers, m aking them unm indful o f abuse 
and o f danger was an overw helm ing love 
for their fellowm en. T h is love they 
had because the love o f Christ had en­
tered their own lives, and his truth had 
taught them som ething o f  the unspeak­
able w orth of the souls o f  m en. Christ 
then is the source, the unfailing source, 
o f power, o f influence. H e it was who 
gave to Bishop Latim er the courage to 
rebuke sin and bring to the adulterous 
king, Henry V III , the w ord of the 
scripture that w horem ongers and adul­
terers God will judge.

North Chesterville, we find A lb ert Mor 
row , a hustling carriage m aker, w ho 
builds 80 carriages and 50 sleighs per 
year. He has had 28 years experience 
in the business and used to build  sleighs 
altogether. His reputation for  first- 
class w ork has always been O K. H is 
carriages and sleighs are known all over 
the state for their nobby and durable 
m ake. He uses nothing in their m anu­
facture but the best and the lum ber is 
bought principally o f the farm ers in 
this section. H is m achinery consists o f 
a board saw and a saw for  all fitting, a 
buzz planer, surface planer, rounder, 
pow er drill, sand belt, an arm sander, 
w ith  b low er connected, sand drum , 
em ery w heels and grinders. T h e  pow er 
is a 25-horse pow er upright boiler, w ith 
25-horse pow er engine; also, a four- 
horse pow er engine for lighter w ork. 
H e has also a boring m achine and foot 
pow er m ortising m achine. Mr. M orrow  
has, in fact, everything in m odern m a­
ch inery needed in his w ork. T h e shop 
is tw o stories, 50 feet long and 22 feet 
w ide, the blacksm ith  shop, 20x26 feet, 
and storehouse, 46x39, with paint shop 
connected.
