GREETINGS;
In the name of the State of Maine, you are hereby required 

to notify and w arn  the voters of the Town of Union, in said Coun­
ty, qualified by law  to vote in Town a ffa irs , to meet at the 
THOMPSON MEMORIAL BUILDING in said Town, on MONDAY, 
the TENTH day of MARCH, A .D ., 1975, at 10 O'CLOCK in the 
forenoon, then and there to act on ARTICLES numbered 1 and 2;

AND, to notify and warn said voters to meet at the THOMP­
SON MEMORIAL BUILDING, in said Town, on MONDAY, the 
TENTH day of MARCH, A .D ., 1975, at 8 O'CLOCK in the evening, 
then and there to act on ARTICLES numbered 3 through 38; all 
of said Articles being set out below to wit;

Article 1. To choose a Moderator to preside at said meeting.

Article 2. To elect all necessary Town Officers by Secret 
Ballot.

THE POLLS FOR VOTING ON ARTICLES 1 and 2 WILL BE OPEN 
AT 10:00 O'CLOCK IN THE FORENOON AND WILL CLOSE AT 7 
O 'CLOCK IN THE EVENING.

Article 3. To choose a ll other necessary Town Officers, or 
act thereon.

Article 4. To see if the Town w ill vote to authorize the 
Selectmen to fix  the salaries to the O fficers appointed by them, 
under provisions of Section 15, Chapter 91, 1954, R.S., or act 
thereon.

Article 5. To see if the Town w ill vote to a llow  the Select­
men to take from SURPLUS the Social Security for the Town. O f­
ficers; or act thereon.

Article 6. To see if the Town w ill vote to furnish supplies 
and Bond for the Tax Collector, or act thereon.

Article 7. To see if the Town w ill vote to take from Surplus 
the sum of Seven Thousand.Dollars ($7 ,000.00) for the purpose of 
conducting a revaluation of the Town, or act thereon.

thereon. (Requesting 5 units, $5,640 .00 from Surplus.)

In as much as it w ill become a hardship on the 
Town of Union to Cease Open Burning Ju ly  1975 at our present 
Dump site, shall We ask the Department of Environmental Protec­
tion, to grant us a Variance, for open burning and conditional 
operating criteria after Ju ly  1975 or act thereon.

Article 23. To see if the Town w ill vote to accept the fo l­
lowing Resolution: "W hereas the Town of Union elects to comply 
with the requirements of the National Flood Insurance Act of 
1968 (P.L. 90-448) as amended, and whereas the Town of Union 
elects to adopt the Resolution as w ill be proper for the Town of 
Union and cause to have copies of this requirement and Resolu­
tions in the Town Office and that a copy be attached to the Town 
W arrant, or act thereon."

Article 24. To see if the Town w ill vote to a llow  the land on 
Route 131, between the Thompson Memorial Building parking 
lot and the Grover property, to be used for a recreation area , or 
act thereon.

Article 25. To see if the Town w ill vote to discontinue the 
fo llow ing road as a public w ay ;

Article 26. To see if the Town w ill vote to raise or appro­

priate the sum of Five Hundred Dollars ($500.00) for the support 
of the Mid-Coast Mental Health Clinic, or act thereon.

Article 27. To see if the Town w ill vote to raise or appro­
priate the sum of Five Hundred Dollars ($500.00) for the Mid- 
Coast Home Health Agency, or act thereon.

Article 28. To see if the Town w ill vote to raise or appro­
priate the sum of One Hundred Dollars ($100.00) for the Mid- 
Coast Activities Center, or act thereon.

Article 29. To see what sum of money the Town w ill vote 
to appropriate and raise by assessment to be expended under 
the direction of the State of Maine Publicity Bureau for the pur­
pose of advertising the natural resources and attractions of the 
area or those of the State. This is in accordance with Title 30, 
Section 5106, M .R.S.A . of 1964, as am ended. Amount requested 
$232.00.

To see if the Town w ill vote to raise or appro­
priate the sum of $175.20 for use of the Eastern Mid-Coast Re­
gional Planning Commission.

FLOOD INSURANCE

WHEREAS, certain areas of (COMMUNITY) are subject to periodic flooding (and/or mudslides) 

from (STREAMS, RIVERS, LAKES, OCEANS, ETC.), causing serious damages to properties within 
these areas; and

WHEREAS, relief is available in the form of Federally subsidized flood insurance as authorized 
by the National Flood Insurance Act of 1968; and

WHEREAS, it is the intent of this (BOARD, LEGISLATURE, COUNCIL, ETC.) to require the 
recognition and evaluation of flood and/or mudslide hazards in all officials actions relating to land use 
in the flood plain (and/or mudslide) areas having special flood (and/or mudslide) hazards; and

WHEREAS, this body has the legal authority to adopt land use and control measures to reduce 
future flood losses pursuant to MRSA Title 30, Sections 1917, 2151, 4956 and 4962.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that this (BOARD, LEGISLATURE, COUNCIL, ETC.) 
hereby:

1. Assures the Federal Insurance Administration that it will enact as necessary, and maintain
in force for those areas having flood or mudslide hazards, adequate land use and control measures with 
effective enforcement provisions consistent with the Criteria set forth in Section 1910 of the National 
Flood Insurance Program Regulations; and

2. Vests (OFFICIAL, OFFICE OR AGENCY) with the responsibility, authority, and
(a) Delineate or assist the Administrator, at his request, in delineating the limits of the 

areas having special flood (and/or mudslide) hazards on available local maps of sufficient scale to identify 
the location of building sites.

study, survey, map, and identify flood plain or mudslide areas, and cooperate with neighboring communities

implementation of flood plain (and/or mudslide area) management measures.

3. Appoints (OFFICIAL, OFFICE OR AGENCY) to maintain for public inspection and to furnish 
upon request a record of elevations (in relation to mean sea level) of the lowest floor (including basement) 
of all new or substantially improved structures located in the special flood hazard areas. If the lowest floor

(b) Provide such information as the Administrator may request concerning present uses and 
occupancy of the flood plain (and/or mudslide area).

(c) Cooperate with Federal, State, and local agencies and private firms which undertake to

with respect to management of adjoining flood plain and/or mudslide areas in order to prevent aggravation 
of existing hazards.

(d) Submit on the anniversary date of the community’s initial eligibility an annual report to 
the Administrator on the progress made during the past year within the community in the development and

is below grade on one or more sides, the elevation of the floor immediately above must also be recorded.

4. Agrees to take such other official action as may be reasonably necessary to carry out the objectives 
of the program.



ORDINANCE RELATING TO FLOOD HAZARD BUILDING PERMIT SYSTEM AND REVIEW PRO— 
CEDURE

WHEREAS, the Town of Union elects to comply with the requirements of the National Flood Insurance 
Act of 1968 ( P. L. 90-448 , as amended):

WHEREAS, The National Flood Insurance Program established in the aforesaid Act provides that maps 
shall be provided by the Federal Insurance Administration identifying those areas of the Town in the 
flood plain having a special flood hazard;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Town of Union as follows:
1. Permit. Before construction, relocation, replacement, or substantial enlargement or modification 
of any building has commenced in the special flood hazard area designated on the maps prepared 
in accordance with the National Flood Insurance Act of 1968, as amended, the owner or lessee, or 
the architect, engineer, contractor or builder employed by such owner or lessee shall obtain from
the (Code Enforcement Officer, Planning Board or Selectmen) * a permit covering such proposed work.

2. Application. The application for a permit shall be submitted in writing to the (Code Enforcement 
Officer, Planning Board, or Selectmen) *and shall include:

a. the name and address of applicant,
b. an address or a map indicating the location of the construction site,
c. a site plan showing location of existing and proposed structure(s), 

sewage disposal facilities, water supply, areas to be cut and filled and 
the lot dimensions,

d. a statement of intended use of the proposed structure(s),
e. a statement as to the type of sewage system proposed,
f. specification of dimensions of the proposed structure(s) (length, width and height)
g. the elevation (in relation to ground and mean sea level) of the lowest floor, including 

basement, and if the lowest floor is below grade on one or more sides, the elevation 
of the floor immediately above, and

h. a copy of the plans and specifications of the proposed construction.
This requirement may be modified by decision of the (Code Enforcement Officer,
Planning Board or Selectmen) *when in their opinion such information is or is not 
needed to determine the conformance of the proposed construction with this ordinance.

3. Fee. A permit fee of $10.00 (ten dollars) shall be paid to the town clerk (for compensation 
of the Code Enforcement Officer) with a copy of the receipt to accompany the application.
4. Review. The (Code Enforcement Officer, Planning Board or Selectmen) *shall review all aforesaid 
building permit applications to determine whether proposed building sites will be reasonably safe from 
flooding. Any construction, relocation, replacement or substantial enlargement or modification of any 
building, including prefabricated and mobile homes upon building sites in the special flood hazard area 
must:



a. be designed or modified and anchored to prevent flotation, collapse or lateral movement 
of the structure,

b. use construction material and utility equipment that are resistant to flood damage, and
c. use construction methods and practices that will minimize flood damage.

5. Subdivision. The (Planning Board or Selectmen) * shall, when reviewing subdivisions under 
30 M.R.S.A. § 4956, assure that:

a. all such proposals are consistent with the need to minimize flood damage,
b. all public utilities and facilities, such as sewer, gas, electrical and water systems are 

located, elevated, and constructed to minimize or eliminate flood damages, and
c. adequate drainage is provided so as to reduce exposure to flood hazards.

6. Plumbing. The Plumbing Inspector shall require new or replacement water supply systems 
and sanitary sewage systems to be designed to minimize or eliminate infiltration of flood waters 
into the systems and discharges from the systems into flood waters, and require on-site waste 
disposal systems to be located so as to avoid impairment of them or contamination from them 
during flooding.

7. Regulations. The (Planning Board or Selectmen) *may adopt any reasonable regulations that 
are consistent with and in furtherance of the objectives of sections 4, 5 and 6, above, that they 
deem necessary for the proper enforcement of said sections and which are consistent with State 
law.

8. Variances. The Board of Appeals may, upon written application of the affected landowner, 
grant a variance from the strict application of this Ordinance under the following conditions:

a. the strict application of the terms of this Ordinance would result in undue hardship 
to the applicant or would not be in the best interest of the community, and

b. the hardship is not the result of action taken by the applicant or a prior owner in 
violation of this Ordinance.

