Four attention is respectfully invited to 
the following City Ordinance which it is 
my dnty to enforces 

“The tenant or occupant, and in case there should 
be no tenant, tbe owner, or any person having the 
care of any building or lot of lond bordering not more 
than one hundred and fifty feet on any street, lane, 
court, spuare, or public place within the city, where 
there is any footway or sidewalk, shall, after the 
ceasing to fall of anv snow, if in the day time within 
three hours, and if in the night time, before ten of 
the clock of tbe forenoon succeeding, cause such 
snow to be removed from such footway or sidewalk, 
and, in default thereof, shall forfeit and pay a sum 
not less than two dollars, or more than ten dollars; 
and for each and every hour thereafter that the same 
shall remain on such footway or sidewalk, such ten 
ant, occupant, owner or other person, shall forfeit 
and pay a sum not less than one dollar, nor more 
thaD ten dollars. And it such building or lot should 
extend more than one hundred and fifty feet, on any 
street cr land, it shall be the duty of such tenant or 
occupant, owner or other person, to remove such 
snow from the footway or sidewalk for the space of 
one hundred and fifty feet, according to the provis- 
ions and subject to the penalties aforesaid.” 

“The provisions of the preceding section shall also 
apply to the falling of snow from any building.” 

“Whenever the side walk, or any part thereof ad- 
joining any bu Iding cr lot of land on any street, 
shall be encumbered with ice, it shall be the duty of 
the occupant, and in case there is no occupant, the 
owner, or any person having the care of such build- 
ing or lot, to cause such sidewalk to be made safe and 
convenient, by removing the ice therefrom, or by 
covering the same with sand or some other suitable 
substance; and in case such owner or oocupant, or 
other person, shall neglect so to do, for the space ol 
six hours during the day time, he shall forfeit and 
pay not less than two nor more than five dollars, and 
a like sum for every day that the same shall contin- 
ue so encumbered. 

The above ordinances will be strictly enforced.

Fashion Gossip. 

Reversible ribbons come in great variety at 
colors, and are much used for sashes and 
bows for looping tunics. 

The throat uff continues to be the favorite 
finish for both close and open dresses, but it 
is by no means as extreme as it was earlier in 
the season. It is usually supported by a plait- 
ing of the material of the dress, which is 
sometimes liued with a becoming shade of 
silk or satin. 

The present style of coiffure is in excellent 
taste.

swers in their rtll >ious ceremonies for incense. 
But, suppo-iDg Ibis relic to belong to Oiegon 
—aud there is, I was tola, no reason to be* 
lieve otherwise—where did tbe Indian who 
carved it get his idea his idea of an ape? The 
Indians of ibis legion, poor creatures that 
they are, have stili the hibit of carving rude 
figures out of slate aud other soft rocks. 

They have also the habit of cutting oat 
shallow, dish-like depressions in the heads of 
sucb figures, wherein to burn incense. Bat 
they coaid uot give Mr. Condou any account 
of the ape's head they brought him, nor did 
they recognize its features as resembli.ig any 
object or creature familiar to them even by 
tradition.—Harper'» May aiine for February.

A Lesson of History. 
Those Congressmen who are so determined 

to secure an expansion of our paper money, 
cannot have read the history of those govern- 
ments which have been compelled from stress 

of circumstances to resort to an irredeemable 
currency. If they have, they are certainly 
the most inapt of scholars aod so far as they 
are concerned, schools may be abolished. The 
current issue of The Nation has a timely ar- 

ticle upon the finincial experience of Austria 
which ought to receive the special attention 
of a man of the calibre of Senator Horton j 
who is probably the ablest of the expansion j 
advocates. 

The Austrian government began the issne 
of paper legal tenders in 1793 In January of 
1799 the notes were quoted at 103 and in De- 
cember at 133. The premium ou gold con- 

tinued to rise uutil in 1810 paper stood at 

000, and the total circulation was $530,399,- 
356. Daring the time there were frequent 
rapid fluctuations in the value oi paper, ris. 
'ng at one time to 1,260, that is, the gold dol- 
lar was worth twelve dollars in legal tenders- 
The Emperor Francis I, then attempted to 

remedy matters by a decree calling in all the 
outstanding circulation and forcing its ex- 

change for new notes of one-filth the face val- 
ue, thus reducing government liab’lity four- 
fifths, and leaving the non-interest beariug, 
irredeemable circulation atj$106,079,871. As 
this failed to restore confidence the emperor 
issued another decree reducing the interest 
on the public debt one-half. But the war 

and the government difficulties continued 
and in 1815 the government was worse off 
than ever and again began the manufacture 
of paper money. The next year there were 

$319,357,962 of legal tender circulation 
afloat, and the premium on gold was fright- 
fully high, and a futile effort was made to reg- 
ulate the premium by a decree that the prop, 
er relational gaper to gold should be $2.60 
for $1 and no more. 

Still there was no relief, and it was finally 
decided that there must be contraction, and 
to accomplish this a national bank was estab- 

lished, the shares being sold for paper money 
at the specified rate, and the money thus 
received was destroyed, as well as all 

legal tenders received in exchange for 
bank notes, and the bank notes were 

made redeemable in coin. In Ibis way tbe 
volume of legal tenders was reduced by 1839 
to $6,715,600, and even then the legal tenders 
were at a discount while the bank notes, re- 

deemable in coin, were at par. Financial 
affairs remained in this condition until the 
revolution of 1848. The subsequent history 
is told as follows by The Nation : 

