AUGUSTA, Jan. 23.—J. W. Mitchell of Bel-

How Corporations are Nade.

AUGUSTA, Jan. 23.—In the Secratary of
State’s office may be found eleven large vol-
umes of 700 pages each, containing records
of corporations organized under the general
law of the State. During the year just
past a larger number appear to huve been or-
ganized and recorded than any previous
year, the whole number being 880. In 1886
the number was 240, A corporation organ-
izing with a capital of $30,000 or more is re-
quired to pay §50to the State; less than $50,-
000, £10, besides each corporation has to pay
their attorneys a fee of 830 or more for mak-
ing out the papers. It has to be recorded by
the register of deeds in the county where or-
ganized, and he is paid §5. Next the attor-
ney general of the State has a hand in it,and
for examining and certifying that the same
is in conformity to the laws of the State, ete.
gets for his service 85, Then it comes to the
Secrgtary of State to be recorded, and the
law allews for his services §5. The Secre-
tary of State, I learn, pays all bis fees into
the State treasury, which is quite a revenue,
amounting to $12,120.

COVERNOR COBURN'S WEALTH.

Many People with Claims for Vary-
Ing Portions of It.

Thousands of Dollars Involved In the
Litigation

Over a Doctot’s Bill, and Several
Accounts for Personal Services.

[8pecial to the Press.]

SKOWHEGAN, Jan, 23.—The determined
and continued attempts of the heirs of the

late ex-Gov. Abner Coburn to break his will,
and their ill success, is well known, and al-
most auy day a decislon is expected from the
Supreme Court closing the litigation in their
case. But this is not, by any means, all the
legal action with which the estate has to
contend, for there are many minor suits
which have been brought to recover for al-
leged services, etc., which, In the aggregate,
will amount to no insignificant sum. Nearly
everybody who had near relations with the
ex-governor during the latter years of his
lifetime seems to have a bill against the es-
tate, and it remains for the courts to settle
them. The time during which suits could be
brought directly against the estate expired
last September, and the cases will all be
tried at the March or September sessions of
the court in Somerset county.

Mr, Calvin Cleveland, who wasa book-
keeper for Mr. Coburn, sues to recover
$12,000 as remuneration for servicesduring a
long term of years, He claims to have at-
tended to the ex-governor's elerical work
during the day, and at night waited on his
employer while ill. In payment for his de-
votion, he received but a small amount—but
little cash, it is sald. His counsel are Baker
& Cornish of Augusta.

Miss Irene Stanley was the housekeeper
for a dozen years or more, and after the
death of Mary, Abner's sister, had entire
charge of the house, and was devoted in her
care and attention to him during his sick-
ness, for which she was but partially recom-
pensed, so it is claimed, receiving only a pres-
ent occasionally. She asks for $10,000. Her
counsel is D. D. Stewart, Esq., of Waldo-
boro.

Dr. G. A, Wilbur, of Skowhegan, was the
ex-governor's physician for many years, and
his original eclaim amounted to $10,000, in
part for visits and in part for “detention
fees,” so called, he being kept at home by
Mr. Coburn, so as to be in readiness to ans-
wer a call. He never received a cent other
than §200, of which the patient made him a
preseut, so it isstated. Dr. H H, Hill of
Augusta made out Dr. Wilbur's bill, esti-
mating it at $10,000. Since the action was
brought it has been sealed down to $7000 or

$8000. Dr. Wilbur's claims extend over a °

period of eleven years and nine months. His
counsel is also D. D. Stewart, Esq.

Another action is brought by the widow
and son of the late Moses Bailey of Water-
ville, for a division of Attean township, the
plaintiffs claiming a portion of it by deed
from Samuel Taylor given to Moses Bailey.
Their counsel are Walton & Walton of Skow-
hegan. This case will go to the Law Court
by agreement of counsel. Abhout $30,000 is

involved. The Coburn estate’s claim is
zhrouﬁh a tax deed from the State.

A, M. Perkins sues to recover $1000 on a
note which he ¢laims to have held nst
ex-Governor Coburn.

The War Scare.

Sinece the{official organ of the German
army, the “Militar Wochenblatt,” gave its
luminous comparison of the strength of the
frontier forces of Germany and Russia, the
discussion of the situation has elicited noth_
ing more definite than the semi-official state-
ment in several papers today that, despite
the arrival of additional Russian troops on
the frountier, the German government for the
present will not oraer the counter movement
necessary to equalize the strength of the two
forces. This is one of several indications
that the government believes war has been
delayed.

