(Jottoi* Seed Meal. 

Thceditorof the Massachusetts Plough- 
man, in replying to the i| nest ions of a cor- 

respondent, says— 
Cotton seed meal has been growing in 

favor for the production of milk since its 
introduction. For quite a number of 
years it was regarded with more or less 
suspicion and prejudice, and it was gen- 
erally understood to be dangerous to the 
health of cows to be fed except in very 
small quantities ; but experience has 
proved that it is le.-s likely to produce 
garget in cows than Indian meal, and 
equally good or heller for the production 
of milk and butter. Cotton seed meal 
has a decided value above that of Indian 
meal in the manure produced from feed- 
ing t. I!y carefully conducted analyses 
it lias ... shown that the fertilizing 
quality contained in the manure produced 
from one ton of cotton seed meal when 
compared with the cost of the same 
amount of chemical fertilizers in the mar- 

ket is worth •■j'jr.oO. while the meal itself 
costs only from to If chemistry 
is correct there is great advantage in 
feeding it. as the manure produced is 
worth more than the meal costs, and it is 
ertainly very valuable in producing milk 

and butter The \aiue of manure from 
one ton of Indian meal is according to the 
same authority worth about the same as 

that from best F.nglish hay, which is 
about s't, so that it will be seen that 
there is a decided advantage in feeding 
cotton seed meal over that of Indian meal. 

Here is another in.-tance of the great 
progress that has been made in theeeon- j 
oiny of turning waste materials to prolit- | 
able use. Not many years ago cotton 
seed was a waste material, and hundreds j 
of thousands of bushels, and in fact all 
produced at the South except what was 

used for seed, was made no use of. Now j 
it is carefully saved, a valuable oil ex- j 
traded from it, which is, from good an- ! 
tlioiity. largely exported, and returned 
ag lin to tis in the form of olive oil, and j 
the cake ground into meal, which is one j 
of our most v aluable feeds and fertilizers.

To destroy bugs on squashes and cu- 
cumber vines, dissolve a tablespoonful of 
saltpeter or two in a pailful of water : put 
a pint of this around each bill The bugs 
burrow in the ground each night and fail 
to rise in the morn. It is also good to 
kill the grub in peach trees. 

Potatoes require less manure than oth- 
er garden vegetables, hut will well repay 
an application of live hundred pounds per 
acre of wood ashes or sulphate of potash.

| From Susan Coolidge’s Poems 

On a Cattle Ship. 
i'.v a seai ai;i:k. 

A tow wticks a#) ;i cattle vessel ai ri\ e<l 
m the Thames, and her master reported 
that he had been eompelled in a gale of 
wind to throw overboard several hun- 
dreds of the beasts which had composed 
his live freight. This statement greatly 
shocked the public mind. It seemed a 

dreadful thing to drop scores upon scores 
of live animals overboard, and leave them 
to drown miserably in a heavy sea. One 
remembered the dismal story-books about 
slaves, and how they used to be hoisted 
overboard to lighten the vessel when a 

dashing cruiser started in chase of the 
kidnapping pirates. There seemed to be 
something akin to the oid slaving bar- 
barities in the way cattle are treated 
aboard ships when a gale of w ind makes 
the beasts a dangerous load. One hears, 
indeed, all sort of rumors. The worst 
reached me from a sailor who declared 
that it was not unusual to smear the cat- 
tle with petroleum, and them make them 
jump overboard by setting lire to it. 
This, however, 1 do not believe, nor have 
I been able to meet with any person en- 

gaged in this trade who ever heard of 
such a proceeding, or thought it at all 
probable. The invariable argument was 
that it would be a mad thing to set lire 
to a great animal like a bullock, as it was 

extremely unlikely that 11 is instincts 
would drive him into the raging water: 
and then, again, it would be fifty to one 
if the blazing oil dropping from his bide 
did not lire the ship. So it is pleasant to 
believe that this rumor, at least, is un- 
founded. In truth, the manner in which 
a deck-load of cattle is got rid of in a 

gale of wind is very simple, though the 
necessity for the performance of that 
work never does, and nev er can diminish 
the horror of it. If the reader is disposed 
to follow me. lie shall witness the whole 
operation in the subjoined narrative, 
which 1 had from the lips of an intelligent 
and quite trustworthy seaman of vvliat 
grade matters not —who had been an ey e- 
witness of the scene described, and whose 
language I have been at some pains to 
preserve. 

‘•I nir slap was a vessel of two thousand 
five hundred tons, a tolerably handsome 
and roomy boat, and not above four years 
old. There were thirty of us toman her, 
all told, counting the skipper, but not in- 
cluding half-a-dozen men and a head 
butcher, who attended to the cattle. 
These men were just proper specimens 
of the gangs of rascals who are shipped 
in American ports by our cattle vessels 
to look after the live freight. You might 
search the whole world over, sir. and not 
come across an uglier, dirtier, and cru- 
eller set of Scaramouches. As a rule they 
are the sweepings of the American 
streets. I don’t know whether it is the 
skippers or the owners of the cattle who 
are responsible for them, but whoever 
may be the answerable people, they seem 
to believe that the lower and more de- 
graded and inhuman a man is, the fitter 
he is to look after the cattle that’s 
brought across the Atlantic. The boss of 
our six men the head butcher—was a 
decent sort of person, but the others 
looked as if they had been undergoing a 
whole lifetime of solitary confinement in 
jail. Their clothes made them seem like 
beggars, soap hadn’t been near their 
faces for weeks. It made the blood hot 
to see the way they knocked the cattle 
about, and though I am no saint myself, 
their language, when they lost their tem- 
per with the beasts, is one of the things 
I don't like to think about. The moment 
my eye fell on these men 1 pitied the ani- 
mals. It’s a shame that a better class of 
men aren’t shipped for this duty ; but, as 
I have said 1 can’t tell you who are re- 

