It is & general doctrine of law in this
nntry that the land in the highway be-
to the owners of land lying along
side. With a few exceptions the

g the adjacent land.  He owns the soil,
trees, stones, and  gravel, apd
everything else uponthe surface or ander
t, ad may use them all in any way that
loes not afleet the public right of passage ;
and the law will protect his ownership in
them just as much as though they were
iside s fenee. Noother person has any
more right to pasture his stock there than
uoinelosed lands; nor ean he hitch his
Liorse to a tree there without Leing liable
for the trespass, especially if the horse
should gnaw the tree ordo other damage;
he can, in fact, only pass orderly along.

s to road fences, the laws do not. with
thie possible exception of those of New
York above noted, impose any obligation ;
antd the farmer may, if he chooses, re
move such fenees, without impairing his
right of action against the owners of any
domestic animals that enter and do dam-
age by that means. . . ..

I person lets his cattle go in the high-
way, he is liable for the trespass they
comwmmit by simply being there unlawfully ;
for the crass they consume, for the injury
they oecasion to the sod or by barking
the trees, and for any other damage they
iy do. It while there thev hook, or
Kick. or bite any person lawlully using
the way, he would be liable for the injury.
.« .. A man once turned his horse into
a public place where ehildren were play-
g, one of whom began switching the
horse, which turned and kicked and killed
the child  He was convieted of man-
slanghter. . . . .

Notwithstanding the fact that the farm-
er owns the land of the road, he cannot
use it himself for any purpose which at
all interferes with the public rights there.
He can not put his wood piles, wagons,
or pig pens there ; and if he does, and the
traveller runs into them in the night and
is injured, he would not only be liable for
the private damages sustained —( Linsley
v, Bushnell, 15 Conn. 223) but he may
be indicted for obstrueting a public way.

The wash used for fruit trees at the
government gardens at Washington is
prepared as follows:  Put half a bushel
of lime and four pounds of powdered sul-
phur in a tight barrel, slack the lime with
hot water, the mouth of the barrel being
covered with a eloth; this is reduced to
the consisteney of ordinary whitewash;

1y
November, =63, he commanded the expedi-
tion which captured Fort Esperanza at the en-
tranee of Matagorda bay. in Texas,  In April,
1564, he relicved General 8, A, Hurdbut, in
command of the district of West Tennessee,
at Memphis. This command he held until the
close of the war, when he returned to Wis-
vonsin.  He was re-cleeted to Congress in 1866
and sgain in 1868, serving until 1871 when he
wits clected Governor of Wisconsin for two
vears.  He has been lavgely interested in the
manufacture of lumber at La Crosse, Wis-
consin, and with his brother William in flour
mills at Minneapolis.  His health had eansed

From April 1st to the 9th of the same month
