Your attention is respecifally invited to
the following City Ordinance which it in
my duty te enforee:
“The tenant or occupant, snd in case there should
be no terant, the owner, or any mon having the
care of any building or lot of lond ering not more
than one hundred and feet on any street, lane,
conrt, spuare, or public place within the city, where
there is any footway or sidewalk, shall, after the
ceasing to fall of “{ smow, if in tie day time within
three hours, and if in the night timne, re ten of
the clock of the forenoon rucceeding, cause such
snow to be removed from such footway or sulewalk,
and, in defanlt thereof, shall forfeit and pay a sum
not less than two dollars, or more than ten dollars;
anil for each and every hour thereafter that the same
ghall remain on such footway or sidew. such ten
aunt, ocenpant, owner or other person, shall forfeit
and pay a sum not less than one dollar, nor more
thao ten dollars. Awnd it snch building or lot should
extend more than one hundred and fifty feet, on any
street cr land, it shall be the duty of such tenant or
occupant, owner or other , to remove such
snow from the footway or sidewalk for the space of
one hundred and fifty feet, according to the provis-
ions and subject to the penaluies aforesaid.”

“The provislons of the preceding section shall also
apply to the falling of snow from any buflding.”

Ko Utility in Capital Paonishment.

‘While the advocates of capital punishment
are elaborat'ng their plans for re-erecting
the gallows in Maine, it is fitting that their
opponents should prepare to rebut their ap~
peals to passion and sentiment with appeals
torcason. We set out with the proposition
that the objeet sought is the protection of
society by the prevention of crime and the
reform of criminals. With those therefore
who take the sentimental view that the crim-
inal code s established for the primary pur-
pose of vengeance—of giving criminals “what
they deserve,”” we can kold no useful parley;
our standpoints are so widely diverse as to
Jeave no reasonable hope of finding common
middle ground. With those who are sin-
cerely seeking the best means of preventing
erime with reason clear of the distorting in-
fluence of passion and sentiment we have
somewhat to say.

In considering the utility of capital pun-
ishment, its general effects in the past are
proper subjects of study. What then does
the world know about the effects of capital
punishment? Not much it must be con-

fessed. There are assertions on both sides,
baut the facts are few. And in this state
of partial uncertzinty about immediate and
superficial results, it is certainly the part of
justice to give the benefit of the doubt in re-
gard to the efficacy of that penalty to the
criminals, especially when we consider the
liability to irretrievable error of a kind eo
horrible that the mind shrinks from its con-
templation, the brutalizing effect on the pub-
lic mind of executions bruited abroad in all
the newspapers with all the ghastly details,
the difficulty—almost impossibility—of se-
curing conviction by a jury where hanging is
certain to follow, and when we consider, too,

the curability of moral diseases under a sys-
tem now well developed, whivh prodoces far
more certain and permanent results than

any system of medical therapeutics ever
did in healing physiecal disorders.

Under such circumstances, nothing but
the clearest, most nnmistakable necessity can
justify the infliction of the death penalty and
that necessity cannot now be shown to exist
in this State. The advceates of hanging are
unable to suggest a single fact showing that
the ga:lows has any influence in preventing
murder. They assume, to be sure, as a resull

* of the practical abolishment of capital punish-
ment in this State since 1835, the large num-
ber of homicides that have occurred withina
few years. But this increase of crime Is not

“peculiar to Maine and other states where the
gallows has been cut down. It has been quite
aws marked In those communities where not a
twelvemonth ever passed without its public
execiulion. What the causes of this increase
are, we do not now stop to consider;it is
enough to state that they are of general ope-
ration.

