Those who bave a time of “making gar-
den” in early spring, and doing up the
sawing all at once, do not get the great-
eat gowd from their gardens, ‘I'here are
tmany vegetables of which the season can
bee areatly prolonged by making sucees-
sivesowings. A striking example of this
15 sweet (Corn, which, by judicious sow-
ings may be had every day until frost
stops its growth. In many localities, the
most thoronghly tropical plants, such as
Lima Beans, Okra, and the Melons, do
better if put in now than if sown earlier,
For suceession, after the first sowing, put
in Bush Beans, Beets. (allowing plenty
Lo be used as beet greens), Cucumbers,
and other pickle plants. Carrots, Kohl
Rabi, and Salsify, are among those that
maty still be sown and make a crop before
frost arrives. [ American Agriculturist for
June.

Facts for Free Traders.

Some of the fuets presented in the report of
Mr. Joseph Nimmo. Jr., Chicf of the Burenn of
Statistics, in regard to the comparative vate of
wages in different countries are well worthy
consideration by radical frec-traders, who claim
that & protective taritfis detrimental to the in-
terests of the working man. 1t is a fuet worthy
their consideration that in aluost every industry
the wages of workingmen are under the in-
flucnee of a protective taeill largely in advanee
of wages where froe trade prevails,  For ex-
ample, in the iron industey. wages in the United
States are about 100 per cent. greater that in
England.  The average wages paid in the man-
ufacture of cotton goods are aboul G2 per cent,
greater here than in England, and the average
earnings of the more highly skilled laborers in
the cotton mills of the United states exceeid
those of similar labovers abroad in a much
higher degree, The wages paid in the manufic-
ture of silh goods are 100 per cent. greater,
Messrs, J. & PP Coats of Pawtueket, R, L., and
Paisley, seotband, state that the average wages
paid by them ave 110 per cent, greater at Puaw-
tucket than ut Paisley K Thread Com-
pany state that the average of all the wages
paid by them is 101 per cent, greater at New-
ark, N. J., than at Paisley, Seotland,  These
facts arve significant, and are worthy eareful con-
sideration by our workingmen, to whom free
traders are accustomed to address their specious
argmnents when deseanting on the glories of
free trade.

The free-ship newspapers arve at it again, tak-
ing their texts from Senator Bayard's speech
the other day at the annual dinner of the Now
York Chamber of Commerce. The line of their
argmment in most cases is (1) that * Amerieans
cannot buy ships abroad”™ —which is not true :
(2) “materials which enterinto the construction
of a ship at least ought to be admitted free of
duty”—therehy showing their ignorance of the
fact that such matevials are already on the free
list. They ignore the statement, made again
and again by well-known free-ship advoeates,
that if foreign-built ships were admitted to an
American registry, and admitted duty free, no-
body would buy them until the veal burdens of
American shipping, such as Senator Frye's hill
provides for, are removed.  The assertion that
the poliey of protection is responsible for the

decline of our merchant marine is too idle to re-

quire refutation. [Boston Commercial Bulletin,

ANOTHER MAINE WOMAN DISCUSSES THE CHINESE
QUESTION, AND PROTESTS AGAINST FURTHER
IMMIGRATION. THE DANGERS OF THE BARBARI
AN INVASION DEPICTED IN DARK COLORS,

SAN FRANCISCO, May 8, 1552,

EpItor JOURNAL: Ina recent number of your
paper I noticed a letter written by a lady, now liv
Ing in Vallejo, in this State.  While reading it I felt
as if I must follow in her track crying, “7 too,” to
the seutiments she expressed. My letter will not
perhaps, Hke hers, be “breezy’ but it will, like hers,
only give voice to the almost unanhnous fecling of
the inhabitants of this State upon the Chinese ques.
tion. For never could there be a greater mistake
than to suppose that these feelings are conflueil to
the rougher clement of society here, bt the very
hest, most earnest and thoughtful people among us
are almost a unit In this matter. Like your Vallejo
correspondent, T am a native of Maine and of Wal.
do county, and 1 have been deeply pained at the
stand our Eastern friends have taken upon this sub.
Jeets that is such a sore trouble to us here. When
I came to this State fourteen yvears ago, I could not
see, a8 I now do, the terrible evil which has been
growine so constantly that it now evershadows all
others and threatens to invelve this fair State in
fearful ruin. But gradually I have come to feel
that no greater evil ean befall & country than to
have fn its midst such vast numbers of heathens,
with il their heathen enstoms and vices. They
never, ke other nationalities that come here, a=
similate with us. They preserve thelr own modes
of living, of dress and worship. To-day the Chinese
yuarter of San Franelseo s as much heathen as
Pekin or Canton. Wherever they go white people
ninst of necessity retire andleave them the locality.
Property deprecintes, for no one who cares at all
for the deceneles of lite wounlil be willing 1o Jive
near o ameng them, It i= not “race preiudice,”
for they are no worse than other nations that are
thoroughly steeped in heathenism.

