Your attention is respectfully invited to 
the following City Ordinance which it is 
my duty to enforce: 

“The tenant or occupant, and in ease there should 
be no teraot, the owner, or any person having the 
care of any buildingor lot of loud bordering not more 
than one hundred and fifty feet on any street, lane, 
court, spuare. or public place witbin the citv, where 
there is any footway or sidewalk, shall, after the 
ceasing to fell ol any snow, if in tae day time within 
three hours, and if in the night time, before ten of 
the clock of trbe forenoon succeeding, cause such 
snow to be removed from such footway o^ sidewalk, 
and, in default thereof, shall forfeit and pay a sum 
not less than two dollars, or more than ten dollars; 
and for each and every hour thereafter that the same 
shall remain on such Footway or sidewalk, such ten 
ant. occupant, owner or other i>erson, shall forfeit 
and pay a sum not less than one dollar, nor more 
than ten dollars. And if such building or lot should 
extend more than one hundred and fifty feet, on any 
street cr land, it shall be the duty of such tenant or 
occupant, owner or other person, to remove such 
snow from the footway or sidewalk for the space of 
one hundred and fifty feet, according to the provis- 
ions and subject to the penalties aforesaid.” 

“The provisions of the preceding section shall also 
apply to the falling of snow from any building.” 

“Whenever the sidewalk, or any part thereof ad- 
joining any bu Idine cr lot of land on any street, 
shall be encumbered with ice, it shall be the duty of 
the occupant, and in case there is no occupant, the 
owner, or any person having the care of such build- 
ing or lot, to cause such sidewalk to be made safe and 
convenient, by removing the ice therefrom, or by 

ilio poiuo with u'lrul or HrtmB other suitable 
substance: and in case such owner or oocupant, or 
other person, shall neglect so to do, for the space ot 
six hours during rlie day time, he shall forfeit an* 
pay not less than two nor more than five dollars, and 
a like sum for every day that the same shall contin- 
ue so encumbered. 

The above ordinances will be strictly enforced.

S. V. Blakeslee, the traveling editor ot 
the Pacific, lie says: "already wine has be- 
come as cheap as milk, and is as freely drank, 
till many, once sober men, are now habitually 
intoxicated. In one wine-growing neighbor- 
hood, we were told that young girls, seven- 
teen years of age, reeled in the streets under 
the intoxication of pure Calilornia wine. One 
leading man enumerated to us five of his ac- 

quaintances who, once noble meu, are now 
to be called di unkards through wine.” The 
people of America will soon have passed the 
need of going to Europe to learn whether the 
introduction of wine-making increases or di- 
minishes drunkenness; they will soon have a 
chance to learn the facts nearer home. Even 
then, each observer will have to see with his 
own eyes, and hear with his own ears.

Feeding Poultry.—Poultry require an 
abundance of nutritious food and warm, dry 
quar;ers, not only by night but by day also. 
They should have all the meat and fish scraps 
they can eat, and a variety of grain. Indian 
corn, while being a capital food to keen the 
birds fat and warm, is not the best grain, by 
any means, to make them lay. Oatmeal, flav- 
ored with a little salt and pepper, is remarka- 
bly nutritious, and one meal a day off this, 
with corn and meat scraps for the other meal, 
is vastly in t er than any other food that can 
be placed before them. 

We have found that wheat screenings, and 
the refuse or small wheat such as all grain deal- 
ers have sorted out, are good producing foods; 
but oatmeal once a uay; Indian meal once, 
and a luncheon on scraps will make hens lay, 
if they have a comfortable, warm house to 
live in. 

In the case of poultry, many, by a strange 
oversight, neglect to give their fowls green 
food in the winter, "fhc avidity with which a 
cabbage is eaten if thrown to the hens will 
attest to the necessity for such variely; and 
we have found that rowen hay, if soaked two 
or three hours in warm water,' is much relish- 
ed by poultry as a green tood. 

Old Hickory—A correspondent of the 
Jackson (Miss ) News tells bow General Jack- 
son got his title of Old Hickory. He says he 
got the story from Captain William Allen, a 
near neighbor of the Genera), and who mess- 

ed with him duiiug the Creek war. Daring 
the campaign the soldiers were moving rapid- 
ly to surprise the Indians, and were without 
tents.

The Abases and Perils of Journalism. 
It is a serious misfortune that public dis- 

cussion should have assumed so low a tone, 
as has been observable during the past two 

years. The decadence is attributable to the fact 
that since the adoption of the Fifteenth Con- 
stitutional amendment, there has really been 

no great issue to divide the couutry into op- 

posing political organizations. Consequently 
the last Presidential election was contested by 
a resort to low personalities and was charac- 
terized by a brutality and mendacity of as* 

sault, repulsive not merely to morality, but to 
common decency. No incumbent of officei 
however exalted his station, or however pure 
his character was exempted from the ribald 
abuse of scurrilous penny-a-liners. The des- 

perate necessities of a hungry coalition creat- 
ed a market for coarse gabble about public 
men, and hucksters ot the peu spraag up, in 
every purlieu of the capital, foul enough of 

tongue to minister to the most insatiable pru- 
riency. The decorous Washington corres- 

pondent of earlier days, who was wont to 
present truthful pictures of current event8 
and to speak of the gentlemen comprising the 
several branches of the government with be- 
coming respecl, has been superceded by the 
mousing eave3-dropper and impudent Bo- 
hemian, who spares neither rank nor sex iu 
his effort to give piquant flavor to a vulgar 
lampoon. 

