round, placed the criminal with the pit of
iis stomach on the point, and so transfixed
his bady.  Death must have followed ater no
long iuterval; whereas the impalement of the
later Arabs hy red-hot hooks piercing into the
shoulder must have proved as horrible a mode
of punishment as could be devised. Usually
the Assyrians either decapitated their crim-
inals, or crushed their heads with a mace.
In either case one blow would be enough.
The flaying of the skin is sometimes repre-
sented, but that was probably done upon
those who had already been put to death,
and not on the living body. The Jews were
sivgularly merciful in their methods of exe-
cution, being probably restrained by their
divine religion and law. Their usual mode.

d among

that of stoning, depended entirely upon the
executioners, It might be fearfully barbar-
ous, all the limbs being mangled and ecrushed

before lile was forced out; so it was with St.
Stephen, who offered up more than one prayer
during the process; or insensibility might
quickly stay suflering. Hanging was also un-
known. This was something like crucifixion,
being not the hanging by the neck, but the
criminal was first put o death in some other
way, and it was only his lifeless, body that
was so treated by the way of contumely. This
regulation shows that by bhanging could not
be meant the crueifixion or impalament of
the living body. Burning with Hm was in-
flicted upon the family of Samsouw’s wife by
the Philistines, and Judah ordered it when
he suspected his daughter-in-law. The
danghter of a priest who went astray was
condemned to this death by the law of Moses,
but the execution of Acban and his family
shows what the gunlshment really was. Tke
sufferer was not burnt alive ; he was first ston-
ed, and afterwards his body was exposed to
the fire. Deecapitation seems to have been
practised under the kings. It was the duty
of the captain of the guara to execute great
criminals. So Benaiah was required to do
his work to Adonijah, Joab, and Shimei; so
inlike manner among the Egypllaus,?otip‘:ar.
captain of the %uud, really war chiel of the
slaughterers. This post was one of considera~
ble importanece in those days, as it was also in
France up to the Revolution. It would not
be quite faiz now to compare Potipbar to our
sheriff. Yet in most cases they probaby ap-
pointed a aeputy, just as now the business of
the sheriff' is to execute the sentenceof thelaw
although he usually finds a deputy to do hiy
work for him. 7The Babylonians were natur-
ally more cruel than the Assyrians, probably
owling to the infusion of Cusbite blood into
the composition of their race. Among them
we first hear of the fearful death of burning
aliv>, not only as in the case of the three
children. when the victims were hurled into
the midst of a blazing furnace, which would,
had the fire been allowed its power, bave
brought their lives to a speedy end, Jeremiah
tells us of certain false Fmﬁ ets whom the
king of Babylon roasted in the fire. Another
pew form of execution was first devised by
them. The den of lions into which Daniel
was thrown by the Median viceroy of Cyrus,
was probably inherited from the Babylonians.

The American Desert—Wild Men and
Wild Horses in Western Kansas.

Large numbers of wild horses abound on
the prairies between the Arkansas and Smoky
Hill Rivers. They are of all sizes and col-
ors, and are the wildest of all wild
animals. They usually roam in bands
from six to twepoty, and will run at
sight of a man two miles away. A great
many domestic horses, as well as mules,
which have strayed away flom their owners,
have taken up with the wild ones.

An Industrial Exhibition.

‘The proposition of the Board of Manufae-
turers for an exhibition of the produets of the
various manufacturing interests of Portland,
should meet, not only with universal favor
among our citizens, but should receive the
most prompt and hearty cooperation of all
classes who desire the prosperi.y and growth
of the city. Few people out of the city, have
any idea of the extent and- variety of the
manufactures of Portland ; and it may be safe-
ly predicted that a majority of our own peo-
ple would be happily surprised should they
gee these products displayed under one roof.

The good results which would naturally
follow such an exhibition, if successfully man-
aged, can hardly be overestimated. Organ-
ized as suggested by the Board, it would be a
vast advertisement of the energy, skill, capac-
ity and industry of the city which would ap.
peal to thousands in our State who could not
otherwise be reached. Another good result
sure to follow a successfully managed exhibi-
tion, would be arenewed confidence among
our own people in the present capacity and
tuture prospects of the cily, the value of
which cannot be estimated in mere dollars.
The man who by some successful adventure
or enterprise first learns that he is a power,
is a hundred fold more valuable from the
mere learning the fact.. Whai is true of the
individual holds with greater force in com-
munities. Once let a community settle down
into the belief that its business and industrial
interests are at a stand still, and a fatal pa-
ralysis will touch people, factory and ware-
house. Fortunately there is no such teeling
in Portland. One has to but visit its facto-
ries and ‘warehouses and talk with its active
business men to learn that an unusnal tone
of confidence and courage prevails,. We do
not then, need this industrial exhibition to
satisfy ourselves that we are in good heart,
but to ascertain our importance and to ac-
quaint our neighbors of the fact by a method
which cannot fail to convince them of its ac-
curacy.

