Inter-State Commerce.

RockLAND, Jan. 27.—Railroad Commis-
sioner Mortland, after speaking of the el-
fect of water competition vpon the rail-
roads in Maine, making any law pre-
venting the roads from competing with
constwise vessels disastrous to the former,
says: “In the West and in some other por-
tions of the United States there may have
been oecasions for the enactment of a law
embraciag all the features and conditions of
the inter-State commerce law, so called, but
it Is exceedingly difficult to enact a law the
operation and provisions of which will apply
equally and fairly in all cur different com-
munities and to all our sestional interests.
I am of the opinion that in Maine, and I
may say in all of the New England States,
there was no such unjust discrimination on
the part of the rallroads In freight and pas-
senger rates as would eall for,the enactinent
of any law on the part of the government to
regulate commerce. 1 believe that the pro-
visions of the fourth und fifth sections of the
act should be repealed, or so amended as to
give railroads in Maine and in New En-
gland an equal chance to compete for the
business of the localities through which they
are constructed, and that our trunk line
in the United States should be placed on an
equal footing with those in Canada.

CLEARING THE TRACKS.

—_—

Armies of Shovellers Digging Out
Stranded Railroad Trains.

Further Reports of the Doings of the
Great Storm. :

Stories of the Hardships Undergone by
Blockaded Travellers,

A Gang of Laborers Run Down by a
Train in Massachusetts.

Maino Central Possengers Shaken Up
in Derailed Cars.

What Mas Been Done in Portland and
the Subarhs.

The sun shone out brightly after the storm
yesterday morning, but the wind had crept
back to its old quarter in the west, and the
mercury had dropped to 4° at 7Ta. m. It was
a decidedly cold day, for the wind blew
briskly after 11a. m., and the highest re-
gistered by the mercury in an Exchange
street thermometer during the day was 10°

The streets presented a lively appearance,
or, to speak more correctly, the thorough-
fares. The city joined hands with the horse
railroad company and greatly gangs of men
were busy at work trying to open the streets
and earry off the huge piles of snow that
reared their heads, in some cases, ten to
twelye feet high. People were also busily
engaged trying to get their sidewalks clear.

In conversation with Street Commissioner
Staples, yesterday, that gentleman sald, “I
consider this storm the worst Portland has
ever experienced to wy knowledge. It is
worse than the great storm that took place
after the fire of 1866, because, not only has
more snow fallen but it has packed inso
hard that when a horse’s hoof goes through
it, over he tumbles. The streets arein the
worst state ever known. I have been up-
able, as yet to do anything towards breaking
out the istreets at the West End, but shall
get to them as soonas I can. I have had to
put sixty men cn to Munjoy Hill, and have
dug out Atlantic and Monument streets,
something never before necessary. In some
other storms we have dug out on Congress
to Burgess, Fobes & Co.’s factory, but this
time I have had to go through to Fore
street. Now is the time for men who want
work to get it. There is no excuse for any
man who can use his arms and legs to say he
can’t do work. 1have got on every manl
ean serape up and could employ many more.”

Just as soon as possible the horse ears will
be running again.

The Deering horse cars were on runners
vesterday, and made hourly trips toand
from the city.

Teams were busily engaged all day yester-
day clearing the railroad track on Commer-
cial street, from the Grand Trunk to the
Maine Central station. Truck teams had
hard work getting along and wholesale busi-
ness was practically at a standstill. The
harbor was eleared of ice by the storm. The
gale of Thursday might had broken up the
masses of ice into bits and they were floated
out to the ocean by the tide. Except under
the lee of the breakwater, where there was a
fringe, no ice counld be seen as far as the eye
could reach. The ferry boat, Cornelia H.
resumed her trips yesterday and Is now run-
ning on time, and the Mary W. Libby is also
running, the Forest Queen having broken

L out the path Thursday night.

The ratlroad men spent alively day, but by
nightfall, their lines had pretty generally
been put in position to allow of the regular
running of trains.
MAINE CENTRAL,

When the snow ceased to fall Thursday
afternoon, the travelling public began to
think there might be a possibility of getting
somewhere; but the hardest work for the
trains stil lay before them. The terrific
gale that has been blowing all along packed
the snow in with tremendous force, and so
long as the wind lasted every train thut
moved only made matters the worse for the
following omes. For, as the heavy plows
were foreed through the drifts, the snow was
pressed on each side into a compact mass, so
much the harder for the next train to push
the snow—which had by this time been
blownjagain into the cut—against.

Train service yesterday was incomplete
confusion. Every engine had to be called
into duty, and hundreds of shovellers em-
ployed. The engines invariably worked in
pairs, end for end, so as to be of most assist
ance to each other. Over 200extramen
were employed by the Maine Central in the
Portland yard, and it is estimated that the
cost to the company for extra service in
handling snow alone, will amount to §5000.

