From ail Address delivered by l>r. Byron I>. 
Halstead. before (lie American Agricultural 
Associating at New y ark. 
Most of our weeds, like our vermin, are 

foreigners. They lind an easy living in 
their new home, where the soil is rich 
and the competition not so great as in 
the closely occupied fields of the Old 
W orld. The native weeds are sliy and 
harmless in comparison with the persist- 
cut and pugnacious ones that have, like 
lagahonds, emigrated to our shores. 
W hy should it he that plants of another 
country not only find their way here, 
fat. alter arriving, assert themselves 
with e. vigor far surpassing our native 
herbs' Or. Asa dray, in writing upon 
this point, says, “As the district here in 
which the weeds of the Old World pre-

'ate o| everv plant; and it is here that 

tin* work of exterminating weeds must 
begin. This may lie done by lirst, sow- 
ing oi. weed seeds, and. secondly, by let- 
iing no weeds sow their own seeds. Some 
oi tin- perennial weeds propagate liv other 
means than theirseeds, and such if already 
in tin ground will need other treatment. 
I in- sowing oi no weed seeds means sim- 
ply perl 'Ctiy pure seeds of all cultivated 
plant. Such seeds are rare. i)r. I.eDoux 
has shown in a lecture before this associ- 
ation. two yeat ■ ago, that the extensive 
examinations of commercial seeds at the 
Dorman experimental stations teach that 
the average per cent, of pure seeds is not 
far from oh. for example, Prof. Kuolihe 
tound a sample of orchard grass contain- 
ing seeds of no h than 15 other plants. 
\ pound of clovci seed of average purity 

contained I 1,4tHi toreign seeds, and among 
them I I peeies of weeds were represent- 
ed. Smving land with such a mixture 
moans more than a simple seeding down 
to clo\ er. This matter rests very largely 
with those who grow the seeds. If they 
raise only pure seeds there will be no 
further difficulty here. If the seed men in 
selling timothy, blue grass or clover seed, 
send out only that one kind, true to the 
bill, their skirts are clear. If the farmer 
laises his own seed, and knows it is foul, 
he cannot go to his house justified after 
sowing such a mixture on his cultivated 
field. Seeds are small, and especially so 
are those of many weeds: they are diffi- 
cult to detect, and on this account much 
in seed liuy ing, on tile part of the farmer, 
must lie done on faith. A hand lens will 
help greatly in many eases, provided the 
w eed seeds thus magnified are recognized. 
Plight here the wall maps may lend a help- 
ing hand by giving an enlarged v iew of 
the seeds. The opportunity for deception 
in seeds, intended or otherwise, is so great 
that commercial seedsmen and seed 
growers may well lie watched and their 
goods tested by persons who are experts, 
inui*h in the same way that manufacturers 
and sellers in commercial fertilizers are 
held in check. Seed testing should be- 
come one of the important labors of the 
v arious experimental stations. 

It cannot lie hoped that ail weed seeds 
will be killed; in fact, much of the soil of 
every country long devoted to agricult- 
ure is already well stocked with them. 
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The plow that turns under one crop of 
seeds brings another to the surface, so 
that there is a constant supply'. The next 
thing to the killing of a weed seed is the 
destruction of the young plant which 
grows from it. The earlier in life a weed 
is destroyed the easier, and the smaller 
the damage it will have done. There is 
no royal road to weed killing. There is 
no panacea for weeds nothing that can 
he put on a held to kill them, unless it be 
the full and proper application of that 
which for the lack of a better and neater 
name, is called “elbow grease." 'This 
will not only kill the weeds hut also im- 
prove the cultivated crops. 

