AUCUSTA TOPICS. 

Forty Thousand Dollars for Uncover* 

Ing the Ice. 

[Special to the Tress.] 
Augusta, Jan. 29.—The ice men have 

been exceedingly busy for two days past 
removing the snow from their fields, and it 
is very exhausting work for both horses and 
men. It is estimated that the total cost of 

scraping occasioned by the great storm will 
bo $40,000 to the companies on the river. The 
bouses on an average are about half filled, 
md with good weather, harvesting will be 

completed in three or four weeks. All ex- 

pect to be running ice again on Monday or 

Tuesday. 
The roof of the Great Falls houses at 

Green’s Ledges, Pittston, caved in Saturday 
afternoon ,the weight of snow being so great, 
and a delay will be necessitated to allow of 
making repairs. 

Saturday afternoon a man walking on the 
railroad track between Hollowell and Gard- 
iner barely escaped being run over by Jew- 
ett’s train. The brakes were applied and he 
plunged into a snow drift.

MAINE. 

Maine Free Baptist. 
[Special to the Press.] 

Augusta, Jail. 29.—Under the present 
arrangement the Free Baptists of Maine 
hold three annual meetings a year; one in 
the Eastern portion of the State known as 

tlie Fenobscot yearly meeting; one embracing 
a district in the central part and a third the 
Western and Southern. A movement is on 

foot to hold but one annual meeting the 
same as other denominations, to be attended 

by representatives of all the Free Baptists 
iu the State, and a general convention will 

occur in Augusta on the 15th, 16th and 17th 

of May to arrange for the consolidation, 
after which there will be but one meeting 
annually.

THE NATIONAL CAPITAL. 

Some of the Matters Awaiting the 

Action of Congress. 

Mr. Dingley Tells Representatives 
About the Shipping Laws. 

Plans for Making More Light for the 

Mariners. 

[Special to the Press.] 
Washington, Jan. 29.—Congress finds 

itself ready at work as it assembles this 
week. Several bills of considerable general 
importance have been passed, and more are 

under discussion. The Blaine bill seems 

likely to get out of the Senate before long; 
territorial legislation is assuming importance 
there. The adulterated lard matters, and 
postal telegraphy are being probed. More 
interest in the immigration problem is also a 

feature of the developing year. The 

speeches of Senators Merrill and Palmer on 

the bill have awakened attention, even 

though no pointed debate or committee work 
have come out of it. In the House the ap- 
propriations committee are pushing work on 

the many bills. Something regarding the 
Chinese is also before the committees and 
likely to come to a point. The requests for 

public buildings are numerous and there is 
the same sharp fight on the part of each lo- 

cality for recognition which always grows 
out of attempts at this sort of legislation. 

The Shipping Laws. 

As for matters of chief interest to Maine 
there Is the revision of the shipping law, 
which can best be explained in Gov. Ding- 
ley’s reniarkslon it before the House, in full’ 
as follows : 

Section 1 of this act amends section 11 of 
the shipping act of 1886, in reference to ton- 
nage tax; and the amendment I may add is 
suggested by the Secretary of State in view 
of certain questions which have arisen un- 
der the act of 1886. Sections 11 and 12 of the 
shipping act of 1886 tendered to foreign 
countries which would remove from Ameri- 
can vessels all tonnage taxes, light house 
dues, and other equivalent charges, a similar 
reciprocal treatment of their vessels on the 
part of the United States, and authorized 
the President to issue his proclamation sus- 
pending the collection of tonnage tax on 
vessels of such foreign countries as recipro- 
cated with us. 

Under that provision of the shipping act 
of 1886 the President has issued his procla- 
mation in certain cases where certain coun- 
tries have abolished charges on American 
irAucalu Rnt koiriniv /Inna tliio in fVia /loco nf 

certain Spanish-Ainerican countries, certain 
European countries have made claim that 
they, under what is known as the “most fav- 
ored nation” clause in treaties with this 
country, are entitled to have their vessels 
exempted from tonnage tax and light-house 
dues. The Secretary of State has very prop- 
erly responded to such a claim that the ex- 
emptions which we have given to vessels of 
certain foreign countries nave been in con- 
sequence of certain considerations given by 
them; that if these other foreign countries 
will give the same compensation we will 
give the same exemption to them; and that 
the “most layered nation” clause in our trea- 
ties does not authorize them to make a claim 
to similar favors unless they give equal com- 
pensation. 

in order to make this clear, according to 
the original intention of the shipping act of 
1886, and to carry out the construction which 
the Secretary of State and the Attorney- 
General have put on the shipping act of 
1886, it has been thought advisable to em- 
body in this amendment to that act of 1886 
this interpretation and this limitation, and 
this is simply the effect of the first section of 
this bill. 

The second section of the bill supplies cer- 
tain omissions which were made in the ship- 
ping act of 1886, when the fees for certain 
services to American vessels were abolished, 
and a provision adopted that officers receiv- 
ing payment in whole or in part from fees 
should be paid thereafter from the general 
Treasury, instead of from the fund which 
previously accumulated from these fees. In 
making that transfer it was discovered sub- 
sequently that two classes of expenditures 
had been omitted, namely, the compensation 
of clerks of inspectors o f steam-vessels and 
the fees of witnesses in certain cases of col- 
lision. The omission is now supplied. 

The third section of the bill amends the 
shipping act of 1884 in that section which 
relates to the care of distressed and sick 
American seamen in foreign ports. By the 
act of 1883 seamen could be discharged under 
the provisions of law in foreign ports on 
payment to the United States consul by the 
vessel of arrears of wages and one month’s 
extra wages. And further provision was 
made that the consul, in ports where these 
seamen where discharged, should form that 
fund of arrears of wages and extra wages,pay 
the board and necessaries required by the 
seamen and the expense of his 
transportation from the foreign port 
in which he then was to some port in the 
United States. The district court of the 
southern district of New York has held that 
the words “board” and “necessaries” used in 
the act of 1884 do not cover medical care and 
nursing, notwithstanding it was the intention 
in the use of these words to cover all neces- 
sary expenses to which the destitute Ameri- 
can seaman was exposed In a foreign port 
until his return to this country. The amend- 
ment proposed by the bill inserts the words 
“medical attendance and nursing,” ip order 
to make the original intent of the bill clear, 
and provides distinctly, as was provided in- 
ferentially by the original act, that whatever 
expenses there may be shall be paid from the 
arrears of wages and extra wages of such des- 
titute seaman,and the balances from the fund 
appropriated annually by Congress for the re- 
lief of distressed American seamen in foreign 
ports and for their transportation to a port 
in the United States. 

Maine Light Houses. 

The letters from the Board of Engineers 
regarding the new light houses in Maine, 
mentioned in your telegraphic reports, ex- 

plain the demand for the new buildings. 
Maj. Gregory writes: 
The Light House Board lias the honor to 

state that a petition addressed to Congress, 
asking that a light house be erected upon 
Channel Rock, at the eastern entrance of Fox 
Island Thoroughfare, in the county of Knox 
and State of Maine, having been referred to 
it by the Hon. Nelson Dingley, Jr., M. C., 
the matter was referred by the Board to the 
officers of the first light house district for in- 
vestigation and report. 

From the reports received it appears to be 
the unanimous opinion of citizens interested 
in navigation that a light at the eastern en- 
trance of Fox Island Thoroughfare is Imper 
atively needed to secure safe navigation at 
night,'and in the general interests of com- 
merce, hundreds of vessels being delayed be- 
cause there is no light there, and many large 
coasters being deterred from seeking an an- 
chorage there in heavy weather for the want 
of a light to guide them. 

