Supervisor of Schools.

I am very much pleased that  I can report even more favor­
ably concerning the schools this year than the good report 
that was able to be given last year. Our Agents have been 
very successful in the selection of the teachers in the 
different districts. Many of our schools have been filled 
very creditably by teachers from our own town. The a t­
tendance has not been as good as last year in many of the 
schools during the fall and winter terms, owing to the 
several diseases that  have been so prevalent.

The teachers have endeavored to do thorough work in all 
directions, and particular prominence ha% been given to 
what will be of practical benefit in after life. Much a tten­
tion has been given to writing and written spelling, as well 
as oral, in all the schools. The improvement that the pupils 
have made in writing throughout the town during the past 
year, has been very satisfactory. Mention was to be made 
of the school that made the greatest improvement in writing 
during the summer terms.'; The schools have almost all 
done so well that it was very difficult to select, but decided 
on Miss Dresser’s school, Black Point, and Miss Lida E. 
L ibby’s, Scottow Hill. Judging from the samples received 
at the beginning and ending of the term, the scholars who 
made the most improvement were Lena Libby, Willie R ob­
inson and Scwall Milliken. In almost all the schools writ-
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ing bills, receipts and notes has been practiced, and very fine 
work has . been done in that  line both in correctness and 
neatness. I wish the whole town could sec the samples of 
tha t  work which I have received from the different schools 
as well as other written work. I think they would be 
pleased with their children’s efforts.. In some schools com­
position exercises and correct letter writing have been 
taught, which arc so necessary as they,teach the scholars to 
express themselves clearly and neatly. Neatness in all 
written work is to be particularly emphasized. Much a tten­
tion lias been given to Mental A rithm etic in.most of the 
schools, which wc all consider to. be one of the most essen­
tial studies taught both for its mental training and practical 
use. - \ ...

A feature of school work which cannot be too highly 
commended and is practiced in a l l  city schools is the use. of 
the black board, in giving the scholars work, outside of the 
book, .particularly applicable "in examples in arithmetic, 
but also good in almost every o therstiidy , which would cor­
rect the trouble, we often find tha t  scholars can do the ex­
amples and work in the book, but when Outside work is 
given, they-cannot do it. This work has been done to some 
extent, but not sufficiently until it is practiced in all the 
schools.. . . .

A very important feature in school work is declamation, 
which I think should be practiced in every school, as it gives 
the pupils confidence should they have Occasion to speak 
before the public.

The greatest difficulty with which we have to contend is 
that  some df-^hc children do not attend school as regularly 
as they should, indeed there are children in this town who 
arc -very rarely present in a term. Parents should realize 
the importance and necessity of their children being-in 
school every day unless detained by sickness or some 
equally necessary cause, and they should realize also the 
fact that  the very best legacy tha t  parents can give their 
children is an education, or the good basis of one, as is given 
in our town schools, so as they  grow older if they wish to 
add to it they can do so.
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An educator has said “that children who go to school one 
day and stay out the next, the habit is apt to follow them 
through life so they will want to work one day and not the 
next.”

To reach the highest degree of excellence in schools, 
parents should be interested and know what their children 
are doing, and work with the teachers for the best interest of 
the school.

The new law will come in force the coming year and we 
hope it will prove conducive to the good results which Mr. 
Luce, the State superintendent, anticipates for it. A l­
though it will not be likely to make as much difference in 
our own town as in those back towns of the State where the 
schools are so very much shorter and smaller than in the 
good old town of Scarboro.

I wish to express my thanks to the people of the town 
for the kindness which I have everywhere received from 
them.

F R E E  H IG H  SCH O O L.

The High School during the past year has been under the 
instruction of Mr. D. B. Lothrop, who came to us with the 
highest possible recommendation, and who has labored 
faithfully and successfully for the welfare of the school. 
The school has been large throughout the three terms. The 
interest and attendance has been well maintained. The 
scholars have been interested in their studies and much 
good, thorough work has been done in the school.

The former course of study has been somewhat revised 
and printed in better form, with the names of the scholars 
and the classes to which they belong.

I believe it to be the better plan to have the scholars keep 
along with the common studies, arithmetic, grammar, read­
ing, spelling and writing as much as possible, with the more 
advanced studies which they take in the school, and thus 
avoid that lamentable ignorance concernin'g those studies 
that  is so often found in a High School graduate. All but 
seven in the school take arithmetic and grammar.



The studies pursued during the past year have been as 
follows: Two classes in latin, Cicero and Caesar, one class
in Greek, Anabasis, three classes in algebra, two classes in 
geometry, classes in civil government, natural philosophy 
and physical geography. The classes in ancient and United 
States history, rhetoric, astronomy and physiology have 
completed those studies. There are also classes in arithme­
tic, gramm ar and bookkeeping. Nearly the whole school 
has taken bookkeeping the past two terms. Some have fin­
ished it. There have also been reading, spelling, writing, 
composition, declamations, debating and other exercises.

The whole number attending spring term, 31; fall term, 
40; winter term, 41.
