If* When the rigors of early Colonial life became
tempered bg the growing wealth of thé young nation, Maine
folk went about the busiriess of building enduring homes.

_The procedure was as simple as all qreat things are. They
5|mp(|]y added a full measure of charm 10 equal parts of ?_race
and dignity. The result—a home, in all that the name implies.

Within their walls dwelt the happiness that is bred of a Maine
man’s love for his home and family. From them came men and
'\Z\vr%rgre_rgawho added immeasurably” to the wealth and glory of

Ica.

Even today they are not old; they have onl% mellowed. With
the passing Years they have only gal_ned In eauty. The_Y are
not only the shrines of those who built them; they are still the
cherished homes of their descendants.

Occasionally one of them may be purchased by a fortunate
buyer who ths secures not only a house but a home as well.
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Shade trees surr_oundinq— these Maine homes are the product of the years.
Planted when the houses were first built, generations ago, they stand in stately dignity, giv-
ing the present owner a feeling of permanénce and associatiori with his home’s proud” past.

Wide lawns and quaint flower gardens add to the charm of the country residence, and
the dweller therein stands forth, conscious of his security as lord of all he”surveys.

. Who could ask for a better life in today’s unsettled world than a quiet, serene existence
in one of these friendly houses that has wéathered so happily the changes over many years.
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Lf The beautiful old homes in the villages along the Maine coast are, in reality,
monuments to the early seafaring men of Maine.

As these men sailed the seven seas they had visions of the days when they would sail no
more.  They wanted substantial and beautiful homes in which fo”pass their declining years,
These houses were constructed under the careful sugerwsmn of the owners. Dooyways” were
carefullyr planned.  There had to be chimpeys enough so that there could be a fireplace”in each
room. ‘Then the furmshlnPs had to be right, many of them brought from all over the world.

These houses, when completed, were beadtiful inside and out.
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[f* Many visitors to Maine make it a point to tour the coast; studying the archi-
tecture of the old homes; taking photographs and exploring the interiors.

Most of these old homes are exceptionally fine examBIes of Georgian architecture. They

were built by the village carpenters of those days; incredioly fine artisans whose craftsmanship
has remained as a standard of excellence to this day.

A qgood many of the inland. villages also have fine examples of homes and churches,
Many qf these houses still contain the Qn?mal furnishings.  Occasionally one of these old
homes is offered for sale, and fortunate is the person who may purchase one.

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_ The charm of an old doorway holds an irresistible appeal to all those who are
conscious of beauty.

In Maine the artisans of old outdid themselves when they fashioned these gracious portals.
tTo bthetlr undy&ng credit it can be said that even today a good copy of their work is something
0 be treasuréd.

- Sculptors in wood, these old craftsmen might be called, for. the beauty and delicac% of
their work required not only cunnm%, skill with tools but an artistic sense that has not Teen
|

fully appreciated until fairly” modern times.

Today. those who love things of endurlng beauty will travel
many miles to see the magnificent work that was done on door-
ways b){ these village Carpenters who, by rule of thumb,
created these masterpieces.
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_ When RUI0MT these early homes a great deal
of attention was given to the front hall and the stairway. Just
as mugh effort was given to the planning of the stalrway 8 10
any other part of the house. The banister had to be just right,
with graceful curves, The paper on the walls was carefully
selectad, sometimes the walls were painted with scenes of the
surrounding country.

The front hall was always the place for the grandfather’s
clock. The stair carpet was often hooked by the” lady of the
house.  The stairway was the means of gettln% to thé second
floor with its large airy bedrooms, four-pdster beds and plenty
of closet room.
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. The stairway was a focal point of charm to the early craftsman who planned
Maine’s_fing old residences,” Even the most modest of these old houses boast graceful stair-
cases with ling and proportion that are mute evidence of the artistic ability of the master builder.

Pun'kin pine woodwaork, doors equigged with L and H hinges and hand-wrought iron latches
are exciting finds for those who seek” beauty.

These rooms lend themselves to graceful living, for in @ house that s truly a home, none
cares to strag/ far ?r_ staP( long. Thére is a figurative candle in the window,” beckoning the
wanderer back to friendfiness “and love.
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_ A little white church with its glistening spire
reaching toward the heavens is the first object t0 be Seen"as one
approaches a Maine village.

As simple and staunch as faith itslf, the little place of wor-
ship dominating the skyline bears witness to the, uncompromis-
grge attrgrSt that Maine people have always placed in a benevolent

Many changes have occurred in the world since these churches
were fashioned from the pines of Maine by men of old. Within
their walls, however, all is as unchanged and unchanging as
eternity itself,
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Those interested in the fine workmanship of Colonial artisans_are keen_lr
attracted by the simple beauty and utility of some of these old Maine churches. Built by vil-
lage carpenters, they reflect riot only their cunning with the tools of their craft but also their
bént toward innovation.

No two churches are exactly alike. Each has its own departures from the common stand-
ard, They also reflect the changing times in the earlg]hmtor of.the state. Many are as austere
as the lives of the early Colonial settlers who built them. Others show the. classic influence of
the Georgian Period when Maine builders were noted for their ability to interpret the beauty
and delicacy of design that marked this period.
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& Living.in a Maine villuﬁe is really an adventure in contenfment, There is. no
need to hurry; there”is time to say “fello” to your neighbor; there I time for living, time
for thinking, “and there is time to Know the folkS round &bout you.

Lo those who want social life, there are garden clubs for the women, service clubs for the
men; there are the Granges and churches for both, and once a year the Country Fair.

In these communities there are fine educational opportunities
for the yqun? folks.  Modem public. schools In every com-
munity : private seminaries and academies throughout thé State,
fine colleges and junior colleges for higher learning.
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_ J*T Those wha live in Maine’s friendly little villages savor life to the fullest. There
is none of the hustle and bustle common to cities {0 destroy™ one’s perspective, Instead, life
%oes on at a quiet, leisurely pace that Is in tune with the urihurried passing of the seasons. To

e a good friend and a godd neighbor is the goal for which all villagers strive, Here, in these
small"communities, the new citizén is greeted Cordially and is made? to feel that he is doubly wel-

come. It I n%t long before he finds 1t hard to believe that h%.di | not live there always.” For,

to him, it has become the home he has been searching for all his life.
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There’s security here for the growing family.

Children have all the advantages of the large cities without the attendant dangers en-
countered in the rough and tumbl

1gh and tumblé rush of urban life. They have room to stretch and grow;
room to run and things to see that remain unknown to their city cousins.

Aware of the importance of their children and their duty to toda){’s youngsters who will

be tomorrow’s citizens, Maine folks are. making every effort t0 prepare their youngsters for the
responsibilities “they “must face in" a rapidly” changing world.

They have shown more than usual concerri this )(ear for the

future of their schoals and have sought, throug S'UdK, of con-

ditions and appropriation of funds,"to add materially to the
existing educational opportunities.
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[P There are few places in the entire world that
hold the charm of a little Maine village.

There are many reasons why this is so. In the first place,
many of them are very old, having been_ build prior to the _ ,
Revolytion.  Thus they contain mafy unrivalled examples of Early American and American
Georgian architecture. ” Then, too, Maine villages are Invariably scrupulously clean and well-
kept.”