9. Appeals, The Board of Appeals may, upon written application of an aggrieved party and 
after public notice, hear appeals from determinations of the (Planning Board, Selectmen or 
Code Enforcement Officer) *in the administration of this Ordinance. Such hearings shall be held 
in accordance with State Laws. Following such hearing, the Board of Appeals may reverse the 
decision of the (Planning Board, Selectmen or Code Enforcement Officer) *only upon a finding 
that the decision is clearly contrary to specific provisions of this Ordinance. An appeal may be 
taken within thirty days after any decision is rendered by the Board of Appeals, by any party to 
Superior- Court in accordance with State law.

10. Enforcement. It shall be the duty of the (Code Enforcement Officer or Planning Board) *to 
enforce the provisions of this Ordinance, If the (Code Enforcement Officer or Planning Board) * 
finds that any provision of this Ordinance is being violated, (he or they) shall notify in writing 
the person responsible for such violation indicating the nature of the violation and ordering the 
action necessary to correct it.



When the above action does not result in the correction or abatement of the violation, the 
Municipal Officers, upon notice from the (Code Enforcement Officer or Planning Board) *, are 
hereby authorized and directed to institute any and all actions, whether legal or equitable, necessary 
to the enforcement of this Ordinance. Any person who continues to violate any provision of this 
Ordinance after receiving notice of such violation shall be guilty of a misdemeanor subject to a 
fine of up to $100.00 for each violation. Each day such a violation is continued is a separate 
offense.

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Proposed Building Code of the Town of Union

An ordinance to provide for the safety, health and public welfare through the re­

gulation of construction, alteration, relocation and replacement of dwellings; providing for 

permits and prescribing penalties for violations.

Sec. 1 Scope
The provisions of this chapter shall apply to new construction, structural alterations 

and additions, relocation and replacement of any buildings or parts thereof involving a 

material cost of $500 or more.

Sec. 2 Building Inspector
This chapter shall be administered by the Building Inspector who shall be appointed 

by the municipal officers.

A. Inspection. The Building Inspector shall inspect all buildings being constructed,

altered, repaired, replaced or relocated for the purpose of enforcing the provisions 

of this ordinance and all other local and state laws governing the construction, 

alterations, replacement or repair of buildings. s '

B. Right of Entry. The Building Inspector or his assistant, in the performance of

his duties, may enter any building for the purpose of making the inspection required 

by this chapter.

Sec. 3. Permit
Before the construction, alteration, relocation, repair or replacement of any building, 

modular home, mobile home or part thereof shall be commenced, the owner or lessee, 

or the architect, contractor or builder employed by such owner or lessee shall obtain from 

the Building Inspector a permit covering such proposed work.

A. Application. The application for the permit shall be in writing and shall be 

made in such form as the Building Inspector shall prescribe, and shall contain 

a description of the proposed new, altered or relocated building, or the repairs

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or replacement contemplated. The application shall be filed with the 

board of assessors.

B. Permit Approval. The Building Inspector, after proper examination of the 

application, shall either issue the requested permit or transmit notice of re­

fusal within a reasonable time. Notice of refusal shall be in writing and 

shall state the reasons therefor.

C. Life of Permit. All building permits shall be void unless work thereunder 

is commenced within one year from the date of issuance.

D. Display of Permit. Every building permit shall be displayed in a conspicuous 

place on the premises, clearly visible, and shall not be removed until all work 

covered by the permit has been approved.

Sec. 4 Fees.

The fee shall be $2.00 for each $1,000 of material costs with a minimum fee of

$2.00.

Sec. 5. Certificate of Occupancy.

No new construction shall be occupied until a certificate of occupancy issues from 

the Building Inspector. The Building Inspector shall issue said certificate after proper ex­

amination shows that all work was performed in compliance with the provisions of this 

ordinance.

Sec. 6. Size of Lot.

No dwelling, modular home or mobile home shall be constructed upon or moved to 

a lot with a frontage on any street of less than 200 feet and a depth of not less than 

150 feet.

A. Set Back. No building, modular home or mobile home shall be erected on a lot 

unless it shall be set back at least 50 feet from the street.

B. Side Yard Width. No building, modular home or mobile home shall be set less

1 - ^
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than 30 feet from an adjoining lot line.

C. Driveways. Each lot shall have a driveway not less than 10 feet wide.

D. If an existing building burns or is destroyed by an act of God, it may be 

replaced on the original site even though the lot may not conform to these 

minima, providing application is made for a building permit within one year 

of destruction.

Sec. 7 Foundations.

Except when erected upon solid rock or equivalent, all dwellings, modular homes, 

or mobile homes shall be set on a masonry foundation wall carried below frost line, or 

upon a poured concrete slab at least six inches thick. Masonry walls and concrete slabs 

shall rest on solid ground or leveled rock, or on piles when solid earth or rock is not 

found. Foundation walls shall be not less than eight inches thick.

Exception - Seasonal Homes. Seasonal homes may also be erected upon piers constructed 

of masonry or concrete or on wooden posts treated with a wood preservative. No pier 

or post shall be less than eight inches in diameter.

Sec. 8 Minimum Construction Standards.

1. Wooden beams or joists which are not headers or tail joists shall have bearings 

of at least three inches.

2. A wooden beam, girder or joist shall not be cut nor pierced in any manner 

that would cause it to be of insufficient strength for its load.

3. Except for pitched roofs, wooden floor or roof joists of spans which are in 

excess of eight feet shall be rigidly braced with continuous rows of bridging 

at intervals not more than eight feet.

4. The sills shall be anchored to the foundation walls at no more than six foot 

intervals by bolts at least one half inch in diameter embedded at least six inches 

in the foundation walls.

3
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5. Wooden or steel columns in basements or cellars shall rest on masonry foot­

ings which shall extend above floor level. Footings to be of sufficient size to 

support load bearing on column or post.

6. All wood beams, joists or boards shall have not less than two inches clearance 

from the outside face of chimneys.

Sec. 9 Exterior Finish.

The exterior walls shall be finished with a covering of clapboards, wood siding, 

wood or asphalt or asbestos shingles, masonry or brick or stone or other approved 

materials.

Sec. 10 Roof Coverings.

The roof shall be covered with non-combustible or fire resistant roofing materials. 

Sec. 11 Chimneys.

Chimneys shall be constructed of solid masonry units or reinforced concrete with 

walls not less than four inches thick or approved prefabricated metal chimneys.

A. Chimney Liners. Chimneys shall be lined with approved fire clay or tile 

flue liners.

B. Chimney Supports. Chimneys shall be supported on foundations of masonry 

or reinforced concrete which if on the exterior of the building, shall extend 

below the normal frost line.

Exception - Seasonal Homes. Extension of chimney foundations below frost line may 

be waived by the Building Inspector if the building foundation does not go below frost 

line.

C. Chimney Height. Chimneys shall extend not less than two feet above any 

adjacent roof ridge on the building. Where safety conditions are met, this 

requirement may be waived by the Building Inspector.

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D. Chimney Cleanout Doors. Every chimney shall be provided with a cleanout

door at or near the base equipped with a metal door and frame. No chimney 

receivers shall be covered or concealed.

Sec. 12 Smokepipes.

Smokepipes shall not pass through a floor or ceiling and shall not pass through a 

combustible wall or partition unless it is properly guarded at the point of passage by a 

double collar of metal with air space of at least five inches, or by at least five inches 

of brick or other non-combustible material between the pipe and the combustible material.

Sec. 13 Fireplaces.

The back and sides of a fireplace shall be of solid masonry or reinforced concrete 

not less than eight inches in thickness. A fireplace shall have a hearth of non-combustible 

material that is supported by a fireproof slab and shall extend at least twenty inches out­

side of the chimney breast and not less than twelve inches beyond the sides of the fireplace 

opening. The minimum combined thickness of the hearth and its supporting construction 

shall be not less than six inches. This section shall not prohibit the use of heatilator 

type fireplaces.

Sec. 14 Electrical Installation.

The building shall have a safe and adequate electrical service of at least 100 amperes. 

Number 12 wire or larger shall be used throughout. Electrical installation is to conform 

to the current National Electric Code and no electric wiring shall be covered or concealed 

until it has been inspected and permission to conceal has been given by the Building In­

spector.

Sec. 15 Plumbing.

All plumbing and sewage disposal shall be in strict conformance with the State of 

Maine Laws and the State Plumbing Code.

Sec. 16 Light and Ventilation.

Every room in a dwelling house shall have one or more windows opening directly 

to the outside. Bathrooms and water closet compartments not vented by a window 

shall have a sky light or a connection to a vent shaft extending to the roof or be 

provided with mechanical ventilation.

Sec. 17 Means of Exit.

Each Dwelling shall have two approved exits.

Sec. 18 Height Limit.

Maximum height of dwellings shall be fifty feet.

Sec. 19 Amendments to Ordinance.

All amendments to this ordinance shall apply to outstanding permits issued before 

the effective date of the amendment unless the particular work governed by the amend­

ment has been completed.

Sec. 20 Violations.

Any work performed or building constructed in violation o f this ordinance or any 

permit issued by the Building Inspector or any building constructed as a dwelling with­

out the required certificate of occupancy shall be considered a nuisance.

Any person found guilty of violating any provisions of this chapter shall be subject 

to a fine of not more than $100 for each offense. Each day in which violation is proved 

to exist shall constitute a separate offense under this section.

ORDINANCE RELATING TO FLOOD HAZARD BUILDING PERMIT SYSTEM AND REVIEW PROCEDURE

WHEREAS, the Town of 
of the National Flood _____  elects to comply with the requirements

P. L. 90-448 , as amended):
WHEREAS, The National Flood Insurance Program established in the aforesaid Act provides 
that maps shall be provided by the Federal Insurance Administration identifying those 
areas of the Town in the flood plain having a special flood hazard;
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Town of h  I Q  V i as follows:

ermit. Before construction, relocation, replacement, or substantial enlargement 
or modification of any building has commenced in the special flood hazard area 
designated on the maps prepared in accordance with the National Flood Insurance Act 
of 1968, as amended, the owner or lessee, or the architect, engineer, contractor 
or builder employed by such owner or lessee shall obtain from the (Code Enforcement 
Officer, Planning Board or Selectmen)* a permit covering such proposed work.