The government then set up the printing- 
press and began the manufacture of paper 
money once more; the national bank sus- 

pended payment, and Its paper also was made 
a legal tender. Gold, silver, and even copper 
disappeared as if by magic, and small change 
was made by tearing the florin (half-dollar) 
bills into two and four pieces, until at one 
time there were $640,804,402 of this scrap 
money in circulation. Since the restoration 
of peace, vigorous efforts have been made to 
reform the finances as well as other things.and 
they have been materially aided by the great 
improvement in the government and the re- 
duction ot expenses. Instead, however, of 
issuing more paper, as on Mr. Morton’s the- 
ory of the cause ol national prosperity they 
ought to have done the Austrians went to 
work to reduce the amount already in circu- 
lation. By a decree of April 27, 1858, all 
that remained of notes of 1812 and all the 
scrip money made since 1848 were with- 
drawn, and theft now remains only new is- 
sues and the bank notes to be dealt with. 
In this, as is plain to be seen, they have been 
running directly counter to the doctrines of 
the Indiana school of economists. A table 
of the course of the discount on Aurtrian 
bank paper (premium on gold) since 1848 
given by tbe Economise Francais is inter- 
esting;-

The circulation now amounts to $188,441,- 
431 in government notes, and $169,286,226 in 
bank bills, or $357,727,656 in all—about the 
amount of purs before the issue of the “re- 
serve”—for a population of 35,000,000. But 
there has been a total collapse in Austrian 
finance and industry since April of last year 
—the like of which has never been known in 
time of peace, and which the government is 
as yet vainly endeavoring to cure by a sys- 
tem of state loans on the security of land and 
some kinds of goods. Instead of clinging to 
irredeemable paper, the leading Austiian 
statesmen see in it the greatest barrier to 
the prosperity of the empire, and are so eager 
to get rid of it that they have recently en- 
tertained a proposition to borrow enough 
coin from Prussia to enable them to resume 
specie payments. Their exertions have been 
and will continue to be greatly supported by

was only begun in 1860. 

A Field Week. 
The present week will be an unusually busy 

one at Augusta. On Tuesday and Wednes- 
day the Maine Woman’s Suffrage Association 
Will hold a Mass Convention, which will be 
addressed by Col. T. W. Higginson, Lucy 
Stone, Mrs. Livermore and other distinguish- 
ed advocates ef the movement. Wednesday 
and Thursday the annual Temperance Con- 
vention will take place. Tuesday afternoon 
an adjourned hearing on the question of cap- 
ital punishment will come off before the Ju- 
diciary Committee, when Hon. G. F. Talbot 
will continue his argument for the bill under 
consideration, and ex-Gov. A. P. Morrill, 
Hon. T. B. Reed of this city, and Messrs. E. 
F, Pillsbury and Joseph Baker of Augusta, 
and others are expected to advocate the abo- 
lition of the death penalty. Thursday the 
same Committee will give a hearing on the 
General Railroad bill. Thursday the annual 
State Encampment of the Grand Army of 
the Republic will be held with Post Williams. 
Tuesday and Wednesday there will be a meet- 
ing of the Trustees of the Normal Schools. 
The first of a series of Legislative entertain- 
ments will take place Thursday evening at 
Granite Hall. There certainly is a wide 
range of topics, and sufficiently important to 
attract a large number of people to the State 
Capital during the whole week. 

Some of our contemporaries have been 
sharply criticising the appropriations tor the 
civil establishment at the Kittery Navy Yard. 

We are unable to obtain the. figures of the ap- 
propriation for this purpose duriug the years 
of Democratic rule, simply because the r.p- 
propriations for this purpose was made in 
a lump for all the yards, and was left to the 

Secretary of the Navy to distribute as he 
deemed best. We have, however, ascer- 

tained that the aggregate appropriation for 
this purpose is less than one thousand dollars 
greater than in 1858. Mr. Hale’s bill which 
has passed the House cuts down the appro- 
priation tor this purpose forty per centum as 

compared with that of the previous year, and 
is only one-half as large as during the war 

period. 
As the Buchanan management of the 

navy is constantly commended to us by our 

Democratic friends, we have a right to ex- 

pect that they will find no further fault with 

the civil establishment, if fhey measure it by 
their ideal.___ 

The dissolution ot the British Parliament 

by royal decree, is a surprise to the British 
people. The reason given by Premier Glad- 
stone for this measure is that since the deieat 
of the ministry upon the Irish higher educa- 
tion question, the government has not pos- 
sessed sufficient authority for great legislative 
measures. In an address to his constituents 
asking for a re-election, and the return of a 

Parliament in harmony with the views of the 

ministry, Mr. Gladstone gives among the 
matters likely to come before Parliament, the 

readjustment of the educational act, the im- 

provement of local government, and of the 

land, game and liquor laws. The address 
promises a large measure of relief from duties 
on articles entering into g meral consumption, 
and expresses a hope for the speedy assimila- 
tion of the county with the borough fran- 
chises. The new Parliament will meet on 

the fifth of March. 

An Augusta despatch to the Boston Her- 
ald says another meeting of the Democratic 
State Committee will be held February 20tb, 
when S. D. Leavitt will resign the chairman- 
ship. We understand that Mr. Leavitt’s ac- 

ceptance w as only conditional. It is stated 
that other members of the committee will 
tender their resignations at the proposed 
meeting.

The Royal Wedding. 
A St. Petersburg despatch gives the full par- 

ticulars of the marriage ceremony of the Duke 
of Edinburgh and the Princess Marie, which 
commenced at noon in the presence of a vast 
assemblage of guests, in tbe Winter Palace. 
Tbe various galleries were filled with ladies 

sumptuously attired. The prevailing costumes 
were pecnliarly Russian ones, the ladies beiDg 
mainly in velvet and diamonds, and the men m 

uniform with the exception of the American 

diplomatist. | 
THE WEDDING CORTEGE. 