The “Moscow Gazette” yesterday indicated
the pacific policy of Russia. It declared that
peace was assured unless Russia shou
Emvoked b‘;‘wln acts of her neigh-

ors. The *Novye Yremya' protests that
Russian armaments are purely defensive.
The “Svet” disputes the **Wochenblatt’s"
figures and tries to prove that Germany can
concentrate a million men on the frontier of
Poland within ten d.ngs. while Russia’s huge
areas of territory and imperfect means of
transportation render difficult the work of
mobilization.

The postponement of the rupture is not in
accordance with the strategy of the Berlin
War Office nor with the wishes of the
Viennese, but continues due to the irresolu-
tion of the Austrian Government. Although
convinced tnat war is inevitable and that it
would be preferable for Austria sooner than
later, Count Kalnoky persists in waiting
Russia’s time.

WATERVILLE CITY.

The Charter Adopted Yesterday, Af-
ter Three Previous Attempts.

—_—

Democratic Opposition and French
Ignorance Defeated at the Polls.

Bells, Bands and Fog Horns Express
the People’s Pleasure.
[Specialto the Press.)

WATERVILLE, Jan. 25.—Waterville is ju-

bilant tonight, at least the major portion of
it is, and the cause of it Is that the town to-
day voted by the handsome majority of 111,
to turn this thriving burg into a city. Pur-
suant to a call from leading citizens, the se-
Jectmen had appointed today as the fourth
occasion for the people to gather and throw
their ballots in town meeting for or against
adopting the eity charter, granted by legisla~
ture four years ago, and which the Water-
villians had refused to adopt on the three oc-
casions hitherto offered. On the two first
trials the charter was nearly buried, and last
spring it was defeated by a majority of 60
ballots, & rather small number of voters
coming to the polls on all occasions. At the
town meeting for the election of town offi-
cials held last spring, after the refusal of the
people to adopt the charter, a boad of Dem-
ocratic selectmen were elected by a small
majority for the | =3 in several years.
‘Whether eyes of the stay-at-
home Republicans, or whether the changes
made in the charter by last winter's legisla-
ture gained votes for a eity is a matterof
conjecture. Anyway achange seemed to come
over the voters, and today almest
1000 votes were east, 543 favoring the adop-
tion of a charter and 432 against it. The
vote was polled almost on party lines, very
few Republicang voting “no,” but a number
of prominent Democrats casting “‘yes” bal-
lots. Bunker’s Democrat has opposed the
charter bitterly, while the Sentinel and Mail
have fought for its adoption.

The vote thrown was quite a large one,
most of the regular attendants at town meet-
ing getting out. The young men worked
hard for the privilege of living iu a eity,
while a number of aged and infirm people
tottered to the polls with a *'yes" fully as in-
terested In becoming citified as their younger
fellow citizens.

The result of today’s vote is very pleasing
to Waterville as a whole. A thriving fown
of 7000 inhabitants, she is certainly as de-
serving of a place mmong the cities of Maine
as many of her older but smaller sisters. To
those citizens who have labored unsuccess-
fully on each prior oceasion towards a city
is its adoption doubly welcomwe, and to all
who bave been disaffected and disgusted at
being governed by Democratic French Cava-
dians who have been carrying recent elec-
tions is the present eveuing an occasion of
great gratijeation.

The charter divides the city into seven
wards to be governed by a mayor, and one
alderman and two councilmen from each
b ward. This will give the “Plains” simply
the same representation in the affairs of the
city as the other and more elegant wards
will have and unguestionably means a good
Republican mayor and majority of the board
which will be elected next March,

On each previous occasion of voting on
this question, and also today the most fow-
ery and threadbare arguments have been
employed to deter the Frecch population
from voting in favor of a city. They have
been told that their poll tax would be raised
to &5.00, that none of them ecould keep
a pig or flock of hens without paying a
handsome tax, and like other bits of non-
sense, if Waterville became a city, and a
large number believed these things and acted
accordingly.

Today, however, everybody is celebrating.
An enormous benfire is bumming In the
square, bells have been ringing and steam
whistles tooting, bands are playing and con-
siderable numbers of young men are joining
in with that ever present accompaniment of
such occasions, the discordant fog-horn. It
looks as if it would be early in the morning
before the more sober citizens would be
allowed to close theireyes and dream of their
prospective mayor and the beauties of the
advanced step in civilization which they
have today taken.