sponsible. It was my first voyage in a 
cattle ship, and it was not till we were 
under weigh from New York, with our 
decks choekablock with moaning beasts, 
that 1 could tell whether I should relish 
in helping in this sort of traffic or not. 
I'll just describe the arrangement of the 
vessel, sir. Forward was tin*, top-gallant 
forecastle. From the break of this fore- 
castle, as far aft as the bridge, was a hur- 
ricane deck, consisting of a number ol 
iron girders, supported by stanchions and 
planks laid closely together along, but 
not caulked, nor water-tight. This hur- 
ricane deck was continued abaft the 
bridge. The pens, as I may call them, 
were lodged between the iron stanchions 
or supporters, and there were four beasts 
in every pen. They were a tight lit, but 
1 may talk of that presently. There was 
a gangway amidships of these pens, 
which gave us plenty of room to walk 
fore and aft. The cattle were stowed in 
lines athwart ships, their tails against 
the ship’s sides, and their heads looking 
inboard. There were two hundred of 
them altogether, and it was like being at 
a cattle show to walk down the amidship 
gangway and see the rows of horned 
heads and the wondering eyes of the 
beasts, and hear the short, impatient 
bellowing here and there, and to smell 
the fodder. The cattle made our deck 
load ; the ’tween decks were chokeful of 
American produce—cheese, bacon, ap- 
ples, and such like. The hurricane deck 
made us look tolerably high out of water, 
however, and few persons would have 
suspected the enormous weight of cargo 
we carried from the appearance of the ship. 

It was mighty cold at New York on the 
day we left, but during the first three 
days we had very good weather, the sea 

curiously smooth for the Atlantic, the sky 
bright, and a pleasant sou’westerly breeze 
to keep our canvas full. Our average 

speed was nine knots, and we had good 
reason to hope for a fine, quick run. 

There were some of us who never could 
get used to the noise of the cattle i 
mean the scraping of their hoofs upon the 
deck and their moaning kind of bellow- 
ing. It was bad enough to hear these 
sounds in the daytime in one’s watch be- 
low, but in the night, when everything 
was quiet, I could hardly endure them 
sometimes. It seems a queer confession 
for a sailor man to make, for, when Jack 
turns in, lie is always supposed to fall 
asleep. Hut really the sea doesn't alter 
people, as landsmen, and more especially 
’long-shore writers, like to make out; 
and in respect of being disturbed and 
worried by the sounds made by the cat- 
tle. I was no better than bail I been a 

passenger, only, perhaps, 1 may have 
gone a little further than some passen- 
gers would, by putting a meaning into 
the bellowing that went on on deck,which 
kept bothering me with all sorts of fan- 
cies about the poor beasts. There were 
others like me in that vessel. The chief 
engineer told me he would lie awake lis- 
tening to the moaning of the cattle until 
lie could almost put the sounds into 
words. Although the sea was smooth, 
there was an ocean swell on, and every 
heave of the ship, especially in the dark 
nights, seared sonic ot the animals, and 
they would raise a short, quivering bel- 
low, and then here and there you’d hear 
a furious scuttling of feet, just as if a num- 
ber of men were engaged in a desperate 
1 i,. 111. This scuttling 1 found usually came 
ti rough an animal that had lain down 
trying to get up. livery pen held four 
beasts, as 1 have said ; there might be 
room for one to lie down, but when the 
swell took the ship the other animals 
would fetch away, strike the prostrate 
bullock with their hoofs and trample 
upon it. This terrified the animal and 
made it mad to get up, and the crowding 
of the others upon it would cause the 
furious scuttling I speak of. In my opin- 
ion, sir. humanity can never be satisfied 
until every animal has a pen of its own, 
with plenty of room to lie down, and men 
instead of brutes to tend it. I have seen 
our skipper black as thunder when the 
fellows who had to look after the cattle 
were at work among them : and I know 
that some of the crew had hard work to 
keep their hands otf the wretches when 
they were knocking the animals about, so 
as to get them into some kind of trim in 
the pens. Hut. the fact is, no one but 
the shipper has any interest in the live 
freight coming safely to land, yet I have 
heard it said that some skippers get a 

premium on every head of cattle they 
safely land, 'this may be : but the only 
interest, I take it. that most persons en- 

gaged in the traliic have is their feelings 
as human beings. \o doubt the longer 
they go on trading in cattle, the smaller 
their feelings grow. Hut a man fresh to 
this business must have a heart as cruel 
as a Nihilist's if he can look unmoved 
along the Hues of cattle upon a ship's 
deck in a tossing sea, and watch the 
qui\ eritig of their limbs, and the fright in 
their large staring eyes, and hear the 
sudden moans and bellows which break 
forth like cries of agony, and mark bow 
sw iftly the sides of the creatures rise and 
fall, and how their breath shoots out in 
putts of steam from their nostrils as they I 
endcav or to get a good gripof the sloping ; 
deck. 

< >n the evening of the third day after 
leaving New \Hrk the pleasant south- 
westerly iiree/r failed us. and shortly af- 
ter it had fallen dark a few pull’s came 
down out of the south-east. It grew in- 
tensely cold all on a sudden. I remem- 

ber, and, from the look of the sk\ over- ! 
head, some of us made up our minds foi I 
white caps and a narrow horizon. I came j 
oil deek at eight o’clock; there was not ! 
much wind iust then, though as we were 

steaming head on into what there was. 
the rushing of the wind amid the invisible 
spars aloft sounded like a stout breeze. 
There was a good deal of phosphorus in 
the w ater that night, and 1 recollect tak- 
ing notice that our wake looked like a 
band of green lire lighting up the black- 
ness- for nothing could be seen of the sea 

it was one great shadow, like trie sky. 
Now and again, w hen the furnaces were 

fed, the sparks would stream away 
astern, as though a whole ocean of stars 
were rushing headlong from their places 
in the sky ; but the ship was as black as 
the sea. excepting here and there, where 
a bull’s-eye tw inkled in the dock like a 

worm, or where the side lights forward 
threw a haze upon the air. I can't recall 
having been more impressed by any night 
I had ever spent at sea than I was on that 
occasion. Somehow or other the lowing 
of the cattle 1 prefer to call it the sharp, 
startled bellowing of them as though 
they shouted to one another—made the 
muffled thumping of the engines and the 
hissing ol the passing foam and the 
whistling of the wind in the rigging 
strange and unusual sounds in my cars. 