Sofar as Maine is concerned, the facts have
astronger tendency to show that the death
penalty promotes, than that it repressss
erime. No marked increase in the frequency
of homicide immediately followed the year
1836, as might be expected if the fear of the
galiows had, up to that time, kept brutal im-
pulses in check. Other causes supervening
here, as in other States, subsequently increas-
ed the frequency of bloodshed. If there have
been any sudden outbursts of the homicidal
mania which have seemed due to any specific
local causes, they have occarred after the oc-
easional jufliction of the extreme penalty of
the law. On the 5th day of February, 1869,
Clifton Harris was executed at Thomaston,
The very next year, while Gen. Chamberlain
was still Governor, and while he still firmly
‘persisted in his determination to fuifill what
he conceived to be his duty in ordering the
execution of persons condemned by the courts,
eight deaths were ““proved,’” according to the
Advertiser 1o have been caused *by the hand
of violence.” We do not undertake to say
that there was certainly any connection be-
tween the spectacle of strangling Clifton Har-
ris and the morbid state of feeling widely en-
gendered by the publicity given to the details
of his execution, and the peculiar blackness
of the next year's criminal record. But we
do say that the sequence of these facts at
least estops the advocates of the death
penalty from claiming for it any et-
ficiency in checking homicide. Again the
greater part of the homicides committed
during the year that has just passed, im-
mediately followed the act of the self-consti-
tuted vindicators of the majesty of the law
who hung Cullen near Presque Isle. At the
very moment when the State was resounding
with the exploit of the Aroostook avengers ot
blood and with the approving acciamations of
the advocates of capital punishment, at the
moment when It seemed as if popular senti-
ment was about to tolerate the informal exe-
cution of every suspected murderer by the
neighbois of the victim, murders occurred in
more rapid succession than at any other time
during the year. Here again we do not claim
that the semi-legal and the wholly unauthor-
ized murders bave the relation of caase and
effect. We only say, as before, that such a
theory receives much more countenance from
the facts than that of our opponents.

It is of considerable importance in de-
termining whether the abolition of ecapital
punishment has contributed to the increase of
komicide in Maine to observe that this in-
crease has noy more than kept even pace with
that of other offences, the penalties for which
have not been sensibly ameliorated. The ga).
lows cannot ha alleged to have had any direct
influence in.respect (o larceny, burglary and
forgery, yet we believe that the per cent. of
Increase of these crimes has been ag great as
is claimed for murder. How shall we ac-
count for this fact on zny other hypothesis
than that the increase is due in both eases to
causes cf general operation, such as the de-
moralization of war, the increase of immigra-
tion and the introduction of manufactures

with the aggregation of large numbers of for.
eign operatives who lack intelligence and
education ?

It being thus impossible to establish any

eonnectivn between the increase in the num-

ber of murders and the abolition of eapital

punishment, the demand for the rastoration

of the gallows is not only uujust but irration-

al. It is purely vindictive and is prompted by

essentially the sawe motive that inspires the

valgar to demand, when a wiong is commit-
ted by a person, to have it “taken out of
him.”” Now vindicliveness, considered mere-
ly from the standpoint of the well being of
society, has no place whatever in the mod-
ern philosophy of the suppression of
crime. The advocates of the gallows,

though many of them gentlemen of
great ability and of great skill in their s2ver-

al avocations, attempt to preseribe for a dis-
order of which they have not taken the
trouble to make a thorough study. Expe'm,

men who have made the protection of society

from crime the study of a lifetime and who

have had great practical experience in dealing

with ecriminals, were led to the adoption of
reformatory and curative systems by the per-
ception of the very fact which we have men-
tioned, namely, that the punitory theory and
practice make the criminals which they pun-
ish, There are mountains of evidence n
support of tLis fact. The report of prison
congresses and associations where prison of-
ficers, inspectors, philosophers, as well as
philanthropists, meet to discuss matters of
which they have special knowledge, are full
of it. How unintelligent then is this cry for
unfruitful vengeance! Unfruitful do we say?
—nay, bearing fruit f its own kind in horri-
ble abuudance. Only last Saturday an asso-
ciated press dispatch told the pecple of the
United States that, in California, on the
previous day 2 man had beeu hanged, during
which operation his head was wrenched by
the fall from his body. This picture of the
head of a human being tumbling one way
and the body the other was vividly before the
mind of a large majority of American citi-
zens and made some impression upon every-
body. Who shall say that the terrify-
ing effect of this spectacle in prevent-
ing future homicides equalled its brutal-
izing influence on the mind of the
average citizen. Every taking of haman
life cheapens it to the spectators and in this
case the spectators were the whole nation.