Our churches, nearly all, have estalidished mis
sioms= to help them, and are doing what they can to
clevate and Christianize them.  We believe that as
Christians we are not to Le governed by the politi-
eal side of the gquestion, but as these heathens are
among us, it i a4 solemn daty to aid, protect, and
enlighten them all that is in our power; Lut we
hope and pray thit no wore may come, for al least
i long term of years, lest onr own young people he
drawn into an almost overwhelming ruin. 1 hive
for vears been more or less emgngeed in mission
work ameng them, teaching in Chinese Sunday
sthools, and more recently among the women, No
une can tell how sad, how truly deploeable is the
Hife of most Chinese women. Of course, most of
are of the very lowest eliss,
and ave brought for the vilest purposes, For these
poor ereatures, who are treated most cenelly oy
thetr brutul owners, we ought to hiive but one fecl
Ing—pity. Trained to such a life from infaney, no
riy of Heght has ever shone upon their darkend

These childeen are often in o feartul comdi
tion when received nto this Home, coverod with

If uo help comes, san Francisco will in o few
years be essentially a Chinese city.  Even now,
where onee churches and schools were founded
with great labor and expense by the early settlers,
we see tenement houses fairly swarming with Chin-
ese. Several churches have alrendy been erowileld
out in this way, and others are only strugeling for
an eaistence, where onee they prospered with large
vongregations,  The First Preshyterian chureh has
Just been sold for less than one-fourth of its cost,
for this very reason; it having beeome eompletely
surroundded heathenism.  The Powell  strect
Methodist church is suffering severely from the
same cause, amd witl probably betore very long be
compelled to vield its loeation or die out entirely.
Aud this is repeated in every town In the State.
Every town of any size his its Chinese quarter,
with 1= opium dens and hrothels sending forth a
continuous stream of  polsonous influenee —
there on a smaller seale, are repeated the sichts
and =enuds of China town io san Franeiseo. Eighty
thousaml of these people are now waiting in Chin:
Cse poris for passage to Awmeriea, and are coming
Just as vapidly as ships and steamers ean e char-
teved to bring them to our shores.  Every steamer
for weeks past has lamded from one thousamwd to
twelve hundreed, and koo ving what we do we can
not weleome them. Yet our Eqstern friends, by a
mi=tuken philanthropy, instead of helping us to
check this inflowing stremmn, would enlarge it. We
can only hope and pray that their eyes may be
opencd Lo the magnitude of this terrible evil before
it 15 too late, and they, as well as we, feel all too
keenly ita fearful cffects. M. E.

SECOND SERIES, NUMBER NINE,

THE SURRENDER.

It was the 9th of April, 1865, As I related in
my last sketeh, we had marched all night.  Bat
wfew men were in Company H at nine o'elock
that morning and perhiaps a portion of these, like
the writer.were there hecaunse they had promised
us rations,  Our column halted in a field.  Our
guns were stucked as if we were to remain for a
time. The fiving in our front which we had
heard at intervals that morning seemed to have
died away.  We broke ranks. .\ portion of the
boys run in seareh of water. and others for
wood, I started on a double quick, hoping to
seeure a fence rail for fuel, so that we could
make coffee after our rations were issued. A
thousand men were in the same tield and on the
sume business. I ran with all possilile specd
for a half mile before Teould secure one. Ttwas
W huge oak rail, heavy enough for four men to
carey. 1 managed to gét the smaller end upon
my shoulder, deagging the heavier, and slowl
made my way to the regiment. It was all |
coulid stagger under, and when 1T venched the
compumy great 1lJ'n||.-= of perspirntion were run-
ning down my cheeks. With an exclunaiion
of trivimph T threw down my Toad beside mr
comrades, amd just ot that moment the hugle
blew “fall in!™ fall in!" The boys nughed
lowdly at my adventurce, and advised me to
take the rail along with e, To sty that T was
slightly disgusted does uot express the situa-
tion, Heavy firing was heard in our front pot
over half aomile distant.