The blame for this melancholy state of 

things rests far less upon the poor creatures 
who earn their bread by the coinage of this 

spurious tender than upon newspaper proprie- 
tors, who hire them and utter their forged to- 
kens. When great journals in New York, 
Cincinnati, Chicago and Louisville give ready 
publicity to every sneaking paragraph, how- 
ever inherently improbable—which inveighs 
against the President, a cabinet minister, a 
Senator or a Representative, they encourage 
a continued manufacture of such unwhole 
some wares. It is quite possible they may 
find a temporary account in this sort of thing 
in the enlargement of their circle of scandal 
loving readers,but they are inflicting an irrep- 
arable wound upon the dignity and influence 
of the press, and gradually depriving it of 
all power for usefulness. The time may 
come when there will be real abuses to 
denounce, actual evils to suppress, when pub- 
lic opinion will need enlightenment aud 
public virtue effective leadership. Of what 
▼alne, then will be the teachings of editors, 
who have lost all claim to popular confidence 
by allowing their columns to sink into mere 
sewers of vituperation and calumny ? 

During the last Presidential campaign the 
Opponents of the administration, were litor- 

ally graveled for want of a rallying cry. 
There was nothing to fight about. And so 

they were tempted'to resort to the fabrication 
of petty items of gossip, derogatory to the 
prominent men in power. The air was thick 
with stories affecting the honor or integrity 
of this and that official. The libelled parties 
turned upon their miserable tiaducers with 
such crushing force that they were absolute- 

ly pulverized ir.to silence. Every body rc 

members, and especially everybody in Maine, 
where the decisive battle was fought, how 
swiftly the tide of indignatiou set against the 
unlucky stump orators, who, as they un~ 

folded their budget of lies, were confronted 
by facts till they were driven from assault to 
defense and finally put to flight. No polit- 
ical combination of the century ever met 
with such an ignominious defeat, or sunk 
into such universal contempt. 

Still, that demoralizing campaign gave rise 
to a species of newspaper literature, which 
ought to be promptly and speedily extirpated. 
Having once fallen into the habit of dealing 
in slander, these Gtrubstreet journalists will 
not abandon their shameful calling until 
their tales cease to command pelf. As long 
as the papers thrive, that lend their columns 
to the dissemination of such pitiful stuff, 
the Capital of the Nation will be infested 
with the tattlers who subsist by furnishing it. 
Contradiction is out of the question, for it 
Would give the witnesses a certain standing 
in court, which is precisely what they covet. 
Besides, it would be a waste of time. While 
an honest man is exposing a single lie, one 
of these fellows can invent a dozen. 

Occasionally, some man of extraordinary 
credulity may be found, who is deceived by 
the multitude and variety of these repeated 
allegations into the apprehension that they 
bear some semblance of truth. Not a great 
wnue ago we met a gentleman, who inquired 
with apparent seriousness whether it was a 
fact that the President’s cook was on the pay 
roll of the Army and that the President’s 
horses were fed at the public expense ? Upon 
asking him what ground he had for enter- 
taining such a preposterous suppos itiou, he 
innocently remarked that he had read it in 
some newspaper! We confess to a degree of 

surprise, not unmingled with disgust at the 
idea that there was a man living, outside of a 
Lunatic Asylum, who could conceive of the 
possibility of a conspiracy between the Presi- 
dent of the United States and the General of 
the Army to defraud the government by the 
commission of petty larceny! Nevertheless 
this iB a sample of many hundreds of ridicu- 
lous fictions, which constantly find their way 
into print, ani bring reproach and shame up- 
on their circulators. 

It is not because such gross calumnies can 
do any injury to the objects of them that we 
deprecate their publication. The country at 
large has declared with unmistakable empha- 
sis, how little credence It bestows on slanders 
so palpable that their absurdity constitutes a 
sufficient refutation of them. But it is lam- 
entable that the press, which ought to be a 

potent organ of public opinion should have 
degenerated to so great a degree into a mere 
vehicle of petty scurrilities and offensive per- 
sonalities. Grave questions of state policy 
now claim the calm deliberation of the people. 
The financial topic is one of absorbing inter- 
est, and demands thoughtful and temperate 
discnssion. It is in no sense a party issue. 
Democrats and Bepublicans are arrayed, with 

equal earnestness, on the side of inflation 
and of contraction, and yet how few of the 

anti-administration sheets address themselves 
to this impartial theme, with any indication 
of a purpose to treat it in the broad spirit of 
patriotism and common sense. We read in- 
stead, elaborate misrepresentations of the 
state of the Treasury Department, splenetic 
flings at the Secretary, wholesale arraignment Of every head of Department, and one general croak of indiscriminate fault finding, alike in- 
opportune and in bad taste. 