More than anything else, Portland needs
to have the manufacturers and merchants
along the lines of the railroads leading to the
interior. and on its steamboat lines become
acqualnted with its business and resources,
and to impress them with the fact that its bus-
iness and trade is_increasing to such an ex-
tent that they cannot do better by going fur-
ther.

In brief there are hundreds of reasons in
favor of an industrial exhibition in May, and
it is a matter of congratulation that the prop-
osition meets with general favor. But to
make it as great a success as it can be made
every citizen must be willing to participate
in it; and the first duty in this direction is
to attend the meeting at City Hall Wednes-
day evening, February 11th; for upon the
spirit and purpose of the initial movement,
depends very largely the success of the most
commendable project which has been sug-

gested for years.

A CcORRESPONDENT of the Bangor Com-
wmercial notices the editorial of the Argus en-
titled: “Is it Nonsense or Wisdom ?”’ which
discussed the question of breaking up the
Democratic party and comes to the conclusion
that it was not a wise thing to do, The
Commercial writer says the rank and file of
the Democracy have a fixed purpose always
to stand by the party'organization.

A BILL was ihtroduced in the Massachu-

Maine Railroads.

Report of the Railroad Commissioncrs,

The Report of the Railroad Commissioners,
Messrs, 8. H. Blake of Bangor, John 12_". An-
derson of Windham, and A. W. Wildes of
Skowhegan, has been sent to the Governor and
contains matters of general interest.
GENERAL CONDITION,

The Commissioners state that in their exam-
ination of the several railroads of Maine the
past year, they have found them to be general-
Iy in a very fair condition, and, measured by
the ordinary standard of this country, under
reasonably good management. In common
with too many other American railroads, there
is thronghout those of Maing, a very unsatis-
factory incompleteness apparent Lo every
thoughtful observer. None are absolutely com-

lete, remark the commissioners; scarcely one
Eas a single department thorough; while al-
mostall have no doubt wasted aud perverted
means enough to have their essential parts in
perfect order and condition. The essential
agencies for thorongh-going railroad traffic are,
first, a track and way of uniform integrity;
second, faithfully (not extravagantly) con-
structed rolling stock; and finally, skilled, de-
voted men, systematically organized and disci-
plined by an efficient executive. The report
speaks of defective management, remarking
that to every passenger it is obvious that rail-
way officials, from the trackman to the execu-
tive, are, as a rule, more or léss faulty in the
full discharge of their duties.

REMARKS ABOUT MANAGEMENT.

In the opinion of the Commissioners, a “rail-
way accident” is a misnomer, as ordinarily ap-
plied. Such events may be traced to a fault or
a crime, and it is submitted that “an investi-
gating committee that does not entirely ex-
hanst every resource attainable or hesitates to
unequivocally establish the misdeed upon some
amenable party, and shows that it fails to es-
teem the public safety as a paramount to every
other consideration, 1s weakly derelict in its
own duty, and should he regarded, and, if prac-
ticable, treated as an accessory after the act it
condones. It is apprehended that the initiato-
ry measures that result in these catastrophes
too often have gheir origin in false notions of
economy on the part of the direction of rail-
roads. To this class of markedly able and
skilled men of business, accustomea to deal
mostly in monetary affairs and to regard the
strictest economy of expenditures as the very
essence of success, the difference in the pur-
chasable rate of materials, manufactures and
men, is apt to have greater weight than their
intrinsic and inbred qualities, 1f the direction
of a railway is actuated by no higher motives
of its responsibility, the wasteful expenditure
of life and treasure in disasters Emwmg out of
such management should teach that this econo-
my of pur is real improvidence; and an in-
dignant people should refuse to accept the plea
of inevitable accident in excuse for its conse-~
quences.”

The Commissioners then'go on to state that
“‘this false economy is quite conspicuous in the
lower grades of the personnel of the service,
and isin this respect a certain and frolific
source of disaster not only to the public but to
the business intercsts and stability of railways.
The deleterious influence of cteap material
here is far more baneful than in & wheel that
smoothly performs its evolations for more than
100,000 miles before it breaks.”