The morning train from Boston, at 1
o’clock of Thursday, reached Portland at 2
o’clock Friday morning, nearly fifteen hours
belind time, having been delayed by a tre-
mendous drift at North Berwick. This
train was imwediately started for Bangor,
and at 9 o'clock yesterday forenoon had
reached Richmond, and at 12 Waterville,
Here it was obliged to coal up, and the
morning train for Bangor overtook and
passed it. It pushed on to East Newport,
where it met with what, in the absence of
snow, would have proved a serious accident.
The train was derailed, three cers being
thrown from the track, and two of these
overturned. Two passengers were hurt, but
not fatally. Here the train which they had
passed at Waterville re-passed them, and ar-
rived in Bangor at 5 o’clock, having used 16
hours in the passage from Portland. The

. The Thursday morning train from Skow-
hegan, Conductor Anderson in clmrﬂgawas
oi;ﬁ?cd to spend the night at Green’s qes,
a few miles east of Lewiston. Everything
that eould be done for the comfort of pas-
sengers was done, Food was brought from
Greene, and with the aid of the Sewall
heater, with which this train is equipped, a
night not altogether unpleasant was spent.
Yesterday morning the train succeeded in
getting fo Lewiston, and arrived here at 6
o'clock, the first train that had passed be-
tween Lewiston and this city since Wednes-
day afternoon. It is reported there were 40
ladies on this train en route to Lewiston to
attend the meeting of the Women’s Relief
Corps. A

Yesterday’s noon train from Bangor, due
at 1o'clock, arrived af 4. :

The lower road is all clear, aud trains are
now able to go by way of that route as usual,
but the back road is still blocked. The Lew-

celled, but otherwise all went as usual, only
trains were late on aceount of having to wait
for the Boston & Maine trains. The Augus-
ta train got in at 2 o’clock p. m.

The blockade is now practically raised, ex-
cept for a short distance on the back youte,
and today trains will probably run very near
ly on time.

What They Will Recommend to Our
Legisiators’ Attention.

The Convention Resolves Against
Strikes, Favoring Arbitration.

WATERVILLE, Jan. 27.—The annual meet-
ing of the Knights of Labor of Maine, in
Waterville, this week, was an important
one for the order. An intelligent delegate to
the convention talked freely to your cor-
respondent today, mentioning some interest-
ing matters in connection with the conven-
tion, He said: “The meeting favored al0-
hour law for all- men, women and children
alike—and the Knights will present a bill to
the next Legislature, the special feature of
which will be ten hours labor for men, to
apply to all industries. The employes from
the saw mills and lumber camps are espec-
fally urgent in their demand for this, and
members of agsemblies from the back dis-
tricts expressed dissatisfaction (because they
were obliged to work 11 hours or more
while the women were limited to 10. I have
no fault to find in this direetion and am
glad the women are favored. Candidates
for the Legislature will be required to en-
dorse this measure and stand by the inter-
ests of labor before we shall give them our
support. We raised an able ‘commitiee of
four to advoeate labor legislature. The dele-
gates were instructed to return to their
locals and make reports. The enforcement
of the enactnent of the last Legislature in
regard to child labor was regarded as Ilax
and a better enforcement was called for.
The conventlon took a very strong position
against strikes, arbitration being favored
where labor difficulties existed. A contribu-
tion of $52 for the benefit of the striking
Pennsylvania miners was raised by the dele-
m‘.l

One of the pleasantest features of the en-
tire meeting was the presentation to Master
Workman Beaton, at its close, of a hand-
some present from the delegates, This same
delegate said that he had personal knowl-
edge that a large majority of the delegates in
attendance were Republicans and they did
not régard the stand which the Master
Workman took in his address as more in op-
position to one political party than another.

The Management of our Maine Fi-
nances.
To the Editor of the Press:

Whilea watchful eye is kept upon congress-
jonal management of the main question
which now interests the nation, the reduc-
tion of the surplus revenue of the general
government, it may be prudent not to be-
come wholly indifferent to the drift of our
own State finances, where a deficit is soon
liable to give us food for reflection. A brief
review of the past twenty years may not be
unprofitable.

In 1869, the $3,500,000 twenty-one years
loan was issued, in accordance with the pop-
ular vote, which assumed the amount of the
war debts of our cities and towns. The re-
lief was wise and timely, although a gross
blunder was committed in failing to give the
State the option of calling in its six per cent
bonds, before the expiration of the twenty-
one years. By this unfortunate oversight,
that State .llllns b’een muleted from 2 to 8 m
cent annually, for man
loss of from izm.ooo to mio%&'"‘ e v

However, careful provision was made for
an adequate ninklnf fund, and If that wise
legislature had not been meddled with, the
entire indebtedness of the State would have
been axﬂnemmd in 1890, only tmﬂu
hence, and Maine would have stood y as
favorably as New York or any other State,

But we .were not content to leave well
enough alone, and In an evil hour the legis-
lature of 1875 struck a fatal blow at the sya-

tem of 1 b: stponing the redemption
of the Bta gcﬁ.tpo'l'ni’: was theael:!ond
great financial mistake.

The scheme was opposed by Judge Webb.
by the writer and others, but it wi‘: carried
through under the specious plea of reduced
t..nﬂun. Nevertheless, even under the
emasculated legislation of 1875, a slow re-
duction of the public debt still went on,
which, had it not again encountered inter-
ference, would have wiped it out about the

year 1905.