I'Kit 11l.i/.EHs i'oi; Hoi se I*j.ants. 
When a plant is in a laid condition, it is 
a mistake to apply a stimulating feiitiiiz- 
er. The causes of ill health are many, 
hut the most general one with those who 
have had no experience in the care of 
plants is, o\erwatering. Plants, to live, 
must have water, therefore the more 
water the better, seems to be the reason- 
ing, and the consequence is starved, 
nearly lcalless sticks in pots of mud. In 
the majority of cases withholding the 
water is one of the things needed, and 
with invalids, a stimulating fertilizer is 
the one tiling of all others, not needed. 
Whet! plants are in a flourishing con- 
dition and making growth, then fertiliz- 
ers may be useful, especially if the soil 
in the pots were originally rather poor. 
Any of the fertilizers used in the garden 
vould answer for plants in the house, 
were it not m iv.-sury to avoid unpleasant 

uni to consult neatness ami case 
of appli* aiou For hard-wooded, slow- 
growing plants, very line bone Ilnur of 
bom .-old bv seedsmen for the purpose, 
is perhaps tlie best: a few tnbiespoon- 
fuls being forked into the soil of the pot. 
For soft-wooded, quick growers, a liquid 
fertilizer may be used. This may be 
guano, a teaspnonful to a gallon of wa- 
ter: soot, two tablespoonfuls to a gal- 
lon, or the water of ammonia (liquid 
hartshorn) of the drug stores, an ounce 
to the gallon. Water the plants with 
niter of these, instead of clear water, 

mice or tw ice a week, as the condition of 
the plant requites. No invariable rule 
can be given.

We 
ate tiled of hearing it said that genius 
is only great patience : we all try to lind 
the royal load to learning, and when we 
make sure that no guide-post points that 
way most of us turn hack, not being 
willing to go vv 'tli painful steps over the 
rough mountain path which is the only- 
king's highway to wisdom. We forget 
what outlooks there will he, or vvliat 
trcasun-s lie hhldcn in the rocks. If it 
had been a smooth, straight turnpike, 
and a short one at that, we would have 
followed it. More of us would he rich 
and great if it were easier work to be- 
come so. 

Wc look at the results of our neigh- 
bor's toil and envy him his good luck, 
often without a thought of the long, 
laird years which had to he lived through 
before he came to the place where he 
could do a good thing easily, and get 
gn at pay for it. Wc notice these effects: 
wc do not think of the causes: we talk 
about them as if all the work that be- 
longs to them had been done in the day 
they were finished. 

Some people have quicker wits than 
others, and seize and hold the oppor- 
tunities of life with sure and steady 
hands, while others, more from indolence 
than lack of capacity, let the chances 
for bettering themselves go l>y untouched. 
1 believe that God gives us more power 
than we ever use, and puts tools enough 
in our way; to every man He gives the 
chance of growth and improvement: but 
we willfully stand idle, and fret because 
our lives do not suit us. There is u 

great dilfercnce in the constitution of 
our characters—some men's are weak, 
and others' are strong. Hut it is no use 
to call one event of life good luck and 
another had luck. God sends us the 
events of every day, and it is we our- 
selves who make them bad or good, ac- 

cording to the way we take them. 
A sum of money may be shared by 

two people, and one may he ruined by it 
and the other lifted and helped in every 
way by its honorable use—one might 
multiply illustrations of this kind for- 
ever! A sorrow is sent to a household, 
and one man is made hard and bitter 
and unkind, while another’s face shines 
like an angel’s already with tlie light of 
Heaven that inis broken through the 
same sorrow’s cloud. To each of us 
in his lot and place in life God gives all 
of Himself that we will take; and to 
each of us He gives this world’s good 
fortune for which all work and toil—if 
we work and toil intelligently and reason- 

ably. There are fewer gifts and graces 
of existence impossible to us than we 
think. And if we are called away from 
this world to the next, while our plans and 
purposes are yet unfulfilled, I am ready 

to believe that for ourselves in the future 
there will be satisfaction; and, if our 
chosen work was worth doing, the peo- 
ple we leave behind are also the better 
for it. 

To he rich is possible, to he wise is 
possible, to he good -of that we are 

certain; it is the only thing in life for 
which we may try without any fear of 
failure. The work must he done and 
the steps taken patiently m that quest; 
it is more short-sighted to envy a person 
his goodness, and his good luck in being 
a charming and helpful companion, than 
to form such a judgment of any other 
success of his life. Some human beings 
are willing to take pains to he and do 
their best; the unsatisfied and disap- 
pointed souls are those who are unwilling 
and who excuse themselves for their 
laziness and lack of purpose, even for 
their undeveloped spiritual gifts, by say- 
ing that they have had had luck. A 
wise preacher has said that prayer is 
not a conquering of (bid's unwillingness, 
and if we stop to think we shall he sure 

that worldly success, also, oftenest comes 

by right, not by favor. It is by learning 
the laws of both the higher and lower 
lives, and patiently keeping and follow- 
ing them, working with them and not 
against them, that we shall avoid fuiliin 
and misfortune, and cease to depend 
upon the stray and unexpected blessings 
which men imagine to be like the wild 
birds in the air which may lly to us of 
their own accord. 