From a careful consideration of the sub- 
ject, it appears that the best place to locate 
the light would be inside of the entrance, at 
or near Goose Rocks, and that a day beacon 
should be erected at or near Channel Rock, 
to serve as a guide in thick weather when 
the light-house could not be seen. 

This matter was considered by the board 
at its session, held on Jan. 10, 1888, when the 
conclusion was reached that, as this is one 
of the most important passages on the coast 
of Maine for large fleets of coasting and 
fishing vessels, a light station and fog bell 
should be established at or near Goose Rock, 
to guide into the entrance and past Widow’s 
Island, and that a day beacon should he built 
at or near Channel Rock to mark this danger 
in thick and foggy weather, and it was or- 
dered that tiie proper steps be taken to have 
an appropriation in the sum of 835,000 made 
by Congress for these additional aids to nav- 
gation. 

Recommendation is therefore made that 
Ra n u lr,, J Rit SR a T likktA t*f m A*i 

make the following appropriation, namely: 
For the establishment of a light station 

and fog bell at or near Qoqse Rock, and for 
the establishment of a day beacon at or near 
Channel Rock, both at the eastern entrance 
of Fox Island Thoroughfare, Maine, the 
sum of $35,000. 

Also touching another matter, he says: 
Sir,—The Light-IIouse Board has the 

honor to state that the keepers’ dwellings at 
Bear Island, Maine, and Dumpling Rock, 
Bird Island, and Wing’s Neck light stations, 
Massachusetts, are all in a dilapidated con- 
dition. 

These dwellings are of stone, built, re- 
spectively in the years 1819, 1828, and 1849, 
and are so inferior that it would be a waste 
of money to apply anything further to re- 
pairs. 

If these dwellings are to be kept habitable 
during the winter of 1888-'89, it would be 
imperative to expend In their repair a sum 
that would amount to a -considerable part of 
the cost of entirely new ones. 

Both in the interest of true economy, for 
the comfort of the keepers and the efficiency 
of the public service, new dwellings should 
be built at these stations at the earliest day 
practicable, and request is therefore made 
that Congress be asked to make an appropri- 
ation for building new dwellings at these 
stations, as follows: 

For building new keepers’ dwellings at 
Bear Island, Maine, Dumpling Rock, Mas- 
sachusetts, Bird Island, Massachusetts, and 
Wing’s Neck, Massachusetts, light station, 
the sum of $15,000.

will show that if any law has been violated 

by the administration by the return of cap- 
tured trophies, some former secretaries of 
war are equally guilty, for the lists compiled 
and which will form part of the Depart- 
ment’s reply, show that many more flags 
were delivered by Secretary Stanton and 
some of his successors than under the pres- 
ent regime.

THE FLAMES. 

Pittsburg’s Uufortunate Experience 
IWMI Cost Several Millions. 

Pittsburg, Pa., Jan. 29.—Dr. C. G. Hus- 
sey’s four story building, at No. 42 Fifth Av- 

enue, occupied by Urling & Sons, merchant 

tailors, and Heeren Bros., manufacturing 
jewelers, and the adjoining building, occu- 

pied by Wm. Haslage & Sons, wholesale 
grocers and fancy goods, burned today. The 

neighboring buildings were deluged by water. 
Total loss is $295,000; insurance, $205,000. 
The fire started in Hussey’s building from a 

defective flue and burned three hours. C. P- 
Thiers and C. Hcnbert, who slept in the up- 
per part of the building, were rescued with 
difficulty. The firemeu suffered greatly from 
the cold. Fireman James Lawley was 
knocked off a ladder and fatally hurt. This 
makes the seventh disastrous fire in the cen- 
tre of the city during the last niue months, 
the aggregate loss being several millions. 

In Other Places. 
The large building at York, Pa., occupied 

by the York Daily Publishing Company as a 

printing office, D. H. Welsh, clothier, and K. 
F. Pollock, jeweller, was burned yesterday 
morning. The total loss is about $60,000; 
insured for $40,000. 

The Howard House block at Malone, N.Y., 
containing the opera house, hotel, Farmers 
National bank, and an undertaker's estab- 
lishment, burned Saturday night. 

By the bravery of two little girls, the alarm 
of fire in the New York hospital for the rup- 
tured and crippled was so quietly given last 
evening that the occupants were removed 
without a panic. 

REVOLUTIONIST STEPNIAK 

Makes a Formal Protest to the Pro- 

posed Treaty With Russia. 

Washington, Jan. 29.—Senator Hawley 
has received a letter from Sergeant Stepniak 
the well-known Kussian revolutionist, pro 
testing against the ratification of the pro- 
posed extradition treaty with Bussia, by the 
Senate. Stepniak sought an introduction to 
Senator Hawley while the latter was in Lon- 
don last summer, for the purpose of making 
inquiries whether he woubHie given an op 
portunlty to state his views on the proposed 
treaty before the foreigu relations committee 
in the Senate, in case he should visit Amer 
ica this year, as he at that time cont em- 

plated doing. S6nator Hawley told him he 

presumed the committee would grant hi m a 

hearing. He has now received a letter from 

Stepniak saying he will be unable to make the 

proposed trip. The letter is accompanied by 
a statement why, in the writer’s opinion, 
the treaty should not be ratified. Sena- 
tor Hawley said tonight he had not read the 
statement but from conversation with Step- 
niak, in London, thought it was a temperate 
argument opposing tlie ratification of the 
treaty on the ground that it permitted the 
extradition of political offenders. He de- 
clined to give the letter to the press for the 
reason that it related to matters which could 
be considered by the Senate only in execu- 
tive session. 

IRISH NATIONAL LEAGUE. 

Formation of a Portland Branch at 
I. A. R. A. Hall Yesterday. 

The call for a meeting of those who desired 
to form a branch of the Irish National 
League in this city drew a large number to 
the I. A. R. A. hall yesterday afternoon. 
Mr. Thomas F. Donahue and Mr. Frank 
Melaugh were respectively chi sen chairman 
and secretary pro tem. 

In response to calls’ from those present 
Mr. IVm. H. Looney briefly addressed the 
meeting. He outlined the history of the 
struggle which the Democracy of Great 
Britain and Ireland are now waging for 
Irish nationality, eulogized Gladstone and 
Parnell, denounced tho Tory government, 
and predicted the speedy fruition of Ire- 
land’s hopes. Mr. Looney spoke of the 
moral and material support which the peo- 
ple of this country have given the move- 
ment, and alluded to the great mass meet- 
ings in this city which were presided over 

by Governors Plaisted and Roble und »d 

dressed by T. P. O’Connor and James G. 
Blaine. He was convinced that the people 
of Portland would sustain an active vigor- 
ous branch of the league, and urged the for- 
mation and continuation of such an organ- 
ization until Home Rule is granted to Ire- 
land. 

Mr. T. F. Donahue earnestly endorsed the 
position taken by Mr. Looney. He said that 
Maine must be represented at the future con- 

ventions of the League, and that Portland 
with a population of forty thousand, of 
which over one-third was Irish Americans, 
should keep in active, vigorous existence, a 

branch of the League, and should help to en- 

courage the hearts and strengthen the hands 

of the gallant men who were so heroically 
fighting for Irish freedom. 