2. Application. The application for a permit shall be submitted in writing to 
the (Code Enforcement Officer, Planning Board, or Selectmen)* and shall include:

a. the name and address of applicant,
b. an address or a map indicating the location of the construction site,
c. a site plan showing location of existing and proposed structure(s), 

sewage disposal facilities, water supply, areas to be cut and filled 
and the lot dimensions,

d. a statement of intended use of the proposed structure(s),
e. a statement as to the type of sewage system proposed,
f. specification of dimensions of the proposed structure(s) (length, width and height)
g. the elevation (in relation to ground and mean sea level) of the lowest 

floor, including basement, and if the lowest floor is below grade on 
one or more sides, the elevation of the floor immediately above, and

h. a copy of the plans and specifications of the proposed construction. 
This requirement may be modified by decision of the (Code Enforcement 
Officer, Planning Board or Selectmen)* when in their opinion such 
information is or is not needed to determine the conformance of the 
proposed construction with this ordinance.

3. Fee. A permit fee of $10.00 (ten dollars) shall be paid to the town clerk 
(for compensation of the Code Enforcement Officer) with a copy of the receipt 
to accompany the application.

4. Review. The (Code Enforcement Officer, Planning Board or Selectmen)* shall 
review all aforesaid building permit applications to determine whether proposed 
building sites will be reasonably safe from flooding. Any construction, relocation, 
replacement or substantial enlargement or modification of any building, including
prefabricated and mobile homes upon building sites in the special flood hazard area must:

I )M 3
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a. be designed or modified and anchored to prevent flotation, collapse 
or lateral movement of the structure,

b. use construction material and utility equipment that are resistant 
to flood damage, and

c. use construction methods and practices that will minimize flood damage.

5. Subdivision. The (Planning Board or Selectmen)* shall, when reviewing subdivisions 
under 30 M.R.S.A. §4956, assure that:

a. all such proposals are consistent with the need to minimize flood damage,
b. all public utilities and facilities, such as sewer, gas, electrical and 

water systems are located, elevated, and constructed to minimize or 
eliminate flood damages, and

c. adequate drainage is provided so as to reduce exposure to flood hazards.
6. Plumbing. The Plumbing Inspector shall require new or replacement water supply 
systems and sanitary sewage systems to be designed to minimize or eliminate infiltration 
of flood waters into the systems and discharges from the systems into flood waters,
and require on-site waste disposal systems to be located so as to avoid impairment of 
them or contamination from them during flooding.

7. Regulations. The (Planning Board or Selectmen)* may adopt any reasonable regulations 
that are consistent with and in furtherance of the objectives of sections 4, 5 and 6, 
above, that they deem necessary for the proper enforcement of said sections and which 
are consistent with State law.

8. Variances. The Board of Appeals may, upon written application of the affected 
landowner, grant a variance from the strict application of this Ordinance under the 
following conditions:

a. the strict application of the terms of this Ordinance would result in 
undue hardship to the applicant or would not be in the best interest 
of the community, and

b. the hardship is not the result of action taken by the applicant or a 
prior owner in violation of this Ordinance.

9. Appeals. The Board of Appeals may, upon written application of an aggrieved party 
and after public notice, hear appeals from determinations of the (Planning Board, 
Selectmen or Code Enforcement Officer)* in the administration of this Ordinance. Such 
hearings shall be held in accordance with State laws. Following such hearing, the 
Board of Appeals may reverse the decision of the (Planning Board, Selectmen or Code 
Enforcement Officer)* only upon a finding that the decision is clearly contrary to 
specific provisions of this Ordinance. An appeal may be taken within thirty days 
after any decision is rendered by the Board of Appeals, by any party to Superior Court 
in accordance with State Law.

10. Enforcement. It shall be the duty of the (Code Enforcement Officer or Planning 
Board)* to enforce the provisions of this Ordinance. If the (Code Enforcement Officer 
or Planning Board)* finds that any provision of this Ordinance is being violated,
(he or they) shall notify in writing the person responsible for such violation indicating 
the nature of the violation and ordering the action necessary to correct it.

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When the above action does not result in the correction or abatement of the 
violation, the Municipal Officers, upon notice from the (Code Enforcement Officer 
or Planning Board)*, are hereby authorized and directed to institute any and all 
actions, whether legal or equitable, necessary to the enforcement of this Ordinance. 
Any person who continues to violate any provision of this Ordinance after receiving 
notice of such violation shall be guilty of a misdemeanor subject to a fine of up 
to $100.00 for each violation. Each day such a violation is continued is a separate 
offense.

An Ordinance Entitled:

BUILDING LOT REGULATIONS 
FOR THE TOWN OF UNION

An ordinance to provide for registration of construction, relocation 
and replacement of structures, including modular homes and mobile homes; 
providing for permits and prescribing penalities for violations.
Sec. 1. PERMIT.

Before the construction, relocation or replacement of any building, 
modular home, mobile home shall be commenced, the owner or lessee, or the 
architect, contractor or builder employed by such owner or lessee shall 
obtain from the Code Enforcement Officer (CEO) a permit cohering such 
proposed work.

A. Application. The application for the permit shall be in 
writing accompanied by the appropriate fee and made in such 
form as the CEO shall prescribe, and shall contain a 
description of the proposed new, or relocated building, or 
the replacement contemplated. The application shall be 
filed with the board of assessors.

B . Life of Permit. All permits shall be void unless work 
thereunder is commenced within one year from the date of 
issuance.

Sec. 2. FEES.
The fee shall be $3.00.

Sec. 3. SIZE OF LOT
No building, modular home or mobile home shall be constructed upon 

or moved to a lot with a frontage on any street or right of way of less 
than 200 feet and a minimum lot size of not less than 40,000 square feet.

A . Set Back. No building, modular home or mobile home shall be 
erected on a lot unless it shall be set back at least 50 feet 
from the edge of the right of way or 80 feet from the center 
of the right of way, whichever is greater.

B . Side Yard Width. No building, modular home or mobile home 
shall be set less than 20 feet from an adjoining lot line.

C. Driveways« Driveways shall be not less than 10 feet wide.

If an existing building burns, is destroyed by an act of 
God or is razed it may be replaced on the original site 
even though the lot may not conform to these minima, 
providing application is made for a permit within one 
year of destruction.
Any non-conforming lot of record existing before the 
effective date of this ordinance and not adjoined by other 
land of the same ownership (except existing sub-divisions of 
record) may be used in accordance with this ordinance. 
VIOLATIONS.

Any person found guilty of violating any provisions of this 
ordinance shall be subject to a fine of not more than $100.00 for each 
offense. Each day in which violation is proved to exist shalL constitute 
a separate offense under this section.

APPEALS AND VARIANCES.
The Board of Appeals may, upon written application of the 
affected landowner, grant a variance from the strict 
application of the ordinance under the following conditions:
a. The strict application of the terms of this ordinance 

would result in undue hardship to the applicant;
b. The hardship is not the result of action taken by the 

applicant or a prior owner; and
c. The Board of Appeals, based on clear and convincing 

evidence presented to it, makes a finding that the 
proposed use would be consistent with the objectives 
of this ordinance.

Appeals to Board of Appeals. The Board of Appeals may, 
upon written application of an aggrieved party and after 
public notice, hear appeals from determinations of the CEO 
in the administration of this ordinance. Such hearings 
shall be held in accordance with state laws. Following 
such hearing, the Board of Appeals may reverse the 
decision of the CEO.
Appeal to Superior Court. An appeal may be taken within 
thirty days after any decision is rendered by the Board of 
Appeals, by any party to Superior Court in accordance with 
state law.

'UILDING LOT REGULATIONS 
FOR THE TOWN OF UNION

An ordinance to provide for registration of construction, relocation 
and replacement of structures, including modular homes and mobile homes;
roviding for permits and prescribing penalities for violations.

Sec. 1. PERMIT. , . ,
Before the construction, relocation or replacement of any building, 

modular home, mobile home shall be commenced, the owner or lessee, or the
architect, contractor or builder employed by such o^ner o r  lessee shall^...
obtain from the Code Enforcement Officer (CEO) a aermit convering such 
proposed work.

Application. The application for the permit shall be in 
writing accom ' >ied by the appropriate fee and made in such 
form as the CEO shall prescribe, and shall contain a 
description of the proposed new, or relocate.' building, or 
the repla lament contemplated. The application shall be 
filed with the board of assessors.
Life of Permit. All permits shall be void unlen work 
thereunder is commenced within on year frim.the date of 
issuance.

Sec. 3. SIZE OF LOT.

No building, modular home or mobile home shall be constructed upon 
or moved to a lot with a frontage on any street or right of way of less 
than 200 feet and a minimum lot size of not less than 40,000 square feet.

A. Set Back. No building, modular home or mobile home shall be 
erected on a lot unless it shall e set back at least 50 feet 
from the edge of the right of way or 80 feet from the center 
of the right of way, whichever is greater.

B. Side Yard idth. No building, modular home or mobile home 
shall be set less than 20 feet froi an adjoining lot line.

C. Driveways. Driveways shall be not less than 10 feet wide.

D. If an existing building burns, is destroyed by an act of 
God or is razed it may be re >1 iced on the original site 
even though the lot may not conform to these minima, 
providing application is made for a permit within one 
year of destruction.

Sec* 4* VIOLATIONS.
Any person found guilty of violating any provisions of this 

ordinance shall be sub.j£At to a fine of not more than $100.00 for each1 
offense. Each day in whi~h violation is proved to exist shall-constitute 
a separate offense under this section.

APPEALS AND VARIANCES.
The Board of Appeals may, upon written application of the 
affected landowner, grant a variance from the strict 
application of the ordinance under the following conditions:
a. he strict application of the terms of this ordinance 

would result in undue hardship to the applicant;
b. The hardship is not the result o f  action taken by the 

applicant or a prior owner; and
c. The Board of Appeals, based on clear and convincing 

evidence presented to it, ikes a findii that the 
proposed use would be consistent with the objectives 
of this ordinance.

Appeals to ioard of Appeals. The Board of Appeals may, 
upon written application of an aggrieved party and after 
public notice, hear appeals from determinations of the CEO 
in the administration of this ordinance.

UNION FIRE ORDINANCE

1. Department created.
There is hereby created a fire department for the Town of Union 

which consists of the fire chief and such other members as may be provided by 
the Board of Selectmen.
2. Appointments

The fire chief shall be appointed for a term not to exceed five years by 
the Board of Selectmen. All other appointments to or promotions within the 
department shall be made by the Board of Selectmen after securing the advice of fire 
chief.
3. Compensation.

The compensation of all members of the Department shall be set by the 
Selectmen within the limits of town meeting appropriations.
4. Duties of chief.

The fire chief shall be responsible to the Board of Selectmen for the >
performance by the department of its functions.
5. Duties of fire members.

All members of the fire department shall serve subject to the orders of 
the chief.
6. Removal for Cause.

Any member of the Department may be removed for cause after notice and 
hearing.
7. The Selectmen are authorized to promulgate personnel rules and regulations 
dealing with the general administration of the department and with the conduct 
of its members.