After assembling a procession was formed 
with grand equerries and the chamberlains, of- 
ficers of the Court leading. Then came the 

Emperor, Empress. Imperial Prince and Prin- 

cess, Prince of Wales, Princess Imperial of 

Germany and Denmark, and Prince Arthur. 
Then the bride and bridegroom, the latter wear- 

ing the Russian naval uniform. 
The bride was splendidly appareled in a long 

crimsoD velvet mantle, trimmed with ermine, 
and wore a diamond coronet. Her train was 

borne by four pages. Tb6n followed an im- 
mense procession, comprising the Imperial fam- 

ily—Princess, Princesses and court officials— 
tbe Imperial Russian Prince wearing the uni- 
form of the Cuiarssiers, the Prince of Wales in 
scarlet (a British uniform), and the Prussian 
Prince Imperial in that of a Russian Colonel, 
all decorated with Russian orders of St. An- 
drew. The Princess of Wales was dressed in 
dark crimson velvet, with a diamond coronet 
and collar, and pearl necklace. The Imperial 
German Princess was dressed in the same style. 
The Russian Princess’ dress was of blue velvet 
and gold. Prince Arthur was in the uniform 
of tbe Rifle brigade, acting as groomsman. All 
wore silver wedding favors. 

The procession on reaching the Russian 
church was received by the metropolitan head 
of the Russian church, the Holy Synod, bear- 
i ng crosses and sacred vessels of holy water. 
Tbe Emperor conducted the bride and bride- 
groom to the middle of the church, assuming 
his statiou, with tbe Empress immediately be- 
hind. Around the bridegroom stood Prince 
Arthur and the Grand Dukes. Wedding rings 
borne on golden salvers were deposited on the 
altar temporarily by the Imperial Confessor, 
until placed on the fingers of the bride aud 
bridegroom. The magnificent chapel was il- 
luminated with wax candies. Tbe floor was 

covered with a velvet crimson and gold carpet 
and the pillars and altar with gold. 

UNIQUE NUPTIAL CEREMONY. 

The Greek marriage ceremony was unique. 
In the absence of music, chants and intou9d 

prayers were given during the service. Crowns 
were held suspended over the heads of the roy- 
al pair, Prince Arthur holding tbe crown over 

the Duke of Edinburgh and Grand Duke Ser- 

gius that over the bride. The In penal Confes- 
sor then said: “Thou servant of God, Alfred 
Ernest Edward, art crowned for this hand- 
maiden of God, Maria Alexandrovna, in the 
name of tbe Father, Son and Holy Ghost.” 
Pricce Arthur becoming tired holding the heavy 
crown was relieved. Then the Epistle to the 

Ephesians, fifth chapter, and twentieth to the 

twenty-third verses was read. After the read- 
ing of the epistle was concluded the Gospel of 
the marriage at Cana of Galilee was read. 
Then the crowns were removed and the mar- 

ried couple walked thrice around tbe raised dais 
holding to the tip of the Confessor’s robe with 
one band and a candle in the other. At the 
conclusion of this ceremony tbe sacramental 
cuo was brought forward, blessed and partaken 
of by the bridal pair, the confessor presenting 
the cross which both kissed. The Deacon gave 
an eloquent admonition on the marriage duties. 
Afterwards the chant was sung by the choir, 
“Glory to Thee, Oh God!” concluding with the 
benediction. Thus ended the Greek service. 

THE ANGLICAN SERVICE. 

The procession then slowly formed, proceed- 
ing to the Hall of Alexander for the Anglican 
service. Dean Stanley of Westminster Abbey 
officiated. Tbe hall was rather small. The 
walls were decorated with battle pictures. 
Dean Stanley, who, during the Greek service, 
wore his Episcopal Doctor of Divinity hood 
and gown, now appeared at the altar wearing 
his Episcopal surplice with a jewelled collar of 
the Order of Bath around his neck. He was 
assisted by two resident English clergymen. 
The members of the English colony, including 
bankers and merchants, gathered at the left of 
the altar. Conspicuous among them were 
Governor Jewell, the American Minister, lord 
Loftus, the {English Minister, and the Corps 
Diplomatic. Many of the British wore scarlet 
uniforms. Especially noticeable was Prince 
Gortschakoff for his venerable appearance, 
surrounded hy the leading members of the 
Russian nobility gathered on the right side of 
the altar. 

The Episcopal chants were sung by the Rus- 
sian chorister lads in long crimson dresses. 
When the marriage procession entered, the 
bride was between her father aud the bride- 
groom, with Prince Arthur behind. The ser- 

vice being concluded, Dean Stanley warmly 
congratulated the couple. Several Roman 
Catholic dignitaries were present. 

THE AFTER SCENES. 

When the crowd dispersed there was a fright 
ful rush on the stairways. There was a won- 
derful mass of color and decorations composed 
of uniforms, turbans, Asiatic flowing robes 
from Bokhara and Samarkand, Big Cuirassier 
Guards with silver helmets surmounted by gol- 
den eagles, and Chamberlains and Equerries. 
Much attention was paid by the Russian digni- 
taries to Governor Jewell and family, who are 
extremely popular. Criticism was made on 

the appearance of the bridegroom. His re- 
served and solemn manner created an unfavor- 
able impression. The Prince and Princess of 
Wales’affability was cheered on their coming 
on the street The police were engaged in driv- 
ing back the crowd and the Cossack horsemen 
charged to and fro, clearing the way for distin- 
guished personages The magnificent St. Pe- 
tersburg church bell was pealed during tbefday 
and salvos of artillery of 101 guns were fired in 
conslusion of the Greek service, all forming ex- 

traordinary combination of ceremony, wealth, 
pomp and splendor. 