ISLES OF THE PACIFIC.

The Latest News from Samoa—Seiz-
ure of Ralatea.

Sax Fraxcisco, Jan. 23.—The steamer
Zealandia brings details of the seizure of Ra-
latea by the French, The seizure is said by
correspondents of Australian papers to give
satisfaction to foreign merchants on the isl-
and, as the native government was ineffi-
cient., Ralatea is one of the smaller of the
Society Islands, the chief of which is Topiti.
The French have always claimed a virtual
protectorate over the group, and when they
learned that Great Britain would not inter-
fere they took possession. The matter was
brought to a bead by the native king depos-
ing from his office Chief Peu, the pilot, who
brought in all foreign vessels that called
there for copra. As Peu was the only com-

nt native,pilot on the island, the foreign
erchants protested. The King consented
to reinstate Peu, when a native chief, Tera-
ryreo, stirred up a revolt and insisted on the
banishment of the pilot. The King abdieat-
ed, whereupon the ¥French landed troops and
destroyed the plantations and horses of the
rebels. They refrained from molesting any
of the foreign residents.

The latest news from Samoa is to Dec. 12.
The feelingamong the natives against Ger-
wmans is inereasing In bitterness. The Ger-
mans have made many arrests of natives for
political offences, such as being away from
their homes. The chiefs op to Tama-
sese held several councils, and discussed the
ezpﬂﬁenc{d:&remslnz to pay poll tax. They
finally dec to , @8 there was no hope
for help from er Biitain or the United
States. At Saraii, one chief returned a slr-
nificant answer to the tax collector. He said
that his wife and relatives, twent'f in all
were armed with good repeating rifles, and
that was all the money they had to pay taxes
with. Tamasese only re his power by
the aid of a German gunboat. Three af the
German men-of-war have sailed for Hong
Kong.

MELBOURNE, Jan, 23.—It is now expected
that Germany will soon proclaim a pro-
tectorate in Samoa.

Chamberlain, is very unwilling to return to
England without having come to an agree-
ment of some sort, and that he is not ve
particular what sort of an agreement rl}a(
made, providing that it shall be the result of
negotiation, and mnot surrender. There is
little doubt that Mr. Chamberlain would be

uite willing to ignore the claims of Canada
Ftan ground or basis of an agreement
could be found in which the United States
would yield mlytlllna. But it is very evi-

The Swedish Awmerican Post, a Swedish
newspaper of large circulation, published at
Minneapolis, contains In its issue of the 17th
instant, an article upon the Swedish Colony
of Maine. The article is from the pen of Mr.
Charles A. Sherlin.the speecial travelling cor-
respondent of the Post.

After speaking of the founding of the col-
ony In 1870 by Hon. W. W. Thomas, Jr., and
its situation near our North Eastern bounda-
ry, Mr. Sherlin says:

“The colony of New Sweden numbers now
more than X rsons who here make a
home and a living. It is the fairest and
most prom woodland eolony I ever vis-

ted, far In advance of similar
colonies in Wlnmnslnhhl ichigan, and also
not so few in Minneso

Every farm has now 40 or 50 acres under
cultivation ; good housesjhave been erected in

lace of the old log huts, and one horse

s with rope harnesses have been ex-
changed for spans of good horses. Some are
contented with oxen, yes, itis still possible
to meet a Swede driviug only a single ox, but
this happens very seldom.

Modern machines and tools are to be found
here, but as far as the dress, speech and cus-
toms are concerned, one could imagine him-
self back in Old Sweden. The hum of the
spinning wheel and the mother sitting by It,
and spining with well trained hand, we see
in almost every honse. The clatter of the
loom Is also heard. The old well known
home spun and home made coats and trous-
ers for the men, and home spun dresses for
the woinen one also sees. Wooden shoes,

ther aprons and sheep skin coats are
sometimes worn.

This can be sald of the old folks. The
young people have fellowed with their tunes,
and hats with feathers and cloaks and dress-
es bought at the stores are worn by the girls
and young married women. Let me say in

assing that there are a lot of pretty girls

ere.

The names of the roads remind us of old
Sweden. Stockholm, Rista, and Jemtland
are small colonies: and East and West Long
streets carry our thoughts baeck to Stockholm.
Everything has a Swedish clang and stamp
and a Sw ean find himself perfectly at
home here, and will not need to make a jour-
ney to Sweden.