Long before two bells the breeze was 

biowing heavily on our starboard bow, 
and bringing a hard and swinging sea 
along with it. It is my belief that, eoulil 
we have used our eyes, we might have 
seen a heavier sea running than the .force 
of the wind could account for. Big as 
our ship was, she was plunging heavily 
into it and her motion was made wild by 
a strong north-westerly swell that was 

running e ery nearly athwart the wind oil 
our port beam. You might call it a com- 

pound motion, sir: for whilst the head 
sea was cocking the ship’s nose high in 
the air, the swell was bowing her down 
to her covering hoard; and when her 
stern was up she would topple on the 
other side, so that we had the benetit of 
a beam and a head sea all at one time. 
It was hard for us men to keep our foot- 
ing, and I may leave you to guess that 
the cattle felt the tossing terribly. The 
scraping of hoofs was unite furious. The 
violent movement was a new tiling to 
them, and I believe they were too 
frightened to bellow. Anyway, 1 heard 
ti/» if 1 wo* oumil, 1 1 in 111 11 tliAn. 1. 

but after a liit, observing i( man with a 
lantern going along the gangway looking 
.'it them, I jumped down to see how the 
poor brutes were getting on. It was a 

strange sight. I can tel! you, sir, to re- 
mark their large dark (‘yes Hashing in the 
lamplight whole rows of them and to 
watch them trying to balance their un- 

wieldy bodies by swaying to and fro with 
the mils ol the ship, while the muscles of 
their shoulders and haunches stood out up- 
on their hides like knotted ropes and long 
streams of saliva hung from their jaws, 
i hc aftermost beasts were pretty dry, 

Imt forward the ship was taking in water 
over her forecastle and hurricane deck, 
and the animals that way were stream- 
ing with the wet that drained through 
the uncalked planks, till they shone in 
the lantern light like soaked tarpaulins. 
The wind had risen quickly; every mo- 
ment found it blowing harder and harder, 
and by five bells a whole storm was roar- 

ing about our ears. From that moment 
until the morning broke it was one long 
time of wild confusion I don’t mean as 
to the discipline among the men : 1 speak 
ol’ the horrible hullabaloo. The beasts 
were never quiet a minute; sometimes 
half-a-dozen of them would bellow at 
once, and you can imagine the effect of 
such a deep, tremendous sound mingling 
with the crash of the waters, and the 
thunder raised by the great iron bows of 
the ship, as they swung in hundreds of 
tons weight intef the hollows of the waves, 
and the grinding of the engines, and the 
gale echoing like a Jamaica earthquake, 
in the blackness overhead. The roaring 
of the cattle was really terrifying at times. 
It made that storm as hard again for us 
to meet. Half the poor brutes were 

sprawling in their pens, and the others 
were struggling and slipping and break 

ing their legs over them. Hut nothing 
could be done. Indeed the violence of 
the wind was making our situation very 
serious; we had hove the vessel to, and 
all hands remained on deck that is, un- 

der the hurricane deck, near the bridge 
—where the Hying water could not drain 
down upon them, preferring sooner to 
keep awake and in their clothes than 
turn in on such a night as that. I'sed 
as I am to foul weather at sea, I own 
that the rolling and plunging of the ship 
sometimes made me hold my breath. 
She lay down to it at times in such a way 
that I thought she would never right 
again : and the counter swell would take 
her so heavily that the water would be 
rolling over and into her to leeward, 
while the crest of the sea that had swept 
her on her beam ends was still, as I might 
say, up and down under her. The head 
butcher, coming from forward, told us 
that three bullocks were dead in one pen : 
how they had been killed I don't know : 

but we afterwards found out that they 
were dead,though we gave the news no 

attention at that moment, the ship’sdan- 
ger being uppermost in every man's mind. 

The gale was at its worst at four 
o’clock in the morning. The sea was 

quite frightful; we knew that by the mo- 
tion ol the shiii, but not an inch bevond 
our noses could vv i■ see _\et; it was pitch j dark, and all that we knew, we knew In 
feeling. Stepping along the deck, even ! 
for a yard, was like walking upon a new 

ly-mown field of hay after a deluge of 
rain. It wasall sop, sop, w ith straw and 
the raffle of the pens washing about and 
twisting under the feet: and moment 
alter moment the wildest sounds that one 
could imagine were coining out of the 
dense blackness along the decks: the 
moans of dying beasts, the roaring of 
brutes mail with pain and cold, and ter- 
ror. Some of these noises were like the 
cries of men in their death agonies. So 
at least they seemed to me and others. 
< ’n a quiet night we might not have found 
any such resemblance; but the roaring 
winds and sea mingled with the bellow- 
ing, and gave it a fearful and moving 
note. I have said that the gale was at 
its height at four o'clock in the morning : 
it was hard upon eight o'clock before the 
sun rose, and as nothing could be done, 
or at least, as no notion could be formed 
of what might lie done, until the daylight 
came, the darkness seemed endless, lie- 
fore sunrise was the worst part of it; for 
though no sailor likes to talk of the sea 
being mountains high. I don't know any 
better words to express the fearful run 
and power of the waves at that time: and 
over and over again, as we stood in a 
crowd under the bridge holding on. with 
the cattle bellow ing all about us and the 
seas sw eeping in tons over the forecastle, 
and looking like a huge white sheet 
streaming in the blackness over the bows 
before the water fell, shouts would be 
raised that we were going down ; and 
again and again 1 believed the great pon- 
derous steamship would never recover an 
even keel, or do better than till and sink 
under our feet. We, all of us. however, 
took notice of one thing that never did 
men show themselves greater curs in a 
time of danger than the low, savage fel- 
lows who looked alter the cattle. There 
was no swearing among them now, no 

brutal, insolent swaggering: some of'em 
were almost lifeless with fear, and those 
who could speak only used their voices 
to ask the crew if there was no chance of 
their lives being spared. 
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before daybreak, and I heard him tell 
the carpenter or the second engineer I 
don’t know which it w as that if the gale 
didn't suddenly moderate the captain 
meant to ease the ship when the sun rose 
b\ dropping some of the cattle overboard. 
I repeated this to my mates, and they all 
agreed that the ship ought to he lightened 
if the skipper didn't want her to turn tur- 
tle. lor if the sea came ever so little worse 
than it was the steamer would never be 
al'le to weather it in her present trim. 
We stood w liting, as we had been 
waiting the whole long night, for day- 
light to come, and at last the dawn 
brightened in the very eye of the gale, 
ami presently we could see the sea and 
the ship and one another’s faces. 1’lie 
decks were in a frightful mess, to be sure, 
just one great horror. In most of the 
pens the cattle lay in heaps, each atop of 
the other—some of them dead, some dy- 
ing, some faintly bellowing and breath- 
ing short, some writhed up in the strang- 
est attitudes, and all of them slipping to 
and tm with the rolling of the ship, like 
so many dead carcases. But what a \ 
sight was the sea ! The wax es looked as 

high as our funnel, and came rolling at 
us as fast as a locomotive can run. The 
force of the wind was beyond anything I 
can remember. It was enough to blow 
the head oil' a man's shoulders, and it 
swept the sea up in a smokt that came 