The man who deliberately sets about a mur-
der—and this is the only man whom any-
body wants to bang—has his mind intent
upon the killing and upon escaping detection.
The penalty does not enter into his calcula-
tions because he does not propose to be pun-
ished at all. The bloody influences of for-
mer executions, are continually though per-
haps imperceptibly acting wupon his mind
while the deterring influences of fear are not
operative because he proposes to escape the
consequences altogether,

The whole subject is before the legislators
at Augusta. They are to seek the best means
to guard the sanctity of human life. This
should be done with an eye single to the pro-
tection of society. The desire for vengeance
on an offender or retribution for the offense
has no legitimate place in their deliberations.
On a subject of such paramount importance,
too much care cannot be bestowed and with
such care we may hope for a result consistent
with the teachings of experience and reason.

THE coffee-drinkers, an exchange says, will
soon have grounds for complaint other than
those which are not settled at breakfast time.
The high price of coffce and the éontinued
increase of price from week to week, with no
immediate prospect of decline, will soon make
it an expensive luxury.. It is said that the
high price has already created a demand for
those ground mixtures of peas, chiecory,
hemlock bark and very little coffee. The
stock of Brazil coffee in the country last
Thursday was 35,000 bags lese than it wasa
year ago, and the Java crop is reported to be
short.

DespITE the panic, the number of failures
in New England in 1873 was less thanin
1872. The same is true of the aggregate
amounts. In 1872 the number of failures in
New England was 610, involving liabilities
amounting to $30,671,000, while in 1873 the
number was 599, and the liabilities $29,550,-
000. In Maine the number of failures in
1872 was 90, sgainst 80 in 1878, and the lia-
bilities the former -year were $1,072,000
against $752,000 in 1878,

Tae New York Times calls the editor of
the Washington Republican an Irishman, as
if there was some stigma about it. The edi-
tor of the Republican retorts by calling the
editor of the Times ¥n Engli;hman. We be-
lieve that these two naticnalities do not agree
very well, but when they become residents of
the United States, where a man is regarded
rather for what he is than as the representa~
tive of the land of his birth, it would be far
better not to stir up the animosities of other
countries and other times.

TaE franking bill which Representative
Burleigh voted for was simply tosend out the
books now in the basement of the national
capitol, many of which are valuable and which
his constituents would like to have., Mr.
Burleigh thinks there is quite a difference be-
tween voting for a bill to utilize matter which
has already been printed and voting for one
to print trash.

TeE Sherman Voice says that the new
county project meets with no favor in that
part of Aroostook which would become a
part of the new county of Appleton. No
one in Sherman would sign the petition which
indicates that in that thriving community
there are no men ambitious to serve the peo-
ple as county officers. Happy land!

Washington News and Gossip.

GEN. BUTLER'S SCHEME.

The arrest of Mr. Sanborn and Supervisor
Hawlay in New York, for withholdiag moneys
due the government, has in connection with the
investigation in progress by the Committee on
Ways and Means, brought to light a matter,
the discovery of which, has caused much ex-
citemepnt in the Treasury Department, and
among parties in its interest outside, When
the law abolishing moieties was passed,
one to take its place | was passed, mainly
through the exertions of Gen. Butler Under
the law which was repealed, the internal rev-
enue office limited the fees which could be re-
ceived in any case to $5000. Under the law
which Mr. Butler worked into its place, and
contracts made under it, those who were fortu-
uate received fifty per cent. of all sums collect-
ed. The history of the case is this: A provis-
ion was tacked on to the legislative and execu-
tive appropriation bill of May, 1872, authoriz-
ing the Secretary of the Treasury to employ not
more than three persons to assistthe proper
officersof the government in discovering and
collecting any money belonging to the United
States, whenever some is withheld by persons
or corporations, upou such terms and conditions
as he shall deem best for the interests of the
United States, the compensation to be paid to
such persons out of the money or property se-
cured to the United States. Contracts ;were
awarded to do this kind of business toa Mr.
Sanboru, a next friend of Gen. Butler; to Pres-
by Smith and Greene of this district, and to
ex-Representative Kelsey of New York, or his
next friend. The business rroved exceedingly
profitable. Mr. SBanborn having already collect-
ed nearly $400,000, half of which he received
back under his contract. Oue strange matter
connected with the high rate allowecfe by these
contracts 1s, that in nearly all cases where reve-
nue agents are used to prosecute delinquents
and get half of the money collected, it goes to
those holding contracts the moment the money
reaches the Treasury. Investigation also shows
that the aversi;e cost of coliecting such arrear-
nges by special agents has been about two per
cent. on the amount collected. Proceedings
against Sanborn and the Deputy Collector and
the suspension in Brooklyn was ordered from
the department of justice, which had no
knowledge of these contracts with the Treas-
ury Department,and now finds that it will be
necessary to dismiss the case,