Many of the boys were eventhen skeptieal as to

the actual surrenderof Lee, and contended that
he only semt in the flag of truce to gain time
and thus steal a mareh upon us. But in the
afternoon all doubts were removed, The ad-
vaneed lines of the enemy had been withdrawn
soon afier the white flag came within our lines,
and now large numbers of
came within our lincs. We were glad o see
them. They had fought bravely, and were as
glad as we that the war was over. They told
us of the fearful condition General Lee’s army
was in, and we only wondered that they eu-
dured the hardships so long as they did. We
received them Kindly, and exchanged poeket-
knives and sundrey teinkets, that cach could
have something to carry home as & reminisecnc
of the great event.

These certificates
are used in place of gold to pay customs duties,
and through this substitution we are beginning
to Jose golid—the money of the world—which
tas begun to low to Europe.,  Legislation in
the interest of o sound and stable curreney is
therefore necessary.  The President and Seere-
tury of the tregsury have recommended Lo Con-
cress That provision be made for the early re-
tirement of silver certificates, and that only
stich an amount of silver dollars shall be neces-
sy o supply the demand.  The House Com-
wittee on Banking and Currency having given
these reeommendations careful consideration
lzve prepared avery conservative bill. 1t does
not propose to withdraw the silver certiticates
now ont-standing and it provides for the coin-
age of =ilver dollars to the full ddmand by the
country.

A Greenback platform was adopt-
vl and a State committee chosen, one for cach
connty.  The Crooked Greenbackers hold their
convention in Bangor to-day.

It will be seen by the report of the caucus in
the local eolumms, that the Republicans of Bel-
fust have instrueted their delegates to the State
Convention to support Hon. 8. L. Milliken for
a Congressional nomination. It is understood
thut Waldo county will be nearly if not quite
solid for Mr. Milliken, who is also developing
much strength in other parts of the State,

At Their Old Tricks.

It is but a few days sinee o friendly Washing-
ton correspondent remarked that the Demoerats
in Congress were making fewer mistakes than
usual, and he thought they had possibly learned
wisdom from experience, and would refrain
from sueh exhibitions of folly as had disgusted
the country in the past.

Albert . Burrows, of the Mallory Line steam-
ship Rio Grande, on a recent voyage from Gul-
veston to New York, accomplished a feat which
seafaring men say is not only brilliant and un-
usual, but unprecedented.  The story is briefly
told as follows—

When his steamer was discovered to be on five
lust Tuesday afternoon at sea, ninety miles he-
vond the Delaware Breakwater, he overhauled
an Italian bark, the Beppine A, suceessfully
and safely, and without the slightest panie.
transferved his ninty-seven passengers to her,
navigated the burning vessel to ashoal near the
Breakwater and sank her to the deek beams.
This wus the only means of putting out the fire,
which wasinthe hold of the ship among 800 hales
of cotton. It was impossible to reach the fire
on the Rio Grande or to suecessfully battle with
it in the usual way by pouring water through
the hatehes. To compietely submerge all of the
stesumner helow the main deck hatehes was the
only reconrse. o accomplish this without seri-
otis injury to the steamer was noeasy task, But
Ciiptain Burrows managed it in twenty-seven
honrs after the conflagration was first discover-
vl and not only this, but in twenty-four hours
more e hpel extingnished the lames. pumped out
atd raised the ship and was onee again ready to
start th. eigines amd steam for New York, At
the Deliware Breakwater the Rio Grande again
overhimmled the Italinn bark. retransferred the
passengers to the stemner and resumed the
vovage to New York with the steameras sound
as i dollar and no other injury except that on
the corgo. < For quick and sueeesstul work™
said aosea captain who appeared 1o be a passen-
v on the Rio Grande. =1 should like to know
where or when that has been equalled.