The imperative need of the hour is a puri- fication of the “third estate of the realm.” 
American journalism requires the Infusion of 

regenerating influences. It Las prospered, 
from a material point of view, since the sub- 
sidence of partisan divisions, but from a mor- 

al stand point its course has been retrogres- 
sive. A quarter of a century ago the editor 
who gave place in his columns to such in- 
decencies as are now common in at least two 
of the metropolitan dailies, would have been 

kicked, cuffed, and cowhided, and if he proved 
impervious to these curative measures, the 
chances are he would have finally reached 
the penitentiary. Nowadays, the people 
seem to have grown callous to the most glar- 
ing outrages upou the sanctity of private life, 
or the considerations due to official station. 
Long impunity has emboldened the trans- 

gressor. and weakened the moral sense of the 
community to such a degree that the most 

indecent utterances escape reprobalidl). The 

public appetite tor scandal has been uuhealth- 

fully stimulated. 
It is high rime that there should be a cheek 

put to the increasing license of that class of 
newspapers which fatten on this morbid 
taste. They ought to be shunned by respect- 
able readers. They are sapping the integrity 
of the rising generation, inspiring a danger- 
ous familiarity with things that are evil, and 
helping in so far as they have any influence, 
to weakeu popular faith in the superiority of 

our form of government over every other 

known to mankind. 

The Washington special of the Boston 
Adcertiser states that the House Committee 
of the District if Columbia has in its pos 
session letters and papers involving Mr. 

Huntington and several of the so called Dis- 
trict of Columbia ring and also putting Con- 
gressman Starkweather of Connecticut in no 

enviable position as Chairman of the District 
Committee. There are sufficient charges to 

render an investigation necessary if the gener- 
al government proposes to assume any part of 
the indebtedness of the very large expendi- 
tures in Washington. 

At the special election in Bangor on Mon- 

day L. J. Morse, esq., Republican, was elect- 

ed Representative to the Legislature to fill 

the vacancy caused by the resignation of Mr. 

Hatch, receiving 929 votes to 601 for James 
F. Rawson, Democrat. The Whig thinks 

that after the efforts put forth by the Demo- 

crats, the result is a reminder that Bangor is 

a Republican city. Mr. Morse is a well known 
business mau, and will make a faithful and 
intelligent representative. 

Among the distinguished arrivals at the 
State Capital this week, is the porgie for his 
annual quantum of legislation. This time 
this venerable subject for legislation comes 

from Hancock county. 

Tbe Field for 1876. 
Henry Watterson, the well known editor of 

the Louisville Courier-Journal, and the ardent 

supporter of Mr, Greeley in 1872, has recently 
given in that paper the following forecast of 
political parties iu 1876: 

While the political adventurers and revolu- 
tionists, ever ready for plois and juggles, and 
ever expectant of sensations, are waiting for 
General Grant to make some signal indicating 
his readiness to enter into their schemes, the 
stolid Democrats and tbe stolid Republicans 
calmly take their way along the beaten tracks, 
sure that the next Presidential contest will lie 
between the two old regular armies, led by two 
old veteran partisans. It may be on the one 
hand Thurman or Hendricks or Bayard, and on 
the other hand Morton or Blaine or Washburn 
or Conkling, but is bound to be the Democratic 
party against the Republican ^arty. Extremes 
are not to meet in the persons of Butler and 
Stephens, managi ng a league in the interest of 
Grant. Butler is to be shelved in Massachu- 
setts. Stevens is to retire to the seclusion of 
Liberty Hall. Grant is to walk out of the 
White House, carrying all his baggage along 
with him, unassisted by a stretcher. There is 
to be no pit-fall; no sudden trap-door; no am- 
ir jsrade; no bloody-minded fool’s contrivance 
anywhere. The healthy-minded and cheerful 
bigots of each particular element are equally 
confident of success, They, at least, are not 
going to see anything untoward or even novel. 
It is not a period of disorganization. The 
transition epoch has passed away, leaving by- 
gone organisms just as they used to he. Last 
year was all a dream. The Liberal Republi- 
cans, rid of Grant, will be folded into the old 
embrace. The discontented Democrats, quit 
of Liberalism, will resume the half-abandoned 
tenets of the true faith. As for the presumptu- 
ous journalists they will have leave to go to 
the devil, where they properly belong; and so— 

“The world will wag Its ancient way, 
«,ust as it did before it went astray.” 
****** 