SOURCES OF WASTE.

The Commissioners condemn the extrava-
gant style of cars, and believe that every dollar
of outlay in their cost and finish beyond the
points of safety and comfort is unnecessary,
and in tendency mischievous. *‘Itis gratify-
ing,” they say, ‘‘to perceive a growing condem-
nation of the pondenous [apartment cars that
have been tugged over the roadsof Maine at
such a constant loss to the railroad companies
in the wear and tear their passage effects; un-
necessary, absurdly heavy, and too often offen-
sively conducted by irresponsible servants, for
whose misconduct there is no remedy short cf
the proprietors, who abide in another State,
and to whose sole benefit, pecuniarily, they are
maintained, It is believed that the compara-
tively small portion of the travelling public
who in this State occupy these cars may be
equally well provided for in all respects in cars
constracted for, owned and controlled by, the
railway companies, which might then reap all
the benefits that in any way accrune from the
ase of such cars, and reduce the dead weight
thirty or even forty per cent.

In the adoption of a more simple style and
make of cars it is elg.imaéel‘img:?t a t:i-alt:l ?,fn [t;;
passenger cars may be redu n weight
tons, and in cost $15,000 below those in pres-
ent use, with a positive gain both to the stock-
holcers and to passengers, “Itis estimated,”
says the report, “thatthere are owned by the
rallroad companies m:w:rm‘.i}sago wholly or partl
in Maipe, little less than locomotives, an
rather more than 500 passen T

,000. The simple inter-
est on this sum is $60,000. Now, the average
cost of operating these roads is 70 per cent. of
their gross earnings. Hence they have to earn
£200.000 annually to net the simpie interest on
a needless excuse of expenditure in engines
and cars. Butin the general practice, to meet
the rate of interest actually paid on this sum
of money, the gross earnings annually absorb-
ed would be not less than $300,000. And if the
represantation of chap. 12 of the ‘Great Indus-
w&a of the United States’ is correct, that the
average life of a car is but nine years, and that
of locomotives be the same, then in every de-
cade more than 86,700,000 of these companies’
eminﬁa are foolishly perverted.”

The Commissioners commend the strict en-
forcement of the rigid system of management
adopted by the Grand Trunk Railway Compa-
ny, and also renew the suggestion made in a
former freport, of urging upon railroad mana-
gers a consideration of the value and expedi-
ency of decreeing rewards for extra merit in
the several es of the service, each decree
of merit to have an attached value in money,
as well as its appropriate badge,

CONBOLIDATION.

The Commissioners give their views on the
consolidation of railroads. They recognize
some ground of apprehension that consolida-
tion “‘might concentrate power in more direct
action, and possibiy for a limited period give
to this interest an influence in general affairs
inconsistent with its trne province as a common
carrier of persons and things. But the undue
exercise of this or any authority would be sare
to hasten its own overthrow.” But waiving it

as a political question, the Commissioners re-
mark finally, that “‘a general consolidation of
the several railway companies of a State into
one management would undoubtedly tend to
uniformity of rates, and render an overruling
determination of their iimits more” feasible, at
a time when, if ever, the necessity for such a
protection of the public might become more
apparent.” They are also of the opinion that
“‘any legislation essaying to deal in a specific
manner with rail or car counections, power
brakes, or any other of the minor details of the
service, may seriously disturb the true solution
of questions uuder experimental investigation
by every important railroad company in the
country.”

PORTLAND AND OBFORD RAILROTD.

It mey require further legisla-
tion;to make the forfeiture practically effective.
The Commissioners say that it is due to the
officials of the road to state that they havesal-
ways expressed a desire to have it repaired and
Eut in good condition, but they seem mnot to
ave the necessary funds.
BOSTON AND MAINE RAILROAD.

Since the date of the last annual report the
extension of this road has been completed to
Portland, 44 miles in Maine. The Commis-
sioness speak in the highest terms of the man-
ner in whieh this extension “has been constret-
ed. The amountexpended upon the extension
up to September 30, 1873, was $4,941,322.66.—

Freight
and travel have largely increased. When the
Piscataquis road is extended to reach Canadian
travel and traffic, as is said to be in early con
templation, and the Riviere du Loup when
opened as far as Tobique, if no farther, already
completed to Woodstock. and already making
its contributions to the consolidated European
and North American sensibly felt, will, more
than any individual enterprises, swell the vol-
ame of business upon the main line.