But, most unfortunately, as the writer be-
lieves, the late Governor, in his inaugural
add was pleased, three years and a h
before the maturing of the State btonds re-
ferred to, to recommend the issue of nearly
three millions of new bonds, and at the same
time to reduce the State tax one mill on the
dollar. The legislature not only adopted the
recommendation, but extended our State in-
debtedness beyond the lifetime of the present

eneration, and far into the twentieth cen-

ury, by the issue of bonds reaching fort;
years into futurity, and rﬁputinf. e firs
mistake of 1889, by denying the State the op-
tion of calling them in and paying or renew-
ing them at a reduced rate of Interest. This
scheme was p not only bE the Govern-
or, but by the Treasurer, and the Committee
on Finance, but did not pass without protest.

And now the first annual report of the
Treasurer reveals the practical operation of
the third great mistake, as is believed, in the
management of our State finances,

The report admits that although “May 24,
the Treasurer advertised to exchange $2,800,-
000 of the new 3 per cent. bonds for bon
mal‘.milng in 1889, no proposals have been re-
ceived.”

This admission justifies the predietion ven-
tured in opposition to the scheme at the time
that it was broached one year aTo and ?re-
pared for another admission wh ch is its og-
ical sequence.

For the report further confesses that, un-
der the last tinkering of our State finances,
there has been during the year 1887 a net re-
duetlon of the State debt of only $37,970.07.
“This amount,” the report proceeds to say,
“may seem small when compared with the
reduction on 1886, which was $209,112.16,” a
sum nearly slx timmes as great.

The treasurer states the total bonded debt
of Maine rs about four million dollars (83.-
958,000,) and if the mutilated sinking fund
of $949,060.64 1s subtracted, the net bonded
Indebtedness of the State Is a little over
three million dollars ($3, ,36,) At last
year’s rate of dek * -ayment, forty years will

only half pay our State debt; it will require
at least 80 years until 1968 !

rovislon at all toward any payment tow

@ debt, however small. 1 observe an item
for “interest on the public debt §260,000,"
but nothing further.

Is it proposed to abandon even the trivial
pittance of $37,000 for that purpose ?

The last legislature, not only extended our
indebtedness for forty years, and took off a
mill from the State tax, but added largely to
the annual nppn&prinluu bill, in spite of
the opposition and protests of some of the
mt experlenced and sagaclous of its mem-

Perhaps I may not have correctly appre-
hended the report, and ponlb}y there may
be some sufficient explanation of the present
situation apparently disclosed therein: if so,
it is to be hoped that it will be offered. As

No Reference to the Trout of Maine.
[Hartford Courant,]

We have received a large handsomely
printed volume from the government enti-
tled The Fisheries and Fishery Industries of
the United States. It has nearly 800 pages
and weighs several pounds * It gives data as
to the fisheries of this country in the year
1880, and is a part of the Iast census! 1t is a
farce to have such a work come out eight
years behind the facts. To read now how
many nets were used in shad fishing in this
State in 1880 is a waste of time. But if the
thing were thorough it might be of value to
put away for reference as a record of the con-
ditlon of fisheries then. But it isn't thor-
ough. There is no reference to trout in
Maine, beyend a quotation that they were
very abundant there about 1638. The exist-
ence of the Maine lakes and their stores of
trout is not mentioned apparently. There is
no allusion to selmon as ever having been in
the Connecticut river, or as being oeccasion-
ally found h«re now. Black bass are not
mentioned as found in Connecticut, and
“perch’ in the index are a_salt water fish.
“Yellow reruh." by the index,are mentioned
but once in the book and then as not being
found in a Montauk pond! They would seem
therefore only to exist in the “Brook
trout’ t one reference in the index,
and that is to n:’y that the fish are found in
Los Angelos ver, California. *“Trout
brooks™ have but one reference in the index
and that is to say that *“a multitude of
tront brooks” flow into Greenland bay, New
Hampshire. Amrently these are
.l:iri:nt bt?ogu in kllll;:lmcl States. It is a

CANADIAN DISCRIMINATION.

Senator Frye on an International
Question.

When Western Congressmen Reallze
How New Englanders Feel.

Usefulness of the Grand Trunk and
Other Canadian Lines.

WasmNGTON, Jan, 26.—An  Assoclated
Press despatch from Canada, which states
that the Canadian government s diserimi-
nating against the Northern Pacific rallroad,
and that it has refused to allow American
cars to enter Canadian territory over rails
laid down to conneet with the Northern Pa-
cific rafls, attraeted much attention at the
Capitol. This is especially true as to the
members of the commerce commiltees and
of the Inter-State Committee and of the rep-
resentatives from the districts along the
Northwestern border. The recent bonding
of the Canadian Pacific road by the United
States government Is a subject which is under
consideration in two of the committees of
the Senate, and this despatch from Ottawa,
if it shall be authenticated, will doubtless
tend to inerease the interest in the question.