»ne man may find a diamond in the 
dust at his feet when he was not looking 
for it, hut many men must have seen it 
too and passed it by before he had Mio 
wit to notice it and interest enough to 
pick it up. All the old superstitions 
about finding four-leaved clovers, and 
“lucky” things of that sort, simply mean 
that a man who is persistent and patient 
in his search for one uncommon and elu- 
sive thing is a]it to have a quickness of 
sight and a power of application which 
will serve him in good stead in better 
pursuits. 

In some persons' lives misery and dis 
appointment sucei ed each other: hut I 
believe that God never repeats his les- 
sons after they are once learned by us. 
and nothing can he what we call bad luck 
for us unless we make it so onrse'ves. li 
takes both storm and sunshine to make 
us glow in grace, and who can say that 
either is a mistake. The events of our 
lives which are not of out planning or 

provision me still somewhat under our 

control, since in any school wo are set 
those lessons for which wo ha\ e fitted our- 
selves. God’s ordering of circumstances 
is related to our need and capacity. It 
is these so-called accidents of life which 
we find hardest to manage and to under- 
stand : hut they none the less belong to 
us and grow out of our conscious choice 
and management. It is God working 
with us and not against us 

We envy a “luckv" man v.hose plans 
prosper, and whom the e\ cuts of life seem 
to favor and not to baffle: hut it is w ell 
to notice whether lie lias not w orked hard 
to bring his luck to his hands, and w lietli 
or in the midst of li is i idles and powci lu 
is realh rich and strong. I believe that 
the lives we envy most for thcii pros- 
perity. often hide from the world's sight 
a weight of care and a burden of hard 
work that would make an increasing 
cause of complaint >o a man w ho had not 
learned to be self-reliant and cheerful, 
(bid helps those who help themselves : it 
would he well if we remembered that say- 
ing a great deal oftener than we do. It 
is the keeping of the laws t (led. both 
in spiritual and material things, that 
makes us successful, respect a hie and lion 
orable citizens of God's kingdom in this 
world and the next. | The (’ongregation 
alist. 

A Sea Captain's Strange Story. 

ItIKI.i: W.lllMMS IIN IH K lllll.lM \ HANKS. 

At ;i meeting cl religious retbnuei s held 
iii the house of Mr. William II. Hanks, 
Hast Boston, a lew evenings since. ( a}>- 
tain C. I'. Drisko, who is wi ll known as 
an able and experienced shipmaster, 
spoke in substance as follows: 

In the winter of I S(;."» l commanded I lie 
ship Harry Booth, hound from New York 
for Dry Tortugas, with a cargo of got em- 
inent stores an <1 vtitu mechanics and labor- 
ers to he employed on the fort ideations 
then in the course of construction. When 
tile ship reached the vicinity of Abaco 
the w ind blew a tierce norther, with heavy 
rain: the sun had gone down, and the 
weather soon became quite dark. I'o 
haul oil was impossible, the wind blew 
too fresh to carry sail, and the only ra- 
tional course left was to incur the risk of 
crossing tile Bahama hanks. The ship 
drew I I feet, and I could not expect that 
there was much more than 15 feet of w at- 
er on some parts of the hanks. \ foot is 
very little to spare under a ship's keel; 
but I resolved to take the chance, and ac- 

cordingly squared away, that is. put Un- 
ship before the wind, and took my de 
parture from Berry Island. Having seen 

everything in order on deck, 1 left the 
chief mate, Mr. Peterson, a careful and 
trustworthy officer, in charge, and went 
below for a little rest. 

At 10.50 o’clock I heard a voice, clear 
and distinct, say: “(to on deck and 
anchor!” “Who are youI demanded, 
and sprang on deck, Ibr ! was not a man 
to take orders from any one. 1 found 
the ship going along her true course, and 
everything as 1 could wish. I questioned 
Mr. Peterson if he had seen any person 
enter the cabin, but neither he nor the 
man at the wheel had either seen m 
heard any one. 