Mr. Thomas F. Sheehan spoke of the sac- 

rifices made by prominent Englishmen in the 

present struggle, and drew a graphic picture 
of the terrible woes inflicted upon Ireland by 
centuries of English misrule. He was con- 

vinced that Portland people, deeply sympa- 
thizing as her citizens always have been 

with every effort made for freedom, would 

sustain a blanch of the League. 
Brief remarks were also made by Danlei 

M. Mannix, Cornelius Connelly and Francis 
Cunningham. 

A committee consisting of W. H. Looney, 
E. J. Young and Francis Cunningham were 

appointed to draft a constitution and by- 
laws. After the committee had reported, 
some fifty gentlemen signed the roll, and the 
following gentlemen were elected officers for 

the ensuing year: 
President—.Thomas F. Donahue. 
Vice President—\V. W. McIntyre. 
Secretary—Edmund J. Young- 
Treasurer—Thomas McMUiou. 

The secretary was directed to procure at 
once from the officers of the central organiza- 
tion five hundred anti-coercion certificates, 
and it was decided to appoint at the next 

meeting, two weeks hence, a committee in 
each ward of the city to canvass for the pur- 
chase of the same, and for membership of 

the Branch. 
From the well known energy of the officers 

and prominent members of the Branch, the 

friends of Ireland can rest assured that every 
consistent effort will henceforth be made to 

promote the success of the objects and princi- 
ples of the Irish National League. 

OUR WESTERN VISITOR. 

Reports of the Blizzard’s Journey 
Along the Maine Coast. 

Shipwrecked Sailors Saved by the 

Revenue Steamer Woodbury. 

A Mysterious Team at Augusta-Was 
Its Owner iFrozen? 

[Special to the Press.l 
Augusta, Jan. 29.—Friday morning, dur- 

ing the height of the great storm, a black- 

smith, living a mile out of the city on West- 
ern Avenue, discovered a horse and empty 
sleigh standing in a drift at his shop door. 

The horse was benumbed with cold, and 

parts of its body frozen, and Ithe blacksmith 
worked half a day reviving the animal. No 

owner has been found, and it is feared the 

driver lost his team in the night, during the 

blizzard, and is frozen to death somewhere in 

a snow bank. 
Business Suspended. 

[Speolal to the Press.] 
Mechanic Falls, Jan. 28.—The storm is 

over, but the wind is still blowing hard. The 
authorities are trying to open the roads. It 

is estimated that it will cost the towns of 

Poland and Minot each $2000 to open the 

roads. The Iweather is still very cold, the 

thermometer registering 14° below at 7.30 
this morning. The paper mills and clothing 
shop have not been in operation since Thurs- 
day noon. The Webb’s Mills stage has not 
arrived since Wednesday. The Kumford 
Falls & Buckfield mail train arrived at mid- 
night Thursday, 13i hours late. They left 
for Canton at 4.80 yesterday, with three en- 

gines and a plow. 
Where Drifts are Huge. 

[Special to the Press.] 
Spring vale, Jan. 28.—Huge and impene- 

trable drifts extend across all the streets 
here. All female operatives are carried to 

and from the factories, and some of the 
teams eould not reach them. No effort has 

yet been made by the town authorities to 
break the roads. The Press is the only 
daily paper received here since Thursday. 
The temperature fell rapidly last night. 

Snowshoes a Necessity. 
[Special to the Press.l 

Gobham, N. H., Jan. 28.—This has been 
the most severe storm ever known here. The 

mercury has not been above zero since Sun- 

day, and since Thursday travel on our streets 
and highways has been suspended. The 
streets are blocked, and snowshoeing is the 
best mode of travelling. We were entirely 
shut out from the outside world from Wed- 
nesday night until this morning. Our first 
mail from Portland has just got through. 

Rescued by the Cutter Woodbury. 
Rocklahd, Jan. 28—The revenue steamer 

Levi Woodbury. Capt. Fenger, arrived here 

this morning from the eastward, having 
forced her way through the ice with much 
difficulty. She had on board the captain and 
crew of the British schooner Riverside, of 

St. Andrews, N. B., six men in all, whom 

they took off Gooseberry Island, north of 

Isle au Haut and near McLaughery’s Island. 

The Riverside was bound for New York, 
with a cargo of turnips. On Thursday she 

got caught in the ice and was carried by it 
on some ledges near this island. Then 

quite a sea arose, and she began to pound 
badly. Holes were soon broken in her and 

she filled. It became evident that she would 

go to pieces during the night, so the crew 

took an ample supply of provisions and suc- 
ceeded in reaching the island safely in their 
boat. Luckily there were trees on the island 
and they were able to build a fire. Never- 
thelesa they suffered very much from the in- 
tense cold. They remained there all Thurs- 
day night, and all yesterday noon, when 
their signals were observed trom the Wood- 
bury, and they were taken off. Capt. Fenger 
was looking out for them, having been noti- 
fied by the crew of another British vessel in 
Deer Isle Thoroughfare, that the Riverside 
had gone out, and had very likely been 
wrecked. The Woodbury accordingly went 
at once in search of her. The shipwrecked 
men had plenty of provisions, and say they 
could have kept alive a day or two longer. 
Capt. Fenger, on his arrival here, telegraphed 
to the British Consul at Portland, and by 
his direction the men will be sent there as 
soon as the trains get through, and thence 
sent home. They are all well. 

The first mail from over the Kennebec 
since Thursday noon arrived tonight, being 
brought across the river at Bath by a team. 
A big crew is at work there cutting a chan- 
nel through the river. No mails have yet 
arrived from the upper part of the county, 
the roads being impassable with crust and 
Ice. 

Covernor Marble’s Experience. 
Bath, Jan. 28.—The snow blockade is be 

ing slowly raised, but as yet there have bee 
only a few arrivals by road from the coun- 

try towns about here, and it will be at least 
a week before the roads are cleared and 
travel resumed to such an extent as before 

the storm. There has been no stage com- 

munication with Pbipsburg and Georgetown 
since Wednesday, nor is there any prospect 
of stages being run before the middle of next 
week. Trains on the Maine Central began 
to arrive on time this forenoon, the train 
from Portland being the first to reach this 
city on time since the storm, having arrived 
at 8.30 this morning. 

Passengers bound to Rockland, who 
stopped here over night, and those who ar- 
rived today, for that place, had to cross on 
the ice to make train connections on the 
Woolwicb side of the river. 

Governor Marble and several of his Coun- 
cil were among the passengers who were ice 
bound at a farmhouse in Woolwich last 
night. They crossed on the ice to Bath this 
noon. 

First Mall In Three Days. 
Thomaston, Jan. 29.—The cold spell has 

not yet broken. This morning the mercury 
14° below zero. The mail received last night 
was the first one for three days. Postal 
Clerk Gilchrist, on the Knox & Lincoln Rail- 

road, came home last night and says he went 

into Rockland with 83 sacks of mail matter. 
It took him until last night to assort it. No 
such storm or cold weather to stop the mails 
ever occurred before on the line of the Knox 
& Lincoln. 

Caught at Wiscassst.l 
Damabiscotta, Jan. 28.—Yesterday fore- 

noon a passenger train proceeded from Rock- 
lana wise»se«t. where the conductor was 

ordered to board passeii*«r« at hotels until a 
passage could be cleared across Sm Kenne- 
bec. 

The New York Central Clear. 

New York, Jan. 29.—Henry Montt, gen- 
eral passenger agent of the New York Cen- 
tral railroad, says: ‘‘The weather through 
New York State has moderated, and the pas- 
senger tracks of the New York Central are 

free from snow. Through trains from the 
North and West arrived at the Grand Cen- 
tral station today, not over an hour late. All 
through trains on the New York Central are 

running without serious detention. 

MERCURY WAY DOWN. 

Some Record Breaking by the Ther- 

mometers Saturday Night. 