FINDINGS OF FACT AND ORDER
*

After reviewing the project f i le  and related materials submitted with regard to the
above noted application under provisions of T it le  12, Section 4807-B, the Board finds
the following facts:

1. The applicant has not provided adeouate evidence as to the amount and nature of 
wastes, construction of the subsurface disposal system, so il types and slopes., 
percolation rates, depth to bedrock and ground water, density of the proposed 
development and other relevant factors, in that leaching chambers are not 
recommended for large system rated so i ls .

2. The proposed subsurface waste disposal wi l l  lower the water quality o f  o r  other­
wise pose a threat to any lake, pond, stream, river or tidal waters, any under­
ground water supply, or to the public health, safety, general welfare in that 
there is  the p o s s ib i l it y  of contamination of the well with the septic tank located 
only 90' away and the leaching chambers located only 80 ' away.

Therefore, the Board denies the application of Richard K. Havener to u tilize  subsurface
sewage disposal on an undersized lot in Union.

An Ordinance Entitled:

BUILDING LOT REGULATIONS 
FOR THE TOWN OF UNION

An ordinance to provide for registration of construction, relocation 
and replacement of structures, including modular homes and mobile homes; 
providing for permits and prescribing penalities for violations.
Sec. 1. PERMIT

Before the construction, relocation or replacement of any building, 
modular home, mobile home shallbe commenced, the owner or lessee, or the 
architect, contractor or builder employed by such owner or lessee shall 
obtain from the Code Enforcement Officer (CEO) a permit covering such 
proposed work.

A. Application. The application for the permit shall be in 
writing accompanied by the appropriate fee and made in such 
form as the CEO shall prescribe, and shall contain a 
description of the proposed new, or relocated building, or 
the replacement contemplated. The application shall be 
filed with the board of assessors.

B. Life of Permit. All permits shall be void unless work 
thereunder is commenced within one year from the date of 
issuance.

Sec. 2. FEES
The fee shall be $3.00.

Sec. 3. SIZE OF LOT
No building, modular home or mobile home shall be constructed upon 

or moved to a lot with a frontage on any street or right of way of less 
than 200 feet and a minimum lot size of not less than 40,000 square feet.

A. Set Back. No building, modular home or mobile home shall be 
erected on a lot unless it shall be set back at least 50 feet 
from the edge of the right of way or 80 feet from the center 
of the right of way, whichever is the greater.

B. Side Yard Width. No building, modular home or mobile home 
shall be set less than 20 feet from an adjoining lot line.

C. Driveways. Driveways shall be not less than 10 feet wide.

D. If an existing building burns, is destroyed by an act of 
God or is razed it may be replaced on the original site 
even though the lot may not conform to these minima, 
providing application is made for a permit within one 
year of destruction.

E. Any non-conforming lot of record existing before the 
effective date of this ordinance and not adjoined by other land 
of the same ownership (except existing sub-divisions of 
record) may be used in accordance with this ordinance.

Sec. 4. VIOLATIONS.
Any person found guilty of violating any provisions of this 

Ordinance shall be subject to a fine of not more than $100.00 for each 
offense. Each day in which violation is proved to exist shall constitute 
a separate offense under this section.
Sec. 5. APPEALS AND VARIANCES.

A. The Board of Appeals may, upon written application of the 
affected landowner, grant a variance from the strict 
application of the Ordinance under the following conditions:
a. The strict application of the terms of this Ordinance 

would result in undue hardship to the applicant;
b. The hardship is not the result of action taken by the 

applicant or a prior owner; and
c. The Board of Appeals, based on clear and convincing 

evidence presented to it, makes a finding that the 
proposed use would be consistent with the objectives 
of this ordinance.

B. Appeals to Board of Appeals. The Board of Appeals may, 
upon written application of an aggrieved party and after 
public notice, hear appeals from determinations of the CEO 
in the administration of this Ordinance. Such hearings 
shall be held in accordance with state laws. Following 
such hearing, the Board of Appeals may reverse the 
decision of the CEO.

C. Appeal to Superior Court. An appeal may be taken within 
thirty days after any decision is rendered by the Board of 
Appeals, by any party to Superior Court in accordance with 
state law.

LAND AND WATER CONSERVATION FUND PROJECT AGREEMENT

General Provisions

A. Definitions

1. The term "BOR" as used herein means the Bureau of Outdoor Recreation, United States Department of 
the Interior.

2. The term "Director" as used herein means the Director of the Bureau of Outdoor Recreation, or any 
representative lawfully delegated the authority to act for such Director.

3. The term "Manual" as used herein means the Bureau of Outdoor Recreation Manual.

4. The term "project" as used herein means that project or project stage which is the subject of this 
agreement.

5. The term "State" as used herein means the State which is a-party to this agreement, and, where 
applicable, the political subdivision or public agency to which funds qre to be transferred pursuant 
to this agreement. Wherever a term, condition, obligation, or requirement refers to the State, such 
term, condition, obligation, or requirement shall also apply to the recipient political subdivision 
or public agency, except where it is clear fnom the nature of the term, condition, obligation, or 
requirement that it is.to a p p ly solely to the State.

B. Project Execution

1. The State shall execute and collate the approved project in accordance with the time schedule set 
forth in the project proposal. Failure to render satisfactory progress or to complete this or any 
other project which is the subject of Federal assistance under this program to the satisfaction of 
the Director may be cause for the suspension of all obligations of the United States under this 
agreement.

2. Construction contracted for by the State shall meet the following requirements:

(a) Contracts for construction in excess of $10,000 shall be awarded through a process of competitive 
bidding. Copies of all bids and a copy of the contract shall be retained for inspection by the 
Director.

(b) The State shall inform all bidders on contracts for construction in excess of $10,000 that 
Federal funds are being used to assist in construction.

(c) Writteh change orders to contracts for construction in excess of $10,000 shall be issued for
all necessary changes in the facility. Such orders shall be made a part of the project file
and shall be kept available for audit.

(d) The State shall comply with the regulations of the Secretary of Labor contained in 29 CFR 3
(1964), made pursuant to 40 U.S.C. Sec. 276(c) (1964), which require from each contractor or
subcontractor a weekly wage payment statement. Such regulations are hereby incorporated into 
this agreement by reference.

(e) The State shall incorporate, or cause to be incorporated, into all construction contracts the 
following provisions:

"During the performance of this contract, the contractor agrees as follows:

"(1) The contractor will not discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment 
because of race, creed, color, or national origin. The contractor will take affirmative 
action to ensure that applicants are employed, and that employees are treated during employment 
without regard to their race, creed, color, or national origin. Such action shall include but’ 
not be limited to, the following: employment, upgrading, demotion or transfer; recruitment or 
recruitment advertising; layoff or termination; rates of pay or other forms of compensation- and 
selection for training, including apprenticeship. The contractor agrees to post in conspicuous 
places, available to employees and applicants for employment, notices to be provided by the 
contracting officer setting forth the provisions of this nondiscrimination clause

"(2) The contractor will, ir. all solicitations or advertisements for employees placed bv or 
on behalf of the contractor, state that all qualified applicants will receive consideration for 
employment without regard to race, creed, color, or national origin.

(3) The contractor will send to each labor union or representative of.workers with which he 
has a collective bargaining agreement or other contract or understanding, a notice, to be orovirieri 
by the agency contracting officer, advising the labor union or workers' representative of the d d 
contractor's commitments under Section 202 of Executive Order No. 11246 of September 24 196S
and shall post copies of the notice in conspicuous places available to employees and applicants

"(4) The contractor will comply, with all provisions of Executive Order No. 11246 of September 24, 
1965, and of the rules, regulations, and relevant orders of the Secretary of Labor.

"(5) The contractor will furnish all information and reports required by Executive Order No. 11246 
of September 24, 1965, and by the rules, regulations, and orders of the Secretary of Labor, or 
pursuant thereto, and will permit access to his books, records, and accounts by the contracting 
agency and the Secretary of Labor for purposes of investigation to ascertain compliance with such 
rules, regulations, and orders.

"(6) In the event of the contractor's noncompliance with the nondiscrimination clauses of this 
contract or with any of such rules, regulations, or orders, this contract may be canceled, 
terminated, or suspended in whole or in part and the contractor may be declared ineligible for 
further Government contracts in accordance with procedures authorized in Executive Order No. 11246 
of September 24, 1965, and such other sanctions may be imposed and remedies invoked as provided in 
Executive Order No. 11246 of September 24, 1965, or by rule, regulation, or order of the Secretary 
of Labor, or as otherwise provided by law. J

"(7) The contractor will include the provisions of Paragraphs (1) through (7) in every subcontract 
or purchase order unless exempted by rules, regulations, or orders of the Secretary of Labor 
issued pursuant to Section 204 of Executive Order No. 11246 of September 24, 1965, so that such 
provisions will be binding upon each subcontractor or vendor. The contractor*will take such 
action with respect to any subcontract or purchase order as the contracting agency may direct as 
a means of enforcing such provisions, including sanctions for noncompliance: Provided, however, 
that in the event the contractor becomes involved in, or is threatened with, litigation with a 
subcontractor or vendor as a result of such direction by the contracting agency, the contractor 
may request the United States to enter into such litigation to protect the interests of the 
United States."

(f) The State shall (1) comply with the above provisions in construction work carried out by itself,
(2) assist and cooperate actively with the BOR and the Secretary of Labor in obtaining the 
compliance of contractors and subcontractors with the above contract provisions pnd with the 
rules, regulations, and relevant orders of the Secretary of Labor, (3) obtain and furnish to 
the BOR and to the Secretary of Labor such information as they may require for the supervision 
of such compliance, (4) enforce the obligation of contractors and subcontractors under suph 
provisions, rules, regulations, and orders, (5) carry out sanctions and penalties for violatiop 
of such obligations imposed upon contractors and subcontractors by the Secretary of Labor or 
the BOR pursuant to Part II, Subpart D, of Executive Order No. 11246 of September 24, 1965, and 
(6) refrain from entering into any contract with a contractor debarred from Government contracts 
under Part II, Subpart D, of Executive Order No. 11246 of September 24, !,965.

3. The State shall secure completion of the work in accordance with the approved construction plans and 
specifications, and shall secure compliance with all applicable Federal, State, and local laws and 
regulations.

4. The State shall permit periodic site visits by the Director to insure work progress in accordance 
with the approved project, including a final inspection upon project completion.

5. In the event funds should not be available for future stages of the project, the State shall bring 
the project to a point of usefulness agreed upon by the State and the Director.