FESTIVITIES. 
After the marriage ceremony a banquet was 

given at the Palace, Madame Patti singing. 
Subsequently a ball was given at St. George’s 
Hall, the Emperor being present. During the 
day the weather was sunny aud warm. There 
was but a limited display of popular enthusiasm 
at the illumination in the public squares. The 
city in genera1 presented a scene of splendid 
festivity.

ST. LUKE’S CATHEDRAL. 

Ill the morning Bishop Neely preached from 
Phil, hl 12,13,14. “Not as though I had al- 
ready attained, either were already perfect— 
but I follow after if that I may appreheud tbat 
for which also 1 am apprehended of Christ Je- 
sus.” The church calls to our remembrance 
to-day and bids us meditate upon the conver- 

sion of St. Paul. During this Epiphany season, 
our thoughts are continually directed to the va- 
ious manifestations of Lord Jesus Christ; aud 
when we consider the means by which the light 
which is in Him has been diffused, we find no 
other instrumentality comparable with the 
writings and labors of St. Paul, After Christ 
himself, he has been the chief teacher of all 
succeeding generations in religious truth It is, 
therefore, most fitting that we should celebrate 
his conversion. 

On a former occasion, when calling your at- 
tention to the event which we celebrate, 1 en- 

deavored to show the true aud only satisfactory 
evidence cf the reality of Paul's conversion 
was to be found in Paul’s unhesitating [readi- 
ness with which he gave himself up to the ser- 

viee of Christ. It is in that supplicating and 
submissive appeal, “Lord, what wilt thou have 
me to do?” that we find the converted man. 

Now 1 ask you to contemplate this man thir- 

ty years later. During all the intervening pe- 
riod he had been true to the promise of his 
early zeal and had daily grown stronger in the 
Lord and in the power of His might Yet he 
now writes, “Not as though I had already at- 
tained, either were already perfect, but I fol- 
low after if that I may apprehend that for 
which also I am apprehended in Christ Jesus. 
Brethren, I count not myself to have appre- 
hended but this one thing Ido; forgetting those 
things which are behind, and reaching forth 
unto those things which are before, I press to- 
ward the mark for the prize of the high calling 
fo God in Christ Jesus.” This apostle of thir- 
ty years standing does not base upon his con- 
version a positive assurance of final salvation. 
Though his character and conduct had been in 
general conformity with Christ’s command- 
ments, he confesses that he “has not already 
attained, neither is already perfected.” He 
yet acknowledges that he must still subject 
himself to special self discipline, and he repre- 
sents himself as still pressing on. He based 
not his confidence of acceptance by God upon 
any work which by God’s grace he had been 

enabled to do. He recognized the fact that 
there was still a work before him to be done 
before his reward could be secured. The vic- 
tories already achieved could assure him of 
God’s willingnesrte grant him all needful help, 
but they could assure him of no more than 
this. 

Let us then be instructed by his example 
against such presumption, on the one hand, aud 
to like watchfulness and diligence on the other. 
\Ve, too, may say of ourselves that we have 
Men apprehended of Christ Jesus.” To us 
He has revealed himself as the true Messiah. 
These are great benefits, but they are the 
‘things which are now behind.” We must not 

rest in passive reliance upon then1, but press on 
to the ‘‘things which are before. Past mer- 
cies vouchsafed us should be incentives to fu- 
ture diligence. We may be conscious without 
self-deception of certain victories over self al- 
ready achieved, and certain progress already 
made. These should incite us to larger under- 
takings for the holy cause in which we are en- 

listed, but we should attribute to them no high- 
er significance. Paui paused not to contem- 
plate his present spiritual attainments. Let 
ns be admonished by his example and follow on 
in his footsteps, forgetting the things which 
are behind, and reaching forward to those which 
are before. 

In conclusion, the preacher said that he would 
especially and first of all, take these lessons 
home to himself. This festival marked the 
seventh anniversary of his consecratiou to the 
office of Bishop. He then submitted himself 
to the burden of cares, responsibilities and la- 
bors, he had never before dreamed would be 
laid upon him. The burden had not been light 
er than he anticipated, but by God’s grace he 
had not sunk under it. He trusted that in these 
years something bad been accomplished, tie 
had been greatly blessed in the considerate 
kinduess of his people, hut he should not feel 
content with the little that had been done in 
view of the noble work which remains to be 
done. Forgetting the things which are behind, 
all should press forward to the things which 
are before. 

INDIA STREET CHURCH. 
In the absence of the pastor, the pulpit was 

occupied by Rev. H. C. Leonard of Deering. 
Mr. Leonard took his text from Rev. iii, 20— 
“Behold, 1 stand at the door and knock.” 

Mr. Leonard first spoke of St. John as on the 
Island of Patinos. As a seer he wrote to the 
seven churches in Asia, His style was that of 
the Oriental poets. Some of his sentences were 

high-wrought; others simple. His word to the 
Ldodicean Christiaus was: Since they were 

likewarm, and boasted of needing nothing be- 
cause they had become Tich, they should know 
they were sp ritually wretched, miserable, 
poor, blind and naked. He wrote this word a> 

from Jesus, and as from him also added this 
word: “I counsel thee to buy of me gold tried 
in the fire, that thou mayst be rich; and while 
raiment that thou mayst be clothed, and that 
the shame of thy nakedness do not appear; and 
anoint thine eyes with eye-salve, that thou 
mayest see. As many as I love I rebuke and 
chasten; be zealous, therefere, and repent. Be- 
hold I stand at the door and knock; if uDy 
man hear my voice and open the dcor I will 
com in to him, and will sup with him, and he 
with me.” 

In this character as a friend above all others, 
Jesus comes to men. He stands at every soul’s 
door and knocks. Knocking in justice or in 

mercy he is a friend and helper. As many as 

he loves he rebnkes and chastens. Speaking 
loudly or in whispers through punishments, 
his object is the same; he desires that his ene- 

mies and our own be turned out from onr hearts 
and that he be within our hearts the harbored 
and cherished friend and guest. 