‘i:he prosperity of the colony Is ascribed in
a large measure to the fact, that intoxicating
liquors are pot used here, notwithstanding
they might be procured and brought in with-
out any great lﬂcuh.y.

JOY IN ENGLAND:

The President’s Message Halled as
Promising Better Days

For the Half-Crippled Industries of
Creat Britain,

Senator Frye on Mir. Cleveland's Free
Trade Recommendations,

WasmixaroN, Jan. 23.—In the Senate
today, Senator Frye called up the motion to
refer to the finance committee the Presi-
dent’'s message and proeeeded to make &
tariff speech in opposition to the President’s
recommendations. He said that the Presl-
dent had clearly thrown down the gauntlet
of free trade. He then quoted from the
London Times, Herald, News, Post, Satur-
day Review, Speclator, Scotsman, and
other British papers, to prove that the mes-
sage had been recelved with unbounded joy
in Great Britain, which country had been
seeking the American market for years. He
quoted from the Pall Mall Gazette to show
that exultation In England over the message
was suppressed lest it injure the prospects of
Ameriean free traders. England never per-
mitted an opportunity to Injure this coun.
try to pass unimproved. The counsel, ad-
vice and friendship of Great Britain in com-
mercial matters had always injured the na-
tion accepting it. The leading freo trade
speaker In England declared years ago that
the greatest triumph of Great Britain wounld
be the subjugation of the markets of the
United States. In the promise of the Pres-
Ident’s message they could see that tnat sub-
jugation wir pear. England’s ‘industries
were falling off through competition. The
sllk industry bad decreased from 90,000 em-
ployes fifteen years ago %o 8,000 now. Cotton
manufacturers were crippled. gemn:r and
Belgium were seizing the iron and steel in-
dustries, and were controlling half bwr for-
elgn trade in that line. Her agricultural
lands were depreciating. Half the
tural laborers were out of employment, and
those emuployed earned only from a shilling
to one and six pence a day. But now they

BOWERY BEACH.

Twelve below zero Saturday merning ls
the coldest experience here this winter.

The estimate In last week's Sentinel of the
number of tons of cabbage ralsed in Cape
Elizabeth last season is manifestly too low.
In the Bowery Beach district alone, taking
the Sentinel figures as approximately cor-
rect so far as they go, and adding the names
of sten others, all cabbage producers, not
mentioned In the Sentinel list, and we have
between 1100 and 1200 tons for this one dis-
trict. It is ealculated that the Spurwink
and Pond Cove districts together produced
at least 1600 tons more. This, as will be
seen, rather more than uses up the Sentinel
estimate, leaving 12 more districts in the
town to be heard from. Placing the Bowe
Beach :-nhlmg:.- yield at the rather low esti-
mate of 1,000 tons, at an aver rice of
£20 per ton (830 has been the pr ?ullud
for a month past) and we have the round
sum of §20,000 distributed among the 25 to
30 farmers engaged in cabbage culture in this
school district, and this too Is exclusive of
h:rge crops of other vegetables, strawberries,
ete.

Old sen ducks are quite plenty this winter
off the Cape, and large flocks of them may
be seen these zero morniogs feeding on Tay-
lor’s Reefl and Broad Cove Rock. Several
gunning parties from Peaks' Island (?) have
tried decoying them with only Indifferent
suceess, Judging from the rather desultory
firing for an bour or s0 each morning.

Internal Revenue Collector Troup of Con-
necticut, who figured in the newspapers
with Tabulator Chase in the early days of
Cleveland’s administration, hds been heard
from again. Troup, In the courseof his
official or unofficial duties has crossed the
paths of some Nutmeg State Dewmocrats, and
the howl that has gone up reaches even
beyond the borders of Connecticut. But
Troup is probably in no danger. The Presi-
dentinl campaign is coming on and every
federal officer i wanted in line.

The attention of Mr. Theodore C. Wood-
bury and other gentlemen, who think that
high license would be more effective in sup-
pressing rumshops and drunkenness in Port-
Iand than prohibition has been, is ealled to
the following statistics: The number of ar-
rests in Chicago in 1882, the last year of low
licence in that city, was 32,800; the number
in 1887, after three years of high licence, was
45,400, an increase of 38 per cent. The
growth of popualation during the same period,
taking the very highest figure claimed, was
not over 35 per cent. In 1882 Chicago had
48 breweries, now she has 41; that year she
consumed 872,000 barrels of beer; last year
she consumed 1,674,166, an increase of 27 per
cent. These figures are official. This does
not look as if nigh licence was a very effec-
tive weapon to fight the liquor traffic with.