Hying upon us in volumes as though we 
were alloat on a boiling ocean. < >n a sud- 
den the order was given to stand by, to 
put the shiii before the wind. If 1 hadn't 
heard the second mate mention the cap- 
tain's intentions this order would have 
surprised me: but 1 knew that it was the 
first necessary step to be taken in the 
proceedings which were to follow. The 
helm was put over, and the vessel, rolling 
frightfully, fell off, and in a few minutes 
we were before the gale, with the water 
sometimes as high as cliffs on either side 
of us, and sometimes tin hollow of a sea, 
like a precipice, under the bows, and all 
hands holding their breath for a giddy 
and fearful fall. Two of our boats had 
been carried away in the night, but, 
strange to say, no one heard them go, 
and the loss wasn't known until we look- 
ed and saw they were gone. We were 
half a wreck: the appearance of the ship 
scared the men, and the new and sharp 
idea of the danger made us spring about 
as active as cats when the order was giv- 
en to brace up the foreyards and get up 
a tackle at the yardarm. This was done 

1 say, smartly, and the end of the tackle 
taken to the steam winch, and presently 
all was ready for hoisting out the cattle. 
There was no call for the crew to assist, 
the dreadful work was done by the boss 
butcher and his men. Every beast car- 
ried a stout manilla lanyard around its 
horns, and the tackle being overhauled 
from the yardarm, the block was hook- 
ed to the. lanyard, and the winch set 
in motion. In an instant the animal 
was run dangling in the air, and then 
lowered until its head was within arm’s 
reach of the man, stationed with a 

sharp knife to cut the lanyard: the 
man leaned forward, the knife gleamed, 
and the animal fell. You may talk of 
the cruelty, Sir; the question is, could 
it be helped '! 1 toll you my blood curdles 
now when I recall the sight of those great 
animals run up into the air, and left 
dangling for a moment or two, and then 
dropping like stones into the boiling 
water; and when I remember the line of 
horned heads swimming round and round 
in our wake, and the way in which the 
sea chucked some of the poor brutes half 
out of water and then buried them, and 
then washed over them again. I can’t 
imagine how long they would suffer. At 
;dl events, after such a night’s work as 
mir cattle went through, I don’t suppose 
they’d have much strength for swimming 
very long. I would only ask, could it be 
helped! It’s nonsense to suppose that a 

captain would heave a valuable cargo 
overboard, if he could help doing so; 
but, when it comes to save a ship and the 
lives of the people aboard her, it would 
be hard to say that, for the sake of hu- 
manity, a crew ought to waste then- 
precious time in slaughtering in some 

painless way, the cattle they mean to 
lighten the vessel of, before pitching them 
overboard. It is quite true sir that the 
irlmlr of our deck load two hundred 

head of cattle—were thrown into tlie sea 
that morning, but several of tlio.se were 
already dead and a good many in a dy- 
ing condition. < Hir being before the wind 
made the sight less dreadful than we 
should have found it bad we been hove 
to, for we swept away from the poor 
struggling brutes as fast as they were 

launched, although not so fast but that 
by looking over the stern, as I have said, 
you could see a long line of beads, and 
the horns as black as ink against the 
foam. And now, Sir. if you ask me what 
1 think might be done to lessen the 
(•bailees of cruelty which 1 cannot but 
hope is always unavoidable, as it certain 
ly was in our case, I answer that the 
transport of cattle across the Atlantic 
ought to stop between the months of Oc- 
tober and April, unless the shipbuilders 
can invent a very superior class of ships 
to the majority of those which are now 
used all the year round in this trade. If 
you will but inquire, you will find a great 
many shipowners of this opinion. It is 
the Atlantic winter gales which forces 
masters of ships into the so-called cruel- 
ties you read about, and no man will 
question that there isa positive inhuman- 
ity in starting a ship, with her deck- 
crowded with animals, across the sea in 
the hitter, tierce weather which prevails 
during the winter months m the North 
Atlantic. [ London Telegraph.

Out of all 
these a tew tine cooks were developed, more toler 
able ones, and a vast residiun of miserable bakers 
and broilers. This was noticeable in bread, when 
loaves and hot biscuits took the place of flapjacks, 
flood bread makers, male and female, are horn, 
not made, (lonius of any description cannot ho 
educated into a tinman soul. That indeti ite, im- 
palpable, intangible, and indescribable something 
which enables one person to get his loaves or 
crust light and spongy, while others secure only 
the consistency of plaster Paris or gulta percha, 
belongs lo the same order of mysterious causes 
which sway the poet's pen, iho painter's brush, 
and tlie sculptor's chisel. The mind must go into 
tlie bread or it comes forth from tlie oven a lead, 
lumpy mass, lit only to hasten man’s passage to 
the tomb. Had bread is no stall'of life at til.. 11 
is an ally of death. A skeleton is baked in every 
loaf. I was never a good bread-maker I baked 
skeletons in all my loaves : some were heavy, some 
heavier, some wiihin were greenish yellow in hue 
from excess of saleratus. These killed not so 

quickly, hut unite ns 01 re!v the rattlesnake. 
The outer crusts of some of my loaves were of an 
adamantine hardness, while the’interiors. to which 
the necessary caloric had not had due access, from 
overmuch rapidity in baking, were a hot, suit, vis 
cid and glutinous mass when taken trom the oven 
as some geologists, who know nothing about it. :

Tile ornamentation about the outer edge was scol j 
loped by pressure of the thumb, a large male thumb j 
including the nail The men who essayed such 
pies were generally of liner mould than the mass 
about them. There is a certain correspondence 
between complicated cookery and refinement A 
mince pie is. or should be. a scientific mixture of 
dill'erent ingredients: meat to give force, bread to 
give strength, fruit to purify the blood, and spice 
to develop fertility of imagination. 