DR. KELLEY IN A CORNER,
The Saturday afternoon session of the House
for debate was unusually lively. Besides the
speeches of Robbins of North Carolina and
Cain of South Carolina on eivil rights, there
were quite a namber of financial speeches. Late
in the afternoon Kelley of Pennsylvania got the
floor, and gave the Housc another dose of his
muddled views on the finaocial sitaation. He
stated, among other things, that there were
$260,000,000 of currency in the country to-day
lying ready to be invested inthe proposed
3 65-100 bonds. He was then asked by Mr.

Hawley of Connecticut, why there was any ve-
cesgity for more money if there was so much to
be had now. Mr. Kelley did not manifest a
disposition to grapple with this poser, where-
upon Mr. Dawes, who was sitting near him,

said, sotto voce, “Why don’t you answer him?”
At this Kelley got very angry, and replied to
Mr. Dawes, loud enough to be heard by the
whole House, thst he would treat him as the
member from Maine (Mr. Hale) was treated
the other day, and teach him not to interrapt
him. When Mr Kelley finished his remarks
Mr. Dawes took the floor, and paid of Mr. Kel-
ley handsomely. He said that he had spent

Death of Dr. Livingstone,

The directness of the announcement of the
death of Dr. Livingstone, will undoubtedly
make this the last time that newspapers will
have occasion to publish the obituary of this
remarkable man. Dr. David Livingstone, whose
death is announced above, was born at Blan-
tyre, near Glasgow, Bcotland, about 1815. He
was born of humble parentage, and was sent
in early youth to earn his livelihood in the cot~
ton mils in his pative place. Eoabled by hard
labor to partially gratify his thirst for infor-
mation, he pursued his studies at Glasgow dur-
ing the winter months, resuming his occupa-
tion in the mills in the sumer. As he grew
to manbood he resolved to devote himself to
missionary labors, and after studying medicine
and attending several courses of theological
lectures, his services were accepted as a mis-
sionary in Africa by the London Missionary
Society, He left England for Port Natal in
1840, and labored perseveringly in the stations
in South Africa, making many excursions in
the interior, twice crossing the continent and
becoming thoroughly versed in the religions,
manners and customs of the native tribes.
Soon after the arrival at Port Natal he mar-
ried the daughter of Rev. Robert Moffat, an-
other well-known African missionary, and she
thereafter accompanied him in all his travels
until her death in 1862. In 1856 he returned
to England laden with sound and useful knowl-
edge in regard to the geography, climatology
and geology of Africa. During this time he
had journeyed over 11,000 miles of African ter-
ritory. In 18538 he retarned to Africa, accom
panied by a small band of assistants sent out by
the British government, but was recalled in
1863, after making extensive explorations
around Lake Nyassa. In1865he again left
England for new discoveries. Nothing was heard
from him definitely until 1869, wheu a letter
wasreceived from him, giving interesting de-
tails of his travels and discoveries and stating a
uew theory of the headwaters of the Nile, Re-
ports were afterwards received of his death, but
they were not generaliy believed, and in 1871
Mr. Stanley,a correspondent of the New York
Herald, who had visited Africa for that pur-
pose, succeeded in ascertaining his where-
abouts and finally overtaking him. Dr, Liv-
ingstone sent home by Mr.Stanley fall accounts
of his exploration but expressed his determina-
tion to continue his investigations. Since then
nothing of a reliable nature has been heard of
him.