We really want—the people, North and 
South, waut—to do the fair, honest thing by 
nn« nnnfher This cap only lie done hi' an 
abandonment of the Interference policy, leav- 
ing the Southern States to take care of their 
local i oterests li ke the Northern States. The 
present policy of the Republican party exposes 
it to constaut injustice. It also gives rise to 
ill-breeding, criminations, and recriminations, 
which stand in the way of sectional good will. 
It is thus as we conceive, au unpatriotic policy, 
as it is a dangerous policy; and, if it be not 
abated, it may lead to a collusion between 
Grant and the Democrats, by which the Presi- 
dent will be continued in office and the Demo- 
crats be re-established in power, at the cost of a 

great cardinal principle in their faith. 
The Republican leaders are too intelligent to 

need to be told that these are the merest con- 
jectures: bat they are also too acute not to rec- 
ognize them as possibilities. The time has 
come for them to tack about and fall into the 
line marked out for them by Morton iu 1866. 
That line was untenable because of the bung- 
ing, vacillation, and bad faith of Andrew John- 
son. It is perfectly tenable now. Nothing can 
be more ruinous to the Republican party, as 

nothing can be more false to the natural pre- 
dilections and characteristics of many of its best 
minds than that it should continue the wretch- 
ed woods-path which it has pursued the last six 
years. It will lead only deeper and deeper into 
the briars. There are indeed no ambuscades on 

the open political highway. It is the other 
route, promising nothing at the start, and lead- 
ing nowhere, which is full of them. The Re- 
publican party should abandon them at once, 
put itself on high national ground, and com- 
mand the respect, if not the affections of the 
Southern people by its candor, moderation and 
justice. 

Washington News and Gossip. 

A SLANDER STOPPED. 

The New York Herald, in one of its numer- 

ous attacks upon the Treasury Department 
states that a superb establishment is maintain 
ed for the benefit of the First Assistant Secre 
tary, while there is no such officer. But it may 
be stated that neither of the Assistant Secreta- 
ries uses horses belonging to the Government 
Mr. Hartley has neither horse nor carriage, nor 
does he use any belonging to the department. Mr. Sawyer keeps a very modest carriage, with 
a single horse, which he owns, and all the ex- 
penses of which are paid by himself. 

LOBBYING. 
The Hartford Courant says that one method 

of lobbying at Washington has just been ex- 

posed, which inculcates certain special corre- 

spondents of newspapers. Mr, Goshorn, the 
director general of the centennial celebration, 
visited the national capital last week on busi, 
ness connected with his office. While there- 
be was approached by ns many as cipht .aw. 

spondents, “some of them well known lobby- 
ists. and representing papers of influence,” pro- 
posing for money to assist him in obtaining any 
legislation he might desire, both by soliciting members of congress and by advocating his 
measures in their respective papers. In justice 
to the honest newspaper correspondents, Mrl 
Goshorn should make it knewn whe were the 
parties making these offers. 

THE HOUSE BANKING BILL. 

The House Committee on Banks and Bank- 
ing on Monday agreed upon the following 
leading features for a bill to report at some 

future day; First, that restriction on the total 
amount of bank circulation shall be repealed, 
which is equivalent to authorizing free banking 
underwrite provisions of the present law, ex- 

cept as modified by the committee’s bill; sec- 

ond, that the requirement that banks sha'l 
keep a reserve of greenbacks in their vaults 
to redeem their notes shall be repealed, and 
that, instead, every bank shall deposit in the 
Treasury greenbacks amounting to five per 
cent of its circulation as a fund for the re- 
demption of its notes, and shall keep this re 
serve good: third, that banks shall not be al- 
lowed to pay or receive interest on deposits 
with each other; fourth, that country banks 
shall be required to keep tbelr deposit re- 
serves at home; fifth, that gold banks shall be 
allowed to issue notes to the amount of 80 per 
ceut only of their bonds, iustead of ninety, as 
at present, It is understood that only three 
members of the committee voted against re- 

porting a bill combining these features, and 
tint these were Messrs. Hawley, Phelps and 
Mitchell. The committee subsequently agreed 
to report adversely upon the postal savings- 
banks bill, but in order to give the friends of 
the measure an opportunity to advocate it in 
the house, it was arraugrd that the bill, with 
the adverse report, should be put on the cal- 
endar for discussion in commiitee of the whole, 

David Dudley Field is held responsible for 
the legal establishment of polygamy in Cali- 
fornia. It oppears that Oades, the man with 
two wives, who has scandalized that State, is 
justified by its civil code in thus doubling up 
his matrimonial responsibilities. One of the 
Commissioners rises to explain that they only 
copied the code of “that eminent codifier, Da- 
vid Dudley Field.” 

Elections in Great Britain.—A general 
election in England takes place in this way: 
Parliament is dissolved by proclamation under 
the great seal, by the advice of the Privy Couu 
cil, the Lord Chaucellor3 of Great Britain and 
of Ireland respectively being ordered to issue 
election writs, returnable on a certain day. 
These writs, each under the great seal, are ad- 
dressed to the sheriffs of counties, both for 
counties and boroughs, and are the authority 
for holding tho elections, the sheriff, in the 

cases of boroughs, issuing his precept to the 

returning officer to hold the election. The 
names of the persons eleettd are returned by 
the sheriff to the Clerk of the Crowu, who 
makes out from them a list of the members of 
tbe new bouse of Commons.