The Eurcpean and North American Railway
Company still retains the lands donated to it
by the State, be‘ng about 700,000 acres. The
road ciaims abont 260,000 acres more, which the
Btate land agent thinks it is not entitled to un-
der the legislative resolve of March ‘% 1868,

The bonded indebtedness of %rvo Jan. 20,
1869, is $1,000,000 from Banger inn; March
1, 1@, $2,000,000 from Bzm?rto Vanceboro';
$2,000,000 debentures from
John; $822,000 from Bangor to Guilford on the
Piscataquis road. The $2,000,000 of March 1,
1869, are secured by mortgage upon the lands
donated by the State,

The earaings of the consolidated Euvrop an
and North American were in 1872 fabout $536,-
000; in 1873 about $652,000; estimating a por-
tion of December—increase $116,000.

GRAND TRUNK RAILROAD,

The Commissiouers have been unable to get
the important business statistics of the road,
which is reported in good coudition, great im-
provements having been made during the last
two or thres years, and greater omes are pro-
posed during the coming summer. The gauge
of the Canadian portion of the road has been

bilities are more than balanced by bills, re-
ceivable an1 cash on hand.

PORTSMOUTH, GREAT FALLS AND CONWAY.
This road is also controlled by the Eastern,
and its length of track in Maine is 4§ miles.
8T. CROIX AND PENOBSCOT RAILROAD.
The track of this road is in fair condition,
but peeds gravel and new ties, which deficien-
ces are being supplied. An effort is making to
extend the road to Grand Lake stream, or to a
connection with the Euaropean and North
American road.  The principal business of the
road is in ftransporting manufactured lumber

from Barhagto tide water at Calais. No re-
port of the finances of the road has been made,

ACCIDENTS,
The Commissioners say that fewer accidents
than usual have occurred the past year, and

the roads have been man: with considera-
ble care for the safety and lives of passengers.

BUGGESTIONS TO THE LEGISLATURE.

In conclusion the Commissjoners feel them-
selves to be justified in rendering an opinion
that our Maine railroads,taken asa whole, will
compare favorably with those of any other New
England State, '

Applicatiions upon matters that expe-
rie and practical men might settle as well,
with an advantage of more leisure to attend to
them, and which now take up much of the

time of the Legislature, are sometimes pressed
upon members with an unpleasant importunity.

THE ALABAMA AWARDS,
The Committee on the Judiciary, to-day,
had before them the question of the Alabama
claims, Mr., Dudley Field addressed the com-
mittee in behalf of the Columbian Insurance
Compsany, which failed on the 22d of January,
1866, owing debts of a very large amount, and
having means to pay butasmall amount of
the indebtedness. The principal asset, and
one that was then most relied on, was the
Alabama claims. The company had paid
away to insurers, under war risks, a very large
sum of money for losses arising directly from
acts of vessels hostile to the United States
during thbe late war. Thissum, abous $632,-
000, was due to the acts of the Alalawa,
Florida and Shenandoah, the three vessels
which were selected by the Geneva tribunal

as being those for whose ravages indemnity
should be paid. The amount upon these three
vessels alone, including interest, wenld there-
fore amount, at present, to a sum which
may be stated at $1,000.000. Mr. Brainard
of New York argued in favor of in-
cluding losses by the Shenandoah before
the period fixed by the Geneva arbitration.
William M. Evarts argued in favor of including
in the distribution of the award the rights of
insurers who have paid their losses. -He occu-
ed an hour. The committee adjourned till
Eri(lay, to give him an opportunity to conclude
his remarks. Mr. Evarts, in the course of his
argument, reviewed the proceedings before the
general tribunal, showing exactly what classes
of claims were and what were not considered
by it, and was listened to with marked atten-
tion by the committee, from the fact that he
had been one of the counsel for the Govern-
ment at Geneva, and his personal knowledge
of the del’berations of that body threw much
light upon the points used in his argument.

PLANS FOR A NATIONAL BOARD OF HEALTH.

There are two schemes before Congress pro-
viding for the organization of a National Board
of Health. One provides for the creation of a
new Burean composed of the Surzeon Generals
of the Army and Navy, and the Supervising
Surgeon of marine hospitals, It is urged

against this bill that it creates an additional
burean and would inevitably greatly increase
the expenditures. Another plan l-nmvides that
the Secretary of the Treasury shall have charge
of the matte, inasmuch as it is especially re-
lated to commerce, and he can attach the pro-
posed machinery to auny of the existing bureaus
of his department suitable for that purpose,
without large additional expenditures,

Carrie M. Waite.