Senator Frye, (chairman of the committee
on commerce, was not surprised that the De-
minlon government had lssued such an or-
der, and was glad to know that the order
was affecting, people in the Northwestern
States, for the reason that the representa-
tives from that section, In consequenece,
would be more aptto understand the feel-
ings of the representatives of New England
in the fishery matters. He thought the con-
gressmen in the Northwest would be indig-
nant at this proceeding, and that some for-

mal demonstration might be expected on ac-
count of ii. He did not think that the ad-
ministration would concern itself in the mat-
ter, for it did pot seem to bep accordance
with the administration policy to place any
restrietions upon the Canadian road. On
the contrary, the bonding of the Canadian
Pacific road by the Treasury Department

was dimtli antagonistic to the interest of

the United States transcontinental roads.
Senator Frye was asked what remedy

could be appl supposing any one desired

to aprl: one to counteract either the bond-
iog of the Canadian Paeific or the recent or-
der of the Dominion government relative to
the entrance of the Northern Pacific ears In-
to Manitoba. He answered that he did not
know, and that he was not eertain that any
remedy could be found. He had written to
several raliroad officials, who had manifest-
ed great interest in the matter, to ascertain
whether they had any definite views to sug-
gestaston r. and he had, as yet, re-
celved no reply which contained any practi-
cal tion. The fact is, that whatever

Concerning Prohibition.
To the Editor of the Press:

In the discussion of the questions growing
out of the efforts to suppress intemperance
it is worth whils to consider what the history
of the past has taught us.

Mr. Woodbury, in view of the failure to
enforee the prohibitory law in such manner
as to stamp out utterly the traffie In liquors,
suggests the re-adoption of the license sys-
tem. That has been tried and has failed,
in precisely the same respect in which it is
now claimed that the prohibitory law bas
falled. Experience has shown that it has
the same defect which the prohibitory law is
alleged to have, besides numerous others pe-
culiar to itself. In my boyhood an attempt
was made in Waterville to enforee the law
under the license system. Some licenses
were taken out In those days, but by far the
greater part of the liquor sellers took out
none. Prosecutions were commenced, and
the most strenuous efforts were made to sup-
press the sale by unlicensed dealers, but the
efforts resulted in disastrous fallure. The
idea that the licensed dealers would join
with the temperance people to enforce the
law proved to be a “delusion and a snare.'

More success was attained under the pro-
bibitory law of 1846, but as prosecutions un-
der that were in the nature of civil setion,
in the name of a private cltizen, and wholly
at private expense, the fight was too unequal
to be long sustained In any community. In
the southerly part of Somerset county, how-
ever, under the lead of Joshua Nye, the law
was enforced sufficiently to diminish the
traflic, but not to suppress it. The material
additions to the law In 1860 gave the means
of a stronger and more vigorous prosecution
of it, which in that seetlon of the State be-
gan to tell visibly upon the traffie.

In 1856, the prohlbitory law was repealed,
and a license law, deewmed nearly perfect,
was adopted. Many dealers took out licenses
but the vast majority did not, and sold with
no futtempt at concealment. That law re-
mained in force two years, but during that
time not a single t&)roucalionjorm viola-
tion of it came under my observation, and I
donbt if there was a single onein the State.
Yet rum was suld npenlf and lmir So
miserably did the license law fail in its ex-
pected effect, that when, two years later, It
was repealed and the prohibitory law enact-
ed, there was scarcely a ripple of opposition.
The question was submitted to the people,
and the change ratified by an overwhelwing
p:iudty. Considering that the license law
nad been made the principal plank In the

Iatform of the Democratic party, and the

tate had been carried upon that iasue, its
fallure must have been manifest, when in
two short years, in spite of its partisan su
port, so few were found who were willing E
oppose its repeal. One objeetion to the sys-
tem, in the minds of the people, was tba{it
gave those able to pay for the license the
monopoly of the busioess; so that the poor,
unlicensed dealer had not only the luppoli
of his customers, but the sympathy of a
lmﬂ'ﬂ part of the community. -
to euact a license law, 1 believe our people
would not be guilty of the folly of repml.ru
the failures of former years.

Now, then the sad truth is that in man
communities, the demand for the sale
liguors Is 50 strong and so great, that men
can make money in the business if they can
evade the law, and the consequence Is that
they take the risk.

Do 1 then hold that the prohibitory law s
useless or a failure? By no means. Butl
do hold that “moruyl suasion” for the people
and “legal suasion” for the rumseller muost

0 hand in hand in order to achieve success.
xperience shows that the latter Is effective
only when sustained and encouraged by the
effect of the former.

And my experience and observation hive-
further taught me that in a
which those who endeavor to orce the
laws have to contend agninst not only the
criminal, but also a larger class whose inter-
ests are identical with those of the eriminal,
and o still Inrger class who sympathize with
him, they can have only a partial suecess,
and the suecess is still less when In addition
to these, friends of the law dovote thelr ef-
forts to advance criticism of the conduct of
officers, The idea that our police foree of the
size it now ls, can attend to their other nee-
essary duties, and enforce the liquor law in
a community having the demand for the sale
of a.&lunr that exists in Portland (ineluding
the demand by persons here only tempora-
rily) is preposterous. The police force must
be largely inereased, or private citizens must
set prosecutions on foot, or we must be con=
tent with the énforcement of the law as it
has averaged for years past.

But there is another, and 1 regard It as the
most effective of all the canses of the inabili=
ty to enforce the law ; and that is the attempt
to preach the law and the enforcement ofit
into partisan pelitics.