Thinking it might have been hallucin- 
ation 1 went below again: about 11.511 a 

man with a gray great coat and slouched 
hat entered the cabin, and, looking me 

straight in the face, commanded me to go 
on deck and anchor. He left the cabin 
deliberately. I heard his heavy tread as 
he passed before me. < ip.ee more I sprang 
on deck and found the ship all tight. 
Sure of my course 1 was not disposed ev en 
with this second warning to obey any 
man or anything else no matter what ap- 
pearance it might put on. 

Again I went below but not to sleep, 
for 1 bad every tiling on ready I'm a spring 
on deck. At It!.511 a. m. the same man 
entered the cabin and more imperiously 
than before said: “(toon deck and anch- 
or!” I recognized at a glance that the 
speaker was my old friend, Captain John 
Bartini, with whom 1 had sailed when a 

boy, and who treated me with great kind 
ness. 

I sprang on deck, rounded the ship to, 
and anchored her with 51) fathoms of 
chain. All hands were called and the sails 
furled. Shortly alterward I felt the ship 
touch, but neither the mate nor any one 
else noticed it. A few minutes inter, 
however, alt hands felt it. I threw the 
lead first from one side then from the 
other, and found 5 fathoms (MO feet) of 
water. I was perplexed, and asked my- 
self what it could mean, when the same 
voice sang out “Throw the lead over 
the stern!'’ I did so, and to my dismay 
found only 1M! feet. (The ship drew I 1 
feet.) 1 immediately set the inizzen top- 
sail and spanker and hacked her clear of 
the reef, against which she sheered every 
time she brought a strain upon her chain. 
The danger was past: the ship rode clear 
of the reef, and sustained but little dam- 
age where she struck. A ship which 
spoke me in the early part of the evening, 
and whose captain was not, familiar with 
the Bahamas, said that he would follow 
me, and lor this purpose 1 hung a light 
overmy stern. Watching my movements 
closely, lie rounded to almost as soon as 1 
did anti thereby saved his vessel. No 
doubt the norther had shallowed the wat- 
er on the banks, and if we had continued 

in our course we both might have been 
w recked. 

Will those who assume that the spirits 
of our departed friends do not take an 
interest in its please explain ? What 1 
have stated is true. It was the spirit of 
a departed friend, Captain John Barton, 
well known as one of the best shipmas- 
ters in the country, lie commanded, 
among others, the ships Talleyrand and 
Superior, and was esteemed by all who 
ever knew him. My voyage in the Harry 
Booth was entirely successful. 

A Man Who Saw a Mule Die.

Collision at Sea. 

Sunday morning, .May I* 1st. about I t 
o'clock, when lilt; ship Harvey Mills, of 
I liomasion. Me tlien Imnnd I'm New 
Vm k. was onl\ .'til miles out of Liverpool 
and about bit miles southward of Cape 
Clear, without the slightest warning it 
collided with liritisli hark Ktta, with a 
teiiilic etash. the concussion being so 

great that everybody on hoard supposed 
for the moment that a hurricane had 
struck the ship. Instantly there was a 

deafening era-di. and before the men on 
either vessel had a chance to know what 
the cause was, the heavy iron foremasts 

f the Ktta. together with everything at- 
tached thereto, struck the dock, smash 
ing everything in its way, tearing the 
woodwork like so much tissue paper, 
knocking large holes in the planking, and 
causing such other irreparable damage 
that the Ktta soon after went down, 
nothing whatever being saved from her 
hut a few clfeets of little value belonging 
to her captain and crew, who managed 
to sa v e themselves after the most hazard- 
ous experiences. 

The Harvey Mills was struck on the 
stern with the strength of a battering 
lam, carrying away her jibboom, bend- 
ing Iter planking, and opening her seams 
so badly that she was only saved from 
sinking by incessant work at the pumps 
for days and nights in succession, her 
own crew being relieved at interv als by 
men from the sunken barque, tile water 
all the. time gaining upon them. After 
the most exhausting labors by all on 

hoard, the ship was finally worked into 
Crookhaven, where the services ol thirty 
men were required to assi.-t in keeping 
her alloat. Here a telegram was sent to 
(Queenstown for towboats to take the ship 
to Cork, at which port site arrived May 
'.’.".tli, the men, nearly exhausted, never 

leaving the pumps from the time of the 
collision. The Ham v Mills will repair 
at Cot k probably.