Falmouth, Mass., Jan. 29.—Last night 
was the coldest in these parts since ’66. It 
was 9° below before midnight. Sixteen 
schooners are anchored off the town, and the 
sound is full of ice. 

Newport, R. L. Jan. 29.—This morning 
was the coldest of the winter. It was 6° be- 
low. The harbor was frozen way across. 

Accepted the Call. 
Brunswick, Jan. 38.—Rev. Albert Whee- 

lock of Loominster, Mass., member of the 
graduating class of the Bangor Theological 
Seminary, has accepted a call to the Congre- 
gational church at Topsham.

CONFLICT INEVITABLE. 

Premier Tisza’s Diplomatic An- 

nouncement ef the Ceneral Belief. 

Fatal Affray Between Russian Sol- 

diers and Prussian Cens d’Armes. 

The Latest Persecutions In Unhappy 
Ireland. 

Pesth, Jan. 28.—In the lower house of the 
Hungarian Diet, to-day, Premier Tisza, re- 

plying to the interpellation of Herr Helby in 

reference to Russian military preparations, 
to Austria’s position regarding Bulgaria, to 

the advisability of the government taking 
the initiative in summoning an international 
conference to settle the Bulgarian affair in 

the sense of the programme of 1886, as to 

whether Austria might count upon the al- 

liance of Germany and Italy, in case the 
efforts now being made to maintain peace 
did not succeed, emphatically declared that 
there was no ground to doubt the reciprocity 
bona fide of the powers allied for the preser- 
vation of peace and for their own security. 
In consequence of the marked displacement 
of Russian troops, and their transfer in the 
direction of the Austrian frontier, the gov- 
ernment, without doubting the Czar* pacific 
declarations, and avoiding all semblance of 

provocation, considers it its duty to see that 
necessary measures are taken to assure the 
safety of the frontier and the efficiency of 
the army, in case of emergency. 

The Inevitable. 
Berlin, Jan. 28 -Herr Von Tisza’s state- 

ment in the lower house of the Hungarian 
Diet to-day was anxiously awaited here. It 
has confirmed the conviction that war be- 
tween Austria and Russia is accepted by 
both sides as inevitable. The premier s 

statement was given in a carefully poised 
speech, professing peace, but breathing the 
spirit of war. 

Shot Down by Russians. 
Berlin, Jan. 29.—Today, while several 

Russian soldiers were fishing in a stream 

near the Prussian border, they crossed the 

frontier. They were ordered to recross the 
line by two Prussian guardsmen and re- 

fused. They then fired at the Prussians, 
wounding one slightly. The Russians seized 
the wounded man, but when his comrade 
tried to rescue him, they released him. They 
arrested the other Prussian whom they took 
away with them. 

Prosecuting Mr. Cox. 

Dublin, Jan, 28.—The trial to-day at En- 

nis of Mr. Joseph R. Cox, member of Parlia- 
ment, who was charged with addressing pro- 
claimed branches of the National League, 
resulted in a verdict of guilty. Mr. Cox was 

sentenced to four months’ imprisonment 
with hard labor. He took an appeal and was 
admitted to bail, but leaving the court 
house he was again arrested. The new 

charge brought against him Is that be was 

guilty of a breach of the crimes act in ad- 
dressing the tenants of Eildvsart. 

Yesterday’s Irish Budget. 
Dublin, Jan. 29.—There was intense ex- 

citement caused at Galway today by the ar- 

rest of a company of musicians returning 
from the bishop’s bouse. 

Michael Davitt, speaking at Bathkeale, 
County Limerick, today, advised the tenants 

of Lord Guillamore not to accept the offer 

if tendered them to purchase their farms, 
because of the heavy burdens which would 
surely accrue under the present circumstanc- 
es, and also because Lord Guillamore has 
evicted two tenants.

Senator and Mrs. Frye, and Congressmen 

Reed, Dingley and Bouteile, with their fam- 
lies, live at the Hamilton House, a quiet 
Family hotel in the West End, fronting the 
nost beautiful reservation in the city,Frank- 
lin Square, where they have comfortable and 
:ommodious quarters. While none of them 

pretend to dispense “elegant hospitality," 
risitors from home cannot fail to get a good 
miff of the Pine Tree State when they call, 
ind to feel that they are in a home atmos* 

phere. Senator Hale is living in bachelor 

luarters on Sixteenth street this winter,Mrs. 
Hale and the boys being in Europe, the for- 
ner now at Berlin with the family of Minis- 

;er Pendleton, and the boys in school at 

(Veisbaden, acquiring German. Senator 
Hale and family occupied for several years 
;he Sam Hooper mansion in H. street, oppo- 
site Wormley’s Hotel, a plain, substantial 

itructure, but a trifle old-fashioned,anil their 

iutertainments there were elaborate and fre- 

luent. The house was recently purchased 
>y ex-Minister Levi F. Morton, and has been 
,orn down to give place to a block of flats. 

Hongressman Milliken has rooms In a private 
louse adjoining the Hamilton House, where 
te will be joined shortly by Mrs. Milliken 
md their daughter, Miss Maude. 

During the season the social duties of the 
adies of the delegation are by no means 

ight. They hold their weekly receptions, at 
which their card baskets will show that one 
ir two hundred calls have been received, 
'very one of which must be returned. Only 
>n« ladv at the capital, in official circles, can 
■vaile the calling business. The mistress of 
;he White House neither makes nor returns 
:alls. For convenience sake, I suppose, the 
week is divided in its reception days accord- 
ng to the different localities of the city and 
;he different social and official circles in 
which the receptions are held. Monday, the 
wives of the Justices of the United States 
Supreme Court hold their receptions 
from two to five, and that day is 
ilso set apart for calls upon “Capi- 
tol Hill.” Mrs. Senator Ingalls, while 
ner husband presides over the Senate, ob- 
serves Monday as her day, possibly, how- 
?ver, because they- are llviug. this winter, 
upon tbe Hill. Tuesdays and Fridays are 
‘Representative;/ Days,’’ upon which the 
wives of members are "at home” to their 
friends. Wednesday is “Cabinet Day,” and 
ilso set apart for some particular part of the 
'ity. Thursday is “Senators’ Day,” and 
Saturday is reserved for Mrs. Cleveland’s 
ifternoou reception, and for calls in the 
neighborhood of Connecticut Avenue and 
Dupont Circle. 

Mrs. Frve receives on Thursdays, in the 
parlors of the Hamilton, and always has 
crowded rooms. She possesses the nappy 
faculty so necessary to a person in public 
life, of remembering names and faces, and 
her card basket shows what a favorite she is 
in society here. Mrs. Frye is usually assist- 
ea at ner receptions oy some ui uie vouuk 

ladies living at the Hamilton, or by Maine 
ladies who happen to be visiting in the city. 
A week or two ago she was assisted by Miss 
Adams of Quincy, Mass., a niece of John 
Quincy Adams, who, fifty years ago. assisted 
her uncle in his receptions at the White 
House. 

Mrs. Reed, Mrs. Dingley and Mrs. Bou- 
tf lie receive upon Tuesdays, in the Hamil- 
ton parlors, and make one of the most 
charming trios one meets In the round of 
calling. Mrs. Boutelie introduces her daugh- 
ter, Miss Grace, to society this winter, and 
the young debutante has been the recipient 
of much attention. 1 noticed she received 
with Mrs. (senator Palmer, a week ago. 

Mrs. Dingley has with her this season 
Miss Miriam Robinson, fiancee of her son, 
Edward N. Dingley, who, by the way, is 
here for a short visit. 