6. All significant deviations from the project proposal shall be submitted to the Director for prior 
approval.

7. Development plans and specifications shall be available for review by the Director upon request.

B. The acquisition cost of real property shall be based upon the appraisal of a competent appraiser.
The reports of such appraisers shall be available for inspection by the Director. 9

9. If any tract or parcel of, or interest in, real property subject to being purchased under the
provisions of this agreement, but not identified herein, is found by the Director for any reason not 
to be suitable for Federal assistance, all obligations of the United States hereunder shall cease as 
to such parcel, tract or interest.

C. Project Costs

Project costs eligible for assistance shall be determined upon the basis of the criteria set forth in
^he Manual.

D. Project Administration

1. The' State shall promptly submit such reports as the Director may request.

2. Property and facilities acquired or developed pursuant to this agreement shall be available for 
inspection by the Director upon request.



3. The State shall use any funds received by way of advance payment from the United States under the 
terms of this agreement solely for the project or project stage herein described.

4. Interest earned on funds granted pursuant to this agreement shall not be available for expenditure 
by the State, but shall be disposed of according to instructions issued by the Director.

5. Because one of the basic objectives of the land and Water Conservation Fund Act is to enhance and 
increase the Nation's outdoor recreation resources, it is the intent of the parties hereto that 
recipients of assistance will use moneys granted hereunder for the purposes of this program, and 
that assistance granted from the Fund will result in a net increase, commensurate at least with the 
Federal cost-share, in a participant's outdoor recreation. It is intended by both parties hereto 
that assistance from the Fund will be added to, rather than replace or be substituted for, State and 
local outdoor recreation funds.

E. Project Termination

1. The State may unilaterally rescind this agreement at any time prior to the conmencement of the project. 
After project commencement, this agreement may be rescinded, modified, or amended only by mutual 
agreement. A project shall be deemed commenced when the State makes any expenditure or incurs any 
obligation with respect to the project.

2. Failure by the State to comply with the terms of this agreement or any similar agreement may be cause 
for the suspension of all obligations of the United States hereunder.

3. Failure by the State to comply with the terms of this agreement shall not be cause for the suspension 
of all obligations of the United States hereunder if, in the judgment of the Director, such failure 
was due to no fault of the State. In such case, any amount required to settle at minimum costs any 
irrevocable obligations properly incurred shall be eligiSle for assistance under this agreement.

4. Because the benefit to be derived by the United States from the full compliance by the State with 
the terms of this agreement is the preservation, protection, and the net increase in the quantity and 
quality of public outdoor recreation facilities and resources which are available to the people of
the State and of the United States, and because such benefit exceeds to an immeasurable and unascertain- 
able extent the amount of money furnished by the United States by way of assistance under the terms of 
this agreement, the State agrees that payment by the State to the United States of an amount equal to 
the amount of assistance extended under this agreement by the United States would be inadequate 
compensation to the United States for any breach by the State of this agreement. The State further 
agrees, therefore, that the appropriate remedy in the event of a breach by the State of this agreement 
shall be the specific performance of this agreement.

F. Conflict of Interests

1. No official or employee of the State who is authorized in his official capacity to negotiate, make, 
accept, or approve, or to take part in such decisions regarding a contract or subcontract in connection 
with this project shall have any financial or other personal interest in any such contract or subcontrac

2. No person performing services for the State in connection with this project shall have a financial or 
other personal interest other than his employment or retention by the State, in any contract or 
subcontract in connection with this project. No officer or employee of such person retained by the 
State shall have any financial or other personal interest in any real property acquired for this 
project unless such interest is openly disclosed upon the public records of the State, and such officer, 
employee or person has not participated in the acquisition for or on behalf of the State.

3. No member of or delegate to Congress shall be admitted to any share or part of this agreement, or to 
any benefit to arise hereupon, unless such benefit shall be in the form of an agreement made with a 
corporation for its general benefit.

4. The State shall be responsible for enforcing the above conflict of interest provisions.

G. Hatch Act

No officer or employee of the State whose principal employment is in connection with any activity which 
is financed in whole or in part pursuant to this agreement shall take part in any of the political actiVity 
proscribed in the Hatch Political Activity Act, 5 U.S.C. Sec. 118k (1964), with the exceptions therein 
enumerated.

H. Financial Records

1. The State shall maintain satisfactory financial accounts, documents, and records, and shall make them 
available to the BOR, the Department of the Interior, and to the General Accounting Office for auditing 
at reasonable times. Such accounts, documents, and records shall be retained by the State for three 
years following project termination.

2. The State may use any generally accepted accounting system, provided such system meets the minimum 
requirements set forth in the Manual.

I. Use of Facilities

1. The State shall not at any time convert any property acquired or developed pursuant to this agreement 
tp other than the public outdoor recreation uses specified in the project proposal attached hereto 
without the prior approval of the Director.

2. The State shall operate and maintain, or cause to be operated and maintained, the property or facilities 
acquired or developed pursuant to this agreement in the maimer and according to the standards set forth 
in the Manual.

J. Nondiscrimination

1. The State shall not discriminate against any person on the basis of race, color, or national origin 
in the use of any property or facility acquired or developed pursuant to this agreement.

2. The State shall comply with the terms and intent of Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964,
78 Stat. 241 (1964), and with the regulations promulgated pursuant to such Act by the Secretary of 
the Interior and contained in 43 CFR 17 (1964).

3. The State shall not discriminate against any person on the basis of residence, except to the extent 
that reasonable differences in admission or other fees may be maintained on the basis of residence.

K. Compliance

The State shall be responsible for compliance with the terms of this agreement by any political subdivision 
or public agency to which funds are transferred pursuant to this agreement. Failure by such political 
subdivision or public agency to so comply shall be deemed a failure by the State to confily with the terms 
of this agreement.

L. Manual

The State shall comply with the policies and procedures set forth in the Bureau of Outdoor Recreation 
Manual. Said Manual is hereby incorporated into and made a part of this agreement.

S e c t io n  1. S h o r t  T i t l e .

*» T h is  O rdinance s h a l l  be known and may be c i t e d  and r e f e r e d  to  as  the 
" C iv i l  Emergency P re p a re d n e ss  O rdinance o f  th e  Town o f  U nion". A u th o rized  under 
T i t l e  37-A, C hap ter  3, S e c t io n  52 o f  MRS as amended in  1975.

S e c t io n  2. I n t e n t  and Purpose

A. I t  i s  the  i n t e n t  and purpose  o f  t h i s  O rdinance to  e s t a b l i s h  an o f f i c e  
t h a t  w i l l  in s u re  the  com plete  and e f f i c i e n t  u t i l i z a t i o n  o f  a l l  o f  the Town's 
f a c i l i t i e s  to  combat d i s a s t e r  r e s u l t i n g  from enemy a c t io n s  o r  o th e r  d i s a s t e r s  
as d e f in e d  h e r e i n .

B. The Union O f f ic e  o f  C iv i l  Emergency P rep a red n ess  w i l l  be the  c o o r d in a t in g  
agency f o r  a l l  a c t i v i t y  in  co n n e c t io n  w ith  C iv i l  Emergency P re p a re d n e s s .

C. T h is  O rdinance w i l l  n o t  r e l i e v e  any Town D epartm ent o f  the moral 
r e s p o n s i b i l i t i e s  o r  a u t h o r i t y  g iven  to  i t  by lo c a l  O rd inance ,  no r  w i l l  i t  a d v e rs e ly  
a f f e c t  the  work o f  any v o lu n te e r  agency o rg an iz ed  f o r  r e l i e f  in  d i s a s t e r  em erg en c ie s .

(1 )  The fo l lo w in g  d e f i n i t i o n s  s h a l l  app ly  in  the  i n t e r p r e t a t i o n  o f  t h i s  

a r t i c l e :
A .  (A) " C iv i l  Emergency P re p a re d n e ss"  in  i t s  broad meaning i s  to  c a r ry

o u t  b a s ic  government f u n c t io n s  o f  m a in ta in in g  the  p u b l i c  p e a c e ,  h e a l t h ,  and s a f e ty  
c o r in g  an emergency. T h is  s h a l l  in c lu d e  p la n s  and p r e p a r a t io n s  f o r  p r o t e c t i o n  from, 
and r e l i e f ,  reco v e ry  and r e h a b i l i t a t i o n  from, th e  e f f e c t s  o f  an a t t a c k  on the  Town 
bj£ f o r c e s  o f  an enemy n a t io n  o r  the a g en ts  t h e r e o f ,  and i t  s h a l l  a l s o  in c lu d e  such 
a c t i v i t y  in  c o n n e c t io n  w ith  d i s a s t e r  as  d e f in e d  h e r e i n .  I t  s h a l l  n o t ,  however, 
in c lu d e  any a c t i v i t y  t h a t  i s  the  p rim ary  r e s p o n s i b i l i t y  o f  the  m i l i t a r y  fo r c e s  o f  
the  U nited  S t a t e s .

(B) "A tta c k "  s h a l l  mean a d i r e c t  o r  i n d i r e c t  a s s a u l t  a g a i n s t  the 
Town o f  UNION, i t  government, i t s  e n v i ro n s ,  o r  o f  the  n a t i o n ,  by the  fo rc e s  o f
a h o s t i l e  n a t io n  o r  the  a g en ts  t h e r e o f ,  in c lu d in g  a s s a u l t  by bombing, r a d i o l o g i c a l ,  
chem ica l o r  b i o l o g i c a l  w a r f a r e ,  o r  s a b o ta g e .

(C) " D i s a s t e r "  in c lu d e s  b u t  i s  n o t  l im i t e d  to  a c t u a l  o r  th re a te n e d  
enemy a t t a c k ,  s a b o ta g e ,  e x t r a o r d in a r y  f i r e ,  f lo o d ,  s to rm , ep id em ic ,  o r  o th e r  impending 
o r  a c t u a l  c a la m i ty  endangering  o r  th r e a t e n i n g  to  endanger h e a l t h ,  l i f e  o r  p ro p e r ty
o r  c o n s t i t u t e d  government.

(D) " C iv i l  Emergency P rep a red n ess  F o rces"  s h a l l  mean the  em ployees, 
equipm ent and f a c i l i t i e s  o f  a l l  Town d e p a r tm e n ts ,  b o a rd s ,  i n s t i t u t i o n s  and commissions; 
and , in  a d d t io n ,  i t  s h a l l  in c lu d e  a l l  v o lu n te e r  p e r s o n n e l ,  equipment and f a c i l i t i e s  
c o n t r i b u t e d  by, o r  o b ta in e d  from, v o lu n te e r  p e rso n s  o r  a g e n c ie s .