Taught by him, we listen to God’s knocking 
at the door of our souls whenever we consider 
the motions or the sounds of the outward uni- 
verse. Through all the forms of nature- 
through the planets, the mountains, oceans, 
rivers, sunshine, rain, the growing corn, the 
climbing vine, the oaks, maples, pines, lilies, 
grasses, innumerable handiworks, God speaks 
to us in various tones; in tones of wisdom and 
power, of love and goodness. At our door he 
knocks in the thunder of the clouds and in the 
murmur of the brook, in the tumult of the 
storm, in the stillness of the calm We feel 
bis might in the torrent. We find his resistless 
power in the drop of dew. The iceburg is a 

ponderous floating wonder from his hand. The 
snow-flake, silently descending from the clouds 
is as marvelous an expression as is his power 
and skill. He knocks and calls to us at our 
door in the new life and the bright admonish- 
ings of spring, in the swift changes and the 
augmenting glories of summer, in the deep, 
minor strains, and in the golden and scarlet 
decorations of autumn, and in the fierce blasts, 
in the skeleton shapes, and in the white wind- 
ing sheet of winter. 

Instructed by Jesus we listen to God’s knock- 
ing and to God’s voice at our door whenever 
we are affected by the occurring events of the 
human world. Through many of these events 
we receive striking evidences of the truth that 
God does not withhold himself fro n the affairs 
of men and nations; that “there is a God who 
judgeth in the earth.” 

We are quickly apprehensive of perils which 
lie in certain chemical combinations. The 
magazine of a fort, is guarded with care. No 
one ot the garrison can enter it with sword or 

bayonet at his side, or with nails in his shoes. 
The ordnance officer having charge of it, walks 
the floor of this under ground depository of 
powder and bomb-shells in socks of wool. For 
it is known that carelessness here wonld be fol- 
lowed instantly by the min of the fort and the 
death of the garrison. Now, if we were in 
this way alive in all the faculties of our minds, 
in all the fibers of our hearts, to the peril which 
is hidden in false ideas,and in base ignoble feel- 
ings toward God and toward man, we should 
present good evidence of having attained 
Christian wisdom and grace. In carefulness as 
to outward danger, we withhold our bodies 
from barm. In carefulness as to inward dan- 
ger, we withhold our souls from harm. It 
must not be thought that the influences of 
false ideas and of base, ignoble feelings to- 
ward God and man are not imminent. Just as 

certainly as our feet will be burned if we walk 
on hot coals, just so certainly will follow the 
evil consequence of disobeying God’s moral or 

spiritual laws. 
We should be mindful of the ever-present 

God, knocking at the door of our hearts; of 
His perpetual offers of aid and comfort; of the 
words He speaks to us; of the help he gives us. 

through the great teacher, guide and consoler. 
There comes no day, no hour, wherein God 
does not say to us through His son, “As many 
as I love, I rebuke and chasten; be zealous 
therefore, and repent Behold, I stand at the 
door and knock; if any man hear my voice and 
open the door, 1 will come in to him, and sup 
with him, and he with Me.” The light and 
joy of heaven are not far away; they are with- 
in the souls of those who have welcomed God 
to be the companion of their own thoughts; 
who have made room and entertainment for 
Him close to their hearts. 

HIGH STREET CHURCH. 
The pastor, Rev. Mr. Fenn, preached yester- 

day morning, taking for his text. ‘‘A just God 
and a Saviour.” 

The preacher began by saying that there was 
a feeling among many as the cross of Christ 
was held np to them, that it was impossible for 
Christ to die upon the cross and yet be just; 
but Christ was a willing sufferer. He had pow- 
er to lay down his lif>, and he had power to 
take it again. Justice invades the right of 
no one, but there can be no injustice to 
Christ if He willingly lays down bis own life. 

In the interpretation of the facts of the death 
of Christ, it is often claimed that it was an act 
of injustice; but it is not so. In no particular 
can there be claimed an act of in- 
justice connected with the death of Christ. He 
submitted to it himself. He did not suffer as 
a punishment; he had nothing to be punished 
for, but he suffered for others No one can ex- 

plain how one can be pardoned. The pardon 
of a transgressor is in direct opposition to jus- 
tice. 

Sinfulness or righteousness can not be imput- 
ed from one to another. The Othodox wiew of 
the cross of Christ, is considered Dyr many to bo 
directly opposed to the teachings of the bible. 
But that is not so, for we read that God so lov- 
ed the world, that he gave His only begotten 
son to die for sinners. 

God is not vindictive. If He was, He would 
not have provided a substitute who was infin- 
itely dear to Him. God’s wrath is judicial not 
personal. If it was malice, there would be no 
hope for any. God need not accept the suffer 
ing of Christ upon the cross for the sins of the 
world; Christ might suffer a thousand times 
upon the cross, and if God did not see tit to 
accept the atonement, it would be all in vain. 
We are often inclined to array the attributes of 
God,against each other, but it is useless to at- 
tempt this, for they do not belong to the merits 
of the case. 

The parts of the divine mind are separate, and each part works by itself, but when they are united their exclusive beauty is shown to 
the best effect. There is no jar or discord, but 
every part unites with the others. When God 
speaks to a sinner, He speaks in words of love 
and with a heart full of mercy. Mercy and 
truth are met together;righteousness and peace have kissed each other. 

If the sinner looks at the cross aright,he can- 
not help seeing that is for him that Christ 
died, and that it is for him that the arms of 
mercy are outstretched. Life and death are 
before you; choose which you will have. 

ALLEN MISSION CHAPEL. 