It Is a goodifree
trade city, and very ikely the Cobden Club
may emulate the generosity of the Cali-
fornian, Biggs, by paying the traveling ex-
penses of the delegates and giving them the
freedom of the city.

The unhappy people of Peru are experience
fngail the evils of an irredeemable paper
currency. The troubles are shwilar to those
which afilicted  the American patriots
soon after the ciose of the Revolutionary
war, although much worse, as might be ex-
pected among a people far less capable of
self control and less able to adapt themselves
to unavoidable eircumstances than were the
fathers of the American Republic. The
paper money has driven the silver out of the
country, and is itself good for almost noth-
ing. A recent letter from Lima says the
market places and provision shops are scenes
of the most painful episodes. The money
changers and bankers kept their business
places closed because of fears of violence.
At a place called Trujillo the bakers stopped
baking because the holders of flour would
only sell for sllver while the bakers had only
paper money. Even the churches are gar-
risoned by soldiers to prevent rioters from
calling to arms with the bells. Atthe end
of the disastrous war with Chili the cond:-
tion of Peru was such that very likely paper
money was the only resource, as it seemed to
be to the thirteen colonies during the Eevolu-
tion. That a people living so nearly under
the equator can recover from the depressing
effects of the currency with anything like
the energy shown by the Awmericansis too
much to expect. The depreciated currency
will probably go hand in hand with brigand-
age and revolutionary intrigue to make the
life of the Peruvian citizen miserable,

That the Panama Canal ean never be com-
pleted by Count De Lesseps is generally be-
lieved in America. That it never will be
completed by the Freneh people under any
other leader seems equally certain, M. De
Lesseps's last desperate scheme for ralsing
money has been a lottery under the patron-
age of the French government. Last week
the ministers unanimounsly refused to recom-
mena the lottery, thereby declaring, asis
generally understood, that the French gov-
wrnment can no  longer recommend the
French people to invest their savings in the
scheme, It is saiu that ministry after min-
istry has shrunk from declaring its want of
emfidence in De Lesseps because of the tre.
mendous crash that seems likely to follow
the fallure of the canal company, The confi-
dence with which the French people have
put their money into Panama Canal stock
resembles that felt by the people of America
in the savings banks. Nearly two hundred
million dollars have been collected from the
poorest and most industrious class of France.
It is a peculiar characteristic of the French
people that they are in close relations to the
national treasury, The government bonds
of France, called the rentes, are held, not
entirely by wealthy capitalists, but also by
the poor peasants, men and women whose
life-time savings amount to a few hundred
dollars. Among people of this class the
stock of the Panama Canal Company is held,
If, as probable, not a penny of this money
invested ever comes back, there can be no
escape from widespread disappointment and
suffering among that class whose margin
between want and comfort is never wide. It
is even feared that the revenues of the gov-
ernment may be Impaired through the im-
poverishment of the peasantry.

Hon. H. B. Cleaves In the Field.

The numerous friends of ex-Attorney Gen-
eral ITenry B. Cleaves will present his name
to the Republican State Convention, which
will be leld in Portland, as a candidate for
the nemination for Governor. Mr. Cleaves
was born in Dridgton, and is nearly 48 years
of age.

Ilo hias an excellent military record ; he én-
listedd as n private soldier under Col. Willinm
Wirt Virgin in 1862, and at the expiration of
his term of service re-enlisted with General
Francis Fessenden for three years. Ile
served under Col. Virgin in 1862-3, in Mary-
land and Virginia; in 1863-4 with General
Fessenden in the Department of the Gulf
and in the Red River campaign; and in 1864
66 was under Sheridan in the S8henandoah
valley, and remained In active service until
after the surrender of Lee, when he received
an honorable discharge.