Coarse people, like animals, generally ailed 
foods unmixed, and have little variety in their 
diet 1 noticed that our amateur pie makers were 
men particular as to their surroundings. Their 
dishes were neat. They washed their dishes after j 
every meal. Their floors were always cleanly ! 
swept. They subscribed regularly for magaziues 
and newspapers. The principal pie-maker of Haw 
kins Bar m ‘-VJ, was the man chiefly instrumental 
in establishing a circulating library on that Bar. j 
of several hundred volumes, amt this was when j books cost money. Ik* used to sle« p in sheets, 
and washed them himself, too. Pies are an index 
to a higher civilization. They are one of the ema 1 

nations and developments of more awakened and 
illumined minds. Superior food and artistic and 
scientific combinations of food make superior peo- 
ple. France, ever in the van of refinement and 
polish, is most associated with soups, gravies and 
ragouts—all dishes which combine the greatest 
variety of elements that go to nourish the body 
and mind, of course, cheap bakers profane pies,

sign and by the payment of regular dues, still be- 
long to the association and enjoy its benefits. The

The Liverpool 
circular says:

severely of late years from the increased stringeu 
cy of foreign tariffs. There has been a growing 
tendency in most countries to protect their own 

industries, and in every such case we are the chief 
sufferers tor we live, as already said, by exchaDg 
jug our manufactures for the'necessaries of life. 
The United States was at onetime a large custom 
or for our ironware and textile fabrics, but the 
hostile taritt she has enforced since the civil war 
has nearly driven us out of her markets, and has 
built up a vast system of manufactures, which 
completely supply her own wants and leave some 

thing to spare for competition with us iu foreign 
markets. The free traders of this country console 
themselves by thinking that she is the chief suffer- 
er, but, whether this be so or not (which is very 
doubtful) the fact remains that her markets are 
almost lost to us. and we, on the other hand, are 

constantly more dependent upon her for food and 
raw material. For this we have no means of pav- 
ing, except by money or bonds, or indirectly by 
our credits with China, Brazil and other countries, 
from which America imports tea. coffee, sugar et«.. 
Our colonies all follow in the wake of the United 
States, ami do their best to stimulate their own 
manufactures by closing their markets again, t us. 

The countries of Europe, on the other hand, 
aided by our nest machinery and skilled labor, 
which we have largely supplied, are becoming 
more and more independent of us. and in those 
cases where we can still un iersell them are raising 
their taiiffs or threatening to do so, and the last 
stroke in that direction is exhibited by I'rinco 
Bismarck’s letter to the en.ightened Uerman na 
tion. wherein he boldly advocates returning to 
protection : and we are given to believe that leg 
islation iu that sense us prettv sure to take place. 
The existence of our trade U therefore restricted 
to Iudia and China and such weak, semi civili/ed 
countries as are in some degree under uur control, 
and no doubt in these ‘open markets" we can still 
hold our ground : but unlucki'y. terrible famines 
have wasted the resources of both India and China 
of late years, and we are still feeling their effects 

Here, then, are some of the reasons why British 
manufacturers would have us discard our system 
of protection. Not that wo do not need protection 
nor that protection docs not protect, but that, it is 

hostile to the interests of British manufacturers, 
and that through its influence we have built up a 

"vast system of m inufaetures which completely 
supplies our own wants and leaves something for 
competition with British manufacturers in foreign 
countries These arc evidently strong reasons 

why our English neighbors should desire the repeal 
of our protective tari,r but are they not equally 
as strong reasons why the people of this country 
should still desire to keep it in force 

That protection is still necessary we have the 
authority of anotliei English writer, who, m his 
own country, is considered the best authority m 

such subjects. This writer, iu a series of articles 
on "The Resources of Foreign Countries/' recently 
published, speaking of this country ami its 

sources, says: 
There is no use in denying the plain fact that 

the states ( United States) have succeeded, by their 
high tariff policy, iu diverting a considerable part 
of the industrial energies of tin* community from 
the pursuits natural to and most profitable in, a 
new country, to the highly artificial and, for 
Americans mostl) very expensive industries <>f 
long settled and civilized nations. Were the shel 
tering tariff swept away it is very questionable if 
any save a few special manufactures >>i certain 
kinds of tools, machinery and railway cars, ami 
fancy goods, and a few of the cruder manufactures 
could maintain their ground. 

Thus we have the opinion tnun wo different 
and distinct sources that our immense and valtia 
ble manufacturing industries have been stimulated 
and fostered to their present development by our 

protective policy.

ISLE AU-IJAI I. 
Of all the charming little islands lying oil' the 

Maine coast, Isle-au Haut is by far the most 
charming. Mount Desert is grander and more va- 

ried in its scenery, but Isle au-Uaut, about thirty- 
five miles to the southwest of her famous sister 
isle, possesses an equally lovely, though far more 

quiet, typo of scenery, whose admirers are by no 

means few. There are three highland regions on 

the Maine coast Mount Desert, the highest: the 
Camden Hill range, the next highest, and Isle au- 

Haut, atter Mount Desert, the highest island lying 
off the coast. As one approaches the island, it 
seems to be enveloped in a purple mist or haze, 
which settles especially around the hilltop. This 
hill or mountain, as it is called, is about !»0() feet 
in height. Its sides and summit are covered with 
a rich growth of shrubs and small trees, together 
with a vast quantity of strawberry vines and 
huckleberry and blackberry bushes.

The Shipping Interest. 

The Progressive Age, which has been 
an advocate of free ships—a measure cal- 
culated to indict a final and fatal blow to 

a Maine industry—is now opposing the 

exemption of vessels engaged in the for- 
eign trade from local taxation. It may 
be mentioned here that, after mature 

consideration, and with the unanimous 
approval of the newspapers, the Legisla- 
tures of New York and Massachusetts 
have enacted laws for the relief of the 
shipping interests of those States. In 
New York vessels engaged in the foreign 
trade are relieved from local taxation for 
fifteen years, and in Massachusetts a tax 
upon not earnings is substituted for a val- 
uation tax. Whether the judgment of 
the Legislatures of these great States and 
the opinions of their leading newspapers 
are counterbalanced, or not, by the pro- 
found wisdom of the politico-economist 
of the Progressive Age we leave for the 

intelligent reader to determine. 
lie (iinicuiiy wim me Age appeal’s to 

be that it cannot divest itself of its party 
spectacles, even when a question is to be 
considered which has nothing whatever 
to do with politics. It is enough that Mr. 