Ter ENTERPRISE AND BOXER.—An article
by Capt. George Henry Preble, U. 8. N., ap-
pears in the last number of the Historical and
Genealogical Register, and gives the following
account of the business which brought the
Boxer to the coast of Maine sixty years ago:

Mr. Charles Tappan, the venerable surviving
brother of Arthur and Lewis Is];gan, was a
Boston merchant at the outbreak of the war of
1812.. Buch was then condition of our
manufactures that, to use Mr, Tappan’s own
words, our soldiers “were clad in British cloths
and slept under British blankets.” ‘It was un-
ders that no gadptuns would be made of
British goods owned by citizens of the United
States, and mauy American merchants im-
ported’, via Halifax and Si. John, N. B., their
usual stock of goods.” In 1813, Mr. Tap
made a venture of this kind in a brig flying
Swedish colors, which left 8t Johp in Septem-
ber h, where the goods were to be enter-
ed and duty regularly paid on them. As Amer-
ican privateers were the only enemies to be
dre » Mr. Tsp%;l and his associates engag-
ed H. B. M. Brig Boxer, to convoy the Mar-

aretta, and in return for this service Ca

1yth received a bill of mhanﬁg on London
for £100. Wheu near the mouth of the Ken-
nebec, the Boxer, as had been ageeed upon, to
avert snspicion, fired two or three guns as if in
pursnit of its chatge. Unluckily the sound
reached the ears of Lient. Barrows, command-
ing the U. 8. Bng Enterprise, which the day
before had left Portland for a cruise eastward,
and coming up with the Boxer on the 5th was
immediately engaged in a sanguinary conflict,
fatal to both commanders, and resulting in the
capture o8 the Boxer. “‘Our bill of exchange,”
says Mr. Tappan, “we thought milght in some
way cause us trouble. and we employed Esquire
K. to take five handred specie dollars on board
the captured ship and exchange them for the
Enper. which was found ig Capt. Blyth's

reeches pocket,”

THe RAILROAD BriDGE.—Work on the
temporary railrond bridge at Baco is progress-
ing rapidly. The pile driving in four or five
spaus is nearly completed, and the heavy frame
on which will rest the stringers has already
commenced to rise on the piles. A large force
of workmen are employed iu all departments of
the work.

The bridge will be a truss bridge of Whipple
and Pratt pattern, with two spesns of 100 fest
each, aud three 132 feet each. It will be, in
every way, like the the draw bridge across the
Kennebec river at Augusta,on the Maice Central
Railroad, and like the ome at Waterville, on
the same road, in process of construction, It is
to cost $210,000, and will be completed by
March 10th, The temporary bridge will be
finished in afew days. This bridge will re-
quire 1,909,000 feet of dimension lumber and
240 piles.

A WgEck Recorp.—In order that the record
of wrecks received by the government may be
as complete as possible, the Secretary of the
Treasury has prepared the following series of
questions, after any wreck or casualty—to be
answered by the managing owner of the vessel:
Date of casualty, nationahty, rig and name of
vessel, tonnage and home port, name of mas-
ter, name of owner, where from and where
bound, number of passengers and crew, esti-
mated valoe of vessel, nature and estimated
value of cargo, number and names of persons
lost, if any; estimated loss or damage to ves-
sel, same to cargo, amount of insurance, local-
ity, nature and cause of casuality, by whom
and to what extent was assistance rendered.

ImproRTANT LuMBER DECISION.—By decision
1311 of the Treasury Department, dated No-
vember 19th, 1872, it was decided that lambeg
subjeet to duty at one dollar per thousand feet
board measure, less than one inch thick should
be considered as one inch thick for the purpose
of assessing duty. By a decision of the depart-
ment dated January, 21st, 1874, this decision of
November 20th. 1872, is reversed, and the duty
on lumber will be assessed by the standard of
board measure, or inch thickness, and the duti-
able guantity will be increased, or reduced, in
proportion as the lumber varies from that
thickness,

Affairs at Augusta.
AUGUSTA, Jan, 24th, 1874,

To the Editor of the Press:—
The Legislature is now well into the third
week of its An lly large num-

ber® of petitions and orders haye been in-
troduced and referred to the appropriste com-
ittees. As yet, however, few bills have been
reported back. ¥'rom some cause, the commit-
tees are moving very slowly, and if they do not
improve their spead, it will be impossible to ob-
tain an adjonrnment as early as February 25th,
if the business already before it is well done.

The indications are that more public and Jess

private legislation will be accomplished this
winter than last.