Governor Washburn, by invita- 
tion, made some statements in regard to the 
business introduced by Mr. Farmer, and said 
he had no doubt a law would be enacted by 
Congress by which cattle could be brought 
from Cauada on foot, slaughtered and shipped 
from this port in bond. If this business is 
fairly inaugurated the amount of capital and 
labor employed here, or vicinity, will be neces- 

sarily large. No positive action was taken, 
but probably will be after more mature con- 

sideration. 
Tins matter of the shipment of fresh meats 

to England is of more importance than our 

readers would suppose. The question of cheap 
meats in that country is becoming of great im- 
portance. Only a short time ago we published 
an extract from the Liverpool papers on the 
subject. At a “test” luncheon given on 

Thursday, December 11th, at the Alexandra 
Hotel in Liverpool, under the presidency of 
Sir. Town Councillor Forrest, and at which Mr. 
John Torr, M. P., Sir. Alderman Livingston, 
and various members of the Liverpool Corpora- 
tion were present, a very satisfactory and al- 
most unanimous verdict was pronounced. 
Captain Smith of the Scandanavinn, belonging 
to the Allan Line, and Mr. James Whyte, 
Emigration Commissioner from Quebec, ex- 
plained the perfect practicability of such im- 
portations, as the frozen beef, rnuttou and fowl 
they had partaken of, were found quite 
equal in quality and flavor to similar 
viands when only recently killed in Britain.

'Tlio hearing was opcnett by Ttnv. Mr. QnJnby 
of Augusta, who occupied about an hour. He 
cited the ancient laws bearing ou the question 
and denounced their barbarity, the executions 
taking place for the most trifling offences. One 
strohg point made by him, was that a just de- 
sire for punishment aud not of vengeance 
should govern in cases of murder. He referred 
to States where capital punishment is abolished 
and argued that murder is not more frequent 
than iu States where it is still a law 

Hon T. B. Reed of Portland, was the next 

speaker. He began by a reference to the Tal- 
bot bill, the principal element of which was the 
desire for the speedy execution of the criminal. 
There is a disposition in the community to 

hang sombody. He attacked the argument of 
Mr. Talbot as advanced last week, that the 
brute class of murderers should be hung, and 
argued that they were insane and ought in 
Christian charity to be confined avd given a 

chance to save their souls. The law of 1835, he 
considered an obnoxious one, as the object of it 
was indirection, It meaut execution in theory, 
but imprisonment for life in practice. In his 
reference to the agitators of this subject, he in- 
dulged in a telling vein of sarcasm which call- 
ed forth hearty applause. He had little faith 
in statistics on this subject, and yet what had 
been compiled preponderated in favor of the 
abolition of capital punishment The New 
York law which he had read is quite similar to 
the proposed law iu the Talbot bill, and yet 
murders are every day committed there. The 
chief difficulty in reaching a conviction of a 

murderer is the fear of the jury in causing to 
bo hung, what may possibly prove to be an in- 
nocent man, They shirk the responsibility if 

they can. They are more frightened than the 
prisoner. He referred to the universal execra- 

tion in which the hangman is held. His argu. 
ment was able, eloquent and practical. 

Hon. E. F. Pillsbury of Augusta, made the 
closing argument, and added by illustrations 
drawn from his own experience aud extensive 
reading materially to the effect already pro- 
duced. 

T ho Induntrial School. 
Mr. Foster of Oxford, made an able argu- 

ment this morning in the Senate agamst the re- 

solve to establish an Industrial School for 
Girls. He occupied over an hour, and is highly 
complimented. 

Messrs. Burgess of Cumberland, and Emery 
of Hancock did themselves credit. They ad- 
vocated the appropriation. 

It is thought that there will be a sharp fight 
in the House. 

The Slate Prison. 

The discussion in the House this morning on 

the State Prison order, created considerable 
feeling. The remarks of Mr. Kelloch of Thom- 
aston, and his statement that Warden Bice 
was, by letter and personal solicitation, en- 

deavoring to influence the membere to place 
the investigation with the Joint Select, rather 
than the Special Committee created a deep im- 
pression, and probably was the cause of the ac- 

tion of the House in refusing to receed aud 
concur in so placing it It is thought to-night 
that the Senate will to-morrow reconsider, re- 

ceed and concur with the action of the House. 
Woman Suffrage Convention. 

The Woman’s Suffrage Convention was call- 
ed to order in Granite Hall this evening, by 
Hon. Joshua Nye. Mrs. Agnes A. Houghton 
of Bath, was the first speaker. This lady is 
the wife of ail Universalist clergymen, and 

possesses a line flexible voice. She is rattier 

young, pretty, and dresses in good taste. She 

spoke about an hour, and touched upon the 

leading arguments in favor of giving the ballot 
"to women. She presented her case more from 

thejwoman point of view than the majority of 
female speakers on the subject, aud created a 

very favorable impression upon the large au- 

dience present. 
She was followed by Judge Kingsbury of 

Portland, who owing to the lateness of the 

hour, was very brief. His remarks were ie- 

licitious, and will prove a good introduction, as 

lie speaks again to-morrow. 
Mrs. Julia Ward Howe and Dr. Blackwell 

have not arrived to-night, but are confidently 
expected to be here to morrow. 

Varieties. 
The Committee on Legal Affairs, have as- 

signed Jan, 30th for a hearing on the bill grant- 
ing appeals from the decisions of the County 
Commissio ners. 