The trial of Mrs, Catherine Waite, accused of poly-

gamy, wae called at 230 p.m. The fact that the
trial was to come oft was generally known about
town, and for an hour previous to the going in of
the court every avenue to the court room was crowd-
ed by men and women anxious to learn the facts,.—
The corridors of City Building and the stairways
leading to the rooms above were packed with curious
people.  As soon as ever the doors were opened the
crowd rushed inand filled every ineh of standing
room. Shortly after the defendant, Catherine Waller,
alias Carric M. Kent, allas Carrie M. Waite, was
brought into conrt. She was plainly dressed in a
blue frock, with a red and white plaid shawl twist-
ed about her shoulders, and a black velvet hat with
drooping feather on her head. She wore eye-glasses
(& custom which she has recently adopted) and ap-
peared very composed though deadly pale. After
casting a rapid, sweeping glance ahput the
court room, she took her seat within the bar. The
woman has dark hair and faded Dblue eyes, and a
pleasant face, though the expression upon it is that
of some hunted animal. With her were her husband,
Edward F. Waite, and her father-in-law.

The Jury was impannelled with but little delay:—

had formed an opinion from hearsay, but as he had
not formed any opinion concerning the truth of the
reports which had come to him, was allowed to go on
the panel, The jury is composed mainly of middle
aged men,

At the suggestign of the County Attorney the pris-
oner was now requived to sit outside of the bar, in
view of the jyry. Her counsel objected, unless the
witnesses for the government were first removed
from the court room, alleging that it was improper to
place her in a conspicuous position where she could
be pointed out to children who would bé* required to
testify as to her identity, The County Attorney con-
tended that testimony to her identity could mnot be
given without seeing her and that she might as well
be geen first as last,

The indictment charges that Catharine Waller,
nlias Carrie M. Kent, alias Carrie M. Waite, on the
29th of May, 1862, married Jobn Waller at Pictou,
Nova Scotia, and on the 24th of April, 1873, while her
husband, Waller, was still living, no divorce having
been granted to efthar party, and no separation of
seven years having occurred, she was married in
Portland to Edward F. Waite, felonionsly knowingty
and nnlawfully committing the crime of polygamy.
County Attorney Libby then opened the case for the
government, He expected to prove that the maiden
name of the defendant was Catharine McKenzie;
that in May, 1862, when not mor » than fifteen years of
age, she was married at Pictou to John Waller, a
young farmer, in moderate circumstances and of a
simple nature, that they lived together for seven
years, and during that time two children were born
to them, who were then present in conrt—two boys,
eleven and seven jears old. In 1869 Mrs, Waller
came to the States,for the purpose of going out to ser-
vice and earning money to furnish her house better;
against this plan John Waller remonstrated, but
finally yielded ; coming to Portland, she took first the
name of Kate Waller, sometimes calling herself
Kute Wallace; after a time, she went to Boston, but
subsequently returned, and then took the name of
Carrie M. Kent, and refused to recognize people who
had known her and addressed her as Kate Waller,
or Wallace, but talked of her cousin, Kate Wallace,
who, she sald, died in Portland; of her origin and
early history, she gave different accounts at different
times. Sometimes she had left her home in Nova
Scotia, because her mother wanted her to marry a
Frenchman; sometimes she was an orphan, born in
England, and had come to Truro in Nova Seotia,with
her uncle and an orphan brother ;sometimes her fath-
er was a large manufacturer in Truro, and after his
death her uncle had robbed her of her inheritance;
during all this time, from 1869 till July, 1873, she
eontinned to correspond with John Waller, telling
him where she was and what ghe was doing. In
July, 1873, Jess than three months after her marringe
with Waite, she ostensibly went to visit her uncle in
Truro, passing through Trulo to Pictou, where she
remained four or five days, sleeping with Waller as
his wife, and seen, known and recognized by her for-
mer acquaintsnces there; after her return, a romor
reached John Waller that she had married again,and
pubsequent enquiry led to this trial.