It cannot be successfully controverted
that tihe !udgmenl. of men, however hones
Is inseusibly warped by their religious an
political bellefs.  On questions of a politieal
character, in which there is room for doubt,
]ma';as most frequently divide aceording to
thieir pulitical faith ; those on each side are
surprised that those on the other side differ
from them, the same i3 more generally true
of juries. In the early days of the prohibi-
tory law many civil suits grew out of {ts en-
forcement, before the liquor question was
made apolitical one, there was very little
complaint in cases which fell under my ob-
servation, that just verdicts were not ob-
tained. DBut ofter the summer of 1885, when
the question became a political one, it was a
frequent oceurrence In clvil cases of this
character for a jury to divide precisely ae-
cording to the political proclivities of Its
members,

It was hoped, in 1858, when the law was
submitted to the ple, that the question
would be removed from the sphere of partl-
san polities, and that the enemies of intem-
perance would all unite in a common effors to
enforce the law. For n time that hope was
realized. But after a time some good people,
lmpatient because greater pro.ress was nos
made, and others, who thought they saw
chances fer polisical prefurment oot other-
wise obtuinable, onee more attempted to
make It a political question. The natural re-
sult followed ; the ¢nemies of the law ecun-
uinul{ used this movement to divide and dis-
tract its friends, and with such success that
it would seem that only the wilfully blind
could not see it.

Finally, measures were taken to engraft the
system into the constitution, the amendment
was adopted by votes of people who expected
the mensure would remove the question from
polities. But they have been doomed to dls-
appuintment. There i3 the same effort to
make the question a politieal one; there ls
the same use of those making the effort, by
the enemies of the law, as unconscious “‘cat's-
paws,” to attempt to pull political ehestnuts
out of the fire,

The friends of the law are divided and dis-
tracted ; officers charged with its enforce-
ment are hindered and embarrassed in the
discharge of their duty ; and politics lnvade
tie court room aud interfere with the admin-
Istration of justice.

But in this last attempt there i3 an addi-
tional element and o \fl:'!‘ dangerous one.
The movement is avowedly an attempt to
drive the Republican party into the sapport
of all the measures these parties advocate
or else to destroy the party. The effect has
been already to disgust many Republicans,
who have always sustained the law, but have
not been enthusiastic in its support, and to
make them indifferent as to its enforeement.
This “ecoercion poliey”™ never makes con-
verts bat luvariably tends to drive yery
many iuto the ranks of the opposition,

The enemies of the law perfectly under-
stand this, and are skilfully encouraging the
politieal prouibitionists, and using them in
their plan of substantially repealing the
law. I say “substantially repealing” the
law, because while no license law can be
adopted the power of the Legislature over
the penalties is plenary and they may be re-
dueed in a constitutional manper to any ex-
tent. I the enemies of prohibition can sac-

ceed In dividing the friends jof the law and
securing a majority in the Legislature, the
modification of the law will surely follow.
For these reasons | regard the political
probibitionists ns the most dangerous ene-
mles of the prohibitory system—all the more
dangerous becanse they apparently fail to
understund the pecessary consequence of
thelr own ncts. J. H D

Prohibition and License.

Those people who are so fond of telling us
how much license is to be preferred to pro-
hibition and how much more satisfactory
are its results, can find some fogd for re-
flection in what hes jost taken place in
the Massachusetts Legislature. Massachu-
setts for many years past has had a local
ovtion law, under which cities and towns
license or prohibit the liguor traffic, as their
inhabitants deem best. Under this law the
policy of some cities and towns has been to
prohibit rumselling entirely, in others the
traffic has been restricted, or sought to be by
license. The people of Massachusetts have
had the opportunity, therefore, to wateh the
operations of the two methods side by
side. It is fair to presume that the great ma-
jority of them would judge between these
two systems purely on the results they pro-
duced. Of course there are some who would
reject license, even if its resuits were better,
on conscientious grounds, but they are com-
paratively few. Now If licrnse has been
working so admirably in Massachusetts, as
its advocates tell us it will work, and prohi-
bition has been working =o badly as its
opponents assure us it always must work, it
would be reasonable to expect that theten-
tency among Massachusetts people would
be toward the universagl adoption of the for-
mer system. We should expect to find
towns and cities that had started in with
prohibition changing to license, and that
system constantly growing in favor with the
mass of the people.

such Dbeecn the case? The passage of
a resolve by a large majority of the members
of both branches of the Masaachusetts Legis=
lature submitting a constitutional amend-
ment in obedience to the recommendation of
the political party which almost habit-
ually controls the State, does not look like it.
On the contrary it points in precisely
the opposite direction and shows con-
¢lusively that it is not license, but prohibi-
tion which has been increasing in favor. It
will be said that this action wasa politieal
move and that many of the men who voted
for itdid not believe in prohibition. But
that is tantamount to an admission that it is
a popular move, which it would not be un-
le is there were a tendency among.the people
to reject license and substitute throughout
Athe State prohibition in its stead. If license
were generally satisfactory, If It had met the
expectations of the people there would be no
inducement for the politiciansto listen to the
prohibitionists because they would lose more
votes by so doing than they would gain. It
is upon the advancing wave of popular senti-
ment that the politician always seeks to get
and not upon the receding. So thatto say
that the passage of the resolve is the work of
politicians after votes is to admit that prohi-
bition is the advancing wave and license the

CONCERNINC BOOKS.