Suudax is a poor dax in port, as no 
w *rk can b< -done in loading the vessel; if tin 
cargo is all in on a Thursday, the ship will in 
detained a day on some pretext or oilier, in or- 
der to av oid sailing on the dreaded Frida \. The 
following Sunday is employed in cleaning lip the 
decks, and the erexv take an account of stock.a> 
they did on our tirst Sunday. All performed 
unusual ablutions, and most of them dress- 
ed for the 'lax and idled about in the sim. sleep- 
ing, mending their clothes, or chatting in the d< 
suitory manner in which a score or two of peo- 
ple who have never known each other lie tore 
gradually find their affinities, and adjust them- 
selves to the little world in which they are to 
live together for a few months. The reckless, 
thriftless character of the sailor is the natural 
result <*t the life to which he i" doomed, (ioing 
to sea before he has the remotest idea of vv hat 
kind of a career life in the forecast le must inev- 
itably be, he learns io live in the present, and 
that fact alone tends to produce recklessness. 
Kvery voyage separates him from those he 
likes and introduces him to a new set of beings, 
tossed in a hap-hazard fashion in his path, and 
from whom in a f**w weeks he is destined to 
separate, never to see them again. Anv storm 
is likclx to be his last: every time he goes aloft 
In* is liable to fall to his death. l>ecp rellection 
on the character of his destiny or the prospects 
of bettering his career can only result in sug- 
gestion" of suicide or despair, lie is. therefore, 
always like an overgrown boy in his mind, of- 
fering strange alternations of simplicity and 
cunning: now tender as a woman, now callous 
and cruel as a tigei a medley of astounding 
contradictions of character, moved more by the 
impulse of the moment than by sett’ed convic- 
tions. and easily swayed by a mind or a w id 
stronger than bis own.

coverings at sea. The experience one has had 
in sea-voyaging may he fairly gauged by the 
number of hats and caps he stows in his baggage 
when starting on a voyage. With boyish eager- 
ness each of the men now surveyed the stock of 
the others. An active barter was started, and 
before it struck six bells half the contents of 
the sea-chests had exchanged owners, either hv 
trade or theft. 

Tin- originatoi of flic charity for sending poor 
children and others from the cities during the 
summer months for a vacation of three days or 

more to pleasant homes in the country, huililed 
wiser than he (or she?) knew. It is even more 

commendable than the flower mission, for it 
confers not only pleasure but real benelils. 
Those who live under the elms that shade our 

principal streets, are surrounded by flowers 
and shrubbery, and have glimpses of the blue 
waters of the bay flashing in the sunshine or 
dotted with w llito wave crests, call hardly real- 
ize the delight with which children from the 
crowded tenement houses of the great cities 
view I lie t fees, the flowers, the shrubs, the green 
grass, and inhale the air odorous with vegeta- 
tion and earthy scents. The work is now car- 
ried on in most of the large cities, and in Boston 
it is in charge of the special committee of the 
Young Men's Christian I nion. who have just 
issued their seventh annual report, w hich will 
be sent to any one desiring it. Since the inau- 
guration of the work in 1S77i, there have been 
sent out ti.titi!) children and adults, the visits 
averaging about 12 days for each. Visitors 
were sent last week into loo difloront towns, re- 

maining IS,5‘Jti days, and the average expense 
per week for each visitor was ss2.7>7. A Coun- 
try Home has been established at Wellesley. 
Mass., w here 1(11 children, and Olliers, princi- 
pally invalids, remained last season, 1,117)2 days.

The interests of Washington County have, as 

usual, been various the past season. There have 
been political upheaving* in the eastern part of 
the county, which, in conjunction with the 
bad weather, have tendere; to sour men's 
minds somewhat, and make them feel very 
much as though creation was out of joint. The 
business interests in the county are not at pres- 
ent encouraging. The strikes at the West are