Of the gentlemen of the delegation Senator 
Hale is the society man, and I notice that 
lie is in great demand at all the dinners, re- 
ceptions and social entertainments. Senator 
Frye much prefers a quiet hand at whist to 
the rush and crowds of receptions, but like 
the other gentlemen of the delegation, be 
has to take his share of dinners, and per- 
form his part in the social round, 

Among the foremost of the present resi- 
dents of Washington from Maine, is Judge 
Win. B. Snell of Monmouth, who has presi- 
ded over the police court since its first or- 

ganization. He has proved himself a terror 
to evil doers, and|in recognition of his merits 
he has been made his own successor in office 
for three successive terms. Judge Snell, be- 
sides his service upon the bench, finds time 
to take an active part in the various organ- 
izations for charitable purposes, aiul the 
reclamation of unfortunates. In this work 
ue is ably seconded by Mrs. Snell. 

One of the oldest employes in the Treasury 
Department, in potut of service, is Thomas 
J. llobbs of Berwick, one of the disbursing 
clerks of that department, whose appoint- 
ment dates from 1853. Mr. Hobbs since his 
connection with the public service; has 

handled untold millions of dollars, without 
the loss of a penny, and 1 am informed that 
the accounting officers have yet to find the 
first error in his books. Ur. Hobbs resides 
in the Northwestern section of the city, and 
his family consists of a wife and one son, 
now in the navy. 

Hon. L. l>. M. Sweat of Portland, with 
Mrs. Swett, has spent several seasons here, 
and they are back again this season, pleas- 
antly located at theT‘Arno," a small but ele- 
gant hotel on 16th street, across Lafayette 
square from the White House. Mr. Sweat, 
who represented the Portland district In the

lion. Wm. L. Putnam of Portland, since 
he was chosen by Secretary Bayard to be one 
of ttie negotiators upon the fishery matters, 
has spent most of the time here, at the Ar- 
lington, a wing of which elegant hostelrie 
was set apart for the use of the negotiators 
and their families. Mrs. Putnam accompa- 
nies him, and during their stay they have 
beeu the recipients of many social atten- 
tions. 

Outside of the congressional delegation, 
Maine is represented at the Capitol uu the 
Senate side by Thomas F. Cleaves of Bridg- 
ton, clerk of the committee on appropria- 
tions, Pitman Pulsifer of Auburn, clerk of 
the committee on census, Charles B. Reade 
of Lewiston, clerk of the committee on com- 
merce and Warren E. Pressey of Lewiston, a 
messenger of the Senate. Since the House 
became Democratic Maine has been unrep- 
resented in the official corps of that body. 
Mr. Cleaves was appointed to his present 
position by the late Ex-Senator Lot M. Mor- 
rill, and has held it under Democratic as 
well as Republican administrations. His 
extensive information touching appropria- 
tions has rendered his services iuvaluable 
both to the committee and the Senate. 
Messrs. Pulsifer, Reade and Pressey have 
been enrolled among the officers of the Sen- 
ate since the 17th Congress in 1881. 

PULPIT AND PLATFORM. 

PISE STREET CHURCH. 
Rev. 8. D. Payne, formerly of Florida, 

preached a very pleasing initiatory sermon at 
Pine street church yesterday morning. He 
took his text from the 15th and 16th verses 

of the 1st chapter of Paul’s epistle to the 
Romans: “So, as much as in me is, I am 

ready to preach the gospel to you that are a 
Rome also. For I am not ashamed of the 
gospel of Christ; for it is the power of God 
unto salvation to every one that beiieveth; 
to the few first, and also to the Greek.’’ 

Before referring to his text the speaker 
sail: “Last Wednesday I took the express 
at Florida and left behind the green orange 
trees, bananas and mangoiias. The people 
down there are apprehensive of my freezing 
or getting stuck in a snow drift; they told 
me I would when I came away. But 1 want 
to tell you that I am not one of the kind that 
get frozen. 1 think I have been in cold 
climates before. Iam here providentially 
and only as a temporary pastor until confer- 
ence meets. I have come here to work.” 

He then spoke of his work in the West 
and South and then said that he was going 
to talk to his congregation not to preach 
from the text given. 

It Is supposed that when Paul wrote this 
epistle to the Romans there were some 8,0<>0 
or 9,000 members. How Christianity reach- 
ed Rome we have no certain knowledge. One 
theory is that the gospel was carried there 
by the converts of Peter, but there are other 
theories extant. We know, however, that 
•bout the year 65 there was a church ut RtM 
made up of some 8,000 or 9,000 members and 
to this church Paul addressed the epistle "1 
am not ashamed of the gospel of Christ.” It 
seems to me that if we ever needed a firm 
belief in the gospel it is to-day. There i- a 
skepticism and a spirit of inquiry to-day 
especially in regard to the Bible. 1 believe 
that the sun which shines to-day shines on 
the best world and the best church since the 
fall of maD. I want to sav that if this Book 
cannot bear tbe search and investigation of 
man and keep up with tbe march of science 
it Is only a matter of time when it must be 
swept away. Vou cannot stand against the 
tideof learning and enlightenment. Now 
the question is are we able to stand to-daj 
in the fate of infidelity, in the face of 
science, and say with Paul, as he declared 
nearly 1,900 years ago, “I am not ashamed of 
the gospel.” 

In tbe first place we are not ashamed of its 
author. The very statements that Jesus 
Christ made, astounding and unprecedented 
H9 tuey wore, imvo uu uuiun w pu99. me 

thought of the world has been drawn to 
Christ. He is the object of thought, as no 
other man of the world ever was. Never 
was there on the face of the earth such a 

£ure, spotless chaiacter, as that of Christ. 
ven his enemies acknowledge hi* purity. 

“I know men,” said Napoleon, “but this 
was no man.” Did you ever think ol it, that 
there is not a non-Christian nation ou the 
face of the earth that can cope successfully 
with even the smallest Christian power? I 
don't see bow any man, when he looks at 
the spotlessness of its maker, can be asham- 
ed of the gospel. 

The conception of God that charms me 
the most Is as a father. The conception of 
God is the conception that thrills my soul. 
Now another teaching that is going to revo- 
lutionize the world is that we are brothers. 
Asnamed of the gospel! no, brethren, 1 am 
not ashamed of it. Now, I will tell you 
that I am not ashamed of what Christianity 
has done for the world. I don't understand 
how any man or any woman can be an infi- 
del. When a man comes to me and tells ine 
that he dues not believe in Chrislianitv, I 
say, then bring me something better. Bring 
me something lietter than to love my neigh- 
bor as myself, and to worship God with all 
my soul, bring me something better than 
this and I’ll take It. 

If you want me to tell you how Christ 
could he man and God at once, I cannot tell 
you; if you want me to tell you the myste- 
ries of the trinity I cannot; you can ask me 
ten thousand questions anil I cannot answer 
them, and I can ask you ten thousand ques- 
tions and you cannot answer them. We are 
sick and tired of this scientific preaching. 
It is the gospel that is going to win; I have 
preached it to you down here In Maine; It is 
good iu the north, anil the South, and all 
over the world. I am not ashamed of the 
gospel and its teachings.”

AMONC THE DRIFTS. 

Colder Weather In Portland than for 

Seventeen Years. 

The Work of Digging Out the Bur* 
led Streets. 

Primitive Methods of Getting Water 
for Man and Beast. 