(E) " C iv i l  Emergency P rep a red n ess  V o lu n te e r"  s h a l l  mean any person  
du ly  r e g i s t e r e d ,  i d e n t i f i e d  and ap p o in ted  by the  C o o rd in a to r  o f  the  O f f ic e  o f  
C iv i l  Emergency P rep ared n ess  and a s s ig n e d  to  p a r t i c i p a t e  in  the  C iv i l  Emergency 
P rep a red n ess  a c t i v i t y .

(F) "C o o rd in a to r"  s h a l l  mean the C o o rd in a to r  o f  the UNION O f f ic e  o f  
C i v i l  Emergency P re p a re d n e s s ,  ap p o in ted  as  p r e s c r ib e d  in  the  O rd inance .

(G) " R e g u la t io n s "  s h a l l  in c lu d e  p la n s ,  programs and o th e r  emergency 
p ro ced u re s  deemed e s s e n t i a l  to  C iv i l  Emergency P re p a re d n e s s .

S e c t io n  4 . O rg a n iz a t io n  and A ppoin tm ents .

. (1 )  The Sd ectmen a re  he reby  a u th o r i z e d  and d i r e c t e d  to  c r e a t e  an
o r g a n iz a t i o n  f o r  C iv i l  Emergency P rep a red n ess  u t i l i z i n g  tb  th e  f u l l e s t  e x t e n t  the 
e x i s t i n g  a g e n c ie s  w i th in  t h i s  Town.

(2) The o r g a n iz a t i o n  s h a l l  c o n s i s t  o f  the  fo l lo w in g :

(A) An O ff ic e  o f  C iv i l  Emergency P rep a red n ess  w i th in  the  e x e c u t iv e  
departm en t o f  the  Town government and under the  d i r e c t i o n  o f  the  Selectm en . There 
s h a l l  be an e x e c u t iv e  head o f  the O f f ic e  o f  C iv i l  Emergency P re p a re d n e s s ,  who s h a l l  
be known as the  C iv i l  Emergency P rep a red n ess  C o o rd in a to r  o f  the  O f f ic e  o f  C iv i l  
Emergency P re p a re d n e s s ,  and such o th e r  a s s i s t a n t s  and o th e r  employees as a re  deemed 
n e c e s s a ry  f o r  the  p ro p e r  fu n t io n in g  o f  the  o r g a n iz a t i o n .

(B) The em ployees, equipm ent and f a c i l i i t i e s  o f  a l l  Town d ep a r tm e n ts ,  
b o a rd s ,  i n s t i t u t i o n s  and com m issions, w i l l  p a r t i c i p a t e  in  the  C iv i l  Emergency 
P rep a red n ess  a c t i v i t y .  D u tie s  a s s ig n e d  to  a Town departm en t s h a l l  be the  same o r  
s i m i l a r  to  the  normal d u t i e s  o f  the  d ep a r tm en t .

(C) V o lu n tee r  p e rso n s  and a g e n c ie s  o f f e r i n g  s e r v i c e  t o ,  and accep ted
by, the  Town.

(3) The Selectm en s h a l l  a p o in t  a C o o rd in a to r  o f  the  UNION O ff ic e  o f  C iv i l  
Emergency P rep a red n ess  who s h a l l  be a pe rso n  w e l l  v e rse d  and t r a i n e d  in  p la n n in g  
o p e r a t io n s  in v o lv in g  th e  a c t i v i t i e s  o f  many d i f f e r e n t  a g e n c ie s  which w i l l  o p e ra te  
to  p r o t e c t  the  p u b l i c  h e a l t h ,  s a f e t y ,  and w e lfa re  in  the  e v e n t  o f  danger from enemy 
a c t io n  o r  d i s a s t e r  as  d e f in e d  in  t h i s  O rd inance .

S e c t io n  5 . Emergency Powers and D u t ie s .

During any p e r io d  when d i s a s t e r  th r e a t e n s  o r  when the  Town has  been s t r u c k  
by d i s a s t e r ,  w i th in  the  d e f i n i t i o n  o f  t h i s  O rd inance , the  Selectm en may prom ulgate  
such r e g u l a t i o n s  as They deems n e c e s s a ry  to  p r o t e c t  l i f e  and p ro p e r ty  and p re s e rv e  
c r i t i c a l  r e s o u r c e s .  Such r e g u la t io n s  may in c lu d e ,  b u t  n o t  be l inp .ted  to  the fo l lo w in g :

(A) R e g u la t io n s  p r o h i b i t i n g  o r  r e s t r i c t i n g  the  movement o f  v e h ic le s  
i n  o rd e r  to  f a c i l i t a t e  the  work o f  C i v i l  Emergency P rep a red n ess  f o r c e s ,  o r  to  
f a c i l i t a t e  the  mass movement o f  p e rso n s  from c r i t i c a l  a r e a s  w i th in  o r  w i th o u t  the 
Town.

(B) R e g u la t io n s  p e r t a i n i n g  to  the  movement o f  p e rso n s  from a re a s  
deemed haza rdous  o r  v u ln e ra b le  to  d i s a s t e r .

(C) Such o th e r  r e g u la t io n s  n e c e s s a ry  to  p r e s e rv e  p u b l i c  p eace ,  h e a l t h ,
and s a f e t y .

(D) R e g u la t io n s  p rom ulgated  in  accordance  w i th  the  a u t h o r i t y  above w i l l  
be g iven  w idesp read  c i r c u l a t i o n  by p ro c la m a t io n s  p u b l i sh e d  and u t t e r e d  by newspaper 
and r a d i o .  These r e g u la t io n s  w i l l  have the  fo rc e  o f  O rdinance when du ly  f i l e d  w ith  
the  Town C le rk .

(2 )  C iv i l  Emergency P rep a red n ess  C o o rd in a to r  may o b ta in  v i t a l  s u p p l i e s ,  
equipm ent and o th e r  p r o p e r t i e s  found la c k in g  and needed f o r  th e  p r o t e c t i o n  o f  
h e a l t h ,  l i f e ,  and p ro p e r ty  o f  the  p e o p le ,  and b ind  the  Town f o r  the  f a i r  v a lu e  
t h e r e o f .

(3 )  The Selectm en may r e q u i r e  emergency s e r v i c e s  o f  any Town O f f i c e r  o r  
em ployees . I f  r e g u la r  Town f o r c e s  a re  de term ined  in a d e q u a te ,  the  C o o rd in a to r  may 
r e q u i r e  the  s e r v i c e s  o f  such o th e r  p e rso n n e l  as  he can o b ta in  t h a t  a re  a v a i l a b l e ,  
i n c lu d in g  c i t i z e n  v o lu n t e e r s .  A ll  duly, a u th o r iz e d  p e rso n s  r e n d e r in g  emergency 
s e r v i c e s  s h a l l  be e n t i t l e d  to  the  p r i v i l e g e s  and im m unities  as  a re  p rov ided  by S ta te  
law, and O rd inances  f o r  r e g u la r  Town employees and o th e r  r e g i s t e r € d  and i d e n t i f i e d  
C iv i l  Emergency P rep ared n ess  and d i s a s t e r  w orkers  and, upon demand, may r e c e iv e  
a p p r o p r ia t e  com pensa tion  f o r  t h e i r  emergency employment.



(4 )  The C o o rd in a to r  w i l l  cause  to  be p re p a re d  the  B as ic  P lan  h e r e i n  r e f e r e d  
to  and to  e x e r c i s e  h i s  o rd in a ry  powers as  c o n fe red  upon him by the  Selectm en and 
t h i s  O rdinance Code o f  the  Town o f  ; UNION, and a l l  powers co n fe re d  upon him by 
any s t a t u t e ,  o r  any o th e r  la w fu l  a u t h o r i t y .

S e c t io n  6 . C o o rd in a to r  o f  the  O f f ic e  o f  C iv i l  Emergency,

P re p a re d n e s s .
(A) The C o o rd in a to r  o f  the  O f f ic e  o f  C i v i l  Emergency P rep ared n ess  

s h a l l  be r e s p o n s b i l e  to  the  Selectm en in  r e g a rd s  to  a l l  phases  o f  the  C iv i l  Emergency 
P rep a red n ess  a c t i v i t y .  Under the  s u p e r v is io n  o f  the  S e lec tm en , he s h a l l  be r e s p o n s ib le  
f o r  the p la n n in g ,  c o o r d in a t io n ,  and o p e r a t io n  o f  the  C iv i l  Emergency P rep ared n ess  
a c i t i v t y  in  the  Town. Under s u p e r v is io n  o f  the  Selectm en , he s h a l l  m a in ta in  l i a s o n  
w ith  th e  County, S ta t e  and F e d e ra l  a u t h o r i t i e s  and the  a u t h o r i t i e s  o f  o th e r  nearby  
p o l i t i c a l  s u b - d iv i s io n s  as  to  in s u re  the most e f f e c t i v e  o p e r a t io n  o f  the  C iv i l  
iLiuergency P rep a red n ess  p la n .  His d u t i e s  s h a l l  in c lu d e ,  b u t  n o t  be l im i t e d  to ,  the 
fo l lo w in g :

(1 )  C o o rd in a t in g  the  r e c r u i tm e n t  o f  v o lu n te e r  p e rs o n n e l  and a g e n c ie s  to  
augment the  p e rso n n e l  and f a c i l i t i e s  o f  the Town fo r  C iv i l  Emergency P rep ared n ess  
p u rp o s e s .

(2 )  Development o f  p la n s  f o r  the immediate use o f  a l l  the  f a c i l i t i e s ,  equipm ent, 
manpower and o th e r  r e s o u rc e s  o f  the  Town fo r  the  purpose  o f  m in im iz ing  damage to 
p e rso n s  and p r o p e r ty ;  and p r o t e c t i n g  and r e s t o r i n g  the  u s e f u l l n e s s  governm ental 
s e r v i c e s  and p u b l i c  u t i l i t i e s  n e c e s s a ry  f o r  the  p u b l i c  h e a l t h ,  s a f e ty  and w e l f a r e .

(3 )  N e g o t i a t in g  and c o n c lu d in g  agreem ents  w i th  owners o r  p e rso n s  in  c o n t r o l  
o f  b u i ld in g s  o r  o th e r  p ro p e r ty  f o r  th e  C iv i l  Emergency P rep a red n ess  pu rposes  and 
d e s ig n a t in g  s u i t a b l e  b u i ld in g s  as  p u b l i c  s h e l t e r s .