The sermon preached yesterday afternoon by 
N. M. Wood from Luke xxiii. 55., was full of 
deep thought and must bring forth good results 
After the sermon the address by Place Jones of 
China, kept the undivided attention of the con 
gregation and will long be remembered. The 
Chapel was crowded in the evening to listen to 
the pathetic temperance lecture by ex-police- 
man Scott, who will also be one of the speakers 
at the weekly temperance meeting this evening 

TEMPEBANCE LECTUBE. 

Eev. J. W. Johnston, pastor of Pine street 
M. E. church, delivered the fifth lecture of the 
temperance course in his church Sunday even- 

ing. The text was 1st Thessalonians, V. 22— 
“Abstain from all appearance of evil.” Xhs 
preacher had no notes of his discourse prepar- 
ed, but it was an able and convincing produc- 
tion. He insisted upon its being the duty of 
the church to abstain from all appearance of 
evil by putting a stop to the liquor selling and 

drunkenness so prevalent in tha land. Coming 
to this couutry from abroad, he bad heard while 
at home in England, Maine, and especially 
Portland, spoken of in terms of high praise for 

suppressing the gale of liquor. A short time 
after his arrival here, befoie he had seen any 
signs of the prevalence of liquor selling and 

liquor drinking, he had written to friends in 

England in terms of the highest praise of the 

morality of Portland. But a few weeks con- 

vinced him of his error and he acknowledged 
that his first impressions were not correct. It 
was the prevalence of drain' drinking that 

checked|addition8 to the church and prevented 
the spread of Christianity. He mentioned the 
fact of the arrival of a small steamer at a port 
in India, with three missionaries with a lot of 
bibles and tracts, while the cargo of the vessel 
was composed of brandy, whiskey, rum and ale. 
Thus conveying the gospel to the heathen with 

the Bible in one hand and the rum-botlle in the 

other. The speaker portrayed the evils that re- 

sulted from the use of liquors and urged not 

only the members of bis church bat all present 
to abstain entirely, and to do all in their power 
to raise fallen humanity.

THIRD DAY. 

Saturday.—State vs. Mary J. Stafford and An- 

thony Brown. 
The direct examination of Anthony Brown was 

continued this forenoon in substance as follows: 

Wednesday morning Brannigan said he would tell 
Mrs. Stafford that he did it and ask her for money; 
when he came back he said he had told her; Friday 
evening after the fire Brannigan told me to go up 
and tell Mrs. Stafford he wauted to see her; I did so; 
when Mrs. Staftord came in, Brannigan had some 

talk about the rent; cannot say what it was; Pike 

and Scotty were in the shop with us; then Pike,said, 
•“Mrs. Stafford, you always accused me of setting fire 

to the Fhilbrook house, and I know who it was, and 

you are concerned in it; but if you will give me $200 
It will be all right; if not, I will make it go hard with 

you;” she said, “I will have you arrested and make 

you prove it; then she went out and sent for the po“ 
lice; after she went out, Brannigan said, “there,now 
you bare got me into a scrape;” Pike said, “Never 
fear; if you are arrested me and Scotty will do what 

we were talking about yesterday.” 
Cross-examined. I learned to bottom chairs in 

the Reform School; I was there for truancy and staid 
three years and eight months. 

Patrick Doyle testified that in the evening, three 
or four days before the fire, he was going through an 

alley near Staftord block and saw a man and woman 

standing there talking; he stepped fifteen or twenty 
feet oft and heard the woman say, “Brannigan are 

you going to do it or not?” “Qes,” said he, “if you 
will pay me;” she said, “I will pay you;”she said 

“‘There Is the key for you to bum the house;” she 
said it was the key to the door on Middle street, and 
told him to go and do the work and, said she, “There 

is ten dollars for you, and when I come back from 

Rockland 1 will give you $40 more,” then she said, 
“Good night. Brannigan;” I didn’t know the woman 

•but it was not Mrs. Stafford. 
Mr. Webb then put In a record of conviction of 

Mrs. Philbrook in the United States District Court 

for opening a letter--upon which she was sentenced 
to twenty days in jail. 

The defence then rested. 
George B. Brown, called by the State, testified that 

he has been in jail four and a half months for com- 

pound larceny; After Anthony Brown was brought 
into jail he told me he set the fire, and afterwards 
told me that he was going to lay it on to Brannigan; 
be said he set the fire in the morning while Branni- 

gan was abed; he said he was going to testify that 

Brannigan set it and then came back to bed, and 
lhat he (Brown) got up and, happening to look out of 
tliewindow, saw it burning and told Brannigan to 

get up and see the old thina go; and he said, “That 

will tally with what Brannigan will testify to.” 

•Ida Ayer, called by the State, testified that she 
wrote a letter In jail for Mrs. Stafford to Scotty; the 

letter was then produced by Mrs. Staftord and read 
as follows: 

Scotty,—Philbrook gave the key to Brannigan and 
Tfcrs. Staftord had no hand in it at all,soon as she gets 
•out she will bail you out; she says she will start vou 

jn a.he best shop she has got: you know it is true that 
she never had nothing to do with it; if you won’t 
tell a wrong story she will do anything for you. 

This latter was afterwards passed to Scotty and by 
bim handed back to witness, who passed it to Mrs. 

Staftord again. 
Benjamin Gribhen testified to finding the door of 

the Philbrook house open on Sunday previous to the 
fire and closing it up ar.d fastening it. 

Scott and Brannigan denied the conversation that 
Crown said took place in the back shop on Friday. 

Anthony Brown denied that he made any such 
statement to George W. Brown in jail, as he testified 

to, and said he had a quarrel with George, after 
which George said he would swear a false oath 
againBt him in court. 