During his service he always enjoyed the
goodwill of his comrades and the confidence
and esteem of his superior officers, and, in
the lapguage of bis commanding officer, was
a “brave and fearless soldier.” At the close
of the war, Mr, Cleaves returned to Bridg-
ton, and in 1868 was admitted to the barin
Oxford county; he immediately entered up-
on the practice of his profession, and remov.
ed to Portland In 1869,

He has frequently been honored with im-
portant positions of public trust by his fel-
low-citizens, serving the city most faithfully
and witl®ability in the legislature, and as
its city solicitor, Mr. Cleaves was elected
Attorney General of the State in 1880; his
was a model and brilliant administration of
the affairs of that department, conducted so
faithfully and successfully in the interests
of the State, that Governor Robie, in his
message to the legislature upon the retire-
ment of Mr, Cleaves in 1884, commended his
“distinguished services” to the people, as
having *‘contributed much to the welfare of
the State.”

Doring his | administration as Attorney
General, he was engaged in the prosecution
of the celebrated ratlrond and telegraph tax
cases in behalf of the State. He commenced
and conducted these suils to a successful
termination, though resisted at every point
by able counsel. As a result of this litiga-
tlon, Mr. Cleaves secured for the Stale near-
ly seventy thousand dollars from the rail-
roads and telegraph companies, and fully
sottled the right of the State to demand
thereafter a fair revenue from these corpora-
tions. In the administration of the criminal

laws he was unswerving in the performance

of his duty, following all prosecutions
against violators of the law commenced in
the court below to the court of last resort, to
proteet the interests of the State,

The suggestion of his candidacy has al-
ready called forth expressions of support
from inany leading Republicans all over the
State, Mr. Cleaves cast his first vote for
President for Abraham Lineoln, in 1864,
while a soldier in the field and in front of
the Rebel army. Veting as he fought, he

SCHOOL COMMITTEE,
What the Members Say Regarding
the Alleged Drunkenness.

The regular monthly meeting was held last
evening, the Mayor presiding. Present,
Messrs. Crandall, McGowan, Holden, Ring,
Dunn and MeAlpine,

Mr. MeGowan reported that there had been
an unjust criticism on oneof the rooms In
the Centre street school, made in a publie
manner, In regard to the dsinking habits of
the children in that room. He believed, on
full investigation, that facts will not justify
the criticism. He stated that he had visited |
that school, and that particular room, and
found the school and all its rooms as orderly
as any In che city; and, except one pupil,
not now in the school, free from the vice
complained of.

Other wmembers of the Board, who have |
recently visited the school and inquired into
the alleged facts, corroborated the state-
ments of Mr. McGowan. The following res-
olution was introduced :

Resolved, In view of the fact that the statement
has been mude, and widely published, that in one
primary sehool room in this eity “every boy but
one allows that he drinks,” we feel it our dutly, as
a board, to state, tuat, upon Investization, the
evidence in this case does, by no means, substan.
tiate the statement made an&subliahmi as above,
but shows It to be unwarranted and misleading.

This resolution was discussed by various
members of the Board, generally favoring
the same, as in their opinion stating the
facts as they exist.

Dr. Crandall opposed the passage of the
resolution on the ground that there had been
no systematic investigation or hearing. Dif-
ferent members of the Board had visited the
school room and obtained different reports.
He urged referring the matter to a committee
of three for the purpose of obtaining all the
facts and presenting them to the people.

On motion of Mr. McGowan, the above
resolution was passed by a votecf 5to1l,
Mr. Dunn not voting. -

One of the gieatest diffi-
culties in the missionary work was that the
heathen people had no idea whatever of
God, and therefore did not understand what
the missionaries were there for, and it was
only as the Spirit of God worked upon them
that they were able to do anything. Schools
have been established in many parts of
China, in which mueh assistance is obtained
from native teachers. The lecturer told sev-

The All Night Dance in Which “Old
Virginia Never Tires.”

A writerin the American Magazine glves
avery fecilitous deseription of a dancing
party in the sparsely settled portion of Vir-
ginia.

These parties are events of great Import-
ance, drawing friends and acquaintances for
many mlles around. They will come per-
haps from alstant counties, a day's journey
or more, to participate in the festivities.

The method of travel is “on horseback,”
and as the roads are bad and frequently
bridgeless, the journey must be accomplished
between “sun up” and dark. This wonld be
sufficlent reason, if there were no other, for
keeping up thefr merry-making the entire
night, as is their universal custom.

Old and young join in the dancing, which
is only suspended for the hearty supper at
midnight, and the “sweet supper” as it is
called, of eakes, jellies, and tarts, which Is
furnished just before daybreak.

As the sun rises the visitors moant their
horses and start on their homeward journey,
perhaps of many hours duration. It seems
like paying a severe penalty for a few hours
enjoyment, but these tough, hardy settlers