Blaine, or Mr. Hale, or Mr. Frye favor a 

measure, for the Age to oppose it. Hav- 

ing upset his own porridge dish, the edit- 
or of the Age would like to have the 

people generally go hungry with him. 
Oil a question vitally affecting the ship- 
building and ship owning interests of 
Maine, the Age took sides with Senator 
Beck, a Scotchman froth Kentucky, rather 
than with Senator Blaine, the defender 
of a local industry. Now it is opposing 
the idea of relieving shipping front local 
taxation, apparently because Secretary 
Blaine has written a letter in favor of it. 
The Age professes to be quite content 

with the present condition of affairs. To 
the statement that the foreign carrying 
trade is already to a large extent in Un- 
hands of foreigners, it complacently adds, 
“and yet nothing very bad is happening.” 
Oh no! only deserted ship yards, unem- 

ployed carpenters, riggers, painters and 

sailmakers; ships afloat running their 
owners in debt, and these owners, not as 

the Age says “the rich class as a general 
thing,” but composed of all classes, and 

profits or losses affecting whole commu- 

nities favorably or unfavorably. Cheer- 

fully remarks the Age also that, "the old 
fashioned ship carpenters’ trade is about 
at an end.” If the Age has any “old 
fashioned ship carpenters” among its 
readers it is to be hoped they will not be 
deluded by this statement into going off 
some where to die with the idea that their 
days of usefulness arc over. 

1 here is nothing to be said in f;n or of 

unequal taxation, as an abstract princi- 
ple: but practically it is often wise au<l 

proper and results in general good. For 

example, suppose that certain capitalists 
should propose to erect in this city a cot 

ton factory which would give employment 
to two or three hundred hands, provided 
the company were exempted from taxa- 

tion for a term of say ten years. Aside 
from the employment furnished in build- 
ing the factory, the bringing here of a 

large number of operatives would neces- 

sitate the erection of dwellings for their 
accommodation ami enhance the value of 
real estate, to say nothing of increasing 
the businessof local dealers and the larger 
market for our producers such an enter- 

prise would create. The city would cer- 

tainly he greatly benetitted by such a 

policy, as other places have been : for this 
is not a theoretical proposition but one 

that has often been put to the test. The 
action of New York and .Massachusetts 
has, however, given a different phase to 

the question of exempting Maine shipping- 
engaged in the foreign trade from taxa- 

tion. The Age says that if such a law 
were enacted, “the shore and river cities 
and towns which are nearly all burthened 

heavily with debt, would lose for the pur- 
pose of taxation a large amount of taxable 

property, and the loss in tuxes would 
have to be made up l>v other taxable 
property.” The fact is, that whether 
Maine passes such a law or not it will 
lose the taxes upon this class of property, 
for our shipping will inevitably lie trans- 

ferred to ports in New York and Massa- 
chusetts, and their large owners will 

eventually follow, taking with them other 
taxable property, and the State will also 
sutler the loss of valuable citizens. And 
this result, it may lie said, was one of the 
motives which inltnenced the enactment 
of these laws by our sister states. Maine, 
for self protection, if for no other reason, 
must take similar action. 

The Age finds nothing to commend in 

any one of the proposed measures for the 
relief of our shipping interest. It says 
the “proposed policy of exemption if 

adopted would do little or nothing to win 
hack the carrying trade-; nor would it 

help the building of wooden sailing ves- 

sels.” If we are ever to recover our share 
of the carrying trade, it says it “Will not 
he by retaining our old navigation laws, 
nor by retaining our present prohibitory 
tariff; nor by taxing the people to pay 
subsidies. Tlie recovery, if it-is to be 

brought about at all, must be through a 

different policy.” Would it lie too much 
to ask of the Age what that policy is f 
It is a pity that such valuable information 
should be withheld from an impatient and 

expectant public. 

Tlie Progressive Age says the resigna- 
tion of Conkling and Platt “leaves the 
Senate in the control of the Democrats, 
and the probabilities are that they will 
at once proceed to elect the Senate offi- 
cers and to reconstruct the committees.” 
As the Democrats elected Senate officers 
more than two years ago, and as they 
are now, and have been over since then, 
in possession, the “probabilities” of the 
Age are extreme improbabilities. In 

point of fact the Senate adjourned Friday 
without the Democrats making any etfort 
to take advantage of their temporary ma- 

jority, and they did not even elect a Pres- 
ident pro tein of the Senate as is usual. 
Before the Senate meets again the vacan- 

cies for New York will be tilled. 

So little is known of ex-Senator Platt, 
whom Mr. Conkling led by the nose from 
a seat in the Senate to the shade of pri- 
vate life, that the New York Herald has 
found it necessary to introduce him to its 
readers. There was so little to say of 
him that the biography printed is very 
brief. We learn from it that Mr. Platt is 

forty-eight years old, and rich, that he 

“pulls wires, manipulates machinery and 
knows the inches in a political or busi- 
ness boom,” and that William Walter 

Phelps has declared him to be “the best 
fellow that he ever knew.” It may be 
added that he has no mind of his own. 

The Rockland Opinion accuses the 
Bourbons of this State of having entered 
into an alliance with the Republicans. 
By the terms of the arrangement, the 

Opinion says, Democrats appointed by 
the Governor are to be confirmed by the 
Council and all Greenbackers rejected; 
and in return the “Bourbons contract to 
maintain under the Democratic name an 

organization which is to be run at all 
times in such a manner as to render the 

greatest possible assistance to the Re- 
publicans." The Opinion used to be 

pretty good authority on Bourbonism, 
but we fancy it would find it difficult 
to substantiate these statements. The 
Bourbons are “willin,” no doubt. The 
fact is the Democrats and Greenbackers 
seem to be mutually disgusted and want 
to paddle their respective canoes. Nor 
is it to be wondered at. A straight Dem- 
ocrat has no business in the Greenback 

camp : while the Greenbackers have good 
reasons for fighting shy of the Democrats. 

Coukliug’s tempest in a teapot the 

Frog. Age magnifies into a war “between 
two hostile factions of the Republican 
party,” and it predicts all sorts of dire 
results to the Republican organization in 
the near future. The editor of the Ago 
never did shine as a prophet, and in this 
case his facts are as unstable as his con- 

clusions. The existence of the Republi- 
can party does not depend on any one 

man or set of men. Grant and Conkling 
were defeated at Chicago, but the people 
elected Mr. Garfield President, and they 
will continue to elect Republicans to of- 
fice until the Democratic party ceases to 

demonstrate, as it has done on all possi- 
ble occasions for many years past, its un- 

fitness to hold the reins of government. 