The Financial Committee are still deep in
their examination of the accounts of the late
Treasurer. As might be expected,the books and
accounts are found correct and the committee
compliment Mr. Caldwell for the faithful and
efficient mannsr in which he has filled his re-
sponsible position, The committee however, while
they express themselves highly satisfied with
the system in its general features nsed in this
depariment, have discovered one defect in it
that has evidently escaped the eyes of previous
committees. It i3 this: The Treasarer is by
law required to pablish annually, a report
of the business of his department. In this re-
port, the total alone of all the money received
from the several towns in the State, is publish-
ed. For instance, the total receipts for the
year from towns for taxes paid to the State
may be $500,000. Now the committee wish to
see how that total is made and they examine
the cash book for the details. They find that
Portland for instance paid 830,000, Bangor
$20,000, and so on; but there isno possible
manner in which they can decide whether
Portland may not have paid $£35,000, and the
Treasurer have pocketed the $5,000, unless
they write to the City Treasurer and ascertain.
The City Treasurer of course has in his pos-
session the State Treasurer’s receipt for the
$35,000. This process of inquiring would in-
volye the necessity of corresponding with every
town in the State, involving a vast deal of
time and labor. 1t was by means of this loose
system that Peck was enabled to use the State’s
money for his private purpose, It is true, af-
ter a few years, discovery would ensue, because
the diminished resources of the State would

lead to inguiry and investigation as in Peck’s
case, The Committee wisely think that the
credit given to towns, should be published un-
pually in detail. To this end, one member of
the commiitee, Mr. Reed of Bath, introduced
an order in the House this morning, requiring
the State Treasurer hereafter to publish_in his
report the detailed credits of the townsand
cities. In doing this, they desire it to be dis-
tinctly understood that not the slightest reflec-
tion is cast upon, either the retiring Treasurer,
or the incoming one, both of whom are gentle-
men of the strictest integrity and most
thorough business habits.

The capital punishment question brought to
public attention by the hearing on Mr. Talbot's
bill, is the prominent one, and is discussed in
all circles. At the adjourued hearing which
comes off Taesday,a large uumber of prominent
legal gentlemen from various parts of the States
will be present and give their views at length
in opposition to the bill,

Hon. W. W. Thomas, Jr., Speaker of the
House, is realizing the most sangunine expecta-
tions of his friends. With a strong, clear voice,
a thorough acquaintance with the duties of his
position and a courteous bearing, he is making
himself a very popular presiding officer, espec-
iully as he adds to these qualifications, the fa-
culty of despatehing business, 'Thus far, ex-
cept in matters of little importance, there has
been no discussion. The bills are but just be-
ginning to flow back from the Committees,

The busiest man in the House is Mr. J, B,
‘Walker, the efficient and popular Messenger,
who was the only officer of that branch that
received the high compliment of & unanimous
election without regard to party. Althongh
the nominee of tha Republicans, the Demo-
crats placed his rame upon their ticket for
Messenger. He is always at his post, always
busy and the comfort of the members to say
nothing of the busiuess of the House, is greatly
enhanced by his faithfulness aud efficiency.

Chapter of Blnnders Corrected.

Mg. Eprror:—Your correspondent *“~Maine'
is doubly. in error in giving the impression that
the average local freight rates of the railroads
of Massachusetts in 1872 were but 2.81 cents
per ton per mile. This was the cost of haulage
alone. Freight charges, as they reach and af-
fect the public, emlrace the copt of handling as
well as of taulage, and the profit in addition.
Moreover, the fignre, 2.81 cents. was the cest of
haulage of both through and local freight, not
of local alone, which makes its use still farther
erroneous. The average charge to the public
on local freights was 5.41 ceats per ton per mile:
as has becn stated in your columns, or 20 per
cent. over the local rates of the Maine Central
Would it be civil and according to the decen-
cies of debate to assert that “Maine's” state-
ment was ‘‘garbled and made on purpose to de-
ceive the people of Maine?” or that it is “a
part of ‘Maine’s’ business to deceive the pab-
lic?"” or that he is “‘endeavoring to hide his
own hideons form," etc. 1t wounld seem not.

In regard to the alleged “‘claim’ of the Bos-
ton & Maiune railroad upou the Eastern-Central
line for betterments on the P. 8. & P. road, the
facts are as follows: A large bill had accumu-
lated against the Boslton & Maine on freights
received almost wbolly from the Maine Central
via the P. 8. & P. road. This money the P. S,
& P. had paid to the Maine Central supposing
that the Boston & Maine would promptly settle
the account on presentment.