A delegation from Portland appeared before 
the Committee on Fisheries to day, in behalf 
of the bill prohibiting the taking of lobsters at 
certain seasons. 

A petition signed by 1300 women will be pre- 
sented to the legislature asking for an amend- 
ment to the State constitution, so as to allow 
women to vole for President and Vice Presi- 
dent of the United States. 

Ex-Adjutant General Hodsdon of Bangor, 
arrived to-night. It is understood that he is to 

appear before the Executive Council at a spec- 
ial hearing for the purpose of explaining cer- 

tain matters connected with the war claims 
during the late war. 

It is reported to-night by the quid nuncs that 
the Boston & Maine having turned a cold shoul- 
der to the Knox & Lincoln, negotiations are 

now pending with the Eastern road with every 
prospect of success. 

The Committee on Fisheries voted to report 
a bill to prohibit the catching of lobsters be- 
tween June 15th and Sept. 15th, 

The House of Bepresentatives has invited 
Mr. Kimball to deliver his lecture on the Cen- 
tennial Exhibition next Monday evening. 

The officers of the 1st Begt. Maine Militia 
are to meet here Thursday afternoon to elect a 

major iu place of \V. H. Fogler resigned.

Augusta, Jan. 27. 
House papers were disposed of iu concur- 

rence. 
The report of the Committee on Fisheries 

was submitted. Bill to prevent taking eels iu 
Southern Bay, in the town of Brooksville, was 

laid on the table. 
Petitions, bills, &c., presented and referred — 

Bill to incorporate the Bowdoin Alumui Memo- 
rial Hall Association, with Joseph Titcomb, 
John M. Brown, William L. Putnam, John E. 
Butler, L. A. Emery, James D. Fessenden, 
Janies W. Bradbury, jr., and others, as corpor- 
ators, for the purpose of erecting a Memorial 
Hall—any graduate of Bowdoin College may 
become a member of the Association on pay- 
ment of two dollars; bill to abolish all discrim- 
ination between male and female suffrage in 
the election of President and Vice President of 
tlie United States—the bill is explained l>y its 
title; bill in relation to fees of clerks of courts, 
giving a fee of ten cents per printed page for 
correcting printed pages and certifying the 
printed copies when required *or the use of the 
law court; petition of citizens of Mattawam- 
keag for change of pauper laws so as to require counties to support paupers; of Bremen OH 
Company for right to extend wharf into t;de 
waters of Mnscougus harbor, in Bremen. 

Read and assigned— An act to incorporate the 
Bocklund and Thomaston Water Company; to 
provide further protection to inmates of the 
lusane Hospital, and guard against error in 
commitments threto; resolve iu favor of Peter 
Sal in ore. 

The report of the Committee on Education in 
regard to establishing a State Industrial School 
for Girls, submitting a bill and a resolve appro- 
priating $12,500 for the purpose, was consider- 
ed. 

Mr. Fosterof Oxford, argued atlength against 
the hill and resolve, and in support of the posi- 
tion of the minority of the committee, that leg- 
islation upon the subject is inexpedieut. His 
position was that the State, on the score of 
economy, could not afford to assume the respon- 
sibility of maintaining the school, and cited the 
cost of such institutions in Massachusetts. He 
alluded also to the rsquest of the Reform 
School shortly to be made, for an appropriation 
of $20,000, and thought the Legislature should 
well consider the matter before imposing an ad- 
ditional burden of some $25 000 a year, as will 
be the case, judging by the workings of similar 
institutions in other States, if the State be- 
comes responsible for this school. 

Mr. Burgess of Cumberland, supported the 
bill and resolve. It was an error that the school 
would cost $25,000 per year. It cost Massachu 
setts that sum to maintain five schools, and 
upon the same basis this school would only cost 
$5000 per year. But this cost weighs as noth- 
iug in proportion to the good results to be ac- 
complished, if the results in other institutions 
may be relied upon. 

Mr. Emery ot Hancock, advocated the bill 
and resolve, and cited statistics showing the 
favorable workings and results in other States 
and in foreign countries. 

On a call of the yeas and nays the iniuority 
report was rejected, yeas 9, nays 19. The ma- 

jority report was accepted, and the bill and re- 
solve were read and assigned for to-morrow for 
consideration on their passage to be engrossed. 

Bill to incorporate the Lockwood Cotton Mills 
of Waterville, with B. B. Dunn and others as 

corporators, and a capital stock of $2,000,000, 
was presented by Mr. Webb of Kennebec, and 
leferred to the Committee on Manufactures. 

Bill to provide for the expenditures of gov-

MATTERS IN MAINE. 
THE ROCKLAND HERDER. 

Tbe Coroner’s Inquest. 