The first witness called by the government, was
John Waller, who is a man 48 years of age, large in
stature, black bhair anda full set of bushy black
whiskers,

He testified that he was marred to that wom-
an(pointing to the respondent) in 1862, at Caribou.
Nova Scotia. Her name was then Catherine Me-
Kenzie, There were nine children. She was not
the youngest. Asfar as Icould learn, she was 16
years and 8 months old. We were married at my
father’s house by Rev. Mr. Hurdman, Preshyte-
rian minister at that place. I am a farmer. We

then went to live in mv home. My first child was

‘born Febraary 16th, 1883. Tue boy was born a -
tle over a year afterward. My wife went away the
16th ot November, 1869. Shke took it into her head
that she would come to the States and earn some
money. Iohbjected toit. She eaid she should be

nea year or a year and a half at the fartherest. g I
Ed then bought some land and farming utensils,
and I was short of money, and we hadn’t all the fur-
nishing that we ruqulmc{ Althongh I objected she
finally went. She came to Portland, and she wrote
to me from time to time. The next I saw of her was
the 4th ef July, 1873, about sundown she came home,
She staid until the 9th of July, when I carried her to
Picton, and she came back. ‘While there, we beth
slept togesher as man and wife, I had an old lady
there keeping house for me, and the other members
of the family were the two childreh. My sister,
Mrs. Holden, who lives in. Boston, was visiting me
at the time» My wite told me she was {running a
sewing machine ﬂere—nt work fora Mr., Lord, an
upholsterer. Sne sald she wanted me to come to
Portlund to live.

The County Attorney then asked the witness to go
close to the respondent, and be sure that he made no
mistake as to the identity, Mr. Waller walked up
to her and after lookihg her full in the face, said
“That is the woman that married e in 1862, the
29th of May, and none other,” Mrs. Waite never
changed color but shrugged her shoulders and
smiled.

The witness then proceeded—I received letters
from her during the time she was here, en she
first came here I wrote to her by the name of Cath-
erine Wellace. She told me before she came away
that she did not want Ipecplc to know she was mar-

Croes- Evamined.—The first part of the cross-ax-
amination related mainly to the early history of the
witness,

Prior to my marriage I had no regalar honse-keep-
er and after I was marrie | I had a very poor one.
She got me to borrow [the money for her to come
away with. I didn't want her to come but gome-
times a man is nuder the control of a jwoman. She
atterwards sent it back to me, Our first child was
born abont nine months after our martiage and the
boy wus born a year and some months after the girl.
Before my wife went wway she was apparently very
fond of her children. [ always supposed my wile
was a virtuons woman but I found out to the con-
trary after she came back last summer. My wife
bas no peculiar marks on her limbs or body that I
know of that I conld identify her by,but that woman
(pointing to respondent) theére is my wife and she
knows it, When she came back last sunoer 1 re-
celved her as wy wife and was glad to see her.

‘hen she came in 1 was at tea, 1 rose to receive her
but I got no greeting but her hand. She then pas-
sed to the little boy and made lamentations and then
to the little girl; then she came f rward to me. I
did not alwogether like her actiovs, She could mot
look me in the facs for she knew what she had doue,
She treated me pretty cool. I didnot consider it a
wife and husband meeting, She did not treat the
children as she (id before she went away., She had
with her two trunks, one larger than the other.
While here in Portland ste had sent home mouney
now and then ; sometimes two dollars and sometimes
as high as five. 1 sent her the pictures of the chil-
dren aboat two years after ehe came away, I first

She
walked down and ofter scrotinizing Mrs, Waite very
closely said, “that is Catherine Waller, my brother's
wife, and Catherine, you know it, and you can’t say
‘n the sight of God, you are not.”)

The cross-examination elicited nothing new, after

. I'ot BriDGE CoMPLETED.—The new tem.
porary bridge on the Eastern Railroad, over
the Saco river, between Sacoand Biddeford,
was finished at midnignt last night, and this
murning the trains will pass over it. It is jast
a week since the covered bridge was burned,
and in the ioterval the temporary bridge has
been built, It has 307 piles, is 600 feet in
length, contaius 150,000 feet of lumber and cost
£6,000. A force of 200 men have been at work
night and day ever since the oldbridge was
burned. The lnumber hasall been sawed and
bLrought to the spot. The whole thing has been
under the supervision of Mr. Ingalls of Salem,
Mass. The trains on the road have not been,
with one exception,delayed over fifteen minutes.
The freght trains have run over the Portland
and Rochester road, and have averaged four
trains each wap a day. The contract for the
new iron bridge has been awarded to
Clark, Reeves & Co., of New York, who have
already commenced work on it. It is o be put
into place about the 10th of March, and will
cost $37,500.

The road has certainly displayed much enter-
prise in the completion of the temporary bridge.
A week to accomplish sucha jobis ashort
time, eonsidering the very unfavorable weather.
Some of the piles had to be driven over sixty
feet, and all the lumber had to be sawed and
brought to the spot. Such celerity and atten-
tion to the wants of the travelling public are
worthy of emulation.