BY E. CAVAZZA.

April Hopes, the serial contributed to re-
cent numbers of Harper's Magazine by Mr.
W. . Howells, issues in book form and
seems to galn o literary effect and signifi-
cance under the hands of the book-binder.
Regarded as a whole, the novel isa careful
and clever social study; but no one install-
ment seemed strong enough to carry the in-
terest of the reader to meet the next month’s
portion. Looking back to early numbers of
the serial more than one reader will acknowl-
edge to have felt & tense of injury that Mr.
Howells, whose novels itis impossible not
to read, should claim the attention of grown
persons in order to relate the romance of two
commonplace and immature young people.
Nevertheless the “spring of love” of Mr.
Dan Mavering and Miss Alice Pasmer, with
its extraordinary resemblanee to “‘the uncer-
tain glories of an April day,” is noted by the
nevelist with such sensitiveness of the moral’
barometer that the story holds the reader’s
attention with the official authority of a
weather report. Presently it is apparent
that Alice Pasmer 1s a type mew to fiction,
but perhaps not uncommon among daughters
of the Puritans, The workmanship expend-
ed on this character is so nice, so competent,
that one regards the author with admiring
interest, which is denied to the heroine,
Alice Pasmer]is a singularly exact study of a
young girl swayed by inconsequent and fool-
ish impulses under the domination of & mor-
bidly alert and ingeniously mistaken econ-
science, assuming also direction of other
people’s lives with the entire confidence
with which she misguides her own, One
does well te beware of women who prefer
the eaprices of the soul te the caprices of
the heart; the former are unnatural, un-
amiable, and work strange ruin with their
exactions and bigotries. To err is human,
but to err out of the line of one’s nature Is
fnhuman, One’s faults should at least re-
tain the virtue of being *“‘the defects of his
qualities,” Allce Pasmer's failures appear
—if their inconsequent course can be traced
to its springs—from modern self-censclous-
ness and nerves added to the Puritanic be-
lief that whatever is according to nature or
agreeable is wrong, and that conscience is to
speak in season or out of season. This com-
bination perfectly qualifies her to provide
continual and new torments for herself and
all who come near to her. A very useful
polnt is cleverly taken in the contrast of
Alice’s strenuous preference of the letter of
truth to its spirlt, her fierce, unelastic incon-
sistencies with the amiable and healthy na-
ture of Dan, sincere and steady in its main
direction, if ready to slip comfortably around
minor difficulties.

Mrs. Pasmer, Mrs. Brinkley and Miss Cot-
ton are well sketched. The refreshing light-
mindedness of the first, the andacious good
sense of the second, and the awkward rap-
tures of thelast of these ladies are in the
true spirit of comedy. In the New York
girl one is able to welcome the first appear-
ance in a novel by Mr, Howells of a young
woman with sound nerves and a brain ca-
pable of a little accurate thought. Julia An-
derson makes perhaps her mistake like
another; but hers is an honest, unselfish de-
elsion of a problem hardly admitting satis-
factory solution.

The commonplace which must result from
the realization of the April Hopes of Dan
and Alice is hinted at in the closing para-
graph with the clever and just touch of the
realist.

The whimsical fancy presents itself that
April Hopes, this story of modern society in
Eastern Massachusetts, is in some sort s
plea upon the other side of the cause su-
perbly argued by George Eliot in Romola.
It is agreed that Romola was right and Tito
was wrong. But supposing also Tito had
his grievances. The minoerity report is yet
to be presented. To live in a thin irrespira-
ble atmosphere of high and serious ideals,
applied equally to thegreatest and least af-
fairs, would exhaust and confuse the spirit
of most people. One could scarcely take his
innocent pleasure in life as it goes, withan
unindulgent erudite angel like Romola always
at hand for his reproof. 1t does not appear
that Romola ever met Tito on any common
ground of tangible interests, that she sympa-
thized with his elegant tastes or smiled at bis
delicate Greek csprit. And her husband
probably (one always speaks of George Eli-
ot’s personages asif they were to be seen
from all sides, credited with traits undiscov-
ered by their inventor) found himself so ut-
terly reprobate for trifling failures thathis
great refusal seemed but little worse. A
woman, inexpert in the world, is apt
to be very severe in arraignment of those
she loves. Her head accuses in order that
her heart may give a verdiet of in-
nocence. But if the head be stronger
in speech than the heart—my lady puts on
the black cap, and doom is without reprieve.
Romola is ralsed upon so stately a pedestal
that it s easier to consider certain inconven-
ient traits of the woman whose ideals are
unconnected with practical conditions, in
the funny, and partly umrelated, parody
which one ventures to fancy in the ebarac-
ter of Alice Pasmor. Of course Alice is as
much less of an angel than Romola as Dan
is more of a man than Tito ; for shels selfish,
hysterical and vehement as unsteady; and
he would have been incapable of going far
in the direction of his amiable shiftiness.
Yet there is a certain grotesque resemblance
of the situation. Mr. Howells forgot to men-
tion how Aliee, in the alternate hours when
she disnrissed her fears of Dan’s imminent
apotheosis, thought him in danger of becom-
ing just like Tito. We may be sure thatshe
did so ; and that Miss Cotton gave such vague
comfort as she could, while Alice’s fancy
painted herself in alternate rose-color and
black, guardian angel or unworthy worship-
per of the images equally unlike Mr. Dan
Mavering—than whom, by the way, few men
off his age would be more agreeable to meet
at the club.