All day yesterday and last night scores of 
men and teams were busy hauling away the 
snow from the blockaded streets and yet In 
many parts of the city tbere are streets 
where no team has passed since the storm* 
In many places no effort bas yet been made, 
to clear the way, but all possible has been 
done to open the more Important thorough- 
fare. The greater part of one side of Com- 
mercial street Is still bloeked and on the oth- 
er side across the railroad track, which la 
now open, the travelling is very difficult. 
Unless a heavy rain falls soon and car- 
ries the snow away many of the country 
roads will be Impassable for weeks yet to 
come. So solid Is the snow that It U more 
difficult to make a path through It than it 
would be If It were a foot deeper, and as 

light as that of previous storms. 
Saturday morning a locomotive with a 

snow plow in front of It, advanced on the 
drifts on Commercial street and went through 
them In a way that greatly Interested the 
spectators. At one point a huge drift waa 

cut Into two parts, each of which was left 
standiug in the shape of a big white pyra- 
mid in the roadway on either side of the 
track. Then the people, in the partial 
cessation of business caused by the storm, 
had a chance to see something amusing to 

them, but probably not so to the workers. A 
line of teams, each loaded with two big roll* 
of paper from the Warren Mills came along 
and each team stuck. After mucb digging 
each one was started on its way again, but it 
was a long time before the last team saw 
the other side of the obstruction. 

Yesterday tne digging out of Congresa 
street was appreciated by those drivers who 
did not fear the cold, and all the afternoon, 
from India to Vaughan streets, the sleighs 
were moving swiftly to and fro, and with the 
addition of the small army of shovellers and 
their reinforcement of trains, the .scene was 
a lively one. 

The men with shovels devoted their atten- 
tion to the vicinity of Market Square and 
soon had made preparations for the advent 
of the horse raiiroad company’s big plow and 
scraper with teams of six and eight horse* 
attached. Preceded by a squad of met* with 
picks, who started tbe work, the big ma- 

chines commenced uncovering the rails, 
while knots of spectators forgot that the 
thermometers in neighboring doorways reg. 
istered somewhere below zero, in their inter- 
est in the progress of the work. 

The water famine is a tliimr which neoDla 
are getting perforce, somewhat accustomed 
to. People on Pine street have seen several 
good looking and spirited horses being rid- 
den about, and there has been some discus- 
sion as to why the animals were exercised in 
this way. But the truth of the matter is 
that the horses were being ridden to water. 

They came from a stable on Vaughan street 
and were taken to the drinking trough at the 
Butler school bouse. In other parts of the 

city, people have been forced to water their 
horses in the same way. Many families ob- 
tain their water for domestic purposes by 
melting snow. Those who live in the upper 
stories of houses are, In some cases, able to 
get water by going into the cellar and draw- 
ing it from the lowest possible point, but in 

many places none can be had even in the cel- 
lars. Others bring their supplies long dis- 
tances. 

Thermometers on many houses yesterday 
morning registered 20' below. 

Thursday afternoon, in the height of the 
storm, the mail carrier between Portland 
and Bowery Beach left the post office in this 
city at 3 30, and drove to the post office at 
the Beach, arriving there early in the even- 

ing. 
The city had 119 men and 73 teams at work 

Saturday, and the horse railroad had a large 
number. 

At the office of the United States signal 
station In the city last night, the observer 
said that 21 inches of snow fell on a lo**T" 
during the last storm The cold weather is 
also something remarkable. For 17 years at 
least or during the time a weather signal 
station has been established in this city, we 
have not had such a long, cold spell of 
weather as we have alreadv experienced. 
The records for 17 years|back|were examined 
yesterday and it was found that the only 
cold period of weather in this vicinity that 
could be compared with the present cold 
spell was in the month of January of the 
year 18*6 and in December. 1872. We had 
four days then, beginning with the 11th, 
that averaged about 7° below zero. The 
13th was the coldest day, it being 12 4 below 
luen \ ftur thiu fhoru wuru u four sninaui hot 

warmer (lays and then followed three more 
of zero weather. The coldest day in the 
month of January, 1883, was 1° above; in 
1884, 3° below; in 1883, 3.2° below, and in 
1888, 14s below. 

The mercury bas stood as follows during 
the days of the present cold period, which 

| began on Saturday, January 21:

It will be seen from the above figures, that 

lor the past nine days the temperature ha« 
averaged about t> degrees below zero. In 
December, 1872, beginning on the night ol 
the 24th, and lasting until the 30th, we had a 
very cold period. For five days theu It av- 
eraged 7 degrees below zero. 

Last Saturday night it was 12.3 below zero 
at the coldest moment: it was 10 below at 
7 a. ui yesterday, and 9 above at 3 p. m. 

This remarkably cold weather is not without 
its disastrous results. In hundreds of 
houses In different parts of the city, the wa- 
ter pipes have been frozen, and much dam- 
age done thereby. 

In removing snow, keeping warm and 
briligiug water, the people of Portland are 
at piesent kept very busv. Concerning the 
cold weather prior to 1871, we can, at pres- 
ent, make no positive statements, but proba- 
bly, if those who say they know are not mis- 
taken, it was many year- before that tl'Ufl 
wiien yve had a cold period that equalled the 
present oue. As for snow storms In the 
last seventeen years, so many inches of 
snow have not fallen at one time, as were re- 
corded at the signal station during the recent 
storm, which left on the earth 21 inches of 
snow on the level. This was probably the 
ta-nrat ati.rnt airu>a 1SH7

The developments at the recent meeting of 
the New York Democratic |State committee 

leave no room for doubt that Gov. Hill has 
still an eye on the Presidential nomination 

and that Cleveland is not going to have 
things all his own way in the Empire State 
if the wily governor can help it- Of course 

the chances of Hill’s defeating Cleveland 
seem small, yet it must be remembered that 
a two-thirds vote of the National Democratic 
convention is necessary to nominate a can- 

didate. 

The Charleston News and Courier, which 
used to preach that slavery was a good thing 
for the negroes,now tries to prevent the pro- 
posed exodus to Brazil by holding up slavery 
as tho great bugaboo of that country, telling 
the prospective emigrants that slaves are 

worth three hundred dollars each in Brazil, 
and that the colored people from the United 
States who go there a’e likely to be sold into 

slavery. This of course is a story manufac- 
tured for a purpose, as it is well known that 
Brazil is getting rid of its slaves as fast as 

possible. But it shows how anxious the peo. 
pie of the South are to keep the negroes 
with them, and suggests the hope that a peo- 
ple so useful to their white neighbors, may 
in time be accorded freely all their rights. 

Apparently tlio fishery commission is 
about to disband in disgust. It is generally 
agreed that absolutely no progress has been 
made toward a settlement and that there is 
no better prospect of an arrangement being 
made than when the conference began.

The St. James’s Gazette 
thinks it incredible that such a demand as 

the bill enforoes should be made upon the 

people if the projectors of the measure be- 
lieved in the continuance of peaee. The 
ablest English journals express the view 
that the drafts made upon the resources of 

Germany for military purposes are more 

tnan the country can stand, and predict 
national bankruptcy. It is coming rapidly 
to the point where tbe Germans at home can- 

not produce enough to support themselves 
and the Germans who are in the army too.

The Western farmers who took coal from 

railroad trains to prevent themselves and 

families from freezing during the recent 

blizzard afforded a remarkable instance of 
theft, justifiable theft as most will agree. 
A still more remarkable instance, for which 
there seems to be neither justification nor 

reason, has occurred at the small Ohio town 

of Bainbridge. At that place a carload of 

coal would at times disappear in a single 
night, and the peculations became so exten- 

sive that the railroad company employed de- 

tectives to unearth the thieves. The re- 

sult has been the arrest of 15 prominent cit- 

izens of Bainbridge, including the 

marshal, hotel proprietor and a Presbyterian 
preacher. Half the citizens of the town are 

said to be implicated, and it is suspected 
that the other half are not wholly innocent as 

not a single carload of coal has been billed to 
a resident of the town this winter. There was 

no necessity to justify the people of Bain- 

bridge ; aud it seems hardly possible that 
half the people of an Ohio town, and espec- 
ially the half containing the most prominent 
citizens, should be thieves, it must be that 

they were suffering from some mental 
troubles that made them kleptomaniacs. 
The kangaroo Jumps of the price of coal 
this winter may account for their remarka- 
ble performances. Unless some such char- 

itable explanation is possible, there is uo 

escape from the conclusion that Bainbridge 
is at blast half as bad as the city tiiat Lot lied 
from 

The Democratic Tariff Bill. 