(4) Through p u b l i c  in fo rm a t io n a l  p rogram s, e d u c a t in g  the  c i v i l i a n  p o p u la t io n
as to  a c t io n s  n e c e s s a ry  and r e q u i r e d  f o r  the  p r o t e c t i o n  o f  t h e i r  p e rso n s  and p ro p e r ty  
in  case  o f  enemy a t t a c k ,  o r  d i s a s t e r ,  a s  d e f in e d  h e r e i n ,  e i t h e r  impending o r  p r e s e n t .

(5) C onducting p u b l i c  p r a c t i c e  a l e r t s  to  in s u re  the  e f f i c i e n t  o p e r a t io n  o f  
the  C i v i l  Emergency P rep a red n ess  fo r c e s  and to  f a m i l i a r i z e  r e s i d e n t s  w i th  C iv i l  
Emergency P rep a red n ess  r e g u l a t i o n s ,  p ro ced u re s  and o p e r a t io n s .

( 6 ) C o o rd in a t in g  the  a c t i v i t y  o f  a l l  o th e r  p u b l i c  find p r i v a t e  a g e n c ie s  engaged 
in  any C iv i l  Emergency P rep a red n ess  a c t i v i t y .

(7) Assuming such a u t h o r i t y  and co n d u c t in g  such a c t i v i t y  as the  Selectm en may 
d i r e c t  to  promote and ex ec u te  th e  C iv i l  Emergency P rep a red n ess  p la n .

S e c t io n  7 . C iv i l  Emergency P rep a red n ess  and B asic  D i s a s t e r  P la n .
(1 )  A com prehensive C iv i l  Emergency P rep a red n ess  Emergency O p e ra t io n s  P lan  

s h a l l  be adopted  and m a in ta in e d .  In  the  p r e p a r a t io n  o f  t h i s  p la n  as  i t  p e r t a i n s  
to  Town o r g a n iz a t i o n ,  i t  i s  th e  i n t e n t  t h a t  the  s e r v i c e s ,  equ ipm ent, f a c i l i t i e s ,  
and p e rso n n e l  o f  a l l  e x i s t i n g  d epartm en ts  and a g e n c ie s  s h a l l  be u t i l i z e d  to  the  
f u l l e s t  e x t e n t .  When approved , i t  s h a l l  be the  du ty  o f  a l l  m u n ic ip a l  departm en ts  
and a g e n c ie s  to  perfo rm  the furc tions a s s ig n e d  by the  p la n  and to  m a in ta in  t h e i r  
p o r t i o n  o f  the  p la n  in  a c u r r e n t  s t a t e  o f  r e a d in e s s  a t  a l l  t im e s .  The b a s ic  p la n  
s h a l l  be c o n s id e re d  supp lem entary  to  t h i s  C hap ter  and have the  e f f e c t  o f  law whenever 
a d i s a s t e r ,  as d e f in e d  in  th is  C h ap te r ,  has  been p ro c la im e d .

(2 )  The C o o rd in a to r  s h a l l  p r e s c r ib e  in  the  B asic  P lan  th o se  p o s i t i o n s  w i th in  
the  d i s a s t e r  o r g a n iz a t i o n ,  in  a d d i t i o n  to  h i s  own, f o r  which l i n e  o f  s u c c e s s io n  a re  
n e c e s s a ry .  In  each i n s t a n c e ,  the  r e s p o n s ib le  pe rso n  w i l l  d e s ig n a te  and keep on f i l e  
w i th  the  C o o rd in a to r  a c u r r e n t  l i s t  o f  th re e  (3) p e rso n s  as  s u c c e s s o r s  to  h i s  p o s i t i o n .  
The l i s t  w i l l  be in  o rd e r  o f  s u c e s s io n  and w i l l  as  p e a r ly  as  p o s s i b l e ,  d e s ig n a te  
p e rso n s  b e s t  c ap ab le  o f  c a r r y in g  o u t  a l l  a s s ig n e d  d u t i e s  and f u n c t io n s .
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(3) Each s e r v i c e  c h i e f  and dep ar tm en t head a s s ig n e d  r e s p o n s i b i l i t y  in  the  
B asic  P lan  s h a l l  be r e s p o n s ib le  f o r  c a r r y in g  o u t  a l l  d u t i e s  and fu n c t io n s  a ss ig n ed  
t h e r e i n .  D u tie s  w i l l  in c lu d e  the o r g a n iz a t i o n  and t r a i n i n g  o f  a s s ig n e d  Town 
employees and v o l u n t e e r s .  Each c h i e f  s h a l l  fo rm u la te  the  o p e r a t i o n a l  p la n
h i s  s e r v i c e  w hich, when approved , s h a l l  be an annex to  and a p a r t  o f  the  B as ic  P lan

(4) Amendments to  the  B as ic  P lan  s h a l l  be su b m it ted  to  th e  Se lec tm en .
I f  approved , th e  Selectm en w i l l  subm it t h e i r  a p p ro v a l .  Such amendments s h a l l  take  
e f f e c t  t h i r t y  (30) days from the  d a te  o f  ap p ro v a l  u n le s s  a c t io n  i s  taken  by the 
v o t e r s  d is a p p ro v in g  the  S e le c tm e n 's  su b m iss io n .  In  the  e v e n t  an amendment i s  
pend ing  a t  the  time t h a t  a d i s a s t e r  i s  p roc la im ed  under p r o v is io n s  o f  t h i s  C h ap te r ,  
the  amendment w i l l  be c o n s id e re d  approved im m edia te ly  and w i l l  rem ain  e f f e c t i v e  
u n le s s  s p e c i f i c a l l y  revoked by fh e  V o te rs .

S e c t io n  8 . V io la t io n  o f  R e g u la t io n s .
I t  s h a l l  be u n la w fu l l  f o r  any p e rso n  to  v i o l a t e  any o f  the p r o v is io n s  o f  t h i s  

O rdinance o r  o f  the  r e g u la t io n s  o r  p la n s  is s u e d  p u r s u a n t  to  the  a u t h o r i t y  c o n ta in e d  
h e r e i n ,  o r  to  w i l f u l l y  o b s t r u c t ,  h in d e r ,  o r  d e la y  any member o f  the  C i v i l  Emergency 
P rep a red n ess  o r g a n iz a t i o n  as  h e r e i n  d e f in e d  in  the en fo rcem en t o f  the  p ro v is io n s  
o f  t h i s  O rdinance o r  any r e g u l a t i o n  o r  p la n  is s u e d  th e re u n d e r .

S e c t io n  9 .  P e n a l ty .
Any p e rs o n ,  f i rm  o r  c o r p o r a t io n  v i o l a t i n g  any p r o v i s io n  o f  t h i s  O rd inance , 

o r  any r u l e  o r  r e g u l a t i o n  prom ulgated  th e re u n d e r ,  upon c o n v ic t io n  t h e r e o f ,  s h a l l  
be pun ished  by a f in e  o f  n o t  more th a n 250 Do l l a r s ,  and c o s t s  o f  p r o s e c u t io n ,  
o r  im prisonm ent in  the  KNOX', Coun ty  J a i l  f o r  a p e r io d  o f  n o t  more than  n in e ty  (90) 
d ay s ,  o r  b o th  such f in e  and im prisonm ent,  in  the  d i s c r e t i o n  o f  the  c o u r t .

T h is  O rdinance s h a l l  be known and may be c i t e d  as  the  S p e c ia l  Amusement 

O rdinance o f  the  Town o f  UNION, Maine.

S e c t io n  102. PURPOSE

The pu ip se  o f  t h i s  O rdinance i s  to  c o n t r o l  the  is su a n c e  o f  s p e c i a l  p e rm its  
f o r  m us ic ,  a an c in g  o r  e n te r ta in m e n t  in  f a c i l i t i e s  l i c e n s e d  by the S ta t e  o f  Maine 
to  s e l l  l i q u o r  as  r e q u i r e d  by 28 MRSA, Sec. 702.

S e c t io n  103. DEFINITIONS

103.1 E n te r ta in m e n t .  For the  purposes  o f  t h i s  O rd inance , " e n te r t a in m e n t"  
s h a l l  in c lu d e  any amusement, perfo rm ance , e x h i b i t i o n  o r  d iv e r s io n  f o r  p a t ro n s
or cus tom ers  o f  the l i c e n s e d  p rem ises  w hether  p rov ided  by p r o f e s s io n a l  e n t e r t a i n e r s  
o r  by f u l l - t i m e  o r  p a r t - t im e  employees o f  the  l i c e n s e d  p rem ises  whose i n c i d e n t a l  
d u t i e s  in c lu d e  a c t i v i t i e s  w i th  an e n te r ta in m e n t  v a lu e .

103.2 L ic e n s e e .  For pu rposes  o f  t h i s  S e c t io n ,  "L ic en se e"  s h a l l  in c lu d e  th e  
h o ld e r  o f  a l i c e n s e  is s u e d  under th e  A lc o h o l ic  Beverages S t a t u t e s  o f  the  S ta t e
o f  Maine, o r  any p e rs o n ,  i n d i v i d u a l ,  p a r t n e r s h i p ,  f i rm ,  a s s o c i a t i o n ,  c o r p o r a t io n ,  
o r  o th e r  l e g a l  e n t i t y ,  o r  any a g e n t ,  o r  employee o f  any such l i c e n s e e .

ARTICLE L I  G eneral

S e c t io n  201. PERMIT REQUIRED

No l i c e n s e e  f o r  the s a l e  o f  l i q u o r  to  be consumed on h i s  l i c e n s e d  p rem ises  
s h a l l  p e rm i t ,  on h i s  l i c e n s e d  p re m is e s ,  any m usic ,  e x c e p t  r a d io  o r  o th e r  m echan ica l 
d e v ic e ,  any dancing  o r  e n te r ta in m e n t  o f  any s o r t  u n le s s  the  l i c e n s e e  s h a l l  have
f i r s t  o b ta in e d  from the  m u n ic ip a l i ty  in  which the  l i c e n s e d  p rem ises  a re  s i t u a t e d  
a s p e c i a l  amusement p e rm it  s igned  by a t  l e a s t  a m a jo r i t y  o f  the  m u n ic ip a l  o f f i c e r s .