The testimony was closed at 12 o’clock, at which 
time Mr. Cleaves commenced his closing argument 
cu the part of brown. 

afternoon. 

’Court came in at three o’dloek. Mr. Cleaves closed 
bis argument at ten minutes of 4’clock. 

Mr. Webb then commenced his argument on the 

part of Mrs. Stafford and closed at half past six. 

Court adjourned to ten o’clock Monday morning, 
sit which time Mr. Libby commences the closing ar- 

gument. 
The next case to be tried is State vs. Littlefield, 

charged with adultery. 
Catharine Waite was arraigned this morning on an 

indictment for polygamy. She appeared pale but 

collected and in a firm voice pleaded not guilty. Her 

case has been assigned for trial early next week.

MURDER IN ROCKLAND. 

An Intemperate Woman the Victim—Par* 
tie* inspected, file. 

Rockland, Jan. 25.—At about four o’cloek 
yesterday morning a woman was found in a 

dying condition on the bridge of one of the 
lime kilns, below the foot of Winter street. 
The person who discovered her notified the po- 
lice, and she was removed to a house near by 
and a physician was sent for. But though only 
a short lime had elapsed, the woman was dead 
when he arrived. The body was identified as 

that of Mrs. Caroline Pettee, a woman about 
58 years of age. There were various serious 
bruises and marks of violence npon her person, 
and the marks of two severe blows npon her 
head, which it is thought might have been suf- 
ficient to produce death. There are also suspi- 
cions that an indecent assault may have been 
committed upon her. A bottle containing a 

small quantity of whiskey was found near 
where she lay, and two or three pipes and a 

shawl were near by. The deceased was of in- 
temperate habits, but there is no evidence that 
she was intoxicated, and it is strongly suspect- 
ed that she was dragged to the place where she 
was found and the bottle placed by her to give 
the impression that she had wandered there in 
a state of iutoxication. During the preceding 
night she had been at the house of James 

Thorndike, a place notorious for rumselling and 
other wickedness, where the noise of a disturb- 
ance was heard and where the deceased was 

probably roughly handled. She was afterwards 
at the house of Ann Bums, a place |of equal 
bad repute, and it is reported that Thorndike’s 
wife was quarreling with her there, and follow- 
ed her when she left, after which nothing is 
yet known of her till she was found as describ- 
ed. The affair is yet enveloped in some myste- 
ry. 

Coroner Rust of Rockport, was sent for and 
began au inquest, which has been adjourned 
till two o’clock Monday afternoon. The inves- 
tigation was private. Dr. Banks made a post 
mortem examination of the body to-day, the 
result of which is not yet made known. The 
body has been turned over to the city undertaker 
and will be buried.to-morrow. Thorndike and 
his wife left town yesterday but returned to- 

day. No arrests have yet been made, 

Accident'. 
Boston', Jan. 25.—The schooner Huntress, 

Capt Roberts, from Vinalhaven, with a cargo 
of granite, while coming up the harbor struck 
on Ram’s Head, at 3 o’clock Sunday morning, 
and to prevent the vessel from sinking she was 
run ashore on Black Rock channel.

MASSACHUSETTS. 

Various Hatters. 
Boston, Jan. 25.—James T. Wheeler, book 

keeper for Jones & Farley, wholesale fruit 
dealers on State street, absconded Thursday 
with $3000 entrusted to him to depositlin a 
bank. 

The dwelling occupied by C. H. Brown and 
family on Warwick street, was badly shatter- 
ed last evening bv tlie explosion of gas in the 
basement. Mr. Brown, who was lookiug for 
the leak with a lighted lamp, received severe 
injuries. 

The U. S. frigate Brooklyn was hauled 
down to the Compass station Saturday, and 
will sail for Key West probably Monday. She 
has lost several'of her crew by desertion. 

Two drafts of men left the ’■eceivii g ship 
Ohio Saturday, bound for Key West and Pana- 
ma. By these drafts aud the draft of 300 men 
for the frigate Brooklyn, there are uow only 50 
men excluding officers on board of the Ohio. 

Vessel Capsized—Loss of Eiife. 
At half past three o’clock yesterday after- 

noon, the schooner Fraukiin Rogers,' Rogers 
captain, from Chatham for Boston, capsized 
10 miles east of Boston Light, during a heavy 
squall from the north-west aud sunk in three 
minutes. The captain and two of the crew 
were lost. Their names are as follows: Frank- 
lin Rogers, captain; Solomou Eldridge, Charles 
Hawes. The survivors are Thomas C. Hardy, 
Thomas J. Mayo, Sidney M. Robbins, Allen 
Burgess, Albert Crowell, John Williams, Hen- 
ry L. Emery, Ortick Robbins aDd Isaac Bearse, 
Jr. All of Chatham except Crowell. 

The details of the disaster are told by the 
survivors as follows: 

“When the squall struck us, we (the crew in 
all twelve men) jumped from below on deck as 

quickly as possible, leaving all behind us and 
having just time to cut away the big dory. 
Some jumped overboard, not having time to 
get into her and were picked up.” 

After getting clear of the vessel we found 
the captaiu missing. We were in the dory one 
and a half hours, the wind increasing to a gale 
with a heavy sea running, carrying us at the 
mercy of the gale. At 5 o’clock we discovered 
a light close on board which proved to be the 
pilot boat Edwin Booth. At this time some of 
our company were about exhausted, some of 
them being without hats or boots or outside 
clothing, those having hats or boots being oblig- 
ed to use them in keeping the water out of the 
dory. We hailed the Edwin Booth with all 
our might, which fortunately heard our cry for 
help. We were just able to reach a line the 
boat threw us, the Edwin Booth being in the 
wind was forging astern. We were caught un- 
der the stem and our dory was soon filled and 
capsized. Capts. John H. Jeffrey and John R. 
Cummings, pilots on the boats, threw us ropes 
and rendered us every assistance possible, and 
all except two of us were enabled to get on 
board. We could not have survived in our boat 
another hour; as it was some of us were frost 
bitten. All who survived landed in destitute 
condition, without outside clothing aud having 
neither hats, boots nor jackets. 