The New York Herald attempts to 

draw a parallel between the opposition 
of Senator Edmunds to the nomination 
of Stanley Matthews as a Justice of the 

Supreme Comt and the conduct of Sen- 
ator Conkling with regard to the nomi- 
nation of Mr. Robertson. This is an in- 
sult to Senator Edmunds, lie opposed 
the nomination of Mr. Matthews, as he 
had a perfect right to do ; but he did not 

attempt to dictate to the President, did 
not villify or threaten him, nor did he 

provoke a contest and then, coward-like, 
resign to evade its consequences. There 
is nothing of the coward about Senator 
Edmunds, and he is a true Republican at 

all times and under all circumstances. 

There is no pleasing some people. It 
was only a little while ago that some ot 

President Hartield’s critics, who did not 

deny his many good qualities, and his 
decided ability, expressed a tear that his 
backbone was not adequate to the strain 
which would come upon it. Many ot 

these same critics are now lamenting 
that the President’s backbone has been 
so conspicuous in the Conkling contro- 

versy Hy tnc way, wonder what hap- 
pened to Conkling’s backbone. He has 
heretofore been credited with hav ing one. 

Kx-Senators Conkling and Platt have 
taken the held in person to secure their 
re-election, and are now in Albany. 
There is no material change in the situa- 
tion. The Democrats say they will stick 
to candidates of their own.

giving any services as equivalent therefor 

Resolved. 'Chat in opposing the expressed wishes 
of the States of Maine, Massachusetts, Connecticut 
and New Jersey through their Legislatures the 
Governor of this State has not, in our opinion, 
either fulfilled their expectations, sustained his 
own record oil this subject of compulsory pilotage 
or met the unanimous wishes of the commercial 
comm unity.

pilotage rates, which are $1 .‘Jo to $;> 50. according 
to the class, for each foot the vessel draws, and 
thus imposes a burden of £15 to £50 for the privi 
lege of entering or leaving the port of New York 
This is a simple robbery. Moreover, it repealing

Finance, ^ree Ships, the Color Line, etc. 

The June number of the North American Re- 
view is a notable issue of a magazine which under 
its present management has won a brilliant reputa- 
tion for the able manner in which the living issues 
and topics of the day have been treated of iu its 

pages Ex Secretary Mc Culloch contributes a 

paper on •‘Our Future Financial Policy-’ which 
will attract the attention ot all who make a study 
of the financial question. After a brief review ot 
the fiscal policy of the government during the 
war and since, Mr McCulloch proceeds to discuss 
the financial policy of the tutuio. lie asks: 
What shall be the policy of the Government rela- 
tive to the national banking system, and what 
shall be the rate of interest on bonds hereafter to 

be issued? Mr. McCulloch believes that the 

Government, so long as it has a large public debt 

upon which it is desirable to secure the lowest 

possible rates of iuterest, cannot attord to legislate 
against the banks unless they attempt to interfere 
with the rights of the people. The bill which 
President Hayes vetoed cannot be objected to be 
cause it made the rate of iuterest J per cent, but 
because it undertook to discriminate against the 
banks in a manner which would have seriously 
crippled them The purpose to force the banks to 

take bouds which they might not want, and not. 

to have the choice of takiug others, betrays a sort 

of hostility which is not becoming in legislators 
Further than this, the bill forces the banks which 
desire to go out of business to collect and return 

their own bills, which would bean impossibility. 
instead of depositing legal money with the Treas- 

ury for that purpose. Inasmuch as the Govern- 
ment gains rather than loses by collection of the 
bills of the banks, this provision can but l>.» re 

garded as an indirect plan for the destruction of 
the banks 

1 lie objections to the national hanks are next 

considered. The claim that such banking is a 

monopoly is dismissed as unworthy of considera- 
tion. The charge that the banks have attempted 
to control elections by the contribution ot money 
is declared to be unfounded, since it would be ini 

possible for bauk managers who belong to both 
parties ami who cling to their money to draw 
from the funds of the bank iu order to contribute 
to carry elections 

Mr McCulloch believes that the maintenance of 
the banking system is essential to the prosperity 
ot the country, and that the rate of interest which 
the new bonds will bear will bo largely affected 

by the action of the banks. It they are not made 
distrustful by hostile legislation, and if none of 
the taxatiou is removed. Mr McCulloch does not 

believe that the banks can afford to si c ue their 
notes with d per cent, bonds, and. cousi quentlv. 
will retire a considerable portion of their circula 
tiou. If they do ibis the ex-Secretary docs in t 

believe that a d per cent bond can be sold to take 
the place of the ’» and «> per cent, bonds If the 
banks are relieved of the taxation npou their cir 
dilation, lie believes that a twenty \ ear d per cent 

bond can readily be sold. 
Mr. McCulloch believes that bimetallism upon 

an international coinage ratio should he a part <-f 

our future liscal policy. He would have the ratio 
of r>i to 1 adopted, which would be a gain for 
this country. The present depreciation of silver 
he holds to be due not to an increase in the yield ; 
but to the adverse influence of (Heat Britain, the 
demonetization of silver by Germany and the lim 
ited coinage by the Litin nations. 

Mr. McCulloch's remaining feature of our future 
fiscal policy will attract attention and provoke 
criticism. Lie declares that he has hitherto been 
a strenuous advocate of free trade in ships as the 
course to be pursued to recover a part <>t the ocean 

carrying trade. He has now come to the conclu- 
sion that Lie has been wrong and that the only 
means by which our toroigu commerce can be re- 

stored is a resort to the policy of other nations, 

namely, to ‘subsidize American sieam-diip lines” 
Those who have followed Mr McCulloch on the 
free ship fallacy, and quoted him as an authority 
on that subject, will do well now to revise this 

quotations. Prof. \V. ti. Sumner contributes an 

article on the other side, which is perhaps as good 
an argument as can be made in favor of tree ships 
He says: “It is no object at all for a country to 

have either ship building industry, or carrying 
trade or foreign commerce.” Cufortuuately for 
the Professor the world is made up of practical 
men who will differ with him upon this point. “If 
Americans." he says, “owned no ships ami sailed 
no ships, but hired the people of other countries 
to do their ocean transportation for them, it would 

simply prove that Americans had some better em 

ployment for their capital and labor.” But sup 
pose there were fifty thousand people idle in one 