At the end of the month the
Boston & Maine refused to pay at all, al-
leging an old claim against the P. 8. & P. This
was the first that the managers of the Eastern-
Central line ever heard of this old claim. No
such claim had ever been referred to. Now
even supposing the claim to have been formally
and duly presented, nevertheless the offsetting
of a bill for eurrent expenses against an unac-
knowledged and unsubstantiated claim of this
character, the validity of which is utterly de-
nied by one of the parties in interest, and has
never been determioed at law, isa proceeding
totally at variance with reputable business prac-
tice. These bills for current freight charges
an ! collections are always promptly aettl:'jlvl‘:}
resapeolahle corporations, ;

'he ‘llmb‘f:c will understand the mode in
which bills as the above arise. Each road re-

ceiving freight pays to the road from which
it is received all
Thus the P. 8. & P, pays the Maine Central all
charges on freights received from the Maine
Central. On delivering itto the Boston &
Maine the latter should pay to the P. B. & P.
the total accrued charge of both roads. If it
refuses go to do, business must stop, confidence
and credit are éestmyed. and all parties suffer.

the sale of Portland manufactured goods; draw
the attention of capital and labor to our city;

“a manufactaring center.

The Board have no donbt that steam power
can be procured for running machinery, so that
nearly all kinds of manufacturing may be put
in operation in City Hall before the eyes of
visitors,

There will be no charge to exhibitors for ad-
mission, or for space in the hall, nor will prizes
or diplomas be awarded.

The expenses of the exhibition are to be de-
frayed by a small admission fee to all visitors
other than exhibitors.

MeriTED COMPLIMENTS.—A. correspondent
of the Boston Globe speaks in the following
complimentary terms of Rev. Dr. Hill's sermon
on Agassiz:

‘We have been much impressed by a sermon,
entitled “Life is More than Meat,” delivered by
the Rev. Dr. Hill, forme:ly President of Har-
vard College;but now settled over the Frst Par-
ish Church of Portland, Me., and published at
the request of the society. The occasion was
the death of Agassiz, and a note is appended
to the sermon containing a long and elaborate
estimate of the genius and character of the
great natural.st, derived from the writer's inti-
mate personal friendship with him, and from a
critical knowledge of his works. It is needless
to say, in any region within ten miles of Boston
and Cambridge, that Dr. Hill’s attainments in
science are equal to his confessed attainments
in theology. There is an eminence in the town
of Waltham commanding a wide view of the

cities. towns, and villages of Middlesex and
Suffolk, called Prospect Hill. Dr. Hill came

to the presidency of Harvard College with all
the associations connected with his long ser-
vice as a minister of a parish in Waltham. He
was, of course, invited to deliver the annual ad-
dress before the Phi Beta Kappa Society, aud

his subject was the relations of the varions de-

ments of knowledge. In the dinner which
ollowed, Professor Parsons gave the first toast.
“[ give you,” he said, “‘the grand view of all
the depariments of kuowledze as seen from the

Prospect Hill of Waltham;"” and the roar of
applause which followed the utterance of his
sentiment testified to the feeling of the schol-
ars who were present, to the merits of the un-
pretentions scholar who had,within an hour or
two, opened new vistas to the eve of their
minds. Such men as Agassiz nd Pierce, rep-
resenting in this conntry the highest standard
to which physics and mathematics had attain-
ed, always considered Dr. Hill as one of their
most intellizgent co-laborers. We wonder if the
“First Parish Charch, Portland, Me., fully ap-

rl‘eciates the value of the mind and heart they

have enlisted 1n their service! We know noth-

ing of sueh matters; but we do know that Dr.

Hill’s “Note” on Agassiz is of great import-
ance to all fair minds desirons of getting an
ndequate impression of the great mind which
has now departed to other spheresof activity.

[Special Dispateh to the Press.)

AUGUsTA, Jan. 26.—The rumors relative to
the dissensions in the Democratic State Com-
mittee are true, and are of more importance
than might be suspected from what has appear-
ed. The Qommittes has been summoned to
meet the 20th of February. Several of the
members will then resign and declare non-alle-
giance. The Bourbon element, strong all over
the rural part of the State, and weak in Port-
land and a few other cities, hold a majority of
the Committee and will hang the war battered
banner on the outer wall.