Rockland, Jan. 27.—The coroner’s inquest 
in the case of Caroline Pettee, the woman who 
was found in a dying condition on Saturday 
morning, was continued yesterday afternoon 
aud evening, aud at the conclusion of the eve- 

ning session was adjourned for one week. 
No evidence ha9 yet been obtained as to bow, 

when or by whom the wounds on the head of 
the deceased and the bruises and contusions on 

the limb3 were inflicted. Dr. Banks, who made 
the post mortem, testified that no alcohol was 

found iu the stomach of the deceased, and that 
she could not have been intoxicated at the time 
of her death nor have been drinking within a 

number of hours preceding. 
The evidence shows that the deceased left 

Thorndike’s Friday morning, where she had 
been for some days, and went to Burns’ where 
she remained during tbe dayjtliat she wentout 
early in the evenirg aud soon relumed; that 
Thorndike came here and quarreled with 
the deceased and Mrs. Burns, accusing them of 
having taken money belonging to her; that 
Mrs. Thorndike attempted to search Mrs. Pet- 
tee, and Mrs. Burns interfered and blows pass- 
ed between her and her sister, Mrs. Thorndike, 
and the latter was put out of the house. Mrs. 
Pettee went or was pushed out previously, and 
left the house after this quarrel. She was seen 
by a neighbor to come towards the Burns house 
somewhere about ten o’clock, which is the lat- 
est that auy witness has positively testified to 
seeing her till she was fouud in the morning.— 
Ann Burns states that she saw an unknown 
man near het llbuse at twelve o’clock, and Mrs. 
Martin, tbe next neighbor, testifies to having 
seen a man and a woman standing there, but 
does not ideutify them. Thorndike aud his 
wife appear to know remarkably little about 
the matter considering the circumstances. The 
general opinion is that the woman died from 
the effects of the beating she received. All the 
circumstances point to this conclusion. Va- 
rious theories aud suspicions are strongly en- 

tertained, but "who did it” is still the mystery 
frontier National Baub.

WASHINGTON. 
Filbnstcrs to be Looked After. 

Washington, Jun. 27.—The House Commit 
the ou Judiciary have under consideration the 
resolution introduced by Geu. Butler instruct- 
ing it to enquire and report whether under ex- 
isting laws the courts of the United States 
have adequate authority and jurisdictiou to 
prevent and punish the improper use of the 
Hag and the national character of the United 
States on board merchant vessels upon the high 
seas or iu foreign ports—and furthermore to 

inquire and report if anv, and if so what addi 
tional legislation by Congress is expedient or 
necessary to puuish persons who fraudently 
obtain or illegally use a marine document cre- 
ating vessels of the United States, and to pun- 
ish officers of the government who carelessly or 

corruptly issue such documents, and also to in- 
quire and report if auy and what legislation is 
needed to euable military, naval, or |consular 
officers of this’government to seize on the high 
seas or in foreign ports vessels iiiegally assum- 

ing the American national character and to 
send them withiu the judicial district for adju- 
dication. 

Treasury Balances.

The French Spoliation Bill. 
The French spoliation bill reported favorably Cameron from the Committee on For- 

eign Relations, is the one introduced by Mr. 
oumner on the tiist day of the session. It pro- vides for an adjustment by a board of three 
commissioners, to be appointed by the Presi- 
dent, who shall report to Congress on the valid- 
ity and amount of all claims presented within 
throe years from the time of their first meeting and the awards so made shall be pro rata to au 
amount not to exceed $5,000,000, whenever Con- 
gress shall make an appropriation therefor. No 
claims, however, are to be a<imilted which did 
not accrue prior to July 31,1801. The bill spe- 
cifically excludes all claims embraced in ihe 
treaty with France in April, 1803, and all sncli 
as were allowed in wdiole or in part uuder the 
treaty of Feb. 1810 with Spaiu aud the treaty 
of July 1831 with France.

Mr. Wright introduced a hill aineudatory to 
the Act relating to soldiers and sailors hoine- 
steads. Referred to the Committee on Public 
Lands. 

Mr. Edmunds offered a resolution of inquiry 
whether the treaty of 1805 with the Chippewa 
Indians was still in force,aud what action it any 
had been taken within the last two years, auil 
what claims were still peudiug. Agreed to. 

Mr. McCreery moved that the credentials of 
Hon. Wm. L. McMillan as Senator from Louis- 
iana, he recommitted to the Committee on 

Privileges and Elections. Agreed to. 
The Senate proceeded to consider the resolu- 

tion relutivf to inter State Railroad cheaper 
transportation, etc., and Mr. Morton addressed 
the Senate in favor of the resolution. 

• lie Finance resolution was then taken up, but Mr. Bsyurdjnot being ready to speak, fur- 
ther consideration was postponed uutil to-mor- 
row- 

Mr. Morton said the Constitution gives Con- 
gress power to regulate commerce between the 
Stales aud Supreme Courts had decided this in- 
cluded passengers as well as merchandise. The 
embarrassments arising from the laws of sep- arate States under the old confederation re- 
specting commerce, were the causes of the 
formation of the present government. Tlie 
power lo regulate commerce, includes the pow- 
er to regulate the means with which it is car- 
ried on. Transportation is nart of commerce, and from the beginning Congress has exercised 
power over all navigable rivers that run through 
more than one State. 