At all events, Mr, Howells deserves much
eredit for this precise and steady handling of
as unimposingly detestable a little heroine as
ever made the misery of a hero of fietion,
The studles of types are careful and well de-
fined, and the boek Is written with sound
purpose underpropping its light structure.
The hope may, however, be expressed that
Mr. Howells shall presently choose to add a
little more romance to his material, while
retaining his realism of workmanship. One
would not ask too much, not a second “inex-
pressive She,” nota holiday pantomime of
sciepce like King Solomon’s Mines—but
novels of which the plot shall represent as
much incident and drama as might fall to the
lot of persons of a liftle more than average
experience. It may be however, that the
code of the realistic school forbids action or
passion en thie part of its subjects; that Mr.
Howells has put a watchword of his faction
into the mouth of the amateur photographer
at the pienic included among the other cal-
low delusions of April Hopes, when that
artist exclaims: “Confound those fellows,
they moved!” (New York:Harper & Broth-
ers: Portland: Loring, Short & Harmon.)

Lotus and Jewe! is the beautiful name
which Mr. Edwin Arnold has chosen for a
recent volume of verse, mostly suggested by
or translated from Hindoo and Sanskrit
Jegends. Tt would be difficult to determine
whether Mr. Arnold’s art is more & cause or
an effect of the modern fancy for Puddhism
and esoteric research, At all events, heisa

poet; and in his quality a poet actively con-

tributes to the current thought of his times
His simple and noble poem “1He who died at
Azan,” was immediately accepted by erities
and by the public. The Lightof Asls, a
much more extended and ambitions work,
shared the same favor; although it may be
open to the comment that its doctrines are
more or less consciously filtered through a
Christian mind before they are offered as
examples of Buddhist belief. Just now, Mr.
Arnold’s work seems decorative rather than
doctrinal. In the volume of verse collected
under the title of Lotus and Jewel, are
found a variety of subjects and metres
treated fancifully and with extraordinary
knowledge of minute details of Indlan life
and thought. The effect is sometimes bril-
liant; sometimes bizarre and confused, as if
the artist had studied the intricate, alternate-
ly mystic and trivial details of Hindoo lore
until his sense of proportion and of outline
was somewhat bewildered by the images and
fancies that throng into his verse llkea troop
of Indian dancers with color of robes and
flash of jewels-and tinkle of rings. In the
series of verses called A Casket of Gems,
Mr, Arnold displays rapid imagination,
curious learning, and a flexible treatment of
metre, in which he allows phrases to run
from line to line and stanza to stanza with
the freedom of blank verse. . Sometimes the
effect is admirable, occasionally the music
is too abruptly modulated. In an Indian
Temple isa ratherdramatic colloguy between
an Indian priest, a Nautch-girl and an
Enpglishman; but the ‘reader will be apt to
find it a litsle too frankly decorative in its
use of Indian words and ideas, Grishma ls
a brilliant succession of sensuous pictures,
in an exacting metre which Is sometimes
handled with great charm and sometimes
shows the straln of its rhythm and rhyme.
On the whole Mr. Arnold is scarcely at his
best in this volume; has done and can
again do work super to these poems In
which be has sacrificed somethiog of value
for sake of novelty and emphasis. (Boston:
Roberts Brothers; Portland: Loring, Short
& Harmon.)

The Poems of the late Dayid Atweod Was-
son are published according to his expressed
desire, and will be welcomed by a choice
group of readers. The superb courage and
mounting hopefulness of his spirit which
only gamed swiftness and sight from his
bedily infirmity and blindness, sound tri-
umphantly in his verse. Thetechnical merit
and poetic quality of his werk varied; per-
haps modern theology and philosophy, how-
ever sound and liberal, do not lend them-
selves so freely to art as do the pictorial be-
liefs of the past. Yet in the long poems,
such as the Babes of God and The Confession,
beautiful expressions and figures frequently
vary the somewhat heavy and elaborate
design. The soliloguy of Orpheus, after the
second loss of Eurydice, is anything but
Greek, although stately and balanced. It
contains striking and noble images, but they
are, for the most, of modern meditative tone.
Mr, Wasson wasa noble thinker; but his
verse moves most freely in dramatic and
lIyrle vein. Scipio to the Senate is gener-
ously imagined. The little dialogue between
the ghosts of Addisom and Carlyle glves pre-
cisely the clue to the technical famlta of the
poetry of Mr. Wasson—aiming at compact-
ness and point, he adopted and coined words
quite foreign to the spirit of poetry as well
as of the English languege. At the same
time, rare virtie in a transcendental writer,
his meaning Is mnever unintelligible. The
Sanded Floor, The Rival Preacher, The
Bride are genuine and natural drama; and
Shireen is deliciously tuneful. The Sonnets
are modelled rather after the English than
the Italian classics; containing occasional
fine lines, they lack ease and movement. In
the rapturous Joy Month and All's Well, the
poet’s voice and fesling are at their height
of optimism. (Boston: Lee & Shepard;
Portland: Loring, Short & Harmon.)