The Democratic majority of the ways and 
means committee have agreed upon the gen- 

eral features of a tariff bill. As we predict- 
ed, It by no means follows the line marked 
out in the President’s message. Instead of 

being straight like the President’s, its line is 

zigzag and reminds one very forcibly of the 

boundary line of a Congressional district in 

a (State which has been gerrymandered. It 

starts with free trade straightness by putting 
all raw wools on the free Hat, then there i» a lit- 

tle angle made by reducing the tariff on sugar 

about 25 per cent. The angle is believed to be 

big enough to conciliate the people who kick 

at the price of sugar, but not so big as to dis- 

gruntle the gentlemen down in Louisiana 
who raise sugar cane and vote the Democratic 
ticket. Then the line runs on straight for a 

spell. lumber, salt, and some other less im- 

portant raw materials are put on the free 

list, and then comes another good big angle, 
big enough to take in North Carolina, Vir- 

ginia and Connecticut, made by putting man- 

ufactured tobacco on the free list. I his is 

directly contrary to the President's advice, 
but the Democracy of the (states mentioned 
became so obstreperous that it had to be 

done. It is not quite settled yet whether 
there shall be another angle to keep coal pro_ 
tected for the benefit of the President’s Penn, 

sylvania constituents. Some of the mem- 

bers, influenced, no doubt, largely by the 
nearness of the Presidential election, think 
it will be well to throw this sop to Mr. Ran- 

dall, while others are in favor of giving him 

no quarter and letting him do his worst. 

There is to be some reduction on cotton goods 
and on steel rails, and a few unimportant 
chemicals are to be put upon the free list. 

The bill is manifestly a compromise and 

the free traders have frequently surrendered 
Important points with a view to getting votes 

enough to pass it. By removing the itax on 

tobacco they think they have made North 
Carolina and Virginia solid for the bill, with 

little regard to whatever else it may contain_ 
aad they are probably right. But it is by no 

means clear that even with the concessions in 

the way of bribes the freetraders have made to 

various interests they can put the hill through 
the House. The votes of very few, if any, 

Republicans can be got for the bill, because, 

by removing the tariff from raw material it 

will inflict a fatal blow to the protective sys- 

tem and Mr. Randall’s followers, if they are 

tho sincere believers in this system they have 

professed to be, must also oppose this scheme.

Benedict Arnold a Drunkard and Dead 

Beat as Well as a Traitor. 

[Letter to the Belfast Age.] 
The landlady of the hotel where I aai now 

stopping is a lineal descendant of Ool. John 
Allen, one of the most noted of revolutionary- 
heroes. After the war closed, Col. Allen 
settled upon the island of Catupobello, just 
across the New Brunswick line, where he 
entered into trade. Among the residents of 
the island was Gen Benedict Arnold,the trai- 
tor. After tho capture of Major Andre, near 

West Point, Arnold took refuge on the war 

ship “Vulture,” and shortly after sailed for 

England. At the close of the revolution, 
fiuding himself heartily detested by even the 

English whom he sought to serve, Arnold 
returned to New Brunswick nnd for several 
years was engaged in the business of ship- 
building at Catupobello. Here he lived a 

neighbor to his former comrade in arms. 
Among tho effects of Col. Allen, now in pos- 
session of Mrs. I>. W. Smith, of this village 
is the “Day Book” used in his Campobello 
store. To beguile the tedium of a stormy, 
day, Mrs. Smith brought tho book in ques- 
tion to my room as a curiosity of revolution- 
ary times. It bears date from 1783 to 1793, 
coVering a space of ten years. The writing 
is in a clear and beautiful hand and is still 
perfectly legible. Among the entries 1 found 
these which I copv verbatim et literatim. 
The first one is dated Dec. 11, 1786, and runs 
thus: 

BENEDICT ARNOLD, UR., 
To oue gallon of rum.8—8 

1 presume the above ‘‘3—6” means English 
shillings and pence. If so tho cost of the 
rum would be about eighty-seven cents of our 

present American money. The second entry 
bears date Feb. 6, 1787, not quite two months 
later. Here it Is: 

Gen. Arnold, Dr., 
To cordage and rum delivered to Capt. Gregg. 
The amount due is net stated in this entry. 

As the books are not balanced or the charges 
stricken out, it is conclusive evidence that 
the debt was never paid. These discoveries 
that I have made throw a flood of light upon 
the personal habits of the most noted traitor 
of all time. In the first place they show 
that Arnold was a drinking man and got 
away with a goodly amount of bad liquor. 
We are forced to the conclusion that he 
must have drank it himself. Friends he had 
none. Ostracised and shunned by every 
one, it is hardly to be supposed that he had 
many guests to drink his liquor. This evi- 
dence is well nigh conclusive that he was 
but little better than a common drunkard. 
Another point established by this discovery, 
is that Arnold had no more scruples about 
cheating his store keeper out of his just dues 
than ho had about betraying his country. 
However brave in battle, he was destitute of 
patriotism and private honor alike. After 
the lapse of more than a hundred years a 

musty book conies to light in this quiet coun- 

try town establishing the corruption of his 
personal habits and Tack of personal honor. 
It cannot be said that he was poor and un- 
able to pay his bills, for we know that he re- 
ceived thirty-thousand dollars from the Brit- 
ish government as the price of his treachery. 
His lack of conscience showed itself in the 
small affairs of life as well as the more mo- 
meutuous affairs of government. As Col. 
Allen was an ardent patriot it is a puzzle to 
me how he could have sought his trade or 
even tolerated his presence. But here is the 
evidence in hlack and white, which has been 
preserved for more than a century. Arnold 
subsequently returned to London where he 
lived in obscurity, and at last died in con-

SUPREME JUDICIAL COURT. 

BEFORE JUDGE HASKELL. 
Saturday.—Court came In this morning, and 

after the disposition of several Interlocutory mat- 
ters, adjourned finally. The term, which was a 
very busy one, occupied 17 days. 

The following rescripts have been received: 
CUMBERLAND COUNTY. 

State vs. William J. Craig, appellant. 
Rescript by Haskell, J.—The act of 1886, chap. 

276, prohibits the destruction of lobsters within 
this state, even though taken or caught more than 
a marine league from the shore. 

That act is not unconstitutional by reason of 
the penalties imposed by it. 

The act of 1886, chap. 268, is not unconstitu- 
tional by reason of the enlarged jurisdiction giv- 
en to magistrates under it. 

A magistrate is not disqualified by reason of in- 
terest in cases where a part of the penalty goes 
to the municipality in which he is a resident and 
taxpayer. State vs. Bernard Devine, appelant. 

Rescript by Haskell, J.—This complaint is suffi- 
cient. State vs. Welch, 79 Me. 99. 

State vs. Henry F. Conwell. 
Rescript by Haskell. J.—A prior conviction is 

not wen laid at a term of court ending before a 
certificate of decision was received from the Law 
Court in the cause. 

Charles R. Milllken et als. in equity vs. Kate H. 
Dock ray. 