A p p l ic a t io n s  f o r  a l l  s p e c i a l  amusement p e rm its  s h a l l  be made in  w r i t i n g  to  
the  m u n ic ip a l  o f f i c e r s  and s h a l l  s t a t e  th e  name o f  th e  a p p l i c a n t ;  h i s  r e s id e n c e  
a d d re s s ;  the  name o f  the  b u s in e s s  to  be conduc ted ; h i s  b u s in e s s  a d d re s s ;  the  
n a tu r e  o f  h i s  b u s in e s s ;  th e  l o c a t i o n  to  be used ; w he ther  the  a p p l i c a n t  has ever 
had a l i c e n s e  to  conduct the  b u s in e s s  t h e r e in  d e s c r ib e d  e i t h e r  den ied  o r  revoked 
and, i f  so ,  the  a p p l i c a n t  s h a l l  d e s c r ib e  th o se  c i rc u m s ta n c e s  s p e c i f i c a l l y ;  w hether 
the  a p p l i c a n t ,  in c lu d in g  a l l  p a r t n e r s  o r  c o rp o ra te  o f f i c e r s ,  has  ev e r  been c o n v ic te d  
o f  a fe lo n y  and, i f  so ,  the  a p p l i c a n t  s h a l l  d e s c r ib e  s p e c i f i c a l l y  those  c irc u m s ta n c e s  
and any a d d t io n a l  in fo rm a t io n  as  may be needed by the  m u n ic ip a l  o f f i c e r s  in  the 
i s s u in g  o f  the  p e rm i t ,  in c lu d in g  b b t  n o t  l im i t e d  to  a copy o f  the  a p p l i c a n t ' s  
c u r r e n t  l i q u o r  l i c e n s e .

No p e rm i t  s h a l l  be is s u e d  f o r  a n y th in g ,  o r  a c t ,  o r  p re m is e s ,  i f  the  p rem ises  
and b u i l d in g  to  be used f o r  the  pu rposes  do noT f u l l y  comply w ith  a l l  o rd in a n c e s ,  
a r t i c l e s ,  by law s, o r  r u l e s  and r e g u la t io n s  o f  the  m u n i c ip a l i t y .

The fee  f o r  a s p e c i a l  amusement p e rm i t  s h a l l  be $10 .00 .

The m u n ic ip a l  o f f i c e r s  s h a l l ,  p r i o r  to  g r a n t in g  a p e rm it  and a f t e r  r e a s o n a b le  
n o t i c e  to  the  m u n ic ip a l i ty  and the  a p p l i c a n t ,  ho ld  a p u b l ic  h e a r in g  w i th in  15 days 
o f  the  d a te  o f  the  r e q u e s t  was r e c e iv e d ,  a t  which the te s t im o n ey  o f  the  a p p l i c a n t  
and t h a t  o f  any i n t e r e s t e d  members o f  the  p u b l i c  s h a l l  be ta k e n .
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A r t i c l e  11 -  S e c t io n  201. -  co n t in u ed

The m u n ic ip a l  o f f i c e r s  s h a l l  g r a n t  a p e rm i t  u n le s s  they  f in d  t h a t  i s su a n c e  
o f  the  p e rm i t  w i l l  be d e t r im e n ta l  to  the  p u b l i c  h e a l t h ,  s a f e t y  o r  w e l f a r e ,  or 
would v i o l a t e  m u n ic ip a l  o r d in a n c e s ,  o r  r u l e s  and r e g u l a t i o n s ,  a r t i c l e s ,  o r  bylaw s.

A p e rm i t  s h a l l  be v a l i d  on ly  fo r  the  l i c e n s e  y e a r  o f  the a p p l i c a n t ' s  e x i s t i n g  
l i q u o r  l i c e n s e .

SECTION 202. SUSPENSION OR REVOCATION OF A PERMIT

The m u n ic ip a l  o f f i c e r s  may, a f t e r  a p u b l i c  h e a r in g  p receded  by n o t i c e  to  
i n t e r e s t e d  p a r t i e s ,  suspend , o r  revoke any s p e c i a l  amusement p e rm its  which have 
been i s s u e d  under t h i s  O rdinance on the  grounds t h a t  £he m usic ,  d an c in g ,  o r
en ta in m e n t  so p e rm i t te d  c o n s t i t u t e s  a d e t r im e n t  to  the  p u b l i c  J ie a l th ,  s a f e t y ,  
o r  w e l f a r e ,  o r  v i o l a t e s  any m u n ic ip a l  o rd in a n c e s ,  a r t i c l e s ,  by law s, o r  r u l e s  
and r e g u l a t i o n s .

SECTION 203 RULES AND REGULATIONS

The m u n ic ip a l  o f f i c e r s  a re  hereby  a u th o r i z e d ,  a f t e r  p u b l i c  n o t i c e  and h e a r in g ,  
to  e s t a b l i s h  w r i t t e n  r u l e s  and r e g u la t io n s  govern ing  the  i s s u a n c e ,  su sp e n s io n ,  and 
r e v o c a t io n  o f  s p e c i a l  amusement p e r m i t s ,  the  c l a s s e s  o f  p e rm i t s ,  th e  m usic ,  d anc ing ,  
o r  e n te r ta in m e n t  p e rm i t te d  under each c l a s s ,  and o th e r  l i m i t a t i o n s  on th e se  a c t i v i t i e s  
r e q u i r e d  to  p r o t e c t  the  p u b l i c  h e a l t h ,  saffcty and w e l f a r e .  These r u l e s  and r e g u la t io n s  
may s p e c i f i c a l l y  de te rm ine  the l o c a t i o n  and s i z e  o f  p e rm i t te d  p re m is e s ,  the  f a c i l i t i e s  
t h a t  may be r e q u i r e d  f o r  the  p e rm i t te d  a c t i v i t i e s  on th o se  p re m is e s ,  and the  hours  
d u r in g  which the  p e rm i t te d  a c t i v i t i e s  a re  p e r m i t t e d .

Such r u l e s  and r e g u la t io n s  s h a l l  be a d d i t i o n a l  to  and c o n s i s t e n t  w i th  a l l  
s e c t i o n s  o f  t h i s  O rd inance .

SECTION 204 PERMITS AND APPEAL PROCEDURES

204.1 Any l i c e n s e e  r e q u e s t in g  a s p e c i a l  amusement p e rm i t  from the m u n ic ip a l  
o f f i c e r s  s h a l l  be n o t i f i e d  in  w r i t i n g  o f  t h e i r  d e c i s io n  no l a t e r  than  f i f t e e n  (15) 
days from the d a te  h i s  r e q u e s t  was r e c e iv e d .  In  the  e v e n t  t h a t  a l i c e n s e e  i s  den ied  
a p e rm i t ,  the  l i c e n s e e  s h a l l  be p ro v id ed  w ith  the  re a s o n s  f o r  the  d e n ia l  in  w r i t i n g .
The l i e n s e e  may n o t  re a p p ly  f o r  a p e rm i t  w i th in  30 days a f t e r  an a p p l i c a t i o n  f o r  a 
p e rm i t  which has  been d e n ie d .

204.2 Any l i c e n s e e  who has  r e q u e s te d  a p e rm i t  and has  been d e n ie d ,  o r  whose 
p e rm i t  has been revoked o r  suspended , may, w i th i n  30 days o f  the d e n i a l ,  su sp e n s io n  
o r  r e v o c a t io n ,  appea l th e  d e c i s io n  to  the  m u n ic ip a l  boad o f  a p p ea ls  as  d e f in e d  in
30 MRSA Sec. 2411. The m u n ic ip a l  board  o f  a p p ea ls  may g r a n t  Or r e i n s t a t e  the  p e rm it
i f  i t  f in d s  t h a t  the  p e rm i t te d  a c t iv j ie s  would n o t  c o n s t i t u t e  a d e t r im e n t  to  the 
p u b l i c  h e a l t h ,  s a f e t y  o r  w e l f a r e ,  o r  t h a t  the  d e n i a l ,  r e v o c a t io n  o r  su sp e n s io n  was 
a r b i t r a r y  o r  c a p r i c i o u s ,  o r  t h a t  the  d e n i a l ,  r e v o c a t io n ,  o r  su sp e n s io n  was n o t  
based  by a p reponderance  o f  the  ev idence  on a v i o l a t i o n  o f  any o rd in a n c e ,  a r t i c l e ,  
bylaw , o r  r u l e  o r  r e g u l a t i o n  o f  the m u n i c ip a l i t y .

SECTION 205 ADMISSION

A l i c e n s e d  h o t e l ,  C la ss  A re s ta u ra n t ,  C la ss  A ta v e rn  o r  r e s t a u r a n t  m a l t  l i q u o r  
l i c n e s e e  who has  been is s u e d  a s p e c i a l  amusement p e rm it  may charge  adm ission  in  
d e s ig n a te d  a r e a s  approved by the m u n ic ip a l  s p e c i a l  amusement p e rm i t .

To Registrars/Boards of Registration 
Information: Town Clerks

With party caucuses coming up in a few weeks, I thought you might appre­
ciate a little reminder as to the extent of your functions and responsi­
bilities. Remember that you must:

1. Provide up-to-date voter lists free to each party prior 
to the caucus. You may insist on five day's notice.
(See §362 of the Election Law)

2. Be in session during the day of the caucus to register 
and enroll voters. (Your municipal officials shall set 
the hours; I should like to suggest that they coincide 
with the caucus hours, thus saving time and trouble for 
everyone.) (See §639)

Insofar as registration and enrollment of voters are concerned, remember 
that you have discretionary authority. While documents or oaths should 
be required only when Registrars are genuinely in doubt about the appli­
cant's eligibility and should not be requested arbitrarily or in a dis­
criminatory way, you do have the responsibility of preventing obvious 
fraud —  such as last minute registration by people brought in to town 
solely for that purpose. Proof of citizenship, age and residence may be 
required by the Registrar if you deem it necessary.

Enrollment should present little problem except in the case of local 
people transferring party, wherein a 90-day waiting period is required. 
(There is no waiting period for new registrations or people reregistering 
from another town.)

Finally, remember that voter checkoff lists from your 1978 elections are 
a matter of public record. They may be sealed only for the period required 
by recount, generally 30 days; they must be maintained for two yearsand be 
available for inspection upon request.

UPDATE ON CAUCUSES
The time period for the Republican caucuses reported in our 

last Newsletter is only advisory according to the Republican State 
Headquarters in Augusta. While Republicans have been urged by the 
party chairman to caucus between February 1 and March 15, earlier 
or later caucuses are not prohibited by the party rules.

Some towns nominate candidates for local offices at municipal 
caucuses. A recent change in the law requires that caucuses be 
held at least 35 days prior to the municipal election (30 MRSA §2061). 
The old time limit was 21 days. Please check your local election 
procedures to be sure that people in your community are aware of this 
change. This change also applies to the filing of local nomination 
petitions.