The survivors of the wreck were kindly cared 
for at the Mariners’ Home by Mr. Hamilton, 
and their most pressing wants in the way of 
clothing by the Boston Provident Association. 
They will probably leave for their homes in 
Chatham this afternoon. Our merchants, es- 

pecially those of Cape Cod birth, will gladiy 
take this occasion of liberality. Capt. Rogers, 
who was lost, was a well known and very 
highly respected gentleman, who made the 
soundings on George’s Bank for Eldridge’s 
chart. Henry L. Emery, the youngest of the 
crew, some time since saved the lives of the 
crew of the Queen of the Fleet, which was 
wrecked at Wellfleet, Cape Cod, by swimming 
through the surf with a life line, by means of 
which all were rescued. On the occasion of this 
wreck he nearly stripped himself ot his cloth- 
ing in an attempt to preserve th life of a com- 
rade, who unfortunately died in the boat.

Washington, Jan. 25.—Numerous para- 1 

graphs, telegraphic anil otherwise, have recent- 
ly appeared in the newspapers, stating what 
the President would or would not do in relation 
to Louisiana and other public matters now at- 
tracting general attention, and as if to serve 
the purposes of those immediately interested in i 
the determination of the pending' question, the | 
President is represented as having expressed 
views which he certainly does not eutertain, j 
and which would he contrary to the course he ] 
has heretofore pursued. 

Reports prevail that the President has differ- 
ences with his political friends, and is disposed 
to act altogether independantly of them; but it 
is known from those having intimate relations 
with him, that the reports are unfounded. Nor 
is it probably any differences are likely to ex- 

ist, excepting such as may be inseparable from 
the views of the Presideut, may himself take 
of his constitutional duties aad official respon- 

1 sibility which attaches to bis office. 
Acting in accordance with the constitutional 

requirement that the Presideut shall, from time 
to time, give Congress information on the state 
of the Uniou, he is now engaged in the prep- 
aration of a message which he will submit to 
the Cabinet before transmitting it to Congress. 
This message will according to the present un- 

derstanding be confined to a plain but elaborate 
statement of the facts attending federal pro- 
ceedings in Louisiana in support of the United 
States Judicial decisions, which he had no au- 

thority to disregard. Wha ever may have 
been his own opinions upon the political ques- 
iions offered by them, it is positively known 
that the President has not interfered in any 
way with the Louisiana question, relating to 
seats in the Senate or House 

To Louisianians of both parties who have 
called upon him, he has repeatedly said that 
such questions properly belong to Congress, the 
constitution making each house judge of elec- 
tion returns and qualification of its own mem- 
bers and that the consideration of such ques- 
tions involves the subject of legality of author- 
ity under which ceriificates of election issue, 
so one question necessarily affects the other 
and both could at the same time be determined, 

This in substance is the reply lie is unreserv 
edly giving to those who have interrogated 
him on the subject [of the bill ptoposed to be 
passed by congress, ordering a new election in 
Louisiana. He |has discouraged such legisla- 
tion and while thus opposing Congressional in- 
terference, he has had no hesitation in saying 
to visitors that there Jwas no doubt that the 
electiou in Louisiana was an organized fraud 
from beginning to end for the benefit of those 
now in possession of the government of that 
State and that there has never yet been a fair 
count of the votes, the results having been 
reached by dishonest means too well known to 
be repealed 

It is therefore drobable that in his forth- 
coming special message he will not make any 

recommendations for a new election, his opin- 
ion as recently ptivately expressed beiug that 
Congress has no more right to order a new elec- 
tion in Louisiana than it has in any other 
state because of a local conflict.

Butler, Carpenter and oth ers, provides that the 
new eletiou proposed for that State shall be 
conducted under the supervision of a Congres- sional commission to be appointed by the Presi- 
dent and probably military officers.' Gen. But- ler will have charge of the bill in the House, and its passage will depend upon the support of the Democrats who, for the most part, are 
opposed to re-opening the question, being 
averse to Congressional interference in the af- 
fairs of a State, although condemning the 
means by which the Kellogg Government was 

placed in power. Senators Carpenter and 
Thurman and Butler had a prolonged consulta- 
tion yesterday on the subject.

The doctor is 
of opinion that the great shock and terror in- 
spired by such a union with death added to the 
belief which prevailed between them, that 
when one died the other woulu, was what caus- 
ed Eng’s death. These combined to destroy 
his mental faculties and paralyze his physical 
energies, and he succumbed to the dread visita- 
tion. 

The doctor does not believe that if the liga- 
ment had been severed Eng’s life would have 
been saved, but thinks any operation, unless 
performed immediately upon the discovery of 
Chang’s death, would have hastened Eng’s 
death. 

Toe bodies after being embalmed were placed 
in a coffin and encased in a large tin box, which 
was sob ered and made air tignt, then put in a 

large wooden box and packed iu charcoal and 
made securely tight and put in the cellar of the 
house. It is reported that the bodies will be 
disposed of at an enormous price to some mu- 
seum or medical college, or be placed on exhi- 
bition. 

This to be subjected to the decision of the 
members of the family. 

A despatch from Greensboro, N. C., says it !s 
said that Dr. Joe Hollingsworth, brother of the 
doctor who attended the twins, while en rout* 
for the North, stated that his mission was to 
dispose of the dead bodies of the twins on the 
most favorable terms he could negotiate.