State who might be employed iu ship building if j 
the conditions were all light—what would that 

prove l 
Frederick Douglass furnishes an article on “The 

Color Line.’ whicli shows that this distinguished 
representative ot the colored race has ability as a 

writer as well as an orator. In the present paper j 
he speaks for the colored people Race prejudice 
he classes as a “moral disorder." which at some 

time iu their history has atMictod all nations. The 
colored people of this country, he affirms, have 
suffered mostly from this feeling. “Without crime 

or offence against law or gospel, the colored man 

is the Jean Va)jean of American society. He has 

escaped from the galleys, and hence all presump 
tions are against him." Mr. Douglass speaks with 

indignant eloquence against this evil spirit, and 

proceeds to examine its cause and manifestations 
He insists, and in good measure proves, that color 
prejudice is not a natural and inevitable character- 
istic of the white race, beyond the reach even of 
evolution. There is. he declares, no color preju 
dice in Europe, except among Americans who re- 

side there. Mr. Douglass cites his own experience 
abroad, and that ot other men of his race, some of 
them black, to prove that there is no aversion to 

negroes in England or on the continent on account 

of their color. The existence of such a feeling in 
America lie attributes, of course, to slavery 
“Out of the depths of slavery has come this preju- 
dice, and this color line.” Shivery is gone, but its 

spirit and its shadow remain. The inconsistencies 
of the prejudice, which tolerates all intimacies 
that involve service from the subject race, but re- 

sents anything looking to “equality," are very 
caustically presented. The trouble is that most 

men. and especially most mean men. want to have 
something under them." This feeling, the writer 
has discovered, is one of the vanities which en- 

lightenment will dispel. “Men who arc really 
great are too great to he small." ami the ex slave, 
who has mot and mingled freely with the leading 
great men ot Ins time, can “remember no instance 
when among such men, ho has been made to feed 
himself an object of aversion.” Mr Douglass is 
encouraged to liud that the number of those who 
rise superior to prejudice is great ami increasing, 
and looks forward to a time when it will ho true, 
even of a colored face, that “A man's a man for a 

that.”

at dark. This station is the nearest to the line 
of Queen Vic's dominions and an hour was spent 
for supper and allowing the government ollieials 
to examine baggage, Ac. After we get fairly 
over the line ue are in the hands of John Bull 
and hero we had our lirst new railroading ex peri 
once. A gruff conductor came through the car 

ordering the passengers to "show your tickets" 
aud half a dozen young fellows who had second 
class tickets were ignomiuiously ordered forward 
into a second class car, which one < f them do 
dared was but one remove better than a cattle 
car, although only live passengers were left in our 

car and there was room for all and to spare The

We curled ourselves up on the car seats and 
wooed the god of sleep to the best of our ability, 
but were aroused as the train run into Sherbrooke. 
Canada, at just midnight, by a toriitic hullabaloo 
caused bv a serenading party saying good bye to a 

Kunuck and his bride who had just entered iuto 
the bonds for "better or worse,"ending their send 
off with deafening cheers and the burning of pow- 
der and rockets. 

The early dawn of Friday found us at St. Hya 
c.nthe station, where the tirst sight that greeted 
our visuals was a huge Catholic nunnery building, 
another evidence of being out of the States.

of this city, received a telegram from Dover, N. 11., 
staling that their son, Rev. Herbert Blodgett, was 

dangerously ill. Mr-. Blodgett immediately left for 
Dover. Karh Monday morning the sad intelligence 
reached this city that Mr. Blodgett was dead, hav- 
ing expired at 7 o’«*lnck Sunday evening. One week 
before Mr. Blodgett look a severe cold which re- 

sulted in fever, and although at times his cast- 

seemed hopeful he gradually sank until death en- 

sued. Herbert Blodgett was born in this city sept. 
Iff, 18*11, being little more than 2'J years of age. Al- 
though of Protestant parentage and training, he 

early conceived a passion for the Catholic church. 
It is remembered of him that when the small Cath- 
olic society of this city met at the little church on 
Waldo avenue, the lmy Blodgett would be about tin- 
door Subsequently be entered tin* church. Father 
Blodgett seemed to have been born a Catholic and 
for the priesthood. In the fall of 18IJS young Blodg- 
ett entered st. Joseph’s College, Memramcook, N. 
B., where he vigorously pursued his studies for 
seven years, and graduated with all the honors in 
D,.>. He then went to Montreal and entered upon 
his seminary course in the college of st. Sulpiee, 
where he remained nearly three years. Father 
Blodgett was ordained a priest at Montreal, Decem- 
ber 2"», 1877. His tlrst sermon was preached at Bos. 
ton. IIis first pastorate was at Rockland as an as- 

sistant priest, his duties being among the laborers 
at the granite quarries of Hurricane and Vinal- 
haveu. Father Blodgett remained until April 10, 
1878, when he was ordered by Bishop Healy to 
Dover, N. II., as assistant to Father Drummond, 
where he remained until his death. Dover has a 

Catholic population of about <J,0()0, with whom 
Father Blodgett became immensely popular. Ilis 
efforts in huildingup the church and Sabbath school 
were so well rewarded that the church became in- 

adequate to bis wants, and he had but recently 
commenced the erection of a second church edifice. 
In speaking of his death Foster’s Daily Democrat, 
of Dover, says: “The truly good,able, noble heart- 
ed, whole-souled Christian gentleman, beloved by 
all of every sect, party persuasion and all mankind 
who had acquaintance with or knowledge of him, 
passed to his well-earned reward, but left the 
impress of deep sorrow and mourning upon the en- 
tire community. We venture to say that no death 
that ever happened in our city caused more general 
regret and sadness than this. His many noble traits 
and his uniform bearing ami example of kindness, 
good will, affability, easy and unaffected Christian 
demeanor on all occasions, his intelligent percep- 
tions, line social qualities and genuine manhood en- 

deared him to all with whom he ever came in con- 

tact.” In this death the family has lost a bright and 

shining ornament and Belfast an honored son, who 
unaided and alone rose to a position of eminence 
[ind responsibility. It was believed that higher 
honors awaited him in the church of his choosing. 
Father Blodgett was in this city a few weeks ago, 
the perfect picture of health, and went away with 
bright visions of the future. The funeral was 
held Wednesday, all the family being present. Cn- 
Joubtedly the remains will be brought to this city 
for burial. The citizens of Belfast mingle their 
ears of sympathy with the afflicted family.