The Death Penalty.

The bill introduced by Mr. Emery in the Sen-
ate this afternoon specifies that the Judge of
the Supreme Judicial Court shall issue his war-
rant for the execation of the murderer at the
same time he pronounces the sentence. The
opponents of the Talbot bill put this new lfvill
forward as a feeler, and if it cannot be earried
they propose to go in strong for the abolition of
capital punishment.

Mr. Burleigh’s Bill.

A bill to redeem the legal tender notes and
to regulate and establish the currency of the
United States, was introduced In the House to-
day by Mr, Burleigh of Maine. 1I¢ provides for
reducing one half the legal tender notes by is-
saing in their stead 5 per cent, three year com-
pound notes at the rate of $7,000,000 per month,
redeemable in 44 per cent.’ thirty year gold
bonds, The other half of the present legal
tender notes are to be retired by issui vg legal
regulating currency notes, redeemable on de-
mand by interchangeable 3.65 per cent. gold
bonds; the notes so redeemed to be held to ex-
change for bonds, the bonds to be held to re-
de{"m the I&uleg, iafudw on.
‘our and a half per cent. forty year go
bonds are to be issued at par for le’l’tl mguélg
to banking associations and each State and
territory until each shall have a banking asso-
cialion with a circulation amountiug to $2 for
each inhabitant, and the money received to be
used to purchase bonds bearing a higher rate
of interest, these associations all to be subject
to the present banking laws., Half of the in-
terchangeable bonds may be held as a reserve
whenever the comp:und interest notes first js-
sued shall mature, The banks shall have one-
third reserve in coin. The government may
redeem the notes issued under this bill at any
time with gold.
The Menate Bankrupt Bill.

The additional amendments recommended by
the Senate Judiciary Committee to the bank-
rurl. bill relates mostly to matters in detail in-
volved in the amendments already reported.
The following,.however, are new and import-
ant:

First, An amendment providing that in cases
of voluntary bankraptey, no discharge shall be
granted to a debtor whose assets shall not be
equal to 33 per centum of claims proved against
his estate, upon which he shall be liable as the
principal debtor without the assent of his cred-
itors in the number and value as prescribed by

the_exisﬁ? law. This repeals the provision
which now requires 50 per centum of such as-
sets,

Second, An amendment providing that in

Gen, Sheridan on the Army and Endian
Question

Lit, Gen. Sheridan was before the House Mil-
itary Committee this morning, and in the course
of two hoors consultation gave his views in re-
rezard to the policy and feasibility of the re-
duction of the armr. He gave the extent of
his command, the division yof Mississippi ex-
tending from the Eastern boundary of Illinois
to the Eastern lines of California, Nevada and
Arizona from British Columbia to the Gulf of
Mexico, and stated that the aggregate military
force of that vast area, contaimng nearly all
the hostile Indians of the continent, was about
16.000 men. He considered that force quite
sufficient for the purpose, althouzh the troo
were worked harder than avy other troops in
the world, but he believed to reduce it would
be to imperil the peace of the frontler settle-
ments. Asit was, he was frequently com-
pelled to refuse applications for the establish-
ment of new military posts, partly because the
force was so small, and partly because there
was no provision made to meet the expense of
creating barracks and quarters for the troops.
He deprecates the frequent legislation of Con-
gress in regard to the army, stating that its ef-
fect has been demoralizing to officers and men,
He thinks that in proportion as a country is ex
panding, the necessity for a body of neuatral
men like the army, that will obey crders, will
become more and more apparent. He illustrat-
ed this view by referring to the apprehension of
troubles recently in Chicago, when property
owners were anxious to find out how long it
would take him to get troops there.
In regard to Indian matters he recognizes
the policy of the resesvation system, dut thinks
that one effect will be to diminish the number

- of 1ndians, the first process being the dﬁing ont
y from

of the Indians on the reservations chie
consumption soperinduced by homesickness,—
The remnant that will be left after the dying
out process will, he thinks, take ts agriculture
and get-mixed up with white blood as in case of
the (therokee and other semi-civilized tribes in
the Indian t- rritory and be gradually elineated.
He reticules the idea of influencing the lLadian
by moral suasion, and thinks the present peace
policy of the government can be most effect-
ually and cheaply administered by the war
department,