Congress lias as much power over railroads as 
slops or steamboats, and he cited several decis- 
i ins in support of this position. The control of 
Congress over intei-State railroads should not 
go beyond such regulations as are for the g.-n- 
era in'erests of commerce aud affect as little 
as possible the exercise by corpor;lions of tlieir 
powers conferred by the State, and the control 
of each State over the railroads within it. This 
powe rs distinct from the taxing power, and 
does not intefere with the right of a State lo 
tax the property of railroad corporations or 
stock holders. The States have also taxel 
steamboats aud ships, thoagh navigation was 
exclusively regulated by Congress. Railroads 
chartered bv States are generally authorized to 
form consolidations or running arrangements with lines in other States, and' take leases in 
distant States and thus become parts of through lines. Some roads before their lease and con- 
nection extend half way across the continent 
and arc under the control of a small board of 
directors in the large cities, chictiy ruled Dy a 
few leading minds, who exercise more real 
power than Governor or President. Railroads 
must accept their franchise? upon condi1 ions 
that if they engage in inter-State commerce, they shall he subject to tlie power vested in 
Cougress before any railroad charter was 
granted. 

There is as much reason and necessity for 
regulating commerce upon inter-State railroads 
as upon navigable waters. He claimed Con- 
gressional legislation would prove necessary to 
prevent possible unfriendly State legislation as 
well as to secure the rights of States. The laws 
of Congress relative to safety of passengers oil 
steamboats should be applied to passengers on 
railroads. In order that tlie interest, safety, comfort and convenience of the people may be 
secured, the power to regulate commerce in- 
cludes the power to regulate the common ear- 
lier and public highway upon which it if trans- 
ported. Railroad companies ale common car- 
riers, and railroads are publia highways. Coin- 
mot: carriers are required to carry for all per- 
sons and at reasonable rates. Is there 
doubt that the Slate in one case, or 
Congress in the other may determine 
what aro reasonable rates. He claimed tlie 
power of railroads to fix rates is but power of 
the Bt-te granted in the charter, but a Statu 
can make no contract with corporations re- 
straining Congress, State frauclii.se must he 
subject to tlie couuition that if railroads engage in inter-State commerce they are liable to Con- 
gressional regulation. It was intended bv the 
framers of the Constitution that we should 
have a common country, and free commerce, 
and that no State lying across the path of com- 
merce, should be permitted to make unjust discriminations against another in auy form. 

Transportation is an essential element of 
commerce, and he cited tlie case of Reading railroad vs, the State of Pennsylvania, to show 
that by the decision of the Supreme Court a 
State tax on freight was unconstitutional. 
States cannot impose burdens on,inter-State 
commer ie, and all regulations of that nature 
must yield to Congressional legislation. 

Mr. S miner’s Civil Rights hill introduced ou 
the first day of the session was taken up.J A long discussion folio ved on the general 
iner ts of the hill and its reference to the Ju- 
dic ary, during which Mr. Morrill of .Maine 
sold ill rcnp.mso to a remark of Mr. Sumner 
that he had voted on all questions of civil 
rights, freedom and emancipation with Mr. 
Sumner and no one was justified in saying that 
lie (Morrill) antedated Mr. Sumner in advocacy of the messures to protect negro rights. The 
only difference as lo this bill was that he 
(Morrill) would do this according to the con- 
stitution, whereas Mr. Sunnier would do it 
anyhow. 

The joint resolut’-on for the election of Presi- 
dent by the people and abolishing the office of 
Vice President was taken up. 

The resolution was referred to the Election 
Committee. 

The bill introduced enabling Susan B. Au- 
tliony to pay tlie tine impose on her for voting 
was referred to the Judiciary Committee. 

The bill authorizing the organization of Na- 
tional Banks without circulation was theu 
taken up. Mr. Morton offered as an additional 
section his hill authorizing National Banks 
that have reduced their capital stock to with- 
draw a proportion of bonds upon r-tiring tlieir 
owu circulating notes aud depositing lawful 
moil y of the United Stales in the proportion 
provided by law. 

Mr. Sherman said lie was opposed to the pas- 
sage of the bill. He did not think in the pow- 
er of Congress to charter banks in tins way without limitation. 

Mr. Bayard moved to strike out the first ten 
lines of the bill which authorizes organization 
of hanks without circulation upon depositing with the Treasurer of the United States $10,- 000 iu registered bonds, so that the hill would 
only authorize National Bauks already author- 
ized, without circulation to withdraw their 
bonds in excess of 810,000, and also Natioual 
Br.nks to withdraw tlieir bonds on deposit as 
security for their circulating notes in amounts 
of $10,000 upon returning to the Controller of 
the Currency lawful money to be dep sited in 
the Treasury of lue United States for redemp- 
tion of the auiouut of circulating notes of such 
banks equal to amount issued upon such bonds. 
After some discussion, a vote was takeu on the 
amendment of Mr. Bayard and the lact was 
developed that no quorum was present.

A stomach was 
analyzed aud arsenic found therein. 

Desmctive Blood. 

Oswkoo, Jan. 27.—A despatch from Fulton 
on the Oswego river, says the most extensive 
flood known here for 20 years is now devastat- 
ing the lower portion of the valley, occasioned 
by high water in the river aud the damming 
up of a large quantity of ice on both sides of 
the island channel for about half a mile and all 
west of the canals.