The Autobiography and Reminiscences of
Mr. W. P. Frith, of the Royal Academy of
London, will be found pleasant and varled
reading. In his long and successfnl career
Mr. Frith has met many persons worth
knowing, and under conditions favorabls to
observation. He sees keenly and geod-
naturedly, and his gossip is of an agreeable
sort which harms no one. Hisstyleis wholly
without pretension; easy and ready of
words, he tells agreat deal thatis worth
knowing; and incidentally makes many sen-
sible and authoritative remarks onart and
its requirements. It would be fmpossible in
the limits of a brief review to give even the
names of the eminent or original people of
whom Mr. Frith has something to say: but
the reader of these reminiscences will find
great store of entertainment in the Academi-
cian’s frank and unaffected record. (New
York: Harper & Brothers; Portland: Lor-
ing, Short & Harmon.)

The Eclipse of the Noon.

The moon will be totally eclipsed this
evening; and again July 22d; both eclipses
being visible in America, Europe and Afriea.
The eclipses of the sun, the present year, are
visible only in nearly polar regions.

An eclipse of the sun gives us all a chance
to test the accuracy of the predicted times:
since it is easy to see the solid moon enter or
leave the face of the solid sun. But in an

" eclipse of the moon, it is hard for us to say,

from observation, when she enters or leaves
the all-defined, hazy outline of the earth’s
shadow. For this reason, eclipses of the
moon have had, forastronomy, less interest
than eclipses of the sun. Now, however,
physies have extended their domain, out to
the heavenly bedies. The present secretary
of the Smithsonian Institution has added a
marvellous instrument, his bolometer, to the
spectroscope and polariscope. By these in-
struments it is hoped that eclipses of the
moon ean be brought on the witness stand,
and be made to testify on several exceedingly
interesting questions, concerning our own
atmosphere and concerning the moon’s con-
dition. The source of the deep coppery, or
blood red, color of the moon, even in the
middle of a total eclipse, may now be inves-
tigated with a chance of success.

The shadow of the earth, properly speak-
ing, is the space in which the earth wounld
hide all the sun. Around this is a space of
fainter shadow, penumbra, in which only
part of the sun would be hidden. At the
distance of the moon, the earth’s shadow is
about twice the breadth of the moon; and
the penumbra around the shadow is the
same ; making a circle of a little more than
six times the diameter of the moon, within
which some part of the sun's light is cut off.
This shadow is of course opposite the sun,
and so moves eastward among the stars, fin-
ishing its cireuit once a year. The moon
goes past it, of course, at every full moon;

but usually dodges the shadow; and very
frequently even the penumbra. But twice
this {:;r she proposes not to d“ﬁ,’ it, but to
dive in and through; almost rouxl? the
centre. Tonight she enters the penumbra at
3.87, and the shadow at 4.30; but this is be-
fore she has risen o us, After she rises she

goes deeper into the shadow, until 5.31,
when she will be totally lmmer&ed. She re-
mains in total eclipse until 7.08, when she

begins to pass out. At8.10she has left the
shadow ; and at 9.12 the penumbra, and is
full moon, in full splendor.

But, as we have said, these are theoreti-
cal times ; they could be verified only by an
observer on the moon; to us sublunary crea-
tures there will be no nee the
moon's appearance at 8.05 and at 8.15. The-
oretically the total eclipse will last 1 hour 38
minutes, but no observer could suy whether
the totality exceeds the hour by 80 or 45
minutes,

Reception to Rev. Mr. Stackpole.

Rev. E. B. Stackpole, who has recently
been appointed a missionary to Italy by
Bishop C. D. Foss, was tendered a farewell
reception by the M. E. church at Lisbon,
Wednesday evening. He was pastor of this
chureh in 1879 and 1880. The present church
edifice was built during his pastorate, and a
deep and abiding work of grace was wrought
in the hearts of his people. Since his re-
moval to other charges, he has repeatedly
assisted the pastors at Lisbon in revival
work, especially the present pastor, Rev, T.
S. Record, so that the attachment between
this people and himself has been steadily
strengthened. A purse of §40 was present-
ed to Mr. Stackpole by the people present, as
a substantial evidence of their esteem and
love. The people from Lisbon Falls pre-
sented him an antograph album, in which
the names of the church members were
written. A bountiful collation was served
in the vestry of the church at the close of
the reception.

A Veteran Engineer.
[Fairfield Journal.]

The notice of the Journal last week of the
death of one of the oldest employes of the
Maine Central recalls the fact that there are
several survivors of the first crews that ran
the trains over what is now the Maine Cen-
tral railrond.

As soon as he learned the
road he was given a train, C. M, Barrel, now
living at Waterville, was his conductor, and
Condauctor Bodge was baggage master.