Rescript by Haskell, J.—A defence that may be 
Interposed In an action at law cannot be invoked 
as a cause for relief in equity. 

YORK COUNTY. 
State, by William E. Towne, libellant, vs. intox- 

icating liquors claimed by Charles H. Walker. 
Rescript by Haskell, J.—Libels against liquors 

seized on search warrants are separate proceed- 
ings from the search and seizure process. 

Such libels must be tiled with the magistrate 
vvtutv nuvui lue o'.niv,u mil Kim, UJIUI1 VYJllvU 111" 

liquors were seized Is returnable. 
It need not have been returned. 
Such warrant, when issued by a trial justice, 

must be made returnable before any trial justice 
,r in the county. 

The libel in this case avers the search and seiz- 
ure warrant to have been issued by the magis- 
trate with whom the libel was filed. 

The law required it to be returnable before 
himself as well as all other trial justices In the 
county, so that the averment, in substance, is 
that it was returnable before liimself, and shows 
a case within his jurisdiction. In other respects 
also, the libel Is sufficient. 

ANDROSCOGGIN COUNTY. 
E. Stanley Hart vs. Fidelia C. McLellan. 
Rescript by Haskell J.—Assumpsit against the 

iflltaeer uf a negotiable promissory note payable 
at a certain place. 

A carefHl consideration «f the evidonce fails to 
show legal notice to the defendant of the dis- 
honor of the note. 

The notice seasonably mailed was not addressed 
to a post office in the city of defendant’s resi- 
dence, nor, as the authorities cited by defena- 
ant’sicoufisel clearly show, was reasonable dili- 
gence used to ascertain the defendant’s proper address. Judgment for defendants. 

Maine Benefit Association vs. George Hamilton 
etal. 

Rescript by Haskell, J.—The exceptions are pre- 
maturely brought to the Law Court. The decree 
below was interlocutory, and exceptions should 
not be brought to the Law Court until the final 
decree bas been entered, except in such cases as 
will not admit of that delay. 

Robert Tillson, applt. from decree of Judge 
Peabody vs. William H. Small, admr. 

Rescript by Haskell, J.—The appeal in this case 
was properly taken, and the evidence discloses 
no error in the decree of the probate court. 

FRANKLIN FOUNTY. 
Pembroke 8. Marsh vs. Otis Hayford. 
Rescript by Haskell, J.—The owner of a prom- issory note, payable to the order of another and 

not indorsed by him, cannot maintain an action at 
law upon the same against the maker in his own 
name. If such owner of the note sell and deliver 
the same, and guarantee the payment of It, with- 
out the request, assent or knowledge of the 
maker, and be compelled to pay his guaranty, he 
cannot maintain an action for money paid to the 
makers use against him. 

KENNEBEC COUNTY. 
City of Augusta vs. Inhabitants of Mercer. 
Rescript by Haskell, J.—Under the act of 1875, 

chapter 21, supplies furnished to relieve the dis- 
tress of soldier,to operate as pauper supplies and 
prevent his gaining a new pauper settlement, 
must have been furnished to reliev d distress not 
oceasloned “in consequence of an .njury sustain- 
ed in the services.” 

The evidence authorized the jury lo find that 
the supplies furnished by plaintiff ii, June, 1880, 
were not of this character, and, therefore, oper- 
ated to Interrupt five consecutive years residence 
of the soldier in plaintiff city prior in ihe furnish- 
ing of the supplies sued for. and furnished in 
March and April, 1885. The act of 1875 par- 
tially, and the act of 1885 completely save the 
exception contained In it, removed pauper dls- 
ibiUtles from soldier's whose distress calls for re- 
lief under the pauper laws of the Slate. Under 
either act, supplies furnished to relieve a soldier 
from distress may be recovered of the town 
charged with his legal settlement.

the law, ami the evidence fully sustains the ver- 
dict. 

KNOX COUNTY. 
Medora C. Perkins vs. Thomas W. Hlx, Ad- 

ministrator. 
Rescript by Haskett, /.—The issue raised by the 

pleadings Is whether the defendant individually 
promised to pay the plaintiff’s claim 

The verdict finds a promise by the defendant’s 
Intestate and the evidence supports the verdict 
and not the declaration. 

t The cause has been fully tried as though the 
w promise laid was by the defendant's intestate. 

\Ve think the evidence sustains the verdict and 
that substantial Justice does not require a new 
trial. 

We therefore advise the court below to grant 
suitable amendments of the writ to sustain the 
verdict, neither party to recover costs. Doherty 
vs. Dolan, 65 Me. 87. 

This being done, motion and exceptions over- 
ruled otherwise sustained. 

CUMBERLAND COUNTY. 

Sup. Jud. Court, W. Dlst., July T., 1887. 
Joseph C. Nugent vs. The Boston, Concord & 

Montreal Railroad. 
Rescript by Virgin, /.—In the trial of an action 

on the ease against a railroad corporation for a 

personal lDjury resulting from the alleged defect- 
ive construction of the defendant’s station house, 
the question of contributory negligence, though 
depending upon undisputed facts Is properly sub- 
mitted to the jury, when Intelligent, fair-minded 
persons may reasonably arrive at different con- 
clusions thereon. 

A railroad corporation, over a section of whose 
track another company, by virtue of a contract, 
runs Its trains, is liable In tort to the latter’s 
brakeman, who, while In the due performance of 
his duty on his employer’s train, receives a per- 
sonal Injury solely by reason of the negligent 
construction of the former’s station house. 

When a railroad corjwratiou leases its road and 
appurtenances by.virtue of a legislative enact- 
ment containing no provision whatever exempting 
ft fiom liability, the lessor is liable to oue law- 
fully there, for a pel sonal injury which resulted 
solely from the original defective construction of 
Its station house, though the lessee had long been 
in full possession and controKunder the lease and 
had covenanted therein to maintain, preserve an* 
keep tlie station houses in as good order and re- 
pair as the same were in at the date of the lease. 

In an action by a brakemau for an injury re- 
ceived while ascending the side ladder oil a box 
car and which resulted from the proximity of the 
station awning to the car, testimony that no other 
awning on the road was like Hits one Is admissi- 
ble. 

In sucb an action the admission of testimony by 
an experienced brakemau on the same train that 
the undivided attention of a person ascending 
them was required, affords no grouud of excep- 
tion to the defendant. 

A careful examination of the reported evidence 
In this case has lailed to satisfy us that the Jury 
erred In their verdict.

The ease presents an ancteut mill dam, though 
the mill on the dam has been Idle for the past nine 
years, with three or more ancient mills below on 

llte same stream, one of which belongs to two of 
the owners of the dam; all of them operated by 
water vented through the dam and eourstug along 
the natural channel; and the plaintiff’s laud flowed 
by the dam covered with ice iu the winter season, 
which the plaintiff lias more or less frequently 
hiit'vf sted 

Ho long as the dam rightfully stands, it is the 
bounden duly of its owners to vent the water 
thereof for the use of the mill own»rs below, so 
that each shall have the natural flow of the stream 
except so far as that flow Is mod died by the rea- 
sonable use of the water by the successive ripa- 
rian proprietors. The jury have tound that the 
defendants were guilty of no malicious intent, 
since they only vented such water as iiad been 
done for the long series of years during which the 
mills have existed. If the defendants had let less 
water from their dam they would have been liable 
to the lower mill owners for the In- 
jury caused by unlawful detention. We think, 
therefore, that the Instruction was not prejudicial 
to the Dlalntlff, and that the verdict is neither 
against law nor the evidence. Stevens vs. Kelley, 
78 Me.
